The degrading and intolerate con- 
ditions in the teaching profession 
seem at last to be working their own 
cure, and the pedagogical drudges 
who have been on a lower indus­
trial plane than the ditcher or wash­
erwoman, are likely to come to some 
of their own.

CANADA'S INFLUENCE.

Even Dan Patch Has the Warm Influ- 
ence of a Canadian Thorough­

bred In His Veins.
Dan Patch’s exhibition in Toronto 

recently, when he paced a mile on a 
half-mile track in 2.06, was a revela­
tion to the thousands who saw it, for 
such speed has never before been dis­
played in Canada. At the same time 
the only family of pacers that can be 
depended on to breed true to type was 
founded by a Canadian horse. More­
over, in Dan Patch himself there is at 
least one Canadian ancestor, for he 
traces back to Vermont Black Hawk, 
a Morgan horse, whose dam was bred 
in New Brunswick. Indeed, it has been 
claimed that the famous Morgan fam­
ily was of Quebec origin, although 
more recent investigations tend to dis­
credit this theory. Nevertheless, there 
is the warm blood of a Canadian thor­
oughbred in the veins of Dan Patch, 
and horsemen of this country may well 
take a peculiar interest in the world's 
champion light harness horse.

There is one great pacing family fa­
mous for its fast, game horses, and 
it is this line that had its origin in 
Canada. Tom Hal was the founder of 
the Hal family, and he was born about 
80 years ago. Bought by a Philadel­
phia man, he was taken to Kentucky 
whence his descendants spread all 
over the South, especially in Tennessee. 
Year after year they come to the races 
and carry off the big prizes, and 
among them may be mentioned Star 
Pointer, Hal Pointer, Direct Hal, Hal 
Direct, Morning Star, Angus Pointer, 
and Walter Direct. Besides sending 
to the Grand Circuit these great pac- 
era, the Hal family has also contribut­
ed largely to the formation of the 
Kentucky saddle horse. So it will be 
seen what a tremendous debt the 
horse-breeding industry of the United 
States owes to the old, roan pony 
known to fame as Tom Hal.

Another pacer that was destined to 
have a tremendous influence upon the 
breeding of trotters and pacers in the 
United States was foaled in Canada 
several years after Tom Hal had been 
taken to Kentucky. This was a fast 
and powerful black horse known as 
Pacing Pilot. He was bought in the 
Lower Provinces by a peddler, and was 
taken as far south as New Orleans, be­
fore he was finally established in Ken­
tucky. Pilot was a resolute horse, and 
had done a mile under saddle in 2.26, 
a notable performance in those days. 
His most distinguished son was Pilot 
Jr., a square-gaited, grey trotter, 
foaled in 1844. He proved to be the 
most successful progenitor of trotting 
speed of his day, but his fame rests

Electro Magnets.
The familiar horseshoe magnet la 

made of highly tempered steel and 
magnetized so that one end is a north 
pole, the other a south or perhaps more 
commonly known as a negative and a 
positive. Once magnetized it is always 
magnetic unless the power is drawn 
from it by exposure to intense beat. 
An electro-magnet, however, can be 
made from any scrap of soft iron, from 
a piece of ordinary telegraph wire to a 
gigantic iron shaft. When a current 
of electricity passes through an insulat- 
ed wire coiled about a soft iron object 
such as a nail, a bolt or a rod, that ob­
ject becomes a magnet as long as a 
current of electricity is passing through 
the coils of wire or helix. A coil of 
wire in the form of a spiral spring has 
a stronger field than a straight wire 
carrying the same current, for each 
turn or convolution adds its magnetic 
field to that of the other turns, and by 
having the center of the coil of iron, 
which is a magnetic body, the strength 
of the magnetism is greatly increased.

Among them was Miss 
Russell, the dam of Maud S., for years 
a champion trotter, and a son was 
Nutwood, founder of the family nam­
ed after him. A distinguished great- 
grandson of the old Canadian pacer 
was Jay-Eye-See, the first trotter to 
take a record of 2.10. Peter the Great, 
the sire of Miss Wilks’ unfortunate 
mare, Sadie Mac, was also a descen­
dant of Pilot.

One might fill a page with the names 
of fast horses that trace back to 
Canadian sources, but mention will be 
made only of two Canadian families, 
now practically extinct. One was the 
Copperbottom family, whose most 
distinguished scion was Swigert, and 
the other the Royal. George family. 
The founder of the latter house used 
to be the champion of Canada, at the 
three miles mixed, viz., one mile walk, 
one mile trot, and one mile run. He 
was a famous quarter-mile runner, and 

sired Palermo, one of the early win­
ners of the Queen’s Plate. The best of 
his trotting descendants was Thomas 
Jefferson, who was a champion thirty 
years ago, and beat such renowned 
horses as George Wilkes, Mambrino 
Gift, and Smuggler.

Enough has been said to show that 
at a time when good horses were few, 
and the science of breeding them un- 
developed, the horsemen of Canada 
produced trotters and pacers as good 
as the best in the United States, with­
out whom the whole breed would be 
the poorer. In the past few years there 
has been a revival of interest in the 
subject, and again Canadian-owned 
and Canadian-bred trotters and pacers 
are coming to the front. Judging by 
the past, there is no reason why this 
country should not in the future exert 
an influence, on the trotting turf as po­
tential as that exercised by the breed­
ers in Kentucky, Ohio, or Tennessee.

drumming of machine guns, volleys by 
infantry and the booming of cannon 
can ba heard at intervals. The mill- 
tory scems to have the upper hand, 
although there are rumors that the gen- 
darmerle and the Cossacks have re- 
volted and have refused to fire on the 
people.

According to this telephonic message 
the revolutionary leaders had given 
the signal for an armed rising of the 
proletariat at 6 o clock this evening, but 
Governor-Gener: ) Doubassoff discover­
ed their pians and acted quickly. He 
massed twenty-five thousand troops of 
nil arias in Red Place, under the walls of the Kremlin, mounted machine 
guns in the towers of the old Chinese 
wall. posted artille ry at intervals en­
circling the Tverskala boulevard and 
placed heavy detachments of horse and 
light artillery at strategic points.

The fir t scene of butchery occurred 
at 2 o'clock. when the troops and the 
cannon, which were loaded with grape, 
fired into a procession of workmen 
carrying red flags and singing revolu­
tionary songs as they swung into the 
boulevard.

Continued Fighting.
Since then there lias been almost 

continual fighting somewhere in the 
city. The workmen threw up barri­
cades at the Triumphal arch, two 
places in the Doitrovsky street, and at 
another place, but all were assaulted 
and carried by the troops.

The principal resistance was at the 
Triumphal arch, the defenders of that 
barricade being armed only with revol­
vers. They held their ground for a 
time against the machine guns.

One hundred and twenty student 
militia, who were surrounded at Fid­
lers school, made an heroic stand, de­
fending the place with bombs and re­
volvers from a window. They killed 
two officers and eight soldiers, and 
wounded many more before they sur­
rendered with a loss of five killed and 
thirteen wounded.,

The chief of police says that to esti­
mate the total number of casualtie- 
would be mere guess work, but the 
thinks they will probably run into the 
hundreds.

The Plan Which Failed.
The plan of the armed rising of the 

proletariat was to seize the St. Peters­
burg station at dawn Saturday, take 
possession of the Douma building, cap- 
ture the State Bank and proclaim a pro­
visional government. To the workmen 
fell the task of taking the station, the 
object of which was to prevent com­
munication and the despatch of troops 
from St. Petersburg. The student 
revolutionary organizations were to 
have captured the Douma building and 
the bank.

Governor-General Doubassoff learn­
ed of the scheme at a conference at 
the Palace Friday night, and decided 
to put it down ruthlessly. He also ac­
cepted the offer of the notorious re­
actionary, Prince. Tcherbatoff, to or­
ganize a militia composed of loyalists.

The attack of the station at dawn 
failed.

Many Awful Scenes.
There are many revolting details of 

the day. At Fidler’s school, after the 
students had raised the white flag, 
and come out, they were charged, rid­
den down and sabred by the dragoons. 
The revolutionaries retaliated wherever 
they caught an officer alone, and on 
the slightest resistance he was beaten 
into insensibility.

Telegraph poles, wires, planks, bar- 
rels, and any material available was 
used in the construction of the many 
barricades which sprang up all over 
the city, and as soon as one was de­
stroyed another went up as if by magic 
at a different point. The crowds fought 
the troops with intense stubbornness, 
using principally revolvers and hand 
grenades; but many hundreds of per­
sons had revolvers, and repeatedly 
stood their ground, even when they 
were being mowed down by quick fir- 
ers.

Many innocent persons were killed, 
am ng them several women. Many 
bodies were blown to pieces by shrap­
nel. On Tversakia street, where the 
crowds were enfiladed, the losses were 
heavy. Several students were conspic­
uous behind the barricades, either car­
rying wounded or taking their places 
In the ranks and cheering their com­
rades.

Continued on Sunday.
Moscow, Dec. 24.—(5 p. m.)—Artil­

lery, rifle and revolver firing continued 
throughout the day, but the noise of 
the battle has now somewhat abated. 
The guns have been bombarding one 
barricade after another, the cannon- 
ades being followed by charges by the 
dragoons, who set fire to the debris. 
The area of the fighting to-day was 
more extended, and included Trahnois 
Square, Sadovia, Karetnaia and many 
other streets. >

The revolutionaries apparently have 
not in the least lost heart, notwith­
standing Saturday's heavy casualties. 
It is now known that 500 is a moder­
ate estimate of the losses, and many 
more persons fell to-day.

Revolutionists’ Successes.
The revolutionaries had few suc­

cesses. They surprised a force of gen­
darmes in Karetnaia, killing or wound­
ing 20 of them. Since then artillery 
has been firing uninterruptedly in that 
section of the city.

In many cases dragoons fired into 
private houses, where they suspected 
revolutionaries had taken refuge/.

In nearly every district large num­
bers of innocent persons were accidents 
ally killed or wounded.

Late this afternoon it was reportée 
that fighting was proceeding in the 
outskirts of the city, and that there 
were heavy losses on both sides. Dur-

How It Began.
London, Dec. 26.—The Daily Tele- 

graph correspondent at St. Petersburg 
says about Moscow fighting:

"The first shots were fired by the 
revolutionaries on the troops outside 
Fidlois Square, which was surrounded. 
The revolutionaries were given one 
hour in which to surrender. Fifty min­
utes had passed and the ' Commander 
of the troops was about to give the 
order to fire when a volley came from 
the house. Soldiers were killed or 
wounded. The troops immediately re­
plied.

“Soon a white handkerchief was 
waved from a window. The troops en­
tered, but were greeted with rifle fire 
and they retired and again bombarded 
the house. Shortly afterwards a white 
flag was again waved, and the sur­
render of the revolutionaries was com­
pleted.”

KING GIVES UNIQUE HONORS.

Royal Victorian Chain and Windsor 
Uniform to Lansdowne and Balfour.
London, Dec. 26.— The King his 

awarded two unique honors to two of 
the chief men of the outgoing Minis­
try. The Marquis of Lansdowne re­
ceived the Royal Victorian Chain of 
the highest class.

The Royal Victorian Order was in- 
stituted by Queen Victoria in 1896. It 
is practically restricted to the royal 
family and its connections abroad, 
but was conferred upon the late Arch- 
bishop of Canterbury on the occasion 
of the coronation of King Edward. 
The only other non-royal holders of the 
decoration are the Dukes of Argyle 
and Fife and Lord Curzon.

Mr. Balfour's strange sounding honor 
of the Windsor Uniform is a much 
coveted distinction. It consists of a 
double-breasted blue coat with a scar­
let collar and cuffs and buttons bear­
ing the royal crown. It is worn only 
at Windsor Castle. The wearers are 
limited to the royal family, the royal 
household and a very few privileged
persons.

HAULED BY WITCHES.

Hope Young, Murderess Sentenced to 
Death, Goes Insane and Will Be 

Be Placed in Asylum.
Halifax, Dec. 26.—Hope Young, con­

victed of the murder of May Ward and 
now lying in Digby Jail awaiting a new 
trial, recently ordered by the Supreme 
Court, has become violently insane, and 
before she could be secured had brok­
en the glass of the window in her cell, 
smashed the scanty jail furniture and 
wrecked the stove.

Jailor Hutchinson had trouble some 
nights ago with the unfortunate wo­
man, and had to hold her to prevent 
her doing herself injury.

In her raving she declared that she 
was haunted by witches, who were try­
ing to murder her, but said that she 
had succeeded in hanging them all, 
except Marie Ward. The last named 
is the mother of the dead child for 
whose murder Hope Young was 
sentenced to death.

Until Saturday no actual symptoms 
of insanity were noticeable. Sunday 
she was examined as to her mental 
condition and has been placed in a 
straight jacket. Sheriff Smith will 
probably take steps to secure her re­
moval to the provincial insane asylum 
at Halifax.

“For every barricade destroyed Sun­
day, two or three appeared in other 
places. Orders were given by the re­
volutionists to shoot only when there 
was great hope of bringing a man 
down, but otherwise to tire out the 
troops until they lost patience.

Loyalty of the Troops.
“The most surprising thing of all is 

the loyalty of the troops, which no­
body here anticipated.

“Talking with an intelligent group 
of St. Petersburg revolutionists I was. 
informed that while they believed the 
strike would be victorious, they fully . 
realized, they were staking everything 
upon the issue, and that failure would 
set back their cause for several years. 
They said they were devoting their, 
efforts to shaking the foundations of 
Russian finance in full confidence that 
once the existing regime was over­
thrown, they could as quickly build 
another and that foreign nations 
would he as ready to advance money 
to a democratic republic as to the 
autocracy.

“In conclusion they declared that in 
event of failure of their cause they 
would have recourse to terrorism, 
choosing their victims from all classes 
of society.”
