Hospital in Brookiyn, announces that
Miss Phinney died in Camp Thomas of
intermittent fever on Tuesday of last
e was stricken while hard at
work ministering tthe ill of the camp

She was one of the nurses sent out
by the Trained Nurses' Maintenance
Red Cross Auxiliary. The women
who undertook the task of nursing the
sick soldices knew well the risks they
ran but they never flinched or hesitat-
ed

They bravely faced all dangers and
now Miss Phinney is dead and several
others are very ill.

Miss Phinney vas a supervising
nurse at the Kings County Hospital.
She was only twenty-four years old,
but was ane of the first nurses 1o vol
