Bishop Neill: I have conducted 
almost twenty missions on 4 con­
tinents. Some of these have been 
at Oxford, Harvard, Yale, Tor­
onto and Sydney, Australia.

Interviewer: It is frequently 
charged that present day young 
people are not too deeply con­
cerned about religion and the 
Church. Do you find this is to 
be true, and if so what are your 
findings based on?

Bishop Neill: No I don’t find 
this to be true as long as religion 
and church teachings are put 
their way. Young people don’t 
like or want their religion to be 
given in the traditional way. I 
have found students to be pro­
foundly interested in religion and 
in ultimate questions. These are 
discussed more than any other 
topics.

Interviewer: So far as your 
personal observations are con­
cerned, what results are expected 
from a university mission?

Bishop Neill: We expect a 
university mission to start stud­
ents thinking about Jesus Christ, 
Christianity generally, and whe­
ther or not they are Christians. 
I was at Yale three weeks ago 
and they are still talking about 
my last mission there ten years 
ago. We expect delayed reac­
tions and delayed results. It is not 
usual to have complete overnight 
results. Our influence should ex-

Besides lecturing at 
several universities in America, 
he has travelled fairly extensive­
ly, investigating works of art for 
exhibition and purchase, accom­
panying Canadian exhibitions 
abroad, and attending interna­
tional museum meetings.

Dr. Hubbard is the author of 
European Paintings in Canadian 
Collections, the new National 
Gallery of Canada Catalogue, an 
Anthology of Canadian Art, and 
a history of Canadian art and a 
monograph on Tom Thomson 
are now in the hands of the pub­
lishers. He is keenly interested 
in the rediscovery of early art in 
Canada as in the more recent 
manifestations of art in this 
country.

This is a question often asked but not too often answered. The 
only thing UNB's most "intellectual" students know about the World 
University Service of Canada is that somehow through SRC, that 
organization which brings Treasure Van and the odd Slave Auction 
to the campus, gets a dollar from every student whether they like 
it or not. And what is more, these same students voted two years 
ago to keep this levy in effect.

This year UNB's money is being spent on bringing a scholar 
all the way from Nepal to study on the campus and even maybe 
to tell us just where Nepal is (after all, as Canadians, we can't be 
expected to know everything). But then we have to consider that 
there are lots of Canadian students who need that scholarship just 
as badly. Charity begins at home . . . don't you think? In our bliss­
ful ignorance we don't realize that this scholar is actually going to 
help develop the so much needed intellectual atmosphere on the 
campus. We also don't realize that when Mr. Bhandary has finished 
his studies through our facilities he will return home as an am­
bassador of Canada and a leader to his country.

UNB's money is also being spent on an International Program 
of Action set up by the World University Service in Geneva of 
which WUSC and service groups of 36 other countries are members. 
This program is carried out through mutual assistance, self-help, 
and technical assistance in Asia, Africa, Europe and North America. 
This question often comes up: Does such a program do any good? 
Does it lessen anything? All one can answer to this is to cite the 
work done: TB centres, hospitals, student wards constructed . . . 
books sent to Prisoner of War Camps . . . co-operative student hous­
ing, printing shops, stores established . . . conferences, studies and 
surveys on student health and lodging problems conducted . . . etc.

Worthwhile? You think not? — You don't think.
UNB's money is also being spent on sending a student, selected 

by a representative board, to Poland along with 40 other Canadian 
students for a study seminar during the summer. We can't all go 
abroad to see what it is like outside Canada, so we try to send at 
least one and have him tell us about it.

It is thus that WUSC, local Committee UNB, hopes to create 
an atmosphere for learning and international co-operation within 
our academic community.
