If I were 

to offer one piece of advice about this 

card game that threatens to take over 

most significant stock in the fantasy 
/ role-playing market, I would say 

that it would have to be: Stay Away!

No, seriously, the game is incred­
ibly addictive, and threatens to de­

stroy any attempts that you may make 
at serious study this semester.

In addition, it threatens to empty 

your bank book, wallet, and brings on 

contemplations of trading your baby 
brother for another deck.

You see, the secret of the game is 

to own as many cards as possible, 

especially the rare ones, in order to 
build a personal deck from which you 

can draw a trumping hand.
Every player, by owning a unique 

set of cards, can literally create their 
own form of the game, based those 

that they play with or their own per­

sonal quirks. For instance, one Magic 
Addict, as they have become known, 

plays with a deck that features what 

he calls “Goldilocks and the Three 
Bears”.
