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The Industrial Fair.

| HOUGH  the TIndustrial
Fair of 1901 was opened
most auspiciously on Aug.
27th, by Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, before the largest
crowd that ever attended
the opening ceremonies, the total
attendance at this year's exhibi-
tion was considerably behind ihat
of last year. There are several
reasons for this. The weather of
the first week was very bad, caus-
ing the receipts on Friday and Sat-
urday to be almost nil.” Then the
close proximity of the Pan-Amer-
ican had an injurious effect »pon
the attendance especially from
western Ontario. There were not
a few who decided to pass by To-
ronto this year and visit the I'an-
American.  Another event  that
possibly detracted somewhat ircm
the attendance was the coming vi-
sit of the Duke of York. There are
no doubt many people in the conn-
try who desire to see His Royal
Highness and preicr to defer their
visit to the Queen city till his ar-
rival.  They can sce the Industrial
any vear but the Duke only once.
These events, no doubt, detracted
in a greater or less degree from the
attendance this year. But there
may have been other reasons.
There can be little doubt but that
the holding of the fair year aiter
year in the same old buildings
which are over<rowded to accom-
modate the exhibits has had some-
thing to do with the dec reasing at-
tendance  of recent years.  1he
city of Toronto must get a move
on, and that right quickly if it de-
sires to preserve the prostige and
attracting powers of its great In-
dustrial Exposition. People are
getting tired of hearing new hwuld-
angs talked of year alter vear and
coming to the Fair to find the same
old timers doing duty in the same
old way. The defeat of the by-law
last spring was in more ways than
one, a serious blow to the iair.
Not alone because it prevented new
buildings from being erected, but
that it gave the impression in the
country that Toronto and its citi-
zens took little interest in the show
and why then should outsiders make
any extra effort to support it. A
few new buildings, such as the
dairy, main and art buildings, ure
an absolute necessity in order to
keep the fair up to the average of
recent years. While if it is to ex-
pand and grow into a great Dom-
inion Exposition, as many seem
desirous that it should become, a

great many new features in the
way of equipment are necessary,

As far as exhibits go this vear's
fair was generally speaking up to
the average of recent years and in
several respects far ahead. "he
show of live stock, especially cat-
tle, was the greatest ever seen in
Canada, which means the greatest
on this continent, On the whole
the manufacturers made a hetter
display than v ! and all depart~
ments of the Fair were well lled,
showing that exhibitors have mnot
lost faith in the exhibition or its
management.  In fact the incon-
venience  which  exhibitors  were
put to in some of the buildings
this  year because of  leaky
roofs, shows that they are made
of sterling stufi and are determined
to stand by the exposition through
rain or shine. And this is one of
the strongest arguments in favor
ol new buildings and rew equip-
ment. These exhibitors mav not
wish to go through the same cx-
perience next vear, and unless
something better in the wav of ac-
commodadation is provided who
would blame them for staving at
lome. New buildings must come
e some way or other or well wish-
ers of the Industrial will sce it gra-
dually recede from the proud posi-
tion it now occupies, that of the
greatest all round  agricultural
show on this continent.

While new  buildings are being
discussed it might be worth while
to consider improved methods in
other lines.  There are not a few
departments of the fair that have
got into ruts and are running
along in the same groove year af-
ter yvear, due perhaps to their he-
ing managed in the same way by
the same directors almost since the
beginning of the Exposition. A lit-
tle shuflling around among these
would do good and a little new
blood introduced would improve
matters very much. In one or two
departments this year, that have
been placed in charge of new men
marked improvement has been ef-
fected in the arrangement and at-
tractiveness of the exhibits. But
we may have.more to say on this
line later on,

A little friction arose this vear
between the management and 1em-
bers of the agricultural press in
regard to reporting the live stock
that cannot very well be passed by
unnoticed. Up 'to last year repre-
sentatives of the press were al-
lowed in the ring when the live
stock were being judged, but this
year a new order of things prevail-

ed and the officials in charge of the
ring were instructed not to allow
such representatives in the ring
while the judging was going on.

Now, everyone familiar with re-
porting live stock knows that an
accurate and critical report cannot
be prepared unless the reporter has
the same opportunity for examine
ing the animals, that the judges
have. The reason given for this
curtailing of former privileges is
that several exhibitors have com-
plained that the representatives of
the agricultural press influenced
the judges in making the awards,
But if the judges are honest in the
discharge of their duties therc need
be no difficulty on this score. Fur-
thermore, the agricultural press of
this countrv is too self-respecting
and on too high a plane to coun-
tenance any tampering  with the
awarding of prizes, and we very
much doubt ii there is any founda-
tions whatever, for the charge
made. This section of the Cana-
dian press caters to the most ime
portant individual in the country,
the farmer and breeder, and if it is
to be denied the privilege of pres
paring an intelligent report of the
live stock department for its read-
ers it should be able to get along
without making anv report at all
as well as the Exhibition and its
exhibitors can.

Fruit Inspection.

Hon. Sydney Fisher has made a
number of appointments in connece
tion with the act for the inspec-
tion of, packing and marking fruit.
Mr. Alex. McNeill of Walkerville,
and Mr. Lick of Oshawa will be
chiel inspectors for Ontario.  Mr.
McNeill  is well known in connec-
tion with Farmers' Institute work,
and Mr. Lick is a graduate of the
Ontario Agricultural College. Mr.
P. J. Carey of Cobourg, Mr. D. H,
Wharton of Kingston, and Mr.
Scriver, son of Julius Scriver, M.
P., will be employed on inspection
work in Montreal. There will al-
so be a French-Canadian inspector,
but he has not yet been chosen.
The Minister of Agriculture is not
desirous of putting into force any
vexatious restrictions, or to do
anything to hamper or check the
fruit trade. He hopes to receive the
hearty co-operation of fruit grow-
ers, and believes they will work
harmoniously with the department
to improve and build up the great
industry whose success means so
much for Canada.

Our Weekly Western Letter.

Manitoba's Fruit Interests, Har-
vesting, Marketing;  Everybody
Busy.

Winnipeg, August 3oth, 1901,

It has been a sorc point with the
Manitoban that his boasted prov-
ince has to import its fruit, The
visitor from Ontario points with
pride to the apples in our stores,
and enquires  insmuatingly,  “Do
vou grow  these bere,” knowing
that the answer must be, “Those
arc from Ontario.”” Indeed most
of our citizens have been so fre-
quently told that apples will not
grow in Manitoha that thev have
tome to believe this to be the
case. * It was known to the few
who have made an intelligent ef-
fort that a fair measure of suce
vess was easily attainable, but so
many failures have loillowed the
purchase of Eastern nursery stock,
that the average man will 10t at.
tempt to argue the point when
Manitoba's capabilities in this line
are impeached, We have this
week, however, been given a reve-
lation of future possibilities by the
exhibition of home-grown apples,
collected by the Horticultural So-
ciety, and now on view in this city,
The exhibit includes over thirty
standard apples, of summer, fall
and winter varitics, numerous new
hybrids and  seedlings of promise,
and about a dozen excellent crabs,
including all  the old reliable and
many promising new varietics. In
every class the samples will com-
pare favorably with the best pro-
ducts of Fastern orchards.  Many
of the hest known Eastern varie-
ties such as Duchess, Gravenstein,
ete., are here shown.  The samples
of Yellow  Transparent could not
be improved upon.  Blushed Col-
ville, White Rubeets, Wealthy, are
a few more familiar names.

The  Horticultural Socity s a
voung and pushing institution, or-
ganized with the aim of encourag-
ing and  popularizing fruit and
flower cultivation by diseminating
information,  distributing  hardy
plants, holding public meetings,
ete. It has plenty of room for its
operations in the prairie province,
and though such movements are
slow, they are certain to produce
good results.  Many people cannot
realize that there was a time when

fruit was not grown in Ontario,
An old friend, now many ycars de-
ceased, used to tell me  how his
neighbors  scoffed at  his first ef-
forts  to grow apples in Essex
County,

Harvest is now practically fin-
ished: in many parts of the prove
ince, notably in the Southern and
central portions, there is not an
acre standing: but in the northern
and western districts about thirty
per cent. is still to be cut. The
castern district has been visited by
two showers during the week,
which have interrupted the harve
esting operations  for twenty-four
hours at a stretch, and the city of
Winnipeg experienced a heavy hail
storm on the 28th inst. This latter
did not reach the grain fields, con-
sequently the damage done is ine
consequential, Elsewhere the
weather has been a continuation of
last week's, dry, hot and bright, as
nearly perfect as can be imagined,

Present prices are a strong temp-
tation to farmers to contract for
the sale of the entire crop, and
buyers are eager to make such con-
tracts. There is no doubt that
in accepting the figure now offered
the farmer is secuiing a good re-
turn for his labor, but he must be
careful not to sell himself short, o
he may regret his bargain. The
grain man in such cases is sure to
exact his pound of wheat, and if
the farmer hasn't got it cash is
the only substitute. Selling fu-
tures is legitimate when the seller
has the goods, when he has not, it
becomes a gamble. When the
gamble is profitable the farmer
smiles; when prices go up he sees
that gambling is a sin. The best
course to pursue is the safe one;
estimate your crop at a modest
figure and be sure you make no
mistake about the number of acres
you have of it. Then if you should
have a few bushels over after file
ling contracts, you are just that
much in pocket, and have a clear
conscience into the bargain,

- . . .

Produce markets continue to ime
prove.  The best sale of creamery
butter by my last letter was at
16!, cents.  This week 1 hear of a
large transaction at 17 cents and
venture the prediction, that this
price  will be maintained, if not
bettered, during the next week.
There have been a  few sales at
lower figures, but the best makes
are bound to command the best
prices.  As stated last week, the
British Columbia dealers have sent
an agent to look after their inter-
ests  here, and though no great
boom'in prices can be expected to
result, still a certain improvement
has already been felt, and the fine
est of our product has been pure
chased for Vancouver,

Dairy butter remains the same
as last week, but may be expected
to advance slightly during the
next week or two, as the pastures
commence to dry up. Prime dairy
in small lots brings 15 to 16 cents,
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but the bulk of the oficrings are
sold at 1o to 11 cents.

Cheese remains firm at 7 to 7Y%
cents, the latter price lor small
lots of extra choice,

What No. 1 Hard Means.

The following extracts from the
General Inspection At were re-
cently published and distributed to
the members of the Winnipeg Grain
and P'roduce Exchange,

“Extra Manitoba hard wheat
shall weigh not less that 62 pounds
per bushel, shall be plumyp, sound
and well cleaned, and shall contain
not less than 85 per cent, of hard
ved File wheat.

“No. 1t Manitoba hard wheat
shall  he plump, sound  and well
cleaned, weighing not less than 6o
pounds to the bushel, and shall be
composed of at least 75 per cent,
of hard red Fife wheat.

“No. 1 hard white Fife wheat
shall be  sound and well cleaned,
weighing not less than 60 pounds
to the bushel, and shall be compos-
ed of not less than 60 per cent. of
hard white Fife wheat, and shall
not contain more than 25 per cent,
of soft wheat.

*No. 1 hard Manitoba Northern
wheat shall  be sound and well
cleancd, weighing not less than 60
pounds to the bushel, and shall be
composed of at least 60 per cent,
of hard red Fife wheat.

““No. 2 Manitoba Northern
wheat shall be sound and reason-
ably clean, of good milling quali-
ties and fit for warchousing,
weighing not less than 58 pounds
to the bushel, and shall be com-
posed of at least 45 per cent. ol
hard red Fife wheat.

“Any wheat not good enough to
be graded as No. 2 Manitoba
Northern, shall be graded No. 3

Manitoba Northern in the discre-
tion of the inspector,

“Scoured wheat  shall not be
graded higher than No. 3 Manitoba
Northern.

“All wheat in the preceding six
grades  shall consist  wholly  of
wheat  grown in Manitoba, the
Northwest  Territorics, or in On-
tario, west  of Fort William, on
Lake Superior,

“No.o 1 oats  shall be sound,
plump, clean and  free from other
grain,

“Noo 2 cats  shall be sound,
reasonably clean and reasonably
free from other grain,

“No. 3 oats .\!II” he sound hut
rot clean enough to be graded as
No. 2,

SRejected oats shall indlude such
as arc damp, unsound, dirty, or
from any other canse unfit 1o be
graded as No, 3.

CORRESPONDENCE.

Lucerne or Alfalfa.
Editor Tue Farating Woktn :

Some time ago, a report of a
talk of mine given at a Farmers'
Institute  meeting  on the above
subject, was copied into “Hoard's
Dairyman,” and as a consequence,
I have been receiving letters from
all parts of the United States and
Canada, asking for information on
the subject. As the question of
good forage crops is an all import-
ant one to farmers, with your per-
mission, T will briefly state our ex-

perience of this valuable, but come
paratively new plant.

We commenced  its cultivation
about fourteen  yvears ago, so we
should be able to know whercof we
speak.  We soon found out that it
was a very exclusive plant, it
would  keep company with no
other grass, it wants the whole of
the ground or none of it. At first
we sowed fifteen pounds per acre,
but later we found that not less
than twenty pounds more is bet-
ter., The thick sowing makes a
finer grass, and smothers out all
weed growth.  This may seem to
be dearer than a  seeding of red
clover, but when one considers
that  the latter does not stand
more than two or three vears,
while the lucerne is there for eight
or ten, one can easily see which is
the cheaper,

We find Incerne to be one of the
best weed exterminators and land
renovators there is. The frequent
auttings  most cffectnally prevents
any weeds going to sced.  And as
it 15 a leguminous  plant it draws
the nitrogen from the atmosphere
and its Jong roots go so far down
that 1t scems  to  stand the
drouth  better than  odher clover
Many have the impression that it
is suited for light soils only.  The
lact of the matter is it will grow
on any  good well prepared soil,
It will not do at all on a wet,
cold bottom.

For soiling, or a green fodder it
is the best thing we ever had. One
year we commenced cutting on the
sixth ol Mav. It will give three
or four cuttings in a scason. of
vured hay from one to three tons
per acre cach cutting, according to
land and weather. We raise our
own seed, and  have not found it
detrimental to the next crop. The
severe frost of several vears ago
Killed all we had, as it did all other
clovers, but since we have sown
every  spring  up to the present
time,  We have over twenty acres
in, and intend putting in about
twelve  more next spring 1t
makes  the best of pig  pastures.
We have had eighty pigs  get the
most of their living off of four or
five acres.

In southern Alberta they are ase
ing a svstem of irrigation, and in-
troducing Incerne claiming that it
will be the only part in the Do-
minion where it can be successiul-
Iy grown. But we in Ontario can
grow it to perfection, and it wonld
not only increase the value of our
lands, as it is doing in the Tnited
States, but  would immensels ine
crease our cattle and dairyving
business.

We find a deal of preudice
against it, some have mno better
rcason than because it i5 some-
thing new, and will stick by the
old timothy and red clover, Others
inquire all about it, and ¢rv a Lt-
tle patch, but for some treason,
don't succeed and give it up. We
have found it to be a very profit-
able crop, and have kept oa grow-
ing it. We are now convinced
that it is the best thing we grow.

Beef Breeds of Cattle

Toronto has always managed to
secure the best display of beef cat-
tle got together at any show in
Canada, but this year the breeders
excelled every previous effort and
made an extra good show. In
the Shorthorns there was the
wealth of numbers as well as the
individual excellence, which togeth-
er in the heiler classes especially,
made one of the grandest rings
of beef cattle ever seen on the con-
tinent. There were 118 Short-
horns, 53 Herefords, 42 Polled
Angus, 48 Galloways and 35 fat
and grade cattle shown, a total for
the beef breeds of 296 head.

SHORTHORNS

The aged bull class was headed
by W. D. Flatt, Hamilton, Ont.,
with his four-vear old roan bull
“Valiant," by Abbotsford, a bull
that carries a wealth of flesh, and
was brought out in beautiful
bloom. He was thought good
enough to head the ring as senior
champion male over two vears old.

Sccond place went to W, C, Kd-
wards & Co., for their Illinios
bred bull “Gwen Allan,” by Baron
Cruickshank 3rd, a red and white,
well-ribbed and broad backed. The
Manitoba entry of the Hon.
Thomas Greenway, of Crystal
City, a big roan was third. ~The
three ycar olds were headed by a
red and white bull Deputy Mar-
shall, from the herd of W. A. Bo-
land, Grass Lake, Michigan, U. S.,
who brought out 1 herd of excellent
animals in good show trim and
managed to secure a fair share of
the awards in a very strong class.
W. D. Flatt was second , with a
white bull bred in Cornwall, Fng-
land and recently imported. This
is a bull of good style and fine
quality. Another imported bull
came third, bred in Perthshire,
Scotland, ‘“Captain Mayfly,” by

Captain of the Guard, is a red
bull,  shown by J. A. Crerar,
Shakespeare, Ont. It was a
close  contest for first place
amongst the two-year olds, with
the imported bull, *ILord Banfl, "
by Cap-a-Pie, winning for W. D,
Flatt, but the white bull, First
Choice, of the Messrs. Watts'
breeding and shown by I. & A. Som-
erville, Elder Mills,” was a good
second; handles well and carries a
lot of flesh well placed.

In yearlings, J. & W. B. Watt,
Salem, won with ‘“‘Royval Wonder,"
of their own breeding, and he was
found good enough not only to be
placed first in his class, but to
win the championship amongst the
young bulls.  W. D. Flatt had a
good  second in Knight Errant,
bred by W. C. Edwards, and one.
that has improved since he got
fifth place for his breeder last
Yyear as a calf. Bull calves were
a great class of 26 entries, but they
were not all drawn out. A very
sweet young calf of a rich red color
bred by D. Talbot & Son, Everton,
was placed first in the young calf
class. The regular class for calves
under  two vears brought out a
big field of very uniform young-
sters.  James Leask, Greenbank,
captured first place with a very
good one of his own breeding. He
Is bred by Roval Banner out of a
Mayflower cow. W. A. Boland
was second with another red, and
J. & W. B. Watt third, with a fine
roan. W. D. Flatt had a red by
Orange Chief and Goodfellow Bros.
fifth place with a rich red.

Cows were not a large class,
but those out were mountains of
flesh and good feeding. Seldom
have better specimens been seen
than the two magnificent reds
which headed the class, Opinions
differed as to the merits of the
pair, but the W. D. Flatt entry,
“Empress 12th,” bred near Car.
lisle, England, got the red ribbeon
and the U. S. cow “Lady Sharon
4th," got second place. Three
wonderfully  good thick fleshed
roans  followed with Hon. Thos.

Half Bred Buffalo

One ot the most — interesting ex-
hibits was that of Mossom Bovd,
Esq. ot Bobeavgeon, who had on
the vrounds a herd  of half bred
buflalo s from  his big island
stock farm. These consisted of a
hali-lred  grade  Gallowav bull,
black. with  a great fore (uarter,
and altogether very like the bufialo
i appearance and form, but with
the black color  of his Galloway

dam, He weighs abont a ton,
There was  six females,  all hlack
and  very uniform,  very large

cows high shoulders, and drooping
like their sire in the hind quarters.
They have been wintered mostly on
straw. and towards spring. had in
addition, a small quantity of grain
and <ince  they have heen out to
pasture. have  had nothing  hut
grass. vet they were in good order
and fat enough to show. Mr.
Bovd has been experimenting for
many vears and hopes  to get an
animal that will breed readily with
domestic cattle  and  add to the
quantity of beef on the back as the
buttalo has more length of spine on
the back and more beef along the
backbone. It is to be hoped that
this liudable object  will he rea-
lized by Mr., Bovd.

Sheep.

There was about the usual turn-
ent of sheep, with the quality in
most casses well up to that of
other vears. While this is the case
We are sorry to have to state that
there were more poor and unfinish-
ed specimens  shown  than Lave
been seen at the Industrial in re-
cent vears. This mav be  due to
the lact that there  were several
new exhibitors on hand who seem-
ingly did not understand what was
requirad in quality and in properly
fitting - sheep for” the show ring.
There were also one or two old ex-
hibitors in few classes who had not
all their exhibits up to their usual
standard of quality and fitness.

display made in the Horticultural

pavilion, was verv  creditable in-
deed and very much  better than
expected,  An o American visitor
stated that as a general fruit ex-

hibit, it was bhetter than what he
saw at  the Pan-American last
week.  From the large display of
apples one would think that that
old standby  of the growing hoy

Was not so scarce in this province
as we have been led  to helieve it
wonld be this vear. The carly

date of the Fair makes it hard to
get late fall and winter specimens
sufliciently matured to show good
coloring —and  consequently  this
quality  was  lacking  in many
varieties but otherwise the display
was a very good one.

the Codling moth.  This is a sim-
ple  contrivance made  of coarse

sacking wound three times around
the tree trunk 3 or 4 feet from the
ground. It should be applicd
about July 1st and examined every
two weeks till about Oct. 1st and,

the mothes destroyed.  As
many as 75 to 150 have been
caught in onc band on a single

tree.  This is a very effective way
of getting rid of wormy apples. In
Burlington section the plum crop
is heavy, the pear crop an average
one, apples are light and grapes
good.  This district is sending ex-
hibits to the Pan-American cvery
two weeks and have a special com-
mission appointed to make selec-
tions. The Burlington district has
taken the 1st prize at Toronto for

Except for a call note now and
then the birds are silent now, but
for all that they are very busy, A
few davs ago 1 'watched a flock of
warblers  as they  worked along
through the tree tops.  From one
tree to the  other  they drifted,
searching  every  twig, “leaf and
erevice  in the bark for their in-
sect food.  Not an inch of those
trees conld  have heen neglected,
and 1t seemed impossible that any
insect could escape the scrutiny of
that flock of hirds. Some must
do so or the species would cease to
be represented, and nature alwavs
provides against that As these
warblers and other tree trequents
ers  work their  way southward,
gleaning  amongst  the foliage as
they go. so other forms scour the
liclds, brush heaps and fence rows,
cleaning  out from  these places
both insects and weed sveds, and
so helping 1o keep  down our exe
pensive enemies,

INSECT NOTES,

Farlv  last winter 1 received a
number of letters from farmers in
the  southern  and south-western
counties, Stating that the Hessian
fly had attacked their wheat and
asking me to suggest some method
by which the grain conld be saved,
It was then too lat for preserva-
tive measures, so far as that crop
was concerned. Nothing could bhe
done at that stage except by plow-
mng it under and sowing mx}wthm;:
else, What  proportion of the
wheat crop has heen lost by reason
of the attack I have not vet heen
able to ascertain, hut | know that
s very large,  and [ feel satis-
fied that unless proper precautions
are taken this autumn with re-
gard to the sowing of fall wheat,
that  the loss next Year will be
much greater, )

Tn the  issue of The Farming
World of January 1st, 1901, I gave
the life history “and best methods
of dealing with  the Hessian fly in
full; so that it wil not be neces-
sary for me te go all over that
ground again, As, however, the
seeding  time for fq1 wheat will
soon be here, T wish to urge upon
my readers the necessity there is
_lnr adopting a general plan of seed-
g which  will have the effect of
checking  this very injurious fly,
The wheat, barley and rye stubble
if not  seeded down, should be
plowed under, as soon as possible
after the crop is r moved. A few
strips of land sh d be sown with
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wheat alout the middle of August
or as soon alter as possible, Al
the flies m the vicinity will be at-
tracted to them and there retain-
vd.  These strips should be allow-
vd to remain until the time comes
for sowing  the main crop, when
the trap strips should be plowed
under and  the eggs and maggots
buricd Al selfsown wheat,
barley or rve should be destroved
so that the thies shall have no food
plants but those in the trap strips
upon which to deposit their Cgys.,

While these preliminary steps are
O great service inassisting to
keep the flv in check the most res
Hable and effective  method of de-
stroving it, is  the adoption  of a
uniform  safe period  for sowing
wheat in cach section of the coun-
try. this is of the greatest import-
ance, tor 1l a part ob the felds
in any locality are sown for wheat
before the date of disappearance of
the fly, und  sufier from the fall
brood, the swarms emerging from
such fields  the following spring,
will be carried by the wind or mi-
grate to the late sown fields and
do serious mischiet It is in this
way that wheat sown during the
safe period is sometimes injured in
the spring. It is therefore neces-
sary that  all the wheat in cach
section should be sown sufliciently
late to prevent the flies during the
period of their flight in the fall
from  findng  anv  wheat upon
which to despoit their eges,

The proper time to sow wheat
to cnsure safity for the crop s
about six or seven days after the
usual date for the disappearance of
the fly.  This must be determined
by observations made in each lo-
cality, as the date of the insects’
disappearance difiers with the lati-
tude, being later in the south than
in the north, in the proportion of
about one day for cach quarter of
& degree of latitnde

In ordinary scasons ahat is in
scasons i which we have the usual
amount of rainfall), it 15 generally
safe to  sow wheat in  southern
Ontario  alter the twenticth of
September,  but in exceptionally
dry and hot seasons, such as are
unfavorable for the germination of
seed it is necessary to defer sowing
until a later period, because in
seasons of drouth the development
of the fly will be retarded until
alter a heavy rainfall. It is these
exceptional cases that require the
exercise of good judgment com-
bined with careiul observation. As
a dry and warm season will cause
& late appearance and disappear-
ance of the fly, so a wet and cool
scason will have the contrary ef-
feet and cause the flies to pass
through  the perfect stage and
disappear earlier than usual.

When a  rainfall occurs at og

about sceding time alter a very
dry scason, and the presence of the
flv suspected it is  not safe tor
sow immediately  after the rain,
At least  ten davs  should be al
Towed to elapse before seeding so-
that the danger period may pass
before the plants shoot above the
ground,

It is somctimes urged as an obe-
jection to late sowing that the
plants have not time to make suf-
ficient growth  to cnable them to
stand the winter.  This objection
is very scldom good. As a rule,
just as good crops can be obtained
from wheat sown on the first of
October as on the first of Septems
ber, but  even if the  vield of the
late  sown crop should be rather
smaller it is much better  to take
this for a lew vears and so get rid
ol the Hessian fly, than to keep on
tryimg  for a larger crop by carly
xn'\\mg and vontinue to lose every-
thing.

It is this moth which pro-
duces the large horn tailed cater-
pillar often found on tomatoes and
allied  plants.  They are more
abundant than usual this summer,

I. H. N.—The Ruby thorated
humming bird is the ~only one of
the family which occurs in Ontar-
10, Manitoba or any of the Easte
ern Provinces. In British Columbia
four species are found, and I have
records of two species  from the
Banfi district. I have no record
of the Ruby throat west of Mani-
toba.

B. B. R, Port Alma.—The peach
twigs sent are thickly covered with
the fungus known ‘as peach mil-
dew, It is probably prevalent
this year as the excessive humidity
of the atmosphere would be favore
able to its production. This is
not  generally considered a very
serions disease as it is superficial
in habit of growth and not likely
to be permanent. Spray with a
mixture of three pounds each of
sulphate of copper and quick-lime;
dissolve these separately in woode
en vessels and then mix them to-
gether with sufficient water to
make fifty gallons. Prune closely
this winter and you will probably
stamp out the trouble,
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Sugar Beetlets.

One acre of beets will produce
from 2,000 to 3,000 pounds of te-
fined sugar.

The land for raising the bects
will easily be worth $125 per acre,

It takes about fifteen davs' lator
to take care of an acre of beets
from the time of plowing to duli-
very to factory, or shipping sta-
tion, which labor is worth about
$1.25 per day.

The beet is capable of healthy
and profitable culture over a wider
latitude of the earth's surface than
sugar cane, and hence is more val-
uable to the masses.

The beet not only does not de-
plete the soil, as does grain crops
and many other products, Hut adds
fertility to the soil.

The bect is almost wholly im-
mune to the attacks of inscets, dis-
ease or clemental disturban es,

The beet possess the esnormous
advantage over cane of vieuling
by-products of great value, espe-
cially as a food for dairy rattle,

The beet sugar industry in the
United States last year produced
83,000 tons, or 166,000,000 y.unds
of sugar, as compared with 174,000
tons vielded by  the sugar-cane in
this country.

The beet is one ol the most pro-
lific crops known.

The beet affords an occupation
agreeable to old and voung.

The beet will yvield a bigger cash
teward than any other general field
crop grown.

The beet, as a substantial veg-
etable food, will in time largely if
not wholly supplant the now uni-
versal Irish potato, being more ru-
tritious and free from certain ob-
jectionable elements mainly com-
posing the latter.

Sugar Beets at the Exhibition.

The display of sugar beets from
the different  experimental plots
conducted by the Government, has
attracted a great deal of attention
during the past week, and has been
a revelation not only to the aver-
age man, hut to the farmers them-
selves.  The plan for the selection
of the beets for the exhibit was as
follows:  Ten beets from each plot
were pulled indiscriminately labeled
with cach man's number and sent
to the Department of Agriculture.
From these ten, one from each
grower was  selected for exhibit,
and nine kept for analysis. One
beet from each grower in each sec-
tion, is grouped and constitutes
the exhibit from that locality.
some twenty different points being
represented, comprising all points
from Belleville, in the east to
Wallaceburg in the west, and
Walkerton in the north, to Dunn-
ville in the southern portion of the
province. That the beets are of
very fine quality is conceded by the
most  optimistic farmer, and the
information gained puts the grow-
ing of sugar beets upon that farm-
er's list of a new crop well worth
trying. The beets as shown vary
in size, from } a pound up to three
pounds each; the value of the
sugar content in them can only be
determined by analysis. Taken as
& whole, it is demonstrated that in

every section, where these bects
were grown, the right quality can
be grown for a sugar factory, but
the question remains to be solved,
whether or not the proper quan-
tity could be secured to operate a
factory successfully; 5,000 acres of
beets each year would have to be
raised. With a four years' rotation
this means that 20,000 acres of
the very best land must be devoted
to the culture of sugar beets. The
experimental  plot of beets grown
upon the Grounds was an object
lesson, showing beets sown in rows
hefore spacing, thinning and bunch-
ing; when properly bunched, and,
as they should be when the foliage
was full grown and the beets com-
ing to maturity and absorbing the
sugar from the atmosphere. The
whole display, while not very large
has been of great value, not only
to the farming community, but to
others as well, and reflects great
credit upon  Prof. Shuttleworth,
who had the matter in hand, and
upon the Department of Agricul-
ture. A display of implements
used in sowing, cultivating and
pulling of beets was in charge of
Mr. W. K. Snider, of Sombra.

Why It Failed.

The failure of the Wolverine
Sugar Company, of Benton Har-
bor, Mich., is at 'ist announced,
and, is only what was predicted
before the factory was built. Ex-
perts who are familiar with the
business, warned the promoters
against the location, showing the
beets could not be grown in the
locality, and, even though the soil
could grow them, the farmer would
not, heice the inevitable was
bound to come. Two years de-
monstrated that the experts were
correct in their estimation, as the
factory only ran three months in
the two years. There was no-
thing wrong with the factory, it
would make sugar, the very best
sugar, too, and plenty of it, but
the beets were not forthcoming,
and without beets, and thousands
of tons of them, no factory can
exist.  History will repeat itself
in this country, if proper care is
not exercised in the location of a
factory. You must bear in mind
that not only must there be $5,000
acres under contract in the vicinity
of the factory, but there must be
sufficient land to rotate your crop,
say four years rotation, which
would mean 20,000; in addition
you must figure that not more
than ten per cent. of each farm will
be put into beets, so that at least
it will require a good farming sec-
tion of 200,000 acres to support a
factory.

Territorial Beet Sugar Produc
tion.

At the last session of the Terri-
torial Assembly an ordinance was
passed dealing ‘with the exemption
Irom municipal taxation of beet
stugar factories for a certain num-
ol vears. It was stated that the
SEns were  not wanting  to show
that the attention of capital had
been attracted to the possibilities
of the irrigated west in the vav of
beet sugar production and this x-
emption was only an additional in-
ducement to prospective investors,

While it is an undisputed fact
that, generally speaking, the far-
ther north sugar beets can be
rown the better the article pro-
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duced, the result of experiments in
Manitoba and  Eastern Assiniboia
have not at all been encouraging,
and the same  remarks  mav he
made  with respect to Montana,
Where svstematic experiments ove
ering a number of vears, have con-
Jusively shown the average voef.
ficlent of purity and percentage of
stugar of beet to he below the pe-
qurements for successiul snanafae-
ture,

The semiarid arca of the west
would appear to possess the ideal
conditions for heet  growing, A
soil specially fitted for  this root,
long Cloudless davs, absolute con-
trol of the moisture supply and a
northern latitude suflicient!ly Ingh
and stll well within the cmperate
belt. As a matter ol fact.  The
larmer as o oa position to state
that the question is no Tonger i
the problematie stage but
has  assumed  definite  business
shape. Some time ago a shipment
of beets grown in Sonthern Alberta
Was sent to one of  the jargest
sugar o refineries in the State of
Utah for polarization. Although
they arrived in a somewhat noor
condition,  being  covered  with a
heavy mold, the test was part
larlv satisfactory.  The purity co-
eflicient  was  well ahove S0 per
cente, which is the minimum tor
successiul manutacture, and wonld
have heen higher had the beets not
been dried out en route.  The con-
tents of ar m bheet' was re-
markably high, reaching  in one
vase 223, and in several cases ovey
21 per cent. Tt may here be mone-
tioned that the average per cont,
of Usugar in heet™ in connection
with a series of analvses of Mon-
tana-grown beets in 1898 was onlv
112 while the aver: for Montang
unalvses for the vears 1897-98-"49
Was 120, Even Utah, one of the
best sugar heet producing states in
the Umon, could only show A per
ventage ol 142 1or the above nione
tioned period. Tt may therelore,
salelyv be concluded that there can
be no serions ditlicultics in the way
ob raising heets of a satistactory
quality i the Territories

The question of - whether it wijl
Pav is quite another matter, Up
to a few years ago  there could
have been no doubt that the indus-
try wonld not have been a protit-
able one  for our  conditions At
that time a  very  considerable
amount of hand lahor was requited
in raising this crop, but the aspect
of affairs has undergone a wou jer-
ful change in consequence of e in-
vention of labor-saving ma hiner
which has led to an enormous
velopment in the industry all over
the world,

The industry in question is one
essentially adapted to close settle-
ment, and it would appear as if
the production of sugar hects
ought to be one of the chief occu-
pations of the large community of
settlements now in the Territories.
The main bar to success has al-
ways been the inability of promo-
ters of factories to obtain a suffi-
cient quantity of roots to keep
their establishments going at full
capacity. During the .ear 1598 a

bounty  law was passed it the
State of Minnesota, which prowide
ed for a minimum  value ol 21.25
per ton for beets testing 15 por
cent. sugar. Factories were start-
ed and beets brought in by voile
Wav, in some cases from a discance
ol 25 miles. The results [0 the
Year 1849 were so lavorable that
a large  number of farmers wint
into the husiness, and the «ompany
as a conseguence had very dittle
difficulty in securing contra (s 1o
continue its operation,  Thi- laoks
encouraging.

It cannot be denied  ¢hat the
whole question of sugar probuetion
is one of the greatest Impor atice,
We have only to consider thir the
average consumption of
Canada for the last ten vears  is
not wvery far below 150,000 tons
perannum,  while  the  United
States in the vear 1899 constimed
vonsiderably over 2,000,000 tons,
In this connection it is inter sting
to note that the world's trodues
ton of cane sugar is 2,850, 0 per
annum, while the manufacture of
beet sugar reaches 5,950,000, The
number of sugar  factories now 4n
vperation  in the Unifed S.ates
have a total daily capacity of 22,
cootons of beets, and is being ade
ded to at a rapid rate. Onee g
few refineries go into active «sists
ence e the Territories, tarm s will
rapidly realize the  great  wlvan-
tages of having such enterprises in
their midst and will make . -t uly
ol the problem of successhl Lgar
beet growing and acquire the ap-
pliances for cconomical cultivation,
With our favorable soil an ma-
v conditions and large deposits
of lime stone, the Northwest fer-
ritories should have no diftic Jloy iy
manulacturing all the sugar 1. re-
quires and supplving other voun-
tries as well,

Largest Plant in the World.

The great Spreckles sugar house,
the largest in the world, will com-
mence on its beet slicing campaign
Wednesday  morning,  September
4th. 1t was understood by many
that the heginning of the season
would be about the middle of the
month, but Superintendent Waters
bas given out the statement that
there will not be a sufficient sup-
plv of beets on hand at that time
to keep the factory running stead-
ilv, and the work of overhauling
the machinery  could not possibly
be completed hefore  the last of
this month.  The factory will run
at its full capacity for the entire
svason, since there never has been
s great a quantity  or as fine a
quality of heets raised in this part
oi the state.

This plant has a daily capacity
o' 3000 tons, five times larger
than  any  Michigan plant, and
more than seven times as large as
most of our plants,

New Factories in Michigan.

For 1901 factories are building
as follows:  Saginaw, Lansing and
Salzburg,  Mich.;  Shelby, Ind.;
Loveland, Colo.; Logan and Provo,
Utah;  Menominee, Wis. Fac-
tories are planned for 1902 crop at
Sebewaing, Mt, Clemens, Port
Austin and Lapeer, Mich. By the
end  of 1902 Michigan  will have
about 17 factories at work, with
an  aggregate capacity of nearly
9,000 tons a day.

An Expert's Opinion.

Mr. Henry  Studniczka, of St
Louis, Mo., a sugar expert cf over
twenty years' experience expresses
himself as follows:

INCREASE VALUE OF LAND

“Taking as a basis the factories
that have been established m the
last 1o vears, it has been condlu-
sively proved that the increase of
the value  of land surrounding  a
beet sugar factory is simply phe-
nomenal on account of the woney
producing  power of  one wcre of
land that has a staple crop. When
one acre produces from $15 to $20
worth of wheat, the beet crop of
the same can be  sold for $30 to
$s0, according to its locality and
distance from the factory and ihe
sugar content of the beets. Land
that  has not been  worth more
than §10 per acre, cannot e pur=
chased for less than $100 per acre
alter the establishment o a sugar
tactory, and I am rehably inform-
ed that some of the beet sugar
lands have been sold for $200 per
acre within the last two years,

"IVES EMPLOVMENT TO LALOR,

*The labor employed in the pro-
ducing of beets and in the manu-
facture of sugar is not the only
labor that is emploved in this in-
dustry. A beet sugar farm and
factory are the constant users of
agricultural implements and
sugar  house  machinery and  all
classes of mechanical supplies and
appliances.  The large amount of
fuel used per dav in the factories
would give increased cmployment
in the furnishing  of fuel. “fhe
handling  of all supplies  of beets,
beet pulp, fuel and  sugar would
bring a large increase of freight
business  to  the railroads.  The
manufacturers  of all classes of
goods consumed by the laborers
ol the  beet  sugar industry
would be  benefitted  and  success
of the industry or indirectly hene-
tit almost all branches of business

QUANTITY OF BKETS.

A factory costing from $250,000
to 5500,000 should not be built be-
fore each county considers itself
capable of raising a sufficient
quantity of sugar beets to keep a
factory  running for 100 w rRing
days. It should at least for 'hree
Years preceding  the establishment

of such a factory, experiment ou a
large scale with say 50 acres an-
nually. one acre on each of 50 dif-
ferent  farms, and thus establish
the fact that sugar beets can be
raised that will yield sugar in
paying quantities.
FOOD FOR CATTLE.

The beet sugar factory must he
considered from an  agricvl‘nral
and  manufacturing point «f ew,
The feediag question must be «are-
fully considered from a meat, 1ilk
and  fertilizing  standpoint.  The
German  experiments  would lead
one to believe that the beet volp is
not adapted for feeding to 1.
their intestinal canals do uot
pear to be adapted to its ssimi-
lation. This  drawback 15 not
tound in the feeding of cattl:,

“When the industry  is avily es-
tablished on  the present hasis of
consumption in the United States,
the refuse of the factories wou'ld
keep 4,000,000 head of catile dur-
ing the three hardest months of
winter when other fodders are oh-
tainable only at a high price. If
the weight of each beel in 4 Jdavs
s increased only 200 pounds we
have produced ‘in  the 4,000,000
head of cattle 800,000,000 pouads
of meat at the nominal cost o this
refuse from the sugar beet ui the
factories.

Every farmer can reduce  this
calculation to the number of cat-
tle he may he able to feed. Al
most as much live stock can be

kept on the refuse of the loct as
by the beets themselves. Tie jac-
tory extracts only from 12 t) 16

per cent ol sugar from 100 pounds
ol beets, and the factory (uiters
put the refuse in such finely cut up
shape that it hecomes a palitable
and a most  delicious food, wiich
can he readily digested and assimi-
lated by the cattle, while the pow-
er of reproduction  from  needed
fertilization by the enormous quan-
tity of manure obtained v this
system ol feeding can  be better
imagined than calculated.

Beet vs. Cane Sugar

Much discussion has  been in-
dulged in concerning the compara-
tive sweetening quality of beet and
cane sugar. A critical writer in
a prominent paper maintains that
the two sugars are practically one
as to  their sweetening capacity.
It is true, doubtless, that raw

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cane sugar is sweeter than raw beet
sugar, owing, it is said, to the
former containing a smaller per-
centage of salts  than the latter,
but when it comes  to the refined,
granulated product the difference is
only detectible by an expert.  So
nearly identical are thev that the
“Louisiana  Planters and Sugar
Manufacturers’  Association pro-
posed what thev call the “blind-
fold test,” to settle the matter.

Pulp Feeding.

The Alma Sugar Co., of Alma,
Michigan, are erecting a mulp drye
ing plant, the success of which will
be watched with keen interest by
beet sugar men in Michigan, ‘This
plant is that of Buettner & Mever
of Urdigen, Germany, for whim
the American  Construction  and
Supplv  Company, 71 Broadway,
New York, and jor Atwood buiide
ing, Chicago, are the Amerioan
agents, and through whom “iic con-
tract for building the plant was
made. Two hundred and sixty
such plants are said to be in suc-
cessful operation in Europe. ‘7he
plant will dry the pulp and grind
it into meal. " The prepared pulp is
considered an excellent stock food.
The cost of the plant is S40,

—

German Mettods of Feeding.

Only about  one-quarter of heet
leaves  securcd annually on Ger-
many's heet fields  are now fed
green to  thedr cattle. Fven in
using these limited quantities, the
cattle are often overfed on them,
and much of the amount handled
is lost by tramping under foot, by
frost, and rottening of the leaves,
These  toppings  contain much
Oxal acid, and  too much fed in
¥reen is therefore injurious. Cattle
should not be fed more than 30 or
60 pounds, and then only in mix-
ture with straw or like food. The
quantity shonld be less, if the top-
ping be small and the leaves lux-
urious. It will alwavs he right to
top the beets as deep as  the leaf
roots go. For the tops of beets
are not worth much in sugar con-
tents, compared *o the heet root,
while they are worth a good deal
as cattle food,  All of this simply
goes  to show that feeding hect
leaves as thev come from the heet
field, is a very incomplete and un-
satisflactory method = of putting
these toppings to good use. Hence
the efforts  of many inventors to
get  something tangible to  solve
this problem of utilizing beet top-
pings.

All the experiments made show,
however, that bget leaves allowed
to wither on the field, are more
satisfactory  for cattle feed, than
When fresh” topped. Al inventors
used this accepted fact in their
compositions, The inventions
now before Germany's beet grow-
ers are varied and manifold.” Al
of them require as vet considerable
expense and work in produ tion
and until the method of preparing
the toppings for dried cattle feed
are made more simple and inex-
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pensive, no general adoption of
these ideas seems likely. It is of
course, significant, that the need of
this work is being felt, and that
the subject is becomming generally
understood and appreciated. It
is not at all unlikelv, that within
the year, these varied  methods
may be condensed  into some cen-
tral idea, that will  mect all re-
qmrements. For the sake of the
beet growers and the cattle raisers
of Germanvy, we  also hope to see
these things realized, at an carly
date.  The most practical method
at present is that ol Wustenhagen,
which provides for drving the beet
toppings on the heet fields, by pil-
ing them in small heaps, and by
repeated stirring of these piles to
get rid of the worst dirt, Then
to get rid of the undesirable acids
by condensation, without lessening
the sugar contents,

The toppings are  then cut up
and dricd to preserve the feed so
produced for an indetinite period.
Cattle feed  so produced s still
claimed  to retain 15 per cent. of
the toppings  original water con-
tents, thus making an ideal cattle

feed. The process is however,
rather tedious and expensive, and
unless  followed  on a very large
scale, rather impracticable, But

one  thing is certain, the beet
growers  and  manufacturers will
continue to mvestigate  every
available method of securing addi-
tional value from  their heet crop
and 1ts refuse, Every time that
additional use is found for such re-
fuse, just so often does the value

of our beet crop go up.  No efforts
along this  line are therefore in
vain.  For just so sure as many

obstaddes of the past in cultivating
our bects  have been successfully
mastered after  vears of research
and study, cven so will these prob-
lems of utlizing every particle of
our beet crop, bhe some day prac-
tically solved and used. Meanwhile
OUr sugar centres are enjoying the
usual calm of mid-summer.  Ru-
mors of a war by America's cane
sugar interests against  the infant
beet sugar industry acioss the At-
lantic are  not ‘taken seriously
here. It is taken for granted by
those in a position to know, that
the beet sugar industry is toa well
intrenched behind tariff protection

Reports have been circulated to
the eflect that the factory of the
Wolverine Sugar Company would
be sold and moved to Canada or
California, because of the lack of a
sufficient supply of beets in that
part of the state to keep the plant
i operation. The press and the
people in that section, howevcr,
realizing the benefits to be derived
from a successful campaign, and
fecling the necessity of prompt ac-
tion if they desire to keep the
plant there, are rallying to the
support of the company, which is
composed of honorable and pro-
tminent business men of Berrien

County. Farmers are urged to
grow beets, and because of the
failure of the fruit crop this year,
there is a good prospect that a
large acreage can be contracted for
before the scason of 1902, The
farmers are beginning to realize tie
folly of confining themselves exclue
sively to the old crops, and they
are being  made acquainted with
the large profits  made by sugar
beet growers in other sections of
the state. If the press and business
men of Berrien County will work
together to lay the facts before thie
farmers, and an energetic canvass
is made, there can be no doubt
that a suflicient acreage can be obe
tained, and the factory kept in suce
cessful operation.  Local nride is
stirring the people to action, and
the citizens have been assured that
the factory will remain in Bentoa
Harbor if 3,000 acres of beets are
guaranteed to the company.

The fields of beets now arowing
in that vicinity have not been aie
tected by the drouth and are doing
well, while fruit is nearly destroy-
ed.  The country around Benton
Harbor is undoubtedly adapted to
beet culture, and the farmers
about there are an intelligent class
who can successfully grow be:ts, if
thev arc properly instructed s to
the fields to bhe selected,  and
taught the best methods of culti-
vation. It has been demonstrated
that the factory is one of the best
and that it can extract the sugar
i1t is given a suflicient supply of
beets. Parties in  another state
who are cultivating a large acre-
age of beets desire to rent the fac-
tory for the next campaign to slice
up these beets, while the compaiv
wishes to buv the beets and oper-
ate its own plant. Negotiations
are in progress, the result of «which
will be announced in a future is-
sue.—Sugar Beet Gazette.

STUDY CONVRNIENCE,

WINDOWS TO THE SOUTH.

“This  passage should be at the
north end of the building. On the
south  side  have large square win-
dows. that will et the sunlight,
directly into the compartments where
the  hens are, and have your dust
boxes—containing  soit wood ashes
dry carth, or earth and ashes, with
about a quarter of a pound of svl-
phur added—where the sun will fall
full upon them.

*The best material for flooring is
wood  Cement is cold, and with an
carth floor the heat from the bodies

of the fowls will form a vapor on the
floor Where  this oceurs you have
dampness, and with dampness ;ou
will have dying fowls, and an end to
the egg production.

“Inaddition to the dust box you
should have another box, about Sxi
imches, divided in two, and containin:
bits of plaster, broken deli and grit
This provides the means of enabling
the fowls to  digest their food and
furmshes  the  lime that  ssists in
shell  production Some mes yvou
will find eges coning with soft shells,
or almost without snells at all. This
shows  that the nens are short of
shell-fornimg  material, and f vou
do not make good that shortage youn
will very soon ftind the hens forming
the egg-eating habit, ond then you
are done for."

FEEDING RGGSHRLLS,

“How  would it be”” asked Mr
Gould, *“to  preserve the egeshelis
and feed these back to he fowls”"

“I you  could get them in large
quantities, it would be all right,
answered  Mr. Gilbert, “but  unless
vYou can do so, I woald not advise
you to adopt that plaa.”

ROCKS OR WYANDOITES,
“The question of breed comes in
too,” Mr. Gilbert went on “And
on that point we are, as a result of
experiments  at Ottawa, extendinrs
over twelve or fifteen years, enabled
to speak with considerable authority
—that is, as regards the fowl for the
farmer The farmer wishes to kill
two birds with one stone.  He wants
a good winter layver and a rapid flesh
former Barred  Rocks and Whire
Wyandottes—the former particularly
—fill the bill
“Let me tell you what we learned
by our experiments We put three
pens—White  Leghorns,  Silver-Laced
Wyandottes and  Barred Rocks—in
competition as lavers, and we found
that the Rocks fully held their own
We tried another exveriment with six
hens—Barred  Rocks, White Rocks,
White Leghorns, White Wyandottes,
Black Minorcas and Prown Leghoras
—in competition, and in this case the
Barred Rocks came out ahead. When
I lefit Ottawa twenty-two Barred
Rock pullets were giving twelve eggs
one day, and nine «r ten the nex:.
Another advantage in favor of the
Rock is  that you can get  fowls of
this variety cheaper and more easily
than any other breel, because there
are more Rocks than any other kind
in the country.

GAIN OF ONE POUND PER MONTH,

*‘We have experimented in the mat-
ter of flesh-production also. These
experiments have extended over .
period of fifteen years, and show that
a pound of flesh per month can be ad-
ded to the weight of young Wyandot-
tes or Rocks. The birds may not do
this for the early part of the period,
but. will make up for it later on.
We have had birds of these breeds
making eight and eight and a halt
pounds per pair at the end of four
months.

“Wouldn't it be a great improve-
ment in present ccaditions if such
fowls  were found on all faris?
Wouldn't it be better to have such
fowls for your own cating, for the

R et

local  market, or fur the Toronte
market? Well, you wmay have such
chickens, and 1t will not cost you
any more for their prodvction than
It costs to produce a mongrel of
half the weight. It is true that this
means care, industty  und intel'i-
sence But in what line is succe s
attamed without all this?

A MRANS OF UTILIZING WASTE PRODUCTS

“Now about feeding One of the
great advantages in po Itry  rarang
IS, as I have said, that so much o
the waste production of the farm can
be utilized in feeding.  Small groan.,
which cannot be sold 1 1he ordirary
way, can be made use o!. Potatoe
peelings and househoid s.raps gener-
ally can also be utilized An excel-
lent mash  can be made by steeping
clover, cut in quarter inch - lengths
over night, in the mornng this, po-
tatoe peelings, scrap aud small grai:
can all be boiled together. A Nittle
bran, a dusting of blaca pepper and a
pinch of  salt may  also be addec
this whole mass  shoald not be 1.k
douch, but crumbly. A mash of this
hind may easily be fed thrice a
week—although no ~ast-iron rule can
be laid down in this case either—and
i the proportion of a4 quart to ten
hens Pullets, if 'aying well, wiil
stand more  of 1t than old hens, if
there is  a tendency 1o lay on fat
rather than lay eggs, the feed should
be given moderately.  There is mote
danger  of putting too much fat on
pullets before they begin laying than
there 1s afterwards If you see a
hen go into a corner and begin to
meditate on what a hind mistress she
has, meany ile forgetting to lay
CRES, It is an indication that you are
overdoing  the fattening part of it.
After the mash has been fed in the
morning, throw a handful or two of
grain among the litter to keep the
hens scratching, hecause  exercise
means eggs.

MEAT ON ODD DAYS,

“On the days that meat is not fed,
boiled cow head or a boiled sheep
head or liver should be substituted
Keep this up regularly, however, as
otherwise the hens will be apt to eat
the eges in order to satisfy their
craving for meat. The afternoon
feed should be a genzious allowance
of whole grain, thrown into the litter.
A little grain may also be fed at
noon if the hens are laying well.
Vegetables should be before the fowls
all the time and green cut bone—you
can  buy the bone at half a cent a
pound—should be fed occasionally to
furnish phosphate of lime for shell,
and meat for egg production.

THE GOOD DIE YOUNG,

“Do not keep any hen beyond two
vears, particularly of the Asiatic,
Wyandotte or Rock variety. They
develop the sitting haoit, and take .
long  period for moulting. A hen
should be through moulting by the
end of August or .he beginning of
September. By putting a ring cn
one leg of the year olds, and rings
on both legs of the two year olds,
you can tell at a glance those who
have reached the age limit

By Horse Through Cape
Breton.

Laura Rose.
North Sydney, C. B,
August 26th, 1901,

Travelling by rail  has its at-
tractions, but one has to be at the
beck and call of a time-table and
govern ones self accordingly. It
is a totally different fecling—a fecl-
ing of independen-e and self reli-
ance that one has when a faithful,
strong horse takes her from place
to place.

On July the 4th, I arrived by
train at Point Tupper, C. B., just
across the Straits of Canso from
Nova Scotia.  There I was joined
by Mr. William Macdougall, my as-
sistant, and the horse and wagon,
with a complete dairy outfit—
churns, butter workers, scpara-
tor, milk tester, scales, etc., and
tinware enough to set up a small
shop.  On the sides of our covered
wagon in large lettering is “Nova
Scotia  Government Travelling
Dairy School"—otherwise, passers
by might take us for venders of
patent medicines, or a fancy gipsy
turnout, and to tell the truth, I
do occasionally feel as if I were a
roving gipsy—1 am almost brown
enough for one anvway. We fol-
low a route arranged by the Sec-
retary of Agriculture, spending two
days at a place and having three-
day meetings and one evening
meeting.

I not only demonstrate butter
making, but I have as many ladies
as possible, and frequently” gentle-
men, to assist in churning, wash-
ing, salting, workg, printing and

wrapping the butter, Tn the most of
cases, those helping are accustom-
ed only to the old dash churn, and
working the butter  with their
hands,  so vou can judge of their
surprise and delight at seeing and
using the barrel churn, lever butter
worker, ete. Sometimes it is al-
most amusing to sce their look of
admiration and approval—especial-
Iy of the butter worker. Then
when the butter is all neatly done
up in pound prints, thev will say:
“I do call that handsome!"

So far in our travels we have
only heard of one cream separator
on the island. The men are par-
ticularly interested in hearing of the
general construction of the separa-
tor, and how and why the cream is
separated from the milk. Alter
the explanation a cuantity of milk
is put through the machine.

Another interesting feature of
our work is the milk testing. 1
have the farmers bring samples of
whole and  skim milk, which we
test, and as T am keeping a record
of the tests, I'll have some valu-
able data regarding the quality of
mulk the cows of Cape Breton give
and also the thoroughness of the
method of creaming the milk,

Our meetings have been well at-
tended and a great deal of interest
shown in the work. I find the
people cager to pick up new ideas
and it is a pleasure to teach them.
They are people with simple tastes,
warm hearts  and honest as the
day is long.  The majority of the
school-houses had never had a lock
on them and our things were per-
fectly safe there

In the most of places Gaelic is
much spoken—in fact, many of the
real old people (I have met several
nearly one hundred years old), can-
not speak English. = I often laugh
and tell the people it isn't fair for
them to be chattering away in an
unknown tongue for they might be
saying all manner of things about
me.

The country is beautiful to look
at. T call it the land of the
spruce and the fern. We travel
for miles and  miles together
through voung spruce forests, the
ground hencath  being  carpeted
with ferns of all kinds. I never in
all my life saw them grow so
abundantly by the roadside, on
mountains and in valleys; it does-
n't seem to  make any difference,
they spring up anywhere.

We have met nothing more for-
midable in our journeyings than a
startled  hare, the shy partridge
secking a hiding place, or the slip-
pery snake gliding noisesly out of
danger of our wagon wheels,

There is water cverywhere, fresh
lakes, large rivers and the bound-
less sca. We have seldom been
out of sight or sound of salt
water. The weather has been
delightful, a little warm some
days, but never hot.

From an agricultural standpoint,
the part of Cape Breton  we have
gone over is not adapted for farm-
ing, being too hard to clear, and
not enough fertilicy in the soil to
ensure heavy crops for any length
of time, Iaying is about over,
and the vield “is light, owing to
the dry scason.  Very little grain
is grown, but cvervone scems to
have a good pateh of potatoes.

I will tell you again something
of what I have seen of the leading
industries of the island. I was in
Sydney  the other day when the
Ontario Press  A.sociation visited
that city, and was so glad to see
some familiar faces, for 1 feel I'm
quite a distance from home, and
after all there 15 no place quite
like it.

Fruit Canning.
By Fdith Ryan Faville,

Fresh fruits are used on the break-
fast table of almost every  home
where they can e aftorded, and
many people who have tried eating
fruit daily say it saves medicine and
doctore’ bills But during the wint-
er season fresh fruits are expensive,
and  cannot be afiorded by all, or
used as freely as desired by others
The next best, thing, then, 1s to sub-
stitute canned fruits

There is an old dea that all fruit
canned should he preserved, that s,
heavily sweetened, but this s extra-
vagant, and the surplus of the sugar
required for preserving more than
counteracts  the good effects of the
fruit. It canned fruit, is 1, take the
place of fresh fruit, why not prepare
it so that it will be as nearly like
the fresh fruit as possihle?

There are too many who do not
know how to care for fruit. The
task of preparing fruit for the jar s
a tedious one, and the weather s al
ways hot  during canning time, for-
tunate the woman who does not need
to burden herself with all the details,
but every housewife should  thor-
oughly understang the care and pres-
ervation of frujts

It depending upon the market for
fruit to can, the best time 1 buy is
when each fruit js at the beight of its
season, as then the price is lowest,
and one has a better opportunity for
selection. One  should know how
many quarts a  bushel of each fruit
will make, and buy accordingly

All  fruits should be carefully pre-
pared, the important point being to
remove all specks and bruised por-
tions, as they tend to start fermen-
tation.  Some fruits cook to pieces
easily, and with these it is best to
make a syrup of sugar and water
first, then add the fruit. But this
method requires more Sugar, as some
is wasted in the skimming, so for or-
dinary PUrposes it is best to boil and
skim the fruit first, then add the
sugar.  Let sugar be added with the
idea of flavoring. Mild fruits lose
their flavor it heavily sweetened, and
it it were not for shape and color,
one could scarcely be distinguished

from another, It is well to have
Some preserves and jellies, hut they
are to be used on special oceasions
or in small quantities, while canned
fruits are to be used commonly and
freely.

All fruits  should be thoroughiy
heated before canning, to expel the
air and destroy germ life, but it s
not best  to allow them to cook a
long time unless & hard fruit is to he
softened, or fruit butters or preserves
are desired.

A zood way to prepare raspberries
blackberries, or strawberries s to
fill jars with the sorted fruit, place
them in a steamer, and Leat thor-
oughly;  remove (he ars, and from
one jar fill others as full as possible
without  famming  the fr ut,  then
cover with hot, sweetened water aud
seal.

After canning very ey fruits there
often remains considerable h juce
IF this 15 straimed and ealed par-
ately 1t makes an appetizing  and
wholesome drink for the winter

Unfermented Jice from  the grape
15 especially desirable  in cases o
sickness. A fruit  punch may be
made by adding to this Juice sugar,
lemons, and other fresh fruit, and di-
luting with water,

Some are of the opmion that the
fruit will pot keep  unle heavily
sweetened, and it is true, that Il not
air-tight, preserves are more hkely
to  keep than Simply  canned fruit;
but af fruit is wel prepared, thor-
oughly heated, and the Jars complet-
ely filled, so as to leave no air space,
then carefully sealed and stored n g
cool, dark, well ventilated place it
will keep indetinitely
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Only vegetable oils—and
no coarse animal fats—
are used in making

Well, just look at the quarters in
which vou have vour s ing con-
fined. Note that

1. You have 30 swine in a space
that is not really large eno il to
contam 1o animals in healih and
comiort,

2. One-half of the space is dust
in drv weather, and the other half
is mud and filth, In wet weather
the whole space is 1aud and filth.

3. There is no tree  or other
shade for the animals on hot days,
except the rickety shed over a
part of what you call the styv. Sun-
light and  heat and flies have fill
swav over the animals

1. The sty is the lowest part of
the inclosure and is alwavs lamp,
fetid, rotten, leaky in rains, Jrafty
m winds, hot in summer, cold in
winter and never cleaned or disin-
fected Bugs, insects, gruhs,
worms, lice and all sorts of para-
sites lodge and flourish in the Ais-
gusting accumulations of filth,

5. Your supply of water fc~ the
herd is a running  brook. You
boast of this. Well, a running
brook is a good thing under certain
conditions.  Your brook vomes out
of a swamp over there. The « ‘omp
is a mass of decaving vegsiable
matter, and that means that the
water flowing out of it is liable to
be filled with germs of disease. On
the way from the swamp to vour
pig  premises the brook tlows
through a barnvard, and close 1o a
privy, and receives the waste and
wash water from the kitchen and
milk house.

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Market Review and Forecast

Toronto, Sept. 9, 1901,

Wholesale trade has shown some
expansion during the week. Though
the outlook is bright, there is a
Jot  of conservatism  shown by
buyers in making purchases. Money
is getting more plentiful and pay-
tments on September paper has
been very satisfactory for this sca-
son of the year. Money is steady
on call at about 4'; per cent. while
discounts  of mercantile paper
f’dllgl‘ Irom 6 to 7 per cent,  as
to name and nature of the account,

wWneat.

There is no material change in
the wheat situation. The English
market is reported dull and inac-
tive, while some European crops,
notably that of France, will be
much larger than at first estimat-
ed. There are evidences of enlarge-
ment in the wheat movement in
the United States, though there
are signs that the farmers there
are beginning to hold. In one or
two states some farmers owing to
the scarcity of corn are beginning
to feed their wheat to live stock.
On the whole the outlook is favor-
able. Price Current of last week
says:

“During the past week the wheat
market has declined about ¢ per
bushel at Chicago and Minneapolis,
has been about steady at western
winter wheat markets and some-
what firmer in Liverpool. In fact,
there has been no material price
changes during the week. The de-
mand from millers is good and the
trade appears to be in « healthy
condition. Some new spring wheat
has been ground and reported to
make a fine quality of flour., The
moderate receipts of winter wheat
Aat primary markets is due partly
to a firm holding by farmers, but
largely to the absorption of a
large part of the offerings by inte-
rior mills, which are generaily do-
ing a fairly active business. 7he
new wheat crop, while admittedly
large, is moving without difficulty
at the current level of prices.”

Locally there is little change and
the market is quiet. There is very
little old wheat offering here, and
holders are asking from 67¢ to 68c¢.
New wheat is quoted at 64¢ to 65¢
middle irieghts, goose at 62¢ to
63c and spring at 69c cast. No. 1
Manitoba hard is quoted at Fort
William, at from j7oc to 71¢ afloat,
September delivery  On Toronto
farmers’ market red and white
bring 61c¢ to 63¢ for new and 73¢
to 74¢ for old, goose at 67\ to
68c and spring at 65¢ to joc per
bushel.

Oats and Barley.

While the English oat market is
firm, there is very little exporting
done from this side, and general
business is light. Oats are steady
here at 34c for No. 2 white west,

and 33¢ middle freights. On the
farmers’ market they bring g1¢ for
old and 37'¢c to 38%c for new.

The barley market continues
quiet.  Quotations here are j2¢ to
47¢, as to quality. On Toronto
farmers’ market, barley brings g7¢
to 53'.c per bushel.

Peas and Corn

This vear's pea crop is said to
be very buggy. The market is very
firm at 7oc¢ for good sound lots of
No. 1. On the farmers’ market
here peas bring 7oc¢ per hushel.

The American corn inarket has
shown no material change during
the week and the volume of busi-
ness done has been only moderate.
American corn is nominal at 62c.,
Toronto. Canadian is firm at 53¢
for mixed, and 54c for yellow west,

Bran and Shorts.

The market for these is slightly
easier. Bran is quoted at Mont-
real at $15.50 to $16 and shorts
at $17.50 to $18 per ton in car
lots. City mills here sell bran at
$15 and shorts at $16 in car lots
f.0.b. Toronto.

Potatoes.

Though there has heen very
large shipping of potatoes to the
United States, prices have declined
and were quoted at Montreal at
from 60c¢ to 75¢ per bag in car
lots. There is a firmer demand
here owing to a temporary scarci-
ty. On the farmers' market they
bring from 7oc to 75¢ per bushel,

May and Straw.

Canadian shippers are doing very
well in exporting hav. Reports
from England indicate very good
profits on some recent shipments,
Old hay is selling readilv at Mont-
real at from $8 to $11 in car lots
as to quality. New is rather quiet
at $8 to $8.50 in car lots. The
market here for baled hav is
higher at $9 to $9.50 for cars on
track, and baled straw at about
$5. On Toronto farmers' market,
new hay brings $10 to Si11, old
$13. Sheaf straw  $9 10 $10 and
loose straw $6 per ton.

Eggs and Poultry.
The export trade in cggs has im-
proved greatly of late and a good
demand is being experienced from

England for Canadian 15 Ihs.
stock. There has also been some
enquiry for pickled stock. FExports

from May 1st to Sept. 4th show
a falling off of 8,079 cases as «om-
pared with the same period of last
year. Prices are advancing at
country points and from 11c to
12¢ has been paid at Western On-
tario points during the week for
iresh candled stock in large lots,
Eggs are selling here at 13c to
13/,¢ for selected and 12¢ to 124c
for ordinary stock in a wholesale
way. On Toronto farmers' market
eggs new-laid bring 11c to 14c per
dozen,

The poultry market here is
steady at goc to Soc per pair for
live chickens and 12c per b, for
choice young, and 10c to 11¢ for
old dressed turkeys.

The Canadian Produce Co., 36
and 38 Esplanade east, Toronto,
will pay for week ending Sept. 19,
for ducklings not under 4 Ibs. each,
4¢ per b, and spring chickens, not
less than two Ihs. each, 5Yc. per
Ib. For hens (including last vear's
birds) 4¢ per 1b. These prices are
for live weight on arrival.

Fruit

The Quebec apple crop is likely
to give a much ﬁ;rger return than
at first estimated, and it is ex-
pected in some quarters that the
Ontario crop is likely to pan out
better than reported. However
there is by no means a big crop
and this fruit will be a scarce ar-
ticle this season. A great many
buyers dropped out of the Ontario
trade when it was reported that
growers were asking $2.50 per bbl,
and over. On Toronto [ruit mar-
ket apples are selling at $2 to
$£2.50 per bbl.

Cheese.

The cheese markets show little
change, and the local markets dur-
ing the week have ruled at from
9¢. to 9'%c. and 9Y%c., while at one
or two points, notably at London,
on Saturday, the bidding dropped
to 84c., but there may have been
some local cause. The market as a
whole, is easy, though why it should
be so is hard to decide. Last vear
at this time finest Westerns were
selling at Montreal at 11%c. to
11%¢c., and finest FEasterns (Que-
becs) at 10%c. to 11c., and the Eng-
lish buyers seemed as if they could
not be satisfied ; and this when the
exports from Canada and the
United States were 283,000 boxes
in excess of the previous year for

This season so
far there is a deficit in the exports
from Canada and the United States
of about 417,000 boxes, and values
are down at Montreal to 9ic. to
9ke. for finest Westerns, and ¢'ic.
to 9%c. for Easterns. The English
make is also short, and the Fng-
lish dealer is hanging back and
only buying for present needs. To
us the situation seems a strong
one, for an advance sooner or later
and it would not be surprising to
see things rush upward at very
short notice. It will all depend
upon the Old Country trade, and
should dealers there once wake up
to the fact that there is a big de-
ficit and nothing in store for the
winter's trade, prices might go up-
ward very quickly. At anv rate
there docs not appear to be any
ground for lower values,
Butter

The exports of butter have fallen
offtl somewhat. The outlook is
hopeful though the market is not
very encouraging at the moment,
The Trade Bulletin, of last week's
trade, says: ““The market is steady
for choice fresh and tancy cream-
ery; but the great bulk of the of-
ferings are dull and hard to dis-
pose of.  Quite a number of fac-
torymen have been in the city this
weck for the purpose of scettling up
on the poor quality of their ship-
ments  and  making  allowances
therefor. A quantity of Manitoba
creamery have been sold in  this
market  recently at 17c to 17,
The body of this butter is solid
boring, but somchow there is an
off flavor to 1t that mst its
sale.  There has also l.\n somt
Manitoba dairy  butter  offering
which has sold at 140, to 15¢. here,
This  butter is going to compete
with the Western product  more
keenly than ever, especially as its
quality is improving cach” scason,
A large portion of the butter hook-
ed by steamer from this port to
Bristol has been put on board the
Liverpool steamer.”

Creamery butter is steady here at
21¢. to 214c., for prints; 20¢. to
20%c., for fresh tubs, and about
19c. for old stock. There have
been large offerings of dairy, and
the market is barely steady at 16¢
to 16%c. for the best pails and
tubs.  On Toronto farmers’ mar-
ket pound rolls bring 17¢. to 20¢.,
and crocks, 16¢. to 19¢, per b,

Wool

There is no material change in
the wool situation. Locally prices
continue at 8'c. for unwashed and
13%¢. for washed fleece,

Cattle.

There is little change in the cat-
tle situation. Fjrst quality is still
in demand at ‘good prices, while
other grades are somewhat draggy.
On Toronto cattle market on Fri-

"day, the run of live stock was

hght composed of 493 cattle, goo
hogs, 1,003 sheep and lambs, and
30 Lalvoq There were no chance
lots of either butchers or exporters
offered.
