The date Teyommemlatioa by 1). Parks Fackler 
of a system of emlorsing the snrr-niler value on a 
policy, apjwars fo have met the favorable con­
currence of some of the life companies, and will 
probably he adopted, wiulallt mitandi*, by most 
of them—half-note companies, it may lie, ex­
cepted. This improvement—for anything having- 
a tendency to make clear the precise financial! 
relationship existing between the companies ami 
their members, should 1>e Viewed in the light of 
an improvement — is of no pecuniary advantage to 
any one, as it merely sets forth the exact value of 
the polii-y at the end of each pear, the next annual 
premium being dud. The insured may at any 
time inform himself as to the cash value of his 
contract and the legal obligàtions which the com­
pany have assumed; or, if Tie should desire it, the 
i-nilorsement will enable hiln to Jiy]x>the«-ate bis 
policy at any liank ; or, more correctly speaking, 
it may Ik- use«l as a collateral security of loans. 
As it U now, the surrender value of a policy is 
somewhat mythi-al, as no one oatsiile of the 
company ean" tell exactly what it is anil the com­
pany generally exercise arbitrary rules in its esti­
mation. The rme• value of a jxdicy is the amount 
of its reserve, but it is obvious that this amount 
is not jni'L Policies lapsed or surrcmb-ml, work 
en injur)- to any vompaiy, notwithstanding it

CONVERTIBILITY.

ARtKXE II.

The wisdom of man lias not invented and 
never can invent, a system of banking that 
shall lie so almointely jierfect as to be free

be sure that it will set out with the pretence 
of providing for the convertibility of the paper 
circulation. Any other course would, at the 
present time, she fatal to it. But there is 

i great danger that, while professing to secure 
this great essential, it will, by its nature, 
render the continued maintenance of conver­
tibility impossible. What will lie necessary 
to see to will lie that the scheme be such as 

J not to tie incompatible with continuous con- 
; vertibility, but shall contain all reasonable 
! guarantees for its maintainance. Mere pro­
fessions on this point must go for nothing.— 
Even Law, whose “ system” ran into the 
wildest and most extravagant excesses, set 

; out with the declaration, in which he was 
joined by the Regent, that a banker who is­
sued notes beyond his means of redemption, 
deserved death. But the moment Law’s bank 
was made a Royal Institution, it liegan to do 
what was inconqiatihle with continued re­
demption. The issues were at once increased

The main question which Parliament will 
have to decide is so broad that we need set 
waste time on nice distinctions, which acme- 
time* enter into the diacueaion of economic! 
quest i' ms elsewhere. We need not dally with 
the doubt whether a convertible currency 
can ever sink below the value of the eom 
into which it is exchangeable at the will ef 
the holder. It will be safe to assume that ite 
depreciation can never be greater than the 
fractional percentage chargeable, in the way 
of exchange, tfl cover the ooet of ite carriage 
from the point where it is found in emula­
tion to the designated place T>f redemptkm. 
This is seldom more than a quarter of one 
j>er cent. ; and if the issuers were uniformly 
debarred from issuing at one point notes 
payable at another, for the purpose of oh 
stmeting convertibility, even this frecuoa 
would hardly ever be payable. th*
cases in which it has to be paid now sre 
rare.

With an irredeemable j*aj>er currency, all 
this is reversed. No one knows what the 
cuuuej will be worth from one day to an­
other. Under the greenback system of the 
United SUtes we have seen gold touch three 
handled per cent.—that is it took three 
hundred dollars in Government pajwr cur­
rency to buy one hundred dollars in gold— 
and we have seen it halting at every point 
between that figure and about thirty per 
cent, premium. Imagine the chronic con­
fusion and daily and hourly injustice of such 
s system, the uncertainty, the disappointment 
the legal robberies, frauds and misery of 
which it is necessarily the parent. In France 
we know that a much worse state of things 
has resulted front inconvertible paper money; 
that there was a time when a man with fifty 
dollars of assignats in his pockets could 
scarcely purchase the most meagre breakfast; 
when three thousaand dollars would not 
suffice to buy a load of firewood, and a 
fortune would be swallowed up in providing 
s decent family dinner.

It cannot be necessary to say more to prove 
that ultimate security would lie purchased too 
dearly at the price of present and continuous 
convertibility. And all provisions for ulti­
mate security are more or less delusive. 
Besides this is not wliat the note holder 
chiefly wants; he wants' this, but he also 
wants convertibility. Now, ami in the fu­
ture let us suppose the ultimate redemption 
of the note secured by a deposit somewhere 
of Government securities. A bank breaks, 
and it is necessary to realize on the securi­
ties, what becomes of the bond fide note 
holders in the meantime f Do they, as a 
body, await the process of winding up ? Is it 
in their i>ower to do so I Before these 
questions are answered it is necessary to 
consider in whose hands the bulk of 
the hank or government note currency is 
chiefly to be found. It is well known that in 
the majority of large transactions, such notes 
have scarcely any share. Payment is made 
by cheques ; and all the money that passes 
is what goes to adjust the bankers’ balances. 
Bank notes are mainly paid out for labour 
and in small trading operations. It thus 
happens that the great bulk of the bank 
note circulation is to be found in the 
hands of laborers, mechanics, and others of 
the poorer classes of the community. They 
could not wait till the securities of a hank or 
government were realized to get the proceeds 
of the notes they held, at the time of failure.

Their circumstances would compel them to 
sell at the moment of the greatest deprecia­
tion : they could not hold on a week, many 
of them not three days ; .and they would 
have to submit to whatever share a moment 
of jianic might enable speculative purchasers 
to extort. So that even if the notes were 
ultimately redeemed, the benefit would ac­
crue, not to the bund fi»lr holder, but to the 
s]ieculative purchaser.

This is another reason, if more were want­
ed, why present and continuous convertibility 
should not be jeopardised, by embarrassing 
precautions for ultimate realization. No 
scheme which endangers or makes practically 
impossible the convertibility of the bank note 
should receive the sanction of Parliament, no 
matter how plausible soever may be the pre 
texts with which it is ushered into being.

THE INSOLVENT’S JUBILEE.

According to the good old common law of 
England, it was the duty of a debtor to pay 
his debts, and that duty was enforced by giv­
ing creditors a remedy, either against the 
l tenon or the effects of the debtor. The 
liankrupt was considered in the light of a 
criminal, and Sir Edward Coke tells us that 
the name, as well as the wickedness, of bank­
rupts, was fetched from foreign nations. The 
old Romans had little pity for a man who 
failed to pay his debts, and allowed creditors 
to cut up their debtor’s body, and then share 
the pieces. This not very pleasant way of 
paying old debts must have had a wholesome 
effect on all parties disposed to extravagance. 
Modem legislation has, however, raised the 
debtor from the level of the criminal ; not 
only so, but the trouble now-a-days is to res­
train legislators from investing the debtor 
with a sanctity which repels the touch of the 
profane creditor. A debtor, with the Insol­
vent Act in one hand, and the scalps of his 
creditors in the other, is a sight which, thanki 
to our humanity in legislation, is not rare or 
surprising Every issue of the («iiwwfrt G,i- 
settr teems with notices of application for re­
lief under that Act, which instead of exciting 
surprise, naturally suggest the enquiry why 
everybody does not follow suit ; the creditors 
being in the minority, a year of one-sided 
jubilee would be the consequence if that 
course were taken.

That the Insolvency Act has had a fair 
trial, none will deny. What is the ex­
perience of the country f " e doubt if there 
is a man from Sarnia to Quebec who has had 
the opportunity of witnessing its option
and its effect* who will pronounce it a success 
in sught but in affording to dishonesty the 
most ample facilities for carrying out .U 
designs. Liberal principles lie at its base, 
the intentions of its promoters were good,

the objects aimed at were proper, but it is 
now admitted on all hands that it is the bane 
of the honest, and a most fruitful source of 
public demoralisation. From every part of 
the country a cry has gone up which Parlia­
ment cannot and should not disregard. 
Board* of Trade and Bank Directors in their 
corporate, and merchants and public men in 
their individual, capacity, have expresse:! 
their opinions oa the subject with an unan­
imity as singular as it is impressive. The 
banker finds his trust and confidence met by 
stratège ms and threats ; the wholesale mer­
chant's calculations are thrown out of gear 
by twists and turns which ordinary, or even 
extraordinary; precautions canndt guard 
against ; and the retail dealer is snhjeeted to 
a species of competition which honesty can­
not cope with. The »ld saying, “hia w.>d 
is as good as his bond" is dying, or has died, 
out. The successful insolvent of two cam 
l .signs is s hero in his way ; the unsneoeerful 
insolvent Is called a fool, or too conscientious 
a person for this world. To pay one’s .lebta 
with nothing indicates a higher ordqr of 
business ability than to hand ovre assets f«* 
division among grasping creditors; while tn 
fail for a large amount is a much surer pass­
port to future eminence than to go down 
under a miserable pfetty sum of two or three 
figures. Far be ii ffoui us to say that honest 
men do not fail in business, or that a dis­
charge is in every case • badge of disgrace. 
Honest men have their misfortunes as well 
as others, but hottest men rarely need to 
chaffer and fight with creditors in this era of 
grace. The trouble is that the Insolvent 
Act takes in the chaff with the wheat, and the 
former seems to come out the sooner, while 
the latter ia ground the more to make up for 
its companions’ depreciation in yield. How 
many cases wUl occur to any one who ch-msee 
to count over the insolvents of his acquaint­
ance, in which the ei.iancq.ated .Ud*or de­
velop, like Jonah’s gourd, from a sM-h*» 
root into a veritable ‘ green bay tree? It 
would require a Hogarth to 1 At.ire in fulness 
of detail the Before and Aftek «I Insolvency. 
But we all know how freticently the poor 
and much |>erae«ited debtor, who has given 
up everything to a uierci’ees set .4 cormorant 
creditors, as soon as his discharge is made 
out, springs at a bound into his <4d scat, and 
enjoys the luxuries of this life with quite as 
much appreciation, and has them to enjoy, 
in quantities quite as large, as his humdrum 
acquaintances who have not lieen subjected 
to the disagreeable (for the time) necessity 

1 of going through the form of satisfying dews. 
: The fact is, it » quite unfashionable ft. pay 
debts, and while an Insolvent Act ia in fores, 
it is a useless piece of extraaagance We 
would suggest that it might be well under

r the circumstances to strike out the words 
“ to pay” in promissory notes, and substitute 
for them the words “to satisfy thon those 
coming from an old-fashioned, honest region 
would not be so liable to be misled they 
are now.

We admit that an Insolvency Act of some 
kind is a necessity under ordinary circum­
stances, but if it can be shewn that its good 
results bear but an infinitessiuial proportion 
to its evil ones, it will not require much argu­
ment to make us doubt the expediency of 
having one at all. It is a principle of legis­
lation that public interests must not be pre­
judiced even to cover cases of individual hard­
ship.* We cannot afford as a people to set a 
premium upon fraud. Let us see how the 
Insolvency Act may be and is made to work. 
A, ati honest trader, has been in business, in 
say a village, for a number of years and has 
earned a character for integrity., I* starts a 
rival establishment in the same village, and 
forthwith reduces prices to compel custom. 
He has no invested character—capital, and 
very little of any other kind ; fsia goods were 
obtained on credit and they must be sold. 
He sells at “alarming sacrifices,” for if the 
worst come to the worst, he has a haven of 
rest in the nearest Insolvency Court. His 
competition has the dffvct of bringing his 
name into the Gv.stfr, bat it lias also the1 
effect of ruining A.’s trade. Tiio one comes 
from under the débris, hale and hearty, with 
more money in his pocket than lie had before, 
while the other has lost everything ; the one 
is ready to repeat the operation elsewhere, 
whilst the other with more conscience and 
shame than “energy and tact, ” ponders over 
how Hard it is to be honest.

But we cannot, in justice, lay all the blame 
on the Insolvent Act. Who backed up Ni­
chols and Robinson's gambling in gold, W. R. 
Brown & Co’s gambling in. gold, Connor’s, 
Taylor’s and Scott’s gambling in barley ?— 
Banks. Who support mere speculators with­
out capital while drawing a tight rein on the 
careful ones .who do a legitimate business ! 
Banks. Who over insure st >cks of goods and 
allow themselves to be led into insuring 
empty boxes, bottles and tupipiositiotta arti­
cles Î Insurance Companies. Who give 
credit, indiscriminately, to every applicant,

. force goods on would-be honest dealers, ami 
• cry out most lustily when their sins come 

home to r.wst ! Merchanti. It is all very 
well to condemn the Insolvency Act ; but 
with all its faults, with all its facilities to 
fraud, with all its perjuries, it is not the 
only, nor yet the greatest, cause of what w e 
are pleased to term the demoralization in 
trade. While we seek to amend it—to re­
medy one set of evils—we must not overlook 
others quite as app»arcnt, and quite as inju­

rious, if we are in earnest in dm endeavor 
to bring about a more creditable state of af­
fairs. _____

OVERINSURANCE—FRAUD.

Facts which have reached its respecting 
several fires, of recent occurrence, involving 
serious destruction of property, and entailing 
consequent severe loss on several insurance 
companies, both local and foreign, justify us 
in saying that if a profitable result is to be 
expected from the prosecution *>f lire insur­
ance in Canada, a closer surveilhUice must lie 
exercised by companies over tin? actions of 
their agents.

There is every reason to believe that, at 
least three of these fires, were hot the result 
of accident, but the work of incendiaries, 
who have sought, in the destruction of their 
property, relief from' pecuniary embarrass­
ment or insolvency.

We are not ignorant of the di|fi cult les with 
which an agent lias to copie in his endeavours 
to satisfy himself, and do justice to his prin­
cipals, in obtaining information on which 
their interest and safety materially dei»ond. 
Enquiries which he would, perhaps, be anx­
ious to make respecting the nature and con­
dition of the property to be insured, the mode 
of keeping accounts, and other matters of 
vital importance are, we km »w, often regarded 
by the applicant as unnecessarily inquisitive, 
and resented accordingly. So that to secure 
business the agent is often tempted to forego 
his duty in relation to tjies4 particulars, 
and the result is, too frequently, as we have 
stated.

In one of the cases to. which we hove ad­
verted there existed, at the time of the dis­
aster, insurances to the extent of about seven- 
ninths of the invoiced value of the stock, one 
half of which, it is alleged, would not, had 
it been sold, have realized half Cost, from the 
fact of its being by age, and consequent de­
terioration, rendered almost unsaleable.

Jiraif Court of Illinois Inn recently rendered a 
•lis-isiuii of considerable importance to insurance 
interests, com-wiing the power of insurance com- 
puni,-* to vitiate policies. The case involved was 
llist of a butcher, (or rather the keeper of a meat 
ahopt, who kept a Ao-g of sahpetiv in his shop, 
notwithstanding that the terms written ill his 
policy of insurance declared that the keeping of 
mdtpetre should vitiate it. It also np|*-ared that 
on oneoerasimi he sold a quantity of saltpetre to a 

i customer. The proof showed that it was custom­
ary for dealers in meat to use saltpetre in small 
quantities in their business. The court held that 
i iicli customary use of the article implied a know­
ledge of th“ fact on the |nirt of the underwriter -r 
mid tliat tie- mere fact of ns«*, or of keeping for 
use, in à reasonable ipiantity, would not vitiate 
the Jsdicy. But a keg of saltpetre was, under the 
1 r.sifs, more than a reasonable quantity,* and the 
tact of selling to a customer made the butcher a 
dialer in the article to such an extent as clearly to 
r» uder tlie | ml icy void uuder its terms.

pass ,these liarlsirs drawing their full capacity; 
and in many instances vessels entering Port 
Colbofne liarlxir have gone ashore, and vessels 
and cargoes have proved a total loss; and in some 
instances vessels have been ‘ detained from one 
to two days waiting to Is; lightened into the 
harbor; large vessels have also been frequently 
detained at Port Dtlhouaie in const-, [uence of 
having to lighten out of the hnrlior at a heavy 
expense. For this reason many of the larger 
class of vessels are diverted, whereas, if the di­
mension* of these liarliors arc increased they could 
return to it.
