Legislation which appears to inter­

fere directly with the principle of 
bonding privilege established under 
article 29, of the Treaty of Washin g­
ton, is before the United States Con­
gress and is being watched by the 
Canadian Government. The facts in 
connection with it are in the posses­
sion of Sir George Foster as Acting 
Prime Minister. ■

The question has to do with the 
shipment of halibut via the Grand 
Trunk Pacific Railway from Prince 
Rupert for points in the middle and 
eastern States.

Formerly this traffic all went to 
United States railways by way of 
Seattle. The halibut were caught in 
Alaskan waters and were purchased 
from the halibut fishermen by sup­
ply boats seht north from Seattle. 
Since the establishment of Prince 
Rupert as the Pacific terminus of the 
G. T. P„ fully a third of the catch 
has been taken by the fishermen to 
Fringe Rupert, sold directly by them, 
and shipped In bond over the G.T.P.

A Canadian order-in-Coupcil was 
published in March, of last year, al­
lowing vessels of United States regis­
ter to land fish free at Prince Rupert 
for trans-shipment to United States 
markets.
short and just es cheap and the ocean 
carriage is nearly six hundred miles 
shorter. The new arrangement is 
said to have benefited the fishermen 
and to have provided the consumers 
in the eastern Stares with fresher and 
cheaper fish. It has not pleased the 
United States transportation interests 
nor the Seattle companies which 
formerly controlled the trade..

For a year these interests have 
been seeking to have the old system 
restored either by a revival of the 
duty or by some other means, and 
Seattle railway and fish Interests 
have been to Washington in an effort 
to ’'ring-ibis restoration about. The 
halibut fishermen proposed as an al­
ternative the establishment of a. Gov­
ernment cold storage and buying sta­
tion at Ketchikan, Alaska, but this 
was not acceded. The '‘Pacific Fish­
erman,” In commenting on this ef­
fort of the Seattle Interdits' to t£ke 
the trade away from Canada, skid 
that “when Wé are*offered clean eoftf- 
petttton by a neighbor, it 1H becomes

Three Hundred Fox Companies.
The solid and stable ebaareter of 

the silver black fox breeding indus­
try in Canada Is attested by the man­
ner in which Canada’s fox companies 
have during thé past two years stood 
the stress and strain of war condi­
tions, closed markets and diminished 
values. Not one of thé three hun­
dred companies engaged in fox 
breeding has sought ielief in liquida­
tion. On the contrary, they are 
carrying on their business at the old 
stand and increasing their produc­
tion from year to year. While tem­
porarily suspending the payment of 
dividends, they have Increased the 
numbers of their breeding stock and 
added largely to their productive 
capacity.

The pioneer silver fox breeders 
"bullded better than they knew." 
They created a new industry neces­
sary to commerce and capable of a 
vast expansion. It Is especially 
adapted fdr extension In every one of 
the nine provinces of Canada and the 
ten or twelve border states of the 
great American Republic. Any farm 
throughout these vast agricultural 
regions might profitably add a fur 
ranch to Its equipment. Fur farm­
ing as an adjunct to agriculture 
adds a profitable factor to the ordin­
ary farm, without displacing or dis­
turbing any of the ordinary activities. 
The grove or wooded lot furnishes 
the site and supplies the lumber for 
ranch construction. No farmer who 
adds a fur ranch . to his establish­
ment need keep fewer horses, cattle, 
sheep, swine, or poultry on that ac­
count. A small ranch will hardly 
require any addition to the number 
of farm help.

Apostle’S words to the effect that the 
heathen are feeling after God, Jt hap­
ly they might find Him (Acts IT: 
67), we ask ourselves, Why is It that 
the heathen have not found the 
lord! Evidently St. Paul expresses 
the right sentiment here; for man­
kind are so constructed that the high­
est and noblest organs of our brain 
are those that call for reverence for 
the Almighty God. Therefore it 
would be-the most natural condition 
for aH men to desire to have a God, 
tq have fellowship with Him, to have 
His favor and blessing, and to have 
the everlasting life which He has of-

But we find the very reverse of 
this, not only In Christian lands, but 
Ip i lands where the Gospel has been 
preached to a very limited extent. 
Hot o'nly do we find many who ne­
glect the Lord and care little for 
Him, but we also find many who have 
turned away from Him entirely and 
who are antagonistic to Him. They 
can themselves agnostics, a term 
which signifies persons who do not 
know anything definite about G ~d, 
persons who demand proof of the 
existence of things supernatural. 
There is a difference, however, be­
tween an infldel—an unbeliever— 
and an agnostic. Some of the leading 
people of our day candidly confess 
that they are agnostics. They are 
feeling after God, trying to find 
Him. Then there are some who drift 
from one denomination to another; 
and others, such as Christian Scient­
ists, who are outside of all so-called 
Orthodox denominations—all feeling 
after the Truth, but not having 
knowledge of it.

Repelled by False Teachings.
It la difficult to estimate how much 

harm has been done by the doctrines 
which misrepresent God’s character. 
Erroneous teachings are responsible 
for the many denominations all call­
ing themselves Christians, though 
knowing little about God and Christ 
—for the most part, merely formal 
professors. Only a few claim to be 
fully consecrated to the Lord. After 
all these centuries of preaching, we 
would naturally expect better results. 
The trouble ia that during all these 
centuries there has been very little 
real Gospel preached. If we had 
been taught the simple Truth during 
the entire Gospel Age, and not the 
“doctrines of demons,” doubtless the 
results would have been more like 
those obtained in the early Church, 
when thousands tamed to the Lord. 
—-Acts 3:41; 4:4.

Noble Christians they were, not 
taerely formal professors. The 
Apostle tells us of some who endured 
a great fight of afflictions, who suf- 
ftepd great loss; and of others who 
became the companions of such ah 
were thus treated.

The output of cheese this season is 
far in advance of any previous year. 
Good pasture has done much towards 
producing a heavy flow of milk and a 
corresponding increase in the make of 
cheese. Thé great difficulty at the 
present time is to secure a sufficient 
supply of rennet to meet the demand 
for manufacturing. There certainly 
has not been the precaution taken 
that should have been in saving 
net this spring. Thousands of calves 
have been slaughtered and had the 
rennet been saved the shortage now 
complained of might have been great­
ly lessened. The price for rennet has 
now advanced to over $10* a gallon 
and no guarantee the supply will hold 
out to the end of the season. Should 
the supply run short and factories be 
compelled to close down It means a 
great loss. Cheesemakers are facing 
a heavy expense and we see nothing 
unreasonable in patrons assisting the 
makers in bearing a portion of the 
additional expense they are compell­
ed to pay. There should be a good 
opening in Ontario for the establish­
ing of a rennet manufacturing plant 
to meet requirements of another 
son at a reasonable cost.

Interesting Trial in Police Court To­
day Before Magistrate Masson.

An Interesting case is going on 
in the police court today, that of 
David Livingstone, a Rawdon farmer, 
against Alex. Walkinshaw and Peter 
Coveney, whom he charges with as­
sault on the road in front of com­
plainant’s premises on Tuesday after­
noon June 6th. The prosecutor con­
tends that the accused were in a car 
which was being driven along the 
road and which, when it approached 
Livingstone who was standing at the 
side, directly veered into him, strik­
ing his legs. Livingstone admits tos­
sing a stone at the car as it went on, 
and claims that the accused men came 
back and assaulted him. Walkinshaw 
striking him with a stone over the 
left eye, and. knocking him down;

him down and that Livingstone only 
secured release by jabbing Walkin­
shaw in the body wtih a knife with 
which he had been cutting a chew of 
tobacco.

Dr. Wellman of Springbrook testi­
fied that he had treated both Living­
stone and Walkinshaw, the latter 
having three cuts in his side, several 
of them half an inch deep, but not 
sufficiently so as to injure any vital 
organ.

New Brunswick and British Colum­
bia are waiting impatiently for the time to ar­
rive when they can get an opportunity at the 
polls to even scores with governments that have 
been bringing disaster and disgrace to their pro­
vinces. In Ontario the Conservatives have a 
very large majority in the legislature at Toronto 
but it is a well known fact that the party is rent 
asunder by a bitter and irréconciliable difference 

e between the forces led by Hon. W. J. Hanna on 
the one side and by Sir Adam Beck on the other. 
It is very difficult to see how this breach can be 
bridged over. Ever since the death of Sir James 
Whitney it has daily been growing wider.

It is not unreasonable to suppose that these 
remarkable upheavals of public opinion in every 
province have gained impetus largely because of 
conditions at Ottawa. The people of Canada 
will undoubtedly deal with the flagrant malad­
ministration at Ottawa after the same fashion as 
the electors of Manitoba dealt with the bobrog- 
erism in the last contest.

JOBS WANTING MEN.It appears that when the man who manufac­

tures and distributes the weather for the pro­
vince of Ontario gets into a certain groove, it 
becomes a matter of extreme difficulty"for him to 
break the habit and effect a change. He goes 
on in the course in which he has started, unable 
apparently to alter the character of the goods 
he delivers.

If the representative of Prof. Hicks at To­
ronto would but do a little thinking and exercise 
a small amount of will power he would at once 
ascertain that he has been making a stupid mess 
of "things in Ontario all through/ the ' present 
season and would climb out of the rut even 
though he had to twist an axle of the water- 
wagon in so doing.

His lack of foresight and absolutely ill-con­
sidered course in travelling, week after week, 
and month after month, in the same mud-spat­
tered rut has pretty nearly ruined his reputation 
for doing things as they ought to be done, for 
using his brains to ascertain what is necessary 
for seed-time and for growing crops, for being 
a sane, provident, intelligent, wide-awake, pro­
gressive weather-manufacturer. We now look 
upon him as a dunderhead, an ox-like yokel, 
who drives on and on without ever giving the 
least thought or consideration as to how his 
job is being executed. He has been so long 
working and manipulating the weather-making 
apparatus that he has himself become merelÿ 
a part of the machinery, with little more capaci­
ty for intelligent direction of his course than the 
mechanical appliances he is supposed to govern.

His dulness, his lack of thoughtful planning

New York city, which usually has a large 
unemployed population, reports the greatest 
dearth of labor it has ever known. The Bowery 
is a good index to the labor situation, not only 
in New York, but throughout the country. That 
famous thoroughfare has been turned into a 
great employment bureau. From end to end it 
is filled with offices clamoring for the man with­
out a job.

And the agents do not wait for men to drift 
in. They go after t hem. Many of the agencies 
have “barkers” standing outside like, the “pul- 
lers-in” of cheap dry goods houses, or old-fash­
ioned circus barkers. Phonographs and free 
meals are used as baits. Any man who looks as 
if he might be persuaded to accept a job is 
promptly set upon. He is offered work on State 
highways, on the railroads, in factories, on 
Western farms. He is promised free transporta­
tion and $2.50 or more for an eight-hour day. 
And there is no delay. Men signing up are ship­
ped out of the city the same night Philadelphia, 
Cleveland, Chicago, St. Louis, Kansas City, St. 
Paul, Denver, San Francisco, all report a corres­
ponding demand.

THE MAN WITH THE SPADE.

Despatches from Perograd have told of the 
Russians taking as many as nineteen lines of 
trenches in succession, in one sector of the Aus­
trian line in Bukowina. The incident serves as 
a vivid reminder of the amazing amount of ditch­
digging there has been in Europe lately.

It would be interesting to know how n^my 
miles of military trenches there are altogether. 
Every rod of battle is marked by excavations. 
Each side has its row after row of trenches, 
roughly paralleling the front, and its connecting 
trenches and its subterranean approaches zig­
zagging away to the rear. It would probably be 
safe to figure on half a dozen miles of trenches 
on each side for every mile of front. On that 
basis the trenches on the Russian front alone 
would suffice, if placed end to end, to go more 
than half-way around the earth. Frartce and 
Belgium, with shorter lines, have more elabor­
ate ditch defences. There must be tens of thou­
sands of trenches in France. And every time 
the battle front shifts, in any theatre of war, 
there are now sets of trenches dug.

Digging trenches has been for two years, 
and is still, the chief occupation of the male 
population of Europe. How easy and simple it 
will be when the war is over to excavate sewers 
and subways and lay water mains and gas pipes 
in any of the belligerent countries! And it has 
become an eminently honorable pursuit, al­
though we never used to consider it so.

under the sway of the former, while Petion es­
tablished a mulatto republic to the South. John 
Pierre Boger, a mulatto, succeeded those two and 
gained complete control of the whole island, 
ruling with firmness for nearly a quarter of 
century, the French having recognized the in­
dependence of Hayti in 1825.

In 1844 the eastern two-thirds of the island 
set up the independent republic of Santo Domin­
go with the city of the same name as its capital. 
On several occasions the latter country has made 
proposals of annexation .to the United States, 
but the United States Senate has rejected the 
proposals.

For the last three-quarters of a century ru­
lers in both Hayti and Santo Domingo have fol­
lowed each other like birds of passage, flight, 
assassination and forcible removal from office 
being the rule rather than the exception.

The republic of Hayti occupies a territory 
somewhat larger than Massachusetts and Rhode 
Island combined, has a population of 75,000. 
Santo Domingo has an area twice that of Hayti, 
being about the size of Vermount and New 
Hampshire combined, but the population is but 
one-third as large as the smaller republic. While 
no accurate census of the two republics has ever 
been taken, it is estimated the population is 
about 2,700,000^ of which more than 700,000 
are Indians.

Of the young men but few have reached 
twenty-five years of age and yet they are as dead 
at the top and as incapable of further mental ex­
pansion or growth as though the undertaker had 
performed the last sad services of his occupa­
tion.

Influences all about us tend to throw us into 

ruts, and to keep us there. Society is very harsh 
with the man or woman who does things differ­
ently or thinks differently. The aim of modern 
society is to make everybody as nearly as pos­
sible like everybody else, in thought, in speech, 
in clothing and in manner.
