CHINA A MONARCHY AGAIN

Peking, July 1,—According to an edict
issued in the name of Hsuap Tung, the
young Emperor who was put back on the
throne to-day under the protection Of
General Chang Hsun, President Li Yuan-
hung has submitted: to .the monarchy.
The edict follows:

* Li Yuan-hung memorializes us to take
over the government, stating that he was
forced by the troops during the first revo-
lution to become the. nation’s head. - He
bemoans'is defects as. head of the Re-
public and asks us to punish him. We
recognize his mistakes and also his merits.
We hereby appoint him a Duke of the
first class.”

Peking, July 1.—The Imperial emblem
is everywhere displayed, marking the
restoration of the Manchu monarchy.
There has been no disorder. In a long
edict Emperor Hsuan Tung, who was
restored to the throne to-day, explains
how, being youthful, he was forced to
relinguish sovereign power te Yuan Shih-
kai, late President of the Chinese Repub-
lic and forced|to resume it again to save
the country.

The edict says : China’s future govern-
ment will be based on the following :

“The country shall be administered ac-
cording to the constitutional laws pro-
mulgated by the late Emperor.

“ Expenses of the Imperial household
shall remain the same as those fixed by
the Republic:

* All foreign treaties and contracts shall
remain in force.

“Thestamp tax and other petty taxes
are abolished.

“ The Republican criminal civil code is
abolished and that introduced the first
year under Hsuan Tung’s government is
reinstated.

* Political offenders are pardoned.

*“ The wearing of queues is optional.”

Further edicts have been issued making
the following appointments:

Grand Secretary (equivalent to Pre-
mier) —General Chang Hsun.

Minister of Foreign Affairs—Liang-
Yun-yen.

Minister of
Fang.

Minister of War—-Lei Chen-chun:

Minister of Interior—Chu Chia-pao.

Chief of the General Staff—Wang Shih-
scheng. .

Guardians of the Emperor—Hsu Shih-
chang and Qung Yu-wei.

Chang Shun is appointed Viceroy of
Chihli, but must remain in Peking. Feng
Kuo-chang is named Viceroy of Kiangsi
and Kiangsu, and commander of the
southern armies, Lu Yung-ting is named
Viceroy of Kwangtung. For all the other

Peking, July 1.—Early to-day Hsuan
! Tung, the boy Emperor, was taken into
the Imperial Palace under the protection
| of General Chang Hsun and placed on
| the throne. The legation quarter of the
city is under a héavy guard and the troops
of Gen. Chang Hsun are intermingling
freely with the Peking soldiery.

General Chang Hsun is maintaining the
strictest order and no trouble in f’eking
is feared.

It is expected that President Li Yuan-
hung will resign to-morrow.

Tientsin, July 3.—Reports reaching
here from Peking say that the Emperor
has issued an edict appointing General
Chang Hsun Premier and Viceroy of the
province of Chihli and that he has named
members of the new cabinet including
Kang Yu-wei, president of the Progressive
party, to which millions of Chinamen be-
long, and Hsu Shih-Chang, former Secre-
tary of State of China, who will head the
ministry. Gen, Chang - Hsun sent four
delegates-to President Li Yuan-hung. to
demand his resigngtion but the President
paid no attention to them. The Manchus
have offered him a grand dukedom.

It is reported that General Chang Hsun
has forbidden the appearance of news-
papers for three days. Liang Chi, the
famous reformer, declares General Chang
Hsun's coup suicidal and says it cannot
succeed.

*Hsuan Tung, the son of Prince Chun,
ascended the throne of China on Decem-
ber, 2, 1908, under the regency of his
father. On December 6, 1911, Prince
Chun abdicated as Regent, and on Febru-
ary 12, 1912, the youthful Emperor abdi-
cated the throne and the Chinese Republic
was established. Since that time the Em-
peror had virtually been a prisoner of
Presidents Yuan and Li. In February of
this year it was reported that Hsuan Tung
would be brought to the United States to
complete his education, and it was said
that President Li had approved the plan
for the Manchu Emperor to come to the
United States. Hsuan Tung was born in
1904. He first bore the title of Prince Pu-
yi and took the name of Hsuan Tung
when he was enthroned as Emperor in

In the Western campaign the British
continued their presstire on Lens, which
they more closely invested but did not
succeed in taking. The French were in
closest grips with the Germans in the
Aisne sector, where they recovered most
of the positions previously lost to the Ger-
mans. Fighting was also renewed with
considerable vigor in the Champagne dis-
trict east of Reims, and on the' Meuse,
but without advantage to either belliger-
ent.

The Russian campaign furnished the
principal event of the week, the Russians
resuming active hostilities in Galicia,
where they had great success fifty miles
southeast of Lemberg, the capital of
Galicia, making a considerable advance
.and capturing nearly 20,000 Teuton pris-
oners and much war material, including a
large number of guns. ‘In Volhynia, too,
east of Kovel, and further south, the Rys-
sians renewed hostilities with success.
The Russian forces in_Armenia seem also
to have been reanimated.

Fierce fighting seems ‘to- have taken
place in the Austro-Italian campaign, the
Austrians having been on the offensive
for the most part. It does not appear
that the positions were - greatly altered
from those of the week preceding.

The week was without news of active
hostilities in the Balkan campaign, the
chief interest, as in the preceding week,
centering in the pohtlcal changes takmg

place in Greece

Nothmg of special importance seems to

'haveoccuredmthecampmgn,_ in Meso-

potamia, where the summer heat was at
its Worst, and progréss was consequently
delayed.

The British-Egyptian forces in Palestine
were said to be strongly entrenched in
close proximity to their Turkish foes, but
no great encounters were reported.

In East Africa the British operating
from Kilwa in the southeast of the terri-
tory, on. the Indian Ocean, had driven the
Germans away from their positions on
and near tne coast. The news was
meagre, but indicated that more was
soon to follow,

The enemy submarine campaign
against merchant shipping was continued
ruthlessly, but with a satisfactory dimin-
ution of losses therefrom. Under “News
of the Sea” will be found mention of all
losses thus incurred and reported dunng
the weekly period.

A squadron of from twelve to fourteen
German airplanes raided Harwich on the
east coast of England on the morning of
July 4, and the bombs dropped by them
on the town Kkilled seven people and
injured - thirty-six others. The material
damage done to the town and vicinity
seems to have been only slight. The
enemy aircraft returning from England

Sir Herbert had a slight accident on
June 16. He slipped while descending a
stair-case and strained the ligaments of
his right knee. He underwent an oper-
ation on June 21, which proved to be
somewhat serious, but ‘was expected to
lead to his complete recovery. The at-
tending surgeons, however, insisted upon
the cancellation of all Sir Herbert's en-
gagements, so that he could enjoy com-
plete seclusion and rest.

A friend who visited Sir Herbert yes-
terday found him as he described him,
“as well as ever.” In the evening, how-
ever, he had a heart attack, and the end
came very quickly, the famous actor dy-
ing at 8 o'clock.

DR. WiLLiaM DEwiTT HYDE

died to-day after a njonth’s illness, due to
a general breakdown in health.

He
was 59 years old and a native of Winchen-
President Hyde was obliged to relinquish
his college duties several weeks ago, and
his physicians prescribed a long series of
rest. While he had been ill, he had not
been confined to his residence, but had
taken a long walk daily and seemed to
be improving. He took no part whatever
in Commencement exercises and saw few
visitors, although some of the closest
members of the faculty' called upon him
daily.

The
ryitig should be the reverse, with the
ddition that the striker should compen-
ate the lad for the damage brought about
by his incompetence and lose the hole for
his incompetence and lose the hole for
his wicked act.

The next to go would be the “lost “ball,
lost hole” law, in which the offender not
mly loses the sphere, but to- make it
more impressive and bring home the
heinousness of the offence, the hole is
lost, and should the unfortunate one be
at the time all square and one to play,
his temper plas the match goes also.

dollars worth of her staple crops every
year through the  depredations of insect
pests. A large portion of this loss could
be prevented. As we cannot afford to
lose the smallest portion of our grain and
other food crops during the present
critical period when the production of
food is of supreme importance,
Dominion Department of Agriculture is
making every effort to prevent, so far as
possible, losses due to insect pects. Crop
protection must go hand in hand with
crop production.

Insect pests are not usually noticed or,
reported untill they have caused consider-
able damage. Therefore itjs urged that
the closest watch be kept on all crops for
the first appearance of any insect pests or
damage. Immediately such damage is
observed steps should be taken to control
the outbreak in its incipient stage. If the
pest or the method of control is unknown
specimens of the insect and its injuries
should be sent at once to the nearest of
the following sources of expett assistance:
The Agricultural Colleges, the Provincial

District Representatives, the officer in
charge of the nearest Dominion Entomo-
logical Station, or direct to the Dominion
Entomologist, Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa, for examination; and advice in
regard to control measures will be furnish-
ed without delay. Letters and packages
up to 11 ounces in weight may be mailed
to the Dominion Entomogist, “Free,” but
postage will be required on letters or
specimenssent to the other sources of
advice mentioned.

It is estimated from the reports of
correspondents that the tqtal area sown
to wheat for 1917 is 13,450.250
acres, as compared with 14,897,000
acres, the area sown, and with 12,900,600
acres, the area hntvested in 1916.

ted last year, Barley is sown to 1,954,100
acres, as against 1,827,780 acres, the area
sown, and’ 1,681,180 acres, the area har-
vested in 1916. Rye has a sown. area of
159,470 acres, as compared with 147,170
acres in 1916 ; peas 152,465 acres, com-
pared with 159,680 acres; mixed grains

250 acres, as compared with 410,726
acres; hay and clover 7,661,800 acres,
against 7,802,932 acres; and alfalfa 84,900
acres, against 89,472 acres. The condition
of these crops in per cent of the standard
representing a full crop is for oats 85 per
cent compared with 90 p. c. last year and
93 p/c., the average at the end.of May for
the seven years 1910-16; for barley 87 p.
c. as against 89 p. c. last year and 92 p. c,,
the seven years’ average; for rye 86 p. c,,
against 91 p. c. last year and 89 p. c., the
average; for peas 88 p. c. compared with
90 p. c. last year and 91, the average; for
mixed grains 89 p. c. both this year and
last year and 92 p.c. the average; for
hay and clover 80 p. c. compared with 98
p. ¢. and 92 p. c., the average.

CONDITIONS IN ALBERTA

A telegram from the Alberta Depart-
ment of Agriculture dated June 12 states
that the general season is somewhat late,
especially between Wetaskiwin and Cross-
field. The weather is cool, but crops are !
doing well. No frost has-been reported !
since June 5. All grain for threshing is
sown, but there is 40 p. c. for green feed
yet to sow.

" 'THOREAU CENTENARY

FINAL life of Thoréau from my

hand,” says F. B. Sanborn in his
introduction to that new volume (Hough-
ton Nifflin; $4 net), " has this particular
claim ‘on the reader’s attention, that it
includes memoirs of his ancestors not
before given to the public ; and also, in
their complete form, many essays written
in his early youth —all that the care of his
kindred had preserved—besides what
escaped from their research, verses, let-
Jters, and memoranda,” One approaches
this bulky volume with anticipations only
partly pleasant. Good biographies have
before this been overloaded and thrown
out of proportion by the inclusion of too
much juvenilia and too many other manu-
scripts which are of intérest only because
belatedly discovered. Nor do these ap_
pmhendou prove altogether groxmdleu.
“The nmms\"Conege Essays” are by
/o means all interesting, and though véry
well written for a youth of from’ shmeen
. -ta nineteen, are not intrinsically strikihg
in expression. On the other hand, very
interesting indeed is the essay called
“The Service,” written in 1840, when
Thoreau was twenty-three, and found in
the portfolio of Emerson: so are some
scraps of unpublished or little-known
poetry, as “Our. Country,” which Mar-
garet Fuller refused for the Dial; and so
are fragments like the little paper on
” Visitors in' Walden Woods,” written a

few years after Thoreau’s Staten Island |’

experiences; and various letters. We are
at no point called upon to revise our con-
ception of Thoreau, but we have a certain
amount. of valuable new material illustrat-
ing old facts.

The first entriesin Thoreau’s “Journals”
are dated 1837 ; his first volume appeared
1849, recording the experiences of his
boating trip of August, 1839, on the Con-
cord’and Merrimac Rivers. The earliest

.dated letter of Thoreau known is here

quoted by Sanborn under. date of July, |

1836, and it is to a classmate in regard to
the room the two were to occupy at Har-
vard during the coming—their senior—
year. A good many of the early letters
are boyishly thetorical ; and so are many
of the essays or school exercises, some of
which belong even to his sophomore year.
But in one of these essays, a paper on
* The Literary Life,” written'in 1835, we
find his principal intellectual bent already
carefully indicated. * Innocent and easily
procurable pleanireé. wrote this future
author of * Walden,” " constitute man’s
most lasting happiness , these are stich as
diterature and imagination are both able
‘and willing to afford. That undefinable
mmisery, that insupportable tediousness,
the curse of those who have nothing to
4“, is“incomsistent "'with “that -relish for
Hterature and science which is a source of
continual gratification to the mind. He
who is dependent upon himself alone for
his enjoyments—who finds all he wants
within himself—is really mdependgnt. E
. . Happy the man who is furnished
with all the advantages to relish solitude !”
In no other college paper do'we find equal
gusto or sincerity, to match it we
have to turn to aﬁm of the early
autumn of 1837, hitherto unpublished, ‘in
which Thoreau wrote: " For & man to
act himself he must be perfectly free:
otherwise -he is in danger of losing all
sense of responsibility or self-respect.
When such a state of things exists that
the sacred opinions one advances in argu-
ment are apologized for by his friends,

before his face, lest his hearers receive a|.

wrong impression of the man . .
where shall we look, and not look in vam,
for men, deeds, thought? As well apolo-
ziu' for the grape that it is sour, or the
thunder that it is noisy, or the lightning
that it tarries not.” The “ Journals”
were just being begun, and though the
first volume has long sifice disappeared,
enough survives to show that at this time
Thoreau's observation of nature, and: his
philosophical musings upon it, were of
_much the same character as“in later
years. :
The estrangement betiv'eep Thoreau
and Emerson Mr. Sanborn once tried to

explain —in his recollections—as the re-|

sult of their diverse heredity. To his

caprice, and his sense of ‘humior. was' al:

| ways adequate to asaist him over difficul-

ties. He was, Sanborn repeats in the
words of Channing, a genill ‘and” hospit-
able entertainer,” and * he foved firmly,
acted up to his love, was a bgliever in it.”
The use -which Mr. San makes ‘of
Thomaus warm-hearted friendsmp for
Cholmondeley, and of the véry close -at-
tachments which Thoreau formed, does
give some color to the theory of a mel-
lowing ‘process. " But  Emerson spoke at
Thoreau'’s funeral of his austerity, which
**made this willing hermit more solitary
even than he wished.” Of Thoreau as
the public-spirited citizen, no end of good
things may be said, and one could wish
that Sanborn had not ridden his John
Brown hobbies so hard to prove his inter-
est in public progress outside Concord.
The biography contains a number of
the notes upon Thoreau’s Western travels
in IHinois, Wisconsin, and Minnesota first
‘published for the Boston ' Bibliophile
Sociéty in 1905, under Mx Sanborn’s
editorship. It also draws heavily upon
the Journals, not always with slavish
accuracy to the text as given in the previ- | machine
ously published version, An interesting
appendix ¢ contains a full list of the books
in Thoreaw’s library. Sound arrangement
is hardly among the merits of the book.—
New York Evening Post.
