IN THE SIEGE OF LIEGE CITY
Rome, Aug. 8.—A sensa­

tional declaration is made by 
Italian officials today that 
Austria has declined to aid 
Germany against England. 
Officials state that a German 
battleship and a cruiser ex­
pelled from Messina Harbor 
(Italy) yesterday, while 
steaming toward the Adriatic 
with their decks cleared for 
action and their men at their 
stations wirlessed for assist­
ance, that the Austrian naval 
authorities replied and sent a 
flat refusal, dëclaring that 
war had not yet been declar­
ed between Austria and Eng­
land.

As a result of the refusal 
of the Austrians to come to 
their aid, the two German 
ships are in a desperate posi­
tion, the combined French 
and English fleet being be­
tween them and the Austrian 
naval base near Trieste and 
they are in imminent danger 
of capture or destruction.

Liege, Aug. 8.—During Wednes­
day night a tremendous assault 
was undertaken by the Germans. 
The entire Seventh army corps 
took part. The whole country 
around was illuminated with daz­
zling searchlights and the earth 
quaked as if shaken by a seismic 
convulsion.

The grey light of Thursday 
morning showed thousands of Ger- 
nans in force against Fort Barchon 
The Belgians formed a mixed bri­
gade of two regiments and made 
a counter-attack from the heights 
of Flandre. Their advance was 
as irresistible as an oceanic tide. 
1 he Germans stood a few min­
utes awaiting them and then fled 
panic-stricken.

The Seventh corps was broken 
and a few hours later 5,000 fugi­
tives swept past Mastricht where 
they were received and fed and, 
curiously enough, sent' to Aix La 
Chapelle.

The spaces between the forts of 
Embourg were objects of a reso­
lute attack the invaders advanc­
ing within three hundred yards of 
the Garde Civique. They were 
first deprived of their Colonel and 
then literally mowed down like 
grass by scythes.

Meanwhile the German artillery 
fire concentrated upon the Cha­
teau of Fontembourg and cap­
tured it under cover of a heavy 
artillery fire. Then a body of gray 
cloud with flags rose followed by 
a terrific explosion. The Belgians 
had mined the Chateau and blown 
it up and the Germans with it.

The upshot of this brilliant 
stand the Belgians maintained all 
their forts and captured numerous 
prisoners and seven guns, 
death of 800 men and the disable­
ment of thousands of the enemy 
and the defeat of two crack corps 
and the annihilation of the Uhlans 
resulted. -,

Ottawa, Aug. 8.—The Imperial Gov­
ernment to-day cabled its acceptance 
of the offer of Hamilton, Gault and 
Montreal to raise and equip a regi­
ment of 10,000 men, all having seen 
active service.

TIME TO TAKE ACTION.

The Executive Council sat on 
Saturday to consider some propos­
als submitted by the Banks in refer 
ence to the serious financial condi­
tion of Commercial affairs in the 
Colony.

We trust something defininte 
was arranged. There is no reason 
why Newfoundland could not safe 
ly and properly adopt the course 
followed by Great Britain and put 
in force a moratorium law for four 
weeks with power to extend it if 
the Government believed it neces­
sary. .

Several business firms are now 
on a financial precipice and we can 
not see how they can escape finan­
cial destruction if they are requir­
ed to meet their obligations.

Fishery exports, which form 
seven-eights of the exports of 
the Colony is at present 
unsaleable and cannot be 
realized. Many firms are awaiting 
payments from abroad that will not 
come, owing to the war, for per­
haps three months or even not un­
til the war is over.

The supplying houses are in the 
worst conditon as all their means 
have been utilized in supplying for 
the fishery, which produce is at 
present of no financial value. The 
whole business of the Colony has 
collapsed owing to the stoppage of 
credit.

The present situation may be 
realized if one could understand 
just what conditons would exist 
if all the banks closed their doors 
to trade.. The business of the past 
week has been on a cash basis en­
tirely. No orders from outports 
will be filled by any firm * unless 
cash accompanies the order. No 
other course was open to business 
houses.
