Inevitably,
he develops late, and if the Prince
strikes one ag knowing less of life
than most fellows of twenty-three,
he also strikes one as wholly and
delightfully free from :*“side’” affec-
fion, and every sort of repellent
precocity and pretence. When the
foundations are sound it does not
much matter how long it takes to
build on them the superstructure of
a completed character, and a prinee
witi the right instinets and the
sound, manly tastes that this Prince
has posseses something that will
stand him and the country in betier
stead than any amount of brilliance.

Nor would he consent to be wrap-
ped up in cotton wool by official
solieitude. Tremendously keen' to
see and' know for himself, he in-
sisted on sharing in the dangers and
duties of his brother-officers. Being
an aide-de-camp on' the headquarters
staff did not satisfy him at all,-.

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CANADIANS GIVE
ENEMY NO REST

Infantry Raids, Artilery Fire and
Gas Atacks Harass ‘the
Hun,

(By W. A, Willison, Canadian. Presy

Canadian Army - Headquarters,
April, 23.—Railed in no less.  than
seven places, gassed with thousands
o{ laervmatory and lethal = shells,
harassed by speeial artillery shells,
his trenches swept by machine gun
«nd rifle bullets, 'nig front line ham-
mered by trench mortars, the enemy
for the past twelve hours has hai
a lively time at the hands. of tie
Canadians. From dusk until dawn
1He' whele frert has been Hvely
nerth and south of Lens. The ceaso-
Jess tumble of our keavies who are
neutralizing ‘hostile batteries by
caleulated and continugus gas shell-
ing. ‘has _been accompanied by  the
sharper chorus of ‘our field artillevy
caryyving out a particularly harassig
fire progran:. Periodically cur artil-
lery fire has rcached a barrage in-
tensity in support of raiding parties.
Regularly the Bcche . lipes ~have
been lit up with flares, -batrayinyg
the unervousness which has been
produced among-the enemy by such
aetivity as he has not known on his
front for weeks. The enemy has
been forced to fight his guas und-
er gas clouds and g8ag imasks. - H»o
has betrayed the effeet of our tac-
ties by the diminishing volume of
his. fire, but he has made answer to
our general raiding and ‘gas activi-
ties, by projecting mych  tear gas
against our positions morth of Lens.
‘This projection was. bigger in_vol-
ume than anything ever . atfempted
against the Canadians by the enemy.

the enemy gurners must have suf-
fered heavily under our bombard-
ment, for we used nearly six thou-
sand shells against some thirty bat-
tery positions.

In some instances in our raids,
which were all supported by our
artillery, our men were unable tn
locate the enemy.

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Allied countries, says the N. Y. Tri-
bure. This new propaganda has as-
sumed the form of music text-books,
which the Central Powers intend to
spread in foreign .countries.

Recently the Germans published
especially for school use the text of
Beethoven’s “C Minor Sonata.” The
text is accompanied by copious notes
and introductions, the aimi of which
is to extol German Kultur and revile
the enemies of Germany. Accord-
ing to the editors, only Germans are
able to compose sonatas; none of
Germany’s enemies can' be compared
to the Gemmans.

In the preface, the editor, Profes-
sor Heinrich Schenker, who is re-
garded as a great personality by the
Germans, says:

‘“Let the German nation, which is

“thé mMost c¢ipable in the universe,

and which is more richly endowed
with talents and abilities than even
the Greeks and Romans, ascend the
steps of the throne; and 1let the
German nation persist until the in-
ferior nations understand its great-
ness and learn to appreciate it with
gratitude!’”’

Only the Germans are great and
Dossess no faults. The French, the
English, Italians, Russians and Am-
ericans have nothing but faults, ac-
cording to Professor Schenker.

Of the French he says that “they
are deprived of all sincerity, of in-
telligence, of culture, fond to exag-
geration of vague and meaningless
phrases, who indulge in degenerate
practices, and are most narrow-
mirded.”

As to the English, he says that
their love for sports has deprived
them completely of the relizious
sense, manners, artistic tastes and
scientific spirit. “In spite of Shakes-
peare, Carlyle, Byron and some oth-
ers, the English people are con-
temptible.’*

The Italian, in the German’s opin-
fon, “is a bapdit, a boaster, fai:h-
less, who has taken the motto of
sacred egotism from the brigands,
without inheriting their chivalrous
character.”

Of all, however, he finds for the
Americans the most insulting
names: “A crowd of storekeepe.s
without Kultur, whose mind cannot
be excited except by the coarsest buf-
foonery. The country often boasted
of unlimited possibilities, bul in' 1.-
ality it is the countvy of most re-
stricted possibilities, the country
where the basest commercialism ex-
clusively reigns and is accompanied
by lack of Kultur, which resuits in
impersonality, irreligion, laziness
and the lack of the logical sens= of
which Wilson, Eliot and otaers have
given proof. . . . In a word, that
country Where the ideas of Kultur
and humanity are as remote from
their true senses as whiskey s re-
mote from the nectar of the Olym-
pian gods.”

first it is needless to say much, for
Americans have always recognized
their ancestral Anglo-Saxon affilia-
tion with England—at least this is
true of that large proportion sprung
from the pioneers of English, Scotch
and Irish, who settled here and de-
veloped the country. In respect to
language, while the British Empire
embraces peoples speaking over 100
different tongues, the dominating
language, as here, is English, and
from it we have our mutual interests
in literature, thought and ideals.
Britain and the Uniteq States are
both democratiec. Indeed, in one
Sense, Britain is more democratic
than the United States, for every de-
partment in its Government is more
amenable to public opjnion.

In England since the outbreak of-
the war we have had two radical
rovernmental changes. On theé sub-
ject of religion, while we have many
so-called heathen religions in the
British Empire, its dominating faith
is Christianity, as it is in the United
States. Here, then is a fourfold bond
of unity. These channels are already
made, and what I ask, is lacking to
bring these two nations closer to-
gether in sincerity and cordial under-
standing?

America can no longer g0 back to
her old-time limitations of western
hemisphere responsibility. By her en-
trance into the war she has assumed
a responsibility for the peace of the
world. The great problem of recon-
struction, so well expressed by Presi-
dent Wilson, of making the world
safe for democracy, will rest on the
two great English-speaking nations.
Since their entry into the war Ameri-
cans ‘are talking differently about
world politics, and I have been im-
pressed with the bigness and broad
vision of America’s leading men.
America is already in the Council of
Nations, and the voice of the Amer-
ican people demands that after the
war something be done in determin-
ing the destinies and fates of the
civilized countries of the world, with
due regdard for the independence of
national life. This responsibility does
not end with the American shore,
The principle of the Monroe doctrine
will be enlarged, not abrogated, and
Britain, as much as the United States,
will have her share in enforcing that
doctrine.—Major Charles W. Gordon,

Joseph Mayo, born in Langley,
B.C., one hundred years and eight
months ago, died at the home of hig
daughter, Mrs. P. Hernandez, in Van-
couver, recently.

Fruit Growers

L] ’ ’

Are Optimistic
Grelraedeeledidedueteot X
F every branch of the farming in-
dustry is being undertaken this
year with as much enthusiasm
and hopefulness as is fruit grow-

ing by the Niagara district men, pro-
duction is pretty sure of receiving the
much-desired boost. The peach grow=
ers, who form the majority of the
orchardists in that part of the coun-
try, will not hear of any such trouble
as frozen roots or unpromising buds,
even though this winter their trees
were subjected to the lowest temper-

ature that has developed in the Nia-
gara belt for years, namely, 20 de-
grees below zero. The claim that this
bard freeze did not endanger the
buds is established on the fact that
bumidity was lacking when it oc-
curred. Prof. McCubbin, of St. Cath-
arines, has found plenty of live fruit
buds to satisfy him that the prospect

for a fair show of blossom is a good ;

one, and the growers are satisfied to
accept his decision, backed by their
own investigations.

Another point in favor of the prob-
ability of a good season for the fruit
growers is the promise of a supply of
help for the cultivating and harvest-
ing seasons that exists in the efforts
of the labor section of the Organiz-
ation of Resources Committee. Fur-
ther, the fruit growers are well sat-
isfied that their line of endeavor is
calculated to produce food that is
absolutely needed to take the place
of staples needed for shipment over-
seas, and to maintain the health of
the general public and it is their in-
tention to institute a campaign for
the advertising of their product so
that distribution will be ensured. A
resolution to ask the co-operation of
the Provincial Government in this
proposed advertising campaign was
passed at the Niagara Fruit Growers’
convention.

One measure, no doubt proposed
with the idea of helping agricultural
production, failed to secure the back-
Ing of the Niagara district growers
at their recent convention. Several
members spoke in opposition to the
daylight saving scheme, using the
following arguments: First, the
starting of the working day an hour
earlier by the sun would mean a
waste of time to fruit growers as the
work of cultivating in certain grow-
ing crops and the harvesting of fruits
cannot be commenced until such time
in the day as the night dew is off the
foliage; second, quitting work an
hour earlier at night with the inten-
tion of starting an hour earlier the
next morning would mean trouble in
securing a good night’s rest because
the average farmhouse is too warm
for sleeping in until some consider-
able time after sundown; third, with
other industries closing an hour ear-
lier than at present, the growers
would be forced to discontinue their
work of harvesting an hour before
otherwise necessary so as to be able
to make shipments to or do business
in the world outside their fruit
farms. =« - 9

No doubt a fruit grower, or other
farmer could, and would, work from
sunrise to sunset, no matter what the
official hours might be; but a hired
man working on a ten-hour-a-day
basis, as most do in the fruit district,
would want to regulate his starting
and quitting hours to accord with
those of the inhabitants of the town
or village so as to be able to share
his free time with his friends and
neighbors. Of course, arrangements
can be made for overtime, but the
fdea of paying for overtime all the
times does not appeal to the fruit
grower.

The fruit growers are .agreed
among themselves with regard to
every matter of importance to their
industry with the exception of tho
standardization of fruit packages.
Yet, even in this matter, they seem
agreed to a certain extent, namely,
that each grower is opposed to stan-
dardization if it entails a change
from his own particular style of
package or that used in his particular
district. Far from being decided on
a package for fruits that might be
considered similar by the consumer,
for example, peaches, plums, apples,
etc., the growers cannot even decide
on a standard package for peaches,
some preferring a deep 11-quart bas-
ket, others a shallow ditto, and yet
others a deep 9-quart. To the con-
sumer and, probably to the dealer in
fruit, the standardization of packages
looks feasible and it is to be hoped
that the arrangement can be brought
about with reasonable satisfaction to
all the growers.

A Slight Risk.

A British photographer writes to
the Photo-Era that'a camera is a
dangerous bit of mechanism to toy
with just now. : He says that the cap-
tain of an Engligh: cargo-boat told
him his ship met with an aceident on
its last voyage to Canada. Having a
pocket kodak, he planned to go
ashore and snapshot the damaged
bow as a record for his owners. A
port authority strongly discouraged
him, and on being pressed for a rea-
son, said, “Well, you see, the harbor
guards are young men with new ri-
fles, and if they see you bobbing
about with a camera you might get
a bullet through -you!”

National Games.

One of the odd features about the
Canadian national games is that they
are so closely associated with certain
towns. Kitchener, which won the On-
tario Hockey Association champion-
ship this year, has always been
prominent in this sport and won a
hockey trophy twelve years ago by
defeating Toronto Argonauts by a
score of 5 to 4. Kingston is another
town which is closely associated with
Canada’s great winter sport, just as
the names of St. Catharines, Bramp-
ton, Orangeville and Cornwall, all
great lacrosse towns, suggest to
everybody the national summer game
of the Dominion.

THE ORIGINAL AMERICANS.

Facts About the Strong Women of
the North.

The original Americans of the far
north are brown instead of red and
are not Indians. Their name Eskimos
—which they dislike—means ‘‘eaters
of raw fish.” But they haven’t been
driven yet to change their name by
cooking the figh.

The Eskimo woman could easily
put forth a good excuse for not cook-
ing all the food her family eats'\ be-
cause she has so many other things

to do.

After she has helped build the
igloo, she takes her place beside her
husband in fishing., This means go-
ing out and chopping a hole in the
frozen ocean and keeping it open by
swishing around a reindeer horn la-
dle with one hand while holding a
line baited with red flannel with the
other.

When the family wants a change
of diet or some new clothes, she goes
out to help hunt seal, walrus, whales,
deer and caribou.

She may be physically stronger
than her modern American sisters,
but she has the same love of adorn-
ment and wears over. her fur parka
or coat a bright ealico protecting
shirt ofteri decorated with fancy
patchwork borders.

When she joins the polar bear
hunt, howeyer, she must wear white
—white dgll, trousers over the fur
ones that Yoth men and women wear,
and white 'snow shirts to match the
landscape and the sky.

But the Eskimo woman’s chief
adornmenté are half-chewed-down
teeth which she gains in this fashion:
When she has come in from a day’s
hunt and «crawleq through the var-
ious doorways of her “igloo, each
made smalier than the one outside to
keep out as much cold air as pos.
sible, and cooked her family a dinner
and put the baby and any siray or-
phans that may have elected her
house as g home, to bed on the shelf
that makes the igloos upstairs, she
sits down by the light of the seal ofl
lamp and chews leather to malk- hant
soles turn back over the foot sn ‘4e
top can be sewed on.

The Eskimos eannot conceive of land
as belonging to any one person.
