Th w 'train  signal, which las
alregdy been ‘referred 'to in thege  col-
umns, is destined to revolutionize signal-
ling on moving vehicles. . Patents have
been secured for this automatit.inven-
tion, which is marvellously simple in its
operation, this fact being impressed upon
one when the system is explained by the
working model. The use of this inven-
tion can put a freight cenductor in in-
stantaeous communication with the en-
gine-driver at any time while the train
is in motion. Signalling may be Kkept
up ‘‘continually between front and rear
trainmen, and this is_an advantage that
trainmen will appreciate in cases of ac-
cident occasioned by broken wheels, etc.
But this is the least of the merits of the
invention, Another, that will be valued by
railway companies, is that danger of col-
lision between sections of broken freight
trdains may be avoided by the use of De-
vine's Train  Signal. By skilful com-
bination of wires, alarm-bells are set a-
ringing in the caboose and engine, as
soon as a coupling link breaks, or cars
draw apart.

pany. The disposition of the net earn-
ings, as just shown, during the year end-
ing June 30th was under the following
heads: Sinking fund and interest on the
first general mortgage bonds, sinking
fund and interest on the Missouri divi-
sion bonds, sinking fund and interest on
Pend d'Oreille division bonds, interest
on receivers’' certificates, miscellaneous
interest on receivers’ obligations, and in-
terest on collateral trust notes. All of
these payments are obligatory to retain
the main line intact, to prevent the re-
celvership from being in default, and to
retain possession of valuable properties
such as the St. Paul and Northern Paci-
fic road, the securities of which are
pledged under the collateral trust notes.
The amount of these disbursements is
$4,366,822, against actual net earnings -of
$4,837,943, showing that the receivers have
run behind $28,879 in managing the pro-
perty during the last fiscal year.

AUSTRALIA'S EXPERIENCE. ‘
New South Wales has thrown aside the
trade shackles which dwarfed its 4rade
and commercc and brought ruin upon the
colony. Its experience is warthy of-con-
sideration by Canadians. and especially
_so British’ Columbians. -When the wave
of depression which swept over Austra-
5 to appear the old cries that

~"¢o hum and the country to be dotted with'
‘tall factory chimneys, that wages would
go up and steady employment be given,
that it would protect its mapufacturers
from cut-throat competition and prevent
its being made a slaughter market, were
listened to, and the people, in their de-
pression, gave the protectionists a chance
to see what they could do. After three
and a half years’ trial they. have been
fired out of the Government bag and bag-
gage. Not only had the New South
Wales people their own  experience to
look to, but ‘“‘the paradise of the work-
ing man,” which Protection had promised
in the neighboring colony,, Victoria, was
also an object lesson. -The decli of its
protected industries, the numbers of its
unemployed, the affiux of its farmers to
New South Wales, the dwindling of its
population, all went to prove that Pro-
tection was anything but the safeguard
which its interested promoters pro-
phesied. It is rather instructive to find
Victoria farmers flocking into New South
Wales—from the high tariff to the land
of freer trade. The figures of employ-
ment for the Protection and revenue
tariff periods of New South Wales ars
also significant. The Sydney Herald, the
leading newspaper, in a recent issue thus
deals with the matter:

If our protectionist advocates would
come out of their imaginative dreamland,
made up of bright visions of what Pro-
tection would do for us, and apply their
mental powers to the facts of what it
it has done for us in that precise way of
opening up employment in which its su-
preme beneficences supposed to consist,
the lessons they would be able to evolve
would perhaps be less encouraging, but
they would certainly be more instructive,
(The Herald published an elaborate tabu-
lar statement of figures to the number of
men employed and the factories in oper-
ation.) These are interesting as showing
that eight years ago, when the popula-
tion of the colony was less by 230,000 than
it is now, and when the policy was that
of Free Trade, we employed 776 more
hands in our factories than we do now
with a ‘much larger population, and after
three years of Protection.

‘What do Protection enthusiasts think of
this? Facts speak louder than wofds. Let
us try a measure of Free Trade. We
can't be very much worse off under it
than we are now anyway. Has Protec-
tion made YOU rich ?

PERU-BOLIVIA-CHILL

v is
rom a trade standpoint Vancouver
d;feetly interested in the game of cr;ss
purposes now being played upon the da-
cific coast of South America. In order
to understand the situation it is neces-
sal to recall the state of things pre-
ceding the war between Peru and Blf‘)-
livia on the one hand, and Chili on the
other, which ended in 1883. The funda-
mental cause of the contest, as of the
present complication, .is Bolivia's need
of a port on the Pacific for the outpo;lxr
of her commodities. This, which she
failed to keep through Peru, she now
hopes to secure through Chili. Formerly
Bolivia possessed a foothold on the Paci-
fic in the Province of Atacama, which
was pushed like a wedge between the
Peruvian and Chilian territories. Here
was the harbor of Antofagasta, and al-
though the Province, taken as a whole,
might fairly be termed a desert, it con-
tained extensive nitrate fields; and, fur-
ther inland some rich silver mines. The
determination of Chill to acquire these
mineral treasures, and to add to them,
if possible, at the cost of the Peruvians,
the still more valuable nitrate beds ot
Tarapaca,\ was the real motive for war
declared by that republic .on Peru in
April, 1879, though the pretext was that
Peru had made an offensive treaty with
Bolivia against Chili. The publication of
the text of the treaty showed that it of-
fered no just ground for war, but was
strictly “defensive, Peru simply guaran-
teeing Bolivia’s possession of the port
of Antofagasta and of the Atacama ni-

trate deposits.

In the sanguinary war which followed,
it is well known that unfortunate Peru
not only failed to make good her guaran-
ty of her ally’s seacoast, which was at
the start annexed by Chili, but was also
forced by the disastrous treaty signed
in October, 1883, to cede to her conquer-
ors the nitrate-bearing Province of Ta-
rapaca in perpetuity. It was further pro-
vided that the more northern districts of
Tacna and Arica should be occupied by
the Chilians for 10 years after which
the inhabitants were to decide by a
plebiscite to which of the two republics

hold Tacna and Arica. The Santiago
Government, however, recognizes that,
from the viéwpoint of international law
and public opinion; it has committed in
this matter a gross breach of faith, and
afforded Peru a standing casus belli,
which might be turned to account at any
hour should the Peruvians obtain the
support of the Argentine Republic. Es-
pecially since the accession of the popu-
lar and energetic Don Nicolas de Piero-
la to the Presideney of .Peru, have the
Chilians appeared to become alive to the
necessity of reaching promptly a defiinite
solution of the Tacna and Arica prob-
lem.

Were the inhabitants of these two dis-
tricts at liberty to choose by ballot be-
tween Peru and Chill, they would un-
doubtedly select the former, but it is
possible that they might ‘be reconciled
to a third choice, Belivia, because ther
would have much to gain, if the rail-
way from Arica to Tacna were to be
pushed into the interior and become the
channel for the outflow of the bulk of
the Bolivian exports. It appears that
Chilian capitalists stand reauy to build
this railway, provided Doitvia accepts
the treaty which is now proposed by the
Santiago Government. By this treaty
Chill comes forward ostensibly in the
role of Bolivia's benefactor, but her pur-
pose is eventually to reduce the inland
republic to a dependency. The proposal
is that Chili shall at once cede to Boli-
via a seaport in the northern part of Ta-
rapaca, and, moreover, shall promote
the acquisition of Tacna and Arica by
Bolivia, on condition—this, of course, is
a sop to public opinion—that the last
named republic pay $5,000,000 to Peru.
As the Bolivian Government has no such
sum at its disposal, Chili offers to ad-
vance it; but reguires in return the ex-
clusive control of the customs houses
in the seaports to be acquired by Boli-
via, until the money advanced has been
recouped. The seductive proposition
was eyed askance by ‘a majority of the
Bolivi. ministers, but the President of
that republic has announced his inten-
“tion of accepting it, and of submitting
it to the National Legislature.

It remains to be seen whether Peru
will permit the consummation.of this
bargain. Not $5,000,000, no, mor $50,000,000
would represent the capital sum on
which interest could be paid by the Cus-
toms House of Arica, should that port
become the- entrepot for nearly all the
commerce of Bolivia. No Peruvian pa-
triot could afford to sanction the definite
renunciation of the Tacna and -Arica dis-
tricts, which possess such a commercial
future, except in strict conformity to the
treaty of October, 1883. It would bé bet-
ter.to face a second war with Chili than
perpetrate an act of abject self-immola-
tion,!

This has arisen chiefly from a very live-
ly demand for timber, and to brighter
gold and silver prospects which have
attracted great attention both in Britain
and the United States. Taking Canada
as a whole the harvest prospects were
never brighter nor more hopeful. No
doubt fruit-growers will, suffer, .but then
this season fruit is brihging very poor
prices; so it is better for the country as
a whole at this time that the worst
losses should fall upon them, seeing
there is every prospect of all other pro-
ducts being profitably disposed of.”

The Chicago drainage canal will, it is
thought, lower the level of the great
lakes somewhat. At most, the effect
would be very small, not much more than
the extra evaporation during a hot sum-
mer. It has beens said that this is none
of Canada’s business.. The pointlessness
of this observation will appear from the
fact that Canada is not bothering her
head about the matter. As a matter of
fac¢t, the United States has a greater
frontage on the lakes than Canada, and
is much more interested In their com-
merce. This reference' to Canada sug-
gests that there is'a nigger in the fence
somewhere, and that it is thought desir-
able to cover him up with the Star-
Spangled Banner. That is an old trick.

Looking back over the history of 30
years, it will be seen that massacres of
foreigners in China have been alarming
ly frequent. In 1870, 1871, 1872, 1874, 1875,
and in 1876 the French were especial suf-
ferers. In 1883 the British concession at
Canton was burned and there was an
uprising against English missionaries; in
1884, 1885 and 1886 similar attacks occur-
red in other towns, and every year
thereafter some atrocity’ was registered
against the Celestials. The frightful rec.
ord of 1891 will never be forgotten. It
is an ineffaceable stain upon the Chinese
officials. A joint demonstration by the
fleets of the great Powers seems quite
as necessary in China as in Turkey.

The enormous sales of bicycles this
year represents an expenditure by the
peaple of between $30,000,000 and $40,000,~
000, says the Philadelphia Ledger. They
are not used exclusively for pleasure,
‘however, as many business and profes-
sional men employ them instead of hor-

The Board of Agriculture of Massachu-
setts has been making some practical and
interesting” experiments to find out to
what ‘extent birds are of service in rid-
ding orchards of such pests as canker
worms and caterpillars. During the gea-
son of 18%¢ insects were allowed to in-
crease without molestation in a large
orchard, and thereafter, last winter,
birds were lured to take up their abode
there, which they did in considerable
numbers, especially chickadee. To ascer-
tain the extent of the protective work
being done by these birds several of
them were killed and their stomachs ex-
amined. It was found that the stom-
achs of four birds contained 1,028 eggs
and 105 moths. In the ovaries of each
female moth were found about 185 eggs.
Estimating that each chikadee will de-
vour about 30 female moths a day, the
computation is made that during the
month when the canker-worm crawls up
the trees, along in March and -April,
each chickadee will be able to destroy.
about 138,750 eggs, and will aid to this
extent in preserving the orchard from
devastation. The Board has, therefore,
come to the conclusion that the chick-
adee is one of the best friends the or-
chardist can have.

letters remains at the increased rate of
two cents.

As Applied To Canada—An Outside Opin-
jon.

The arrival of a distinguished English
financier as president of the Grand Trunk
Railway, says the New York Evening
Post, is an event that may have con~
sequences outside the railway world. In
his investigations into the condition of
the great property committed to  his
charge, Sir Rivers Wilson will presently
discover that the operating expenses are
materially increased by protective duties.
He will find, that for the purposes of en-
couraging the coal miners of Nova Scotia
a tax of 60 cents a ton upon all bitumin-
ous coal imported into Canada is levied.
He will learn that the result of this tax
is, not to. force Nova Scotia coal up to
the Province of Ontario, but to compel
the industries of that Province to pay
the tax upon coal from Pennsylvania
and Ohlo, which they use exclusively, and
that the contribution of the Grand Trunk
Railway to this tax is about $350,000 a
year, Pursuing his enquiries further, he
will ascertain that upon pig iron an im-
port duty of $4.48 per long ton is collect-
ed, while the furnaces of Nova Scotia get
a bounty of $2 a ton for their product,
with $2 additional for steel. In spite-of

Sydney, N. S. W., Aug. 5.—The result of
the general election no doubt you have
already chronicled, but the composition
of the House may not have been given.
The Government was returned one
stronger, with 62 members, while the Op-
position have 40 seats. The Labor party
has 19 followers, who .will support the
Government, that is, as long as.it suits
their purpose, but the time - will come
when we in Australia will adopt the
same tactics in dealing with the so-
calléd labor party, as the British Parlia-
ment has done with half-hearted Home
Rulers, It has been the most remarkable
election ever held in. Australia, as the
bulk of the members returned represent
small minorities of the electors, in some
cases a constituency of 2,100 voters being
represented by a man who -polled only
330 votes. It was simply a farce. The
people arée heartily sick of politics. As
politicians get £6 per week, many won-
dered why they should not receive 5 or
10 shillings for recording their vote, and,
if such was the case, one could wager
that all votes would be cast, even those
of the women. When the House meets
the Premier will proceed with his money
bills, and it will be amusing to watch
the antics of the Upper House. There is
one thing certain, we shall not have an
election again for some time to come,
too many lost their seats, and pickings
and dare not risk the game again. The
present Parliament will probably last its
full term, three years.

CHILLIWACK.

The Garden of British Columbia.

The Chilliwack Fruit Growers’ and
Shipping Association has its rooms in
the old Leland hqtel, and though only
organized during the past spring 1s
already dofng good work. Extensive
shipments of car lots are being made
eastward under the auspices of the new
society, Smaller quantities, of course,
are being shipped to the coast cities, and
to the towns of the interior. With Chil-
liwack’s long-established reputation for
the quality and quantity of its fruit, and
with the tens of thousands of young
trees just beginning to produce, the for-
mation of this association was a step
in the right direction and one which will
certainly be of great financial benefit
to the many devoted orchardists of Chil-
liwack. To ‘evidenge the suitability of
the _soil for fruit raising, it may be
meptioned that Jno. MecCutcheon realiz-
ed $143 from five apple trees in one scu-
son. In plums, cherries and other fruit
the yields have been immense. But I
will now make a note of what ean be
seen outside of the town. To give a
cription of all the farms would be’ an
impossibility, and I again repeat
that I hope no offence will be taken
by any who are not mentioned in this
letter, for it must necessarily be very
incomplete. For cenvenience I will say
a few words about the east end of the
valley first,

Pretty, peaceful, picturesque Popcum,
situated at the eastern end of the yal-
-ley, a cosy little hamlet nestling under
the shadowbf Mount Cheam. The ham-
let has been literally. made by Knight
Bros.,, who own and operate large saw-
mills. They have alsoc an excelsior mill
30x50 feet, operated by a Whellock steam
engine. This mill, we understand, is the
only one of the sort in the Province ard
ships a great quantity of excelsior to all
parts of the country. The members of
the firm came to this Province from
Renfrew Co., Ont.,, early in the seven-
ties, and by their energy and enterprise

earned the reputation of being amongst |*

the practical helpers and the solid busl-
ness men of the place. The somewhat
Hmited society of Popcum has had of
late a popular addition in the person of
Mrs. Cawley, Sr., who for some time
back has resided with her daughter, Mrs.
E. B. Knight.

Coming down the read, now in excel-
lent condition, and past the quaint little
Indian village, with its pretty church,
we come to the residence of David Carr,
and farther on to that of Samuel C. Hen-
derson, A. C. Henderson and hundreds to
the north and south of the trunk road.
But in this I cah deal breifily with a few.
The Gillanders’ pnoperties are next. The
Gillanders family were among the first
to settle in what ;is known as the up-
per: settlement, five miles east of the
town. D. Gillanders and his sons set-
tled there 22 years ago. Milton F., D.J.,
Allan H., and Wesley, all own good
farms, embracing 800 acres, about half
of which are cultivated. They had not
thrshed but their crops were never bet-
ter.

Jonathan Reece, referred to in my last
as the earliest pioneer, owns about 300
acres of land close to the town, in fact
some of it is platted in the townsite.
He brought live stock to the valley in
1859, and has had stock in Chilliwack
ever since. His farm is in an excellent
state of cultivation. His buildings, es-
pecially his residence, is one of the best
in the valley. He has an estimable fam-
ily, has a fine home and is an excellent
man.

John MeCutcheon’s farm joins Mr.
Reece's, which is in a high state of cul-

.tivation. Mr. McCutcheon was with the

Western Union Telegraph Co. In 1865,
and for some years later. He spent con-
siderable time on the Skeena river. He
is a practical farmer and an old-time
telegraph operator. He now  conducts
the office in town. He is a genial fellow
and while in the office he has always a
number of callers, who are pleased to
hear him crack jokes and tell stories
of early days, of which he has an inex-
haustible supply.

Isaac Kipp was the next to follow Mr.
Reece in taking up land. His farm is an
extensive one, and a portion of it plotted
out in lots. A good portion of the town
is already on his land. There is no great-
er hustler in the valley than Mr. Kipp;
he is always ahead with his seeding,
haying and harvest. He has an elegant
home, fine outbuildings, a good class of
live stock, including thoroughbred Ayr-
shire cattle, Shropshire sheep and York-
shire swine.

Henry Kipp, half a mile to the east of
the town, is another of the pioneers, and
a practical, energetic farmer. He fol-
lowed mining in the sixties in California
and Cariboo, but finally got down to
ranching. He is now spending most of
his time in fruit culture, and has been
appointed by the Government as Pest
Inspector, which positien he has filled
with every satisfaction. At public meet-
ings he is a ready speaker 6n farming
madtters, especially on fruit culture, and
he can always instruct and delight his
hearers.

J. C. Smith, our Bee King, on West-
minster street, -close to ‘the town, is
steadily making improvements to his
premises, and has worked up a business
truly marvellous in its extent, and well
managed in every detail. Mr., Smith is
-entirely at home amongst the stingy in-
sects and I think he must understand
their language, he seems so well posted
on their intentions as to swarming, etec.
He has also a fine herd of Jersey cattle,
which have been suécessful in winning
a number of premiums at the fall fairs.
He imported five head from the east this
season.

The Union Cheese factory is located on
the Evans 'farm, about three miles west
of the town. It was erected by Jos.
Kerr, who is the proprietor. He makes
cheese for his patrons at 3 cents per b,
Reginald C. Abbott, of Lakefield,

ng with F. BE. Kline, of Lakefield,

Abbott came out in March to take tharge
of the faectory and commenced making
cheese May 1st. On August 15th they
had 13 tons on hand-aside from what
was shipped. The output is now 500

daily. Several thousand Ibs. have been
shipped, and it ,is proneunced to be su-
perior to the Manitoba. article.

Mrs. J. Evans and her sons, J. Al-
Jan and Chaxzles, have an excellent prop-
erty. They are all well-known workers.
They own some 630 acres of first-class
land, with upwards of 400 acres under
cultivation. For many years Mrs, Evans
managed the farm, but now her sons
have assumed .nearly all the responsibil-
ity., They have a large band of cattle
and horses.  Their supply of milk goes
chiefly to the Union Cheese factory.

W. Branchfiower has an extra produc-
tive farm on the old Chilliwack river,
just south of the town, consisting of 300
acres. ' He has a large band of cattle,
some of them. pure bred Ayrshires, and
a. good class of  horses. He usually
raises 2 1-2 tons of hay per acre. His
crop of oats this season are as heavy as
any he‘ever put. y

A few words about the richness of
Chilliwack soil, as Prof. Saunders stat-
ed lately at Agassiz, that it was not so
rich as that at the Agassiz farm. J.
Lhapman, of the Big Prairie, Chilliwack,
some time ago sent a sample of soil
"from his farm to the Guelph Agricultur-
al College, for analysis, which soil was
pronounced the richest ever analyzed
there. There is plenty of it left yet.

He is a lover of
pedigreed stock, and has distinguished
himself for 'his fine Clydesdale - horses
and Durham cattle, Opposite ‘his farme |
and s ted on a corner of .the farm,'
belonging to Jesse Lapum, is the Meth-
odist: camp grounds, Wwhere - thous--
ands meet annually to listen to the word
-of God preached under maple trees, or
in a large tent. . There are a number of
buildings on the grounds;*owned by those
who make their homes there during the
meetings. There aré grounds arranged
in a similar manner for the Indiamns. In
this the southern portion of Chilliwack

is the school, taught by Mrs. C, Templary
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Its productiveness is simply marvellous.
Judging by the practical test of produc-
tion, the same verdict might be applied
to almost the entire valley. The soil of
the valley proper, is a rich alluvial de-
posit and clay loam, is Tnexcelled for
cereals, fruit, roots or vegetables, while
the mountains and’ table lands, though
they have proven themselves eminently
successful in the fruit-growing line, are
not yet thoroughly tested in all ether di-
rections,

.On the Big Prairie, to the south. east
of.the valley, there are some good farms:
In this section Tretheway Bros. own sev-
eral hundred acres also a sawmill with
a capacity of 8,000 feet of lumber per
day and a grist mill which turns out
a good quality of flour., There is also a
lime kiln close by owned by Jas. Pat-
terson, which supplies the local demand.
A. Smith,. Brown & Welder, the Stady
Bros,, Brannock Bros., and many others
own land in this section; but space pre-
vents particularizing.

SARDIS.

Is a portion of Chilliwack valley, about
three miles southwest c¢f the tuwn, A
few years since they were given a post-
office, which was named Sardis by the
present postmaster, A. S. Vedder, and
now this -section goes by that name.
There" is certainly no part of the valley
which can excel it so far as productive-
ness of the soil is concerned., Eden Bank
farm, the property of A. C. Wells & Sen,
is close by, and a number of other choice
farms.

The Cogualeetza Institute, a cut of
which is shown here, is the pride of Sar-
dis; in fact, it is the best and most cost-
ly building in all Chilliwack. Jt - is
home-built and of brick, for Indiah boys
and girls, and cost as it stands about
$30,000." Several descriptions of it have
appeared in The World, so I will not go
into details now. Rev. E. Robson, one of
the early pioneers of the Province, is
the principle. There are also six teach-
ers, a farmer and a shoemaker, to in-
struct Fhe boys in these callings. They
have considerable land, and raise most of
what they use in .the Home in the way
of vegetables, etc. There are at present
76 scholars in the school. The Methodist
parsonage at Sardis, is an ideal spot,
made so by the Rev. C. M. Tate, the late

who has an enviable record for turning
her scholars into teachers. No teacher
in the Province has such a record as
Mrs. Templar in this respect.

In closing up with this portion of Chilli-
wack, I have yet to refer t6 what I may
be justly entitled to call it.

A. C. Wells, J. P, is from Napanee,
Ont. He first came to the Province in
1862, and after eight years in business at
Victoria, and at Yale, which at that tima

fwas the head of navigation on the Fraser

river, he located in Chilliwack, and is
now one of the wealthiest farmers in
the valley. He has 400 acres of excellent
land, the greater portion being under cul-
tivation. This season he had 130 acres
of hay, and he estimates that.he has 50&
tons! Considerable of it yielded 4 tons
to the acre. Ten acres of oats ylelded
100 bushels. to the acre. Two of his
cherry trees -this year wielded 1,300 1bs.,
of - fruit, which he sold at 8c. per Ib,
bringing the sum of $104. These were
the onl ytrees'that he had sold from, and
the only trees that he had sold from, and
about his orchard of which he has some
4 acres.

‘has 46 milch ‘cows. ' L. L
‘ducts_the farming. -He had 100

grain this season? it was not all th:esﬁelY.
but the threshers said that they never
saw grain run out of a machine faster
than thé oats they threshed on Chadsey’s
farm. They haye an abundarice of grass
for pasturage, and were it not for an
occasional high water that destroys their
crop, there is no better farming land un-
der the sun.s The Miller and Atkinson
farms to the north of Chadsey's, and ex-
tending to the river, embrace 1,000 acres.
If a dyke at a cost of $1000 was con-
structed it would protect all these gen-
tlemen ‘from a water 3 feet higher than
came this season, which was an ordinary
high water. L. L. Chadsey has some
fine pedigreed Jersey cattle and an ex-
cellent lot of ‘working and driving horses.

G. W. Chadsey is omne of the pioneers
‘of'Sumas. Chester and James were the
first to locate im 1862, then G. W. fol-
lowed next.' He has a good farm, and
orchard. He has held a number of
offices, i1s now Registrar of the County
court. His son E. Chadsey has recently
returned from the Guelph Agricultural
College where he won his diploma., Wm.
Chadsey followed soon after his brother
George in settling on Sumas.  He has 130
acres close to his brothers on which he
has a fine orchard, and with his sons,
they own 640 acres of good bench land
on the Vedder mountain, south of the.
prairier.. They are now engaged in clear-
ing it up, and have 40 acres pretty well
cleared off already. The Sumas prairie
is a_lovely sight now, the green grass is
knee deep all over it, and the cattle and
‘horses running thereon are rolling fat.

D. MecGillivray, J. P., has a fine farm
on the Sumas but subject fo overflow.
He also is an early settler; a man of
ability, and at one time represented-the
district in the Legislature. He was en-
gaged in business for a number of years
in the town. He too had a som, J. W.
McGillivray, who along with Ed. Chad-
sey won a diplema at the Guelph Col-
lege recently.

Edwin Wilson, close to the Chadsey’s,
has 176 acres of choice land. He had
40 acres of timothy that yielded 3 tons
to the acre this year. The balance of
his crop is 18 acres of grain and roots.
Mr. Wilson has been a prize taker
fruit and vegetables, that were hard to
beat anywhere.

J. Sampson has the old Lumsden farm
of 1,200 acres leased.

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‘NOTES OF THE TRIP OF A VENTURE-
SOME LOCAL TEACHER.
‘Magnificent Seenery—Delicate Flora
—The Highest Altitudes—Sights
‘That Aroused Enthusiasm.

The World is indebted to J. J. Dougan,
-of the city school teaching staff, for the
following account of a trip up Mount
Rainier:

It ‘has been the intense ambition of
many to ascend the magnificent height of
Mount Rainier, and previous to:this year
not a fewer than a dozen parties have
climbed its magnifical altitude—a maxi-
mum of 15,000 feet. In formation it is a
‘dome, surmounted by three small peaks,
and has a basal diameter of about 20
miles. Situated about.67 miles from Ta-
coma, with its radial system of enormous
glaciers and ice-flelds, it presents gran-
deur unexcelled upon the earth. Early
on the morning of July 8th, in company
with J. L. Wilson, of Olympia, and J.
¥. Wilson, of Carbonado, we started for
the ' locality, each mounted, provision..
and accoutred for the lone trip. The
trail led southward, passing for the most
part through dense forests of towering
cedars, tall firs, ‘and stately pines; now
confined to a perilous extent between a
terror-inspiring cliff and an abysmal
-.canyon; again ' following the peaceful
amountain stream, or climbing zig-
-gag. th erugged height; and . nowhere
wide 'enough for double file. There are
30 miles  of 'the most varied native

_'scenes and I t growth -before us.

~and invite contemplation, along the trend
of at least two sciences. After a three-
hour ride’ we come to “Twenty-six,"”
where 'a prospector's home delights us.
It is of home-made boards, yet it is ele-
gant, and in all features, an excellent inn
where meals are 35 cents, and beds 25
-cents. The neat round tables were liter-
ally covered with the latest papers—po-
Aitieal, religious and scientific. It was in-
.deed a paragon, but, adding to our
weaponry, we must advance. The next
“feature in the journey was the fording of
the Caribou river, a movel rather than a
safe feat, the bridge over this swift gla-
cial stream having been carried away.
By 1:30 a babbling brook, and sequestered
dale invited riders and all to regale,
which they fitly did, and in the saddle
again, we passed in succession prospec-
tors’ log cabins,
DISMANTLED CAMPS,
over, under, through, and along giant
logs. 1t is due to remark that at many
of these latter the equestrian occasional-
1y alightéd on the mane to the great dis-
comfort of man and beast. So variously
declined the hours of the first day, and
the meadows being at hand we en-
<camped for the night. A tasty supper
was soon cooked over the open-air fire-
place in other than kitchen utensils, yet
pronounced simply epicurean. Having
related incidents by the way, and laid
further plans, we prepared the cedar-
feathered couch ‘and unanimously re-
. signed to slumber not.even taking into
consideration the attacks of the hungry,
unceremonious mosquitoes. All went
péacefully till our Olympia friend, in ad-
dition to early rising, resorted to a big
bush fire to arouse the company. The
‘hasty stampede was mnot unlike -that
caused by an unsuspecting fall upon hor-
nets. Breakfast over, we started on foot
up a south-eastern foothill of old Ranier
for the purpose of collecting its varied‘
flora. Evidently his bruinship was ahead
of us, but we bravely talked him out of
sight. All attention was centred in na-
ture's carpeting—wild flowers of all sizes,
shapes, tints and surroundings, perhaps
a scere of varieties on one fairy spot.
Here the white dog-toothed violet, the
golden-rod, lupines, silver firs, a swarthy
delicate low-growing plant with a fine
lavender-colored blossom and five petals,
Alaska cedars, mountain ,ash, juniper,
“heather, balsam firs, etc., were seen. It
was a rare treat. The summit attained,
behold a' beautiful silver lakelet, whose
gently-sloping environs were mantled
with the most varied, ornate, and
INTERESTING SLOWERS ° .
seeming to gaze meditatively 'into the
<lear crystal water. Even George Eli-
ot’s description must fall ‘short for this
landscape. The lovely blossoms adorn-
ing like gems the sloping eastern bank
seem to nod and coquefte with the soft
clouds mirrored in the lake’s bosom. The
grass, tender and nutricious, blended
with myriads of snow white lillies, form-
ed the handsomest carpet imaginable.
From this Eden field we have a clear
wiew of Cathedral and Castle rocks, Cra-
ter lake, and Liberty Cap—each of these
grand thought for the geologist, as the
cliffs, ledges, and buttresses exhibited
formations of mor2 than usual te-est
and variety withic & comparatively short
perimiter. S.veral gey bevies of yoirz
ladies and their escorts had been there
before, as attest the pencil and chisel
autographs on surrounding trees. The
snow had not all vanished but the bee,
‘butterfly and other insects added sound
to the silent wonder. It was afternoon,
“Qur specimens numbered several dozen,
and in compliance with weary limbs we
set out for camp. We found it more diffi-
cult to descend than mounting had been.
However, in due time after a generous
repast and a brief respite, we took saddle
for Crater lake. The distance, some three
miles, proved much up grade that is, a
gain in elevation of almost a thousand
feet. At the lake—what a graceful sur-
face of 40 acres, girted about by, floral
«dell or frowning height! In the sunlight it
was asleep, and reflécting on its peaceful
‘bosom, the over-arching canopy and the
azure mountains refulgent and
GLOWING WITH THE TINTS
of an ever-varying sky. By such splen-
dor was to be our abode. It was only
four miles from the base of the moun-
tain. We constructed a raft with some
difficulty, and enjoyed a sail without ac-
cident. By digression it may be noted
that the last raft on this route was not
80 capable, since from it one of the young
ladies was plunged so deep as to get be-
meath the structure, and for sympathy
‘we could not appreciate the paradox of
a shore-bound gentleman’s query of “Did
you get wet 7’ We, satisfied with raft-
ing, took to our old ways at the table
where we sat a la Turk.. We were not
alone for there were great hosts of un-
couth, mercy-lacking mosquitoes. But
a sound above their hum! It was the
-strange whistling of the mneighboring
‘marmot as though a greater army were
supon us, Of course we demonstrated our,
~gourage 'in ' gazing upbn. the rugged
“heights, wonderfully glit| as the sun:
wwreceded, and again upon the radiant wa-
.ter-mirror. Now the night came on. It
was the second experience under the
~g@tatry dome sentinelled alike by the dis-
tant orbs of heaven, and the sturdy firs.
“The fire burned. Our horses at the inti-
wmation of the winged insects set up a
:stampede, which probably continued
sthrough the darkness as by day. What
‘was more, the wind arose, and Mr. Wil-

son, fearful of the crashing timbers, by |

3:30 o'clock, donned .his earthly posses-
sion at hand, and urged the company to
be ready but they, in the arms of
Museus,
HEFDED NOT THE WARNING,

and by the morning all was well and
right early we departed for Rainier it-
self. Before leaving the great woods we
stood ;amazed at the tremulous heights
from which waterfalls 6 grander than
those of Bavaria, our cliff-cast rocks
tumble precipitously into a gorge 1,500
feet deep. What a chasm! “ The won-
der was and still the wonder grew,” as
pressed forward, the grandeur multiplied.
The precipitous, basaltic cliffs, succession
of cataracts, weird-like errosive forma-
tions and natural monuments make it a
peerless wonderland of nature. No won-
der Washington calls it her pleasure gar-
den. Here the Puyallap river takes its
rise in a glacier of the same name, fall-

pebbled streams, with heré and 'there
clumps of Alaska cedar and balsam, or
a‘ten-foot bluff beyond which is another
plateau. These repeat till .the snow-line
is reached, and on this margin-lahd our
horses are tethered, and we begin to
climb, Behind ug Gibraltar, towering

] 12,000 feet—before the object of ambition.

The low-crouching bush has given place
to the unique plate rock, and this is fol-
lowed by the huge snow-pile. It was
Alpine effort nmow, but worthy indeed.
“Up 11,000 feet; music! Could we believe
our senses? There was the author of the
clear, "welcoming ‘melody—a lovely bird
resembling a canary, gitting in regal
splendor on ‘the firesburnt rock so high:
But most strange, we countsd seven full
and distinct notes. Now to view the Cat
(glant), Cleopatra’s Needle "and Elysian
Field’s, all picturesque wonders. Flowers
were still found growing in the lava rock,
erish.g amid surrounding snows, and
12,000 feet high, a freak of nature. To the
left now a snow bank hundreds of yards
eslant, while tp the right is a tortuous
rock of marked colors. Im sight are some
of the glaciers, and the streams they
originate. The path now is most danger-
ous from - hidden chasms, overhanging
boulders and threatening defiles. The
snow is riddled with small particles of
brown and black stone, and we collect
bodies of butterflies and moths. It is a
land of
i MIGHTY DISTANCE.
but delightful in every direction. A
single glacier was more than a study,
and then there were the monuments and
the tumbling ‘foamy rivers. We each
knew how the Lion Heart felt before the
Holy City. Although only 13,450 feet of
the altitude was covered yet time and
our frames ordered the return without
actually mounting the last rungs to peer
at Hood, St, Helen's, ‘Adams and Olym-
pus. However, we collected many specis
mens as’ bya s pfona lews) yene)
temons, asters, lllles and -‘marguerites,
besides noticing more particularly than
in ascending the vast glaciers, plunging
waterfalls and labyrinth of crevasses.
The peerlessly :grand seemcd never more
effectudlly illustrated than in the parks
and meadows that dotted the swelling
mountain base and supported such rich
flora. In so many directions the scenery
was terribly sublime, and no wonder that
“jt is of the grandest of the nation’s
scenes.” Shortly after twilight all were
in camp but with faces burat, hands
blistered, hearts drooping, and energies
gone. Somehow the meal was got ready,
and our position sitting at table may just
be imagined. Indeed it was only by dint
of wholesale restraint that we did not
set aside the whole code of etiquette.
Little account can be given of how we
slept, but at early dawn
WE BADE ADIEU

to the lovely splendor. Our state of body
was not most desirable so the Novelty
Band discovered sweet strains, while a
provisional flag lent towards patriotism.
In the rock, the river and the blade were
new ' objects of - vision. By 12:30, the
fifth day, we were home, and despite
tattered garments, wild manners and

their concomitants we hasted to ‘‘pose.”
It is needless to note who attracted at-
tention, and equally unnecessary to de-
scribe their comfort thereat. The me-
mory of our hospitable hostess, Mrs.
Saint, and her picturesque home, shall
not soon fail. We exchanged the ro-
mantie in sound and view for the sight
of residences, fruits and garden flowers,
and appeared more like ourselves in the
old conventional than in the mountain
attire. Too soon it was the order to
bid farewells to these kind frfends. Af-
ter the tour I musth agree with Prof.
Sternburg that ‘“Washington has within
its borders the most wonderful mountain
and the grandest scenery of which the
United States can boast.” Named by
the English, and for them it is to be
regretted that many do not cross the
border yearly and rusticate in this
pleasure garden of nature. The United
States Government is about to spend sev-
eral million dollars in building a - rail-
road, opening out trails, etc., so that
it will attract thousands—but must lose
thereby its greatest interest to the l#ver
of -Alpine touring. It is our fond belief
that at an early day it will have rank
with Yellowstone or Mount Blanc, and be
as famed as they.

THEIR CRIME AVENGED.

Seamen Murder Their Captain, But Come
to Grief.

Capt. Sproule, of the. British steamship
Capac, who landed the survivors of the
Prince Oscar disaster at Philadelphia,
had another story to tell. It concerns the
alleged murder of Capt. Peter Steger, of
the American barque Edward Kidder,
by four unknown seamen near a South
American port. The supposed murderers
escaped on a stolen vessel, and, it is
believed, perished in a fire which de-
stroyed the ship, near Rio Janeiro. The
Kidder put in at Topmost, a small, port
on the western coast of Peru, the night
of June 28th. There were a few other
foreign and coastwise vessels in the har-
bor at the ‘time, the crews of most of
which had gone ashore. The following
day Capt. Steger landed and met other
visiting mariners, who were from Ameri-
can, English, Spanish and Norwegian
barques. A party including Tapt. Steger
and four seamen, whose names are rot
known, left, July 1st., for Lake Royes
to hunt seals. Three of the men Fte-
longed to the American barque W. W.
Carpo. After an absence of three days
the men who had accompanied the skip-
per returned without him and professed
ignorance of his whereabouts. Subse-
quently, however, one of the men, while
under the influence of a mnarcotic, said
that Capt. Steger had fallen overboard
into Lake Royes and was drowned. This
did not satisfy the missing ~aptain’s
crew, and a-searching party was organiz-
ed. After much difficulty they discover-
ed Steger’'s mutilated body in a clump of
brushwood. It was apparent that he had
been murdered, and a hasty return was
made to capture the guilty men. The
pursuers were too late, for upon their
return it was learned that the four men
had seized the Crapo the night before
and put to sea. The master of the Crapo
was obliged to embark on another vessel
for a more extreme southern port, and
when near Rio Janerio the charred hull
of the Crapo was discovered in the
ocean.

THE QUEEN’S BOUNTY.

A Montreal despatch says: The fecun-
dity of French-Canadians has often been
a subject of comment, but P. A. Choquet-
te, M. P., for Montmagny, has d!scovered
a record. A short time ago the Mira-
michi Advance had the following: “It
is supposed that a claim for ‘the Queen’s
bounty,” which, however, is said not to
be extended to persons in the colonies,
will be made in behalf of Mrs. Cleophas
Mallais, of Tarcadie who not only fairly
earned it on the 9th,, instant by giving
birth to triplets, but has since her mar-
riage in 1885 made a record as a mother
which it is ‘safe to say is not often
equalled. ‘Her maiden name was Odilie
Dorion, and she and her husband, Cleo-
phas Mallais, are each 32 years old. In
1886 she gave birth to twins, both of
which died. In 1887 she again presented
her husband with twins, and these, to-
gether with two children afterwards born
singly, are alive and well.

Selecting Suitable Persons—The
Work of Evangelization is Pro-
ceeding Slowly in the Mikado’s

Kingdom. 4

Col. John Cockerill, the: permanent re-
presentative of the New York Heralc? in
Japan, recently recelved a communica-
[101; from a friend in Hartford asking
for the true status of missionary labors
in the Land of the Rising Sun. In a
reply made through the columns of that
journal Col. Cockerill said: I can only
say that the missionary has my sym-
pathy. From the time he hands his
half-rate steamship ticket to the con-
tumelious purser in San Francisco to the
day he returns to the people who sen'd
him abroad to ‘tell of the hardships, his
lot is not a happy one. The people on
the steamer regard him as a nulsance,
the people whom he seeks to rescue fre-
quently despise him and deride him, and
the men of the United States warships
sent to protect him actually hate him.
When he is assaulted and mobbed, after
the manner of the prophets of old, the
heathen of the strange lands, as well as
his own, seem delighted. This is largely
due to the fact that too often poorly
equipped, tactless, and bigoted men, who
attend too severely to the business of
other people, are sent upon these mis-
sions. The men, and women," too, have
frequently an, exaggerated sense of their
‘importance and are prone to attach too
‘much significance to petty signs of hos-
tility on_the part of the natives to whom
they are accredited. 3

Last winter, for instance, while _tie
cruiser Charleston was at Chefoo, China,
a loud outcry was sent down from some
migsionaries located some miles. in the
interior. It was bitter weather, but the
Charleston was ordered to go up the
river to their relief. The river was filled
with ice. The ships navigator had no
chart or soundings, and no pilot was al-
lowed. The Charleston slowly fought
her way up that frozen, tortuous stream
until the sanctuary of the missionaries
was reached. A half-dozen or so of them
were floated down to Chefoo, and after
remaining there for a couple of days
they quietly returned to their homes. No
cause for apprehension existed in the
rst pfilace. ‘The memory of the misery
and the' hardships of that winter trip
still abides with the officers and men of
the Charleston, and woe betide the man
who proposes on that craft to take up a
collection to further gospel spread in
China.

Last year when the TUnited States
cruiser Baltimore was stationed at Che-
mulpo, Corea, for the protection of tm_e
Christians located there, a letter was
written and sent to the United States
and published declaring that on a certain
occasion, when an attack from the Tong
Haks was expected, the officers and men
of the ship were so drunk as to be in-
capacitated for service. Out from our
Navy department came an order to in-
vestigate. The investigation was had and
the authorship of the letter traced to a
missionary woman, who finally admitted
that she knew nothing of the matter,
save that a servant in her employ had
told her that on the evening of the day
in guestion another servant had told her
that she had seen in a shop, where she
was buying something, two -ship’s men
very drunk. She didn’t know whether
they were officers, marines or sailors, or
whether they were French, Russians,
English or Americans. So much for this.
To speak of missionaries on board the
Baltimore now is to produce silence of
the densest marine character.

At Nieuwchwang last winter, when the
United States gunboat Petrel was there,
the missionaries, who were forced to take
refuge there on account of the war, made
themselves very obnoxious by their queru-
lousness and constant complaining. After
the fighting in that vicinity they all went
to work diligently, so an officer informs
me, to hunt up *‘‘atrocities,” and many
of the unfounded stories sent out about
the cruelty of the Japanese were traced
to' these people, who ' were inflamed
‘against the Japanese because they had
pushed the war to.their abiding places,
thereby discomforting them. Our old
Monocacy has been kept crawling up and
down the rivers of China at the beck
and call of nervous missionaries, some-
times on sandbars and sometimes on land,
and it would be difficult to make any of
her crew believe that the good achieved
in China by mission work is at all com-
mensurate with the cost and trouble.

However, these people are likely to
be prejudiced.
which can be raked up and told to the
discredit of the missionaries are crefully
garnered and peddled about. .Said one
of our sailors to me recently: “When-
ever you find a small town in China or
Corea you can bet that the best house

in the place is inhabited by a missionary. |

They always look after their own com-
fort.” The irreligious point to a small
church structure which stands in Yoko-
hama, and they tell the history of the
first residential building beside it, once
occupied by the missionaries. The church
resembles one of the little toy churches
which the children of pious people are
treated to about Christmas time, and it
is alleged that when the builders made
their report for home consumption they
remarked that ‘from the bricks and
straw left over from the church edifice”
they had constructed a little lodge for
themselves. The two structures are in
evidence, and they speak for themselves.
The ungodly find great cause for sneer-
ing in the fact that every missionary is
known to receive an additional 100 yen
per year for each child added to his
family, and the large and diversified nat-
ure of the families of the missionaries js
much dwelt upon. Again, the missionary
is made the butt of every coarse, infidelic
joke imaginable, These earnest, zeal-
ous, hopeful people, however, go right
along with their work, giving no heed
to- the obstacles which beset their path-
way, so long as the supplies are kept up.
The fact that the missionaries are per-
force exemplars in the communities in
which they dwell causes them fo keep

very close watch upon each other, and |

this leads to a vast amount of gossip,
surveillance, esplonage and tittle-tattle,
which is disturbing, and oft-times dis-
tressing. The hopefulness of the noble
band of workers is to me most interest-
ing. I met recently a Presbyterian mis-
sionary, who looked to me, I must say,
much better qualified for the part of
Captain  Macheath, in The Beggars’
Opera than for evangelical work in. this
vineyard, who admitted that while the
introduction of Christianity into Japan
had been-slow and painful; he belfeved
that the change would comie one of these
days at a rush, and that Buddhism and
other pagan farths would be swallowed
up, He predicted that in 256 years the
Empire of Japan would be completely
Christianized. The seed had been
sown, and the natural advancement of
Japan must carry her to Christianity, he
thought.

Whether it be profitable to keep up
foreign missions rather than benevolent
and religious. educational institutions at
home is a question for good people alone
to answer, The missionaries certainly
do great -good here. Their schools are
excellent, their orphans’ homes, benevo-
lent institutions and rmissions are well
maintained, and they greatly aid the
spread of foreign influence. ‘Whereveri
they are establishéd they introduce 4dan-
guages, order, temperance, cleanliness
and an aspiration for better things. That
they are much imposed upon by hypo-
crites and pretenders is but natural, but
upon the whole they are grandly useful
to the cause of that cvivilization which
we all maintain is destined to encircle
the globe, Whether the Christianized
Japanese are better people than those
who cling to their ancient faiths I am
not prepared to say. The opinion of
many observant foreigners who have
come in contact with them is that they
are not so good and trustworthy as the
original article of citizen—that is for Ja-
pan. The fleld of labor open to the mis-
sionaries of every sect is that of temper-
ance and morality, and in this they all
strive with non-sectarian spirit. The re-
sults. are necessarily good, and are, I
think I may safely say, almost sufficient
to justify the large outlay made annual-
ly upon the migsions. What I have writ-
ten in a censorious or wunkind spirit..
Without thorough investigation I have
given a few facts which have come to
me. and which may con’ & slight idea
of the unpleasant thi that our mis-
slonaries have

Of course all the stories |

of the Gover they gave to every
soldier who went to the late war a copy
of the. Bible in Japanese; they sent a
number of Christian evangelists with the
troops to the seat of war; they have organ-
ized InTokyo a soclety composed entirely
of Japanese Christians to carry sn edu-
cational work in Corea’ on - Christian
Ynes; they have built 10 churches in
Yezo, and have 58 converts; they have
opened an industrial school in Jlikodate
for the training of Ainu ~hildrem, and
one by has been graduated already and
sent to Kushiro as a teacher. A district
4,000 square miles in extent on the east
side of the island of Yezo has beéen placed
in charge of the Rev, Dr. Marshall Long,
who now has 407 baptized Ainu under his
administration. 8o much for the practica-
lities. It may be added that missionary
work was begun in Yezo-20 years ago.
As only 584 believers can be mustered
to-day it will be seen that the work of
evangelization has been, slow and some-
what discouraging. The spirit of the
m'ssionary in this quarter may be gather-
ed from a récent article ‘from the pen of
Bishop Corfe, of Corea, in which the
Bishop declares that Japan can do
nothing in the way of civilizing Corea
because Japan is a heathen country. She
has not civilized herself, the - Bishop
thinks, and he adds, by way of elucida-
tion.  “When the European speaks of
civilization, ' the Kking of civilization
of which * he is speaking is
“barbarians’” because they are heathens,
The Bishop holds that the Japanese are
“barbarians” because they are heatens,
and that they are destitutd of nationsal
consefence. Hence, they -may help 'Co
but they cannot give her eivilization.

A THRILLING ADVENTURE.

When wea went into camp on Clear
creek, a comrade named Lee, and I
started off for a day’s hunting among the
high peaks of the Big Horn mountains,
writes W. P. Coulter in the San Francis-
co Argonaut., Lee was a man of extra-
ordinary strength, and was noted in the
regiment for his feats of muscular ability.
We ascended the mountain by a deer
trail, Lee leading in advance. The
trail led up a hogback until it ran out
against the side of the mountain, when
we had to pick our way over the side hill
until we struck another trail winding in
a zigzag manner toward the summit. We
dismounted and led our horses, for ‘the
trail ran dangerously close to the edgc
of a cliff that formed one side of an im-
mense canyon, whose depth we could only
guess. Narrower and narrower grew
the trail as we advanced. We moved
forward cautiously, for on one side of the
mountain appeared to rise from under
our very feet into a wall of solid rcck.
On the other side we looked into the
depths of the great canyon, which would
prove an eternal grave to either of us
should he lose his footing and topple
into it. Presently both horses bent their
ears forward, snorted and showed evie
dences of the greatest terror. Before I
c¢ould ascertainthe cause of it, being in
rear of Lee’s horse and unable to see be-
yond it, a shot was fired that awoke 10,-
000 thousand echoes. . What followed the
sound of the shot happened so quickly
that I did not realize danger until I found
myself hanging between dife and death.
My horse, unable to see what was in the
path ahead of us, but whose instinet
warned him of the presence of some
dreaded wild beast, had stopped in terror,
and when the shot was fired suddenly
threw up his head and began backing.
1 had pulled the reins over his head when
I dismounted and held them in my right
hand, to which fact I owed my escape
from instant death, The rapid back-
ward movement of the horse and the
sudden tossing of his head threw me off
my balance, and before I could recover
I was falling over the cliff. ' Instinctively
I tightened by -hold on the reins and en-
deavored to grasp the edge of ‘the cliff
with my left hand as I was rolling over.
I did succeed in checking the shock of
my fall somewhat, Qut could not secure
a hold sufficient to sustain my weight.
For a momient I hung suspended over
the terrible abyss, my whole weight rest-
ing upon my right arm. Quick as a
flash I grasped the reins with ‘my" left
also, and there I hung, expeoting death
every instant, for I knew that my norse
would not stand lohg in the position he
then held. I could see him standing
above me, and the beauty of his pose
and the pigidity of his position as he
stood braced against the weight dangling
at the end of his bridle rein made &n im-
pression upon my memory thaj will never
be eradicated. I asked myseﬁ how much
longer it was possible to hang by so frail
a support as a bit of leather. The grip
of my hands was so tight that my finger
ends were tingling and burning as though
touched with a hot iron. Suddenly an-
other shot rang out, awakening a myriad
of echoes that seemed to mock me with
shrill laughter. Again that backward
movement of my horse, and as I felt the
reins drag along the edge »f the preci-
pice I thought I must surely let go and
fall. Just then I heard my name spoken.
It was Lee’s voice, calm, collected and
inspiring. He was whispering words of
caution. Slowly, oh, so slowly, his hand
stole down the reins until it rested upon
my wrist. Then there was a quick
grip of powerful fingers, an e¢xertion of
wonderful strength, and I was in safety.

Mr. McKeown went on to argue that
the way to develop the country is not to
bring in industries, but to first develop
" the industries possessed—lumbering, min-
ing, fishing and agriculture. The bar-
riers erected by protection were injurious
to these.. ‘““Where,” said the speaker,
“is the boasted prosperity that policy
was to give us?’ and the audience ap-
plauded. = The Liberals, he said, will
open up the avenues ‘of trade that will
restore prosperity, will secure extend-
ed markets, will reduce taxation and
will develop the natural industries of the
country. He spoke of the evil effects
of the N. P., and quoted Mr. Powell, the
Tory candiddate, and F. M. Summer, a
supporter, in proof of the statement that
even Moncton with all heér advantages
had been going backward in the last
half-a-dozen years. He assailed ‘‘Con-
servative politiclans who pose as public
men " for deriding and defaming the
Mother Land, in the speeches against
Free Trade, and he asked the loyal elec-
tors of Westmoreland county, who are
attached to England, if these were safe
men to entrust with the affairs of the
country.

“No, no,” came the response from all
parts of the hall.

Then Mr. McKeown pointed out that
those Conservatives, who pride them-
selves on their loyalty, did not go to
the Mother Land for a trade policy when
they wanted one, but to the United
States instead, and, he said, “they wrap-
ped the Union Jack about the Yankee
youngster.”’ (Laughter.) Touching on
the Manitoba school question Mr. Mec-
Keown vehemently declared no coercion
must be employed. That, he said, is the
policy of the Liberal party. The Govern-
ment had said they would force on Mani-
toba a bill along the line of the reme-
dial order.

“Ileave
him there and a precious spectacle he
is,”” said Mr. Davies, pointing to the
Minister of Finance, and thei house shook
with applause. Mr. Davies discussed the
excessive taxation under the N.P., show-
ed how the combinesters reap enormous
profits, and. pointed out how capital is
directed from proper and  legitimate
courses. He denied that the trade of
Great Britain is decaying—it is expand-
ing and increasing, he declared. He ex-
patiated on the benefit of Free Trade—
a policy that is for the people, while
Protection is for the classes.' Next he
turned to the scandals that have been so
rife under the Conservative administra-
tion, and amidst breathless silence hé&
exposed the rottenness connected with
the Quebec harbor improvements and de-
nounced the Ministers who stood by and
allowed the country to be plundered. He
scathingly denounced Sir Adolphe Caron’s
conduct in taking $25,000 from the subsi-
dized Lake St. John Railway Company
for the purpose of debauching the elee-
torate, and said, ‘“This is the gentleman
who stands shoulder to shoulder with
my honest, innocent-looking friend, Mr.
Foster.” The house rang with applause.
“I did it before and I'll do it again was
what Sir Adolphe Caron said in the
House regarding the matter,” added Mr.
Davies. The Curran bridge fraud,
where $200,000 were stolen from the .Gov-
ernment, was next ventilated, Mr. Davies
declaring that the unjust steward in the
Bible wasn’t in it with the scoundrel who
thus plundered the country. Mr. Davies
finally took up the Manitoba school ques-
tion and said it was the Government’s
policy to adopt force. Coercion, he de-
clared is foreign and alien to this peo-
ple, and cannot succeed. What will the
Government do, he asked. ‘Will - they
send armed men- to Manitoba? By a
shameful exercise of power they had
passed the remedial order instead of ap-
pealing to Manitoba to settle' the ques-
tion. Let an examination be made into
the facts of the case. Mr. Laurier is op-
posed to coercion; conciliation is his pro-
gramme,
