EMPEROR OF GERMANY

HAS FORTY-NINE HOMES, BUT PAYS
NO TAXES.

Would Have Showiest Village in the
World if He Could Bring AN His
Houses Together,

The Kaiser is trying to have his pay
raised. He finds it utterly impossible to
play the role of the great and only Wil-
liam on a mere $4,000,000 a year, The
Prussian Diet will be asked to make a
subslantial addition to this tax on the
ralepayers, and it is expected that there
will be a lively prolest. For it will be
remembered that Prussia assumes the
whole burden of the civil list, Emperor
Willlam taking on the job of Kaiser of
the German Empire without pay, writes
a Berlin, Germany, correspondent.

The reason given for this request for
higher wages is the fact that the cost
of living has increased matertally in Ger-
many and that his majesty’'s chamber-
lains are no longer able to run his “49
castles” as. cheaply as herelofore.

What the Kaiser does with all his cas-
tles is a subject for specculation with all
but the initiated. If they could all be
bunched they would form a good-sized
village—and a village more pretentious
tLan any other in the whole world. Some
ol his places are of enormous sizé and
most of them are showy iIn their construc-
fion and style. As a matter of fact,
though, they are all in German parlance
called kaiserliches schloss (imperial
castle), very few of them, such as the
widely known palaces at Berlin and at
Potsdam, are really castles in the strict
sense of the word, Many of them, for-
merly buill as strongholds, perched upon
peaks, or squatted in the middle of
marshes in order to make them impreg-
nable against atlack, have given way
lo ambitious modern palaces. But the
word schloss is now applied to any house
¢{ considerable size which a nobleman
owns and occupies,
Among the Kaiser's Berlin pataces the
royal castle on the Spree is one of the
largest and probably

THE MOST FAMILIAR

t:. tourists. Originally it was of very
modest proportions but from time to time
additions have been made, keeping pace
with the growth of influence and power
of the Hohenzollerns. The castle is
gaudy, raw and pretentious in construc-
tion. The walls oulside are of stucco
instead of stone masonry. The preten-
ticus columns of the salons indoors are
ol imitation marble while the same key-
ncte of show and pretense governs the
whole siructure and all its details.

One more interest is the Charlotten-
burg Castle, a structure much plainer
and of later construction. It is situaied
in a charming park and is extraordinary
for its gréat length. Five hundred
metres, I believe, are the correct figures:
At any rate I know that it is only beaten
in this respect by’ Schonburg, near Vien-
na, and Nymphenburg in Batavia. This
place was the home of the late Emperor
Frederick IIl. during his last short stay
fa Berlin. The mausolenm in the park
is the burial-place of Queen Louisa of
Prussia and of her grandson, William,
the first German Emperor.
One of the most interesting of Kaiser
William's places, historically, is Schloss
Koenigsberg, in the province of East
Prussia. This castle, which was finished
in 1261, was a famous stronghold of the
order of the Teutonic Knights, one of
the three great mililary and religious
orders to which the Crusaders gave birth,
the other two being the Templars and the

KNIGHTS OF SAINT JOHN.,

Al one time the order was undisputed
master of a population of 3,000,000 people
and played a leading role in the political
history of Northern Europe. In the chap-
¢l of this famous castle Frederick I1I,
Elector of Brandenburg, crowned himself
as Frederick I, King of Prussia, in 1701.
One hundred and fifty years later, Wil-
liam, who was alterward to be the first
German emperor, pul upon his head the
same crown in the same chapel.
Perhaps the most widely known royal
home outside of Berlin is Wilhelmshohe.
near Cassel, the summer resort of Jer-
ome DBonaparte while he was king of
Westphalia. The Versailes of Germany,
a3 it has been called, was begun by
Frederick II. and furnished by his succes-
scr, William, and it is said that 2,000 work-
men were employed for fourteen years
in its construction. Its chiel boast is
the great fountain, which throws up a
195 of water twelve feet in diametler to
the remarkable height of 190 feet. Na-
pcleon III., who was made prisoner at
Sedan with 90,000 of his {roops and after-
ward was sent by his captors to Wil-
helmshohe Castle, was a greal admirer
of the place and used to spend hours
walching the stream of water shooting
up into the air,

tenlious modern palaces or extensive
villas, sink into insignificance, historic-
ally, when compared with one small,
ALMOST SHABBY COTTAGE
situaled at hall an hour's distance by
rail from Berlin, This place is called
Kcenigs-Wusterhausen and once it was
a famous hunting-ground, situated in the
heart, as it is, of a very large forest.
To this day the woods are still frequently
stcured by royal sporismen. The castle
Is a plain, solid building resembling in
appearance a respectable farmhouse of
the second best.

Koenigs-Wuslerhausen was the favor-
ite summer resort of Frederick William
i., the second king of Prussia, one of the

cn a throne, and the father of Frederick
th? Great. Here he spent a few months
every year and here he gave full, unre-
strained vent to the cruel, savage, brutal
aspecls of his nature, rendering the lives
nf his queen and his children a very
kell upon earth. Here at 5 o'clock every
afternoon of his stay was convened the
tobacco parliament, that queer assembly
which is &s famous in the pages of his-
tory as the same ruler's giant guard at
Potsdam.

SWISS RIFLE CLUBS.

Every Man in Swizerland Learns to Use
the Rifie,
At a time when the question of mili-

discuss-d, a short account of the Swiss
system, from the Manchester Guardian,
Every man in the
peaceful and democratic country of Swit-
zrland is a soldicr in a modest way, be-
fiiting a small nation.

The able-bodied Swiss enters the army
at twenly years of age, and surves sixty-
five days in his first year. For the next
lwelve years he (rains for three weeks
every allerriale year, At thirty-two he
cnters the Landwehre, and has eight to
ten days under arms every fourth year
urtil, at fifty, he retires, and is required
to furnish no furlher service except in
cose of war.

What the Swiss militiaman lacks in
milllary orthodox he far more than
makes up by skill a natlon of marks-
men. The training periods are occupied

W the individual soldier to carry out at
other times, and he does it under the
auspices of the shooling societies which
are such a feature of Swiss life.

These =ocieties, under government
control, are called Schutzengesellschaf-
len . in the German, and Societes de Tir
In the French cantons, They ars volun-
lary a<sociations, varying in size and
importance with the town or village they
serve. Those in the larger towns pos-
sess completely fitted ranges and club-
houses; the small villages do their shoot-
ing in any fleld backed by a suitable
dhll. Every peasant and townsman has
cusy facilitles for shooting, and each
Mman has his service rifle a ways in his
possession,

Every man between the ages of (wen-
ly and thirly-two must fire thirty-two
shots in four compulsory exercises every
year, and the socielies receive a grant
«f two francs for every soldier shoot-
ing th's course on their ranges. The in-
come derived frem the grants generally
suffices for the current expenses of the
socicly, supply of targets and pay of
marker. There is no entrince fee nor
subscription as a rule, and heavy ex-
penditure, such as that incurred by the
construction of new ranges, is met by
& special grant from tre government.
Rules as to spectators, methods of
lcading and conduct on the ranges are
stringent. Loss of grant is incurred by
any breach or neglect of regulalions.

TO SEA ON AN ILE FLOE.
A dreadful disaster was that which hap-
pened a couple of winters ago at Wierin-
gen, on the Zuider Zee, This greal
skallow inland sea of brackish water us-
ually freezes every winter for a long dis-
tance oul. One January evening a num-
ber of people were amusing themselves
skaling off the village, some at a consid-
crable distance from shore, when sudden-
7 a great floe, acres in extent, cracked
away from the rest of the ice, and a ra-
pidly widening lane of waler divided a
dezen skaters from the shore,
Some plunged in and swam back, but
seven were carried out to sea on the
flaling ice. Those on shore rushed for
boats, but here the frost completed ils
deadly work. The boals were too tightly
[rozen into the sand of the beach to be
moved, and by the Llime that one was
loosened it was dark. Next day the un-
happy skaters were found, frozen to
death.
On the low, sandy shores of Lake
Michigan stands the village of Sandpoint,
a little place of wooden-built houses,
which is—oddly enough—inhabited only
in wintcr, s people are fishermen who
calch their prey by cutting holes in the
c¢ when the lake freczes. One night in
February, 197, a tremendous gale arose,
and before the sleeping inhabitants of
five of these liitle box-like dwellings knew
what had happended, their homes which
vere built wilhout foundations, were
bFlown on to the ice, and went sliding out
at great speed across ihe frozen surface.
One house dropped inlo a hole, and its
mhabitants were drowned, but the others,
fortunately, brought up safe against the
edge of a long cape, which runs out cres-

This brings to mind an extraordinary
accident which occurred at Telluride, in
(Llorado, about three years ago. Some
sevenly miners were asleep in the ghaft-
house of the Liberty Bell mine. when
‘he end of a glacier in the mountain
above broke away. and, sliding down the
valley, struck the shaft-house and carried
it nearly half a mile. The amazing thing
is that the occupants were not all killed.
Thirty escaped alive. These were busy
digging out the dead when a second ice-
stide occurred, and another ten of the
poor fellows were crused or buried.

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SXERCISE FOR YOUNG WOMEN.,

Children whether boys or girls need no
particular instruction regarding exercise.
The natural mobility and restlessness of
the young animal suffice to give exercise
enough to all parls of the body, Bul
when the little girl gets along into her
teens and begins to feel her dignily, she
rei longer cares to romp, and carefully
restrains whatever impulse she may have
to rapid movements lest she be thought
a tomboy. It is then that she needs phy-
sical instruction and guidance in order
to preserve her health during the remain-
ing, years of exacting school life and 1o
lay a good physical foundation to serve
her through afler years,
In the school or college the gymnasium
provides a variey of exercises some of
them very useful but the best form of
exercise and the easiest and most oon-
venient to practise is walking. There is
indeed nothing to equal il as an all-round
exercise, not only for girls and young
women, but for persons of all ages and
condilions,
In the first place, walking can be
auapled to the needs and capabilities of
every one, and can be veried from the
most genile form of muscular exercise
w one of the most violent; from the slow,
quiet stroll to the breath-taking heel-and-
toe stride at a five-mile-an-hour gait. The
delicate and the robust can therefore pro-
fis equally by this exercise.
Another advantage, and thls is most
important, is that the walking is done in
the open air, and if it is done rapidly,
the increased respiratory movements
draw in great quantities of unpoisoned
air, which oxygenates the blood and all
the tissues of the bedy, and removes the
carbonic acid gas and the waste malters
which the blood brings to the lungs.
Walking also quickens the circulation
and so strengthens the heart, the ceniral
pump, upon the proper working of which
the health of the organism, and even life
itself, depends.
Rapid walking, which all persons whose
strength will permit should practise in
preference to strolling, exercises not
alone the leg muscles, hut tnose of the
hack, of the chest, and even of the arms.
The schoolgirl who is past the running
and skipping age should always be made
i walk to and from school in all wealh-
ers, and if the school is not far enough
from home to give a walk of at least
three or four miles, the deficit should be
made up before the evening meal.
There is the added qualification that
this valuable form of exercise calls for
ng oullay, no machinery, no apparatus
beyond a pair of well-fitting shoes and
a good road.—Youll's Companion.

BRITAIN DISAPPEARING.
The Island is Being Gradually Washed
Away.

Under the alarming heading, “The
Disappearance of England,” The Gaulois
of Paris publishes an article by M. Guy
Dorval on the erosion of the English
coasts.

The writcr refers to the predictions of
certain British scentists, whom he does
not name, that England will one day
disappear altogether beneath the waves.
He says that this terrib’e news has fal-
len on the British public like a holt from
the blue, and leaves his French readers
o imagine the emotion and stupor pro-
duced by it.

Under pressure of public opinion, he
continues, the King, in ovder to allay
the fears of his subjects, appointed a
Coemmission of Inquiry. M. Dorval then
proceeds briefly to summarize the find-
ings of the commission, which hardly
Lear out the sensational exordium. Still
he repeats his conviction that the Bril-
ish Isles will sooner or later sink under
the occan unless the inhabitants show
greater zeal in the construct'on of pro-
tective waorks. Aot

In his anxiety.concerning the fate of
the enlente cordiale, M. Dorval has in-
terviewed several French scientists on
the subject. M. Bouquet de la Grye,
a member of the Institute, has somewhat
1eassurcd him by estimating the rate »r
erosion ai two-thirds of a mile.n-a thou-
sand ycars. He guardedly slales as his
personal opinion that the English peo-
ple would be wrong in exaggerating the
dangers of the situation.

Professor Stanislas Meaunier, who is
equally comforling, declarcs at the out-
set that 1he consternction of the Brit'sh
people is based on scientific facts. He
compares England to a large piece of
sugar in waler, but says that France
is in the same plight, and Belgium,
Holland. Germany and Scandinavia are
also interésted in the question at the
same tme.

WASTE UPON THE FARM.

Authorities on the value of barn yard
manure cmim that the manure from
animals fed grain rations is worth ap-
proximately $2 a ton. Most of us fail
tc realize the importlance of this fertility
while the manure is in the barn yard.
Cieaning the yard, with many, is a semi-
annual ocurrence. The manure is hauled
to the field almost as muci for the pur-
pcse of cleaning the yards as for tne
purpose of enriching the soil.

Manure should be hauled to the feld
as soon as possible after it is made.
7he manner in which manure is hand-
le. frequently represents a four-fold
wasbte. In the first place, there is' a loss

cumulate in the barn-yard. The drain-
age from the barn yard generally goes
upon land that does not require it, and
i3 frequently a detriment (o the valley
which it ovérflows. It is extravagant un-
der any circumstances, but it is especial-
ly so when you look at it {rom this stand-
point.

Another waste comes from spreading
it upon the field too thickly. It would
be much belter to have it spread at the
rate of eight or ten tons to the acre.
When spreading with forks. it is almost
impossible to get on less than 20 to 25
tcns to the acre. Here is a waste of
fertility and it often results in an actual
injury to the land for one season alt least.
By making use of the modern manurc
spreader, light applications can be made
and in this way, there need be no lass
from the old time heavy application.

The expensive work made necessary in
cieaning up the yard represents a dead

‘loss. When the work is all left to be
done at one time, it cannot be done
cconomically. If the manure is drawn

ovut as fast as it is produced, it eliminates
the expensive fall spring jobs. When
removed in this manner, spare lime 1is
largely made use of and the expense is
practically nil. Besides, the fertility is
got upon the land, where it will do the
most good, before it has an opportunity
to deteriorate.

Another loss which is frequently .over-
looked is the injury which a manure pile
dces to the buildings and to the slock.
When manure is allowed to accumulate
around the barn doors, it causes fifthly
surroundings, and makes it impossible
to keep clean cows and produce pure
milk. If allowed to remain in box stalls
or stables for any length of time, it has
q very injurious action upon the health
of the animals as well as rotting off the
posts which support the barn. The only
rational way of over-<coming these evils
is to haul the manure out to the land as
soon as possible after it is made.

As soon as one sheet is on the
glass it is rendered less brittle by means
of a special liquid and it is unfolded and
photographed. The process is repealed
with every shoet and after a few hours
a'l the documents are casily read.

Under the heading “Means Much
to Montana” the Butte Inter-
Mountain makes the following
reference to the recent conference
which took plaze between the
Canadian and United States
authorities in regard to the equit-
able division of the St. Mary’s and
Milk River waters.

“Of more than ordinary interest
to Montana is the news contained
in a dispatch in which it was
stated that H, N: Savage, in charge
of the Federal reclamation service
in this state, bad returned from
Albetta, where he conferred with
the Canadian officials on the sub-
ject of the division of the wuters
of St. Marys and Milk Rivers.
The waters under discussion
originate in Teton County, but
flow out of the state into Alberta
and eventually back into Montana,
Both countries have claims upon
the water, which is needed by
each for irrigation purposes.

Obviously it is within the rights
of the United States to divert all
the waters rising on this side of
the line and there could be no
possible objection on the part of
the Dominion to such diversion.
The province of Alberta could
with equal propriety employ all
the waters remaining in that part
of the stream within its own terri-
tory. Such a course on the part
of the United States, however,
would entail an outlay that would

make the project, for the present|-

at least, impraoticable, It would
require the construction of long
canals and would take years to
complete, as well ;as millions of
money,

It would seem that the two gov-
ernments could agree on some
equitable distribution of the water,
and yesterday's dispatch stated
that a settlement, it was expected,
would soon be reached. By agree-
ing on the rights of each, neither
country would be at a disadvant-
age. Such an agreement doubtiess
would bring about a vigorous cam-
paign on the part of the reclama-
gervice, For years work on the
Marias and Milk River projects

has been allowed to drag, and the.

fact that the waters weie in dis-
pute was one of the chief causes
for tha delay. With thatdifficulty
removed, work could be prosecuted
to the end, and a vast area of lands
now productive only as grazing
lands would be thrown open to the
settler. These northern Montana
irrigation projects are among the
greatest contemplated under {the
aot of 1902 and the people of this
state hope the government will
determine the policy concerning
them in the near future.

Veterans Scrip

From present appearances a good
many men who wielded the sword
in south Africa will shortly follow

the plow in western Canada, An
act of the last session of parlia-

ment qualifying every man who
served in a Canadian contingent
in South Africa to a special grant
of 320 acres of land beyond the
great lakes is proving popular a.
mong the 'soldiers, Word of the
government’s generosity has car-
ried far and of the eight thousand
odd men who made up Canada’s
three contingents over five hun-
dred have already written to the
militia department declaring they
want land. Letters are coming
every day. Most are from wentern
Canada bnt the Canadian
soldiers are writing from all parts
of the world. There have been
letters received from a large num-
ber of men in South Africa, more
than a few from New Zealand and
a scattering lot from other portions
of the empire and world generally,
A veteran will be able to make
himself exceedingly comfortable
in the Canadian west, for in ad-
dition to the soldier’s rights he
will be able to exercise homestead
and pre-emption privileges of the
®rdinary settler, and can become
possessor of a square mile of land;
