a fine, clever-lookiug man, with 
that particularly well-kept and 
well-fed appearance which is as 
characteristic oklie upper classes 
in Ireland as a hunger-bitten, 
hunted look is characteristic ol 
the poor. 1 would not like to 
employ as strong language in 
spea/ring of the wrongs of the 
tenantry as this gentleman used 
to me. lie is both landlord and 
agent, lie condemned all the 
policy of the Government to . 
ward Ireland in no measured 
terms. Spoke of t he emigration 
that is going oil now, as well as 
the emigration that had taken 
place alter the last famine, as 
men going out to be educated ior 
and to watch for the time ol 
retribution. Rétribution for the 
accumulated wrongs which 
mis-government had heaped 
upon Ireland he loo/red upon as 
inevitable, as coming down the 
years slowly but surely to the 
place of meeting and of paying 
to the uttermost tanking. Well, 
now,these are queer sentiments 
for a landlord to hold and to ut­
ter publicly, lie acknowledged

nothing in the way of favor for 
outsiders. It took him twelve 
days last year to make sufficient 
turf to keep the hearth warm. 
He went to the bog in the morn­
ing on his breakfast ot dry stir- 
about, with a bit of cold stir., 
about in his pocket to keep oil" 
the hungry grass, as the peasant 
calls famish pains, and walked 
home to his dry stirabout at 
night,having walked going and 
coming eleven Irish miles over 
and above his day’s work. He 
drew home seventy ass loads of 
turf at the rate of two loads per 
day—twenty-two Irish miles of 
a walk. Let Christians imagine 
this man at his toil in his thin 
clothing, poor diet and bed of 
straw with scanty coverlet, toil­
ing early and late to pay an un­
just rent. Often after his hard 
day’s work he has gone out at 
night with the fishers and toil­
ed all night in hopes of adding 
something to his scanty stores. 
Said the landlord, “1 he vilest 
criminal could not have a harder 
lile tie’ i this God-fearing, un- 
corn .ling peasant. What 1 
tell you 1 drew from him, for he 
made no complaint.” “You 

[_have a hard life of it, my man.” 
said the landlord to him. He 
was not his tenant. “Well, sir,

The authorities in 
stantlv. arrested thirty members 
or managers of gambling houses, 
Many fled, but it was necessary 
to satisfy public opinion, as the 
three children v>; re mangled 
and maimed lor life on Tuesday 
night by the shell given to them 
by two well-dressed men, who 
escaped before the explosion 
took place. The gamblers who 
were arrested will probably re­
ceive a severe sentence.

A hundred different opinions have 
been printed regarding the project, 
some not worth mentioning,and some 
well worthy of consideration. Some 
contend our Canadian literature is 
yet only an embryo ; that it shows no 
distinctive national» types, that to 
establish an academy in ' Canada, we 
would find it necessary to pilfer 
from the acadamies of European have 
nothing to put in it. Others think it 
would bring the bit of germanic lit­
erature we have to seed before it has 
developed into form : that it would 
be a mutual admiration society for 
some of our small prose literature 
guns and poetasters who spend their 
life-time in the admiration and praise 
of each others works. Among the 
many comments we have read, the 
Moneton Times article is about the 
best in the line of opposition to the 
scheme.

The Times writer is a little spiteful. 
He is not on the list made out by the 
wind-bag of the Quebec Chronicle, 
while Mr Elder is, who, as the Times 
remarks, has written nothing so far 
but “dull sermons and rabid editorial 
contortions of the truth.” If George 
Stewart, Jr., hold the literary des­
tinies of the Dominion in the hollow 
of his hand, he should not have for 
gotten the editor of the Moncton 
Times when making out his! list 0/ 
immortals.

But we want the Academy. Nor 
will it be what its assailants claim it 
will, but the very opposite. It would 
at once put an end to the reign of 
literary cliques or little mutual admir­
ation societies, who, if they cannot 
please the public, are sure to please 
and praise each other. With the es­
tablishment of the academy, on pro­
per principles, the little cliques should 
give way to a general community of 
literary sentiment, and the literary 
production that could not stand be­
fore the public, who are under no 
obligation to commend or shield, 
would have to fall into oblivion. Mer­
it would be the only passport there 
to praise or fame : while it would be 
the patron, the encourager, the helper 
of genius and literary industry. It 
would bring the straggling 
literary elements of the Domi­
nion together; it would give us 
to see that though our literature be 
but an infant one, that it is a litera­
ture, and that as

Childhood shows the man
As dawning shows the day,

so does our little beginnings bode a 
literature of credit for us at no dis­
tant day. As such it would be a 
stimulus, and that is the most needed 
element to our success.

As for Mr Stewart, we all shall 
thank him if he can be the means of 
helping the project along. He is en­
ergetic and earnest and may be use­
ful. But that he should be the pater 
literx in our Dominion, is too hum­
orous a view of a serious subject.

WHO IS THE COUNTY’S 
FRIEND.*

Owing lo the representation* of the 
Inspector of Fisheries, and to his re­
peated and persistent solicitations, 
the Government have ordered the 
expenditure of a handsome sum of 
money on our down river oyster beds.

Snowball has altogether since the evil 
hour ho was sent to Parliament.

SUPERANNUATED.

We learn that J. C. Carmichael, 
E*q., Surveyor of Customs, has been 
placed on the retired list from 1st 
July next. Mr Carmichael has spent 
a lifetime in the service, having en­
tered the Customs in 1839 when it 
was under the control of the Imperial 
Parliament. After serving some 
years in St John he was transferred 
to Miramichi where he has held the 
position of surveyor for about 30 
years. We wish him many years to 
enjoy his retiring allowance, which 
after over 40 years of service lie is 
well entitled to, and which now will 
prove acceptable to him.

SABBATH DESECRATION.

By the look of things hero now, 
our local members will find it neces­
sary to introduce a bill next 
winter to provide against Sabbath 
desecration on our river. The wors1 
of the matter is, it is some of our 
leading men who are beginning to 
practice Sabbath breaking. Mr Snow­
ball and Mr George McLeod ought 
to be ashamed of themselves.

There arc great doings at Sussex 
altogether. Do not a good many of 
our readers think this expensive farce 
has gone on about long enough?

Chapleau to extend the duration of the 
I Assembly to five instead of four years,as r 
at present, v, as moved to ils second read- j 
ing. In doing so Mr. Chapleau gave a 
short but very lucid resume of the history 
of the question of Parliaments. Hon. 
Messrs Joly and Morchaud opposed the 
motion in short speeches. Mr Joly’s 
amendment that the Bill be read that 
day three months, was lost on a strictly 
piity division,—17 for, and 26 against. 
f he Bill if passed, as no doubt it will be, 
will only come into force after next gen­
eral election. During the same sitting, 
Mr. Murtele moved the third reading of 
the Bill introduced by him, amending the 
“Quebec Election Act” so as to abolish 
the Propei ty Qualification for members 
of the Legislative Assembly. Mr. Le- 
Cavallier moved the three months' hoist. 
The amendment was lost by 15 for and 
25 against. The members cf the Gov­
ernment divided on the question ; Hon. 
Messrs Chapleau, Loranger and Robert­
son voting for the amendment, and Hon. 
Mr. Paquet against. Hoc. Messrs Lyneh 
and Flynn had paired.

The session, which it was at one time 
thought would end about yesterday or 
to day, is now considered likely to extend 
well into next week. The government 
have evidently been biding their time 
awaiting the result of the “terrible dis­
closures ” threatened. They now seem 
to feel quite satisfied of their strength, 
and measures which had been held in 
abeyance are being pushed forward.

The Bill introduced at the instance oS 
Laval University to remove doubts as to 
the legality of the succursa! established 
by them in Montreal has passed the lower 
house by a majority of eleven ; and the 
Private Bills committee of the Legislative 
Council, have reported it favorably by a 
a vote of 9 to 4. The opposition came 
principally from the districts of Montreal 
and Three Rivers.

The populous parish of St. Sauveur, 
adjoining this city, had a narrow escape 
from distruction by fire yesterday after 
noon. The fire broke oat in the midst 
of a cluster of wooden buildings in rear 
of the L’Hôpital General—in fact nearly 
the entire parish is built of wood—but, 
fortunately, the threatened conflagration 
was confined to the destruction of some 
fifteen houses. It caused a terrible panic, 
however.

The weather continues dry and cold. 
Oar shipping is about 100,000 tons short 
of same period last year.

Owing to the Major 
being unable to mount his horse in con­
sequence of the injuries received when 
drilling at Newcastle, the Battery will 
be commanded by Major Underhill of 
St John.

We have already been told several 
times that the Department of Agriculture 
is responsible; that the Miramichi had 
had a regular quarantine officer for fifty 
years, that, the late Dr. Lewin was the 
last officer and that Mr. Hutchison 
and Mr. Snowball having a per­
sonal spite against the Dr. had «him dis­
missed; that since that time there has 
been no officer here; that though this is 
the fifth shipping port iu tho Dominion, 
there is no protection afforded the people 
against any disease of an infectious or 
contagious nature that may be brought 
here iu ships,—that there is no quaran­
tine officer in the Miramich por's now; 
that Dr. Thompson’s act in notifying the 
the Captain was extra judicial, it being 
no part of his duty to bother with any 
matter outside the patients iu the hospital, 
etc., etc.

If these statements be correct then does 
the responsibility fall

upon iHF, government.

Under this section, every Collector of 
Customs, in any port not a Quarantine 
Station, is a quarantine officer, ex officio. 
Section IV says :

“Wherever pilots are employed they 
shall he supplied by the quarantine of­
ficers of the port with copies of these 
regulations, and it shall be the duly of 
such pilots to exhibit the same to the 
master of every ship boarded by them. 
Any pilot neglecting to perform this duty 
shall be subject to a fine for every such 
omission, nut exceeding twenty dol­
lars."

And another section, III says:
“Any ship having infectious or con­

tagious disease on board, shall, when 
within two marine miles of any port of 
the shores of Canada, hoist a yellow flag 
ai the mast head."

Indeed! Under the same excellent re­
gulations section II : -

“ Every vessel is, aud shall be, liable 
to Quarantine who has come from any 
inlecteil port * * * or on beard of
which there lias been or shall be any in­
fectious or contagious disease.’’

All Ibis looks well on paper, but re­
duced to practice it is a dangerous fraud. 
The XII Section gives every, port, not 
otherwise provided for a quarantine of­
ficer ; the IV section provides that every 
pilot shall be furnished with a copy of the 
quarantine regulations, and exhibit or 
explain the same to the Captain of the 
ship, on boarding her. Now let us ask 
if our pilots have had the quarantine 
regulations this season ; had they the 
regulations last year ? had they them the 
year before ? Had they any till Mon­
day last, after the piosonous ship 
had lain seven days in the midst of 
the town? The pilot is liable to a fine 
of $20 for not exhibiting the quarantine 
regulations to the Captain—If he be not 
nroYided with these regulations is he 
liable to the penalty? No. Who is? 
Why, whether the penalty be specified or 
not. the source whence the printed, rega 
lations should have come, are liable to 
the penalty. But under the Act, the 
Quarantine officer should have furnished 
them. Is it the Quarantine officer, or 
officers the blame rests with? Yes, if they 
had the regulations, and neglected to give 
them. Rut they bad not the reguh 
lions up till lately, and then only after 
repeated applications for them. It is the 
department at Ottawa therefore that 
ought to be fined, not the pilots.

HOW HAS IT BEEN HERE?

When the Captain comes to the Custom 
House, he is asked if he has sickness on 
board, and what that sickness is. If it 
be small-pox or yellow fever, or Asiatic 
cholera, the Collector orders the ship on 
Quaiantine, but before this is done, the 
town may have been poisoned. Shore- 
folk may have visited the ship; the wash­
erwoman may have brought the clothes 
ashore,the breeze may have blown the dis­
ease among the people. Such Quaran­
tine therefore is absurd.

If it were considered necessary to have a 
Quarantine officer in this port for 00 
years, said officer being, we believe, al­
ways a medical man, then was it nothing 
short of criminal in the old government 
to terminate that office. If MrHutchison 
and Mr Snowball had conceNed spite for 
Dr.Lewin, and if their malice was suf­
ficient grounds for the Doctors dismissal, 
why did not the government appoint a 
successor to the dismissed officer? We 
believe the present government have been 
asked repeatedly to appoint some medical 
gentleman as a quarantine officer, but 
they have, it appearsrpersislently refused, 
contending that since their predecessors 
saw fit to terminate the office, they did 
not feel disposed to fill it.

The dismissal of Dr. Lewin because of 
the ill-will ot an enemy was surely no 
proof that the action of" the government 
was right, or that the office was unneces­
sary. But if that matter has been a de­
batable one, and the Department of Agri­
culture has resisted the appointment be­
cause of the questionable necessity of the 
office, the debate, and the question is 
ended now, in the face of what has hap­
pened here within the last ten days. 
There is no longer any grounds on which 
to refuse tile appointment of a quaran­
tine officer here, while the demands are 
loud and urgent that he should be 
promptly appointed, and more than this, 
that the Miramichi be put on the same 
footing as Halifax, Quebec, St Johu and 
Montreal, uamely, be created a Quaran­
tine Station. The people are now not in 
a temper to bandy words about the mat­
ter either, alter the peril to which they 
have so recently been exposed : they 
simply want Mr Pope, or Dr. Tache to 
take the matter in hand immediately.

Uur attention has beên called to the 
“Regulations relating to Quarantine to 
he made by vessels arriving in the Do- 
minion of Canada," and under these re­
gulations, there is a form portending to 
meet such cases as the small pox ore, 
but the provisions are only a mockery. 
The XII section of this act is as fol­
low.s:—

“ThoCollectur of Customs of each aud 
every poilul CaliuilTl, except the régulai 
Quaiautine Stations of Quebec. Halifax 
ai.d St. «fukn, N. !!.*•* * >»
hereby authoiiz-U lo ael as Qiitirai.t.ue 
officer, uinter the provisions *ot tt.ese 
regulations, end shall by virtue of such 
oflice be a justice of the peace under the 
authority aud for the purposes of the Act
35 Vic. C»p. 27."

This port is the fifth in the Dominion. 
Ships arrive here, from every foreign 
port and we are all the time, while ves­
sels arrive here, in danger of contagious 
or infectious disease. This port should 
be declared immediately, a Quarantine 
station; a medical Quarantine officer, 
should he immediately appointed for one 
o! our river ports or for the two—he to 
be supplied with the Quarantine regula­
tions, furnishing a copy to every licensed 
pilot, and then insisting on tho fulfill­
ment of the laws. If there is no pro­
vision now in the form at the Custom 
House, xvhicb the Captain subscribes at 
enteriug, showing the Captain has seen 
the Quarantine regulation and answered 
the questions, then the provision should 
be immediately made. More than this, it 
would be desirable to have the people 
here

» VACCINATED

Pursuant to notice the members of 
Gloucester County Teacher’s Institute 
held their Fourth Annual Meeting in 
Clifton schuolhonse June 23rd 1881.

First Session:—The institute was 
called to order by the President V. A. 
Landry and routine business disposed of. 
Election of officers resulted in the re- 
election of President and Secretary- 
Treasurer, Mr. Inesime Blanchard be­
ing chosen as Vice-President and Miss 
Burns and M-. J. C. Carrathers as the 
other members of the Committe of Man­
agement.

The President addressed the Institute 
at length, dwelling upon the following 
facts: The success of any undertaking 
depends upon the interest manifested in 
it by its promoters. The powerful in­
fluence for good these Institutes may be 
made to exert on the teaching profes­
sion. To raise the standard of the pro­
fession and to elevate the whole char­
acter o'" education should he the aim of 
every earnest teacher. In the teaching 
profession above all others there is need 
of sympathy and mutual support and 
Counsel.

The subject “Color and how to teach 
it" was taken up by Miss Meahan of 
Bathurst. She divided the subject into 
1st, naming colors; 2nd, composition of 
Colors; by mixing water-colors, crayons, 
etc; 3rd, harmony of colors. An illus­
trative lesson on each of the parts was 
given to a class of children in attendance. 
The lessons were favorably criticized by 
Mr. Carrathers and other members of 
the" Institute.

G. W. Mersereau, A. B., of tile 
Grammar School, Bathurst, illustrated 
hif method of teaching Botany, using 
the members of the Institute as a class. 
Remarks were made on the subject by 
Messrs. Cormier,Legere, Carrathers and 
Landry.

Discussion on School Discipline was. 
at the request of the President, opened 
by Mr. Mersereau, who was followed 
by the President, Messrs. Cormier, Car­
rathers and Legere,the chief points made 
being that the Teacher by frequent vis­
itation should make himself acquainted 
with the circumstances of his pupils and 
get the sympathy of the parent* with 
him in his work; and that corporal 
punishment should Only be resorted to in 
cases of moral wrong or persistence in 
wilful disobedienc, and even then with 
discretion.

Primer reading lesson was illustrated 
by Miss Ellen Burns to the satisfaction of 
the members of the Institute; many mem­
bers never before having seen the “Look 
and Say” method properly illustrated. 
The lesson was favourably criticized by 
Misses Hillock, Rainey, l)esBrisav,Boms, 
McLean and Messrs. Cormier, Carru- 
thers and Mersereau. Miss McLean gave 
an object lesson on the sponge, bringing 
out the facts that a sponge is tough, 
porous, browu, not impressible, but com­
pressible, soft, elastic, opaqne, odourless, 
inedible, etc. Criticism by Mr. Sjlavin 
Corraior and others.

The Institute entered upon the con­
sideration of the coarse of instruction. 
Discussion was opened by tile President, 
who informed the members that he had 
purposely avoided asking for an expres­
sion ni opinion on this subject last year 
as he thought it rather premature: but 
now that they had been working under

of Education. He was particularly im-i 
pressed with the value of right method ) 
in reading and anthemitic, illustrated by 
Inspector Landry. He referred to the 
disadvantages under which the French 
Teachers laboured in not having text 
books in their own tongue, which en­
tailed a great amount of work in transla­
tion on the French teacher.

At the conclusion ot Mr Blanchard's 
address, Mr Sylvain Cormier moved the 
following resolution which was seconded 
by Mr. J. C. Carruthers and carried 
unanimously ;—

Whereas;—The. French Teacher of 
this Province is placed at a disadvantage 
in comparison wi’h his English speaking 
co-workers inasmuch as he has fc-w text 
books in his oxvn language, and

Whereas:—we believe that ths Board 
of Education is disposed to deal equitably 
xvitll the French population of this Pro­
vince, therefore

Resolved:—That the Institute respect 
fully urge upon the Board of Education, 
the expediency of selecting and authoriz- 
ingFrench text books iu reading,physics, 
geography and History of Canada etc.

Mr Fitzpatrick, Catechist of Clifton, 
addressed the Institute iu flattering 
terms.

Invitations to attend the Institute had 
been tendered to aud accepted by Rev. 
J. R. Doucette, K. F. Burns, Esq.,Hon 
R. Young, John Sivewright, Esq., Mr. 
Turgeon and others who were prevented 
from doing so by stormy weather and 
bad.roads.

After some discussion it was resolved 
to hold the next meeting of the Institute 
in the New Bandon school house in June 
1882.

A large number of Trustees and others 
attended the sessions of the Institute and 
manifested a lively interest in the pro­
ceedings.

for we know not where the disease may 
be lurking. That pile of ballast thrown 
out of the contaminated ship may con­
tain disease enough to strike down the 
city of Loudon. It should be imme« 
diately carried outside the bar and damped 
theie or be covered with lime or some 
other disinfectant. The sailors clothes 
brought on shore may have communicated 
the disease to some; the men unloading 
the ballast may have got it in their 
clothes, and the sailors who had lived in 
the midst ol it during the voyage out from 
Dover, may have left it in more places 
than one, daring the week they were at 
large through the town. In short where 
it may break out no one knows. It would 
be thcrefure safe to have a general vac­
cination.

We have devoted a good deal of space 
to this matter, more perhaps than some 
may think necessary. Those who 
may think this, know nothing of what a 
horror it would be were small-pox to 
spread here, and the actual danger with 
which they are now threatened. No case 
may appear, as no disease may have 
been communicated outside the ship. We 
Dope not.

Most of them do not 
know wbat steps if any have been taken 
in the small pox matter, nor do they 
seem to care. Now had this frightful 
affair happened In any town that we know 
of, the Mayor, or some other prominent 
man would have called a public meeting 
to discuss .lie matter. At such a meeting 
would be found the magistrates, the pub 
lie officiais, medical men, hoards of 
health and it some proper steps had 
nul been taken uuiside, would immediately 
lake steps within themselves, to have 
some protection I nuwu rouud an exposed 
jiuoiie. W hat i.as been done " tieie in 
this .direct! »n? Nothing. We nave M.P's, 
and M. 1‘. P's, aiid magistrates, and 
councillors, et hoe genus tnine here, aud 
not a move have they made. The ship 
is gone to quarantine, but is this all was 
necessary? We hope so.

and he hoped studying it, for at least one 
year, fie exhorted them to give- their 
candid opinions on its merits. M 
members of the Institute spoke in favor 
of the course. Miss Ellen Burns, after a 
few remarks in which -she characterized 
the course as the chatter of theTeacheVs 
liberties, moved the following resolu­
tion :

Resolved, That this Institute express 
its cordial approval of the course of In­
struction for Common Schools prescribed 
by the Board of Education. The reso- 
ution was seconded by G. W. Mersereau 

in a forcible speech in which he main­
tained that the Teacher without the 
course was like the mariner without a 
chart sailing.in unknown waters, that it 
was an epitome of the most advanced 
thoughts of the best educationists, at 
whose feet we all might sit and 
learn for years to come. Mr John 
Hornibrook, Trustee of District No. 8, 
New Bandon, agreed with the last speak 
er in every particular. Inspector Lan­
dry, in the course of his remarks, showed 
how difficult it would be for the work of 
inspection to be properly carried on with­
out such an aid ae the course, aud that 
opposition to It resulted from misunder­
standing, and melted away before his 
explanations, which confirms the remark 
in bis annual report of 1880. After re­
marks from Misses Rainey, Hillock, 
Meabah and others, the resolution was 
adopted unanimously.

Fourth Session—Mr. J. C. Carru 
thers read a . carefully written paper on 
“Elementary Physics" which was well 
received by the Institute. Favourable 
comments were made upon it by Messrs. 
Mersereau and Landry.

Iuspector Landry then engaged the 
attention of the Institute in a lengthy and 
instructive address on the “Object of 
Education aud Methods." A mere out­
line of this valuable address is all that 
can be attempted. Education brings a 
man into command of bis faculties—their 
order of developement—study of mentai 
sciences recommended—irrational me­
thods deprecated—sensational method 
still sometimes practised—• right aud 
wrong methods contradicted—mental 
picturing iu leading lesson. Through­
out his address, which occupied an huui- 
in delivering, Mr Landry made frequent 
use of tho blackboard. Mr Duesitns 
Blanchard, in rising to make a few re­
marks on the above outlined address.said 
that he had followed with great pleasure 
and profit the various lessons and ad­
dresses, given before the Institute. It 
was the first time he had met with the 
Teachers in Council assembled and he 
could carry home with him the highest 
opinions of his co -workers iu the cause

seen is what is known as ‘‘the comet of 
1811,” which startled many inhabitants 
of the earth at that time. Dr. Heres- 
chel computed its length to be upwards 
of a hundred millions of miles, aud its 
greatest breadth 15,080,000 miles. It 
lit up the whole sky within the 
vision of those who saw it; but 
verified the fearful predictions of no one. 
Its present appearance is less menacing, 
having reached its greatest brilliancy on 
the 24th instant. It is therefore moving 
away in its elliptical path, and on the 
earth it will not be seen again, probably, 
for the next 71 years. For most of the 
comets now are known to move in 
ellipses, and to return to the earth at 
uniform times. If this comet therefore 
appeared in 1811, and not since, 71 
years is probably the length it takes to 
move through its orbit. So that our 
good pious readers, need not be afraid 
this time.

If the time, however, is at baud, when 
the heavens and earth must pass away,— 
the great cosmos be destroyed by fire— 
we may well shiver when we see some 
random world booming through the sky. 
If the end is to be “by fire," then the 
comet is as likely an agent of destruction 
as any other. For the fire in the nature 
of things will not come of the earth—its 
centre already being in a mass of fusion, 
and every year since the first year, 
gradually cooling down. The sun may 
blaze out and destroy the world, destroy 
life without destroying the system npon 
which the planets and suns wheel round, 
but should some huge comet impale 
itself upon our earth, then indeed would 
a direful conflagration take place, then 
would the nicely balancing centripetal 
and centrifugal forces be destroyed, and 
this earth be loosed from her orbit—And

Planets and stars run lawless through 

the sky,
Let ruling angels from thoir spheres be 

hurled,
Using ou being wrecked, and world on 

world,
Heavens whole foundation tv the centre
