ENGLAND AND FRANCE.
Egypt's Attitude saserted to Ban Be 

Prompted by the Triple Alllnee.

Paris, Jan. 21.—While events in France 
succeed each other with hourly rapidity 
and mud continuée to be stirred, the inter­
national politics of Europe do not cease. 
This week we have had several interest­
ing occurrences.

First of all there were the incidents in 
Egypt If France had not been so Jdech 
occupied with internal affaire, her protest 
against England’s action, would have been 
more energetic,

It is certain that England overstepped 
her rights. It is impossible to admit that 
a protector, not even officially recognized 
by Europe, should insist upon the appoint­
ment of ministers of her own choosing. 
Dene to Embitter Bn gland and France.

In reality, the origin of the crisis was 
very curious. The triple alliance desired 
to definitely embroil England and France 
and hoped to provoke a serious discussion 
between the two countries. Pieuller Pa­
cha, an Austrian attached to the person

| was the general expectation at the time 
that the “Princess May,” as she was 
affectionately called, would he betrothed 
to his brother and successor as heir- pre­
sumptive, Prince George Frederick, Duke 
of York. Princess Victoria May, the 
daughter of the Queen’s cousin, Princess 
Mary Adelaide of Teck, will be twenty- 
six years old in May. Her kindly dis­
position has made her especially beloved 
by the poorer classes of England, who 
are fond of telling stories of her humanity. 
Prince George is two years older.

The Egyptian Question.
London, Jan. 23.—The Cairo correspon­

dent of the Times says : “The situation 
is very strained. Popular excitement is 
increasing, owing to the general belief 
that the Khedive intends to treat Great 
Britain’s determination to continue her 
occupation and ascendency. The preee 
denounces the British officials as rebels, 
because they refused to recognize three 
new ministers during the two days be­
tween the Khedive’s nominations and 
England’s recognition of them. The 
Khedive is credited openly with the in­
tention to dismiss all the highest English 
officials. The language of the press is in-

of the khedive, provoked the cris? , at theicreaail violent tod allude8 to the
instigation of the Auatro-German conm¥] a hero The Kh«W with »
general at Cairo. The plan Med, but the 
action and intervention of the triple alli­
ance is incontestable, since the German 
and Austrian embassies in Paris knew of 
what had happend in Cairo.

Another curious fact is the reconciliation 
of the king and queen of Servia, after scan­
dals of every kind, discussions and even 
blows had taken place. They will both 
reum to Belgrade, where Milan will be­
come political tutor to his son. The recon­
ciliation was brought about, by the com­
plete min of the king. What he lost at 
cards and spent with a danseuse of the 
opera, amounted to about 3,000,000f. per 
annum. Queen Natalie is very ambitious 
and deeires to reign again.

The impression produced by this com­
edy in the diplomatic world is deplorable.

Nobody sympathizes with the couple.
Besides this, the return of King Milan to 
his states is likely to occasion trouble.
The situation is always serious, especially 
after the entrance of Roumanie into the 
triple alliance. The treaty is not yet sign­
ed, but the base of agreement was drawn 
up daring the wedding of the Crown 
Prince and Princess Marie of Edinburgh, 
when the German emperor and the king 
of Roumania were present.

Natalie ia a great fevorite among the 
people over whom she ruled. The troubles 
between Millan and his wife have been 
before the public in many forms for a, 
number of years. Millan, ex-king of 
Servia, was bom August 22, 1864. He 
succeeded to the throne after the assassi­
nation of hia uncle, Prince' Michail 
Obrenovic, June 20, 1868. On Oct 17,
1876, he married Natalie, a daughter of 
Colonel Keschke, of the Russian Imperial 
Guard.

On October 24, 1888, at the request of 
Millan, a decree of divorce against Natalie 
waa pronounced without trial or investi­
gation by the Metropolitan Theodesius.
Previous to this Milan had filed a petition 
for divorce in the courts, but he did not 
wait for the matter to be legally decided.
The grounds for divorce were that Natalie 
had taken a prominent part in politics.
Her fidelity was not questioned, though 
it was an open secret that Milan had been 
flagrantly un&ithful. Natalie published 
an immediate protest, but her advocate 
submitted to the decree. Public opinion 
was all„in favor of Natalie.

Political Danger Ahead.
Roumania’s adhesion to the triple al­

liance is very disagreeable for Russia, 
which must pass by Roumania in order 
to enter Turkish Bulgaria. Notwithstand­
ing all the political assurances of the 
sovereigns, declarations made with a dip­
lomatic view, I personally still consider 
that the situation is slowly but surely be­
coming worse.

A storm is coming which will burst 
later, but all the percursory symptoms 
are there shown up in bold relief

Musa’s Abdication.
The trouble went from bad to worse, 

the political parties becoming mixed np 
in it, and finally on March 6,1889, Milan 
abdicated the throne in favor of his son,
Alexandria, who was then 12 years old.
This abdication was considered as a sur­
render to the radical party. In the mean­
time Natalie had been expelled from the 
country and it was feared that the strong 
party supporting her would start a revo­
lution.

On October 29, Natalie arrived in Bel­
grade on a visit to her son, King Alexan­
der. Various conditions as to the visit 
had been laid down' by Milan, bnt the 
government would not allow him to re­
move the young sovereign from Belgrade 
in order to prevent Natalie from seeing 
him. Natalie refused to consent to the 
imposition of any conditions, and finally 
she was allowed to see her son. A house 
in Belgrade was taken by her for a year 
and she was allowed to visit the young 
king on Sundays and saints’ days.

Later in the year the conduct of Milan, 
who had left Servia, in discussing the 
affairs of Servia was complained ot by 
the Servian cabinet, which threatened to 
stop his allowance and to deny him read- 
mission to the country.

Natalie Expelled.
On May 18,1891, an attempt that at first 

failed was made by order of the Servian 
government to expel Natalie from Servia.
She was being conveyed in a cairiage to­
ward a quay in Belgrade, where a vessel 
was waiting to convey her from the coun­
try, when she was rescued by a band of 
university students who took her back to 
her residence and afterward defended it.
Soldiers were, however, brought upon the 
scene, and after severe conflicts, in which 
many persons were killed and wounded.
Natalie was in the early, morning of the 
following day seized and taken to the rail­
way station, whence she was sent by train 
into Austria Hungary. Since then she 
has not been in Servia.

Milan has been leading a fast life on 
the contineuL When he abdicated the 
Servian government covenanted to pay 
him 5,000,000f. that he might live abroad 
with the state that befitted the station he 
had held. Natalie for some time past has 
been residing in a villa at Biarritz. Ac­
cording to report Milan unexpectedly 
visited her there on New Year’s Day.
He was warmly received, and the result 
of his visit was that all the developement 
of events outside of France until the ep­
idemic of calumny shall cease.

Engagement Again Announced.
London, Jan. 23.—The Exchange Tele­

graph company is authority for the state­
ment that Prince George of Wales will 
marry Princess May of Teck during the 
second week in April.

The death of Albert Victor, Duke of 
Clarence mid Avondale, eldest son of the 
Prince of Wales, and Princess May’s be­
trothed, which happened a little over a 
year ago, ia a well remembered event. It

Khediveas a hero. The Khedive, with a 
strong nature impelling him to extremes, 
and with preferences for advisers inter­
ested .in disturbing public order, can easily 
be made a tool of the clever heads about 
hia court.”

The Cairo correspondent of the Daily 
News says : “ The situation here is crit­
ical, and unless Great Britian takes very 
stringent measures she will have to solve 
a more serious question than ever before 
in Egypt. The anti-English demonstration 
planned* 1 for the occasion of the Khedive’s 
visit to the opera house, was frustrated 
only by the vigorous measures of the au­
thorities and the strong police force pres­
ent. The British troops were confined to 
their barracks and a strong detachment 
of police waa stationed near the opera 
house. ”

London, Jan.24.—A despatch from Cario 
says Lord Crome informed the Khedive 
that the British government had ordered 
an increase of the British garrison in 
Egypt. It is officially stated at the war 
office here that the English army officers 
in Egypt have not the slightest doubt as 
to the entire fidelity of the native Egyptian 
troops. Arrangements have been com­
pleted, however, to draft 10,000 men on 
three days’ notice from garrisons in Malta, 
Cyprus and India to Egypt. British 
troops on the way to India to relieve the 
British regiments about to depart from 
India are to be detained at Port Said until 
advised to proceed. Assuming that the 
native army would remain loyal, a total 
force of about 30,000 would be under 
British direction.

The Khedive has been strengthened in 
his attitude of antagonism towards the 
English by deputations from the provinces 
who present the Khedive with addresses 
congratulating him on his opposition to 
England.

Paris, Jan. 24.— The action of the 
British in Egypt is causing a big sensation 
in France. It is regarded as proving 
England’s determination to persist in the 
occupation of that country. Newspapers 
universally call upon the government to 
vindicate the rights of France.

London, Jan. 24.—The reinforcements 
to be sent to Egypt are not likely to ex­
ceed one thousand troops, two warships 
for Alexandria and Port Said and one 
warship for Suez.

Egan’s Release.
London, Jan. 24.— The Standard says : 

“ Egan’s release is intended to prevent the 
Redmondites from breaking loose in the 
debate on the home rule bill. The gov­
ernment decided that the danger to be 
feared from them was more important 
than the danger incurred in setting loose 
the murderous ruffian, Egan, and in let­
ting others of his class know that they 
can look to politicians to over-ride the 
sentence of a judge.”

CAPE BRETON’S COAL
Premier Fielding Explains the Transfer 

to the United State» Syndicate.

Halifax, Jan. 22.—In the Nova Scotia 
legislature, yesterday afternoon, Premier 
Fielding introduced the much talked of 
“act for the fùrther encouragement of 
coal mining in the province.”

The galleries of the house were crowded 
and a large number of New England cap­
italists, as well as many local capitalists, 
were among the attentive listeners to the 
premier’s address. •

In explanation of the measure hon. Mr. 
Fielding first referred to the great wealth 
and variety of the natural resources of 
Nova Scotia and the manifest advantage 
which would be conferred upon the pro­
vince by a greater investment of capital 
for the development of its mineral wealth. 
So long as capital was invested in such 
development he was somewhat indiffer­
ent as to what part of the world that cap­
ital came from, and in some respects he 
thought it was preferrable to have invest­
ments coming from the United States, as 
if success attended the investment of New 
England capital in one industry of the 
province, it would naturally lead to in­
vestments in other provincial recourses 
and ought to lead to securing free inter­
course and greater general trade between 
Nova Scotia and the American republic, 
where the leaven of tariff reform and 
free trade had been working so conspicu­
ously of late years. The Nova Scotia gov­
ernment being anxious to enlist capital in 
the coal trade of the province had made 
special efforts daring the past year in that 
direction and had been fortunate enough 
to induce Mr. Whitney, of Boston, to in­
terest himself in the matter. Mr. Fielding 
paid-a high compliment to Mr. Whitney 
as a gentleman of sagacious judgment, in­
tegrity and enterprise, whoee abilities was 
a guarantee of the success of any scheme 
he undertook. Mr. Whitney was associ­
ated with enterprises in the United States, 
the management of which trequired the 
consumption of over 100,000 tons of coal 
every year. There were several other 
gentlemen connected with Mr. Whitney 
whoee names were not mentioned. The 
banking house associated with the scheme 
was Kidder, Peabody & Co. An act was 
passed by the Nova Scotia legislature last 
year authorizing the government when­
ever any coal mining company came for­
ward proposing to carry on operations on 
an extensive scale, to give such company 
special privileges in relation to the ex­
tent of the area to be covered by leases 
granted or transferred to such company 
and the duration of such leases. By vir­
tue of this general clause an arrangement 
was made by the government with Mr. 
Whitney and his associates by which Mr. 
Whitney obtains the right to have the 
leases for ninety-nine years of all coal 
mining properties transferred to him in 
Cape Breton, with the additional^privilege 
of renewal on the same terms for the 
farther period of twenty years. The act 
now introduced confirmed this arrange­
ment Cape Breton county contained 
more coal within its borders than any 
other portion of the world of an equal 
area, and Mr. Whitney had already ob­
tained control of all the coal mines in 
that county. The capital of the new com­
pany would be $7,000,000. The proper­
ties until developed would not be subject 
to municipal or provincial taxation and 
the government measure would confer 
other privileges on . the company. Re­
strictions were also imposed with a view 
to preventing the closing of any of the 
mines transferred. The operations of the 
company would be limited to Cape Bre­
ton county, and as some of the most valu­
able coal mines in the province were in 
Cumberland and Pictou counties there 
was thus no danger of a monopoly. The 
government royalty was imposed on the 
mines transferred to Mr. Whitney, which 
royalty it was ^provided’would be exacted 
whether the mines are worked or not. 
This royalty was equivalent to a tax of 
12$ cents per ton on the output of coal 
from any mine for the year 1891, this 
being the basis to be adopted if that mine 
should not be operated in any future year. 
This would represent a fine or penalty of 
$122,799, which the company would have 
to pay in addition to the interest on the 
capital invested, which would represent a 
loss to the company of over $300,000 an­
nually. Mr. Fielding contended that this 
fact was the best guarantee that there 
was no substance in the cries raised by 
the opposition that the mines would be 
shut down and that a monoply would be 
created.

In mercantile circles the terms of 
the government measures were discussed 
and the general opinion expressed that 
the interests of the province were amply 
safeguarded, and that the consummation 
of the scheme would be of enormous bene­
fit to the province in not only drawing 
attention to its magnificent mineral re­
sources, but in stimulating the general 
trade throughout Nova Scotia.

One interesting feature of the enter­
prise is the operation of a line of railway 
from the mines to Louisburg harbor, 
which is open during the entire year and 
is admirably adapted for the purposes of 
a coal port. The government undertake 
to grant a subeidy of $3,200 per mile to­
wards the completion of this railway.

THE PRESIDENT POWERLESS.

Panama, Jan. 23.—A despatch from 
Gautemaia says: A mob attacked the 
British legation and beat the Minister 
Gosling’s oldest son so severely that he 
may die. Minister Gosling’s youngest 
son shot one of the mob dead. The 
British worship Melpomene is at San 
Jose. Her commander has cabled for the 
Warepite and Nymphe to come and assist 
him in blocading the port, so that repar­
ation may be obtained without bombard­
ment. President Barrois is said to have 
refused the British demands for repar­
ation. He protests that he is powerless 
to do so, as any attempt on his part to 
attone for the outrages would cause an 
Indian uprising, if not a general revolu­
tion. He begged the British minister and 
commander to wait until the popular fury 
had subsided before they acted. The im­
mediate cause of the riot is not mentioned 
by the despatch.

BRITISH COLUMBIA SCHOOLS.

Col. Baker, the Minister of Education, 
has addressed a circular to the clergymen 
of British Columbia, announcing his in­
tention to introduce nonsectarian religious 
instruction into the public schools, sug­
gesting to the scholars their" duty to God 
and their neighbours, ” as defined in the 
Anglican catechism. He proposes to have 
the School Act amended in this direction 
at the ensuing session of the legislature.

and we trust its management will estab­
lish a reputation for fairness and relia­
bility, and that it may be free from that 
rank cantankerous and low abuse and 
foul effusion which some editors seem to 
think is the most needful and about the 
only requisite for a first class journalist.

We would suggest that the people, 
thereby, may become fairly and intelli­
gently informed upon the questions of 
the doyf'general and domestic, so that 
when a person receives information upon 
any subject, they will have good rea­
son to believe it can be relied upon. . One 
of the chief evils of to-day is that so much 
appears in the secular press that has been 
proven unreliable, most readers feel a 
great uncertainty about excepting much 
that'appears upon their pages either gen 
eral, political, social and even religious. 
It behooves correspondents to use the ut­
most care in their selection of news and 
what they pen and in what spirit it is 
written. Very much evil has arisen out 
of this very matter. Oftimes half of the 
circumstances told leave an impression 
that is false or equal to a lie. Again some 
local correspondents resort to this method 
to vent their spleen and spite, hence they 
rush to the press. Others are eager for 
cheap notoriety, they peddle gossip and 
pri' ate family matters or neighborhood 
disagreements — all those should get a 
pronounced set back.

I note that in your last issue that you 
called attention to the notice calling for a 
liberal convention for the 18th inst, look­
ing to concerted action of the counties of 
Queens and Sunbury, preparatory to the 
next dominion election under the new 
state of afiaire. There was a large gath­
ering, nearly one hundred persons pres­
ent, and considering the many public 
meeting of late and the throating weather, 
we considered it an exceptional evidence 
of the interest in the party. Every parish 
in this county was well represented, it 
being held at the close of the session of 
the municipal council, whi h enabled 
some of the more distant parts to be re­
presented that might not otherwise 
have been. This was one of the most 
successful meetings of the organization. 
The chair was occupied by the president.

Being the annual meeting, the election 
of officers for the county and vice presi­
dents for the parishes, and parish com­
mittees were formerly disposed of, fol­
lowed by a resolution setting forth the 
facts contained by recent legislation of 
the dominion parliament emerging the 
counties of Queens and Sunbury into one 
electoral district, thus reducing the repre­
sentation to one instead of two members 
as now, and that the electoral district is 
to be known hereafter as the district of 
Sunbury and Queens.

The resolution provided for a commit­
tee to be elected by the convention to 
consult with the liberals of Sunbury and 
to devise methods whereby the liberals 
of the two counties might become organ­
ized into one general organization, and 
thus get active workers for each parish, 
well organized and interested for one com­
mon purpose, and thereby concentrate 
all interests and efforts. The choice for 
such committee resulted in the selection 
of G. G. King, L. P. Farris, M. P. P. and 
Albert Palmer, ex-M. P. Reporting and 
speeches from the representatives of the 
parishes became the order, being a gen­
eral survey of this part of the new consti­
tuency. Many matters touching the in­
terests of the party were thoroughly dis­
cussed, and the unanimity of sentiment 
endorsing the past, hopefulness of the 
future and the large accession to the mem­
bership, especially of the young men and 
others who have been workers otherwise 
in the past, gave this meeting an influence 
and importance that can only be fully re­
alized in the near future.

We are informed that the municipal 
council took the first legal opportunily to 
endorse and approve the action of the 
legislature in its last session in amending 
chapter 99 consolidated statutes providing 
for the municipal elections to be held bi- 
annually, after the next annual election, 
and doing away with the July session of 
the council. The change is heartily sup­
ported, thus upholding the views of those 
M. P. P’s. of the past that had diligently 
labored to that end and who were devoted 
to those needed reforms to our municipal 
machinery by which considerable saving 
will be affected. It may be after a fair 
trial that the legislature of New Bruns­
wick, may do as the legislature of Nova 
Scotia, where bi-annual sessions had been 
the law for some time did, at the last ses­
sion, lengthen the term to three years.

Carlton Brown, of North Hibernia, 
Hampstead, has had one of those sad ex­
periences which fall to few. His house 
was burned on the 18th inst., with nearly 
all its contents. The fire caught in the 
upper story and when discovered it was 
all ablaze. He and his wife being quite 
old and infirm they were only able to 
save a small portion of their household 
effects and vegetables and farm produce 
stowed therein. He being a handy man 
at general work, had accumulated a goodly 
supply of tools; these went with the 
other losses. It is a sad thing to see peo­
ple, particularly old and infirm, and es­
pecially at this season of the year, thrown 
out of their home and deprived of their 
all. It calls for practical charity. An ef­
fort is being made to solicit aid.

A call from Rev. Wm. Downey, of Fred­
ericton, a few days ago, was quite a sur­
prise. We were glad to see him looking 
so well and that he is able to be around 
and as active as he is. The time we saw 
him in the fall he looked much worn and 
showed strikingly the effects of his many 
years of active work in the ministry. 
May he be spared for many more.

Wilford Vanwart and family are look­
ing for the early return of Mrs. Vanwart, 
who has been away several months to 
Boeton under medical treatment for a 
long standing malady. The intelligence, 
of a marked improvement and to be Loped 
a permanent cure, is very encouraging to 
her many friends. She has been a great 
sufferer for a considerable portion of four­
teen years, much of the time not being 
able to attend to her household duties, 
unless by the greatest inconvenience and 
much suffering.

Business is very dull around here, and 
with the exception of the ordinary win­
ter’s work of the farmers, we have not 
much to engage our attention. Cord 
wood is about all that the people here de­
vote their time to and not very largely at 
tb$t.

EXTRAORDINARY ROMANCE.
Wedded to a Wealthy Blind. Man who 

"Sees” at Last.

The Vienna correspondent of The Daily 
Telegraph writes : A very extraordinary 
case has been heard and decided in the 
Palace o. Justice at Vienna, which re­
minds one of Pope’s “ January and May, ” 
only that the parties in that case did not 
bring their differences into a court of law. 
Along the comdere of the Palace of Jus­
tice a blind man was gently led by two 
attendants, beyond whom a charming 
young lady, beautiful beyond compare, 
followed, leaning on the arm of her law­
yer. Suddenly she uttered a gentle scream, 
feinted, and fell into the arms of her ad­
vocate. All this took place in the corridor.
A few minutes before the case had been 
decided and judgment pronounced dis­
solving the marriage of the young beauty 
with the blind man’ whom she had wed­
ded two years before.

The details of the case are extremely 
interesting and contain more than one 
moral. In 1890, Herr A., who is stone 
blind, inserted an advertisement in the 
journals setting forth his age, infirmity, 
occupation and resources, and expressing 
hie desire to find a suitable partner for 
life! Among the numerous candidates 
who were “willing, ” Herr A. selected 
Miss O., an uncommonly handsome young 
lady, who was 20 years his junior. Dur­
ing the honeymoon the delighted bride­
groom was sorely afflicted to learn from 
his better half that she had married him 
for his money, and a few days later she 
disappeared from the house, taking with 
her 7500 florins. According to Austrian 
law, theft on the part of a husband or 
wife is punishable only if the aggrieved 
party prosecutes, and Herr A. waved his 
right and became reconciled to his young 
wife again. After this everything went 
on most smoothly for nearly a year, until 
the husband discovered that he had been 
deceived in a way, which, if narrated in ' 
a novel, would appear absolutely incred­
ible. Two, and sometimes three or four, 
afternoons every week Frau A. left home 
for five or six hours at a time not only 
without the permission, but without the 
knowledge of her husband ; indeed so 
little suspicion had he of the feet that he 
could of sworn she was at home, for he 
actually conversed with her during the 
time she was away. The manner in 
which the clever lady arranged this trick 
of ubiquity was this : She purchased the 
services of a “doable” who invariably 
took her place whenever she wanted to 
go out. This was a needy young woman 
of her own age, with a voice resembling 
her own and a form and figure differing 
very little from here, whose instructions 
were to reply as laconically as possible to 
the blind man’s questions and to ask him 
none. On these afternoons Herr A. found 
his “ wife ” very taciturn and “ snappish,” 
but, like a philosopher, he bore with her 
caprices and was patient and unsuspecting. 
One day, however, a friend called on Herr 
A., and in the course of conversation 
asked after his young wife. The young 
“ wife ” was at once summoned to his 
presence to do the honors, and when the 
proxy appeared in her place the scene 
that followed was indescribable. Frau A. 
was summoned next day by the infuriated 
husband and condemned by the court to 
one month's imprisonment. The proxy 
was likewise punished with all the rigor 
of the law, and now the last act of the 
drama has been played out in court 
where the marriage was dissolved.

A letter to the faithless wife was read 
during the proceedings, in which the fol­
lowing curious passage occurs : “ f bit­
terly deplore this marriage, which was 
the most terrible blunder I ever commit­
ted, both by reason of the differences of 
our ages as also of the stone blindness 
with which I was afflicted when I agreed 
to it ”

WHEAT AND BUCKWHEAT BRAN.

Both of the brans named have a feed­
ing value, and regarding the better and 
more economical of the two, Prof Henry, 
of Wisconsin, explains that buckwheat 
bran is a very indefinite term, for the 
reason of the desire on the part of the 
millers to work off as much of the hulls 
as possible in what might be ca’ ed the 
bran. Buckwheat hulls have litl or no 
value for feeding purposes, while, as Prof> 
Henry states, the real buckwheat bran 
or shorts, as he terms it, are richer food 
for cattle than either wheatbran or shorts. 
The value of buckwheat bran, therefore, 
depends wholly upon its dilution by the 
hulls. The miller can keep out nearly 
all the hulls in which case the feed is 
cheap at $15 per ton,and more profitable 
than to pay $10 or $12 per ton for an 
article well made up of the hulls, and 
which it does not pay the farmer to buy. 
Farmers should have a care in the pur­
chase of buckwheat bran, and avoid being 
imposed upon.

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THE FARMERS IN SESSION.

During the past few days the provincial 
farmers and dairymen’s association has 
been in session in this city. Their meet­
ings, which were held in the council 
chamber in the city hall, attracted a large 
number of visitors and were throughout 
very interesting. It is an encouraging 
sign to see so much general interest taken 
in what is, after all, the most important 
industry in the province. In organizing 
themselves into a deliberative body, where 
all that appertains to successful farming 
and dairying can be freely and intel­
ligently discussed, the farmers and dairy- 

t men have acted wisely. The time has 
gone by, if indeed it ever existed, when 
men can hope to make a success in the 
agricultural industry, unless they are able 
to go about their work intelligently and 
systematically. That a certain amount of 
scientific knowledge is necessary to a 
thorough understanding of this important 
business is also true, and is becoming 
every day more apparent. That a farm or 
a dairy can be successfully or even decently 
run by it person ^ithout any special train­
ing for the business, or without any in­
telligent idea of the modern and improved 
methods, is an exploded idea. It has 
taken the farmers of New Brunswick a 
long time to realize that the business in 
which they were engaged was as much a 
trade or profession as that of tl.e car­
penter or the doctor. That a special train 
ing or education in the science of farming 
was necessary to success has never been 
seriously considered by the great body of 
people who were supposed to make their 
living out of the land until a compara­
tively recent date. As a consequence there 
were many discontented farmers, and 
many mortgaged or vacant farms in the 
country, which were due in a large 
measure to a lack of proper knowledge of 
their business on the part of the owners. 
This evil is being speedily and effectually 
remedied by the farmers themselves. 
The man who would attempt to run a 
farm in these days as his forefather did, 
would be sure to so to the wall. The hard 
times that have depressed the agricultural 
industry may have had something to do 
with compelling the farmer to consider 
how he could get the most out of the work 
he did. It is more likely, however, that 
the general march of progress has had 
the most to do with it. The general 
tendency of the times to do everything 
on scientific principles, has spread to the 
tillers of the soil, and we may look for 
happier and more successful farmers in 
the future. A good market, or rather an 
opportunity to take full advantage of the 
best and most available markets wherever 
found, would materially assist in ushering 
in an era of prosperity to the agricultural 
and dairying industries, which would 
mean prosperity to all.

OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

The dominion parliament opened on 
Thursday. The speech which the gov­
ernor general delivered from the throne 
was less interesting than this mysterious 
document usually is. No great credit for 
anything that had been done during re­
cess, and no very bright promises for the 
future are to be found in it. The absence 
of the first of these features from the ad­
dress can be easily accounted for; the 
Humiliation of the second is hard to un­
derstand, unless we are to attribute it to 
Sir John Thompson’s honesty, and there 
are many people who would hesitate to 
be satisfied with this explanation. The 
increase in immigration into the North 
West is trotted out again, but nothing is 
said about where these settlers all go to 
when the census commissioner is going 
around. The fact that a friendly confer­
ence was held between representatives 
from the dominion government and that 
of Newfoundland, concerning difficulties 
between the two countries, is given more 
as an item of news we presume than any­
thing else, as there is no intimation as to 
what resulted from the conference. There 
is of course great regret expressed because 
the government of the United States did 
not see eye to eye with his excellency’s ad­
vice in regard to canal tolls ; but nothing 
is said about the regret of the people of 
Canada that the Franchise act cannot be 
made a simple and a less expensive piece 
of machinery. We are told that there has 
been a large increase in trade during the 
year. This may be true as regards the 
upper provinces, but as far as the provinces 
by the sea are concerned, there is no 
cause for rejoicing. The government gets 
its majority from New Brunswick and 
Nova Scotia. They are therefore doubt­
less of the opinion that the people down 
here are so well satisfied with the general 
policy of the party as to care very little 
about such an insignificant matter as the 
increase or decrease in trade. The session 
does not promise to be a very long one.

Another of the great men of the neigh­
boring republic has passed away in the 
person of James Gillespie Blaine, ex­
secretary of state. His death occurred at 
Washington at 11 o’clock on Friday, the 
27th inst. Although ex-secretary Blaine 
has been sick for years, his death was un­
expected. He was conscious until a few 
moments before death, and his end was so 
quiet and peaceful that only the experi­
enced eye of the physician could perceive 
that life had ebbed away. Deceased has 
for a generation occupied a conspicuous 
place in legislation, diplomacy, and litera­
ture, and his genius has added new glory 
to American citizenship. His patriotism, 
his marked ability and devotion to public 
interests won for him an exalted position 
in his own nation, and made him an im­
portant figure in the diplomatic relations 
of the world. His motto was “America 
first,” and although he did not profess 
friendship for Canada, yet equally with 
the people of the union, Canada deplores 
the death of such an illustrious statesman.

Bro. Macnutt has been doing good ser­
vice in showing up the true inwardness of 
Mr. Temple’s political aspirations.

OPENING OF PARLIAMENT. 

Introduction of Newly Elected Mem-

The opening of the dominion parlia­
ment Thursday afternoon was the most 
brilliant spectacle of the kind for many 
years, the glorious weather permitting 
the ladies to grace the senate chamber in 
unusual force. His excellency’s mounted 
escort was supplied from the Princess 
Louise Dragoon guards under captain 
Gordeau. Lord Stanley delivered the 
following speech :
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate : 
Gentlemen of the House, of Commons

In meeting you at the commencement 
of another session of parliament it affords 
me pleasure to congratulate you on the 
continued progress which the history of 
the past year unfolds with regard to Can­
ada. The increase in trade as illustrated 
by the exports and imports during the 
period for which the official returns have 
been prepared have been most gratifying, 
and that increase has continued down to 
the present time, with promise that the 
volume of trade during the current year 
will exceed that of any year in the history 
of the dominion. The revenues of the 
country have likewise provided for all the 
services for which parliament has made 
appropriation, and the operation of the 
government railways has been less 
burdensome as regards the difference be­
tween income and expenditure than has 
been the case for a long term of years 
previously.

In Manitoba and the Northwest terri­
tories the increase in immigration has 
been decidedly encouraging, both as re­
gards the number of persons who have 
come from other countries and as regards 
the number of homestead entries made 
by settlers of all nationalities.

Measures have been taken to carry into 
effect the agreements arrived at with the 
United States on the subjects of the 
boundary of Alaska, boundary line in 
Passamaquoddy bay, and the prevention 
of destructive methods of fishing and the 
preservation and increase of fish life.

With regard to reciprocity in wrecking 
and towing, a correspondence has taken 
place which indicates that privileges are 
demanded for United States vessels in 
Canadian canals which were not antici­
pated, but it is not impossible that a satis­
factory conclusion of the discussion may 
yet be reached.

During the recess a friendly conference 
took place between delegates from my 
government and from the government of 
Newfoundland on the questions which 
were pending between the two countries. 
It is hoped and expected that the inter­
change of views which then took place 
will be productive of beneficial results 
and lead to an amicable adjustment of 
those questions.

The statutes of 1887 relative to a de­
partment of trade and commerce and to 
the office of solicitor general having been 
brought into force, the appointments were 
made which were contemplated by these 
acts.

It is to be regretted that the govern­
ment of the United States were unable to 
accept the suggestions made by my gov­
ernment on the subject of canal tolls, and 
that the president should have thought 
it necessary to impose exceptional tolls on 
Canadians using the Sault Ste. Marie 
canal, which has so long been free to the 
people of both countries. My govern­
ment while ready to consider in a friendly 
spirit any proposals which may be made 
by the government of the United States, 
have caused efforts to be made to hasten 
the completion of the Canadian canal 
works.

Measures will be laid before you for the 
improvement of the franchise act, for the 
amendment of the laws relating to the 
civil service, and the superannuation of 
civil servants, for regulating the admission 
of evidence to causes and matters under 
the control of the parliament of Canada, 
for extending the system of voting by 
ballot to the Northwest territories, and for 
simplifying the laws relating to lands and 
land transfers in the territories.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The public accounts of the past year and 
the estimates for the ensuing year will be 
laid before you without delay, and I trust 
it will be seen that ample provision may 
be made for the public service without in­
creasing taxation.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate : 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have every confidence that all these 
matters will receive your best attention, 
and that your deliberations will keep in 
view, above all other considerations, the 
welfare and stability of the country.

*
On the return of the commons to their 

chamber twelve members all liberal con 
servatives, elected during the recess, were 
introduced, among them Mr. Chealey, by 
hon. Mr. Foster and George F. Baird and 
Mr. Mclnerney, by hon. Mr. Coetigan and 
hon. Mr. Foster. Mr. Tarte was present 
in the building, but was not introduced. 
Messrs. Chesley and Mclnerney were 
greeted with loud applause as they took 
their seats.

On motion of sir John Thompson, 
who expressed regret that the leader of 
the opposition was absent through illness, 
the consideration of the address was post­
poned till Monday.

Rufus Pope (tory) gave notice of a re­
solution proposing that corn be placed 
upon the free list, and it is said that N. 
F. Davin has announced that he intends 
supporting McCarthy.

Mr. Carlton gave notice of a resolution 
proposing that coal oil be placed upon the 
free list. He also intends introducing a 
bill to repeal the franchise act, and to 
make other provisions in lieu thereof.

Mr. Mulock purposes moving that bind­
er twine be placed upon the free list,
and Mr. L»H. Davies will introduce his
motion in favor of reducing the duties 
upon those classes of goods usually im­
ported from Great Britain, with a view to 
reducing the burdens of taxation upon 
the people and to encourage trade with 
the mother countay.

Mr. Lariviere has given notice of a 
motion for Monday for copies of all cor­
respondence and documents relating to 
the Manitoba school act.

Those 
who attended the splendidly conducted and 
very successful colt races which took place 
on this track, under Mr. McSweeney’s 
management, on August 31st last and Sep­
tember 1st, will be especially pleased with 
the above announcement, and will not only 
do all in their power individually to assist 
the promoter of these stakes, but will en­
list their friends in the same good cause ; 
and we may therefore reasonably expect to 
see the Hotel Brunswick stakes of 1893 
graced by a much larger list of nominations 
and witnessed by an immense number of 
breeders and lovers of trotting.

That 
the stakes of 1893 will be successful is a 
foregone conclusion, warranted by the very 
satisfactory manner in which the stakes of 
1892 were carried out, and excellent treat­
ment accorded horsemen, spectators, press, 
and all concerned.

The conditions of the Hotel Brunswick 
stakes of 1893 are the same as those of 1892, 
with a very few changes, and are fully set 
forth in our advertising columns in this 
issue. The stakes are open to colts owned 
in the maritime provinces on or before 
January 1st, 1893, and are divided into four 
classes, namely, for trotting foals of 1889, 
1890, 1891 and 1892 respectively.

Mr. Morrow is 
loading 110 tons at Rusiagornish and will 
haul the remainder to the mouth of Oro- 
mocto where it will be sawn instead of 
hewn end shipped in rafts. The contract is 
a big one and employs a large force. The 
hon. F. Wood, at Welsford, Queens county, 
is also in the business and has a large quan­
tity contracted for. He is now shipping it 
by rail to St. John.

Electric Railway.— With respect to the 
proposed electric railway from this city to 
Marysville there is not much prospect of it 
being built at an early date. The route has 
been surveyed and estimates of the cost are 
being prepared. If constructed the inten­
tion is to follow the highway and to make 
the trip in four minutes. With the rapid 
progress of the town of Marysville it is al­
together likely that the road will be built, 
but it will be 90toe time In the future.

AROUND THE WORLD,
The Week's Events In Brief—The Cream 

of our Exchangee.

The store of Messrs. C. F. Todd & Son, 
Miltown, was badly damaged by fire 
Monday afternoon.

According to the annual report of In­
spector Moylan there were on June 30- 
th last, 172 prisoners in the Dorchester 
penitentiary.

The C. P. R. have a crowd of men and 
two donkey engines at work laying the 
foundation stones of the new eleyator on 
the west side, St John.

There is grave reason for believing that 
the long threatened attack of Russia upon 
Germany will take place in the coming 
spring.

The report that Dynamiter Callan was 
secretly released from Portland prison 
some time ago has been confirmed. He 
sailed for the United States on Saturaday

George V. Mclnerney, the Conservative 
“ kicker ” from Kent County, has been se­
lected to move the address in reply to the 
speech, in the Dominion Parliament, 
which opened on the 26th.

Geo. W. Connell of Woodstock was 
stricken by paralysis on Monday last, 
which affected his left side. Dr. Hand 
waa summoned and rendered all possible 
aid to revive the patient, but to no avail. 
He died Thursday evening.

An explosion of fire damp occurred 
Tuesday in Forschritt mine at Dux, Bo­
hemia It is known that four miners 
were killed and thirty injured. One hun­
dred men are entombed in the mme- 
Every effort is being made to reshue them.

J. W. Y. Smith, M. P. P. for West­
morland county, Memramcook has an in­
tention of starting a sheep ranch. This 
is a new venture in agriculture, and will 
be watched with no small degree of in­
terest by the farmers in this province.

Hon. C H. Tupper left for England on 
Monday last to be present at the opening 
of the Behring sea arbitration in Paris on 
February 23rd in his capacity as British 
agent. The arbitrators will adjourn until 
May or June, when Sir John Thompson 
will go over.

Judge Burbidge has given judgement in 
regard to the interlocutory injunction ap­
plied for by the crown to restrain the St. 
John Gas Company from depositing re­
fuse in the harbour. The application 
was set aside, and the case may be now 
considered on its merits.

Joseph Compton, 60 years of age, was 
walking on the C. P. R. track between 
Fairville and South Bay, Monday after­
noon, when a freight special came along. 
He stepped off the track to allow the train 
to pass, but a protruding stick on one of 
the cars struck him and killed him. •'

Bishop Phillips Brooks, of Massachu­
setts, died at his residence, Boston, on 
Monday morning, of heart-failure. He 
was one of the most eminent preachers 
and philanthropists of the day and cared 
much more for the essential teachings 
of Christ, than for church dogmas and 
formalities.

Constable Rankin, of the police force of 
Chatham’ Ont., was shot and killed by a 
negro named Freeman, near that city on 
Wednesday night while tryinc to arrest 
him for insulting a white girl. A band 
of enraged citizens have started for the 
scene of the murder and there is talk of 
lynching Freeman.

Gladstone caused a cabinet council to 
be called to consider the Egyptian crisis. 
When the cabinet adjourned it was to re­
assemble at four o’clock p. m. The pro­
longed session of the cabinet is understood 
to be due to a difference of opinion aa to 
the necessity of reinforcing the British 
army of occupation in Egypt.

M. Franquestille • has finished the ex­
amination of 18 persons connected with 
the Panama scandals at Paris. He has de­
cided that Ferdinand DeLessepe, Charles 
DeLesseps, Henry Cottu, Marius Fontaine, 
ex-Deputy Sans Leroy, ex-Deputy Gobron.
M. Arton and M. Blondin are culpable. 
His decision as to the other ten is not yet 
known.

Rev. David Crandall, a well-known Bap­
tist minister, is dead. “ Father ” Crandall, 
as he was known, had a large circle of ac­
quaintances throughout the Province, 
who will hear of his death with sincere 
regret. He was a son .of Rev. Joseph 
Crandall, who assumed charge of the Sack- 
ville Baptist church at the beginning of 
this century.

The Boston National Benefit order an 
endowment order, was temporarily en­
joined from doing business by the supreme 
court The concern has been in business 
about three years, and is of the six years’ 
term class. The contingent liabilities are 
about $150,000 and assets $10,000. The 
ground for the injunction is alleged insol­
vency of the concern.

About three years ago a young man 
named Napoleon Gallant of Coal Branch, 
Kent County., left for the states, and ob­
tained employment as brakeman off the 
New York and New England road. A 
short time ago he was crushed between 
two tare, having his legs smashed and 
rendering him a cripple. He sued the 
company for $4,000, which was won.

H. G. C. Ketchum of ship railway fame 
has arrived from New York. A private 
letter from Mr. Bateson in London to a 
gentleman in Amherst, says that a meet­
ing of the directors and stockholders of 
the Chignecto Marine railway had taken 
place in London, and he was quite con­
fident that the work on the road would 
be resumed at an early date in the spring.

The Victoria county-council 1)|e iny6es- 
sion at Andover this week. -Councillor 
Wilson returned home on Thursday even­
ing. He reports that the county is now 
in a good condition financially. A large 
number of liquor licenses were granted 
this year, which added very much to the 
county funds. Councillor Petterson, whose 
election was protested, was confirmed in 
his seat.

A sad fatality by fire occurred at Petti- 
codiac Wednesday. While Mrs. J. Faw­
cett was out the house in which she lived 
took fire in some way, and her little three 
year old boy, whom she had left behind 
in the building, perished in the flames. 
The fire had made such headway before 
being discovered that it was impossible to 
recover the body of the child until after 
the house had burned down.

A well to do farmer of Queens county,
N. S., died and left his estate to his son, 
John, disinheriting another son, Patrick. 
John was already well off and Pat was 
poor. The injustice of the father drove 
Pat insane and his one cry was, “ I’ll 
break that will. ” Pat’s ravings so prey­
ed upon John, who feared that be-’would 
lose the bequest, that he too lost his reason 
Both were sent to the same lunatic assy- 
lam.

Edward Hovey, a young man about 21 
years of age, son of the late Dr. Hovey. 
of Centreville, Carleton county, was scald­
ed to death at Ketchem’s mills, Ashland, 
Me., on Thursday last. He was stooping 
down in front of the furnace when one 
of the couplings of the boiler injector flew 
out and a stream of boiling water and 
steam struck him down, scalding him all 
about the head, shoulders and body. He

AS BEFORE,

The Auditor’s Report will net Bear In­
vestigation.

A glance over the auditor’s report, show­
ing the standing of the different parishes of 
this county for the year, reveals many 
things that the majority of rate payers are 
not familiar with. The report is like its 
predecessor of last year incorrect; but it 
must be taken as it reads. Beginning with 
page twenty-six there is an error in the re­
turns of bÿe toad commissioners. There is 
also an error on page forty-seven. Passing 
by page sixty-four which is noted in the 
“ errata ” on last page we turn to seventy- 
nine. Here there is a mistake of $6.00 which 
is carried through pages eighty, eighty-one 
and eighty-two. The total from eighty-two 
which is incorrect, has been placed on page 
eighty-three, school warrants, making an 
error in total payments to end of fiscal year. 
This item is then carried into an account 
on page 100 making that incorrect as well. 
On page 103 the same figures occur in the 
total payments, showing a continued mis­
take. On 107 James Scott’s rates for Dum­
fries for ’92 and ’91, make a showing of 
$693.54; on page 119, this total takes the 
form of $695.53, or a gain to the parish of 
Dumfries of $1.99. Here is one account, add 
it for yourselves :

If this is looked into carefully it will show 

instead of a balance in the hands of the col­
lector of $9.50, that he owes the county or 
parish $31.50.

The balance on hand as stated on page 
103 does not put the case fairly. On page 
102 under receipts there is a charge of $6.00. 
The amount paid in by the city for this 
year for administration of justice, an 
amount of $803.00, is also included. This 
latter amount belongs to next years returns. 
Substracting'these amounts from the $2,524.- 
01, as reported on hand, the actual showing 
is a balance on hand of $1,029.46, instead of 
$2,524,01 as reported. It is time a change 
was made in the system of appointing a 
public accounts committee who in a few 
minutes look over the accounts and pass 
them when they have not time to go into 
particulars.

Councillors for several parishes have been 
endeavoring to do the work of the legisla­
ture instead of attending to their own, and 
as a consequence find their parishes heavily 
in debt. Leaving out the parishes which 
have a credit or Stnall debt we find that at 
the end of the fiscal year the debt was as 
follows : Bright, $585.73 ; Canterbury, $801.- 
68 ; Kingsclear, $217.18 ; Prince William, 
$289.00 ; Queensbury, 5$155.30 ; Southamp­
ton, $822.09 ; and Stanley, $694.39. South­
ampton under the kindness of coun. Fin­
der and Canterbury under coun. Lawson, 
appear to have gone into business whole­
sale. The total indebtedness is $4,000. It 
will be said by some of the councillors that 
the delinquents in the different parishes 
will about make this up ; but it must be 
borne in mind that most of the delinquents 
are of seven years standing and some of 
them are thirteen years dead so that there 
is small possibility of their liquidating the 
debt.

A scheme is on foot and unless the rate­
payers return a different set of men at next 
election for councillors, will be carried 
through, to the effect that the county, in­
stead of as at present allowing each parish 
to provide for its own poor, will be taxed as 
a whole for the maintenance of a poorhouse. 
The aid of the Gleaner has been invoked to 
help saddle this debt upon the various 
parishes. It will benefit certain parishes as 
it will lessen their poor account, but others 
will have to pay the difference. Couns. 
8. Inch, Finder, McNally and Fullerton, 
while having many arguments to produce 
respecting even the appearance of direct 
taxation in provincial affairs will no doubt 
tell their constituents that owing to their 
manipulation of the county funds, they 
must ask every ratepayer in their district to 
pay thirty cents of a direct tax on every 
dollar they pay in as taxes, or suppose the 
$10, they will ask for $13 instead. Mr. Fin­
der, it appears, is to leave his successor who­
ever he may be to saddle the burden and 
the others mentioned should adopt the 
same plan.

There is another matter of some import­
ance respecting the way the affairs of the 
county have been conducted during the 
year and the manner in which the balance 
sheet has been struck which will haye to be 
held till next issue.

FARMERS* CONVENTION.

Animal Session Ot Farmers an* Dairy­
men of the Province.

The annual meeting of the formers’ and 
dairymen’s association of New Brunswick 
was called to order by the president, W. J. 
Owens, of Tracey Mills, Carleton county, in 
the city council chamber here, at three 
o’clock on Wednesday afternoon. Seventy- 
five persons enrolled themselves as members. 
Besides these there has been a large number 
of visitors in attendance, who have been 
following the discussions on the various 
subjects with much interest.

The President's Address.
The president, Mr. Owens, opened his 

address with an expression of gratitude to 
Providence for the blessings bestowed upon 
the farmers’ labors during the past year, re­
ferring particularly to the bountiful harvest 
given them. Each of the passing years, he 
said, had added to their fond of knowledge 
respecting soils, crops and the best method 
to be pursued in their work, and he hoped 
that the past year had not been an exception 
to any of its predecessors. They had en­
tered upon the 17th year of their existence 
as an organization, hopeful, he trusted, for 
the future of the farming and dairying in­
dustries of the province. Russia, he 
thought, was the Only country in the world 
from which statistics had been received 
where the crops were not up to the average 
last season. One thing, he said, that he was 
grateful to note was that the returns for 
1892 showed that our trade with Great 
Britain had increased rapidly, while that 
with the United States had as rapidly fallen 
off. This he attributed to the McKinley 
legislation, and the consequent impulse 
given our people to cultivate the central 
market of Britain. It was an instance of 
intended evil producing lasting good. We 
would, not unlearn, of course, all the good 
that MeKinleyism had taught us ; but this 
would be a very opportune time for our 
government to step in and encourage the 
continuance of British trade by making it 
easy for us to buy from her. He referred to 
Canada’s large wheat crop of the past year 
and the ready market for it in England. 
The future of the Northwest as the great 
wheat belt of the dominion was certainly 
assured, producing, as it did, three times the 
quantity needed for home consumption. 
The provinces of Ontario and Quebec — the 
centre of the dairy interests of thecountry — 
were making rapid advancement both in the 
quantity and quality of their products, the 
output of both butter and cheese steadily 
increasing each year. In our own province 
we made no specialty of any particular 
branch of agriculture, the soil beingadapted 
to all the varied classes of crops. Hebelieved 
that their energies should be exerted more 
in one line than in mixed farming ; dairy­
ing and the by-products of the dairy, he 
considered, would be the future source of 
profit to the farmers of New Brunswick. 
He referred in terms of appreciation to the 
assistance and encouragement given to the 
dairying interests by the dominion and 
provincial governments, and thought that 
the gentlemen employed by the

Provincial Government
last year had succeeded in awakening an in­
terest in the subject amongst our formers, 
which would result in much benefit to the 
farmers themselves and the province at 
large. As farmers they should work togeth­
er, and, not be governed by selfish motives, 
aim for the good of all and by co-operation 
with our government, help to encourage and 
stimulate the dairy interests of the province. 
We have the climate, pasturage and the 
water; who says we have not the intelli­
gence and pluck? When we consider the 
progress that has been made in agriculture 
in New Brunswick during the past few years 
and the adaptability of our soil and climate 
to the various kinds of cereals and to the 
successful pursuit of the dairy industry, 
surely the young men of. our province have 
no need to turn their eyes and thoughts to­
wards the west, for right here were to be 
found the conditions of success in agricul­
tural pursuits. Much as has been done by 
the dominion and provincial governments 
towards stimulating the dairying industry 
in New Brunswick, more should be done, 
and he hoped the formers would not be 
disappointed in their expectations in this 
respect and that, if they were permitted to 
meet again a year hence, they could look 
back and discern marked improvement. He 
trusted that this year the influence of the 
association would continue to widen and 
that more of our farmers would see that 
it was to their interests to identify them­
selves with the association, that each might 
learn and profit by the other’s experience.

Reporte.
At the close of the president’s address the 

vice-presidents, representing the different 
counties, were called upon for reports from 
their respective sections, and the following 
responded briefly : Abraham A1 ward, Kings 
county; H C McLean, Sunbury; Robert 
Lamb, Westmorland; H Emery, Carleton; 
Donald Innis, Victoria; John Barberie, 
Restigouche and August Legere, Kent.

Mr. Alward reported the dairying indus­
try progressive in Kings county, the crops 
of last season fair and the farmers in a 
fairly prosperous condition.

Mr. McLean reported the crops, on the 
whole, in Sunbury county last year up to 
the average, with the hay crop much better 
—nearly double that of former years. 
Much interest had been aroused in the 
dairying interests by the addresses and ex­
hibitions of butter and cheese making given 
at different points throughout the county 
by 8. L. Peters. At present there was only 
one cheese factory in operation in the 
county, viz., that at Sheffield. This was 
run for about five months in the year; 
using about one ton of milk per day. An 
extension of the business in the county 
would, he considered, pay decidedly.

Mr. Emery reported Carleton county 
crops last year up to the average, except the 
buckwheat crop.

Mr. Innis, for Victoria county, reported 
average crops in his section also. The dairy­
ing industry was not so prosperous as it 
should be. There was only one cheese 
factory in the county. This was established 
three years ago, and although operated in 
the most fertile district of the county, did 
not pay. Last season it was purchased by a 
new company and transplanted to the 
Danish Settlement in the back woods, where 
he considered the conditions not so favor­
able as in the former location. Notwith­
standing this, the factory was now being 
run successfully where it was a failure be­
fore. He attributed the reason to the fact 
that the people were only then led to take 
hold and co-operate in the work, and ex­
pressed the opinion that, had the same in­
terest been taken in the factory in its 
former location, it would have paid for bet­
ter. He hoped to be able to report far 
greater progression in a season or two.

Mr. Legere reported that Kent county last 
season was up to the average in the matter 
of crops with the exception of the hay crop. 
Several local dairying associations had been 
formed, and the interest of the farmers was 
beginning to be aroused in butter and cheese 
making.

Mr. Lamb reported the dairying industry 
not very progressive in the eastern portion 
of Westmorland county as yet. They had, 
however, last season commenced corn grow­
ing on a small scale, and he trusted that 
this branch of agriculture would receive 
more attention in the future.

Treasurer'» Report.
The secretary-treasurer, Thomas Peters, 

submitted his report, showing an income of 
$73.63 for the year and a balance on hand 
over and above the expenditures of $14.55. 
The report was referred to the finance com­
mittee.

Secretary's Report.
The corresponding secretary, W. W. Hub­

bard, submitted his annual report, review­
ing chiefly the progress of the dairying and 
farming industries as he had noted it on his 
tour through the province last summer in 
his capacity as a commissioner of the 
local government in the interest of the 
dairying industry. With Mr. Peters he 
had addressed some sixty-five meetings en­
deavoring to stimulate the dairying in­

dustry and to impart, if possible, some 
usefol instruction in butter and cheese 
making. He complimented very highly 
prof. Robertson for his very fruitful labors 
in this province in the interest of the dairy. 
In closing he referred to the rapidly in­
creasing correspondence and work of "his 
office, and suggested the necessity of the ap­
pointment of a person of more leisure and 
means, who could afford to give more of 
his time to the work.

Mi-; Htltibard WM tendered a vote of 
thanks.

Constitution.
Geo. E. Baxter presented the report of the 

bye-laws committee, which, with some 
slight amendments, wm adopted m follows :

1. This association shall be called the 
farmers’ and dairymen’s association of New 
Brunswick.

2. The object of the association is to as-
sist in the development of the agricultural 
resources of the province. «

3. Any person may become a member 
of the association on the payment of a fee 
of $1, and all persons so joining shall con­
tinue to be members and shall pay an an­
nual fee of $1.

4. The officers of the association shall 
consist of a president, a first vice-president 
and a vice-president for each county in the 
province, a secretary-treasurer and a cor­
responding secretary, who shall constitute 
an executive committee to manage the af­
fairs of the association. The president, first 
vice-president, secretary-treMurer and cor­
responding secretary shall be elected at the 
annual meeting of the association by nomin­
ation and ballot, and the vice-presidents 
for the several counties shall be nominated 
by a committee appointed for the purpose 
by the president.

6. The annual meeting of the associa- 
tlon shall be held at Fredericton at such 
time m the executive may decide.

6. In addition to the holding of the an­
nual meeting of the association, the exe­
cutive may provide for holding institute 
meetings in different parts of the province.

7. The accounts of the association shall 
be audited by a finance committee to be ap­
pointed by the president at the first session 
of the association.

8. The above articles of constitution 
shall be altered or amended only at a 
general meeting of the association, notice of 
said amendment having been given at a 
previous meeting.

The remainder of the afternoon session 
wm occupied with brief reports from the 
delegates of some of the agricultural so­
cieties.

Capt. H. Montgomery Campbell and 
Messrs. Henry Wilmot and H. A. Trueman 
were appointed a finance.committee, and 
shortly afterwards presented a report veri­
fying the secretary-treMurer’s account.

Wednesday Evening.
The evening session wm devoted to the 

discussion of the subject of “ Agricultural 
Education." Papers by Howard Trueman, 
Point deBute ; George E. Baxter, Perth, and 
George Trueman were read, and speeches 
were made .Mr. Hubbard, Prof. Inch, Prin 
cipal Mullin and others. The founding of 
an agricultural college was favored by some 
of the speakers.

Thursday.
A great part of this morning’s session wm 

occupied with an exhibition of the practical 
working of the Laval cream separator pur­
chased by the local government iMt year 
and placed in the Kingsclear creamery, and 
of the Babcock milk tester, and a practical 
illustration of butter making by S. L. Peters. 
The cream separator wm operated by Mr. 
Estey, of Kingsclear, and W. W. Hubbard 
the latter giving a very clear explanation of 
the process. The capacity of this separator 
is 260 pounds of milk per hour, or about 
thirteen pails. J. W. Hartt, superintendent 
of the Sussex experimental station, worked 
the Babcock milk tester to the complete 
satisfaction of the convention. The butter 
making wm done by S. L. Peters, who made 
a valuable address on the subject. He gave 
the following hints : The temperature of 
cream should not be lower than 61)—that 
perhaps wm a little low for quick work, 
but not so for good work. It is not a good 
practice to add coloring in the process of 
churning. That should be done before 
churning. There is no harm at any seMon 
of the year to use sufficient matter to make 
butter a June color, but nothing more 
should at any time be attempted. The 
great secret of success in butter making wm 
to get a full product from the cream, which 
wm very rarely done. This wm largely the 
reason for the complaints that butter mak­
ing did not pay. The churn should not be 
more than from one to two-thirds full of 
cream. In the WMhing process about the 
same quantity of water should be used m 
the buttermilk drawn off. One WMhing is 
sufficient; too much WMhing takes away 
the delicate flavor and aroma which good 
butter should possess. Don’t hurry the 
process of solidifying butter; when soft 
water is used for this purpose, it should be m 
lo* m 45 in temperature. For the average 
customer from seven-eights to 1 ounce of 
salt per lb. should be used. The secret of 
preserving butter is to keep it from the air. 
Good butter should not contain more than 
twelve degrees of moisture ; it should be m 
near pure butter fat with additional mois­
ture m possible. While it could be made 
to keep a great length of time by proper 
attention, it wm never better than when 
about five days old.

Secretary of agriculture Inches, in a brief 
but very pleMing address, said there 
wm every disposition on his part m well as 
on the part of the government to meet the 
views of the association, and he proposed to 
take the sense of the meeting m to the pro­
priety of furnishing com seed to farmers 
again next spring.

Mr. Emery, of Carleton county, here re­
quested that, if the government sent out 
any seed in the spring, it be sent out in 
larger quantities. Three-quarters of the 
farmers would rather pay for what samples 
of seed they wanted than get half what they 
wanted for nothing.

On Friday several important sessions 
were held and some interesting papers read 
which must be held till next issue.

THE PARISH PROTESTS.

Coun. Lawson gets np too Early for 
Conn. Smith.

It will be remembered by those attending 
the late session of the county council, that 
a bill wm presented by coun. Lawson of 
Canterbury and that it wm passed by the 
board in short order without any investiga­
tion. The following respecting the bill has 
come to band : The trouble appears to be 
over the $131.34 which the county council 
voted to be paid to Lawson, and which 
Lawson claims went for supplies to paupers 
by order of the overseers of poor. Smith 
says Lawson agreed to have the bill 
referred to J. 8. Law of Canterbury Station 
(postmaster) and a man who has a reputa­
tion for honesty and straight dealing.

Overseer of Poor Scott, 'of Canterbury 
Station, wm in town during council session 
and says that the bill wm never referred to 
him during 1892, and that he knows nothing 
of it. J. Merrithew and G. I. Miller ap­
pointed by Lawson and Jamieson for 1890 
and 1891, say the bill is not correct and that 
the parish does not owe Lawson any of it.

Coun. Smith wished the bill left over 
until July for investigation but wm voted 
down by Finder, Scott, Inch, Cropley, etc., 
who were posted at the hotel to vote for pay­
ing the bill.

Canterbury people are puzzled to under­
stand how councillors for other parishes can 
vote to have their money paid against their 
wishes and the present and past overseers of 
poor ; and also when payment wm protested 
against by councillor Smith. Councillor 
Smith will find he doesn’t get up early 
enough for Lawson when any boodling is to 
be done. ________________

Harding of Maugerville, wm laid to rest at 
the lower St. Marys churchyard. A sermon 
wm preached at the house by rev. Mr. 
Howie, the services at the grave being con­
ducted by rev. Mr. Parkinson of Glbsofl.

On the 22nd, at NMhwaak village, John 
Weeks, one of the best known residents of 
the place, pMsed away. DeceMed was in 
his 84th year. He leaves a large circle of 
friends to mourn. He wm a very extensive 
and prosperous farmer. Rev. Mr. Williams 
conducted his funeral services on the Tues­
day following.

Much regret is expressed at Chipman 
Queens, over the untimely death of Andrew 
Harrington. Mr. Harrington, who was en­
gaged in lumbering, drove one of his teams 
in on Thursday night and wm putting the 
horses up. He wm blanketing a vicious 
mare, when she kicked him in the stomach.

Subscriptions both 
in England and in Canada will be readily 
forthcoming for this purpose, and the repre­
sentation of the bishop will be, m a work 
of art, one worthy of the subject and of the 
church. The memorial canonry will also 
be founded from the surplus and from any 
funds specially given to that purpose. It is 
understood that an English committee will 
be at once formed to co-operate with the 
committee in this diocese.—Sun.

NOTES ON WINTERING SHEEP.

In order to winter ewes successfully, it 
is necessary to have them in good con­
dition before coming into winter, quar­
ters ; and to accomplish this, it is well to 
wean the lambs early, say not later than 
from the first to the last of September, ac­
cording to age of lambs. I believe that 
an animal in good condition in the fell is 
half wintered.

As the sheep go into winter quarters, 
see toit that the sheds are roomy and 
well ventilated. Have wide doors, as 
sheep are very apt to crowd and jam in 
narrow doorways. Do not let them run 
in yard with other animals, and keep the 
rams away from them, as they get rough 
with the ewes during the winter.

Now, as to feeding in winter when the 
ground is covered with snow, thrifty 
ewes will do nicely on oat straw, with 
hay once or twice a day, as circumstances 
will admit ; but about a month before 
lambing time they require better feed ; 
say oat sheaves, carrots, turnips or hay 
cut fine and made damp, to which add a 
little bran and chopped grain, oats orl bar­
ley. By so doing they will have plenty 
of milk, and their lambs will be in aqx» 
itlonto grow and thrive.—Farmer’s Ad­
vocate,
