Conspicuous among the many features
of the reception of the Dake and Duchess
of Corawall and York in Halifax was the
military review. The historic Common,
which from time immemorial has been
the parade ground of Britain’s soldiers
and sailors was on Saturday the scene of
the most brilliant specta¢le in the memory
of this generation. There were assembled
the two armier of the Imperial service
and there too were the citizen soldiers of
the Proyinces by the sea. Great reviews
there. have often been in Halifax, but
never before have the Militia played such
a prominent part. Thap they acquitted
themselves creditably was the unanimous
testimony of Royalty and of the plain

King, those dec!arations of

people.

In front of the Roysl pavillion was His
Royal Highness, mounted upon a spleadid
white charger. Beside him was Lord
Minto in & general’s uniform and sur-
roanding them was a staff of brilliantly
uniformed officers. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
aad many of the first statesmen of Canada
were present and watched with pride the
movements of our soldiers. There too
were six thousand of the school children
of Halifax, who by their patriotic singing,
flag-waying, cheering and general enthus-
insm evidenced that in the days to come
the armies of the Empire will be upheld
by stout hearts and willing hands. And
last but by far not least was the great
cheering and wildly enthusiastic populace
—30,000 of them—at once eager to do
honor to the King’s son and his charming
wife and to cheer the soldieis oo parade.

It was indeed a grand sight. It was

The ““ march past ” was led by the Blue
jackets of the fleet some two thousand
men being in line. The Royal Marine
Artillery from the fleet followed. Both
contingents from the ships were greeted
with hearty applause, which the thorough-
ly deserved.

Sypxey, Oct. 20.—The business ceatre
of Sydney was swept by fire on Saturday
afternoon and of two whole blocks onl
one building is left standing. - It is esti-
mated that property to the value of half a
million dollars was destroyed, whilo sev-
eral families are homeless and a number of
business men ruined. Yesterday morn-
ing Sydney was a happy town, with busi-
ness hustling along Charlotte street,
There was the roar and rush of traffic on
fho street. Today nothing remains bub
charred brick walls, tangled wires and
smoking ruins. Streets filled with debris
mark what is left of what once was the
busiest centre of the town. The conflag-
ration was the worst in the history of
Sydney. For nearly six hours it burned
fiercely and without ceasing, being check-
ed only by a downpour of rain and the
concentrated work of the firemen, . The
fire started in Gordon & Keith’s farni-
ture store, on Charlotte 8t., and was
caused by the overturning of an oil lamp
used for melting glue, A fierce gale was
blowing from the westward which fanned
the flames into a furious fire and with the
. limited supply of water it was impossible
to get the fire under control. The total
loes istimated at over half a million, with
$240,000 insurance. McDonald, Handra-
han & Co. are the heaviest losers, their
loss being $15,000 with no insurance.
