London; Feb. - 21—“Successful
enterprises were carried out by
our troops last night on different
points along our front,” says to-
night’s official .report from Bri-
tish headquarters in France.
“On the Somme front' we seized
a section of the enemy’s trenches
north of Gueudecourt, and took
21  prisoners. - *“The enemy’s
trenches south of “Armentieres
were entered by us on a front of
some ‘650 yards. Our troops
penetrated decply into - the
enemy’s position, inflicted many
casualties and captured 44 pris-
oners,  “We also raided enemy’s
lines southeast of Ypres on a
front of 500 yards and reached
his support line. Many Ger-
mans were killed and several
dugouts and mine shafts were
destroyed. =Great damage was
done the -enemy’s defenses. One
hundred and  fourteen: prisoners
weré - captured, including one
officer and four mackiipe guns
were brought back. In all these
enterprises’ our casualties were
slight: The total ~namber -of
prisonérs taken in "'the last
twenty-four - hours ”“was 184;
“Our artillery was active during
the day north of the Somme and
at & number of points - hetween
Armentieres and Ypres.”
