THE NEW DOWER ACT.

An dct to alter the practice of the Law in actions
of Dower in Upper Canada.

WHEREAS it is expedient and necessary to al-
ter the practice of the Law for the recovery of
Dower, and to gjve & more easy and less expen<
sive remedy for the recovery thereof than new
exists in Upper Canada:—Be it therefore eii-
acted, &e.

And it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That (rom and &fter the passing of this
Act, the sction of Dower at Law, shall be com,
menced by filing a declaration or plaint in the
form heretofore ueed, and in the office of the
Clerks of the Crown or Common Pleas, or of
any Deputy Clerk of the Crown or Pleas, in any
County where the action is brought: Previded
always, That any action of Dower shall be
brought in the County or United Counties where-
in the lands of tenements of which Dower iy

Dest !

Prom these strictures the reader must sot sup-
pose that there were mé good animals exhib:ted
at Goderich on Friday last. Thete were a few
excellent animale of different kinds, and especial-
ly of the horse class. Some of the brood Mares
and some of the hwo gear olds were even superi-
or. There were also some good specimens of
Sheep—some exeellent Pigs, and two or three
very fine Cows and Heifers, but certainly the
number was very smell in a loeality famed as
the meighborhood of Goderich is for fertility ot
soil and salubrity of climate. The indoor show
was much better then the shew of amimals, and
reflected eredit on the thrifty housewife, and the
dairymaid. There were alse some very geod
.lll)\pltl of spring wheat, oats and pease shewn;
and, wjtogether, the show of grain and domestie
menufactures was perhape net imferior to the
average of former yeare. Weo must not omit to
mention that two or three very handsome and
substantial waggons were exhibited on the Mar-
ket Square, and although we believe this is the
first eompetition of mechanical okill that has
taken place under the patrenage of the Society,
we eertalaly thiok that our tradesmen have no
cause (o be ashamed of thelr first effort at public
competition. A new Reaping Machine lately
purehased from the United States by Mr. Blake,
farmer, in Gederich Township, was ales drawa
round the Market Square and atiracted much at-
tentien. Thie ls ene of those modern laventions
caleulated 1o leseen the dradgery of maneal laboer,
and coessequently. the interest involved im it is
general; but as Mr. Blake’s Machine was not
exactly in working order, we are unable to judge

ing at Homil they find on enquiry, that

Now, how does it come that the people will al-
low their Schools te be taught by inferior Teach-
ers? There are only two reasons for it. Either
the people do not care whether their childrea get
good education or mot, or they will not give o
selary that will insere the services of a competent
Teacher. 1 cansee no other reason,—the Trus-
tees (acting for the people) bave it in their pow-
er to engage the Teacher, and if they would of-
fer a eompetent salary, there is no doubt but they
would get & eompetent Teacher. But instead of
offering a fair remuneration for the laborious du-
ties of = good Teacher, they ask how little he
willtake? Yo that theleast? Aod screws him
dowa to the lowest point. By doing se, the su-
perior Teacher gets disgusted, and goesinto
some other b ; but the inferior Teacher
takes the inferior salary, gives his inferior servi-
ces,—Xkeeps the rising generation inferior all their
lives, and of course, cloggs the next,—all this is
done by the infevior Teacher. lnferior they
must be, for where you find a School Seetion
blesssd with a good Teacher, you will likewise
fiad the Trustees %0 be superior, sound, intelli-
gent wes ; they offer a fair salary, and have al-
ways a good Teacher.

For the information of your readers, I
wventare upon the description of some phe-
nomens, which were witnessed i this par-

feh and neighdorhood.

The first phenomenon T shall sllude to

waa that of a shower of hail, ss large as
marbles, and many of them the sige of wal-
pute. Thig storm happened on the day
following St. Swithin, on Tuesday, the 16th
inet,
wagons, for upwarde of an hour" without
ceesing, in'an easterly direction, Some
thought it arose from thunder, others from
the violent grief and anger of 8t. Swithin,
who wept for more than an hour, shedding
fmmense tears of hail, as large as walouts,
breaking and smashing the gresn and hot-
house frames at Fineshada Abbey, at Lax-
tan Hall, and at Tizover House, ke., &e.,
and doing immense mischief to the erope of
grain. Afer & little pacifieation, of his
anger, he apggared more appeased during
Wednesday and Thureday, but on Friday
he again became eo fretful and irritable that
to moleet our poor washerwomen, he shed
forth a great shower of black rain. This
feoll about three or four o'clock, rendering

uite black their clothes on the hedges and
thoee spread on the grane to dry ; aleo ren-
dering their water csuglit in their tubs and
vessels from the Church leads, and from
their slated and tiled houses, almost the
eolour of ink.

The above are the phenhmena myeelf and
parishio witnessed, unlike to anything
we had ever seen before ; for the black
shower I described es falling in thie parish
last year did not blacken the water nor cre.
ate & black lead froth at top in the tubs as
thie last did ; but on!y left behind black
particles, hard in substance, about. the size
of gunpowder. The black shower that fell
last Friday came down from one -particlar
cloud, for the rain in the morning was per-
feotly clear and fit for washing purposes ;
bat the rain that fell between three and
four o'clock was perfectly black, and caunsed
a black.lead froth at the top of my tub, so
that [ myself collected three or four bowls
therafrom of such froth. ‘Three dave after
twoboys loading my wagons with clover
were rendered as black as chimney sweep
ere from the black sediment the rain
had left thereon ; my shepherd's inexpres-
sibles, up to the knees, were rendered of
the like colour after shepherding his sheep,
on that it appeare the shower was not con-

fined to the parish.

At £4 an onnee, this
would amount to £376,320, [t ia poassible
that they may have exaggerated their re-
sources in thie respect, but the fact is pre-
sented on Mormon authority, 1 wae shown
at Liverpool some of the gold eoinage of
their new state of Doseret, The five-dol.
lar pieces are of pure California gold, with-
out alloy, and somewhat emaller, bot much
heavier, than a sovereign. The reverse
bears the ineeription ‘ Holiness to the
Lord,’ surmounting the eye of Jehovah, and
a cap somewhat like a mitre, both very
rudely exacuted. The obverse bears two
handa joined, and the worda ¢ Five dollare.’
The hformonn have established a perpetual

emigration fund, the nature and ohjecte of
which are stated in an epistle from the pre-
went head of the ehurch, the enccossor of
Joseph Smith, to their emigation agent in
Liverpool. The following particulars res-
ting the route of the emigrante after
their arrival at New Orleans will eonclude
this part of the eubject. After remaining
a fow days in New Orleans, the emigrants
start in companies, esometimes of two or
three hundred or more, to 8t. Louis, by
steamboat an the Mississippi. Thedistance
is 1,300 miles.
