‘Time is a measured portion of infinite 
duration.* A measured portion between 
the immeasurable pent and future. For 
measuring this portion we may adept 
any standard we please. It has been 
found most convenient to use the time 
rotation of the earth on its axis as the 
standard of reference in all cases. Let a 
telescope be pointed to a star, and then 
clamped in position, and the time noted 
when the star crosses a wire in the cen­
tre of the field ; the interyal occupied by 
the earth rotating upon its axil, before 
the same star again crosses the wire, is 
called a aiderial day, and is divided in­
to twenty-four hours. This is the as­
tronomical standard. For civil purposes 
it is more convenient to use solar time. 
But the tun is not a fixed point in the 
neavens ; he travels round the entire 
circle of 360 degrees in 366 days, or very 
nearly one degree in every day, and as 
one1 degree is equal tojfour monthe.it will 
take the earth four minutes to overtake 
the sun after it has passed the star in 
aiderial time. This is known as appar­
ent solar time. But, from causes which 
1 must not now stop to explain, the mo­
tion of the sun

IS NOT UNIFORM.
The elements of the irregularity have 
baen grouped together, and tables pre­
pared which are known as ‘the equation 
of time.’ The time given by these 
tables is sometimes added to and some­
times taken from, apparent solar time, 
and wo then get the ‘mean solar time,' 
by which our day is regulated. A 
meridian may be defined as an imaginary 
line passing through troth the celestial 
poles, the zenith and the nadir ; the 
plane of this great circle must therefore 
pass through the observer's place and the 
earth s centre. From this it is manifest 
thrt every place on the earth must have 
its own meridian, and it is noon by ap­
parent solar time when the sun crosses 
the medium of that place. The earth 
rotates from west to east, and conse­
quently the meridian of Montreal will 
pass beneath the sun about half an hour 
earlier than the meridian of Toronto, 
while places west of Toronto will be later 
in the same pron iruun. Hence we have 
been accustomed to speak of ‘Montreal 
time,’ ‘Toronto’ and ‘Chicago time.’

finish, not by what they simp|y prop0Be„ to adopt the me»n solar 

time of the 75th meridian for general 
use in all places lying between 67à de­
grees and 82$ degrees of west longitude, 
and thus avoid the confusion arising 
from ?the use of the meiidian lines of 
different places. The central meridian 
line of this district, ». e., the 76th, 
crosses the St. Lawrence a few miles 
west, of Cornwall, and passes northward 
east of Ottawa. On this line the new 
standard will make no change ; to the 
east of . this line, noon will be given a 
little earlier, and west of the lino later 
than the general local time.

It will make almost no sensible differ­
ence to our social life, while it will great­
ly facilitate our movements in travelling 
and in many other ways.

It is 
not probable that the question was ever 
raised before ; but anticipating enquires 
it may be as well to give the subject a lit­
tle thought—aa little as possible. Deep­
er research might reveal a more proba­
ble origin for the term, but hasty con­
sideration leads to the belief that the ex 
clamation of mingled surprise and re­
gret which breaks forth from the skater, 
who sits down on the ice with more and- 
dennees than grace, is wholy responsible 
for the strange combination. In these 
days of ‘Acme’ and other patent akatea, 
when the work of fastening straps is no 
longer necessary, because the straps no 
longer exist, the pastime of skating is 
not as attractive to the average young 
man—or young woman—as it waa in 
former years. In the good old time the 
attentive escort would patiently wrestle 
with the straps belonging to the lady’s 
skate, and try to bind up her foot after 
the manner of the Chinese parent until 
the ice on which ho knelt would melt 
with sympathy to such intense devotion. 
In truth the young men on those occas­
ions were strapping fellows in more than 
one respect, but, alas, with the intro­
duction of the patent skate inch oppor­
tunities for the display of gallantry and 
small feet have passed away.

There is no exercise in which grace of 
movement or figure can be better 
displayed than in skating. Fancy skat­
ers especially have the power to com­
mand the admiration of spectators, and a 
favorite feat of the skilled skater is to 
cut on the ice all the figures from one to 
nine. Inexperienced skaters, who for 
the first time have climbed on a pair of 
skates have been known to succeed in 
cutting a figure on the ice. Of course 
the figure was their own and without 
rising to uncertain they have generally 
f jit at the time that it was a cipher. But 
then the pleasure derived from skating 
is so great that occasional tumbles are 
thought very little of, and instances 
could be related where persons who in 
falling attempted to take a ‘header’ 
through the ice did not give the toss or 
anything else a thought for many mom 
enta afterwards. But when they manage 
to struggle to their feet again they feel 
like a man who awakoa after a little dis­
sipation on the night previous.

Skating Carnivals are, and always 
have been, very popular in Canada. The 
fancy eostumes which are worn on such 
occasions are provocative of a good deal 
of innocent amusement. Occasionally 
skater will attend a carnival ditguised in 
liquor, but such persons are always im­
mediately recognized. There are others 
who find it necessary to go disguised as 
gentlemen but where this attempt 
made the representation it seldom 
complete one.

Loat Cake. —One cup of bvtter, one 

cup of sugar, four eggs, two cups of 
Hour, one teaapoonful of cream of tar­
tar, and one-half teaapoonful of soda dis­
solved in one-third of a cupful of sweet 
milk. Sift the cream of-tartar with the 
flour. Flavor with nutmeg. Currant» 
or raisins may be sdded if liked.

Dried Apple Cake.—Two teacupfuls 
of dried apples, soaked over night and 
chopped fine ; itew them in two cupfuls 
of molasses (or sirup) until well cooked.

HU83N COUNTY COUNCIL.

THE TOWS POOR.
To one who takes an interest in the 

study of toman nature, a night with the 
town council when the question of poor 
relief comet up is well worth the spend­
ing. The toero councillor is not suppos­
ed to be mere unfeeling than the average 
mortal, but it looks as if a familiarity 
with the caseeyf poverty with which he 
has to deal breeds in him » callousness, 
more seeming perhaps than real, which 
ordinary men do not often display. On 
Wednesday the cases of those subsisting 
on town charity came up before the 
council. The town fathers on the whole 
were hilarious. It was a topic full of 
fun, mingled with a bit cf pathos here 
and there. How the jokes flew! What 
sly drives at the failings and other char­
acteristics of the town wards. Here a 
little reminiscence occurred to a council­
lor, and there a spicy bit of gossip v 
repeated. How the guardians of the town 
purse chuckled over this little story, and 
how serious their faces grew over that 
touching statement of real need. After 
all, the deeds of the councillors were 
more charitable than their words —their 
confession of faith did not reach aa high 
a standard as their practice.

There was one fact brought out which 
is worth special mention. It seems that 
some old women have been receiving re­
gular donations of flour and wood from 
the town, who have been assisting in the 
support of lazy relatives—young men 
who blacken the brick walls of the cor­
ner building leading to the post office, 
as they loll against it, squirting to­
bacco juice. One of these cases was 
boldly taken in hand by the council, and 
the bummers will have to henceforth 
support themselves and their aged house­
keepers.

There is much poverty among certain 
classes in Goderich. Drink has had a 
good deal to do with it in many instances, 
while other cases are most deserving of 
pity and substantial aid. There is a try­
ing winter ahead of the poor, and many 
Of them are aged widows. Some of those 
supported by Goderich charity have been 
sent here by other municipalities. We 
are mure than ever convinced of the 
need of a county poor-house.

Winoham is doggedly Working at the 
railway question. Not long ago a depu 
talion headed by George McKibbon, 
Esq., mayor, went to Toronto 
.in the interests of the extension of the 
T. G. A. 11 branch of the C. V. R. to 
Wingham. Mr. MsKibbon reports very 
encouragin'; prospects for the extension 
of this r aU to Winghain, the represen­
tatives of the company having agreed to 
equip ar.d run the road if \\ ingham and 
the mnnieipiahties interested purchase 
the right of way and grade the 4J or 6 
miles that will be necessary. It is un­
derstood that immediate steps will be 
taken to carry out this scheme to com­
pletion. In such a case, the line should 
be continued to Goderich.

At last the more decent Conservative 
journals are rebuking the Mail tor its 
coarseness. The Strathroy Despatch 
openly tells that sheet that the respecta­
ble Tories of the section would be much 
obliged if this “Bull-pup" and “Slug­
ger" business were omitted from any 
references the Mail may have to make 
in regard to West Middlesex. The 
Despatch adds:—“We regret to add 
further that in our opinion that papier 
has not always sufficiently regarded the 
rules of propriety and prudence in its 
choice of language. The extract above 
quoted betrays a vulgar taste, and is, 
moreover, utterly inapt. * » * It
does not strengthen the Conservative 
cause in the slightest to be continually 
associating with the wfimes of Ministers 
the nicknames of the ‘Bull-pup’ and the 
‘Slugger. ’ On the contrary, it is nau 
seating to every lover of propriety and 
good English.” Those vulgar exprès 
alone, like Roe’s blasphemy, are making 
votes for the Reform piarty.

As an authority on temperance, Judge 
Hughes must go.

I am happy te inform you that 
the commissioners appointed at the last 
meeting of the council to enforce the re­
pairs at Blyth and Wiogham.were relier 
ed from performing a diagreeable duty 
by the reeves mutually agreeing to carry 
out the necessary repairs, whicn, I be 
lieve, have been completed.

The report of the Inspector Asylums 
was submitted and referred to the Jail 
and Court House committee.

REPORT or COMMISSION ES MASON.
Gentlemen—I haze the honor to re­

port as follows : In accordance with in­
structions received at last meeting of 
Council, the Warden and myself had the 
plana taken out for the new bridge at 
Sumer’s near Yarns,,and called for tend­
ers and accepted the tender of William 
Lament for the sum of $816, to build the 
said bridge 96 feet long, with two spans 
of 43, with good rock elm abutments 
filled -with stone. The centre is suppert- 
ed with a double bent faced with 3 inch 
rock elm plank, well bolted to each 
bearing. The old timbers were all used 
in building breakwaters on the new ap-

Çroaches. We sold the old iron fur $10.
let the tenders fur approaches and 

breakwater on each side, also fencing and 
gravelling the approaches, for the sum of 
$300, to John Macunn. The whole is 
first-class job, for which I must give the 
contractor credit. Plans were also got 
for Holmesville bride and tenders called, 
for which we received five. We accept 
ed the tender of Mr. Harbottle for the 
sum of $2,190, as ho was highly recom 
mended as a practical bridge builder. 1 
am sorry to say that he did not puah the 
work as fast as he might have don* 
went several times to see how he was 
getting along, and tried to encourage him 
to puah the work along. The water 
waa low and a good time for building. I 
had to go from home for a week,and left 
the work in charge ef the reevea of Clin­
ton until I would come back. When 1 
returned I was told that Harbottle had 
given up the work for thia fall. This 
waa about the beginning of October, 
at ones notified the clerk to call the War­
den’! committee to see what was beat to 
d Mr. Harbottle was at the meeting 
a-i would not give satisfaction aa to 
co. «'ting the bridge until next year. 
Mr. i x, who waa the next lowest ten 

r, s eed to take it off his hands and 
b ild c bridge this fall. Mr. Harbottle 
d ’ indud $460 from Mr. Box for work 
wl..oh ho had done,which Mr. Box would 
not give i he considered it too much. 
There , io part of the bridge built. 
Most of ,e timber was got out and part 
of it framed, and is still in the posses­
ses of Mr. Harris, from whom it was 
bougl The time for completing this 
bridge as up on or before the first of 
Novum oer, 1883. It was then too late 
in the season to do anything. I would 
propose to shorten the time for complet­
ing the bridge to say the first of Septem­
ber, 1834. I will now leave it in your 
hands to decide what is best to be done.
I have had the Bayfield bridge tightened 
as the*centre pier was very much under­
mined, owing to being built on an island 
which is continually washing away. I 
had some plank put down to n solid 
foundation and bolted to the upper tim­
bers, which will prevent the stone from 
coining out. I would recommend that 
some spiles be put in about 30 ft. of the 
island, which would prevent the washing 
away. I also had the Summer Hill 
bridge tightened, u'i 1 smile repairs done 
to the Boundary bridge between Mom» 
and McKillop, at a Cost of $37. This 
bridge is 30 ft long. I had considerable

structure is perfectly safe as lung at the 
abutments stand, but they are very much 
decayed- In respect to the bridge at 
Clinton, I had new stringers put in, 
which ia 90 ft. long, built on bends about 
30 ft high. In my «pinion this part of 
the bridge might be filled up with earth, 
as the other part is 110 ft long, built on 
good atone abutments, which is quite 
sufficient to allow all the wa_(*r to pass 
through ; it has high bank's on south 
•ids. The bridge known aa Rothwsll’s, 
across Bayfield river, will have (o be re­
built or dune'away with. I de not think 
there is a great amount of travel over 
the same. However,I will leave this for 
the council to decid* The Warden and 
I called for tenders to build the stone 
abutments at Grieve’* bridge, north of 
Seaferth. We accepted the tender of 
Joseph Nagle, for the sum of $3,962, to 
be completed by Sept 1st, 188A The 
abutments will ho about 24 ft high,with 
20 ft. face and 19 ft wings, 6 ft in bot­
tom and 4 ft top.

On Wednesday night and Thursday a 
stiff south-westerly gale prevailed Which 
washed the wreck ashore. In the after­
noon the body of Frank Bikenhfirst/ the 
second engineer, of St Louis, Mo., wa* 
washed up on the beach near the station.! 
Hit legs were found to be broken, a-por­
tion of hit shoulder torn off, and he waa 
otherwise badly bruised. As hia rela­
tives could not be reached by wire, their 
address not bai.ig known, the body was 
accorded Christian burial in the .Kincar­
dine cemetery.

On Sunday the body of William Os­
goods, of Loraine, Ohio, was discovered 
on the beach, near where the explosion 
took place It was partly buried in the 
•and. He was not badly bruised, a few 
oiks being the only external math* 
His wife was wired, and a reply was re­
ceived from bis brother to forward the 
body to Windsor, whet* he would meet 
it. The report tnat he had a large sum 
of money in his possession at the time of 
the explosion is not credited by his em­
ployers as they had not paid him any 
large amount lately. '

On Monday the body of W illiam 
Styles, colored, of Detroit, was taken 
out of the water by John Guest, near 
the scene of the accident. A wound on 
the back of hia head was the only mark 
noticed.

On Tuesday the waters gave up the 
body of the fielored cook, name un­
known, in the same locality.

The second engineec’s burial will be 
defrayed out of the earnings due him by 
Odette A Wherry. The colored men 
had only been engaged the day preced­
ing the accident, and as the bodies were 
found within the corporation of Huron, 
that municipality will no doubt be called 
upon to bear the expense.

Mr. Ruseell presented the prisoner’s 
side of t|le «tory tu the jury with great 
dramatic power. He had, however, but 
poor ground to work on, as the defence 
could only mucter one witness, the evi­
dence of whom availed little to shake 
that of those for the crown, Mr. Rus­
sell spoke/oar houra, earnestly entreat­
ing the jury k> consider the ease dispas­
sionately and without bias.

The judge replied It would b# neither; 
but, he asked, where was the evidence 
of any act dune by Carey which iodaced 
ODi unell to think that Carey meant to 
shout him, and when the Inty had re­
tired Mr. RuMivan expressed a doubt as 
to whether the judge had not gîren a 
wrung directum to the leliids of the jury 
bv hie question. Judge Denman asked 
Mr. Sullivan if he could suggest where 
such evidence was ? When the jury re­
turned the seoond time they asked the 
judge the meaning of “taialict afore­
thought," which the judge carefully ex­
plained.

O'Donnell maintained n dogged silence 
and sentenee of death was [«send upon 
him amidst breathless silenct. The date 
of hia execution was fixed

FOR THE 17th INST.’
Tho prisoner now wanted to speak. 
The judge, hdwevar,ordered his removal, 
The police seized him, when O'Donneli 
held up his right hand, with his fingers 
extended, and shouted, “Three cheers 
for Old Ireland, Good-hye to the United 
States. To hell with the British and 
the British Crown. It's a plot made up 
by the Crown. ” The prisoner shouting, 
cursing, and struggling was then forcibly 
removed by the police amid the most 
fearful confusion. This action of O’Don­
nell caused the greatest excitement and 
surprise, as he had previously gained the 
sympathy of the audience by his good 
behavior.

AFTER THE SENTENCE.
On leaving the dock last night O'Don­

nell was guarded by a strong escort and 
walked with a firm, unhesitating step to 
the cell for condemned prisoners. He 
was intensely excited, but maintained an 
air of defiance and continued to anathe­
matize England and the English people 
and laws. To-day he conversed freely 
with tho warders and expressed no sur­
prise at the verdict, although lie confess­
ed the jury’s hesitation inspired him with 
the hope that he might escape the ex­
treme penalty, He still maintains that 
he is innocent of murder. All day O'­
Donnell displayed extreme indifference 
and bore a jaunty air. He does not 
seem to despair ot a respite, and says 
friends outside will move heaven and 
earth to obtain his release The prison­
er will probably remain in Newgate, 
where he will be hanged probably _ on 
December 17th. Ample precautions 
have been taken to prevent his rescue. 
Two warders remain with him day and 
night.

The Balanrr sf Trade.

When Sir Richard Cartwright was 
Minister \of Finance we heard a great 
deal about the country being impoverish­
ed liecause the balance of trade was 
against us, that is because our imports 
exceeded our exports. A similar state 
of affairs had existed in England for 
many years and that country was ceitain- 
ly not growing poorer. As the Petcr- 
boro Revie ic, a firm believer in Sir Leon­
ard Tilley, points out, there are other 
things to be taken into consideration 
than merely the gross amount of exports 
and imports, such as the natural increase 
in value of property in the country, the 
amount paid for transport to vessels 
owned in the country and the interest re­
ceived for loans outside the country. In 
dealing with the state of affairs in Sir 
Ricliatd Cartwright’s time his opponents 
did not take any of these things into 
consideration. They claimed that if they 
were on the treasury benches they would 
soon restore the balance of trade, that is, 
reduce the imports and increase the ex­
ports till they balanced. Let us see if 
they have done so.

In the year ending 30th June, 1878, 
the last year the Mackenzie Government 
was in power, the adverse balance was 
$13,658,000, while for the year ending 
30th June, 1883, the returns for which 
have recently been published, the bal­
ance against us was $33,987,000. Now 
if the county was going to the dogs in 
1878, when the balance against us was 
only thirteen and a half millions, what 
must be its condition in 1883 when the 
balance is nearly thirty-five millions I 
Perhaps Sir Leonard will be good enough 
to explain when Parliament meets.— 
[Brockville Recorder.

THE J. N. CARTER.
Mill Ashore-A Big Le»» le She Contracter» 

who Agreed te Take Her Off.

After the explosion of the Erie Belle, 
Messrs. N. & W. Dyment, owners of the 
Carter, let a contract to R. T. Walker 
and J ohn Gentles, to take off their vessel 
and deliver it at the Detroit dry dock. 
The Dominion Government were applied 
to for a permit to allow the employment 
of an American tug and consent was at 
once given. The powerful tug Champion 
of Detroit, arrived here on Friday. On 
Saturday morning the water was too 
rough to place a steam pump on board 
the Carter. On Sunday work was com­
menced and the pumps got to work about 
eleven o’clock. During the first half 
hour the water was lowered in the hold 
ten inches, but after that only about an 
inch an hour was gained by thé pumps. 
A pull was tried by the tug, but the 
nine-inch liawzer was altogether too 
light for the work, the tug being able to 
snap it without working to half its capa­
city. Work was stopped on Sunday 
evening and haa not sinco been renewed. 
The expense so far in connection with 
endeavoring to get the Carter off amounts 
to over 82,000. Whether the wrecking 
tug Champion- 'will be paid in full for 
what many holds to be simply toying 
with the work yet remains to be seen.

On Monday the deck of the Carter 
was discovered to be on fire. It was put 
out before the flames had gained jpuch 
headway. A portion of the forward deck 
and bulwarks were burned through. The 
tire originated from the furnace in con­
nection with the pump?, and must have 
been smouldering for many hours.— 
[Kincardine Reporter.

A. Macpheraon brought a telegram 
into the Reporter office, received by him 
from H. R. Stewart, at Inverhuron, 
which stated that a body, supposed to be 
that of Elliot Hunter, had been found at 
Fisherman'» Bay, about four miles north 
of Inverhuron. Mr. Higgina, a brother- 
in-law of the deceased, was informed,and 
ho in company witli Levi Lindsay at once 
drove up, and after viewing the remain» 
were satisfied that the body was that of 
Mr. Hunter. EwO . —Tl»-*-»

It was learned from Mr. Stewart, who 
was on a hunting excursion in the neigh­
borhood of Inverhuron at that time, that 
on Wednesday evening of last week 
while sitting in the hotel, he heard that 
a body had been found at usher-mans 
Bay a few days before. From the de­
scription the thought struck him that it 
wap that of Elliot Hunter, and he at once 
wired the news to Kincardine.

The body was found about one hun­
dred and fifty feet from the water's edge, 
and had evidently been cast by the 
violence of the late storm over a ridge 
which lies about one hundred feet from 
the water. Both arms were off at the 
elbows, but strange to say, very little of 
the flesh had become detached from the 
body. His boots, stockings, a portion 
of his drawers from the ankles to the 
boot tops, and the neckband of his ihirt 
were on.

Some years ago the deceased had cut 
his great toe and a portion off the tee 
next the smallest one with an axe. The 
scar on the former and the loss of the 
latter was at once noticed on removing 
the boots. The neckband of the shirt 
was indentitied by Mrs. Hunter, and Mr. 
Hi ckin, who made the boots for deceas­
ed recognized his work. But strangest 
of ail the features of deceased were so 
little changed that Robt. Hunter, a dro- 
ther, was positive aa to the identity as 
soon as he looked upon his face.

On Saturday the funeral took place 
and was largely attended. The pall­
bearers were : Alex. Gordon, Alex. 
Donnelly, Jno. West, Alex. McLean, 
John Anderson, Robt. Donnelly. Rev, 
Mr. Scarrow c nducted the funeral ser­
vices,

THE DISASTER
which caused the loss of the life of Elliot 
Hunter and the cre"v of his boat, com­
prising Robt. McIntosh, of Kincardine 
Alf. Jestin, of Port Elgin, and William 
Cable, of Canton, Ohio, happened on the 
Utli of November, 1882, Mr. Hunter 
was the owner of the boat which found­
ered. He left the Fishing Islands on the 
day proceeding, with a cargo of about 
seventy-five packages of fish, and reach­
ed Southampton in the evening. On the 
following morning he put out for Kincar 
dine. The boat was run in to Baidednre 
to reef the sails, and afterward» proceed­
ed on her course. When off Inverhuron 
the boat capsized, and not one of het 
crew was saved. Matthew Watt aaw tw* 
men clinging to the capsized boat, but 
on account of the gale of wind which was 
blowing at the time could render no as­
sistance. He ran his vessel to South- 
aniptom and gave the alarm. A tug 
boat was despatched to the spot, but 
nothing could be found but portions of 
the cargo and net boxes.—[Kincardine 
Reporter.
