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COL. SAM HUGHES

{, ATTACKS CLERGY

ALL DENOMINATIONS RECEIVE
HIS VITUPERATION, ESPECI-
ALLY ROMAN CATHOLICS.

Ottawa, Feb. 10—The chief incident
of the Commons sitting today was an
attack by Colonel Hughes on an Ot-
tawa clergyman, Rev. J. W. H. Milne,
and the Ottawa ministerial society.

A fortnight or so ago, Col. Hughes
in the House accused Rev. Dr., Maec-
Donald, of the Toronto Globe, of be-
ing in the pay of a ‘Peace” society
in Boston, whose propaganda was re-

iprocity, and Col. Hughes declared
Dr. MacDonald had advocated

t doctrine for the association. Col.

:zhes objected to this as being in-
imical to the best interests of Can-
ada.

Mr. Milne was alleged. to have
preached in his. church in Ultawa a

ermon condemnatory of Col. Hughes,
although he. did not mention him by
name. However, Col. Hughes stated
that many members of Mr. Milne’s
congregation had assured him that the
serrmon was directed against him.
C'cl. Hughes in the House last week
retaliated. He said Mr, Milne was
a Liveral party leader.
Ministers Take Matter Up.

The ministerial association took the
matter up and passed a resolution
that every statement made by Col.
Hughes was false and expressing im-
plicit confidence in Rev. Mr. Milne.
This resolution was the cause of Col.
Hughes’ statement to the House to-
day. He reaffirmed all he had pre-
vicusly said and offered to produce
affidavits in support of his charges
against Mr. Milne. He demanded that
the ministerial association take the
question up again and .in order that
there should be the fullest inquiry he
offered to sign the Hansard report
of his speech so that they could pro-
ceed against him if they felt disposed
to do so.

Towards the end of his speech,
which lasted for over an hour, Col.
Hughes made a som«what general at-
tack on the clergy Qfjvarious denom-
inations, particularly ¥ the Roman
Catholic_church. He said. of course,
Tre “exceptea MmNy wWobhle men in T
branches of the C'hristian church.

His Friends Resent Attack.

He provoked a warm rejoinder from
the <Conservative benches. Angus
Claude: McDonald, of Toronto (Con-
servative), who is a Roman Catholiec,
said he had no concern with the

‘comment that had been made upon

Mr. Milne’s conduct, but he could not
sit and hear an attack upon clergy-
men generally. Col. Hughes had gone
out of his way to do so and his re-
ferences to the Roman Catholic
clergymen were unnecessary and gra-
tuitous. He could not permit him to
state without challenging that human-
ity had been cursed by them and he
entirely disassociated himself from
the remarks by Col. Hughes.

David Henderson, of Halton (Con-
servative , concurred in the sentiments
expressed by Mr. McDonnell and de-
clared that he was not in sympathy
with discussions of this kind in the
House of Commons.

On the Liberal side, Hon. Rudolphe
Lemieux and H. H. Miller, of South
Crey, also spoke in condemnation of
the general attack on the clergy made
by Col. Hughes. Mr. Miller ridiculed
Col. Hughes and his work in South
Africa to which the Col. replied that
it was the privilege of every coward
to sneer at every man who went to
South Africa. :

ONTARIO FRUIT MEN
WAIT ON SIR WILFRID

Large Deputation Protests Against
Removal of Duty on Fruit, as Pro-
vided for in Reciprocal Trade
Agreement With the United States.

Ottawa, Feb. 106.—a deputation
which rivalled in size the western
grain growers’ delegation in Decem-
ber, arrived in Ottawa this morning
from the Niagara district, and, after
meeting in Russell House Theatre,
marched to the House of Commons
chamber and presented a memorial
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his col-
leagues, protesting against the placing
of fruit and vegetables on the .free
list, as proposed by the reciproecity
agreement with the TUnited States.
The memorial was signed by D. John-
son, preisdent of the Ontario Fruit
Growers’ Association, and J. W.
Smith, president of the Nfagara Pen-
insula Fruit Growers’ Association.
The memorial set forth that free
fruit would seriously upset present
conditions and compel Canadian
growers to seek other markets to
their great detriment and financial
loss. eference was made to the
fact that millions of dollars are in-
vested in the industry and that there
is no disposition amongst the fruit
growers to combine to advance
prices. Arguments were also ad-
vanced against, free interchange of
vegetables with the United States,
and the government was asked to
bring about a change in respect to
schedules affecting fruit and vege-
tables.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not give the
fruit growers much encouragement.
He said that different demands were
being made wupon the government
from various parts of Candda. On-
tario wanted the duties kept on fruit,
while New Brunswick desired recipro-

This is the first time in which - a
prince of the blood has been called
to preside over the destinies of the
Dominion.

that they could not do more than
give their British friends a bounty.
So far, however, as the weakening of
the tie was concerned the loyalty of
‘the Canadian people did not lie in
that direction. It has been said also
that the desire of the United States
was to reach some of the natural re-
gources of Canada. He had no desire
to dispute that.

“But what are the natural pro-
ducts?” he asked.

If the United States desired to get
food stuffs, it would be no disaster
to the people of this country. The pro-
ducers in Canada Were not concern-
ed with the nationality of the man
who bought from them. All they
wanted was the best price. \He did
not see any argument in stringing up
all our food products until we\had
great. great grandchildren enough- to
eat them all. The_ Kingston board of
trade had asked them to remove the
dutsie altogether on iron ore, instead
of keeping the dquty on. They could
not do so, but they had it reduced and
the result would be that a vast in-
duties altogether on iron ore, instead
county of Frontenac. Tale of the
county of Hastings had been put on
the free list.

Must Preserve Forests,

Mr. Paterson said he had sympathy
with the argument that they must
preserve their forests, but the for-
ests were not the possession of the
Dominion, but of the provinces. They
had made better arrangements _ for
manufactured lumber. The TUnited
States wanted fish and Canada want-
ed a better price, so this wag accom-
plished by putting fish on the free
list. On consideration of these things,
he thought that the mnatural re-
sources objection was not well
founded.

The Enormous Wheat Yield of West.

There has been a wail from Fort
William and Port Arthur, but last
year there had been shipped from
these ports over 20,000,000 bushels
of wheat over American railways. Did
they in the West propose to prohibit
Jim Hill if he carried grain cheaper
over his lines. Mr. Paterson quoted
from figures to the influx of settlers
with the consequent opening of new
lands. Did any one realize, he asked,
that it .would take seventeen trains of
cars daily for each three hundred
days of each year, each train carry-
ing twenty cars and each car a thous-
and bushels of wheat to carry east
the wheat that Canada exported; and
yvet the opposition feared  that be-
cause of this new arrangement Can-
ada would not have enpugh wheat to
keep her railways busy carrying it
east and in five years that quantity
of wheat will be doubled. It will in
five: yedars be all that the Hill, the
C.P.RR., the Great Northern and the
Grand Trunk Pacific can do to trans-
port this to the eastern markets.

Fhe Opposition’s Cry.

Yet, with this prospect. wnhat was
the opposition cry? It was ‘“Let well
enough alone.” It was we are pros-
perous enough. It was go slow, don’t
interfere with us.”

I Dbelieve too, in letting well en-
ough alone uniess we can do better,”
said the speaker amid cheers. Our fu-
ture will be boundless and yet there
are those 'on the other side who _tell
us not to try and heélp out this glor-
ious destiny; that it might jinterfere
with the carrying of the wheat. There
is work for all. There is room for all.
It is' true that the present arrange-
ments may lower the price at Which
wheat was carried, but I don’t think
the man who grows the grain will
kick about that. This arrangement
will stimulate the trade of Canada
in a way it ‘has not been stimulated
since the introduction of the British
preference. 1t will give our trade a
stimulus greater than the British
ference gave it. This agreement will
help the farmer, the lumberman, and
the fruit grower. In fact, it will help
ali Canadian producers. It will bring
in people so that in a few years the
Canatlian manufacturer will have
twice as many pedple to sell to. I
regret the opposition will not come
in and share the eredit for what we
are doing and help us pass this, we
wil] pass it without them.

Tories Always Opposed.

Foster Addresses House.

Hon. Mr. Foster arose amid a Con-
servative ovation. He believed that
the sitgefifon was unique. Neither
Canada¥nor any other nation in his
opinion'had ever. approached a big
question of fiscal change in the man-
ner in which the present one had been
approached. The situation is unique
and it is also one of extreme gravity.

“I may be wrong,” said Mr. IFos-
ster, “but the conviction is in my
heart that never has Canada before
with possibly one exception, approach-
ed a question of such gravity, a
question in which so much of her
future is concerned. The only ques-
tion, which in my opinion, approach-
ed this in gravity was when, in 1891,
there was a cry of commercial union
with the United States and a dis-
crimination against Great Britain, a
matter which the Conservative party
opposed and which our friends oppo-
site supported.

The present move is wrought with
consequences of great gravity not
only to Canada, but also to the British
empire of which to the present Can-
ada has been a shining and a noble
part. The Finance Minister has ap-
pealed to history and has reviewed
history on the question of recipro-
city. Whether his appeal was a de-
fence or an apology it js adequate.
The history of reciprocity negotiations
is .chiefly valuable to us for what it
teaches us to avoid. My honorable
friend traced the history of the re-
ciprocity negotiations to 1891 and
then he dropped it. Why?

No History on Reciprocity.

Simply, because in the past fifteen
or twenty years there has been no
history on the subject. From that
time it meant that the old volume was
sealed. It meant that jt was laid
away- and that Canada has brushed
out a new pathway and had opened
up a fresh volume. In 1891 the Con-
servative party made a last effort for
réciprocity and when that effort fail-
ed the Conservative party took the
view that henceforth Canada ‘was
done with reciprocity, that jin future
we would devote our time to the cul-
tivation of the British markets and
to the markets of the world. In 1899
the Liberals went to Washington geek-
ing reciprocity and failing to find it
as others had before, the Liberals re-
turned and they too were done with
reciprocity. From that time the two
Canadian parties were one on the
question.

Mr. Foster then quoted Hansard to
show that the Prime Minister had
taken the position stated. He also
quoted the speeches of Sir Wilfrid .at
the imperial conference nine years
agol to show that he then stated that
reciprocity was done with and the
British markets were the sole con-
sideration. ‘The prime minister then
said that Canada would look to Brit-
ain; that Canada had freely given
Britain and would henceforth look
to British trade for her marRets. The
Liberals then passed through the
elections of 1900, of 1904 and 1908,
and I challenge any member to show
that on any platform in these elec-
tions and at any place the question
of reciprocity was discussed as a
serious political issue. The question
was simply dead. It was buried in
fact. :

Canada Made Great Progress.
‘When Canada turned her back on
United States, she had to make great
progress in spite of the burden of
bad government she had to carry on
her neck and since fifteen' years had
passed since the question was a live
one, what mandate had the Govern-

ment received that gave it the right
to revive this question. The mandate
of the people had rather been to
leave this question alone. Canada

Lad enough of it and apart from man-
dates, no great question, np great
compelling impulse had arisan to

make the people or the Government
think differently. Production in Can-
ada was never better, no blight had
faller on Canada’s trade and taking
the Government's own information in
a recent publication, we are shown
that prices in thi: country were never
better than thev have been in the
past five or six years.

What then, was the compelling
force that led the Government to
Washington and to the present sgree-
ment. It is true that there was a
Western demand for free agrizultural
implements or at least a reduction
of duty. There was also a certain
free trade sentiment which followed
the party of my honorable friend,
and there was a widespread dissatis-
faction with conditions between Can-
ada and the United States.

Mr. Foster elieved that if the
Liberal members were left to choose
for themselves how thev would vote
the agreement would not ga through.
If it .‘does not go through, it means
that the Government - dies. He be-
lieved that if the premier were to
put the question to a vote in the
country he.would find himself in a
great minority.

Mr. Foster ohijccted to the aeree-
ment because it zlters the fiscal con-
stitution' for, the interchange for a
large number of the produycts, and
because it shifted the base and con-
ditions of production whith was even
more important ‘han the changes in
tariff. The best kKind of reciprocity
for Canada, he ©1id, was reciprocity
between the different provinces. Our
great inter-provincial trade should be
considered as -“vell as our foreign
trade. The agreement would mean
that different divisions of the country
would trade with the United States as
they did in prc-confederation days
and that great loss would result to
transportation interests. He would
like to see our railways and seaports
Keep pace with development in the
West. A policy which would result
in this, would vepresent a higher
ideal ‘than to ask and help J. J. Hill
to enter the country on the ground
that there is plenty of business for
all. The Government had rushed-into
this agreement without giving ear
to the market gardeners and th2 fruit
interests. If the agreement did not
work out well thére would be no re-
dress without taking Washington in-
to consideration. The Government had
bartered away ovr authority.

At this point Mr. Foster moved the
adjournment of the debate.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier announced that
it would not be resumed until Tues-
day next.

Ottawa, Feb. 9—When the House
met, in answer to Mr, Middlebore, Sir
Frederick Borden made an interesting
statement as to the principle upon
which the coronation contingent from
Canada will be selected and sent.
Sir Frederick gaid that every regi-
ment c¢r.unit in the militia and per-
manent force of Canada would be re.
presented in the contingent. The
sélection would be arrived at on a
percentage hbasis.

In the case of non-commissioned
officers and men, these would have to
fulfil several requirements. They
would have to be enrolled on the
active service rolls of the permanent
force or mulitia, and they waould have
to have put in full training at the
camps of 1968 and 1909.

So far, this was the
complete decision, and no others but
those indicated had vet been talked
of as going to the coronation.

TAFT APPEALS
70 US. FARMER

DECLARES IMPRESSION THAT Il
WILL BE INJURIOUS WITH-
OUT FOUNDATION,

—

Columbus, Feb. 10—Carrying for-
ward his éampaign for Canadian reci-
procity, President Taft today made
a direct appeal to the American far-
mer on that issue. He declared that
tne .wipressions which had gone
+road that reciprocity with the Do+<
minion would injure the farmer was
entirely without foundation and by
dtatistics and arguments he sought
to lend actual proof to his assertions.

Reciprocity with Canada will benefit
the entire United States, farmer, man-
ufacturer, railroad company, middle-
an, warehouseman.. This was the
declaration made by President Taft in
an address here at the national corn
exposition.

“All will be the gainer,” he said.

While his speech was devoted espe-
cially to showing that the farmer had
nothing to. fear, but much to gain,
he also attempted to prove that all
the other interests of the country
would be benefitted by the propcsed
reciprocity.

“We have with oploneer energy
pushed on to the Pacific,” the presi-
dent said,” taken up all the good land.
We are now spending millions to re-
claim the arid and semi-artid lands
of . the great western desert. Should
we not, by taking down a useless and
unnecessary tariff wall, bring within
our- agricultural’ resources the great
plains of the northwest when they can
brifig. to us what we need and that,
Without hurting any of our people.”

THe president expressed the opinion
that in addressinig the corn exposition
mudience it would be particularly ap-
fiteciable for him to answer the cri-
ticism which had been made of the
dgreement, an attack upon the far-
mer by depriving him of protection.

CONFERRING ON NEW
MARKET REGULATION

Committee of Farmers and Market
Committee of Council Méet to Go
Over Objectionable Clauses in
Market By-lew — Farmers Offer
Amendments.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

A conference was held yesterday :

afternoon in the Mayor’s office be-
tween the market committee of the
city council and representatives * of
the Edmonton Local United Farmers
of Alberta, concerning the new mar-
ket regulations. The farmers of the
district have entered a strenuous pro-
test against the new market by-
law, and a test case is to be tried in
the court of a charge of infringing
the by-law by refusing to pay the
fees imposed.

The special committee of the farm-
ers appointed to go over the by-law
and to hote the objectionable clauses
together with proposed amendments,
has reported, and this report is being
considered at the - conference this
afternoon.

The farmers in their report recom- |

mend:
That no persons other than pro-

ducers be allowed to sell on the mar. '

ket.

That the Rice street market’ be
abandoned and the produce market
taken to the First street site.

That a fee of ten cents be charged
on the First street market, including
one complete weighing, extra weigh-
ing to be charged for pro rata.

That the lessees of the market
privileges furnish a tie-up ' place in
the Rice street market, and that a

fee of five cents be charged, feeding
not to be allowed except by nose-bag, °

That Tuesday and Saturdays -be
market days, instead of Tuesday and
Fridays, as at present,

The specific objections and propos-
ed amendments to various clauses of

the by-law are set out in the report. .

Clause six of the by-law provides

that the market clerk shall 'be on the .

market between the hours of 7 and
12 and 1  and 6. The proposed

iamendment provides that the market
shall. be open’ ‘contifuously ' from . 8 '

to 6, the sale of all produce to be
stopped at four o’clock.

Clause ten provides the weighing
fees, which are held to be too high.
The farmers ask that weighing on the
First street market be free to those
who pay the regular market fee of
ten: cents. For weighing cattle and

horses the farmers want to be charz- |

ed five cents, not ten cents as providead
in the scale of fees in the by-law.
Clause sixteen provides that ani-
mals shall not be allowed to feed on
the Rice street market. The farm-

Aalrms Vienna—Now Fifty. Per Cent.
Lower Than in 1870.

cated the Site in West Africa—Atlan-'

tis Not a Myth—Traces of High and
Extremely Anclent Civillzation.

Berlin, Feb. 8.—Dr. Leo. Frobenius
claims to have discovered one of the
lost cities of Atlantis of the ancients
in Southern Nigeria. He is an Atlan-
tis enthusiasist, who has long been
convinced that the lost kingdom was
not mythical, but was located in- West
Africa. Letters from Dr. Frebenius,
whe is in west Africa. bearing various
dates in December and January, have

; been received by friends here declaring

that he has proved. the correctness of
his theery. He says: “I have made an
incredible discovery. I have found in
West Africa traces of a high and ex-
tremely ancient urban civilization.- I
have unearthed wonderfully = worked
quartz pillars, remains of granite fig-
ures, burned clay portraits of classic
beauty ‘and vesSels and fragments of
pottery splendidly overlaid . with vari-
ous colors. My chief discovery was of
a hollow bronze cast of a head covered
with fine tatooing. I have thus proved
ir the broadest sense that my Atlantis

i theory is correct.”

Dr. Frobenius makes a bitter attack
on the local English officials. who, he
asserts seized his finds on the ground
that the natives had stolen them, and
that it was illegal for unauthorized
persons to make excavations or remove
ancient art works. They confiscated
the bronze head and most of the other
things, but Dr. Frobenius buried the
clay heads. Learned men here with-
hold their opinions of the discoveries.

- Improved . hygiene “has ' also
succeeded in greatly reducing infat
mortality but these gains fail to coun-
terbalance the declining birth rate and
consequently the official estimate that
Vienna had 2.130,000 inhabitants at the
end of 1910 are likely to prove “exces-
sive. The returns will probably show
a little over 2,000,000.

SHORT COURSE SCHOOL
A SPLENDID SUCCESS

Over 300 Farmers Attend First School
at Strathmore—Minister of Agri-
culture Pleased With Result—Mr.
Marshall Opened Seed Fair at La-
combe.

Hon. Duncan Marshall veturned to
the city Thursday afternoon from the
south, where he attended the sead fair
at Lacombe Thursday and opened the
short course school at Strathmore on
Monday.

Mr. Marshall stated to the Bulletin
that he was exceeflingly pleased at
the success which attended the in-
auguration of the first of the short
course schools at Strathmore.

“It was a great start-off. Simply
immense,” said the minister of agri-
culture.

“There were over 300 farmers in
attendance at the school, and they
were as enthusiastic as any crowd I
ever saw at a galthering of the Fkind.
I am exceedingly pleased at the at-
tendance as indicating the interest
the farmers are taking in the work.

“The farmers have no hesitation
about entering into the discussion of
questions and taking part in the
judging of stock. Much interest js be-
ing taken in the Grand Challenge
trophy offered for competition bhe-
tween four teams, to meet at Innisfail.
The four men who score the gre:test
number of points at each of the four
centres, Strathmore, Macleod, Ver-
milion and Innisfail, will meet at'
Innisfadl in the second week of March]|
to take part in ithis competition.”

Instruction at the short conurse
schools is being given by H. A. Craigz,
superintendent of fairs and institates;
Price Wright, of De Winton; W. T.
Stevens, livestock commissioner; C.
Marker, dairy commissioner; G. 'I.
Hutton, superintendent of the Tn-
combe Experimental farm; and C. E.
Lewia, chief weed inspector. Prof. A.
Atkinson, of the Montana Agricultural
college, and Prof. W. L. Carlyle, of
Moscow, Idaho, will join the party
gome time- during the week.

‘ Valuable assistance in the arran:ze-
ments of the schocl .were rendered
by Prof. Elliott, superintendent of the
C. P. R. farm at Strathmore, and
to him Mr. Marghall ascribes a greit
deal of credit for the success of the
initial school.

Mr. Marshall describes the exhibit
at the seed fair at Lacombe as a fair-
ly gocd one. A good public meeting
was held on Monday -night, Mayor
Mooney  presiding, and a number of
interesting addresses were delivared.
Professor A. Atkinson, of Mon“ana
Agricultural college, addressed t)e
meetinrg on the value of demonsira-
tion farms. Speaking from his know!-
edge of ithgse farms in Montana where
they were established a' number »f
jyears ago, he endorsed in the streng-
est terms the proposal to establish
similar institutions in Alberta. Col.
Puffer, M.L.A., and Hon. Duncan
Marshall also delivered addresses at
this meeting.

DUELISTS FORCED APART.

Seconds End Desperate Combat at
Risk of Lives-

Paris, Feb. 9—A desperate duel was
fought in the grouhds of the Great
Wheel, in Paris, between the military
rovelist, George d’Esparbes, anil a
journalist, M. Ernest Gegout.

M. Gegout had attacked the novel-
ist’s last book and its author in lan-
guage which nothing but bloed could
wipe cut, and the two men and their
secondss met this morning and satis-
fied hcnor with more energy than is
usual in a French duel. M. d’Esparbes
was wounded twice.

Both men are good swordsmen,
and the first blood drawn by M. Geg-
out from the author’s writing hand,
was not considered enough to put
the latter in a position of inferiority,
“although the hand bled freely.

The second bout was most dra-
matis. The two men were very much
excited, and rushed at one another
quite in the “Three Musketeers” style.
One of the seconds had- a narrow es-
cape, for a sudden lunge from M.
d’Esparbes nearly transfixed him. He
stepped back quickly, slipped, and
strained his wrist.

The two duelists then lost all self-
control, and although M. d’Esparbes
was rather badly wounded in the right
shoulder, the men refused to stop
fighting. ‘The ®econds rushed in be-
tween them at the risk of their lives,
knocked their swords out of their
shands with their walking sticks and
after a quarter of an hour’s hard work
prevailed on the two men to shake
hands and embrace.

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QUEBEC EDUCATION COMMISSION

and Recommends Drastic
Changes in Systz2m.

Reports

Quebec, Feb. 10.—The Royal Com-
mission on Education, composed of
the Hon. Raoul Dandurand, Dr. E. J,
C. Kennedy and Rev. Abbe Perrier,
with Mr. L. P. De Grandepre as sec-
retary, have made their report and
their recommendations are of con-
siderable importance, ‘owing to their
radical nature. The commission,
which was appointed to enquire into
the condition of the Roman Catholic
schools in Montreal, under the thirty-
one commissions, decrees that the pre-
Sent system be abolished and sub-
stituted by one central commission of
twelve members, three members to
be elected by the peobple,

They absolutely reject the idea of
parochial commissions as suggested
by some during the course of the in-
vestigation. = An independent English
Catholic school commission is also
suggested. The report is unahj-
mous in principle, although Abbe
Perrier expresses the opinion that the
independent school commissions
should only be annexed as they give
their consent. Under Montreal’s
thirty-one boards osme parents pay
25 cents school tax and others as
high as 75 cents.

Because of their professional ethics
the doctors have not allowed their
names to be*used in connection with
the remarkable cures which have
been effected, but a case this week
which - came to light proves almost
conclusively that the new remedial
agent works and can be depended on
quite generally.

Herman Mattion, of Amboy, lost
one of his fingers in a corn-sheller,
and following an operation lockjaw
set in, from which it was not thought
he could recover. The two doctors
in question were appealed_jo as hav-
ing conducted many experfments with
tetanus and administered their Epsom
salts treatment, at the same time
giving out their seeret, which has
hitherto been unpublished, although
Several cases had been successfully
handled previously,- This case was
the most pronounced in which a
speedy cure was effected.

According to medical men there
have been but eleven cass of tetanus
cured in the United States.

STEEL HEAD OF G.T.P.
NOW AT PRAIRIE CREEK

Reached That Point on Saturday—
Work on Bridge Commenced Mon-
day — Will Be Finished in Six
Weeks—Freighting to Vicinity of
Tete Jaune Cache.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

“Steel reached Prairie Creek on
Saturday night,” said Mr. Fred Brew-
ster to the Bulletin vesterday
cn Monday morning the Dominion
Bridge company ‘began, the erection of
the Lridge over Prairie Creek. It
will be six weeks before it is erected
and track laying recommences. Sul-
livan and O’Connor began the mov-
ing of freight on Monday from Prairie
Creek to Mile 140 in the vicinity of
Tete Jaune Cache. ' Sleighing is now
ideal for moving freight; on the east-
ern slope there is about a foot of
snow; beyond the summit it lies from
six to seven feet deep. As a rule,
moving freight in the mountains ig
rather a flukey business, as just when
things are at their best a chinook is
liable to come along and spoil every-
thing.

“There will be great activity in coal
this summer,” continued Mr. Brewster,
“The construction of the branch lines
will open up the Brazeau fields and
people are now ‘béginning to turn their
eyes towards the Smoky River. It is
reported that the upper waters of the
Smoky, are in the same formation and
already have shown indications of
coal. I have already heard of par-
ties intending to explore the head-
waters of that river, in seéardh of coal.

“The prospects of finding iron, it
is said, are favorable on the western
slopes, beyond the limestone forma-
tion.

SIXTY-ONE NEW 0IL
COMPANIES FORMED

Application for Forty More Are Now
in Course of Preparation—The
Companies Are All to Operate in
the Morinville Oil Fields District..

Y

In the twenty-four hours up to noon
on Friday no less than sixty-one
certificates of incorporation by the
provincial government. On Thursday
afternoon, 26 applications for incor-
poration were filed with E. Trow-
bridge, registrar of companies, and
35 more followed on Friday.
These 61 new oil companies, whose
incorporation fees will go to swell
the revenue of the province, all pro-
pose to operate in the vicinity of
Morinville, where the petroleum
rights on over 100 sections of land
have been leased from the Dominion
Government by different individuals.

Each company defines the area in
which it intends to carry on opera-
tions, limited in each case to a square
mile. The companies are incorporat-
ed on the non-personal liability basis
under The Companies Ordinance, and
their objects restricted to acquiring,
managing, developing, working and
selling mines, mineral <claims and
mining properties, and the Wwinning,
getting, treating, refining and mar-
keting of mineral. The certificate
of incorporation in the case of each
company contains the provision that
no liability beyond the amount actual-
ly paid upon shares of stock by sub-
scribers shall attach to subscribers or
holders of stock.
