New Semm Declared to Have Immed­
iate Curative Effect.

San Francisco, Feb. 7—Remark­
able cures are said to ihave been made 
in,_sevç.re -*ases -of- tu-bercti!osier pneu­
monia and typhoid-fever at the South­
ern Pacific hospital during the last 
month by a new method of treatment 
discovered by Dr. Schafer, of Bak­
ersfield.

Nine patients suffering from pneu­
monia were inoculated with a serum 
made from metabolic products given 
off by pneumonia germs in progress 
of growth. In every case the patient 
was cured, several of the cures being 
within twenty-four hours. A tuber­
culosis patient was pronounced cured 
within four days. Similar success 
witih typhoid fever is reported.

ONTARIO FRUIT MEN
THE IMPERIAL BONDSWAIT ON SIR WILFRID

Lord Strathcona In His Interview On 
tlie Reciprocity Agreement Says It 
Will Have No Effect On Bonds 
Uniting Canada to the Empire.

Largo Deputation Protests Against 
Removal of Duty on Fruit, as Pro­
vided for in Reciprocal Trade 
Agreement With the United States.

London, Feb. 3.—Lord Strathcona, 
interviewed regarding the reciprocity 
agreement stated that in no sense will 
the effect be the ultimate weakening 
of the bonds uniting Canada to the 
Empire. The arrangement on the 
Canadian side applies to articles ob­
tained mainly from the United States 
while the Canadian reductions are 
comparatively small.

The Evening Standard says that the 
object of President Taft is .merely to 
facilitate the passage of the agree­
ment to secure the reductions in the 
wheat and timber duties through con­
gress surrounding them with the gla­
mour of an important international 
treats’. The Canadian ministers al­
lowed themselves to be hypnotized by 
the brilliance of the United States 
offer and have fallen into a trap.

It had long been mooted that the 
Duke would succeed Earl Grey. King 
Edward was anxious that his brother 
should repicsent him in Canada, but 
the death t.l His Majesty rendered 
necessary a rearrangement of plans, 
as the Du.vfc was the most fitting 
person to represent King George at 
the opening of the parliament of Unit­
ed South Airica. His Royal High­
ness will again be needed at the Cor­
onation this summer, and when that 
great event is past he will, in due 
course, enter upon the duties of Gov­
ernor-General of Canada, a post 
which, it is understood, commends 
itself greatly to the Duke and his 
charming Duchess.

This is the first time in which a 
prince of the blood has been called 
to preside over the destinies of the 
Dominion. It is understood that there 
is no Intention of establishing a Royal 
Court in Canada. His Royal High­
ness will, like his predecessors, be a 
democratic Governor, and, save for 
the fact of his royal lineage and the 
added eclat and dignity thus given to 
the post, there will be no change in 
the present happy relations of Gov­
ernor and people.

The manufacturers sometimes de­
sire lower tariffs to crush home com­
petition, at least strong ones do, and 
a permanent tariff commission would 
assist the Government in getting at 
information governing all demands 
for tariff increases or reductions. To 
illustrate, the government ought to be 
able to produce facts to either corro­
borate or refute the argument ad­
vanced by Mr. Meighen, “for a re­
duction in duties on agricultural im­
plements."

Referring more particularly to the 
conditions in Western Canada, Mr. 
Borden expressed the opinion that 
the problem in regard to transporta­
tion and terminal elevators were of 
more vital Importance to the West 
than the tariff question.

What then, was the compelling 
force that led the Government to 
Washington and )n the present agree­
ment. It is true that there was a 
Western demand for free agricultural 
implements or at least a reduction 
of duty. There was also a certain 
free trade sentiment which followed 
the party of my honorable friend, 
and there was a widespread dissatis­
faction with conditions between Can­
ada and the United States.

Mr. Foster ibtiieved' that if «the 
Liberal members were left to choose 
for themselves how they would vote 
the agreement would not go through. 
If it does not go? through, it means 
that the Government dies. He be­
lieved that if the premier were to 
put the question to a vote in the 
country he • would find himself in a 
great minority.

Mr. Foster objected to the agree­
ment because it alters the fiscal con­
stitution1 for, the interchange for a 
large number of the products, and 
because it shifted the base and con­
ditions of production which was even 
more important than the changes in 
tariff.

Ottawa, Feb. 9—When the House 
met, in answer |o Mr, Middleboro, Sir 
Frederick Borden made an interesting 
statement as to the principle upon 
which the coronation contingent from 
Canada will be selected and sent.

Sir Frederick ggid that every regi­
ment cr unit in the militia and per­
manent force of Canada would be re­
presented in the contingent. The 
selection would be arrived at on a 
percentage basis. Preference would 
be giyen to _m.en not before on a sim­
ilar trip, such as the King Edward 
coronation, and who had seen active 
service.

Over 300 Farmers Attend First School 
at Strathmore—Minister of Agri­

culture Pleased With Result—Mr, 
i Marshall Opened Seed Fair at La- 

combe.

Hon. Duncan Marshall returned to 
the city Thursday afternoon from the 
south, where he attended the seed fair 
at Lacombe Thursday and opened the 
short course school at Strathmore on 
Monday.

Mr. Marshall Stated to the Bulletin 
that he was exceedingly pleased at 
the success which attended the in­
auguration of the first of the short 
course schools at Strathmore.

"It was a great start-off. Simply 
Immense,’’ said the minister of agri­
culture.

"There were over 300 farmers in 
attendance at the school, and they 
were as enthusiastic as any crowd I 
ever saw at a gathering of the kind. 
I am exceedingly pleased at the at­
tendance as indicating the interest 
the farmers are taking in the work.

“The farmers have no hesitation 
about entering into the discussion of 
questions and taking part in the 
judging of stock. Much interest is be­
ing taken in the Grand ChaBenge 
trophy offered for competition be­
tween four teams, to meet at Innlsfail. 
The four men who score the greatest 
number of points at each of the four 
centres, Strathmore, Mhcleod, Ver-

Quebec, Feb. 10.—The Royal Com­
mission on Education, composed of 
the Hon. Raoul Dandurand, Dr. E. J. 
C. Kennedy and Rev. Abbe Perrier, 
with Mr. L. P. De Grandepre as sec­
retary, have made their report and 
their recommendations are of con­
siderable importance, owing to their 
radical nature. The commission, 
which was appointed to enquire into 
the condition of the Roman Catholic 
schools in Montreal, under the thirty- 
one commissions, decrees that the pre­
sent system be abolished and sub­
stituted by one central commission of 
twelve members, three members to 
be elected by the people.

They absolutely reject the idea of 
parochial commissions as suggested 
by some during the course of the in­
vestigation. An independent English 
Catholic school commission is also 
suggested. The report is unani­
mous in principle, although Abbe 
Perrier expresses the opinion that the 
independent school commissions 
should only be annexed as they give 
their consent.

Paris, Feb. 9—A desperate duel was 
fought in the grounds of the G’’eat 
Wheel, in Paris, between the military 
novelist, George d’Espafibes, an 1 a 
journalist, M. Ernest Gegout,

M. Gegout had attacked the novel­
ist’s last book and it’s author in lan­
guage which nothing but blood could 
wipe cut, and the two men and their 
second» met this morning and satis­
fied honor with more energy than is 
usual in a French duel. M. d’Esparbes 
was v,ounded twice.

Both men are good swordsmen, 
and the first 'blood drawn by M. Geg­
out from the author’s writing hand, 
was not considered enough to put 
the latter in a position of inferiority, 

' although the hand bled freely.
The second bout was most dra­

matic. The two men were very much 
excited, and rushed at one another 
quite in the "Three Musketeers" style. 
One of the seconds had a narrow es­
cape, for a sudden lunge from M. 
d’Esparbes nearly transfixed him. He 
stepped back quickly, slipped, and 
strained his wrist.

The two duelists then lost all self- 
control, and although M. d’Esparbes 
was rather badly wounded in the right 
shoulder, the men refused to stop 
fighting. The seconds rushed in be­
tween them at the risk of their lives, 
knocked their swords out of their 
■hands with their walking sticks and 
after a quarter of an hour’s hard work 
prevailed on the two men to shake 
bands and embrace.

NEW CURE FOR LOCKJAW

Said to Harvc Been Successfully Tested 
by Several Doctors.

Mankato, Minn.. Feb. 8.—Doctors 
in this city who has been experiment­
ing with lockjaw and cures for it 
have discovered in a simple injection 
of Epsom salts into the spinal column 
what is believed to be a prompt and 
speedy cure for tetanus.

Because of their professional ethics 
the doctors have not allowed their 
names to be used in connection with 
the remarkable cures which have 
been effected, but a case this week 
which came to light proves almost 
conclusively that the new remedial 
agent works and can be depended on 
quite generally.

Herman Mattion, of Amboy, lost 
one of his fingers in a corn-sheller. 
and following an operation lockjaw 
set in. from which “it was not thought 
he could recover. The two doctors 
in question were appealed^® as hav­
ing conducted many experiments with 
tetanus and administered their Epsom 
salts treatment, at the same time 
giving out their secret, which has 
hitherto been unpublished, although 
several cases had been successfully 
handled previously. ■ This case was 
the most pronounced in which a 
speedy cure was effected.

According to medical men there 
have been but eleven cass of tetanus 
cured in the United States.

“Steel reached Prairie Creek on

As a rule, 
moving freight in the mountains is 
rather a flukey business, as just when 
things are at their 'best a Chinook is 
liable to come along and spoil every­
thing.

“There will be great activity in coal 
this summer,” continued Mr. Brewster. 
“The construction of the branch lines 
will open up the Brazeau fields and 
people are now beginning to turn their 
eyes towards the Smoky River. It is 
reported that the upper waters of the 
Smoky, are in the same formation and 
already have shown indications of 
coal.

Among Steamship Companies Who 
Combine to Kill Competition.

Washington, D.C., Feb. 9.—The 
Humphrey bill, giving the government 
power to exclude from American ports 
any foreign ships that enter into pools 
or agreements to control freight or 
passenger rates, or to sjiut out com­
petition, was favorably reported to 
the House today by the Committée 
or Merchant Marine. The committee 
had received for the bill the endorse­
ment of the Department of Justice.

‘It is a matter of common know­
ledge,” said Representative Humph­
rey, on making the report of the com­
mittee, "that more than 90 per 
cent, of the trans-oceanic commerce 
of the country today is carried on 
foreign ships that belong to pools, 
conferences and combines. Freight 
and passenger rates are fixed by 
agreement, The rates charged are 
unjust and exorbitant.

"These ships not only combine and 
fix rates, but they also unite for the 
purpose of driving out competition. 
Thej do this by designating what they 
ci11 "fighting ships,” that run over 
the same course, sailing at practically 
the same time as the competing "Lie. 
These “fighting ships” have directions 
to cut rates to any point sufficient to 
drive their competitors out of the 
fiod. The loss is divided among the 
various lines in the conference.”

Naturally, there will be added pres­
tige to Rideau Hall when (he Duke 
takes up his residence there. The 
nearest approach to a royal connec­
tion heretofore was at the jime that 
the Marquis of Lome, who wedded 
into the Royal family, now the Duke 
of Argyie, served as governor-general. 
Now comes Duke Arthur, only surviv­
ing brother of Êdward and uncle to 
His Britannic Majesty. Naturally, 
the radiance of the British throne 
will be reflected to a large degree at 
Rideau Hall, but those who expect 
the establishment of the semblance 
of a court there pay small tribute to 
the common sense of either the new 
governor-general or the Canadian 
people. Certainly there is nothing 
in the example of his predecessors, 
the conduct of t^o Duke himself or 
the traditions of the Canadian people 
to warrant the suggestion that Con­
naught will misunderstand what his 
mission contemplates, what his wel­
come means, however unwisely sycop­
hancy engages to flatter him. Cer­
tainly also His Royal Highness is pro­
perly advised, and Ottawa will wit­
ness no innovations that are not in 
harmony with Canadian traditions, 
institutions and democracy.

British Barque is Ashore.

New York,, Feb. 7—The steamship 
Alliance at sea reported by wireless 
this afternoon that she had sighted 
the British barque Caithneshire ashore 
on a reef on Watling Island in the 
West Indies. The. Caithneshire. left 
Wilmington, N.C., on January 17th for 
Port Arthur, Texas, and Melbourne,

Much remains to be 
done, but if haste is made the big 
hostelry can be completed by Septem­
ber. I understand that the Grand 
Trunk people will push work on the 
chateau to the end that next Decem­
ber. at the latest, will find the hotel in 
running; order.

In the twenty-four hours up to noon 
on Friday no less than sixty-one 
certificates of incorporation by the 
provincial government.

The companies are incorporat­
ed on the non-personal liability basis 
under The Companies Ordinance, and 
their objects restricted to acquiring, 
managing, developing, working and 
selling mines, mineral claims and 
mining properties, and the winning, 
getting, treating, refining and mar­
keting of mineral. The certificate 
of incorporation in the case of each 
company contains the provision that 
no liability beyond the amount actual­
ly paid upon shares of stock by sub­
scribers shall attach to subscribers or 
holders of stock.

Names of Companies.
Some of the names of the new com­

panies are: Niagara, Newark, Rock 
Island, Olympia, Jasper, Peter­
borough, Hudson, Lindsay, Guelph, 
Great Falls, Roman, English, Boston, 
Quincy, Port Arthur, Fortune, Kal­
kaska, Glory, Okanagan, Richmond, 
London, Forest City, Hartford, 
Orange, Rock Island, Pittsburg, Ari­
zona, Prince Albert. All the appli­
cations for incorporation were drawn 
up in the offices of Short, Biggar &

of the American-Canadian Oil Com­
pany, is a subscribed shareholder in 
each company.

It is understood that applications 
for the incorporation of about 40 
more companies are being prepared, 
bringing the total number of oil com­
panies up over the hundred mark, 
with an aggregate value of over a 
million dollars capital stock.

Montreal, Feb. 9—Acting under the 
instructions which the city council 
gave a week ago, the city law depart­
ment has sent formal notice to the 
railway commission at Ottawa asking 
that Montreal be given better tele­
phone rates.

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CLUE IN MURDER MYSTERY.

Soldier, While Intoxicated. Admits
Shooting of Captain Von Kroziak.

Berlin, Feb. 8.—The confession of 
an employee on the railway near 
Hanover promises to clear up the 
mystery of a murder which for 
months was the principal pre-occu­
pation of German public opinion. On 
January 21, 1901, Captain von Kro­
ziak, of the 11th Dragoons, who was 
something of a martinet and conse­
quently not popular with his men. 
was exercising his squadron in the 
Hippodrome at Gumblunan, when a 
shot was heard, and he fell from his 
horse dead. The bullet had struck 
him in the heart. A still smoking 
carbine was found outside the paling 
at the Hippodrome, opposite a hole 
through which it had evidently been j 
fired. The murderer, however, who, 
it was assumed from the outset, must I 
be a man from the regiment, manag­
ed to mingle with his comrades be­
fore anyone could notice him in sus­
picious circumstances.

Two non-commissioned officers, 
Martin and Hickel, were arrested, but 
though in one of the four trials that 
ensued the former was sentenced to 
death, both were finally acquitted, and 
the affair was rëlegated to the store­
house of insoluble mysteries. ?/The 
man who has confessed, FiscWer by 
name, was in the 11th Dragoons at 
the time of the crime, but it remains 
to be seen whether he actually did 
the deed. His admissions were made 
while he was under the influence of 
liquor, and on regaining sobriety he 
was very anxious to recall them.
