Germany’s insistent claims of a 
victory In the sea fight off Jutland Is 
on a par with many more of her 
claims—wilful exaggeration, misre­
presentation and outright lying.

It is about the same as to who 
brought on this European war. "Gan 
anybody doubt it,” say both German 
or pro-German. “Why, who else but 
England?” German and pro-German 
see just one side alike—Britain’s du­
plicity and aggressiveness, with up- 
happy Germany the innocent victim.

And now, to dissipdte some of the 
doubts that may still exist, a telegram 
from the Kaiser to the King of Ba­
varia will be in order.

“All hostile assaults,” ran this 
precious telegram, “will break to 
pieces on the power of a clean con­
science, with which Germany and her 
faithful allies are waging a war for 
the existence of honor and liberty.”

This proves that the war was for­
ced upon the Kaiser and that he 
couldn’t have avoided it if he would.

But here is the answer to the 
Kaiser's hypocritical whining:

“I was at Fhrasdorf,” writes Count 
Melgar, a confidant of Don Carlos, 
“when the war ÿroke out. I was 
pleased with the prospect of German 
success, on which I counted. I hur­
ried to Vienna, and the first thing I 
saw was the secret document written 
by the German Emperor to the Em­
peror of Austria to inform him of the 
order given to carry on a war of ex­
termination: ‘My soul is bursting 
with grief,’ wrote the Kaiser, his 
lachrymal glands overflowing, ‘but it 
is absolutely necessary to put every­
thing to the fire and the sword. Men, 
women and children must be slaugh­
tered; not a single tree must be left 
upright nor,a roof intact. With such 
a system of terror the only one to be 
followed it is certain that the war 
will not last two months, while pro­
ceeding with humanitarian considera­
tion it may be prolonged for years. I 
am having recourse, then, whatever it 
may cost me’ (some more tears) 'to 
this method, which, in spite of ap­
pearances, will greatly diminish blood­
shed.’ ”

From the foregoing it may be easily 
surmised that the Kaiser is almost as 
good a prophet as Mme. de Thebes, 
who had Wilhelm do the “vanishing 
act” in 1915. But he is still on this 
globular footstool, as is another sub­
tle humanitarian, Francisco Villa.

After a rerusal of the document cit­
ed Count Melgar wrote the following: 
“Such atrocious words made the first 
breach in my admiration for Germany. 
A few days later I read in an evening 
paper a speech delivered by the Kai­
ser to his soldiers in which he de­
clared that he had learned that two 
French military doctors had entered 
Metz and poisoned the garrison wells 
with cholera microbes. Then I un­
derstood that such a man was not 
merely cruel1, but a shameless liar 
and calumniator. I also had an op­
portunity of learning of the grief of 
the Russian Ambassador who told one 
of his friends how, in an interview 
with the Emperor Francis Joseph, he 
declared his government ready to 
make impétrant concessions to avoid 
war. To his prayers the Emperor 
yielded, authorizing him to telegraph 
to St. Betersburg (now Petrograd) 
that all danger of war was averted. 
Next morning the Russian Ambassa­
dor was sent for by the Austrian Em­
peror, who told him he was obliged 
to take back his word, asrKaiser Wil­
helm had telegraphed him as follows: 
‘If Austria is afraid, Germany fears 
nobody, and, to burn the bridges, I 
have just declared war on Russia.’

the initiation of the great 
drive, comes at a time when it will 
have the màximum effect; when Aus­
tria has been thrown off her balance 
by the side to side buffetings of Rus­
sia and Italy and will probably suc­
cumb to a central attack of any pow­
er and persistence.

But it is not Austria who we think 
will be first or most seriously concern­
ed. We venture the sweeping pro­
phecy that the moment this new of7 
fensive assumes the formidable ex­
tent of which it is capable, we shall 
hear of peace overtures of no tenta­
tive or indefinite tone from both Tur­
key and Bulgaria. The only thing 
that will restrain them and keep them 
very tong in the arena is the con­
sciousness that the terms of their exit 
must necessarily be costly and humili­
ating. Turkey in particular is in a 
most difficult position, being faced 
with an alternative choice of increas­
ing evils. She had from the begin­
ning nothing'to gain by her interfer­
ence except the doubtful blessing of 
German domination, but she commit­
ted herself to a cause from which it 
would be disastrous to withdraw un­
til compelled to. That is an event 
which cannot now be long delayed. 
Bulgaria may be in a slightly better 
ease, for she is quite capable of rid­
ding herself of her unpopular ruler 
and by completely changing sides 
buying for herself more favourable 
terms than a defeat tn the field would 
impose upon her.

Greece is in the throes of an election 
campaign which will almost certainly 

_result in the return to power of Veni- 
zelos and the abdication of King Con­
stantine. Not merely the friendliness 
but the active military assistance of 
Greece will be the outcome, to be fol­
lowed, if it has not beèn» preceded, 
by that of Roumania. All this must 
be becoming more plainly evident to 
the two junior partners in the Teu­
tonic firm. It is as yet only the prob­
able 'course of events still to come, 
but it is foreshadowed in the military 
operations that seem to be at last 
under way.

They began a week ago north of 
Salonika and have now extended from11 
Monastir. in Serbia, to the Vardar 
River, a distance of about sixty miles. 
At the proper time the considerable 
Italian army in Albania will strike 
in concert: it has been kept there all 
this time for the same purpose as the 
great garrison at Salonika. It is hard 
to see how the small Bulgarian army 
can oppose effective resistance to so 
large a force, capable of attacking 
from so many points; for it can evi­
dently count on little or no support 
from Austria or Germany. It would 
be foolish to build exaggerated and 
premature hopes on the position, but 
it cannot be denied that it contains, 
possibilities which, if they materialise, 
will almost in the twinkling of, an 
eye alter the whole military prospect 
and shorten by many months the du­
ration of the war. If Turkey and 
Bulgaria ean isolated, they can be 
counted out. Their severance would 
of itself be a terrible blow to tier- 
many and Austria, who draw valu­
able supplies from the Sultan’s em­
pire and the copper mines of Serbia, 
but. it would further opèn the way 
to an invasion of enormous power of 
southern Austria, which that coun­
try would be quite unable to repel, 
and which would speedily bring about

A Day With Our Boys 

in the Land of 
Burns.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—It is not my intention to 

write à diary, or to write about my 
travels since I left St. John’s, via 
New York, for England and Scotland, 
but a simple narrative that I believe 
will interest the relations and friends 
in the Homeland, of what their boys 
are doing, how they look, by one who 

'saw them and wishes them well.
Having left Edinburgh on Monday 

morning, July 10th, by the 9 o’clock 
train for Glasgow, I spent the day 
there and then left for Ayr by the 6 
o’clock train, arriving in Ayde at 7 
o’clock. My next advance was to­
wards the house where Lt.-Col. C. W. 
Whitaker, Officer Commanding 2| 1st 
Newfoundland Regiment, and his 
staff were living. On my way I met 
Private Brookes who very kindly es­
corted me to the residence of the O. 
C. and his Staff. The building occu­
pied by the officers seemed to me to be 
in every way suitable for- its purpose. 
In front of it is a Public Park where 
the Newfoundland Band discourcss 
music three times a week, (includ­
ing “The Banks of Newfoundland” and 
“Stacy’s March"), -for the benefit of 
the public. I arrived at the Officers’ 
Quarters at 7.15 p.m. and asked lor 
Major Rendell, who cordially invited 
me to dinner and join the little band 
of officers. I did not meet Lt.-Col. 
C. W. Whitaker this evening but hope 
to see the gallant Colonel in the morn­
ing at the Race Course Barracks.

Major Rendell occupied the chair, I 
sat on his right, .and my old friend, 
Captain Greene, well known in St. 
John’s, 'sat to my right. I was glad 
to meet many old friends in the Land 
of Burns, who described Newfound­
land Over a hundred years ago as a

“place of dugs,”
one of which he was introduced to. 
He knew it was

“nane o’ Scotia’s dugs,
But whelpit some place far abroad, 
Where sailors gang to fish for cod.”

Being a native of Ayrshire myself it 
had a double pleasure to me. Just 
here I am going to apologise to my 
numerous young friends in the Regi­
ment, should I in any way make a 
mistake in giving them their ranks. 
In fact, many of them I will have to 
drop altogether so I must ask the 
indulgence of their relations and 
friends who may .read through the list 
of those I saw.

It is still Monday evening.—Sitting 
round the dinner table. Altogether

feeling quite at home. There is an air 
of well trained Military Etiquette dis­
played among our boys and great re­
spect shown to the Superior Officers, 
even if all be of equal attainments, 
and some have slipped through the St. 
John’s Royal Gazette and others not. 
I have heard no complaints of any 
kind among the men. The officers are 
popular, r have met noné whose head 
when he left St. John’s wore a hat

landers the pride of our Country. 
On every occasion' that I had a 
chance to address a few words to our 
boys I never forgot to ask them, 
(although Ayr is famed for bonnie 
lassies), “I hope you won’t forget the 
girls you left behind:’’ A tremendous 
shout would break forth, which could 
be heard along the Race Course : “In­
deed, no, Mr. Anderson, our hearts 
and loved ones are in Newfoundland. 
Y'ou can tell all the young ladies and 
sweethearts that we have a jdb on 
hand to finish before we return, but 
we’ll be leal and true.”

The following officers were in the 
Mess when I had the honour of din­
ing there :— Major Walter Rendell, 
Capt. W. H. Greene, 2nd Lieutenants 
S. Gane, Geo. Emerson. Gus Sum­
mers, Max Churchill, Peter Casjun, 
Will Edwards, Ernest Churchill and 
Lieut. Max Johnson. There were 
waiting at table, Corporal Butler, Pte. 
Wilson, Pte. Percy, Pte. O’Keefe.

I joined Major Rendell and Captain 
Greene and went to the Station to see 
the departure of three popular offi­
cers who were leaving by the 9.30 
train for the front, via London. They 
got a great reception at the Station

Saturday had left Ayre with a draft 
of men 150 strong for “Somewhere in 
France.” Lieut. Jack Fox was on 
brief leave to London.

Tuesday morning, July 11th, 10
o'clock.’ On my way to the Ayr Race 
Course I met thé big-hearted Lieut. 
Peter Cashin who piloted me through 
the

“toon that ne’er surpassess 
For honest men and bonnie lasses.”

What Peter does not know about the 
Banks and Braes o’ Bonnie Doon, my 
native shire, is not worth knowing. 
Peter and I took a ear, and in ten 
minutes time we arrived at the great 
practising battlefield where the boys 
of Newfoundland are training for the 
battlefield of the World’s War. After 
paying my respects to the Adjutant 
and getting the latest news from him, 
I passed on and was introduced to R. 
S. M. MacKay. His name portrays the 
real typical Scotsman, one of the best 
and the real MacKi. Every inch a 
soldier, he is beloved by the boys, but 
strict and firm as the Rock of Ages. 
I the» visited the barber-shop and 
met H. Walsh, Wm. Taylor and 
Thomas Lawlor. My next department 
was the butcher’s, where hung stacks 
of beef, mutton, lamb, bacon, all of

I the best quality, and fit for the gods. 
Here I met H. Pitcher, of St. John’s, 
a picture of health and a living ex- 
ample of the department he had 

j charge of. Great loads of bread had 
just arrived anti filled a large store. 
My next experience was to hear the 
band play. It was here for the first 

! time I met Lt.-Col. C. W. Whitaker, 
M. A. in his profession, a great but 
little man, full of energy, every bit of 
him a soldier, and proud of the men 
under his charge and prouder still of 
the part they played in the “Big Push” 
on July 1st. That shall forever stand 
out in history as long as Newfound­
land itself shall last.

I have heard so much, about the Lt. 
Colonel that I was glad to meet him. 
It may not be generally known that 
he is a son of Joseph Whitaker, F.S.A., 
founder of “Whitaker’s Almanac,” es­
tablished in 1868, than which there is 
no better authority in the world for 
information on all topics. *

There is a" very good story told be­
tween my’friend Sir E. P. Morris and 
Lt. Col. Whitaker, who ig still a part­
ner in the great business. Sir E. P. 
as we all know at home is very fond 
of his umbrella, and it usually accom­
panies him upon all occasions, wet or 
dry, rain or sunshine. On a very re­
cent occasion, Sir E. P., visiting our 
boys at the Ayr Race Course, forgot 
his umbrella, and during’ the day it 
became very wet.

Sir Edward (to Colonel)—“So I do, 
but I turned up Whitaker’s Almanack 
this morning, and found there, that it 
was to be a fine day."

Colonel—“Sir Edward, you can al­
ways depend upon a Whitaker’s Al­
manack, if you make sure of the day 
and date’, but in Scotland it is best to 
carry your umbrella all the time.”

I have been 
asked to dine with the men, an invita­
tion I accepted with great pleasure: 
One could smell the good things cook­
ing for dinner all oyer the Race 
Course. When the great gong sound­
ed you could hear-the nikrch of men 
coming from all quarters to the Grand 
Stand, where the chief cook, the pop­
ular Frank Vaughan held sway. When 
I’was introduced to him he knew me 
at oncé. I said, “The living here must 
be good.” He replied, “Yes, indeed, 
Mr. Anderson, I’m the cook; when 1 
came here I weighed 150 lbs., now I 
turn the scales at 250 lbs., and am 
prepared myself to face three dozen 
Germans in fair fighting.” Here is 
the list of menus for one week : —

MENU FOR ONE WEEK.
Sunday, Breakfast—Bacon and eggs, 

tea, bread and butter. Dinner—Toma­
to stew, potatoes, cabbage, plum pud­
ding. Tea—Cakes and pies, tea, bread 
and butter.

Monday, Breakfast—Tinned beans, 
tea, bread and butter. Dinner—Roast, 
potatoes, cabbage, plum pudding. 
Tea—Jam (rhubarb), tea, bread and 
butter.

I must again apologize to all pri­
vates, officers, or men of whatever 
military position they occupy, for my 
discourtesy in not giving them their 
proper titles. I know our boys are 
proud of promotion, and prouder still 
of being called by whatever office they 
hold: in any case I have found it im­
possible to do so, but I earnestly 
hope that some of our lads will win 
honors on the battle field and glory 
to their Country. I extend my cor­
dial thanks for kindness shown me at 
the Race Course to ■ Lt-. . Col. C. W. 
Whitaker,, .Major JRendctl, -.Captain, 
Greene, Sergeant Major MacKay, and 
my young friends Jack Fox, Frank 
Bennett, Sandy Baird, John Bethune, 
and many others whose names will

appear among those I had the pleasure 
to meet.

I will group them in districts, and 
leave it to you, Mr. Editor, as to how 
you will arrange the names. When I 
get to London I hope to visit the 
wounded, and at an early date I will 
forward you all the information I can 
get. The following are the names of 
the men I met at Ayr.

THE PRESIDENT’S PROPOSALS.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
President Wilson to-day laid his 

plan for averting the threatened rail­
way strike before the employee’s com­
mittee, and having found the manag­
ers’ committee adamant to his pro­
posals that they accept an 8 hour 
day, he appealed to 'their Presidents 

' and asked them to come to the White 
House for a conference. There is 
every indication that if the railroad 
Presidents sustain the Managers, 
President Wilson will appeal finally 

’ to the financial powers which control 
the roads, for it is his purpose to deal 
with the ultimate authority before he 
gives up his effort. The President’s 
plan is expected to be formally ac­
cepted by the employe’s committee 
meeting to-morrow morning, with the 
proposed 8 hour day as a basis for 
computing the wages and regular pay 
at the 8 hour day rate for overtime, 
and to refer all other collateral is­
sues to a small commission to be 
created by Congress at which the em­
ployees of railroads and the public 
will be represented. The acceptance 
of the proposal by the employees..is 
forecast by the expression of ttieir 
leaders after they left the President’s 
conference. One of them declared the 
men would he fools not to accept it.

NO NEWS FROM ANT FRONT.
LONDON, To-day.

For the first time in weeks no 
change of importance is reported in 
any theatre. On Thursday the most 
violent fighting took place at the 

‘Western end of the British salient on 
the Somme. Six times the Germans 
advanced in force in a desperate ef­
fort to bend back the British lines 

-northwest of Pozieres. London re­
ports all these assaults were repulsed 
with heavy losses, and that thé Brit­
ish in turn captured about 100 yards 
qf trenches northwest of Bazentin. 
Something of mystery exists as to the 
situation on the Eastern front. For 
two consecutive days the Russians 
confined themselves to brief state­
ment sTfhat nothing of importance had 
occurred. The Austrian and German 
War Offices had been almost equally 
uncommunicative. The only ,fighting 
mentioned by Vienna was the repulse 
of Russian attacks on the lines of 
General Von Bothmer, who is in, com­
mand of the Teutonic forces retiring 
from the Tarnopol front. Berlin re­
ports the repulse of Russian attacks 
south of Brody. The lull in the 
Italian operations against Trieste is 
unofficially explained from Rome as 
due to the general offensive against 
the great Austrian seaport; Austrian 
seaplanes again raided Venice, but 
Rome says they caused only slight 
damage.

BRITISH STEAMER TORPEDOED.
LONDON. To-day.

The Bfiusb steamer Whitgift, pre­
viously reported missing, is now un­
derstood to have been torpedoed and

sunk on April 20th, says Lloyds. The 
sole survivor was a Japanese. The 
Whitgift sailed from Almeida, Spain, 
on April 12, for Tyne, and was last 
reported leaving Gibraltar on April 
13. She was 4397 tons, and was own­
ed in London.

SUBMARINE OFF GRAND BANKS.
BOSTON, To-day.

The sighting of a large submarine, 
believgd to be the German merchant­
man Deutschland, off the Grand Banks 
last Saturday morning is reported by 
members of the crew of the Warren 
Liner Sache which arrived to-night 
from La Pallace, France, and Liver­
pool. The submarine was travelling 
in a northeasterly direction at mod­
erate speed.

BELGIANS TAKE KAREMA.

HAVRE, To-day.
A brigade of Belgian troops has cap­

tured and occupied the port of Karema 
on the eastern bank of Lake Tangan­
yika, German East Africa, says an of­
ficial announcement.

PORTUGAL TO COME IN.
LISBON, To-day.

Major Norton Mattes, Portuguese. 
Minister of War, announced that Por­
tugal soon will participate in the war, 
fighting on the side of the Entente 
Allies.

FIGHTING AT VERDUN.
PARIS. To-day.

Heavy attacks were made by the 
French last night on the Verdun front 
after violent fighting; at Fleury, east 
of the Meuse, they expelled the Ger­
mans from part of the town which had 
bflfen captured, says the official state­
ment of to-day.

“To the memory of------ . He died
tor the Fatherland.

“ “Wilhelm, I.R.”
The eminent designer of this work 

of art has not, says the Sun, availed 
himself of the full possibilities of the 
occasion. How much more appealing 
for example, the card would be if in­
stead of the sinking ship it bore a 
picture of the sinking Lusitania,; and, 
ih place Of the legend selected by 
Èmperor Wilhelm, this familiar in­
junction:

Suffer the little children to come 
unto M6 and forbid them not; tor of 
such is the Kingdom of God.”

On the. reverse side, to complete the

memorial, this warning might appro­
priately appear:

“And whosoever shall offend one of 
these little ones that believe in Me, 
it is better for him that a millstone 
were hanged about his neck and he 
were cast into the sea.”

Thus adorned, the imperial me­
morial card would have met -more 
nearly the needs of truth than it does 
with the present decorations.

« Dr. Murphy Dead.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The American news­
papers for August 12th gives an ac­
count of the death of Dr. John B. 
Murphy, of Chicago, one of the world’s 
most renowned surgeons. Dr. Mur­
phy was the former President of the 
American Medical Association and for 
years internationally known as one 
of the greatest surgeons. He was 
horn at Appleton, Wisconsin, and was 
in his 59th year. He had received 
many honors both in America and in 
foreign countries, and on June 16th, 
1916, he received the Collar and Cross 
of the Order of- St. Gregory the Great 
at the direction of Pope Benedict XV., 
from Archbishop George W. Mun­
delein. Dr. Murphy received many 
honors for attainments in his profes­
sion, in 1902 the University of Notre 
Dame conferred- on him the Laetare 
Medali the University, of Scotland 
gave him the degree of Doctor of 
Science in 1908, and in July of the 
same year he received the appoint­
ment of First Lieutenant of the Army 
Medical Corps. In 1899 he grafted a 
section of a cartilage into the nose 
of a woman. This was his first ex­
periment and two years later he built 
a nose on a man’s face from hi® finger, 
and another time he manufactured a 
new jaw for a girl. At Chicago a few 
years ago the wife of our respected 
townsman, Mr. Frank McNamara, vis­
ited Dr. Murphy and he successfuly 
cured her.
