Those
who paid the debt with their
lives recked not of the smaller
things of the moment, They had

the broader vision of life, which’

they deemed well spent in the
service of the land of their
birth. “It is a sweet and pleas-
ant thing to die for one’s coun-
try” said the old Latin poet,
but it takes the stuff of which
heroes are made to live up to

such principles as those for
which our men fought. “Brav-
est of the brave” may well be
the salute offered them.

_enemy batteries, but unflinch-
ingly and déterminedly advanced
in the face of odds that were
overwhelming. They won their
title, “Better than the best” by
deeds of renown whose glorjes
will go down the &avenues/of
ages, and stimulate those svho
come after with the desire to do
or die.

Nearly
2,600 years ago in that finest example
of a panegyric an Athenian states-
man left on record some of the most
appropriate and inspiring thoughts
which are likely to occur to any man
who stands on a rostrum such as this.
But there was one marked defect for
the positien of Pericles. He could
only speak to the relatives as to those
who had nothing but mourning be-
fore them. We to-day have a more
excellent hope; because we have
learned that in real truth these men
who have gone before are not dead
and never can die. We can believe
that the majority, even all of them,
arriving in their last moment at the
supreme conception of human life
dedicated themselves in that last act
to an ideal which sanctified the whole
of their existence and leaves a per-
petually stimulating example to us
who have been left behind.

I do not seek to conceal from you
or from myself the sadness
must come to many of us who are
present to-day. I think that particul-
arly in this summer time of year a;

pathetic sadness must arise in the
hearts of all who have lost any of]|
their dear ones. Every sight must re-!
call them—whether it be the stromng
breezes of Newfoundland rippling the |
tops of the hayfields into"a surface of
grassy sea, or the view on some sunny
afternoon from Blackmarsh ‘or the

Freshwater Valley with the distant]

tower of Cabot standing out on Sig-
nal Hill—or perhaps it is from Bell
Island across the blue of Conception
Bay to the further shores -buried in
a haze of heat,—or it may be at
Grand Folls looking from = the hill
across the Exploeits River - lending
its forces to the aid of human need,
or the brilliant sunshine on the blue
waters of Fortune- Bay or the hun-
dred isles of Burgeo set Eastward in
the sea—or in the other direction on
the long North West shore, . where
the white horses on the Straits of
Bell Isle make risky the crossing to
the Coast of Labrador—all over this
Island in the beautiful ‘summer days
a special sadness must .come to us.
And yet let us remember that these
men are perhaps happier than many
of us who are left behind; they have
entered into a rest that we -perhaps
would some of us gladly attain. They
have done a great work and covered
themselves with a great glory. For
a moment we can truly say, “Let
them rest in peace.”

And if we are tempted to ask
whether these men have made the
sacrifice in vain; if when we look at
the world around us, when we hear
of fighting and wars and’ Tumours
of wars, when we see the apparent
triumph of wrong and injustice,“and
éven those who. have fought side by
gide with perfect trust beginning to
bicker over the little rdifferences of
the settlements which must ' follow
the war, if we are for the moment in
doubt or despa'lr——lnt ‘me. say to all
that nothing good done in ‘this worid
is- really in wvain and that ‘it is upon
us, upon our personal effort, wupon
our determination to follow the ex-
ample that these men left  us that
the future of the world, the swccess
of their eﬂort réally depends. Over
the long yetru, sometimes vhhnered.
aotnetimee rlnlng to a grnnd diapa- | a
son, we should hear the word which
they so often ntt.oral, “thrry on,”
and that ‘which is bound upon us, the

thm men, “Take ‘care that amongst
you there are not those who are seek-
ing to misappropriate your claim upon
the public benevolence and compas-
sion: ‘1 appeal to those members of
the now practically disbanded Regi-
ment who have come through quite
safely, I appeal to those who )flvlng
suffered are -still capable of doing
much, to take care that their pusi-
tion is mot hampored or disgraced by
the action of a few who may ttll away
into wrong conceptions.

Cast your. eyes upon the Golours
of the Regiment which are on parade
to-day and ask what they mean,
They are tlie embodiment of the spirit
of the liegiment; they are the eml-
bodiment of tHat which carried into
battleatho - perfect dis¢ipline of the
finest RBritish Troops, they are the
embodiment of that spirit which when
men came home across the sea back
to their own country should make
them feel that here after the war they
would strive to coaform in all their
actions to that standard which had
been set before them in the days of
the fighting. This is the lesson of the
Colours. This is why the French de-

‘corate the Colours of suc€essful Regi-

ments. For this reason they are en-
titled to ulute They “embody the
spirit of the Regiment, they symbolise
all that is best in the corporate life
of humanity and for that reason they
are treated with honour.

1 suppose as human life goes this
will be the last time that I shall have
an opportunity of speaking to you on
this day, and with all solemnity I ask
you one question. Are you here, you
people of St. John’s, you who have
come in from' the outports, you who
are in political life, you who are in
the life of the business of the town,
are you here seriously or are you here
in the spirit of “What went ye out in

which | the wilderness to see?’ Can you rise

to the real meaning of the day or am
I to pass away and think that ,this
great pageant is merely a solemn
mockery?’ Are you content that in
the very effort being made ‘to raise a

| St. John’s there is bickering and mis-

Forgive
me.- if I repeat what I always have
said - to_the .little “children, on whom
the future depends.

‘Believe me that we shall never rise
to anything that is really worth while,
neither in Newfoundland nor in the
British Empire, until we have got rid
of selfishness and have entered into
the spirit of sacrifice’ which we pur-
pose to commemorate to-day. I do not
speak to you only now as Newfound-
land, I speak to you as a unit of the
British Empire. What I say applies
not only to you but to the Empire
geénerally. Throughout that .Empire
the politician, the lawyer, the busi-
ness man, in actuated by too selfish
a motive, too little striving to sink
one’s own interests and put forward
that' of one’s neighbour ' and one's
brother. Only when we can import
into our lives as individuals the one
idea that we must think of others
even . before we think of ourselves,
that is to say, when we import the
real spirit of Christianity, then and
thén only we shall begin to lay the
foundations of ja finer and better
world.

| The Fate of the
American Confederacy;

The battle fought at Gettysburg on
July 1, 2, and 3, 1863, between the
Federal troops under General Meade,
and the Southern troops under Gen-.
eral Robert Lee, taken together with |
the surrender of Vicksburg, to General !
Grant on July 4, was decisive of the"
fate of the Southern Confederacy.
Chance brought on the terrible strug-
gle, when on July 1, bodies of the
Federal cavalry, advancing on Gettys-
burg, got into action with part of the
Confederate army, supports came up
on both sides, and by degrees the com-
bat with which the day began swelled
into a battle. General Reynolds drove
the Confederates through Gettysburg
to the hills near the town, but ad-
vancing too far, he was in turn, repul-
sed, and killed. General Howard, who
took command, sent urgent messages
to meade, who ordered all his crops
and divisions to concentrate en Get-
tysburg, so that at the close of the
first day, the Federals, though they
: had suffered heavily, and were driven
;back, were massed in great force on
Cemetery Hill. The second day’s bat-
: tle was indecisive, the Confederate ef-
i forts against Round Top Hill, being
| unavailing, and both armies bivouac-
ked on the fleld. Until the afternoon
| of the third day there was only firing
t.hronghont the outposts, but about

ono o’clock Lee opened fire with more
;than 'a hundred guns on the Federals,
‘n.nd between three and four o'clock,
i ordered Longstreet’s corps; with Pick-
! ett’s Virginian leading, - to charge
and carry Cemetery Hill. Under a
heavy fire the gallant Southerners
came on, and pushing back the Fed-
eral line, were seon upon the guns.
bayoneting the gunners, and waving
their flags over the guns. They had,

enfilading fire of the Federal guns on
the Western Slopes, and a storm of
grape and canister tore its way down
their lines, which reeled back in
fragments, The Federals - thereupon
charged forwards, sweeping back the
disjointed line, and the battle was
over. Meade reported his loss at 160-
00 Kkilled and wounded, and 6,000 mis-
sing; while Lee's loss was estimated |
at 18,000 killed and wounded, and 10,-
000 prisoners. Lee held his gronndl
on tho lburt.h and did mot’ commence !

Blondin’s Niagara |
Performance.

In the early part of July, 1860, Blon
din, the famous tightrope walker,
performed the remarkable feat of
walking across the Niagra Falls with
a man on his back, Nearly five months
were spent in making the rope, which
was three inches in diameter and two
thousand feet long.
