Some ‘Interesitng, if belated, infor-
mation -has recently been handed out
by the U.S. Navy department respect-
ing German submarines, their number
and their fate. It appears-that 281 U=
boats had been delivered by the con-
tractors and 197 were under construc-
tion when armistice was signed. Of
this number 146 were destroyed by
the allied forces: The loss in per-
sonnel was 5,346, incuding 515 officers.
Of the total lost 37 were accounted for
by depth: charges, 36 by fixed mines,
20 were lost.in fights with enemy U-
boats, 14 by engine . and other trou-
bles, 13 sunk by destroyers, torpedo
boats and- sub chasers, 8 were lost
through accidental ramming, while
12 were acg¢ounted ‘for by fishing
boats, aerial bombing and submarine
nets. Of the losses 56 took place in the
English' Channel, 26 in the North Sea,
16 off the east coast of Hngland, 16
in the Mediterranean, 12 off the Dutch
coast and the remainder in a wide
field, practically covering the seven
seas. .

Considering the great havoc per-
petrated by the German submarines
during the war, and the activity of
these craft over a period of four
years, the losses cannot be consider-
ed abnormally large either in per-
sonnel or vessels. Between the U-boat
on the one hand and the bombing
plane on the other it looks very much
as if the battleship of great size and !
enormous cost had about ceased to bez
effective.’
