Wonderful Reviv/ - s. — A writer in 
the Wesleyan says that two daily prayer 
meetings are held in Charlettotown, 
which are largely attended.

Sehator Brown.—This is what'//or-

how long that was before he escaped.

James Dalziel being sworn, deposed : 
—Drive an express waggon and am a 
hostler. Know McLean ; heard about 
his escape from1 Guelph gaol. Have 
known him for about a year. Dcn’t 
know and have not heard how he escaped. 
Went to bed on the 14th instant at 12 
o’clock. Don’t know of any team having 
been sent from Anderson’s hotel to 
Guelph. Have heard of no message 
having been sent from Guelph to Collis 
or any one else for a team to go to 
Guelph on the evening of the 14th. Saw 
McLean last the day before he was ar­
rested. . Have no knowledge of how he 
cscapod-from gaol.

James Casserly Morrow* testified :— 
Am a hotel-keeper in Fergus. Heard of 
McLean’s escape on the following even­
ing. A team was hired from mo on the 
night before the escape, that was Tuès- 
day, 14th inst. The team was engaged 
by Mr. Collie in the evening. He took 
the team away abont half-past eight iu 
the evening, and he returned next morn­
ing about eight. He drove up as if he 
came from his own stable at Anderson's 
Hotel. I think he told me that ho was 
at Berlin. He told me that he was to 
drive 13 or 14 miles. It would be diffi­
cult to say whether he went farther than 
that. Mr. Anderson paid for the team, 
54. Tho vehicle he drove was a baggy 
with & pole. I have no aeqaintnnoo with 
McLean. Collis told me that there was 
a telegram from Guelph to Mr. Ander­
son for a team, but I did not understand 
where the term was to be* taken to. I 
did not see the telegram. Collis told me 
to have the team ready by half-past

Charles Banting deposed :—Have been 
an agent. Have know n McLean for 
about a year and a half. The last time 
I saw him was abont two weeks before 
his escape from gaol. I went to see him 
as a friend, and by his invitation. The 
turnkey admitted mo to the gaol. The 
sheriff gave me a pass the first time I 
visited McLean. The second time I 
was with Mr. Oliver, I think. Petriet 
Kelly and I solicited subscriptions for 
the defence of McLean. 5-15 was paid 
to Oliver in the gaol and 55 was paid to 
McLean. I have the receipts. The last 
day that I sàw McLean I telegraphed to 
a Mr. Auder'son, of Fergus, respecting 
McLean's case. I only sent one tele­
gram to my knowledge. The telegraph 
office was on Wyndham street. I can’t 
tell what I telegraphed abont. Anderson, 
Petrie, Kelly and myself were all inter­
ested in getting McLean a trial. Two 
or three days after his arrest McLean 
wrote for me from Guelph gaol. I may 
have some of the letters he wrote to me 
at home ; but have none with me. I 
heard of his escape the day after, when 
the train came in. Did not believe it 
when I hoard it. I went to Toronto with 
Kelly to solicit subscriptions, and to 
Alma and Elora with Petrie. Heard 
that 840 was raised in Brantford. Heard 
that Oliver and Macdonald wore paid 
585. I aman Orangeman and a Mason, 
Have five degrees in the Orange Society, 
McLean is an Orangeman. From what

to see him because I had to get an or­
der , and it was difficult to see him.

David Beggs Kelly deposed :— Have 
heard rumours both in reference to 
money and other means in respect to 
McLean’s release from gaol. I have 
heard that they xfrero to bring down a 
lot of Orangemen and Oddfellows in 
order to lot McLean out by force. Have 
been told that they were going to raise 
money to buy off these officials, meaning, 
I suppose, the gaol officials. I have 
repeated these rumors. Never heard 
that the turnkey was bribed, and neve: 
made a statement to that effect, 
except R9 a rumour. I never stated 
that I kuov of a definite arrange­
ment having been made to bribe 
the turnkey. I was in my own homo :n 
Fergus on the evening of tho 14th inst. 
up to abonf ° ”y'

speak to him that night about McLean.
‘ know or hear anytl :ng <.f a team 

having bee i sent over from Fergus on 
the night of the 14th Apr’ to lake Mc­
Lean away. Since I gavo my evidence 
here last I have heard of a rumor of 
that kind,

George Bookless, of the Royal Hotel,, 
Guelpb, said:—Have known McLean for 
about a year and a half. Have visited 
him whi!o he was in gaol. Boarded him 
for the first three weeks. I used to take 
his meals np without a pass from the 
Sheriff. The4urnkey used to let me iu, 
and on one or two occasions l e left mo 
alone with McLean. Have no; s-çen Mc­
Lean since between the 1st and 4th 
March. * For two weeki before that I 
used to see him generally tvwco a week ; 
before that nearly every day. He wanted 
me to bring bis letters. Sometimes they 
were addressed in my oare. Know Mrs. 
McLean, and had sympathy with Mc­
Lean on account of his wifo and family. 
McLean told me that subscriptions wore 
being raised for him in Brantford and 
Fergus, and I think he said Elora. Think 
I saw a memorial or a petition in Mc­
Lean’s cell to the Grand Lodge of the 
Orange Society for funds to assist in his 
defence. McLea n seemed to ha /e a great 
many friends. I have seen some with him 
in gaol. A person named David B. Kelly 
came to me one evening not Icng;l>efore 
the escape an.- asked me if I heard any- 
thing about McLean lately. I said no, 
that I had not seen him for four or five^ 
weeks. He then told me that they were* 
going to get him out of gaol. He did 
not mention any names. He told me 
that Hillen, the turnkey, Was to get 8800 
and that he had already got part of the 
money. He did not say who had paid 
the money to the turnkey. He said 
someth g about McLean’s getting away 
on a Saturday night. I did not ask • *m 
abont the means that were to be used. I 
was surprised at his telling me, and I 
told him that it was bis own voluntary 
statement, and that it was not imparted 
to me in confidence. I would not have 
received such a communication in con- 

I told my brother of it two or 
three days after. I did not know Kelly 
very well but he kntw that I knew Mc­
Lean. I told McLean that I would only 
board him until he got bail, and as soon 
as I fonnd he could not do that I quit 
boarding him and ho got huffed. For 
that reason I did not go to sec him any 
more and in fact I did not wish to see 
him any more. When Kelly made the 
statement to me in the Royal, he ap­
peared to be perfec1-y sober. He ap"- 
p* ently had the knowledge of the fact 
that part of the money had been paid to 
the turnkey.

Charles Denting,re-called, said:—The 
telegram referred to in my previous 
evidence was respecting getting into the 
gaol. I did not know before I came 
down that I could get in; but I won’t 
swear that that was what the telegram 
was about. I think it was, McLean had 
written to me to come down to see him. 
I told Anderson that I was goiug down 
to see McLean. I never had any difficulty 
in gett'ng into the gaol before. I had 
beer; to see McLaan frequently before the 
last time—that is the day I telegrapheS. 
The turnkey took me up to the corridor 
and I talked through the bars to McLean. 
There was a good deal said between us. 
The tptnkey was present part of the time. 
There was nothing to be done at the 
meet1 tg, that I was aware of, except to 
convey a request to Alexander Anderson 
that there wan no necessity for Audeson’s 
writing a letter to McLean staVng that 
he was speaking too much about himself 
to others. Anderson keeps the North 
American Hotel. I also know Aaron 
Munison who keeps the Royal in Fergus. 
Murricon is an acquaintance of McLean’s. 
I told Munison that I was going down to 
see McLean. The subscriptions had

WELLINGTON COUNTY ASSIZES.

CHIEF JUSTICE WILSON, r3B3IDIXO. -
April 27.

This Court opened at 1 to-day. The 
following gentlemen were empanelled as 
the Grand Jury :—John Robinson, lore- 
man; Alex.

The Judge took his seat at half-past 
one, and made the following charge :— 
Gentlemen of the Grand Jury :—

calendar at the present sitting that wi’l 
require your attention, but they are both 
of some little consequence. I anticipate, 
however, that you xtill have no difficulty 
iu dealing with them, as criminal law is 
easily administered, and it is not often 
that points of difficulty arise. Onecharge 
is burglary with intent to steal. The 
off jncelof burglary is defined as the for­
cible breaking into a dwelling bouse in 
the night s lasou. TL>o law fixes the night 
as beginning and ending at certain yours. 
You will have to determine whether tho 
entry was effected between the hours 
named.

The other charge is of a more serious 
character, that of rape upon a girl un­
der the age of ten years. The punish­
ment for rape has been altered. It was * 
always attended with the penalty of 
death, but two years ago was altered tp 
imprisonment. This particular offence, 
however, remains as before, "and is still 
a capital crime, as the law pre-sup- 
poses that in children under
ten years there can be ho
consent given to such an act. It is not 
your, duty to hear any more than thti 
evidence that is brought to establish 
these cases, neither are yon to decide 
whether the prisoners are* guilty ; but 
you will determine whether there has 
been a case made out sufficient to call 
the prisoner to answer.

A Hard Tius^-The Exeter Tiro^Rives 
an account of the sufferings of the crew 
of the. tug Doty which became ice-bound 
in Lake Huron, two miles from Bayfield, 
a few days since.

J? rom the report juet issued from
e Department of Customs and In- 

and ltevenuo, we learn that there 
was a decrease in the quantity of 
home made spirits entered for con. 
sumption during the year 1872 3 of 
over 90,500 gallons, and that 104,600 
gallons less were exported. The 
revenue arising from this source was 
consequently #68,026 less than in the 
previous year. As regards malt 
1 <luor the production was over a 
hv.llion and a half gallons, or 15^ per 
cent in excess of the previous year, 
and the revenue from malt and malt 
liquors 12 per cçnfc greater. Some 
regard the increase in the produc­
tion of the lattei, and the decrease 
in the former, as the result of the 
sustained vigorous agitation of the 
temperance organization and friends 
of temperance to have the sale and 
use of spirits restricted. Be that as 
it may the fact is noteworthy.

In noticing the quantity of spirits 
manufactured in the different re. 
venue divisions, we observe that the 
Guelph Divisian stands fourth highest 
on the list. Toronto stands first, 
the quantity produced there during 
the year being a trifle over 2,200,000 
gallons. Windsor is second,the quanti- 

_/t produced there being only about 
100,0C0 gallons less than at Toronto. 
Prescott is third, the quantity being 
564,735 gallons, while the Guelph 
Division returns 459,593 gallons, the 
product, wo believe, of three dis- 
tilleries, viz : Guelph, Waterloo and 
Ilespeler.

The Monetary Times in analyzing 
the figures states that Ontario 
monopolizes the manufacture of 
whiskey for the whole Dominion i 
Over one million and a half bushels 
of grain were consumed in its manu, 
facture in one year, eleven thousand 
of which was Indian corn'. As only 
a little over 300,000 gallons of proof 
spirits were exported last, year, ifc 
follows that the great bulk of the 
production was consumed in Canada. 
Over 66 per cent of the total amount 
of internal revenue collected was de- 
j ived from this one article.

In the manufacture of malt liquor, 
Guelph again stands fourth on the 
1st, About 40 per cent of the whole 
product is made in Montreal and 
Toronto, the quantity m the former 
city being over 2,500,000 gallons, and 
in the latter a little over 2,000,000 
gallons. London is third, the 
quantity returned being over 900,- 
000 galldns, while in Guelph the re- 
turns are 802,423 gallons. Quebec, 
Hamilton and Halifax rank next in 
ordei*. Compared with the quantityof 
malt and malt liquor made in 1864, 
the manufacture has doubled in the 
ten years.

There is a decrease in the maufac­
ture of tobacco in fhe Dominion for 
the year 1873, compared with 1872 
by nearly one million pounds. The 
total quantity manufactured in 1873 
was nearly six and a half million 
pounds, realizing a duty of one mil- 
J:on and thirteen thousand dollars 
being over $2(.!U,0( ) less than the 
the previous year.

There is an ' 'crease of over ten 
million gallons of refined- petroleum 
produced in C la last yet?'*,1 
compared with that produced 
in 1872. In the relic ig of 
this article Guelph again 
ranks fourth in the quantity of crude 
petroleum used, and in the quantity 
of the refined article pioduccd, 
London stands highest, the quantity 
of refined gallons produced being 
over seven million. Sarnia ranks next, 
the product being over six million 
gallons. Paris, is third on the list, the 
quantity pioduced there being over 
300,(;00 gallons^while in Guelph the 
returns fer the same period are 274,-f 

X1X8 gallons. The quantity of pe­
troleum exported in 1873 was over 
nine million gallons, being an in 
crease of neaily one and a half 
million gallons over that exported 
in 1872.

Bureau of Agriculture.—From the 
, report oi the Minister of Agricul­
ture we learn that there were 3,184 
patents granted in 1873, being 969 
more than were obtained in 1872. 
The number of immigrants who ar­
rived in Canada in 1873 were 99,109, 
being 9.923 more than arrived in 
1872. Of this number 36 per cent, 
more resolved to remain m Canada 
than ' l the previous year. T. o re­
port states that arrangements have 
been made to induce the Mennonites 
to settle in Manitoba, aud it is ex­
pected that a great many of them 
will make that Province their future 
home. The vote in aid of immigra­
tion to the several Provinces was 
distributed as follows : Ontario,$25,- 
1)00 ; Quebec, 020,000 : New Bruns­
wick, #10,000 : Nova Scotia, $10,000 
British Columbia, $5,000 ; total 070,- 
i )( - ). The combined expenditure of

Local and Other Items.

The Collingwood Bulletin has no hopes 
of the fall wheat in that vicinity, some 

,it having been raised completely out 
ground by the frost.

The saloon kegpers of Chicago have 
agreed to suspend the free lunch system, 
and many citizens will now have to go 
to work. .

A Kentucky breach of promise1-suit 
wherein 310,000 wore claimed, has been 
settled for 314 ana a mule, which is just 
about the figure the jury would have re­
turned.

Arrangements are nearly completed 
for the despatch of additional men to 

‘ join the North-West mounted police 
force. They will leave Toronto on the 
4th of May and will take with them a 
largo number of horses. It is proposed 
to send them to Fort Garry via United 
States and not by the Dawson road, as 
heretofore.

One day last week a bug got into the 
ear of a little boy, son of Mr. H. W. 
Smith, near Wftterdown.llt caused such 
intense pain, that after a while the child 
fainted. His mother and sister on ex­
amining his ear in the sunlight dis­
covered to their horror that a large bug 
had penetrated considerable distance into 
the orifice, and was struggling in vain to 
retreat or advance, which was the cause 
of the exquisite torture under which the 
poor boy had been suffering. With great 
presence of mind the mother hooked a 
small piece of wire, and managed to get 
the insect out of his ear.

The Upper Lakes.—Navigation to the 
Upper Lakes has not yet commenced, 
but there is considerable of a fleet lying 
in the St. Clair Biver and at Port Huron, 
ready to start out as soon ns they can do 
so with safety. From the present aspect 
of the weather, howevor, it is not likely 
that many of them will start much be­
fore the 1st of May. Up to the 2nd inst. 
the weather still kept cold in the Lake 
Superior region. The ice in Thunder 
Bay had not then begun to flow, nor had 
the snow melted off it ; and as in all pro­
bability the weather there would be simi­
lar to what it has been here, since that 
date, the likelihood is that little change 
has yot taken place.

Capital Punishment.—At the instance 
of Mr. Dymond, the member for North 
York, who intends to discuss the aboli­
tion of capital punishment, a partial re­
turn has been laid on the table uf the 
House. It includes all the committals 
for capital offences since Confederation. 
The total number is 69, as follows :— 
Murder, 41 ; rape, 20 ; wounding, with 
intent to murder, 1 ; stabbing, with in­
tent to murder, 1 ; poisoning, 1 ; levying 
war on Her Majesty, 1 ; piracy, 4. No 
execution has been carried-into effect for 
any other offence than murder. Of 
persons convicted of murder 22 were 
executed.

Mining Prospects.—The shareholders 
of mining locations G 2 and G 3, Cloud 
Bay, are hopeful that the mine will.turn 
out very rich. It is expected some woik' 
may be done on it this coming summer.
