About an hour after the imprison-
ment of the Hungarian, the general at-
tack was made. A stone was hurled
through a window, and the crash of the
glass was the signal for a general at-
tack, and a hail of missiles crashed
through the front of the building,
bregking down the door and breaking
every pane of glass .in the front wall.
A piece of cordwood nearby provided
further ammunition, and after the first
volley, the mob made an ugly rush for
the entrance, determined to drag out
| their man.

The police, Sergeant Taylor and five
constables; lined up at the doors and
windows. A volley was fired into the
air, but the check was only momentary,
for, with yells, the mob rushed for the
building, the front ones pushed on by
those behind. Then came another
volley. The crowd rolled back again
but left Smorak dead and Fulk near the

Meantime a hurry call had been sent
to the central station and an automo-
bile was sent down, but with only two
constables.

Work Increasing |
Tt will be noted that the number ad-
| mitted and cared for at the shelter is
much greater than for any previous
month. In April, 1912, 23 children were
cared for at the sehlter. During the
1913, the number cared
for was 60. These figures inc i
the growth of the work. Owing t
want of accommodation, several chil-
| dren had to be provided for outside
the shelter. Quite a large number of
| applications are being received from
time to time from parents who require
temporary shelter for their children.
The mother, for instance, has to go to|
the hospital to undergo an operation. |
The father has to work all day or lose |
his job. What is he to do with two or
three little ones unexpectedly thrown
upon his hands? He is willing to pay
for the keep of the children, but whe
is he to take them? Where can
place them and feel sure thy
ceive proper attention? In a number|
cases, the rules governing
admission to the shelter have been re-
laxd to meet the particular need. But
it is fit that there is now an urgent
need of a children’s boarding house in
the city. Perhaps a day nursery and
children’s boarding house could be |
combined, and run under one general
management. At any rate the time
has come when a children’s boarding |
be established.

After discussion it was
unanimously decided to recommend |
the cottage system in preference to the
congregate plan of having all the dif-
ferent classes of children cared for in|
one large building. On April 23 the|
shelter bylaw was submitted to the
citizens, and carried. On April 25 and
om¢Muy 8, meetings of the building
committee of the society were held in
the office of the secretary to work out
details as to plans and specifications of
the new shelter system, and to consider
the matter of a suitable site. On May
7 a joint meeting of the building com-
mittee and city commissioners was
held in the office of Commissioner
Samis when the whole ques n as to
the style of building and s ion of
a site received careful and thorough
consideration. After discussion the
commissioners decided to defer action
execu-
tive and building committee on May 8.
when the whole matter would be f:)r»
ther considered, and recommendations
submitted.

Practical Men in Charge.
Competent! managers have ‘been se-
! cured for each farm, the object being
| to obtain in each case a thoroughly
practical man who would not only be
in a position to guide the operations of
the farm, but to assist in various other
ways in the educational work in con-
templation. A definite building plan
was outlined, and this has been prac-
tically all carried into effect.

On each of the farms the following
buildings were erected: Manager's
house, $4,000; men’'s lodging house,
$1,800; dairy barn, $3,200; horse barn,
$2,100; hog pen, $6850; four hen coops,
$150 each; shed, $500; root house, $700;
ice-house, $300; milk house and pump-
{ house, $500.

These buildings are not extravagant,
but it was essential, in view of the
live stock work which was being un-
ndertaken on these farms, that build-
ings of fairly substantial character
should be erected at the start. On a
farm used for demonstration purposes
it was, of course, necessary to keep
more varieties of cattle than would be |
considered wise on an ordinary farm. |
Provision had to be made for actom- |
modation for stock similar to that at|
present on the farms. At the end of|
1912 the live stock upon the different |
farms was as follows:

Methods of Tilling.

There i& then an account of methods
of cultivation. The farms weére all
rough prairie when purchased, and|
the land was broken five inches deep. |

This work was done mostly in May
and June, and the land was thoroughly
packed and harrowed and disced at
frequent intervals during the summer.
This was done to keep the molsture
in the ground and to assist in the rot-
ting of the soll. As soon as the land
could be worked in the spring a good
seed bed was prepared and a packer
was in some instances wused after
seeding. Most -of the ground was,
however, in excellent condition from
the breaking of the previous summer.
Some fall plowing was done, though
the pressure of putting up buildings
and other work prevented the farmer
from doing as much as he would have
done otherwise,

The soil being widely different on
the various farms, there is considerable
