The Proposed Union of British Colum-
bia withCanada—Iuteresting Debate

His hon. friend had asked him a ques-
tion with respect to Britieh Columbia.
There bad beenseveral indicetions by means
of public meetings and otherwise, of a great
desire on the part of the inhabitants of Bri-
tish Columbia to become connected with the
Domipion of Canada. The most recent in-
formation was to the effeot tbat they had
undergone a -change in that respeot, but
whethet they had cbanged their minds or
aot, be was quilé sure that they would change
that it was to the advaantage of British Col-
umbia ‘to be conneeted with Canada, and
that the rich valley of the Seskatchewan
was almost a necessary complement to her
territory. There was in British Columbia
vast mineral wealth, and also in Vancouver
Island the finding of eoal was going on very
rapidly, Of that fact there could be no bet-
ter proof than that the dividends of th~
Vancouver Uoal Company bad risen from 2
or 3 to 20 per cent, at which price they
stood at present. In Vanocouver Island, too,
aod io Queen Charlotte island, the best bed
of coel was to be found which ecould be found
in thas part of the Pacific—a matter of great
importance in the development of the re-
eources of a country. The proposal which
had bees made by his noble Iriend | Lord
Granville], and which had been aceepted by
the Hudson Bay Company, and which he
hoped and believed would be accepted by
the Canadian Government, would, ot course,
in no way touch British Columvia. This
question, so far as itaffected them, the in-
habitants ot British Columbia would bave to
decide for themselves, but the Goveinment
would afford them every facility should they
wish to join the Dominion of Canads, and

[Hear, bear.] The pavigaiion required tm-~
provement be believed only in three places
to admit of their taking a sbip straight from
England to the foot of the Rocky Mountaics
withont dischargiog cargo. The laod, too,
counld be easily adapted to the laying of rail-
ways, as the gradienta to be overcome were
very few and very slight. Against the doubt
which bad been suggested as to the loyalty
of Canada in certain events hbe felt it right to
raise bis voice.

Eogland had a great interest
in makiog this arrangement as perfect as
pessible,  We were removing that barrier
we had ourselves created, and, having done
80, we undertook no more than to unite with
our fellow countrymen in Canada in opening
up the prosperity of this vast tract of fertile
country aod rendering it as avsilable to
those who emigrate hence as to those who
live on the spot. And when it was said that
some expressioos had been used in Britigh
Columbia indicating an inclination to annex«
ation with the United Siates, it should be
recollected that the greater part—98 per cent
—of the population came from the United
 States and therefore it was natural that their
inelination should be stronger for their own
country than towards Great Britaio, bat
when once this territory was opened up the
tide of population going from this country
would be greafly increased, the English
population would spread over 1t, and a terrie
torial provision weunld become available for
every family in Engiand that chose to go
there.

Mr, Gladstone said that wtth regard to the
principal topic of debate, he must say it
was a question of the greatest interest to con-
sider what would be the course of events
with respect to tbe future settlement of the
great valley of Saekatchewan.

PackiNe Eaes. — A writer in the
Rural New Yorker gives the following
es his mode of packing eggs for hatch~
ing that have to besent any distance:
“I use, as a general thiug, cigar boxes,
bat any box will do that will hold bran
and is made of wood. I kiln-dry the
bran so that it is perfectly free from
moisture, then I cover the bottom of
the box an inch or so with bran, pat
in a layer of eggs, taking great care to
place tho littls ends down, and then
put on bran again in alternate, layers.
The eggs should also be well protected
with bran from the sides of the boxes.
When the box is within an: inch of
being full, I fill this space with bran as
tight as I can pack it. .The eggs if
properly packed, will stand almost any
amonot of pressure without the least
fear of breaking. I have experimented
several times with this mode of packing,
opening the boxes afier putting & pres=
sure of at leest a hundred pounds on
them, and in not a single instance did
I find an egg broken. By this mode
there is no chance of injury from jar~
ring or joliing of the cars, for all the
available space is filled with bran.”

DorriNe Fowis— For the farmer
there is no breed of fowls that will prove
80 generally acceptable and profitable
as the grey Dorkings. They are bardy,
fair layers of large eggs, set early and
assiduously, prove good mothers, ma-
tare early, fasten easily, and give meat
of the best quality for the table, white,
plamp and tender. They are not ine
clined to wander from home or scratch
up the soil in the grain fields. No vaw

British Columbia aund the American
Railway System.

The' managers of the Northern Pacific
railroad are trying to raise the means and
get at work on their line - this very season ;
bat, according to Mr, Bowlea’s new volume,
“Qur New West,” the North West, of the
Columbis river valley and ;Puget Sound, of
Oregon, Washington and British Columbia,
will first be brought into the railway ecircle
by means of a branch from the present road
pear Salt Lake. Thus he deseribes tha fea-
sibility of this route, and the plans of both
ecompanies: owning the present Pacific rails
road, to aunex the Northwestern regions to
their lines : . .

The part which the navigation. of the
Columbia river is to play in facilifating rail-
1oad connections with the northwest and set-
tling the lines and points oi continental com-
merce, is an important one. With the belp
of the two short railroad portages around the
rapids, where the river breaka through the
meuotains, stesmboats run_up the Colombia
continuously to the junction of the Snake or
southern branch with the nortbern fork, a
distance of four hundred miles from the
mouth of the river. This is the present start-
ing point for land travel and freight - from
western Oregon to Idabho and southwestern
Qrcegon. The business of these boats amount-
ed in 1864 to twenty-two thousaud tons of
merebandise and thirty-six thousand passen-
gers. -The navigation company owned eight-
een or twenty steamboats, the railroad port
ages, extensive warehouses, altogether a pro-
perty of two million: dollers; all and more
100, made out of the profits of the business:
By a wagon road of one bundred and fitty
miles north from the junction of the forks of
the Columbia, we can reach & portion of the
posthern branch, which is navigable for two
handred miles fartber north into the very
centre of British Colambia and the Hudson
Bay company’s tertitory ; and already a boat
bas been built and set in motion on these
far away upper waters, It reaches into some
ot the richest of the fur and gold regions of

 British Columbis, its whistle and its wheels

arousing the wilderness as far north as the
fifty-second and fifty-third paralles, * * ¥

The conmstruction of this braoch or exten-

sion of the present Paeific road 18 the sm-
bition of the Oregon people, and the purpose
of the Union Pucific railroad company. It
would give the latier a direct connection of
their own with the Pacifie ocean, aod render
them in 8 certein sepse independent of the,
California company. Then a reilroad through
the woods of Washington Terrtory, but for
pinety miles north from the _Oolumbis river,
to Puget Soand at Olympia, would bring
the far North-west into the circle of stesm
travel and traffic, and go far to anticipate the
service allotted to tie Northern Pacific rail-
‘road,  Montana wculd alone, neder this ar-
raogemeut, : be unprovided  for; but the
_Union Pacific ompany have also in contem-
plation a branch-road in“that “Terntofy trom
their line eitber at the Green River erossing
or from the Sait Lake valley. But thic is
more doubtful and less inviling enterpiise
tban the Idaho, Oregon and Puge: Souod
line,

On the other hand, the company owriog
the California end of the Paeific road pro-
pose to reach aud accommodate Oregon by a
branch starting out from their track ia the
lower part of the Humbolt valley, and run-
ping north-west through the lake region of
southern Oregon and over the Cascade
mouniain to the head of the Willamette val=
ley, up which the Oregou people are already
rapidly constructing a railroad live, From
a similar starting poiot in the Humbolt
valley. the California Pacific Railroad Com-
pany propose to anoex Idaho to tneir end of
the route by a branch rusning porth-east,
Thas, without waiting for the through norib-
ern continental line, whose completion, what-
ever ita claims and necessities, must apparen-
tly be postpoued for some years, perbaps t»
another generation, the whole North- west
of Idabo, Oregon, Washington and British
Columbia are certain to be speedily joined
to the rest of the pation in the blessed bands
of iron, and made near them by the swift
courges of steam.
