Wealthy Russian Widow in Colorado 
Kills Her Boy and Suicides.

Denver, Cot, Feb. 10.—Harry P. Rhodes, 
a prominent young attorney of this city, 
who, for eight years prior to 1897, was 
deputy district attorney here, died at St. 
Luke’s hospital yesterday morning as the 
result of wounds inflicted by himself last 
Tuesday afternoon.

At 10 o’clock ’last night Mrs. Olga 
Lavrenius, a young Russian widow, under­
stood to have been Rhodes’ fiancee, shot 
and instantly killed her ten-year-old son, 
and then sent a bullet through her own 
brain.

The tragedies of Tuesday and Wednesday 
both occurred at the Arno, a fashionable 
hotel, where Rhodes and Mrs. Lavrenius 
boarded for several months. Mrs. Lavre­
nius attended Rhodes at the hospital until 
his death, which she took with seeming 
composure. Last night after the little son 
was asleep in bed she shot him through 
the head and then turned the weapon upon 
herself.

Rhodes was a Kentuckian, belonging to 
one of the best families in the state.

Mrs. Lavrenius was a beautiful woman. 
33 years old, and highly accomplished. 
She was a Nihilist, and with her husband, 
was several years ago sentenced to life 
imprisonment in Siberia. Five or six years 
ago they were pardoned by the nzar and 
came to this country, locating first in Chi­
cago, but four years ago coming to Denver, 
where Laverinus became a student at the 
Denver Medical College. Two and a half 
years ago he died of Bright’s disease. They 
are said to belong to wealthy families, 
and always rdteived liberal allowances from 
Russia.

erning dredging for minerals in submerg­
ed beds of rivers in Manitoba and the 

. Territories have been amended to 
vide that the lessees shall have at least 
one dredge in operation on every five 
miles" leased to him, within one season 
from the date of his lease, and if during 
one season when operations can be car­
ried on he fails to efficiently, work the

Citadel Buildings at Halifax Suffer—

Halifax, Feb. 11.—Fire in the citadel 
about midnight destroyed the offices, can­
teen and recreation room.

STEEL WORKERS’ PAY RAISED.

Thirty Six Thousand Employees Benefit 
by Voluntary Increase.

Chicago, Feb. 9.—The American Steel 
and Wire Company have decided to ad­
vance the wages of its 36,000 employees 
from five to ten per cent.

THE ALBA BOUNDARYMADE IN GERMANY.
Washington, Feb. 7.—When Aguin­

aldo’s followers fired their rifles at the 
American soldiers they shot German bul­
lets bought with German money. When 
the field artillery of the rebel chieftain 
was used Spanish soldiers served Ger­
man guns with German ammunition. 
Germany and Spain are legally, as well 
as morally, responsible for the death of 
about sixty American soldiers and two 
or three thousand natives. If Aguinaldo 
had been successful in his assault on the 
American lines Germany would now be 
intervening on the ground that the Unit­
ed States was powerless to preserve or­
der and to protect German interests.

The President knows not only the fact 
of Germany’s intrigue, but is familiar 
with the details. About January 1st 
Aguinaldo received from an agent of the 
German government 500,000 marks, or 
nearly $120,000, with which guns and 
ammunition were bought. If these and 
other - facts had been made known to 
congress then war with Germany might 
have followed. The German ambassador 
is now trying to smooth matters over, 
and is disclaiming the acts of agents.

The members of the foreign relations 
committee have been fully advised as to 
the critical state of affairs between the 
two powers.

London, Feb. 8—The debate on the 
address in reply to the Queen’s speech 
was continued in the House of Com­
mons to-day.

Sir Ellis Ashmead Bartlett,, Conserva­
tive, moved an amendment asking the 
government to take early and effective 
measures to assist China to maintain her 
territorial independence and enforce the 
policy set forth in a resolution passed by 
the House of Commons on March 1, 
1898. It was argued that it was the 
only possible policy for Great Britain. 
The speaker further asserted that the 
policy of spheres of influence meant the 
partition of China, and it was doubtful, 
in his opinion, if Great Britain would 
have the support of the United States 
in a policy of partition, whereas he be­
lieved Great Britain was assured of the 
support of the United States if it went 
in for an effective policy of maintaining 
Chinese integrity.

A bill was introduced into the legis­
lature yesterday dealing with electoral 
lists. One provision is for the disfran­
chisement of persons serving with Her 
Majesty’s forces, an ungracious act, 
which will be looked upon with much 
disfavor by all who have a due regard 
to fair play. A second step is the dis­
franchisement of civil service employees. 
This does not commend itself tb the 
Colonist, which holds the opinion that 
every man, no matter what his position 
in the community may be, if otherwise 
qualified, should be allowed to have a 
voice in determining what is best for the 
country.

A third provision is for a biennial re­
vision of the voters’ lists- This is some­
thing that will bear very close watching.

The passage by the legislature of a bill 

to prohibit the employment of Japanese 
in mines raises very important questions 
of which we will not hear the last for 
some time. One of these is the inter­
national question, which is thus thrust 
prominently to the* front. Quite irre­
spective of the application of this species 
of legislation to coal mines, the Colonist 
sees no reason to depart from the atti­
tude, which it took when the proposal 
was made to prohibit Japanese from 
being employed upon railways. * It seems 
to be a grave mistake for the nearest 
American country to Japan to place the 
Japanese on an unfavorable footing. If 
there were any danger of a deluge of 
Japanese labor, restrictive legislation 
might be necessary, but the danger is 
purely imaginary. Replying to the argu­
ment of the Colonist, that if it were 
necessary to employ cheaper labor than 
the home market offered, the mine owners 
might do as they have done in the United 
States—that is, employ Huns or other 
Europeans, the News-Advertiser says 
that the question can be dealt with when 
it arises. This is rather an extraordin­
ary and really startling statement.

There ought to be a
The origin of the comnion law of Eng­

land is lost in the mists of a fathomless 
antiquity. It is the ancient custom of 
the people, modified by precedent, 
factors which go to make it up - are 
as diverse in their nature as were the 
races from which they were obtained.

E« It is thereforeElsewhere is a letter from a corres­
pondent dealing with the population of 
the United States. With all due con­
sideration to our correspondent, it may 
be said that he scarcely approaches a 
question of statistics in the right mood. 
But this by the way. It is of course 
manifestly impossible to answer the 
question propounded by him, if we are 
to take into account “ race characteris­
tics,” because what is the characteristic 
of an Anglo-Saxon is a matter upon 
which there might be a wide diversity 
of opinion. Yet as the question is doubt­
less, as he-Says, of very general interest, 
we shall endeavor to cast some light 
upon it. v

In one sense of the word the whole 
population of the United States may be 
called Anglo-Saxon. During the last 
century there has been going on in that 
country the same process of amalgama­
tion, which produced the modern inhab­
itant of the British Isles. The Celt, the 
Saxon, the Norseman, the Roman, the 
Norman and other nationalities have all 
contributed their blood to produce what 
we call the Anglo-Saxon, and the same 
races are being amalgamated in the 
United States to-day under the influence 
of the English language and the English 
common law. But our correspondent 
might say that to take this position is to 
beg the real question, and so we shall 
submit a few statistics, throwing some 
light upon the constitution of the popu­
lation of the United States.

Immigration to the United States on 
a large scale began in 1820—that is, 
shortly after Waterloo had secured peace 
to Europe. Previous to that time the 
immigration was small, as is shown by 
the fact that the total population of the 
country in 1820 was only 9,033,827. 
Such immigration as had taken place up 
to that time was almost wholly from 
England and Scotland. It may there­
fore be accepted as a fact that of the 
residents of the United States in 1820, 
fully 9,000,000 were of descent quite as 
well entitled to be called Anglo-Saxon as
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excusei z7>mines, and designed in 
greatly hamper the operations of foreign 
capitalists.

As there were only living 
in the country at that time 2,108,352 
people who were not native born, it is a 
reasonable conclusion that fully 20,000,- 
000 out of the 23.191,876 were either 
natives of Great Britain or descended 
from natives of Great Britain, and to 
these another million may be added for 
natives of.

-5]CANADA’S POET DEAD.

Archibald Lampman Closes at an Early 
Age a Notable Literary Career.

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—Archibalt Lampman, 

the poet, who was a clerk In the post office 
department, died this morning after a 
short illness, from pneumonia. He had just 
finished correcting the proofs of a work 
for the press, entitled “Alcyone.” He was 
88 years of age, and leaves a widow and 
two children.

Archibald Lampman was a son of the late 
Rev. Archibald Lampman, Church of Eng­
land, and was born at Morpeth, county of 
Kent, Ontario, November 17, 1861. His 
forefathers were U. E. Loyalists of Ger­
man extraction on both sides. He w%s 
educated at Trinity University, Toronto, 
where he graduated B.A., with honors, in 
1882. He turned his attention for a short 
season to teaching. This occupation prov­
ing uncongenial, he entered the Canadian 
civil service, January, 1883,- and was to 
the time of his death a clerk in the post 
office department, Ottawa. He began to 
write verse when at college, but it whs 
not until 1887 that his work began to ap­
pear in Scribner’s, Harper’s and the Cen­
tury, three magazines which have since 
received some of the choicest of his efforts. 
In 1888 he published a volume, “Among the 
Millet and Other Poems," and in 1896 a 
second one, “Lyrics on Earth.”

Mr. Howells ranked Lampman with the 
strongest of American singers, while the 
highest praise was bestowed on him by 
the New York Independent, London Satur­
day Review, London Spectator and the Lon­
don Academy, the last pronouncing his 
verse as “sensuous in sentiment, rich in 
color and delicate in harmony.”

For two or three years Mr Lampman. 
in conjunction with Messrs. D. E. Scott 
and W. W. Campbell, conducted a column 
entitled “At the Mermaid Inn” in the Tor­
onto Globe. He was elect.ed a F. R. S.. 
Canada, 1895. He married’ in 1887. Maud, 
daughter of Dr. Edward Playter, Ottawa.

Duchess of Marlborough Has Given Him 
to Mrs. George Vanderbilt.

“Five thousand dollars for a dog,” is a 
proposition that makes the ordinary biped 
feel marked down to an after-Christmas 
price. This is the value, however, of 
the famous Ruby spaniel Fantine, which 
the Duchess of Marlborough has pre­
sented to Mrs. George Vanderbilt.

When weighed by the historic silver 
scales at the royal kennels at Blenheim, 
Fantine registered exactly five pounds. 
But $1,000 a pound does not alone repre­
sent the golden value of this costly crea­
ture which Mrs. George Vanderbilt now 
ccunts among her most cherished posses­
sions.

Around the slender neck of Fantine, 
catching a thousand lights with every 
movement of her tiny bqdy, there gleam­
ed a collar made of rare and perfectly 
matched topazes, set in Burmese gold. 
The collar was designed by the Duchess 
of Marlbzorough herself, and the stones 
are from her own collection of topazes, 
which it is said are steadily growing to 
be the finest in the world. The stones 
alone are valued at $2.000. The lock of 
the collar is an antique, curiously carv­
ed with the Blenheim crest. The blanket 
which Fantine wore on the steamer is 
made of heavy English sporting cloth of 
"Blenheim green.” On the left side is em­
broidered the Blenheim coat of 
which, after the crest, appears in 
form on all of this remarkable dog's trap­
pings. The “carrier” in which Fantine 
travels is a thing of magnificence and 
beauty. Green Holyrood willow, strength­
ened with gold wire, was used for the 
construction of this diminutive compart­
ment. The corners are capped with gold, 
carved in fantastic device, set with jew­
els, and the whole is lined with baby 
lamb, as is also the dog blanket. The 
house kennel matches the carrier, with 
the difference that the Blenheim crest, 
which is engraved on the lock of the 
carrier, appears on the upholstered back 
of the kennel done in gold thread.

Fantine has a pedigree a£ long as an 
carl’s, and such magnificent, burnished 
red hair as would excite the envy of a 
beauty loving woman. Every morning 
and every night this superb coat is brush­
ed by the careful maid whqse supreme 
mission is to keep the four-footed darling 
groomed to a continual point of perfec­
tion.

Press correspondent at Apia, Samoa, has 
forwarded the decision of Chief Justice 
Chambers, awarding the kingship of the 
Samoan Islands to Malietoa Tanumafili, 
which decision caused the outbreak between 
the natives. The decision rehearses the 
history of the appointment of Malietoa 
Laupepa, the late king of Samoa, who died 
in 1898, and quotes that section of the Ber­
lin treaty which stated that his successor 
shall be duly elected according to the laws 
and customs of Samoa.

Justice Chambers’ decision that Mataafa 
is Ineligible for the kingship was Evi­
dently due to the introduction of a copy of 
the Berlin treaty, together with the pro­
tocols of the nine sessions of the Berlin 
conference, as in his decision he says:

TO DEPOSE CHAMBERS.
The first act of the provisional govern­

ment, however, showed the fixed determina­
tion of the German officials to assume an 
ascendancy in Samoan affairs. By pub­
lic notice the provisional government abol­
ished the Supreme court, and then decided 
that the president was the acting chief 
justice and that Chief Justice Chambers 
no longer held office. They seized the Su­
preme court and placed new locks on all 
the doors. Chief Justice Chambers and 
the British and American consuls issued a 
proclamation that the court would be open­
ed by him as usual in the morning. Capt. 
Sturdee, of the Porpoise, gave notice that 
if any resistance to the opening of the 
court by Justice Chambers was offered 
the Porpoise would open fire on the town. 
Capt. Sturdee also appealed to the German 
captain for assistance, without avail.

Mataafa, upon receiving Sturdee’s ulti­
matum, withdrew his armed guard from 
the court house and on January 7 the chief 
justice, with a guard of twenty-five men 
landed. The chief justice and the two 
consuls walked into the court house and 
after an exciting colloquy with the Ger­
man officials Chambers ordered the 
broken in with a sledge hammer. The 
sion of the court was then held. Three 
cheers for the justice and the British and 
American consuls were given by the Brit­
ish and Americans and the crowd dispersed.

All is quiet, and so far as fighting is con­
cerned, is so up to date. The chief justice 
has sent his family to Auckland and he 
himself Is on the Porpoise. The .Germans 
still persist that Dr. Raffel is chief jus­
tice.

On January 29 the wealthiest German 
merchant in Samoa smashed all the win­
dows in the Supreme court building. He 
was fined $100 and sentenced to one hundred 
days’ imprisonment. In the court he in­
sulted the judge and gloried in his deed. 
He was sent to gaol and late that night Dr. 
Raffel, claiming to be the chief justice, 
ordered the gaol keeper, a Swiss with Ger­
man sympathies, to take the prisoner to the 
German consul. This was done and the 
next day the merchant was fined £30 by 
the German consul.

Everybody in Apia Is anxiously awaiting 
news of action by the three powers. The 
action of the provisional government in de­
porting the Malietoa chiefs is claimed to be 
in direct opposition to the agreement made 
with the consuls. Sixty chiefs were sent 
to Mauua, but owing to the bad weather, 
coqld not reach that island. They were 
token to Tutuila by the Pago Pago people, 
who have declared their allegiance to Malie­
toa. They tried to capture the guard with 
the prisoners, but the schooner got under 
way too quick.

\ BOUNDARY MINES.

Canadian and English Capital Investing 
in Several Other Promising 

Properties.
From the Boundary Creek Times.

In one respect one of the biggest deals 
ever made in connection with Boundary 
Greek properties was closed on Monday last 
when the Blackburn and the adjoining 
claim, the Tintic, was sold to Eastern capi­
talists by E. A. Bielenburg. Negotiations 
for the sale of the property were opened 
about two months ago, but it was not un­
til the arrival of W. T. McDonald in the 
city that the final arrangements were 
made. The purchasers are good friends of 
Boundary Creek, men who have unlimited 
confidences in the resources of the district, 
nnd plenty of capital to develop any prop­
erties they may acquire. They are some of 
the largest shareholders In the Old Iron­
sides and Knob Hill properties, and in­
clude O. G. Labaree, of Spokane, Rufus 
Pope, M.P., S. H. C. Miner, of the Granby 
Rubber Co., W. B. Ives, M. P. The deal 
was arranged by O. G. Sabaree, represent­
ing the syndicate, and W. T. Smith and J. 
C. Haas, representing Mr. Bielenberg. The 
price paid was $30,000 cash and 200,000 
shares in a company which is being organ­
ized with a capital of $1,500,000 to develop 
ihe property. The Buekhorn is a full-sized 
e aim in South Deadwood camp, about two 
and a half miles from Greenwood. It has 
been developed by several shafts and 500 
feet of open cuts, disclosing ore for 1,000 
feet in length and not less than 400 feet 
wide. The ore is rich chalcopyrite, giving 
copper values and good gold values. Aver­
age assays have given $25.40 in all values. 
It is the intention to organize the company 
at once and begin the work of opening up 
the property. The principals in the deal or 
their friends now have big properties in 
Greenw’ood, Central and Deadwood camps. 
Their latest purchase Is, from surface Indi­
cations, likely to prove the equal of their 
big properties which have come rapidly 
into prominence through extensive develop­
ment work.

Malet, senior plenipotentiary, on behalf of 
Great Britain, voiced the sentiments of all 
the other plenipotentiaries that the excep­
tion made by Count Bismarck was fair and 
reasonable, saying that his government 
would have probably entertained a similar 
objection had the like outrages been com­
mitted on British sailors. 

c “We have but to refer to the protocols to 
ascertain the undoubted and unequivocal 
intention of the framers of the treaty. Not 
only is the intention without doubt and un­
equivocal, but it Is so plain as to be man­
datory .upon the interpreter. As the judi­
cial officer nominated by the three* signa­
tory powers, agreed to and commissioned 
by the government of Samoa, and thus de­
signated by them all to decide this question 
and appealed to by the contestants I can­
not throw' off the obligation to obey the 
plain and emphatic declaration of the fram­
ers of the treaty when they declare that 
one exception must be made amongst al) 
the people of Samoa from eligibility to the 
kingship. It is plainly stated by one of the 
powers represented in the conference as a 
condition precedent to its consent to the 
principle of election of a king that there 
must be one exception. That exception is 
mentioned in the person of Mataafa. Rea­
sons were given for making the exception 
which not only commended themselves to 
the other plenipotentaries and commanded 
their assent, but appealed to the highest in­
stincts of universal humanity.

“As long as this condition remains in the 
protocol and until it Is stricken out or al­
tered by the same powers that placed it 
there, a judicial officer whose right to ex­
ercise the functions of his office depends on 
the same treaty and protocols cannot 
give any interpretation to article 1 than as 
manifestly and mandatorily stated in the 
protocol of the fifth session of the confer­
ence.

“It is, therefore, decided that as Mataafa, 
because of his ineligibility, has not been 
rightfully elected or appointed king of Sa­
moa. conformably to the provisions of the 
Berlin treaty, it is, therefore, unnecessary 
to dIScuss at this time whether there has 
been a compliance with the laws and 
toms of Samoa not in conflict therewith in 
connection with his alleged election.

“It is furthermore decided that Malietoa 
Tanumafili. being the only candidate for the 
kingshin eligible thereto whose election has 
been reported to the chief justice, and who 
is the contestant and claimant in this pro­
ceeding for the office, is elected king of 
Samoa, and this decision is made in waiting 
conformably to the provisions of the Berlin 
act and to the laws and customs of Samoa 
not in conflict the^with.

GERMANS LED THE REBELS.
San Francisco, Feb. 8.—The steamer 

Moana arrived from Samoa to-day, bring­
ing the full details of the recent outbreak 
at Apia to the Associated Press. While 
Chief Justice Chambers was hearing the 
claims of the rival candidates for the 
kingship, the Mataafa natives, who 
numerically stronger, were openly support­
ed by the German officials.
CHIEF JUSTICE RENDERS DECISION.

On December 3 the chief justice decided 
that Mataafa wras ineligible for election 
and Malietoa Tanus w'as the king. The 
American and British consuls immediate­
ly recognized the new king. The German 
consul and president declined* to recog­
nize Tanus, and went over to Mataafa, 
who had 3,000 men under arms. Malietoa 
lacked arms and ammunition.

Yesterday Magistratè Hall committed 
George Rosson for trial on the charge of 
breaking and entering the residence of 
Irving Kirkpatrick, dismissing the 
charge as against William and Stuart 
Robertson who proved an alibi.

On the conclusion of that case Rosson 
and the Robertsons were arraigned on 
the charge of having in their possession 
and retaining the following articles 
stolen from Mr. C. Pichon’s store on the 
night of November 11: One double bar­
relled shot gun, one Colt’s revolver, two 
razors, one shaving brush, a can of pow­
der, cartridges, one Iver-.Tohnson revol­
ver. one sheath knife, a clasp knife and 
a small knife, all of the value of $50. 
These articles were found in the cabin 
occupied by Rosson and William Robert­
son. and Mr. Pichon identified them as 
his property. Besides the goods produced 
he had lost three rifles, another shot gun. 
a gun ease and half a dozen razors. His 
place had been entered through the rear 
door, the panel being bored out. The 
day previous to the robbery Stuart Rob­
ertson was in the store looking at the 
guns.

The police produced a bit found in the 
Robertson cabin which fitted the holes 
bored in the door of Mr. Pichon's store.

The agitation that has been going on 
at Skagway for some time for the re­
moval of the toll gates on the Brackett 
wagon road, through White Pass, cul­
minated a week ago yesterday in a party 
of packers in charge of Brooks’ pack 
train cutting down the gate and passing 
through without paying toll. One of 
the gate-keepers, in trying té stop one of 
the packers from cutting down the gate, 
received an ugly cut on the head from 
an axe, and the other gate-keeper was 
driven off at the point of a revolver. 
Warrants have been issued for the ar­
rest of the packers. «

The White Pass railway is being ex­
tended through Skagway to Moore’s 
wharf, and at the other end of the line 
the track is now laid through the tunnel 
and beyond it for a quarter of a mile, 
leaving about three miles yet, to be cov­
ered to the Supimit, the grade for which 
may be said to be practically completed. 
There are a few more bridges to be built 
and some light trestle work, but beyond 
that the grade is ready for the rails, 
which are laid as fast as the work per­
mits. The weather so far has been re­
markably fine and the 1,400 men at work 
have lost comparatively no time to speak 
of. The present force is the largest yet 
at work at any one time, and the num­
ber is being increased every day. With 
the advance of the season the company 
expect to have about 2,500 men at work. 
From the Summit the company is letting 
out the work by stations, which is prov­
ing more ■ satisfactory and secures 
cheaper results.

The new double bob-sled road is com­
pleted between Log Cabin and Lake 
Bennett, and is now ready for traffic. 
The new road is 12 feet wide and runs 
o\ er an even grade from" Log Cabin to 
Lake Bennett. It was built by the rail­
road company at a cost of $10,000. The 
company has had a force of 50 men en­
gaged in the construction work for the 
past two months.

The so-called clash between the Cana­
dian police and United States revenue 
officers at the Summit was a very small 
affair. Two American officers, detailed 
to convoy whiskey through Alaska, ac­
companied the shipment beyond the Sum­
mit, and were simply told by Capt. Cart­
wright not to repeat the offence. The 
over-sensitive deputy collector at Skag­
way will not allow any. more whiskey to 
be convoyed through Alaska, pending the 
receipt of instructions from Washington.

A few days ago William Sheffler ac­
cused W'illiam J. Wilson of embezzle­
ment, causing his arrest at Skagway. 
It is claimed that these parties had en­
tered into partnership, Sheffler advancing 
a considerable amount of money to Wil­
son, who proceeded to enjoy himself in 
a manner displeasing to his partner; in 
other words, he commenced. “ blowing 
himself,” and brought up in Marshal 

The prelim­
inary trial came off before Judge Sehl- 
brede, who bound Wilson over to the 
grand jury in the sum of $1,000, and held 
Scheffler as a witness in the sum of $300.

The United States gunboat Wheeling 
is returning to Seattle with her machin­
ery out of order.

Paying placer ground has been discov­
ered eight miles to the interior from Fort 
Wrangel. Colorado capitalists bonded 
number of the new claims, which are lo­
cated in a basin, for $75,000, paying 
$10,000 cash. This particular basin 
contains twenty-four claims, and it is 
believed there are tweneyt-five or thirty 
other basins of similar size and carrying 
placer gold in paying quantities within a 
radius of twenty-five miles of Fort 
Wrangel. The discovery created a good 
deal of excitement in the town, and 
many of the business men are despatch­
ing prospectors to the new district.

There is a -big rush from Juneau and 
Skagway to the new Porcupine district. 

- According to S. W. Batten, who has 
just arrived from the Atlin district, the 
latest discovery of importance is O’Don­
nell river. The river is forty miles long 
and much larger than Pine creek. It 
shows coarse gold and many fine hy­
draulic propositions.

The discovery was made on the left 
fork of this stream, called Cariboo creek, 
by W. H. Rosenburg and partner, who 
claimed to have panned out two ounces 
to the day. The formation is rotten 
slate and the gold seems to be carried 
in seams of volcanic ash. The stakes 
are much scattered, and the field for 
new locations good.

Another but smaller strike is mention­
ed on Wilson creek, on the west side 
of Atlin. The stream is a small one, 
of receding glacier formation, discovered

construction 'of the road, .Mr. 
Fraser says, has been carried on under 
the greatest difficulties, although the en­
gineering obstacles have been ensile 
enough surmounted. The railway, which 
v ill be 37 miles in length' was begun 
in June last, and with the employment 
of from 2,000 to 5,000 men at different 
times, Lake Bennett will be reached in 
the early spring. He says there are no 
grades which reach 4 per cent, and Hv 
curves are not so short as those to lie 
found on several of our Canadian roads, 
and much less than what we meet with 
on some roads- in the United States.

The rails being laid are 50 pounds to 
the yard, and the roadbed may be said 
to be on solid rock, and the trains now- 
running to the summit make schedule 
time.

One of the difficulties met with in tlnj 
construction of the British-Yukon Rail­
way was in the fact that the rocks had 
to be moved by hand, as it was impos­
sible to get horses to the works. Some 
surprises were also met with by the en­
gineers in charge of location, and this 
goes to show that people get a very im­
perfect idea of any country who hastily 
pass through it.

? LEGISLATIVE NOTES.
Being defeated in his effort to get his 

Pincer Mines legislation before the 
house, Mr. McPhillips has given notice 
of a new bill saying nothing about re­
pealing the measure receiving the royal 
assent a few 'days ago, but understood 
to be similar in tenor to the bill ruled 
out of order by Mr. Speaker. This latter 
measure in its entirety reads:

There is no reason, 
however, why the prêtions metals should 
not be separated in Canada, and the lead 
l-efindK for the home market, -shipping the 
excess; to England.

-The - county of Nanaimo shall 
consist of that. portion of the province 
contained within the following boun­
daries: Commencing at a point on the 
west ; shore of Saanich inlet, being the 
southeast corner of Shawnigan district, 
thence due west aloi(g the south boun­
dary of Saanich, district, and on a line 
in continuation thereof to its intersection 
with the shore line of the west coast of 
Vancouver Island ; tbeD<-‘e in a northerly 
.direction following the shore line to 

‘.Cape Scott; thence easterly and south­
erly, following the shore line of Vancou- 
cer ’Island to the point of eommence- 

iment, including the whole of Vancouver 
Island, except the portion thereof em­
braced in Victoria county, and including 
all islands not included in the counties 
of Victoria and- Vancouver.”

“(3.j) The county of Vancouver shall 
i-consist of that portion of the province 
contained within the following boundar­
ies: Commencing 90 point at the north­
east corner of lot 758, group 1, Westmin­
ster district; thence due south to 

: the .shore line of the Fraseij 
river; thence southwesterly along 
the centre of the Fraser river, including 
lots 517. 516, 458, 531, 532, 533. 534 and 
535 to Point Garry; thence northwesterly 
following the shore line to the boundary 

, line between Alaska territory and Brit- 
; ish Columbia; thence northerly following 
“ the said boundary line between the said 

Alaska territory and British Columbia, 
to its intersection with the sixtieth par­
allel of morth.latitude; thence due east 
along the said sixtieth parallel of north 

- latitude to the one hundred and twenty- 
-sixth meridian; thence due south, follow­
ing the «aid one hundred and twenty- 
sixth meridian to the fifty-second parallel 
of north latitude; thence due east 
along ithe fifty-second parallel 
of latitude to the one; hundred and twen­
ty-fifth meridian ; thence due south along 
the said one hundred and twenty-fifth 
meridian to the fifty first parallel of 
latitude; thence due east along the said 
fifty-first parallel of latitude to the one 
hundred and twenty-fourth meridian; 
thence due -south -along the said one 
hundred and twenty-fourth meridian to 
a. point at the north end of Jarvis inlet 
where it meets a line drawn due west 
from the town of Lytton, (being the 
north boundary of Westminster county 
produced westerly) ; thence due east 
along said line (being the 
boun6ary of Westminster county pro­
duced westerly) to the northeast corner 
of Westminster county; thence southerly 
along the western boundary of Westmin­
ster ceunty, to the point of commence­
ment. including also Bo-wen island, 
Thormanby island. Gambler island, Nel­
son island and Keats island, and all 
islands -within any inlet or arm of the 
sea within the said territory, and includ­
ing all islands in British Columbia lying 
■Borth of the northern extremity of Tex- 
aida island.”

It is also provided that the act shall 
not come into operation entil the 1st of 
May, 1899. and the bill as so altered was 
reported complete to the house.

ADVANCED A STAGE 
The Execition bill was considered in 

committee with Mr. Ellison as cl^irman, 
and was reported with an amendment 
providing that it shall not come into 
force -until the 1st of May next.

A precisely similar amendment was in­
corporated in the Judgments bill, com­
mitted -with Mr. Kellie as chairman, and 
which also was neported complete with 
the amendment indicated.

Again the amendment providing that 
the bill come into force on May 1 next 
was introduced in fhe Absconding Debt­
ors bin, Mr. McBride being chairman of 
the committee considering this measure.

Mr. Deane took the chair for the com­
mittee on the Land Registry bill, which 
was reported to the house without 
amendments.

The Department of Mines b31 went 
through the same form and was amended 
only insofàr as to provide that it shall 
come into operation and effect upon pro­
clamation by the Lieutenant-Govemor- 
m-eouncil.

ATRIP OF EXPLORATION.

Mr. David T. Hanbury Will Traverse 
the Barren Lands This Year.

“1. The Placer Mining ;act Amendment 
act, 1899, asented to on the T8th Janu­
ary, 1899, is hereby repealed.

“2. Notwithstanding anything in chap­
ter 136 of the Revised Statutes, or by 
any other law, it shall not be hereafter 
competent for any person, joint stock 
company or -corporation to record any 
claim, unless it be that such person or 
his agent shall, when recording any sufh 
claim or applying for any lease, make 
a declaration in the form in the schedule 
A to this act, declaring that in the case 
of a British subject in whose name any 
such record is sought or lease applied 
for that he is of the full age of eighteen 
years and is by birth or naturalization 
a British subject, and the making of 
such declaration shall be held to legally 
establish the fact that such person is a 
British subject, and, unless it be in the 
case of a joint stock 
poration, the agent of the company or 
corporation recording a claim or apply­
ing for a lease, shall produce to the 
mining recorder or other agent of the 
crown, a certificate showing that such 
company or corporation is authorized to 
carry on business in this province by 
being duly incorporated in this province 
or licensed or registered, or such other 
evidence as will satisfy the mining re­
corder or other agent of the crown of 
this fact.

“3. Any person not a British subject 
by birth or naturalization, and any 
licensed or registered company under the 
laws of this province, having a free min­
er’s certificate which may be issued dur­
ing the existence of said repealed act, 
or previous thereto, which act now stanSs 
repealed, is confirmed in the same from 
the date of the issue thereof until the 
expiry thereof, and all claims taken up 
recorded, or any interest acquired in any 
claims thereunder, and all leases grant­
ed shall, so far as any such certificate 
was necessary to support the same, be 
held to be legally and validly taken up, 
recorded or acquired.

“4. This act shall not be construed to, 
prevent any person mot British subjects 
from acquiring any claims or holding any 
interest therein by purchase or by inheri­
tance, devise or bequest.”

The very important bill just introduced 
by. Hon. Mr. Cotton, and extending the 
rights of the crown to prospect for min­
erals on railway lands to -all free miners, 
is one of the short pieces of the legis- 
latiion of the session. It contains but 
two paragraphs, which read as follows:

“1. Every free miner within the mean­
ing of chapter 135 of the Revised Stat­
utes of British Columbia shall be en­
titled to exercise, on his own behalf, all 
the rights, powers and privileges of the 
crown to prospect for minerals over all 
lands in the province of British Colum­
bia,' whether owned by railway com­
panies or otherwise.

“2. In case any dispute arises between 
any such free miner and any railway 
company with regard to the rights of 
such free miner, either under this act or 
under chapters 135 or 136 of the Revised 
Statutes of 'British Columbia, it shall 
be lawful for the Attomey-Gerenal of 
the province to protect such free miner 
in any such dispute, and to institute or 
defend, at the expense of the crown, 
any suit or action as may be considered 
advisable i* connection therewith."
