1t may well
be questioned if the civic suthorities have
not rightly interpreted the intent with
which such law was framed. The law was
purposly framed with. excessive powers,
clearly infringing the liberty of the subject,
in order  that, in extreme cases
where theft, robbery with violence, or utter
disorderliness prevailed, it might have full
power to act decisively ; but it neither was
nor could have been intended that every
suspected house or individual must be sub-
jected to the full rigor of the law except in
cuel where other crimes had been commit-
ted. The reason of this is obvious and can-
not be too often explained. The crime of
prostitution is a “‘social evil,” a crime in
which the consent of both pnmes to the
crime is freely given, and no evil effects
whatever ejther to the state nor to other
citizens can flow, from it in itself
except with the free consent of such other
citizen, It is tl.erefore solely a morasl
crime, over which law has properly no jur-
isdiction except whep it is accompanied by
other crimes against the state or against the
freedom of citizens, as in cases of pros-
titution as a aneans to effect robbery
or in cases of violence such as rape where
<consent is forced—not yielded. It is not
to be doubted that if ‘‘A” were to express
a desire to rob *‘B” of $10 which he had in
his pocket, and “‘B” were to consent, ‘‘A”
could prove such assent, law could hardly
be expected t# step in and unish ““A”  for
theft, It is only when ‘‘B” has been. de-
prived of his $10 by force or fraud that law
can dub the transaction ‘‘theft,” and justly
step in to punish or protect society or the
individual. So it is with all other legal
crimes—even seduction, which is recognized
as a crime, and justly ‘so, where it can be
roved that consent was obtained by fraud.
t is well, just at this juncture, to remind
curselves of these distinctions which are not

They are Shared in by Several Members of the

i »QOanadian Institute.

On Saturday evening Mr. John Langton,
president of the Canadian institute, read a
paper on:** Popular errors and prejudices.”
The title proved somewhat misleading.
Many of the errors mentioned—such as the
belief in the flatness of the earth, and in
the feasibility of discovering perpetual mo-
tion or squaring the circle—can hardly be
[ said to be *‘ popular” in these days, but
rather the delusions of individual *‘ cranks ;”
and though homecepathy may be ‘“popu-
lar,” it is & very debateable question whe-
ther it is an *‘error.” The virtues of the
divining rod appear to have cbtained con.
giderable credence in rural and mining dis-
tricts, and these came properly within the
sco of the lectore, and the same may be

of the supposed effect of ‘moonlight on
chmatel Spiritualism and mesmerism were
algo treated with uuspariog ridicule, and
the currency question was rightly said to be
a fruitful source of error. On the whole,
the lecture, thotgh not rigidly fulfilling
the promise of its title, was highly intes
resting and amusing.

Phe discussion which followed showed
the trath of the lecturer’s remark that
manny of these delusions are not confined
to the ignorant. One gentleman related
"how he effected a cure of warts by inducing
the possessor of these ornaments to fix his
migd steadily on them.

MARTHA WHITLA'S HURDER‘
\
Two More Arrests Made—Dr. Oow and Harriet
Scbueider—Released on.Bail

Detroir, Mich., Jan 28.—Another chap-
ter'in the Martha Whitla murder case was
presented last night by the police in the
arresting of Dr. Wm. G. Cox. who keeps
= drug store at 97 Grand avenue, anl Mrs,
Harriet Schneider, on a charge of commit-
ting the murder. The prisoners were taken
ijnto custody, and were brought to police
headquarters about 8'p.m,, where Superin-
tendent Rogers awaited their arrival. Su-
perintendent Rogers told the prigoners thut
they were arrested under his direction aud
on his- responsibility alone, for having
murdered Martha Whitla. The superinten-
tendent said he had nothing to conceal
about the arrests. He said: “I want it

understood that I caused the arrests to be
made on my own responsibility, and at my
direction. 1 have charged them with the
murder'of Martha Whitla, and propose to
rosecute them to the fullest extent of the
aw.” Buperintendent Rogers said he had
in his possession evidence which was con-
clusive in his own mind that he was jus-
tified in making the arrest. The charge
specifically against Dr. Cox is that he com-
mitted an abortion on the girl, from the
effecis of which she died, and that at Mrs,
Schoeider’s house the murder occurred in a
similar manner to that of Annie Clemecns.

Hugh 8. Peoples, who is also undar
arrest for the crime, was released to-day on
b.il in the sum of $5,000.

HOSPITAL CHILDREN,

The_grand jury say of this institution,
whlchis situated on Elizabeth street : ‘‘We
found doing most excellent work
amongst a class of patients almost totally
neglected previous to the establishment of
this hospital. During the year just close:l
there have been sixty-two patients treated.
Thirty of these recovered and were dis-
charged. Twenty-four are under treatment
at present. Only two children died during
the year, which is a very small proportion
when it is considered that very frequently
the children are brought to the hospital in a
very low and uncared-for condition, The
institution receives comparatively - small
grants from the city and government, and
is almost wholly ‘supported by nnsolicited
private benefactions. A new building is
very much needed to carry on the good
work more fully. Kvery part of the byild-
ing is kept scrupulously clean and neat,and
the happy faces of the little sufferers spoke
volumes for the happy treatment of the
capable matron and lady managers. (Your
jury think this institution eminently wor-
thy of increased public and private liberal-
ity.

INFANTS HOMFE- AND INFIRMARY.

Krom tne grand jury’s report we gleam
tlu following facts as to this institution ;—
‘The Infants Home and Infirmary, No. 678
Yongc strect, in spite of its many incon-
veniencies and overcrowed condition, is
remuarkably neat and well kept, the number
of inmates, adult and infant, being 78, 48 of
whom are infants ranging in age from three
weeks to three years. On enquiring as to
the health of the infants and the death rate,
the jury were informed that the rate last |
year had been a fraction over 20 per cent.,
the larger proportion of deaths being of
deserted children (foundlings) most of \vhom
were in a dying conditioh when admitted.’
The cost of the new building being erected ’
on St, Mary street will be $20,000, ‘of which
$3,000 has yet to be collected. It will con- |
tain an intitmary tor the sick infants of the f
poer,

1 found out it was only a large dry goods
box, stood on end, at the side of 'a store.
Mr. Geo, Earl has a small bar rented, which
is about the size of the Royal hotel bar, and
for which: he pays a remtal . of $250 per
month, ¥"A“person here offered $75 per
month for a lease of sufficient ground  in
front of the Golden hotel, (which is situated
about twenty feet back’ from the street,)
to build a real estate office, fifteen feet
square ; but did not get the site.

Mr, ‘A. B. Lee, who was some time ago
in the Newmaiket post office,sold sufficient
Jands on commission on Friday last to net
him a'¢ommission of $1500. A person that
has never been here has no idea of the way
things sre conducted. Kverybody is dab-
bling in real estate, from the flaxen-haired
youbh of sixteen'to the grey-haired man tot-
tering toward the grave. Noris this all,
—saervant girls, seamstresses and all are
engaged in the business. A person goes
into an- office, looks at the map, enquires
the price, pays a deposit of say 20

hundred as the case may be on it, and

it' back in another office for sale. Per aps
ingide of a week some other persom pur-
chases, makes a similar deposit, and thus
it goes on_for pe: rlnps a dozen sales before
the month édpirestin ‘which the fitst man
had to pay the balance of his purchase
money ; then of ‘¢ourse the money must be
paid and the ‘deeds made out.  Only
yesterday I witneesed a sale made that
had been' sold sixteen  times ‘before :deeds
were. given, and they were . all made
out on ‘the same day. I would advise
any person coming here to not bring any-
thing with them expecting to make a great
profit on it, as the city is full of every-
thing. There is no fortune here in any-
thing except freal estate and whisky. At
present about 200 people are coming in
daily, most of whom are going west. I
believe that horses will command a good
price in April, but there is no money in
them at present.

I forgot to mention that not one indi-
vidual in a hundred ever sees the lots
they purchase ; they *‘go it blind” and
take chances. . There are some very fine
stores here, and goods are only a slight
advance on Toronto prices, except you get
ordered goods, and then you pay double.
The farms turn out about 40 bushels of
wheat t6 the acre. T. J. WOODCOCK.

A Violin Made feom Wood that &rew Be-
fore Noah's Day.

(F’:u:;; the Richmond Palladium.)

Harry P. Cain, a violinist of some note
in Indiana, has recently come into. posdes-
sion of a violin made of wood that grew be-
fort the flood. Some forty years ago
workmen engaged in digging a mill race
through the farm O“Hc% by ‘Daniel Bulla
discovered, at the depth®f six or eight feet
heneath the sarface, the trunk of a tree in
a good state of preservation.  Geologists
say that the wood is many thousand yecars
old.

Recently the wood was taken to A. B.
Clark, who was engaged in repairing a
cremona that was captured in the siege of
Mexico. Clark made models of the old
ctemona, and in the course of three months
had given the finishing touches to the new
violin. The belly wax of the old antedilu-
vian wood and the back and neck of wavy
maple, cut in Pennsylvania fifty yeéars ago
and rafted'down the Ohio’to (/mcmnatx
and earried on to Dayton for an old cabi-
netmaker, who was never able' to use it,
The figure of the old instrument was follow-
ed  exactly, and when the new one was
finished it wasan exact fac-simile of those
built by Stradivarius.

When the bow'was drawn across it the
two connoisseurs went into ecstasies of de-
light. The glue was barely set and the
varnish was still green, but there was an
absence of the thick, raw quality that
n wl & a new: violin.

GRAND JURY PRESENTMENT.

The grand jury made their presentment
on Saturdsy.J l"{’bev visited the Central
Prison and Mercer Reformatory, of which
they give very favorable rts. They
found the jail much improved, proper pro-
visions being made for cleanliness and safe-
ty. The result of their visit to the Infants’
Home and the Hospital for sick children
1s given elsewhere.

With reference te the Baxter-French libel
suit, the jury believed that although suffl-
cient evidence was established to warrant
a true bill, the ends of justice would be
fully met by a civil suit,

They complain that many cases are
brought before them which should be dis-
posed of by the local magistrates, who migtt
thus effect a large saving in expense,

They recommended that the sentences
passed in our petty courts should be longer.

That the lunatic Asylum should be re-
moved to the height of land north of the
city, as it is now so thoroughly surrounded
by lines of railroads and public works,

That impyisonment as well 4s_ s fine
should be inflicted on keepers of houses of
ill-fame, now 8o numerous, and the present
law strictly enforced, and every publicity
given to the names of the frequenters.

Judge Galt said the social evil was a very
difficult matter to deal with, but he agreed
with them that it would be better to im-
prison as well as fine the keepers of the
houses.

THE BAY ON SATURDAY.

The ice on the bay on Saturday was
honey-combed and very upsafe, but this
did not prevent the presence of a large]
number of skaters and ice-boats.  Mr.
Thomas Tinning, appreheusive of acci-
dents, had ready a skiff, three life buoys,
three round life preservers and other
apparatus.

In
one case where a man fell in near theiclub
house, people crowded to the edge of the
ice which became partly submerged, and
swayed up and down in an alarming man-
ner. While Mr. Tinning was getting them
to disperse, an ingenious individaal put his
leg down and allowed the drowning man to
hang thereby until other assistance came.
Yesterday the bay was open from Bay
street east ; but quite a number of people
were skating on  the west side. 1t is
medless to say that the ice is at present
very unsafe.

ALL SAINTS CHURCH.

An eloquent sermon was preached in the
above church last night by the Rev. Mr.
Baldwin. He pointed out how many people
there were who did not miss the presence
