the total receipts from all source* for 
1883 were $2,439,941.42, of which sum the 
dominion subsidy furnished the largest 
amount, $1,333,869.42, crown lands fur­
nished $635,447.25, licenses $96,460.50, 
publie institutions $93,846.43, interest 
$76,578.28, the balance being made up 
from othfer sources. The revenue from 
most of the gourées WEs to some extent 
stationary, but the revenue from crdWn 
lands was to some extent an index of the 
prosperity of the country. He regretted 
that there was a deficiency in the revenué 
from crown lands owing to the depression 
which had prevailed for the last few months 
of the year. There was also a deficiency 
in the receipts from public institutions. 
The expenditures had been $2,887,037.78. 
There had been an increase in some depart­
ments over the estimates tor last year, 
caused by an over expenditure for civil 
government, the cost of repairs . and 
furniture for government house,^ repairs to 
the east wing, and a new institution 
the provincial board of health. . Also by an 
over expenditure for legislation arising 
from stationery and printing, sessional 
writers and repairs to the chamber; n ith 
regard to the first twt) of these, the opposi­
tion were as responsible as the government; 
With regard to the repairs no apology was j 
needed. There had also been an over ex­
penditure in the north-western part 
of the province of $9000 or there­
abouts, not $40,000 as had been 
etated by hon. gentlemen opposite. The 
expenditure for public institutions was an 
ever-increasing one, and this was not alto­
gether under the control of the government.
He was glad, however, to say that in his 
opinion the maximum had been reached in 
the cost of maintaining the .institutions for 
the deaf and dumb and the blind, the refor- 

toryfor boys and the central prison, and in 
future years these would show little if any 
increase. The gross cost of maintaining 
prisoners in the latter institution per capita 
had decreased from $172.90 in 1875 to 
$171.72 in 1883. He regretted to state 
tnat they had not yet overtaken the require­
ments for asylums for the insane. In 1873 
the number of inmates had been 1780, and 
the total cost of their maintenance $201,478i 
in 1883 the number was 3286, and the post 
$377,995, and in his opinion they had 
not yet reached the maximum. The cost per 
capita had however decreased from $132.11 
in 1873 to $131.01 in 1883; this was much 
lower than in the United States, where, 
according to a return, he held in his hand, 
the lowest cost in any institution woe 
$227.75 per head.

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teeount. ITHE LATE CHIEF JOHNSON.

A Short Sketch of His Life—What he Has 
Done Tor the Indian*.

The funeral of the late chief of the Six 
Nation Indians, G. H. M. Johnson, takes 
place to day from his late residence,Chief’s 
Wood, Tuscarora, to the Mohâwk church.

Chief Johnson was born on Bow Park 
farm, Oct. 7, 1819, ahd was a man of more 
than ordinary intelligence, for the past 
twenty years holding the position of gov­
ernment interpreter. He devoted much 
of his time to advancing the welfare of his 
people, and to his efforts may be ascribed 
in a great measure the dotnparatively pros­
perous condition of the Indians upon the 
reservation. He was a grandson of Sir 
William Johnson, Bart., an English officer 
who was the first superintendent of the 
Six Nation Indians, then located in the 
United States, and Mary, or as she was 
generally termed, “Molly” Brant, sister 
of Thayendanega, or Joseph Brant, the 
great Mohawk sachem. Sir William John­
son was for many years a sachem of the 
Mohawk tribe, and acquired an influence 
over them greater than was ever possessed 
by any other white man. He led the In­
dian allies in the Canadian expedition of 
Amherst in 1760, and was present at the 
capitulation of Montreal and the surrender 
of Canada to the British

The assets of the province 
were $4,740,654.95 and the total liabilities 
$356,413.03, showing a surplus of $4,384,- 
241.92. There was an account open with 
the dominion in connection with the old 
province of Canada which they had hoped 
to have had settled before this. The state­
ment of the dominion government had only 
been furnished in a blue book issued in De­
cember last and in this it was found that 
the dominion had made some very excep­
tional charges which they disputed on ac­
count of the province. The provincial 
government had been under the impression 
that the act of 1873 had wiped out the 
debt of the old province of Canada, but the 
way in which the dominion government 
account is made up the province is charged 
with interest on account of it. 1 he bill of 
1873 was understood to explain the British 
North America act of 1867, and if the views 
of the Ontario government prevail there 
will be a difference in favor of the province 
of over two and a half millions of dollars. 
The dominion government had evidently 
made up a statement charging everything, 
just and unjust, that they could think of 
and many of these charges the government 
of which he was a member disputed. The 
surplus of the province had been in 1873 
$4,.332,294, in 1874 $5,756,352, in 1883 it 
was $4,384, 241. They could safely count 
on a revenue from the sale of crown lands 
for many years and the receipts for the 
last year were only $15,000 less than 
the average of the past ten years, 
notwithstanding the depression of 
which he had spoken. An estimate 
-of the probable amount of timber 
land yet available had been made, and it 
showed that there was 20,000 square miles 
of good timber land yet undisposed of, all 
of which was south of the line of the Cana­
dian Pacific railway and did not therefore 
include the timber lands in the disputed 
territory.

the average receipts were $2,534,908. After

But local jealousies, 
pecuniary difficulties, denominational fears 
interposed, and we seem to have sunk 
back finally into the “ene:horse” system. 
Only a great university can be a good uni­
versity; only a great university can sup­
port a worthy staff, library, apparatus; 

- only a great university can confer degrees 
which will be of any value or afford an 
assurance of competency to the nation; 
only a great university can do anything of 
importance for the advancement of learn­
ing and ecienee; only a great university 
can produce the atmosphere in which 
learning and science flourish; only a great 
university can be a powerful organ and fo­
cus of intellect in the community—all this 
continued to be affirmed, 
in desponding tones, and 
all remained unconfuted, but it 
also remained ineffective, and the advo­
cates of high education had begun to turn 
their minds elsewhere. Suddenly the 
movement is renewed, and with greater 
vigor than before. A wealthy and gener­
ous man holds out, as it is understood, to 
a denominational university the hope of a 
large addition to its endowments if it will 
migrate to Torontoi a proposal to give as­
sistance out of the provincial funds to 
the college which is identified with the 
provincial university, gives birth to a de­
bate which excites interest in the general 
subject; and we find ourselves in a moment 
almost on the threshold of confederation. 
Even at Trinity, where it might be sup­
posed that the spirit of religious separation 
would be strong, the tone of the discussion 
which took place the other day, though 
adverse to the endowment by the state of 
a “ mammoth college, ” was far 
from adverse to confederation. To 
men trained as the Trinity staff have 
been, in the English universities, a fed­
eral university with colleges enjoying 
autonomy within their own gates, is the 
familiar model. They know that under 
such a system the life of the college is not 
lost in that of the university, but on the 
contrary is rather the stronger of the two 
and gains in intensity by the emulation 
with other colleges, Probably when their 
thoughts recur to Oxford or Cambridge, it 
is not the image of the Sheldonian theatre 
or of the senate house that rises in their 
minds so much as those of the quadrangel, 
chapel and hall of their own college. Not 
a sentiment, not an association, not a mem­
ory, except such as are purely local, will 
be disturbed by confederation. In truth, 
the vitality of the colleges may be said to 
depend on the adoption of that policy, for 
as universities some of the existing insti­
tutions assuredly will not live forever. 
Sectarian enthusiasm is waning; support 
from that source will fail; and in the end 
the choice will lie between decay and mi­
gration to the centre. Each denomin­
ational college may continue to ex­
ercise its university power by grant­
ing its own theological degrees. 
We cannot have here the historic grandeurs 
of the old world ; but we may have 
grandeur in the shape of institutions 
which, by attracting the free and rational 
allegiance of the people, and by presenting 
centres of national pride and attachment, 
shall reconcile the justice of democracy 
with the loftier and richer sentiment of the 
old regime. Nor is there any institution 
more likely to play this part than a uni­
versity, of which the honors are open to all 
merit and the benefits universal. Destiny 
offers to the members of the provincial 
fovemment an opportunity which 
>e hoped they will not want

“D° j-ou wiahthe young of this country to be
you indifferent whether the young shall be 
trained in Christian knowledge ana Christian 
principles, or left to grow up subject to any 
chance influences which local or temporary 
circumstances may throw around them I”

So that from early childhood, up to the final 
stages of a public educational career, from 
school to college, our Canadian children, 
Canadian youths, Canadian young men, are 
left, in so far as the system is concerned under 
which they are trained, as untaught in any 
Christian knowledge, or Christian principles, 
as those whose heathen darkness excites us to 
zeal for foreign missions.

We must speak out with no uncertain sound 
in an indignant protest against any portion of 
our funds being used to further endow any 
university which puts God out of its counsels, 
and wholly ignores the work of our Saviour. 
This to us is a question of conscience. We 
refuse to admit the right of any government 
to tax us, directly or indirectly for endowing 
or maintaining a godless, unchristian schoo I 
or college.

The low groggery is admitted 
on all hands to be the greatest evil which 
those who are endeavoring to eradicate 
drunkenness have to contend with; yet it 
is the low groggery which follows the 
enactment of thi» kind of legislation 
so surely as to seem its necessary concom­
itant. It is pretty notorious that the low 
brothels—where, as compared with the 
other forms of vice which are practiced, 
drunkenness almost seems to be a virtue— 
drive a thriving trade during the hours in 
which respectable dealers are forbidden by 
law to sell. I repeat that, judging by all 
past experience, the result of the passage 
of the proposed bylaw Will in all probabil­
ity be a large and an alarming increase in 
the number of dens of the class referred to.

If our license commissioners have done 
their duty, and I do not see it charged by 
the supporters of the bylaw that they 
have failed in it, then such a 
weeding process has 
out that to-day 
holders of licenses except men well quali­
fied, morally and otherwise for the business. 
If the advocates of the bylaw know of any 
others they are derelict in their duty if they 
do not impart their information to the 
commissioners. Is it not, then, rather 
peculiar temperance legislation to drive 
respectable men—men of approved charac­
ter—out of the trade and make a boom in 
the brothel business. This is a free 
try, and I suppose every man has a right 
to his own opinions and a right to vote as 
he pleases, but it is just as well that each 
should set the case fairly before himself as
