Then new powers were given by sec­
tion 92 of the act of 1867. He could 
not see anything ln the statutes re­
lating to any powers having been re­
tained. Moreover, by the Act of Con­
federation the Provincial legislatures 
were debarred from amending the acts 
which had existed before the forma­
tion of the Dominion, the powers con­
ferred by such act* having been vest­
ed in the Dominion.

Municipal Restriction Prior to 1867.
Mr. Maclaren continued his argu­

ment, saying that prior to the pass­
age of the Act of 1867 the Legislatures 
of the several Provinces had confer­
red upon the municipalities within 
these Provinces large prohibitory pow­
ers in the regulation of the liquor traf­
fic. He then read copies of Judgment» 
rendered by Justice Burton and oth­
ers in defence of this contention and 
proceeded with his argument. In the 
Provinces of Quebec and Ontario, he 
said, restrictions had been placed up­
on the retailing of liquors by the 
Local Legislatures.

Lord Herschell—"It should not be 
assumed because certain restrictions 
came within the scope of the munici­
pal powers prior to 1867, that neces­
sarily the powers be considered to be- 

>4, l°nSi to a specified municipality now.”
It was his opinion that If these pow­
ers could not be brought within the 
scope of section 92 of the section 1867, 
they were always open to being 
ruled by the authority of the Domin­
ion.

Between New York and Buffalo, 440 
miles, there are 22 trains per day each 
way. The northbound Empire State Ex­
press, which is one ot them, runs the 
entire distance at 60 3-4 miles per 
hour, including stoppages, or 62 1-2 miles 
per hour excluding them. Our West Coast 
Scotch Express achieves respectively only 
47 aud 61 miles per hsur between Edin­
burgh and Loudon, which is just 400 
miles. The New York Central is also 
the only reailway which has four tracks 
over the whole of its main line, au ar­
rangement which enables the goods and 
passenger traffic to be kept entirely

Mayor Kennedy Want* a Bylaw To Be 
Submitted to the Ratepayers Be 

the Tunnel Project.
The council meeting which His Wor­

ship wished to be held yesterday did 
not materialize, as, after consultation 
with City Clerk Blevins, it appeared 
doubtful whether there wore sufficient 
aldermen in the city to constitute a 
quorum.

The Mayor, however, is determihed 
that two matters be submitted to 
the council, and that at once. Hence cir­
culars were issued, calling for “a special 
emergency meeting” for this afternoon 
art 3 o'clock.

The first question to be dealt with 
is- the tunnel question, and! on this oit 
debated project His Worship will bring 
down another message, more urgent in 
its terms than any of its precursors.

The Mayor will recommend that a 
bylaw authorizing the expenditure of 
the necessary sum be submitted to the 
ratepayers at the earliest time possible, 
His Worship is more convinced than 
ever of the necessity of this tunnel, in 
view of the imminent danger there is 
of the conduit being damaged, owing 
to the fall of the water, leaving little 
room, for navigation over the 
pipes. The ratepayers, says the Mayor, 
shall have the chance of settling the 
matter. In the event of the bylaw be­
ing defeated, and any accident to the 
conduit, which would practically cut otf 
the water supply, the citizens would 
have thgmselrts to blame for the con: 
sequence. At all events Mayor Ken­
nedy will, at this emergency meeting, 
throw the responsibility on the aider- 
men, os representatives of the ratepay­
ers.

PAll Day—Time—Sales DayNOTHING LIKE ASPHALT.
From whatever point of view It may 

be regarded, it will ^e found that the 
asphalt pavement Is a long way ahead 
of any other rival. The property- 
owners in a majority of the streets 
of Toronto will soon realize that it 
will not pay them to put down any 
other pavement than the best. Our 
asphalted streets, both residential and 
business, attract the bulk of the pedes­
trian, bicycle and vehicular traffic. The 
more traffic there is along a business 
street the more valuable, of course, 
does property situated on it become. 
This Increase In value is in all cases 
much larger than the difference be­
tween the cost of an asphalt and a 
cedar 
pavement, 
new
ought to study when they are called 
upon to decide on a new pavement. Our 
residential streets that are asphalted 
are the popular ones with wheelmen, 
and a section ■ of the city that pos­
sesses asphalt pavements is bound to 
be a more favored residential quar­
ter than any other. Families that are 
addicted to the wheel will In nine cases 
out of ten select an asphalt street as a 
place of residence In preference to ced­
ar or macadam.' The time -is not far 
off when every house in the principal 
residential streets will have one or 
more wheels, and, in view of this fact, 
the advantages of the asphalt ought 
to appeal forcibly to those who are 
considering new pavements. The ar­
gument In favor of asphalt from a 
sanitary point of view is equally forc­
ible. Cedar blocks are so thoroughly 
unsulted for pavements that It would 
be the height of foolishness to lay an­
other yard of them within the city. 
What The Polneer Press of St. Paul 
says ought to apply equally well to 
Toronto. That Journal states that “the 
day of wooden pavements on a plank 
foundation, or, for that matter, on’ 
any foundation, has forever passed In 
St. Paul This is true, in spite of the 
eccentric exception made by the pro­
perty-owners in Upper St. Peter- 
street, in insisting upon an old-time 
cedar block pavement, plank bottom 
and all. Such oddities as these cannot 
be helped. There are people who still 
Insist on wearing wooden shoes, and 
going to sea in dugouts. They are sur­
vivals of by-gone barbarisms. Seeing 
is believing. The asphalt pavements 
laid In this city in Summit, Dayton, 
Portland, Holly and other residence 
streets, eight or nine years ago, have 
practically settled the pavement ques­
tion for this city. At the time they 
were put' down the property-owners 
in Laurel and Ashland-avenues con­
cluded thta cedar or pine block on 
plan was good enough for them. To­
day thelr wooden pavements are all 
going to pieces, with the rottenness 
that pits and furrows them, while the 
asphalt in neighboring streets is as 
good as new. They will soon have to 
renew their pavements. So that in the 
end they have paid dearly for the small 
saving they made eight or nine years 
ago in laying a cheap pavement,"

The Dally Bulletin (R. Q. Dun & 
Co.) says :

The trade situation In Toronto Is un­
changed. Orders are slow In whole­
sale departments, and In fact the busi­
ness In dry goods for July was much 
smaller than the previous month. Re­
tail merchants "Are pursuing a cautious 
policy In placing orders for the autumn 
and winter trades. This Is being done 
In face of strong markets for woolens, 
cottons and silks, dealers apparently 
preferring to buy when they actually 
require the goods. Transportation fa­
cilities are now .so good that this sys­
tem of doing business can be done ad­
vantageously, and stocks are kept 
down to a low point. In hardware a 
fair trade Is reported, and the demand 
good for harvesting Implements. The 
fruit season has naturally Increased 
the demand for sugars, which sell more 
freely. The recent rains have benefit­
ed the spring grains, vegetables and 
grazing. The outlook is fairly satis­
factory. The first load of new red 
winter wheat sold on the Toronto mar­
ket yesterday at 75 cents If this price 
Is maintained farmers will do much 
better than last season. The outlook 
In Manitoba continues/highly favor­
able foi* crops, which%ro early and 
large yields. Business with that pro­
vince will consequently be increased 
the- coming season.

The crop conditions In the Montreal 
district have been very materially Im­
proved by the rain which has fallen on 
several days of the week since last 
report. Grain, which was getting pret­
ty well scorched, will now have some 
chance to fill up, and roots and pas­
tures are much benefited. Trade as a 
whole Is quiet, and August may be 
expected • to rule a dull month. The 
larger shoe factories are pretty tiusy 
on fall orders, but leather men report 
little buying being done. Wool Is rath­
er In better request, and some little 
advance has been established in both 
foreign and domestic. Dry goods trav­
elers are. getting home, and the whole­
sale warehouses will likely wear a, quiet 
aspect for several weeks ; city retail 
trade Is reporetd almost quieter than 
usual. .

That it should be 
given In recognition of talent alone was 
opposed by Napoleon>s counselors, and 
he was reluctant to bestow It against 
their advice.

)An I.land Lake With Tide..

Russian scientists have lately been 
studying the curious Island of Kildlne, 
off the coast of Russian Lapland, and 
separated from it by a narrow strait. 
This Island has a lake that has no vis­
ible connection with the sea, but is 
affected by tidal movements. To be 
sure, the tides In the lake rise and fall 
only a few Inches, while those In the 
surrounding sea rise and fall several 
feet. The periodicity of the lake tides 
make It plain that the lake has a sub­
terranean communication with the sea.

The water on the Island Is of three 
kinds, fresh water from rains and from 
brooks at the hibgest points; a little 
tower, salt water )ike that of the sea; 
at the lowest pdl 
charged with free sulphuretted hydro­
gen. The fresh water Is Inhabited by 
the animal life usual In the fresh 
water of that region. The salt water 
has sea creatures, sponges and the 
like, while the water surcharged with 
sulphuretted hydrogen has neither veg­
etable nor animal life. The phenome­
non of this free sulphuretted hydrogen 
has its counterparts In the depths ot 
the Black Sea, where, the presence of 
the gas destroys animal and vegetable 
life.

Polishing Granate.

Iron sand Is used for sawing and pol­
ishing granite. Its employment ena­
bles machine polishing to be executed 
about three times as fast as when set 
sand to used, and about 10 times less 
to necessary. The process of manu­
facturing it ■ is interesting, 
opening at the top of a fire-brick cu- 
palo, lined with an outer casing <* 
are thrown from an elevated stage 
coke and scraps of old cast iron. 
A fierce heat is kept up in the furnace 
by steam-driven fans. The metal when 
melted finds Its way out at the bottom 
of the cupalo down a spout, and a pow­
erful steam blast sends it flying In 
white-hot spherical globules Into a 
brick chamber containing a tank cf 
cold water. The spherules dropping 
Into the water cause numerous minute, 
explosions. The water is run off, the 
spherules collected, dried and put 
through a series of sieves moved by 
steam power, from which about seven 
different sizes are obtained, varying 
from fine powder to about the size of 
No. 6 shot. The product Is then put 
Into one hundredweight bags for sale.—

London, Aug. 1.—The International 
Geographical Congress at Its session 
to-day received a gift of several val­
uable works of Prince Roland Bona­
parte.

In view ot the great addition to geo­
graphical knowledge which must re­
sult from such exploration, It was, 
therefore, recommended that the as­
sembled scientific societies throughout 
the world urge In whatever way seem­
ed to them most effective that this 
work be undertaken before the close 
of the century.

Prof. Reclus read a paper on the 
construction of a terrestial globe on 
the scale of one to one million, and 
Mr. Henry J. Bryant of Philadelphia 
read a paper on. the Esquimaux of 
the extreme north. Several of the de­
legates attended a garden, party at 
KeW thTS âftefnôbn ï" and to-morrow 
many of them will visit the United 
States warship San Francisco at

Tokyo, July 30.—Another anti-Christ­

ian riot has occurred at Ping Yang, a 
China inland mission station, 33 miles 
south of Wen-Chow. During the Dra­
gon Festival two boats ran a race. The 
defeated crew Invited the Taoist priest 
to explain the cause of their discom- 

•fiture, and he discovered an eyeless 
Idol on board the boat. He said the 
effigy’s eyes must have been gouged 
out by the Christians. A band of 
roughs proceeded to the residence of 
a promirent native Christian, 
warned him that if the boat was again 
defeated his house would be destroyed. 
The boat failed to secured first place, 
and on the 29th the razing of Christian 
houses and chapels commenced. 
Throughout the week the work went 
on in a leisurely kind of fashion, until 
20 buildings were in ruins and ashes. 
Whenever a house, stood alone, It was 
burned : when It/adjoined others It 
was pulled down. News of these do­
ings has caused some excitement In 
Wen-Chow, and there are fears that 
the city also may become the scene 
of further outrages.

David’s Charge Against Wall-Street 
Brokers
Aug. 1.—The charges 

made by Florence H. David, a Mont­
real speculator, against the brokerage 
firm of Lamontagne, Clark & Co.,were 
presented to the grand jury to-day, 
after a delay of a year.

<tlme the fruit is to be used for food, 
recourse is had to some of the weak am­
monia solutions, which do not appre­
ciably spot the fruit and contain 
much less copper, besides being readily 
washed off. While the modified eau ce­
leste, ammonlated carbonate of copper 
and other forms are fairly efficacious, 
they have the objection of'being quite 
expensive. As a substitute for these 
ammonia solutions I have had exceb 
lent results from a weaker solution of 
copper sulphate In water. When used 
at the rate of one part of copper sul­
phate to one thousand parts of water, 
It does not Injure anything except the 
plants with tender foliage, such as the 
peach and bean; but I conclude from, 
the experiments at the Michigan sta­
tion that one part to two thousand, or 
one pound of copper sulphate to two 
hundred and fifty gallons of water, is 
necessary to secure good results. While 
that there may be no possible danger 
from its use upon tender follage.I advise

pound to five hundred gallons or water. 
At this rate It forms a very Inexpen­
sive fungicide, the cost being from one 
to two cents per hundred gallons, or 
five cents per acre for a single appli­
cation to bearing trees.

It has all the advantages of the am­
monia solutions, and besides being 
much cheaper can be prepared with 
much less trouble. Being soluble it Is 
washed from the foliage by dashing 
rains, and for this reason I am not 
prepared to recommend It for the 
second and third applications, the stick­
ing qualities of bordeaux mixture being 
at that time to Its advantage. It is 
possible that the addition of a small 
quantity of molasses, as Is now recom­
mended for bordeaux mixture, will lee- 
sen Its liability of being washed off, 
and If that is the case it can be counted 
on as the coming fungicide for use at 
all times and upon all plants. I have 
been especially pleased with Its use In 
the green house and upon bedding 
plants. While It has seemed even more 
efficacious, as there used, than bor­
deaux mixture. Its freedom from spot­
ting the foliage, being In marked con­
trast to the results where the lime 
mixture was used, seems to make It a 
most promising fungicide for that use.
