Komlinson of Saskatchewan, also 
survives. The funeral "war. held 
Thursday afternoon to .the Wyoming 
cemetery.

We were talking to a citizen the 
other day who had been looking over 
local census figures and he was great­
ly impressed by the number of un­
married men and women as shown by 
the statistics. “We are spending 
millions of dollars to get foreign 
immigrants without education or 
money to come to this country, and 
populate our great vacant stretches,” 
said our friend, “and here we have 
thousands of Canadians who are not 
following the old injunction to ‘re­
plenish the earth.” “You can laugh 
at me if you like,” this citizen con­
tinued. “but I think we seriously 
ought to address ourselves to this 
problem and get more of our popula­
tion lined up in martial harness be­
fore they reach the years of sere ami 
yellow old age. Our ministers should 
do more from the pulpits to remind 
their parishioners of their duly, and 
our government and press should 
tackle the problem. You may laugh 
at the idea, but I think that some 
sort of official matrimonial bureau 
woüld be a good thing.”—Walker-ton 
Telescope.

Favored with perfect weather con­
ditions on both days the annual ex­
hibition of the Fast Larabton County 
Fair held at Watford on Thursday 
and Friday last will «ro down in the 
history of the Society as one of the 
most enjoyable and successful ever 
hold here. The officers and directors 
promised a good fair with pleasing 
attractions and that they carried out 
their promise was the general ver­
dict. From the Hon. President, John 
Farrell and President Zavitz, right

In every department the exhibits 
were higih class, although ni some the 
entries did not come up to last year.

grounds having been converted into 
box stalls. The display of live dtock 
was well up to the average if not 
above, and was of very fine quality.

LAb GÈTS BEYOND DEPTH; MEN 
ANSWER HIS CRIES FOR HELP

(Boder Cities Star, Sept. 11‘
Hearing cries for help coming from 

the bathing beach at the Walkerville 
ferry dock. Archibald Remiliard, 326 
Pierre avenue, and Victor Brown, 
816 St.Germain street, London,1eap- 
ed into the water Saturday afterncun 
and rescued Clarence R. Leacock, 
nine years old, of 277 Lincoln road, 
son of Russell J. Leacock.

A recent number of the Canadian 
Lumberman, a trade paper published 
in Toronto contains the following 
article about Mrs. Chambers of Wat­
ford :—
Mr., Chamber. Direct.

Old E.tabli.hed yard

■ Mrs. George Chambers is another 
lady who, for the last six years, has 
conducted a retail lumber business in 
Watford, Lambton County, Ont., 
and knows of no good reason why a 
woman cannot succeed in running a 
yard. The business, which she now 
heads, was founded in 1870 by J. 
Lawrence & Sons, whom her husband 
succeeded, running it for 18 years 
until he passed nway in 1916.

Mrs. Chambers handles lumber, 
lath, poets, shingles, sash, doors, 
plaster, cement; lime. etc. While 
there is no planing mill in connection 
with her establishment, she hfe an 
arrangement with the operator of one 
who does any work required. When 
Mr. Chambers died he conducted a 
planing mill, a grain chopping de­
partment and an electric light plant 
supplying the town with illumination. 
After his passing Mrs. Chambers 
naturally felt some diffidence about 
undertaking so much and disposed of 
the planing and chopping mills, while 
the electric light station was sold to 
the town when the Hydro came in. 
Mrs. Chambers still has the building 
in which the former wook working 
plant was located. The,site consists 
of three lots and a two'-storey brick 
building,

“Yes,” said Mrs. Chambers, “I 
spend about ten hours a day in the 
office and am rather fond of the 
work. I look closely after the books 
and have the loose-leaf system which 
I think is worth its weight in gold. 
After school end on holidays', I have 
the assistance of my son who wrote 
for honor Matriculation during thg. 
past summer and expects to attend 
.the university this fall. I have found 
the business as a whole rather pleas­
ant. I had opposition when my hus­
band died but I bought this man out.

■Mrs. Chambers has very good 
shipping facilities, her yard being 
directly on the G.T.R. and she has 
rollers laid to convey lumber from 
the cars tp the shed. She has been 
thinking lately that it would pay her 
to install a truck for delivery pur­
poses. At present all orders are sent 
out by means of drays with the own­
ers of which she contracts to do her 
cartage.

Mrs. Chambers is a firm believer 
in the value of the Workmen's Com­
pensation Act and thinks that every­
one hiring men to work in a milling 
plant should pay willingly into this 
fund. She says that she was always 
glad to do so when she ran the plan­
ing min, and operated machinery. 
'Mrs. Chambers has a summer home 
on Lake Erie in which she spends a 
portion of the warm weather.
