I
can only agk my friends to use their
influence to persyade all that the best
thing to be dong is tq do nothing atall.
Neutrality wili come of itself. If the
Ametricans of the North undertake to
protect the cangl on their own respon
sibility, the English and the Germans
cannot allow it. But it is not to
supposed that when the question
shall been thoroughly gpudied
out, a people as intellifeut. and prac-
tical as that of the United States will
go against the independence of a
government that was deglared by them
sovereign and free at the time of its
emancipation from Spain. The Monrop
doctrine is nothing else thap the recag-
pition of the independence of the
governments of Central and South
America. Consequently it would bg
contrary to the Monroe doctrine to
call in question the sovereign rights of
the territorial government which has
given a concession, although its terms
do not accord with the views of certain
politicians of the United States, The

Great waste nnd loss are . caused
every year in America by allowing the
grass to become too ripel. Whére- the
ohjeet of cultivating a erop is to obtain
grain, as in the case of wheat, oats, &ec.,
it is necessary to allow the strength of
the plant to go into the seed, and the
leaves and stems are of little value
as food, but where the leaves and stems
are the chief or sole object for which
the crop is grown they should be secur-
ed when the plant is fullest of sap, and
that is jnst when it is in bloom 6r com-
ing into bloom, 'Pot herbs and medi-
cinal berbs are cut at this atage and
hung up to dry in a shady place. Tea
leaves are gathered when young or,
when in their full vigor. In this way
all the peculiar virtues or strength of
each kind of plant is preserved. Plants’
whose value is intheir leaves are not
allowed to get. old “and dry be-
fore they are out, and this rule ‘should
be followed with grass that is to bel
dried for nutritious fodder. When the
seeds of timothy grass are allowed to.
become ripe, or even full formed, they,
absorb the strength of the plant. and
drop out for the most part when the
hay is dried and tossed about. The
