A Trrr Distrovrr.—Mr. Israel Long- 
ley, of Paradise, brought a limb from 
an apple tree,end one from a plum tree 
Into our office last week, that were 
perforated with a number of «mail 
holes. Upon cutting a ebip out over 
one of these holes, a colony of small 
winged, brown bugs about one eighth 
of an inob long were discovered. Mr. 
Mr. L. says that a number of his trees 
have suffered from the depredations of 
this bug, and that they ate sure death 
to all trees they attack. He says he 
thinks the bugs shown ua are young 
ones, as he has seen others that work 
in the same boles somewhat larger, oi 
a dark color, and with a stripe on the 
back. It is not the borer, although 
the hole made resembles the borer's. 
The borer usually entera eloee to the 
ground, but this new bug works any­
where from the ground up into the 
branches. We have heard that the 
trees of one or two other persona have 
alao suffered to some alight extent by 
this same bug. All persons to whom 
it baa been shown say they are ignor­
ant aa to what it oan be. Are any of 
our readers entomologists enough to 
give any information in regard to it? 
Mr. L. entertaius grave fears that the 
bug will destroy his whole orchard.

He 
bought thousands of shares at from $20 to 
$30, and when the pacific coast awoke to 
tbe fact that the big bonanza bad really 
been unearthed, Johnny Skae was one of 
tbe “ insiders ” in the tremendous deal 
which followed. He gave up bis desk in 
tbe telegraph office and became a central 
figure iu California-street and the stock 
exchange. When the stock brgau to 
climb tbe scale of prices be dashed reckless­
ly at the market, ordering his brokers to 
“ double up ” daily, until the stock had 
reached close to $1000 a share. When the 
deal ended and the tidal wave of excite* 
ment had receded, leaving tbe market 
strewn with the wrecks, Johnny Skae was 
$3,000,000 ahead. He now went to Vir­
ginia City and assumed control of the Vir­
ginia and Gold Hill Water Works. While 
engaged in this enterprise he spent hie 
wealth as recklessly as did Coal Oil John­
ny,of whom he was the Western prototype. 
His trout breakfasts will long live in the 
memory of Virginia gourmet»te. He had a 
pond stocked with trout, which were re­
gularly fed and carefully preserved. 
There was no exclusiveness about 
tbe breakfasts. With Senators Sharon 
and Jones Skae would invite half of Gpld 
Hill and Virginia, and the trout fell ta^y 
victims to the skill of the Comstock ang lurs.

lands when run out crops are turned 
over to pastures, and fresh lande 
brought in for crops, and of course all

For currant jam, plain or epiced, re­

move from the stems, allow equal 
measure of fruit and sugur, crush the 
currants, place in a kettle, cook slowly 
one hour, then add the sugar : cook half 
an hour. When epiced,add spices with 
sugar.

Gooseberries make a very desirable 
marmalade. Stem, cook until ten> 
der ; then put through a fine sieve : 
to each quart of pulp add a quart of 
sugar; oook until it becomes stiff and 
firm. This may also be spiced. Put in 
small pots, bowls or tumblers, and seal 
when cold.

For a number of years we have sealed 
up all fruit not kept in cans or in self­
sealing jars as described below, and it 
has always kept perfectly. When seal­
ed in this way, paper wet in brandy 
over the top of jelly, ia unnecessary, 
not a particle of air can enter, and 
mould never appears. Cut circular 
pieces of thin brown paper with a diam­
eter two inches larger than the pots or 
glasses they are to cover. Make a paste 
by stirring a tablespoonful of flour and a 
tablespoonful of water into a smooth 
mass, and thinning with more cold 
water until it is seeming no thicker 
than water; dip each piece of paper in­
to the paste until is is wet through ;

As a saving of labor the label 
may be laid on top of the paper as soon 
as it is put over the glass ; there will be 
enough paste on the paper to hold the 
label firmly when dry. Every glass, jar, 
pot. or pan of fruit should be plainly 
label led.

farms ; the bay fed on the farm will 
not maintain fertility of the bay fields, 
the grain is weak and poor, and a prey 
to weevil or other enemies. Roots for 
lack of manure to raise them are rare­
ly grown. The farmer and the farm 
both get poorer instead of richer, and 
the upland districts through no fault of 
their own get a bad name. A regular 
rotation is necessary to the main­
tenance of fertility on this class of farm. 
This means stock and inplements and 
plenty of labor and the average run of 
farmer is unable to furnish these, 
ft^en of means, if going into farming, 
note the absence of prosperity without 
examining the cause, and if buyers of 
land, buy in the dyke land districts, 
thus capital, the principal want, does 
not find its way to the upland farms.
