Mr. Forsyth Smith, the Canadian
Fruit Trade Commissioner in Great
Britain, whose headquarters are in
Liverpool, comes o%ce a year to Can-
ada’ like a few o*ier good things such
as Christmas days and birthdays and
his coming should be heralded by
fruit growers as one of their greatest
apostles in the industry since he
bears an important annual message.
His advocacies should claim the en-
thusiastic attention of all.

It is a regretable fact that, in this
part of the world where fruit grow-
ing lis an industry of paramount im-
portance, Mr. Smith’s meetings should
not be more largely attended. There
were addresses this year in Kentville,
\Hantsport, Berwick, Canning anc
Kingston. Mr. Smith’s mission to the
Province is now over and he is on
his way back to England having tour-
ed since July, Ontario and British
Columbia.

The first part of the addresses I
attended was commentary upon the
Daily Mail Fruit show of last year
held at the Crystal Palace, ‘London,
which exhibition I had the pleasure
of visiting.

Mr. Forsyth Smith very strongly
urged the participation cf Nova fcotia
in the coming show which is being
appointed on even a larger and more
elaborate scale than last year and up
to a time nearly at the end of his

and unruly. The pupil would fre-
quently be called to the desk and
commanded to hold cout his hand, palm
upward, and receive one, two, three
slaps, as the case merited; with a
heavy mahogany ruler. Mr. Cross-
| kill was an excellent pen man. When
teaching us to write he would make
us sit with pen in hand for several

minutes with the hand in the upright
position, not upon the side. He would |
|walk around among the pupils and,
when he observed the hand in a care-
position, down would come the
ruler upon the knuckles. I can feel
i the tingle yet.

We were taught to spell, not
they are taught in the schools to spell
today, but by pronouncing every
syllable and we were commanded
siudy our lessons out loud. For in-
stance, the word valetadinarian, we
would sing out in chorus, va le tu di
pa rf an. I can hear him in the
chorus yet. When he detecte® a wrong
spelling he would point to the pupil
to stop and make him ccrrect it.

One mentioned was to be called Ram-
sey for the son of Lord Dalhousie
and a great many lots of land were
given to men who had trades so as
to settle the towns; but the plans
were never carried out.

The journey to Annapolis was
a rather tedious one, but the women
folks as well as the men thought
nothing of walking there with a bas-
ket of eggs or butter to supply the
family wants, and to get the mail as
the nearest post office was there. No
stamps -Were used then and it cost
one shilling to send a letter. They
also went to Annapolis to draw their
pensions every three months.

One of the soldiers widows, a Mrs.
Ingles by name, was walking from
Annapolis sometime during the year
1832 and was murdered by a man
named Greggory. It seemed that
Greggory wanted to hire a horse from
her and she refused. This made him
very angry and, knowing that she
went to Annapolis on a certain day,
he went too. On the day home he
overtook her and murdered her.
Greggory made a confession and was
hung. The place where the murder
took place is still called the “Inglis
Swamp”.

The first school house was built
of logs and-the first teacher was Jas.
Aull. He was a free-mason and was
given a lot of land in the Township.
He received his salary from the Eng-
lish Government and taught until
1831. His successors were paid by
the people of the district. They did
not board with the same family while
they were teaching but “boarded
around” as it was called. That
they boarded a while with each fam-
ily.

often there was only school for three
or six months at a time. Then fol-
lowed a vacation which lasted for the
same length of time or perhaps long-
er.

The first church built was the
Episcopal Church in 1837. The first
rector was the Rev. E. Gilpin who
was also rector of St. Lukes’ Church
at Annapolis Royal. Before the
Church was built the people of Dal-
housie attended service at Anmapolis
whenever it was possible, they also
buried their dead there,

The first frame house was built in
1820 which is still standing on the
farm of Jane A. Marshall. The boards

from timbers by hand. A hole was
first dug in the ground and the timber
was placed above it. One man got
down into the hole while another
stood on top of the timber and pulled
the saw up and the other pulled it
down until a board the length of the
timber was sawn off. This process
was continued until the required
amount of boards were sawn. The
laths were also split by hand.

In building the houses birch bark
was put between the boards and
shingles. Most of the houses only
contained two rooms upstairs and two
downstairs. Soon after this was
built a frame school house to take the
place of the old one built of logs.
Improvements have been made from
time to time.

All Saints’ Episcopal Church was
built near “Lake Clear” of which the
Rev. John Reeks is now rector and
West Dalhousie now included in
Rosette Parish. This parish includes
,“Rmmd Hill”, “Moschelle” and sev-
eral small settlements,

The dwelling houses are generally
i better than those usually found in
country places. Other churches have
been erected at the “Hill”, both Bap-
tist and Methodist.

Some of the scenery in West Dal-
housie is very beautiful. “Lake Clear”
about one half a mile long and wide,
‘19 a grand place for trouting, also
“.\orth Lake”. Besides these there
are several large brooks which attract
visitors especially during the trout-
ing season. I might also mention
“Lake Alma”, well known to lcvers
'of both the rod and the gun all over
Annapolis County.

The acreage of cultivated land on
the farms is not so large as it is in
the neighboring Valley, and lumber-
ing is the chief industry.

A Rotary saw mill operated by
water power was built near “Lake
Clear” in 1915, which takes the place
of the old “up and down mill” prev-
.iously used. Several mills are now
‘operated in other parts of West Dal-
housie, both steam amd water mills.

For a long time there has been an
exadus of people, chiefly the young,
from W. Dalhousie, the cause being
!chieﬂy the greater attractions that
town and city life seems to offer to
the young. Many of tkose people
are to be found in Bridgetown, im
fact all through the Valley, and also
in the Eastern States. Among those
well known in Bridgetown are the
Andersons, Todds, Taylors, Durlings,
| Gillises, Dargies and many others.
