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Taking note of thefact thatin vari-
ous parts of t!iinada there is a protest
on the part of leading papers against
being regarded as mere party hacks,
the Victoria Colonist remarks that
the change is significant, and that
therels great need of it. We quote:

“We have in Canada newspapers
which are not conducted in this prin-
ciple and they are not all on one side
of politics. They can see nothing
good in their opponents ; they can
find nothing wrong in their friends.
They dare not appiaud a judicious
act onthepart of those whom they
oppose, lest they might possibly in-
fluence some one in their favor ; they
dare not; urge their own friends to
take any course lest by so doing they
mightembarrass them. Suchpapers
have very little influence. Still less
influence have those dehling with
personalities.”

Pointing out that a great responsi-
bility rests upon the press to elevate
the tone of public opinion, the Colon-
ist expressesregret that the duty is
too often disregarded, and so th
tone of public sentiment is lowered,
““We hold,” says the Colonist, “that,
when corruption can be established,
it ought to be, and itshould be p
ed home upon the guilty parties wi
out mercy ; but when it cannot be
established'it ought not to be insinu-
ated. We donot believe an election
was ever gained by that sort o: thing:

but wedo know that the tone of
public sentiment has been lowered
and wrong impressions of the life in
the Dominion have bheen spread
abroad.” [

The Colonist’s remarks are worthy |
ofattention. There is a flippant as I?
well as a grossly partisah spivit no i
ticeable in the utterance of a portion |
of the press, which tends to lower the |
tone of discussion and create the im-
pression that pubiic honor and pri- |
vate virtue are impossible in puhlu-
lite. No more mischievous impres-
impression comd be cultivated in f
any country. It is for the press to |
hold up a high standard and insist
that public men shall measure up to
it or retire to privatelife.

storm, was wrecked on Iron Bound Is-
land, at the mouth of La Have R ver,
on Sunday night, with tremendous
seas sweeping over the doomed ship,
as she lay broadside on the rocks, and
over six hundred terror crazed immi-
grants were screaming and praying on
the decks up to their waists in water.
Another horror, such as - the loss of
the “Atlantic,” was only prevented
by the coolness of Capt. Boothby and
the dicipline of his officers and crew.
She was bound from Antwerp to St.
John, N. B. She has six thousand tons
of cargo on board and it is feared that
much of this wi,] be a total loss.
When she grounded an immcnse sea
washed over her decks, smashing poats
and leaving one half of them fit for
service.

Commander Ransford D. Bucknam of
the Turkish navy, who has just been
promoted to the rank of rear admiral
n that service, with the title of Pasha
is a Canadian.

This ser-
vice brought him under the notice of
the Siftan  of Turkey, who was so
much impressed with his professional
capabilities, as to make him his naval
adviser as well as his personal A, D.

At a later p.-r»%
iod Captain Bucknam was decorated i
by the Sulten with the order of Osman ]
ich and the distinguished service med- |
al. Admiral Bucknam resides at Con- |
stantinoble, but he remains a member |

Philadelphia. He married, January,
1904, Miss Rose Thaynor, of Phila-
delphia.

That Ransford C. Bucknam has been
promoted by the Sultan of Turkey to
Rear Admiral, with the title of Pasha,
is no doubt true, but that he was
born in Hantsport is not. The Admir-
al is a native of Halls Harbor, Kings
County, where h s rather and mother,
Ezra Taylor Bucknam and Isabel.e
Roscoe Bucknam, were also born. His
mother was a daughter of William A.
Ropcoe. His father was a seafaring
man and was lost at sea, leaving his
