DRAFT OF A COMMISSION passed under the
Great Seal of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, appointing Anthony Musgrave,
Esquire, to be Governor and Commander-in-Chief
of the Colony of British Columbia and its Depen-

dencies.

Dated 16th October; 1869, VICTORIA, by the Grace of God of the United
Kingdom of Great. Brifain and Ireland, Queen,
Defender of the Faith, to Our Trusty and Well-
beloved Anthony Musgrave, Esquire, Greeting :

I. Whereas We did by certain Letters-Patent
under the Great Seal of Our United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland, bearing date at West-
minster, the eleventh day of January, One thousand
eight hundred and sixty-four, in the Twenty-seventh
Appointment of Governor Sey- Year of Our Reign, Constitute and Appoint Our
mour: Trusty and Well-beloved Frederick Seymour,
Esquire, to be during Our Pleasure Our Governor
and Commander-in-Chief in and over Our Colony
of British Columbia and its Dependencies, as by
the said recited Letters-Patent, relation Dbeing
rray thereunto had, will more fu.lly and at ]arge.appear:
And Whereas by an Order in Council bearing date
“on the Eleventh day of June, One thousand eight
hundred and sixty-three, We did Authorize the
Officer Administering the Government of Our said
Colony, with the advice of the Legislative Couneil
therein mentioned, to make Laws for the Peace,
Order, and good Government of Our said Colony :

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And Whereas by an Act passed in the Session holden
in the Twenty-ninth and Thirtieth Years of Our
Reign, intituled “ An Act for the Union of the Colony

_of Vancouver Island with the Colony of British

olumbia,” it was enacted that the Colony of British
olumbia should after the said Union comprise all
ch Territories within the Dominions of Her Majesty

“as are bounded to the South by the Territories of

the United States of Ameriea, to the West by the
Pacific Ocean and the Frontier of the Russian
Territories in North America (now belonging to the
United States of America), to the North by the
Sixtieth Parallel of North Latitude, and to the
East from the boundary of the United States,
northwards by the Rocky Mountains and the One
hundred and twentieth meridian of West Longitude,
and shculd include Queen Charlotte’s Island and
all other Islands adjacent to the said Territories,
and Vancouver Island and the Islands adjacent
thereto : And Whereas such Union has been duly
effected under the Provisions of the said Act :

‘mified, and do by these Presents Revoke and Deter-
e the said recited Letters-Patent and every Clause,

reposing especial Trust and Confidence in the
Prudence, Courage, and Loyalty of you the said
Anthony Musgrave, of Our special Grace, certain
Knowledge, and mere Motion, have .thought fit to
Constitute and Appoint, and do by these Presents
Constitute and Appoint you to be during Our Will
and Pleasure Our Governor and Commander-in-
Chief in and over Our Colony of British Columbia
and its Dependencies, and in and over all Forts and
Garrisons erected and established, or to be erected
and established, in Our said Colony: And We do
hereby Authorize and Command you to do and
execute all things in due manner that shall belong
to your said Command and the Trust We have
reposed in you, according to the several Powers
and Directions granted or appointed you by this
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Our present Commission, and the Instructions
herewith given to vou, and by such further Instruc-
tions as may hereafter be given by Us under Our
Sign-Manual and Signet, or by Our Order in
Our Privy Council, or through One of Our
Principal Secretaries of State, and according to
such Laws and Ordinances as are now or shall
hereafter be in force in Our said Colony.

1. And We do hereby Declare Our Pleasure to
Appointment of Executive Council. be that, for the purpose of Advising you, there shall
be for Our said Colony an Executive Council,
which shall be Constituted in such manner as may
be Directed by the Instructions accompanying this
Our Commission, or by any other Instructions which
may from time to time be addressed to you by Us,
under Our Sign-Manual and Signet.

: III. And We do hereby Authorize and Empower

Public Seal. you to keep and use the Public Seal of Our said
Colony for Sealing all things whatsoever that shall
pass the said Seal.

IV. And We do hereby Authorize and Empower
, you to make and execute in Our Name and on Our
Grants of Lands. Behalf, under the said Public Seal, Grants and
' Dispositions of any Lands within Our said Colony
which may be lawfully granted or disposed of by
Us, either in conformity with Instructions under
Our Sign-Manual and Signet, or in conformity with
such Regulations as are now in force or may be
SHew made by you in that behalf with the Advice of Our
said Executive Council, and duly Published in Our
Llid Colony.

you are empowered in Writing under your Hand
and Seal to Suspend from the exercise of his Office Suspension of Officers.
any Member of the aforesaid Legislative Council,
We do hereby further Authorize and Empower you,
upon sufficient cause to you appearing, to Suspend
from the exercise of his Office within Our said
Colony any Person exercising any Office or Place
other than that of Legislative Councillor under or
by virtue of any Commission or Warrant granted or
to be granted by Us, in Our Name, or under O :.
Authority, which Suspension shall continue and
have effect only until Our Pleasure therein shall be
made known and signified to you. And We Jo

" hereby strictly Require and Enjoin you, in proceed-
ing to any such Suspension, to observe the Direc-
tions in that Behalf given to you by Our Instrue-
tions accompanying this Our Commission.

VIII. And We do hereby Declare Our Pleasure
to be, that in the event of the Death, Incapacity, or
Absence of you the said Anthony Musgrave out of

Our sald“Colony, all and every the Powers and
Authorities herein granted to you shall be, and the

same are hereby vested in such Person as may be :
Appointed by Us by Warrant under Our Sign-Manual Suceessivn to the Goverument.
and Signet, to be Our Lieutenant-Governor of Our

said Colany, or if there shall be no such Lieutenant-
Governor then in such Person or Persons as may be
Appointed by Us under Our Sign-Manual and

Signet to Administer the Govermment of the same.

And in case there shall be no Person or Persons

within Our said Colony so Appointed by Us, then

in the Senior Member of QOur said cdxecutive

Council who shall be resident in Qur said Colony.

IX. And We do hereby Require and Command Officers and others to obey the
all Our Officers, Civil and Military, and all other Governor.
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Inhabitants of Our said Colony, to be Obedient,
Aiding and Assisting to you the said Anthony
Musgrave, or in the event of your Death, Incapacity,
or Absence to such Person or Persons as may under
the Provisions of this Qur Commission Administer
the Government of Our said Colony.
