Aembers
of parliament should not bo {00 grasping , some «f them, to judge by recent
events, want the earth, and we do not desire such representatives.

The joxtaposition of newspaper articles oz telegrams, or whatever, is
sometimes amasiog —sometitaes pitiable fiom the utter 1scongruity. Side
‘by side 10 several papers & few days ago could be read accounts of the
* revelstions” at Ottawa, with Mr. Mercier's name scry much in evidence,
andthe presentation of the Pope’s medals to the Cenadian. Z,uaves at St.
Anne de Ly Perado on the 19th inst. The report under notice says the
most striking feature of the ceremony was the presence withia the sanc-
tusry rsilings of Premier Mercier, attited in his uniform of commander of
the orderof St. Gregory thie Great, It goes on to describs bis clabo.ate
coslume, or what we might call his * get up,” and finally ends with the
following regret: * The preserce of Mr. Ernest Pacaud, Mr. Mercier's
fricnd, was greatly missed at the ceremony.”  This is certainly lamentable ,
the man who cleared out because he was wanted so badly to answer to
cbarges 2gainst him would certainly be a loss at a religions ceremony.

. Thke aunouncement made io the Benate by Premier Abbott on the 20th
ipst, that a Royal Commission would be appointed to investigate the whole
systtm of our civil service in order that it may be refoimed and reorganized,
is 8 slep 10 the right direction. The condition revesled at Otiawa shows
plainly enough to the.whole country the aced of a reformation, and it is
gratifying to see the initial step taken by the chicf servaat of the people.
Ogly 2 brief ouline of the scope of this commission is given, but
we think the Premier is in earnest and msans 1o make a clean sweep of
all holes acd co:ners where the light does not penctrate, and where the
works of darkness may be carricd on. Mr. Abbotl takes the vicw we expressed:
Imst week, that the business of the country should be conducled on business

principles, and points out that one of the greatest defects has hitherto been
that the public business has not been regulated as the business of any pri-
vate individual would be. The fact ia that it is not prudent to fully trust
sny man, where there is responiibility to anyone else. Many & man, from
small affairs up to the greatest, has hed so much temptation and opportunity
to be otherwise than honest thrust in his way, that he has fallen ; it will be
well if our civil service is 80 reorganized as to place a commission of
insgection in a position to see that 2l things are conducted as they sught
to be.

“ Whaleback "’ steamers are things we have most of us heard of but have
not seen—at least we fancy people must have heard of them pretty generally,
for they are such a new departure in freight craft that they have been attract-
iog the attention of the press for some time. The Wetmors, one of this
class, which took a cargo of wheat from Duluth, Minn., to Liverpooij, G. B,,
a few weeks ago, is creating, according to the Winnipeg Commercial, quitea
stir in the shipping world. The form of these boats may bs imagined from
their name, and they are built specially with a view to carrying grain. The
Wetamore was built by the American Steel Barge Company, of Weat Suparior,
Wisconsin, and is 265 feet 1a longth, just enough to permit her passage of
the Welland Canal locks, but not short enough to sllow the passage of the
locks of the St. Lawrence Canal. The vessel carried from West Superior
90,000 bushels of wheat, angd at Montreal took 25,000 bushels additional.
‘The voyage from Montreal to Liverpool was made in 384 hours, with rather
bad weather part of the time, and as an evidence of the ship's ability or
stability, it is stated that she carried 26 tons of coal on deck for some days
in a rough tea and lost none of it, Visitors to the barge in Liverpool were
numerous at 1s. per head, which was for the benefit of an orphan asylum.
These novel craft appear to combine a number of advantages, amoung which
are cheaper construction (for steel vessels), cheaper cost of operating and
greater proportionate carrying capacity than any other vessel in the world.
It has been demonstrated by the Wefmore that they ara the bast ail-round
water carners that can be devised, and it is prophesied thst the futare war
vessels of the United States will follow this madel. The fact that they pay
well will be to Lusiness mea the groat recommsadstion for this new depar-
turcio naval designing. They require special docks to accommodate them,
and these, we believe, will speedily be provided,

The various shooting competitions takipg place at the rifle ranges all
over the country at this time are provocative of thoughts relative to the
importance of vur yourg wen bacoming go.d shuts. The practical efficiency
of cur militia foice, should it ever be pul to the test, will depend largely
upun the ability of the men to shoot well, and although the racges attract a
large nuwber of competitors, we think that ot haif the interostis taken in
shaoting thay there s.uould be, in conseyucace of which many youog men
are lusers. It is a pity that so much space ia the daily press is given to
reports of base-ball games and other event: of like trivial and passiog im-
portance, and so little, comparatively, to the subject of shooting, which is
of lasting and permaneut interest to all who watch with solicitude the pro-
gress of this growing nstionhood of ours. To write up rifis shuoting in an
attractive style, so as to awaken the youoy wen of the country to a sense of
their privileges ard reaponsibilities, woaild te doing a good work. In a
paper such as The Criric there is no sp.ce for reports in detail of the
records made at the butts, bt we can at least arge our yousg men to look
into the matter and see what ao advantage it would bs 10 them to perfect
themselves as matksmen. There is no small amount of enjiyment to be
extracted from the necessary practice, and whst sor! of 2 man is he who
does not take a genuioe pleasuce in a gua. The jonag men who repair to
Bedlord to shoot at the range usually rcgard the outiog as much to be
desired, and return at the ead of the dsy well picaszd at any rate with the
fuo, and not ualikcly with some piiz: moaney to line their packets. Oae of
the great desiderata in these daya of cluse application to business is that
meaons should be devised whereby the young men of the country may become
strong, athletic and skilful in all those things which go towards making them
objects of a nation's pride. The militia offers a great many opportunitics
for pbysical improvement. The gymaasiam of th: 63¢d R.fles, with Ser
geant Major Kelly as instructor, did good work last winter, as the asszult-
at-arms in the Academy of Music last spriog ampiy testif:d The shooting
educates ia another way, but all these things work together for goad. Oae
of the great advantages to be derived from the pract.ce of athletic and skil-
ful exercises is the necessity fur temperance in all ihiogs. A man cannot be
a crack shot aaless his head and hand are steady, and to have them perfectly
so he must not drink. To fire young men with an ambition to excell as
marksmen is better than preaching temperance scrmons. Physical perfec-
tion is worth-striving fer, and skill in the wae of our faculties is what makes
them of valus,
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Wo none of us wish to forget our friends te whom the * dead bid wel-
come and we fareweil,” but we draw the hne at wearing memaorial hets.
An enterprising hetter of our city is sclling the Sir John Macdonald hat,
which contsins inside a portrait of the late Premier, with the dates of his
binth acd death, and cutside a picce of black and white ribbon. If it is
8py copeolation to these who regret Sir Jobu's death o wear this hat, we
hope they will take advantage of the oppostunity to get it and makeit a
prefitable scheme for the hatter,

The Russian Jews have at last been welcomed to one country on the
earth. The first to permit theso poor oppressed creatures to settle in his
domains is the Sultan of Twkey. The Sick Man of the East bas campas-
sion, and in this matter bas shown a strictly kind moral nature which is well
worthy of national imitation. Everywhere olse are these miserable outeasts
repelled, but in the Grand Turk’s country poor and rich arc alike welcomed
end are permitted to campete in tinde snd hendicralt with the subjects of
that potentate, It is nothing but ulter inhumanity to repulse them from
any country in the manner which many nations contemplate.  We all agree
in condemnuing the cruclty of the Russian Emperar who has banished them
to a small district where they will ultimately starve, but we do not recog-
nize the equivalent crueity which we exhibit when we wish to restrict them
to that unfavorable region, by making emigration impossible. Want of
sympathy, which is detested in the disposition of an individus), should also
be equally abhorred in national character, for the standards in each are the
same. It has been truly said that the calamity of the Russian Jews has torn
the false face of hypocrisy from the distracted countenance of thisage of
moral rottenness.

Special aumbers are a feature of modern journalism not by any means
to be neglected, when there are certain objects to be compassed, The
Mercury published a special surmmer vwumber, and intends to issue a big
exhibition paper at the last of next month. In counnection with this the

" Meresry abnounces :—*The Exhibition number cf the Mercury will be
sixteen full pages in size, will be printed on an extra quality of paper, and
will be fittingly illustrated. The edition of 10,000 will be by far the
‘largest edition of a Halifax paper ever issued, and us value to business men
as a medium in which to advertise their goods is apparent.” Now, we do
not want to boast, but facts are stubbora things, and the fact that Tux
Critic has been in tbe special oumber business a good deal deeper than the
Mercury ought not to be forgotten, The AMercury promises an egition of
10,000 copies, and says it will be by far the largest edition of a Halifax
paper ever issued, but this claim canoot stand against the fact that in July,
1886, Tne Cmimic issued a epecial number for circulation ot the great
Indian and Colonial Exhibition in London, the edition of which numbered
80,000. This number was a 24 pago paper. In 1887 we issued a Jubilee
number, which was also a 24 page paper, and the edition numbered 25,000,
These two were somewhat laiger editions than the Mercary promises, but to
£0 back to the day of small things we remember we had also 2 10,000 copy
e.dgion of the Xatas Critic in 1885. DPeople said they weren't bad pspera
either.

Canadizas will llkely have cause to keep Thanksgiving Day most hear-
tily this year. The prospects for an abundant harvest were never better in
our broad Domirion, and the fact that in the Old World there is serious
foreboding over the failure of the grain crops makes us deeply grateful that

* Providence has pot seen fitto sfilict us likewise. The Russian ukase for-
bidding the exportation of rye after the 27th inst. seriously bandicaps
Austria and Germany, and the price of wheat bas in consequeace gone up
tremendously. It is difficult 1o determine whethor the situation in Russia
is really as Lad as is represcnted, or whether the move may not be politieal
in its import.  In Berxlin, where the ukase has created the utmost cobster-
pation, it wasat first looked upon as the outcome of the Franco-Russian
civilities, but the Government has since come to the conclusion tbat the
Czar acted upon purely economic grouads. The crops io India are a failure,
and the gaunt form of famine threatens to stalk through the land. The
cause of this state of sffairs is the terrible heat and drought and locusts.
The Government will find its resources tsxed to the utmost to provide food
for the multitudes and preserve thousands from actual starvation, but as,
fortunately, the condition of affairs can be ascertained thus eatly, and the
crops of America prowi.e so well, the countries of the Oid World which
are in wait cen look about them for supplies to make up the shortage in
their commissariat. It will be well, if in this crisis, those who control the
food supply do not make haste to be rich by taking advantage of the neces-
sities of others less fortunate than themselves. It would be an iniguity to
raise the price of grain at this time.

The dress reform movement in the Unsited Btates, after being compara-
tively quiescent for some time, bas icceived a fresh impulse. The Chau-
tauqua Socicty has gouno to the root of the matter, and the fuct that one of

the Jeaders of the movement counsels women to study photographs of the’

" Vepus of Milo, and Titian's nude figure in the picturs of Sacred snd Pro-
fane Lore uatil their beauty is literally felt, strikes the keynote of the whele
thing. This recommendation is rather startling as comiog from the source
it does, for most pious Methodist and Baptist women heretofore have had it
instilled into them that physical beauty was deceitful, and statues of vude
figures aro shunned or looked upon with fiendish borror. In this they fol-
lowed the example of the carly Christiang, who in their haste to avoid cvils
of 2 fleshly naturc admonished women to conceal their beaunty so that it

would not attract the beholder, but it is well that a healthier movement is
underwsy. We have no higher ideals of beauty than are furnished by
Greek art, and when this is recognized fully by women generaily their

-emancipation from clothes which are physically injurious will speedily fol-

low. ‘' The sickly forms which err from hopest oature's rule’ will no
longer be considered beautiful, and pinchied waists and feet will not be
conimon. While Chautauqua is holding up the Greek as a model, practical
Boston women have organized-——aceording to the Post—a dress reform club
which intends to do something besides talk. It is seriously proposed, and
the members of the club are pledged to appear in it, to adopt a sensible
rainy day dress. The skist is to be kilted and reach o littls below the
knce, and high boots or gaiters will be worn. The membership of this club
is 200, nrd the day on which the dress is to be wora is the first rainy Satur-
day in October. Business women cannot possibly dress in accordance with
the present styles and be comfortable, and the simultaneous adeption of a
change such as this by a large number of women will make the alteration
compatatively easy.

There cannot be any doubt that the visit of the French Fleet to
Croanstadt, and the reception given to its officers by the Czar, is an esent
of considerable importance., Its importance lies chiefly in the fact that,
whether intentionally or not, it has, from the circumstances under which
it took place, all the appearance of being a counter demonsiration to the
visit of the German Empetor to London. That such is the current imprea-
sion in France is apparent from the articles of the French press, and it is
by 0o means certain that that view is a wrong one. Oae thing, however,
is perfectly clear. Alexander III has at length overcome his reluctance to
be brought, as Emperor of Russis, into actual, visible, friendly and almost
ostentatious relations with the French Republic. It is true that the word
Republic was carefully suppressed in the programme of the ceremonies that
took place at Cronstadt; the Czar on board the Imperisl yscht, where
he entertained the French Admiral, the French Ambassador, and other
distinguished naval and diplomatic personages at luncheon, propssing the
health of * President Carnot,” but on the other hand, the long prohibited
‘¢ Marscillsise ” was played, nnt oniy in Russia, but in the presence of the
Czar, who stood up while it was being performed. Straage though it may
socm 10 westert minds, it was no small matter for the Emperor of Russia to
have consented to occupy so prominent and intimate an attitude towards
a Naval Squadron carrging the colors of the French Republic. The very
existence of a French Republic is an outrage on the political and theceratic
doctrines on whnch the Russisn Throoe and the Russian Empire repose.
Only reasons of state of supreme moment could ever have induced the
Czar to have taken the course which he has taken. Itis his reply to the
renewal of the Triple Alliance. Russia cherishes great schemes, agaiast
the execution of which the Triple Alliance exists as a barrier. A powerful
ally is therefore of inestimable value to Russia ; and France is very power-
ful. Some little time ago, in the course of conversstion, M Jules Ferry
said :—** A great deal may be doane by diplomacy now-a-days, but it is a #ina
qua non that diplomacy has a backing of a couple of million bayonets. if
there were a serious understanding between France and Russia their power
would be very great, indeed, without its being necessary to draw the sword.”
Franse has long been holdiog out the hand of friendship to the Czar; and
at las, the Czar has grasped it. It is notalleged that Russia has conciuded
an express Treaty and Alliance with France, but it is manifest that Alexan-
der 111 is willing to cnter into such a compact at the suitable moment.

By the death of James Russell Lowell tho United States looses one of
the brightest lights of her literature. Not oaly in his own country will his
death bz mourned, but wherever his wortks are knowa kindred spirits will
regret their loss. Ouae by one the distinguished names of American litera-
ture are being carved on the tombs that cover the dust of departed great-
ness. Hawthorne, Motley, Bryasnt, Longfeliow and Emerson have gone
before ; now the nation mouras the desth of perbaps the grandest of them,
and only two, john G. Whittier and Oiiver Wendcll Holmes, are left of the
great New Englaad group of singers. Mr. Lowell was not only a poet aud
critic, but he was a statesman and a diplomatist of the highest rank. He
studied law in the early part of his life, bat soon abandoned it for Balles
Lettres. Mr. Lowell published his first book of verse when he was 22 years
of age, and three years later * A Legend of Brittany,”  Prometheus” and
other poems, was praduced. Other works, notably “The Vision of Sic
Launfal,” and * A Fable for Critics,” were brought out about 1848, and
then the “ Bigelow Papers,” his masterpiece, was published. Mr. Lowell
went to Spain as Minister, and was sfterwards transferred to the Court of
St. James, where he remained for five years. The great Eaglish, Scotch
and American Ubiversities bestowed on him their highest honors, and he
sncceeded Longfellow as Professor of Modern Laogusges at Harvard
University, He acted for some time as editor of the A#lantic Aonthly, and
subsequently for two years edited the North American Review, Mr. Lowell
was an_ardent abolitionist aund a follower of Liocoln. Notwithstauding he
was a Republican, in 1888 he supported Mr. Cleveland for the Presidency.
As an eloquent and cultared speaker, a graceful and charming writer, sn
unrivalled humecnst, and a man regarded with esteem and respect by alt
who came in contact with him, it is not strange that Mr. Lowell's demise
should draw forth expressions of regret from all sides. The deceased
statesman, diplomat and literateur closed his earthly career in his home in
Cambridge on Wednesday, August 12th, at the age of 73 years. He bad
been twice married, but at the time of his death was a widower,

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

DoMmixi1ox,—Towards tho end of last week Col. Amyot put on his war
paint snd prepared to tomahawk the Government for havivg accepted the
tender of one Bancroft for tho construction ofa public work. e claimed that
as thero was no such man as Bancreft the Department of Public Works was
compounding a folony by accopting tho tender of a forger. Sir John
Thompson parried the scalping blade, first by showiog that the departwont
accopted Bancroft's tender beeauso it was the lowost, and believed in his
rosponsibility because an incorporated bank had given assurance that Ban-
croft had put up the requisite doposit. Subsequently Bancroft had
intimated that he bad sssociated with mm Larkin, Connolly & Co., a well
known firm of contractors, and it was not uatil yoars had clapsed that the
dopartment discovered that the historical name of Banctoft had been forged.

Premier Abbott proposes a radical reform of the civil service, and a
Royal Commission is to be appointed ; which said commission is to be non-
partizan, 1t is to be vested with ample powers to investigate the depart-
mental affairs with a view to proposing a remedy for the scandals which are
daily cropping up. The Premior and the Government will do well if thoy
succeed in weeding out from tho civil service, men who have no patriotism
beyond their pockets, and no sense of justice in which sclf is not the alpha
and omega.

The credit of completing the Hoosac Tunnel is due to Canadian
engineering skill ; and what thai tunnel has done for Boston, who can esti-
mate, The Island of Prince Edward is practically cut off from the mainland
durin g the winter season, and its people are most desirous of a safe and
speedy connection with the Coutinent, The Prince Edward Island tunnel
is somewhat of an old story, but we believa that it will one day be an
accomplished fact ; and the government which has the pluck and enterprise
to essay the work will doserve well of the Islauders, Has Halifax no
interest in rapid communication with the Jand of potatoes and eggs 3

We could wish that some of the M’s P. at Ottawa had to e¢ndure the
post offico facilities now provided in Dartmouth. Perhaps s short experience
as a resident of our sister city would teach these gentlemen that Dartmouth
and also North Sydney are entitled to adequate post offico facilities, and
the fact that the Goverameunt has seen fit to ask parliament to sppropriate
cettain sums of money for the erection of these buildings would not be
taken as sn indication that Nova Scotia was forever being feasted upon the
plums in the Dominion pudding, while poor Ountario had lo put up with
underdone pastry.

Amid the semi-tropical weather, the Hon. L. H. Davioes, introduced a
resolution condemning the Government for haviog subsidized the steamship
lipes doing business between Canada and the West India Islands, MMr.
Davies wes in a pessimistic mood and intimated that the trade of these
Islands could just as well be carried on in schooners. He hinted that Mr.
Joseph Wood, of Halifax, had been prepared to close the contracts for
steam communication with the West Indies for subsidies much lower than
those now voted by pariiament. Mr. Foster in answering Mr, Davies stated
that the trade of to-day required moderns communication, and that regular
eteamship lines would develop commerce, snd that in time the Government’s
policy would be found to be in the best interests of the country. Several
other members voiced their opinions as to the relative merifs of steamship
and schooner communication, but the resolution was voied down by s
majority of 26, the vote standing, Government 107, Opposition” 81.

Tho total increase is 11.52 per cent, Nova Scotia shows an increase of
9,951, New Brunswick 61, and P. E. Island 197, the three provinces show-
g only a liltle over one per cent. in excess of the last decade. ‘T'he
increase in Quebec is 9.53, Ontario ¢ 63 per cent. Manitoba gains 148 per
ceni, the Northwest 141 per cent, British Columbia 87} per cent, and
unorganized districts 4 per cent, It will be scen that the gaio in the Last
is very small, but the West has grown rapidly in population. Representa-
tion ip Parliament will uot be incressed as an effuct of this census. Accord-
jug to the returns as given above Nova Scotia will lose one member, New
Brunswick two, and P. E. L. one. In Oatario there may be a gain of two
members.

Frank C. Almy, the murderer of Christie Warden, was captured ia Mr.
Warden’s barn at Hanover, New Hampshire, on August zoth. This was
near by where the murder was commwitted, and the vhole country had been
scoured for him for some time. Ho subsisted by stealing from neighbors,
which aroused suspicion, and he was caught in tho barr, Almy was dan-
gerous, and there was a good deal of shooting, One shot took effect in
Almy’s head, and his left leg is broken, It has been proved that the mur-
derer is none other than Geo. H, Abbott, who escaped from the Wiadsor,
Vt., prison about six yesrs ago. He is a desperate criminal.

Lu~na's Prcrure.—Prof. Holden, of the Lick Observatory, has procured
through the big telescope bctter photographs of the moon than have been
taken, and the work of photographing goes on every hour when the moon
is visible. Upon the top of one of the mouatsins of the moon the photo-
graph shows a luminous white spot that looks like snow. If that is snow
the presence of an atmosphere is indicated. It has been believed that the
moon bas no atmosphere, and therefore is uninhabitable; but if it should
be demonstrated that snow falls upon the surface of the satellite, the
accepted theory would be upset and astronomers would begin to study the
moon with a new and greater interest. Prof. Holden does not expect to
find apy traces of man’s work in the moon, but he may ascertain if any
changes have taken place within 30 years.

On Saturday last a five story brick building oxtending from 68 to 74
(inclusive) Park Place, New York, collapsed as the resuit of an explosion
cither of a boiler or some chemicals. Eighty or ninety persons perished in
the wreck, which burned fiercely. The building had been condemned thir-
teen years ago, aud it should never have been used, especially for employ-
ing a large number of people in. Surely there is some possibility of
protecting the trustful public and irresponsible working people from the
murdcrous effects of dishorest building. This building was built with bricks
without mortar, like a child’s house of wooden blocks, whose only purpose
is to make a grand crash when it falls. Somc one is certainly to biame
when sucli culpable and wholesale manslaughter takes place. What is
important now is that the punishmeat should fit the crime.

THE CUCKOO AND THE SPARROW.

In on article ¢ Concerning the Cuckoo’” in Longman's Magasine, an
interesting account is given of the cuckao’s well-known and soldom seon per-
formance. Tho surprising and oxcoptional nature of this phenomenon, and
in some messure aleo the difficulty of accepting the explanation usually given
of the origin of the instinct in tho young bird, must be hold to account for
the disposition shown to accept tho accounts of it with reserve. One of
the most graphic sketches of the cccurrence by an eye-witness is that in Mr,
Gould's * Birds of Great Britain.,” The account by Mre. Blackburn, who
watched fho movements of the young cuckoo, is full of intorest.

The pest under observation was that of the common meadow-pipet, and
it bad at first two cggs in 1t besides that of the cuckoo. ** At one visit,”
coniinues Mrs. Blackburn, “ tho pipets ware found to bo hatched, but not the
cuckoo. At tho nrxt visit, which was after an interval of forty-cight
hours, we found the young cuckoo alone in the nest, snd both the young
pipets lying down the bank, about ten inches from the margin of tho nest,
but quito lively after being warmed in tho hand. Thoy wore replaced in
the nest besido the cuckoo, which struggled about until it got its back under

00 { ons of thom, when it climbed backwards directly up the opon side of the

nest and hitched tho pipet from its back on to tho edge. It ther stood quite
upright on its legs, which were straddled wide spart, with the claws firmly
fixed helf-way down tho inside of the nest, among the interlacing fibres of
which the nest was wovon, and siretching its legs apart and backwards, it
olbowed the pipet fairly over tho margin so far that ils struggles took it
down tho bank instead of back into the nest.  After this the cuckoo stood a
| minute or two, feeling back with ite wings, as if to meko sure that tho pipet

was fairly ovorboard, and then subsided iuto tho bottom of tho nest.”
Tho ejected bird was roplaced, but on again visiting the nest on tho follow-
ing morning both pipets wero found dead out of the nost.

Mrs. Blackburn continues :—* Tho cuckoo was perfectly naked, without
the vostige of a foathor, or oven a hint of future feathors; its oyoes wore not
yet oponed, and its neck noomod too woak to support the woight of its hoad.
« + + Tho most singular thing of all was the dircct purpose with which
the blind littlo monstor made fur Lho open side of tho nest, tho only part
wheorae it could throw its burthen dowa the bank. T think all the spactators
felt tho sort of horror and awo at the apparent inadequacy of the croature's
1ntolligence to its acts that ono might have folt at sceing a toothless hag raiso
a ghost by an incantation, It was horribly uncanny and gruesome.”

Every year from twenty,
thitty, forly loagues around crowds of patients come to visit him ; but it is
particularly in holy wock that his power is most oflicacious, and on tho
night of Good Friday, from midoight to sunrise, tho curo is corlain. A
darker superstition concorning tho seventh son oxists in Portugal. It is
thero believed that tho unfortunato being who is the soventh male in direct
succession is in tho power of the rince of Darkness, by whom he is com-
pelled, on every Saturday evening, to assume tho appearance of an ass. In
tbis guise, and accompauvied by a troop of dogs, ho is compolled to race over
moor and through village until the light of the Sabbath dawne, when he
may resume bis human form for another week.”

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

The Lloyd Manufacturing Co. Kantville, are carrying on a flourishing
business and at present have a largo number of orders ahead. They have
just shipped to Miss Stirling, propriotress of tho Orphans’ Home at Ayles-
ford, two carloads of .machinory, among which was a rotary mill, fitted with
all tho latest improvements, having all Lane's patent Green Mountain Dogs,
and a Lane Shingle Mill. They have also recently shipped to Clyde River
a Lane Shingle Mill manufactured by thom, which gives evidence of strongta
and durability, and has sn advantage over other similar machines in its
simplicity, This machioe will cut from good stock from 25 to 30 thoussnd
ahingles per 10 hours. Wao learn that this firm purpose placing on exhibi-
tion at Halifsx, in charge of Messrs. Auston Bros., a number of machines of
their manufacture. Customers will thus bo able to see machinery in oper-
stion and judge for themselves of the many good points it contains.

Business is rushing at the Buckler Brick Company’s yards just now.
During tho week they have shipped 300,000 bricks by water, and 40,000 by
rail. Next wook they intend shipping 20 carloads to Yarmouth, and 75 to
Lunenburg. Two vessels aro also loading at their wharf. Thoy have just
finished burping a new kiln of 200,000, A branch track from tho masin
lino of the W. & A. R to their yard has been completed, which will
factlitate greatly the filling of the numerous orders received for woll-made
brick. Tbey also have tho comtract of supplying the brick for the new
school house to be built at Digby., 200,000 brick will be used in its con-
struction.—Annapolis Spectator.

There are in coursa of erection in Yarmouth two brick blocks, & large
number of medium-eized houses and a fow large residonces; and the
corner stone for the Oddfollows ball was laid during the gathering of Odd-
follows last woek,

The lumber mills on the St, John River have been idle for some oeks
on account of a strike of the employes for & nine houre’ day, but a large
pumber of tho mills have started work again. The owners of tho mills
that are now runving gave way to tho mon. Twelve mills are in motion,
which give employment to betweon 1,000 and 1,200 mon.

Ruisteen,
in caro of tho Advance offico. It is encouraging to know that there is so
ino a prospect for the fuller developmont of this industry.—Chatham

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COMMERCIAL.

The general situation remsins unchanged. Causes roforred to fully in
previous issucs continue to operato 10 make trade rather dull, but a strongly
1(]:on(tiidont feoling in regard to tho future of businees is ovident on every

Thero is » wido differenco of opinion exprested as to remitiancoe. Some
representing them as fair or as good as can be expected, while others roport
them as very poor. Tho fact appoats to be that they are rather slow in
mosat casoe, 08 is usual at this scacon, and are likely to continuo eo hill the
erops are harvested, whon wo may confidently expect sn improvement.
Jus! now farmers are all busy at harvest work, and collections aro almost
impossible.

The Board of Custoras has recently rendered the following decisions as
to duties, which aro interesting o importers of such atticles as aro doalt
with :—* Buckles, made of iron wire, lined or made of wire only, when not
eapecially for uso a8 saddlers’ hardware, 30 per cent; buckles, mado of tin,
3D per cent ; oyelots, roade of trass, tinned, S0 per cent., liquorice pellots,
3 cents por 1b.; rings, mnde of iron wire, 30 per cont , swords, mado of 1ron
or steol, 30 per cont' terne plste, boing sheet iron coated with Jead or a mix-
turo of lead or tin, 12§ per cont ; wood pulp, board, 25 por cent; wheoled
road scrapors, 35 por cont.”

A recont issuo of the Drapers' Record, of Epglsnd, hes thoe following
roferonco to us, which we aro sorry to have to acknowledge, though true,
cannot bo regarded as flattering or complimentary :—* Tho helpless position
of British creditors towards insolvent customers who ute domicued 10
Canada, is 8 cause of recurring complaint against bankruptey arrangemonts
in the Dominion. The bankrupt arranges things comfortably with his
creditors at home, and then, 1t scoms, notifies those abroad that if they
chooze to accept his offor, they can draw upon tho trustee for the amount of
their claims, sy, at the rate of 43} cents per dollar, on condition of their
unreservedly assigning their claims to him, and so giving an unqualified dis-
chargo to the bankrupt. The so-called offer may bo translated into an order
to take it or leave it. Risks of trade must be detrimental to the general
credit of the Dominiun. Surely, then & atrong resson exists for afording
greater protec'ion to creditors, and there can bis no insuperable dificulty
effecting the nesessary reform. Sume sufferors, on this side,go to the length
of declaring that we cannot trado with the Dowinion while the actusl state
of the law obtaine. But this is to sassume that a large amount of the Cana-
dian trado is inzecure, and that commescial immorality is there paramount.
Thie, of course, would be somewhat hyperbolic, and we cite the oxsggeration
merely to illugtrate tho strength of dissstiefaction and distrust occasioned.
Ample ground, however, exista for our colonial brethren's striving sfter
remedial measures ; and we ask whether it is not possible to form a trade
protection society on the spot for the purpose of making the rescrved rights
of ereditors who withhold relenss a reality instead of a sham9”

WaekLr Fivaxciar Review oy Hesny Crews & Co.—New YoOBE,
August 22, 1891.—* The spirit of improvement in the Stock Market that
sel in about two weeks sgo is still maintained, though at the moment there
sro some srmptoms of abatemsent. A variety of cirsumstances have con-
tributed to this chiango of tone. To begin with, the unfavorable aspects of
the situation had been considerably exsggerated in the estimate of opoerators,
whileb the favorable ones had been hold in abeyance or their influence
exhausted ; and the market was thus pro-exposed to sympathize with new
and hopeful influences.

A} this juncture camo the intelligencs of even a 1arger crop of wheat
than the previous large estimates had indicated, and the prospects of the
corn crop also have exhibited a steady improvement. The iron trade has
showed a marked recovery, the combined June and July product baving
equalled the extraordinary figures of last year, while tho stocks on hand have
boon reduced ; which is a favorable indication of recovery'in our industrios
at large. Tho boom in wheat and rye consequent upon the Russian ukase
prohibiting the export of the latter grain, while inferentially favorable to the
railroads, has awakened the leng dormant spint of speculation in the grain
trade, the contagion of which has readily spread to the Stock Exchange.
The tendency of information from Gieat Britain and the Continent has been
to dispel tho illusions about the supposed desperate condition of transatlan-
tic finances. At London, there is a distinet improvement of feeling; and
although busiuess is quiot, conservative and unremunerative throughout
England, yet a more hopeful feeling begins to prevail thero. Fven a ray of
hopo begins to dawn upon Argentino finance, »nd the much depreciated
securities of that country have, within the past w:ek, shown a notable recov-
ory. Thero can bo no doubt that the favorable opinions snd assurances
xecently fo mally expressed by the Governor of the Bank of England—to
which allusion wes made in my advices of last woek—have also beon a very
important contribution towards the recovery of tone; for it is naturally
roasoned that, if tho Bank looks on the futuro with the comparative confi-
donce expressed by Mr. Tidderdals, there can be po reason why that
institution should use its power to prevent any return of gold to this country
that tho natural course of the grain trade may call for ; which is the point
on which New York cspecially needs 2ssurance. Tho lateness of tho
automnal outflow of money from this centre to the VWest has also bad an
assuring cffect, the more 80 as 1t puts back that movement so much nearer
to the timo when we may expect a compensation for tho drain in imports of
specie. A weolk ago, we had a surplus »eserve of 817,600,000, while at tho
samo time of 1890 thoro was a deficiency of $655,000, and in 1889 a surplus
of only $3,352,000; which would scem to suggest that our curront business
with the interior is being conducted so as to avoid any undue commitments
with that soction. Tho eilect of this casior condition is apparent in the
incresse of money offered on time loans for periods within six montbs.

Putling togethor theso soveral factors, it canpot be denied that thoy

|| amount to a substantisl improvement in the situation ; and coming, as thoy

have, in a largo measure unexpoctedly, it is not surprising that they have
changed tho temper of tho market and stimulated speculation, even to tho
oxtant of bringing out an outside demand both speculative and for invost.
ment. But, on the otber sido, it sbould not be ignored that undoubtedly the
occasion has boun seized by parties long and heavily loaded with unssloable
stocks for fostoring speculation and creating an opportunity to unload.
Prudont operators will not ovorlook tho fact that thero is a very important
olemont of wonknoess in the warket in the form of the aocuritios of badly
financed corporations and of railtoads which have becomo ombarrassed
through eagerness to cover territory which for years to como cannot yield a
paying roturn upon the construction outlays, ‘This is pro-ominently the caso
in tho South and in the fir West and Southwest ; and tho caso of theso
properties is made worse by the increasing hostility of the Granger and
Alliapea faetions to the railrond interest. This olomont is calculated to havo
an important influenco on tho \Wall Stroet situation. At first, holders of
such gecuritics, among whom aro mon of large rosourcoes, will uso all thoir
influenco to stimulate the market ; but at tho samo time they will be sollors
of their specialtios until their individual interest has been sufficiently sorved,
when that important sot of supporters will disappear from the arona, and I
shall bo eurprised if the loss of that elomont does not prove s scvere shock to
tho market. For this and other reasons, I am persuaded that it would be
unwiso to assumo that tho present ‘ boom’ is likely to develop into a con-
tinuous considerablo further advance in prices. It would be only ¢ommon
prudance to let the market steand on furthor trial before trusting it confi-
dently, and espocislly as London is giving it no suppart but selling out on
our boom.”

Drr Goops.—As rogards the retail trade business is quite brick with
most houses, the immenso influx of visitors, nearly all of whom want some-
thing, very materially swolling the volume of transactions. Travellers are
doing fairly woll, and there is some talk of sending them over their routes
again, a8 when thoy first went out the uncertainty as to the harvest made
their customers unususlly cautious. Now that it has become certain that the
crops will become very large they are more ready to buy ; although it 1a evi-
dent that until the crop is safely gathered and sold, and the money for it
teposes quietly in their tille, they will not modify their present conservalive
policy.

IroN, HsRbWARE AND METALS.—The pig iron market is unchanged as to
values, and businoss since our last has been of a restricted character, The
sudden decision of tho Customs authorities that terne plate is dutiable at 124
per cent, after having admitted it free so long, was o surprise to the trade.
It is said by the Montreal trade papers that the Toronto hardware houses got
the news a day or two before it reached that city, with the result that they
snapped up all that they could get at tho old prices. It appears that when
the Government took the duty off tin plate to encoursge the Maritime Pro-
vince canneries they included terne plate aleo, and that they havo only just dis-
covered that torne plate cannot bo used for cans, and that it is imported for
roofing purposes only. However, tho new duty simply means 87 cents duty
per box. Barironis dull and listless, snd prices would be promptly shaded
to sccure business. It looks ag if the iron industry in Great Britain wore in
a bad way, Tho Mossbay Iron and Steel Company have closed their works
and discharged their employees ; the stecl departments of the West Cum-
berland Iron and Steel Works are also idle, and there seeme no prospect of
an early resumption of work. In Workington alone, the headquarters of
ateel workers, over 6,000 hands aro idle, and so destituto have many of thess
mechanics become that they are accepting parish velief,

Breansturrs.—The tone of the local flour market confinues firm, but
the demand is still slow, lacal buyers only taking enough to maet their imme-
diato requiroments. The demand for oat and cornmeals is also slow and of a
puro jobbing character. Bserbohm’s cable reports that in England wheat
and corn are firmer and beld firmer. Weather in Eogland is uaseitled.
The Chicago grain market ruled strong and wheat advanced 2¢. to 33c. The
volume of trado sccomplished (here has not beon large, but the market is
aclive and the fluctuations frequent and violent. The foreign markets
scored the following advances:—Loadon 6., Liverpool 2d., Paris 20 con-
times, and Berlin 3} marks,

Provisions.—In this market thore is a fair jobbing demand for pork, but
lard appoass to be coming in for more attention than any other line at this
moment. In Eogland the only change in provisions has been an udvance of
3d. in Jard. In Chicago the pork market was steady, but the hog market
:ivn’a 15¢. to 20c. lower, Tho cattle market was steady, and that for sheop

ull.

Burtrer.—In sympathy with the Csnadian market ours has slightly
advanced during the past week, Tho supply is rathor small, as our farmers
are too much occupied with their crops to bring much of their make forward
ot prerent.  But, on the other hand, the hot weather that we aro exporien-
cing, and tho sbundance and cheapnoss of fresh and soasonable fruits, reduce
the consumption of dairy products to o very large extent, as thoy do also of
moats, etc. Really choico butter in small packages wo quote, wholosale, at
17c. to 18c., and good, store-packed Nova Scotia at 14c. to 16c. Inferior
grades in proportion.

Curese.—Thoro is a fsir stock of Canadian July mako on the markei,
but no August has, as yot, been received. Canadian is quoted wholesalo at
93 to 10c., and Antigonish at 10c. fo 103c.

Lgcs.—There is only a small demand for oggs, as is uaunl at this season,

Greey Fruir,—Tho market is flooded with applos, pears, poaches, grapes
and tomatoes, which are imported in large quantities by sovoral firms in thie
caty by both lines of weckly stesmers from Roston, Still, the demand is
brisk snd increasing, acd importers receivo many orders from country mer-
chants, 60 that a largo proportion of tho recoipts is distributed through the
Province immediately after arrival. A fow local tomatoos are beginning to
come in snd thoy will coon bo plentiful.

Dnigp Fruit.—Thero bas been littlo doing in tho way of actual busincss
in diied fruit. IRaisine have been quiot with but little demand. For old
stock prices rulo unchanged for what little business is doing. Tho first ship-
ments to this side from Denia aro expected to bo made in a few days, but
thoy cspnot possibly reach horo for threo or four weeks or more,

Tras.—Tho tea market is fairly active, all arrivals being picked up
quickly. Advices from Japan state that tho toa market thero rules stoady,
businces being cbiefly in the Jowor grades. Tho continuance of favorablo
rats of cxchengo Yae, no doubt, woighed with buyers, and although having
boen gonorally made to buy on a lower besis, the natives, by holdiog firmly,
havo provented any decline. Lnglish advices continue rather discouraging,
but pricos thero are likely to bo favorably affected if silvor should advanco,
as many predict it will. In tho meantimo the Japanese farmers hive dis
posed of two-thirds of their crop and are in a good position to carry what
remains, 80 that no impoitant chango is likely.

CorsEe continues in good onquiry, snd velues rule firm under light
stocks.

Suear.—Now that the immediate wants of grocors have been filled the
market for soft sugars i3 casier—a commox and expected result hoing a sag
back from extrome figures after the recent large transactiovs. Thero are,
howevor, already signs of improvement discernsble, and very soon, whea the
sugars now 1n wholesale hands have gone into consumptior another brisk
period is expected. T'rom Montreal it is reportod that **the sugar from the
new refinery at Woodsido, Halifsx, has been well received by jobbers here.
It has been all taken up, but some heavy shipments are expected shortly.”

Mouvasses.—The molasses market is vory quiet. Thero is little offering
on spot, but additional supplies are undorstood to be on the way.

I181.—The local fish situation has developed no change except that new
diied fish heve been in rather larger recoipt than hitherto this scason. A
fow scattering lots of berring and mackerel are being tsken, but they are
rcuch scarcer then could be desired. Squid bave been in rather beuler
supply, and as they are a favorito focd for deop sea fish, such as cod,
haddock, cusk, halibut, etc., it is hoped that the fishing business will
improve from this time till the closo of the scason. Our outside advices are
as follows :—Montreal, August 25,—* The market has sagged somewbat
since last writing, and we quote salmon at 14 conts. Ilalibut are scarce
ang wanted at 14c. Haddock and cod rule at 5c. Lobsters aro scsrce here
slthough the catch has been a large one. Wo quote 15 cents, Advices
from Labrador eay that the season so far has beon a successful ome. Not
only is this true of traps and eeines, but also of punt fishermen, who have
secured tho best catches for many yoars. Fishing has also been good on the
New Brunswick coast, but mackerel have fallen off and herring bave come
in their place. Dry fish are coming in, but only in very small quantities,
the fishermen being unablo to cure them in consequence of the very hot
woather. Salt fish quiot and unchauged. Some green cod are now coming
in at 5Sc. to O}c. Stocks of salmon are very light, and will continue so
until the new pack comes in next September. We quote as follows:—
Labrador salimon $15 in bbls., §8 in half bbls.; mackerel $20 per bbl, $10in
half bbl., 81 50 por kit ; No. 1 Labrador herring $4 50 per bbl,, §2.50 per
half bbl.; halibut 85 in half bbls.; greon cod $5.50 in 200 Ib. bbla, ;
haddock §5. No fionan haddios ir. tho market. Smokod herrings 163z, to
17¢. por box.” Gloucester, Mass., August 25,— Bank fish continue in
fair receipt, but the fleet comeo in late and will have little timo for a second
trip. Tho market is rather quiet and faro prices havo been reduced.
Mackerel aro in moderate supply and limited demand. Other recoipts fair
for tho sosron. Jobbing prices of cured mackerel $15 per bbl. for 2's;
813.75 to 814 for extra 3's; Sl11 to 812 for medinm 3'a; $625 to ST for
tinkers ; $17 for 1's; New Georges codfish at $6 50 a qtl. for large, and
small ot 85 ; Bank §5.75 for large and S4 25 for small; Shoie $6.25, and
24.75 for large and small ; dry Bank $6 25 ; medium $5.13 ; cured cusk at
84 por qtl. ; bake $1.87 to $2.13; haddock $3 60; heavy salted pollock
$2.37 ; English cured do. £3.25 to $3 50 per qtl. ; Labrador hozring $6 per
bbl.; medium split $6 ; Nild. do. §5.50 ; Nova Scotia do. §5.50; Eastport
84 ; split Shore $4.25 ; round do. $4.50 ; round Eastport 84 ; pickled cod-
fish 86 ; haddock £5; slewives $3.50 ; trout $14; Halifex salmon $23;
Newfouudlaad do. $16.”

orgsnized for its exploitation. Tho process, which is the invention of the
“{late Mr. B. G. Noble, ex Governor of Wisconsin, an experienced chemist,
{who spent many years upon its development, is designed to save the very
fine gold occurring in certain ores, much of which is lost ag “ float” in
{the ordinary process of plate amalgamation This desideratum is accom-
plished by intermixing the pulp aud mercury to a degree hitherto
unattainab.o on account of the danger, and consequent loss, of flouring the
mercury, this difficulty being overcome in the Noble process by the
addition of a chemical which has the offect of coalescing the almost
infinitesimally fino particles of floured mercury, A series of tests with
tho process, which have been conducted at the company's testing works,
near Now York, upon a working scale during the past six months, has given
extremely successful results. By the Noble process the auriferous ore is

ground sc as to pass a 100-mesh sieve, a Fuller Mill having been used for
this purpose at the experimental works. The pulp, with the necessary
amount of mercury for amalgamation of its goid contents, is then run into
a tub called the amalgamator, which is equipped with a stirrer suspended
i near the iron bottom of the vessel. The tub, which ie 42 in. in diameter,
has a capacity of # ton of pulp ata charge. Tho charge having been run
into the amalgamator, the mercury coalescing chemical, the nature of which
is kept a secret, is added, and the stirrer put in motion, rotating at 250
revolutions per minute, the presonce of the chemical preventing the flouring
of the mercury. During this operation, which lasts 15 minutes, the
prticles of pulp are brought into contact with those of mercury in the
most thorough manner, and the amalgamation ig effected, The pulp is then
drawn off into a settler, litt:e different from those of tho ordinary type, and
diluted, whenco it is drawn into a second settler and further diluted, fromc
which the tailings are allowed to run away. In tho tests which have been
. made, various lots ot ore, principally from North Carolina mines, have been
run. Ore from one mine, which is now being regularly worked by plate
amalgamation, furnished the best comparative results. It was a free milling
ore, contzining a very small amount of pyrite, assaying from $§2 to $4 per
ton. On the plates but 24 per cent. of the gold value was recovered, whilo
by the Noble process as much as 93 per cent. was saved. Xqually satisfac
tory results have been obtained from pyritous ores. The loss in mercury in
experimental runs has been about % 1b. per ton ; in continuous runs this
would, of course, bo considered small. Itis claimed that in a 25 ton plant
the process can be worked for §1 per ton.—Engineering & Mining Journal

In theco bands the three constituents of the granits (mica, feld-
epar and quaris) have in a moasuro cryatallizad in separate masscs, and the
wica is found ia bunches or pockets irregularly distribated throughout the
wsss. The doposils are of great interest saide from their commercial
importacce on eccoust of the number of rare minerals which are neurly
alwsys presert.
