THE pcople of Manitoba have been given a
great surprise during the past week. A short
time ago it would hardly have been expected
that & proposition for a compromise of the dis-
allowance and monopoly difficulties between
the Province and the Dominion would be enter-
tained here for a moment. It has been known
for some time that soveral of the leading loral
echoes of the Ottawa administration, including
the member for Winnipeg, who obtained bis
scat by false pretenceg, have been endeavoring
to bring the Conservative party of the Province
into line on a compromise platform. It was
hardly expected, however, that such a propo-
sition would be so openly advocated as it has
beek during the past week., The proposals
coming out so bluntly, must have given a rude
shock to the more independent supporters of
the Dominion Government in this Province, if
not indeed to the vank and file of the party.
A number of the leading business men of the
sity, who are Conscrvatives in princple, have
hastened to renounce any sympathy with the
move, and it can hardly be believed that any
great number of the people can be misled by
such a scheme. It ill becomes Mr. Scarth,
who, during the clection campaign, intimated
that if cleeted he would resign his seat if the
Dominion continued its iisallowauce policy, to
be now the prime mover on behalf of Ottawa in
these compromise proposals. We wonder the
man is not ashamed to show himself upon the
streets of Winnipeg, where his ststements and
pretensions during the clection campaign are
go well kuown. Every interest of Manitoba,
commercial, industrial and agricultural, de-

"mands the immediate breaking up of monoply.
The very existence almost of ths country de.
mands it. How then, can such proposals
be for a moment entertained? They
ask us to submit three years longer to mounopoly
and injustice. Who in Manitoba believes that
monopoly will endure three years? Then why
compromise? Isit right to compromise right
and jostice and submit to wrong and injustice?
Manitobans scveral years ago tacitly compro-
mised this very question, on the statemeunt of
Sir Charles Tupper that when the C. P. R was
completed trom Lake Superfor eastward, mon

opoly would ccase, Several ycars have elapsed
since the road was completed, and yet disallow-
ance has been continued. Many other pro-
Inises have also been made by Ottawa and
broken. What confidence then cah be placed
in any further promises from the same source,
especially when considering the medium through
whom they come ?
- *

TiEe proposals so far as known, which ave to
form the basis of & compromise are as follows :
That the C. P. R. Co. shall during next scason
extend its two Southwestern branches, tho one
from the present terminus at Deloraine, to the
western boundary of the Province, and the
other branch from the ‘terminus at Glenboro,
twenty miles westward ; also that twenty-five
miles of the proposed Souris branch from Bran-
don southwestward, be constructed. An ap-
propriation from the Dominion Parliament suf-
ficient to render navigahle the Red River to
the boundary, and the Assiniboine to Brandon,
is also asked for. Sofar as the railway exten.
sions are concerned, they are all badly needed ;
but the C. P. R. is already bound to extend
the Southwestern fifty miles this year, or for-
feit its land grant. The expenditure on the
water-ways could be Jmade to advantage, and
will undoubtedly be made in time; but such
expenditure would provide no compensation
whatever for subm:ttmg to monopoly for three
years longer. If undertaken at once, these
rivers could be made of very little use for years
for carrying grain, and they could in no wise
relieve the present pressure. New elevators
along the rivers would hdve to be coustructed,
and boats built. At any rate the rivers are
frozen up during the principal season for mov-
ing grain, and can never be of very much value
in this direction. These proposals have eman-
ated from the Brandon Conservatives, and it
renaing to be seen how thoy will be considered
by {te Province generally. It is noteworthy,
howcver, that they have been eagerly taken up
and endorsed by the party organ in Winnipeg,
With every member of the Local Legislature,
irrespective of party, pledged to-the immediate

construction of the Red-River Valley Railway,.

it will be interesting to note’ developments in

s

this direction. Now that the question of com.
promiso has been brought up,.dt must be borne
in mind that Manitoba nover acknowledgod
herself subject to monopoly. ‘That tho C. P. R.
monopoly does not apply to Manitobs, we have
the assurauce of 10 less an authority than the
Prime Minister of Canada. To compromise the
uestion now would be.to acknowledge that wo
were liable to monopoly to ‘some extent. At
the present time, when the mablilty .of the C.
P. R. Co. to handle the traffic of the céuntry is
so apparent, the result of which has been and
is atill bringing o loss of many thousands of
dollars, and has almost brought .about a finan-
cial panic, this talk of compromise seems tho
extremo of folly. To adopt such a course on
the lines laid down, would certainly amount. to
the selling of the Province for the mosb worth-
cultural interests of tho country'should quxckly
give the quietus to any such proposals. 'Chere
is but one henest, honorable and judicious
course to pursuo in the interests of the country,
and thas is the immediate completion of the
work alrcady commenced, in the Rad River
Valley Ry. undertaking, which practically meat s
the destruction of railway monopoly in the
West. Let this work go on with the consent
of the Ottawa Government if possible, but with-
out it if necessary.

In certain mysterious letters received by the
faithful here, fromn Ottawa, supposed to -be dic.
tated in the interest of the compromise move-
ment,.it is stated that Fnbllsh and Dutch in-
vestors had put their monoy into the C. P. R.
enterpnse on the strength of the monopoly be-
ing maintained in Manitoba whtil -the ‘15t of
May, 1891. On this account Manitoba is urged
to submit to monepoly.  Such a statement
must be considered as the silliest nonsense.
Who had authority to represent that.the mon.
opoly would be enforced in Manitoba? Cer-
taioly the Province never acknowledged any
such obligation, and if the English angd Dutch
capitalists had taken any paius to investigate
they would need have gone no further than
to accept the words of the Canadian Premier,
made on the floor of Parliament, to be assored
that Manitoba was not subject to monopoly.
Let those who falsely represented the opposite
stand the blunt.  Manitobans should not step
in to shield such deception, especially when to
do g0 i3 to do great injury to the Province, If
Mr, Scarth has any propositions ‘to make
why does he not come out honestly, and make
them to the proper persons, namely: the peo-
ple of Winnipeg, who are his constituents?
This underhand work of handing around.letters
from his chieftain amongst, and scheming with
political wire-pullers, makes it appear that. ho
is scheming solely in the interests of his mas.

Western onterprise is set forth by the
organization of boards of trade in in the
little towns all over the country. In the
East only the principal business centres
have suflicient enterprise to organize a
Yoard of trade; butin Mazitoba and the
Territories every little town has its
board, Thegreat usefulness of a board
of trade in a business community has
been realized, and with that push which
is characteristic of life in the new West,
each -community is desirous of availing
itself of every feature which can passibly
assist in the furtherance of the genoral
welfare. Doards of trade have therefore
been organized during the past year or so
in towns all over the country. Some are
inclined to smile at these efforts on the
part of the smaller towns, but they should
remember that small comn.unities have
their interests, which need looking after
as well as the larger centres, and that
these interesis are as important to the
small town as are the interests of the
larger towns to the population of such
places.  Besides, some of these small
towns may have a bright future before
them (and what commuuity is there in
the West which does not expect great
things of the future?), and now is the
time to lay. the foundation and assist
legitimate development by every possible
means. In this work a board of trade
will prove a very useful auxiliary, and
often a means of accomplishing ends
which woull not otherwise be secured.
Aside from any special feature which it
may be desirable to investigate, an organi-
zation which calls the buciness men of a
town together to discuss their common
commercial interests, should prove bene-
ficial to all concerned. Two heads are
better than one, and ideas will be devel-
oped in a géneral and systematic. discus-

sion whlch would no? otherwise bethought.

of. There is no reason why the forma~
tion of Uloards of trade in the smaller
towns should be discouraged, but rather
the movement is one which should be
commended.

BEYOND THE SOUTHWESTERN.
The proposals of the Brandon Con-
servatives for a compromise of the diffi-

culties between Manitoba and the Do.

minion, have brought the question of tlie
oxtension of railway facilitics in South-
western Manitoba again to the front.
The extension of the southwestern
branches of tho O, P. R has long been a
burning question. The yeed of theso
milways was felt 5o keenly, that frequent
representations have been madg both to
the Government and the C. P, R, author-
ities to hasten théir extension. Many
promises have been mado by the Company
regarding the exténsion of these branch
railways, but these promises have gener-
ally been dismissed with the statement
that money could not be procured to
build them, although the Company eecms
always to have been able to obtain plenty
of money to build.roads for the benefit of
Minneapolis or eastern interests. How-
ever, by an act passed at the last session
of the Commons, and assented to on June
23cd, 1887, it was provided that the road
should be built fifty miles from Deloraine
by september 1st, 1888, and the remaind-
er of the line completed by September 1,
1889. 1In default of fulfilling these con-
ditions the Company would lose the valu-
able land grant attached to the road. It
therefoi e appears that these “concessions”
which, with other considerations, should
form the basis of a compromire, are no
concessions whatever, the Cowapany being
already bound tc build this road.

The country beyond the terminus of
the Southwestern branches is one of the
best settled districts in the West. All
that region lying south of the main line
of the C. P. R. and beyond the South-
‘western branches westward to the Moose
Mountains, is wc'l settled. There was a
heavy stream of immigration into this
‘particular district in 1381-82, and during
those years a great portion of the land
was occupied. Settlers went in as early
as 1881, with the promises of the early
opening up of thé country by railways.
These branch railways were already lo-
cated on the maps, showing the Govern-
ment and railway lands. Seven years have
passed,.and yet little has been done to-
ward extending the roads. Last season
nothing 4t all was done. Although the
country was largely taken up, yet very
little could 'be done in the direction of
inproving and cultivating the land,
owing to the distance from railways.
Some have even been obliged to abandon

‘their land. Take for instance the coun:

try south-of Moosomin station, on the
main line. This region is well settled all
the way to the United States boundary

line, a distance of 126 miles. The nesr-’
est railway stations afe Moosomin or
Deloraine, the latter the present terminus
of the Southwestern, Many- of the set-
tlers are over 100 miles from a railway.
This entire district is adapted to agricul-
ture, aud all that it requires is shipping
fnuhtws to develop the -country. The
extcnsxon ‘of the Southwestern through
this district would undoubtedly add at.
least 1,000,000 bushels of wheat to the

exports of the country in i single season,

and that without an increase in the pre-
sent population of the district. This sea-
son the heavy crops have a]most been a
calanuty to those who had sown grain to
'any extent. One farmer in this district,
who resides about 25 miles from the rail-
way, and who had sown wheat quito ex-
tensively, informed the writer that he
would grow no more grain than he would
require for his own use in the future, as
the heavy crop which he had harvested

last year rendered the labor. of hauling to

market, something unbearable. The set-
tlers are at a loss to know what to do
with their grain this year,.and they in-
tead devoting their attention to stock
until such timé as the country is opened
up to railway communication. The im-
portaace of railway communication will

be seen when it is stat,ed and that at a .

very modest estimate, that this district is

capabls of producing wore wheat ‘than is-

now grown in the ent;re country The
settlers are mostly of a superior class,

and would soon make their presence felt

in expanding our grain shipments, if they
were gziven an opportunity. Whatever
intentions there are for carry.ng on rail-

way construction next season should be

made known to the scttlers before seed-

ing tive next spring, so that they can.

govern.themselves accordingly, for unless
there is a good prospect of the brauches
being extended, very little grain will be

grown bayond say twenty miles west of
the present end of the track. But then.

unless vory much better facilities for
‘handling grair are provided by next sea:
son, it will matter little about the exten
sion of the area under crop.

In considering this valuable country

now so much in need of Tuilway facilities,

there is another important metter which
sshould be borne in mind. Not only is
the:region an excellent one agrlcult,urally,
and already well settled but it contains
large deposits of coal. A conmderable

"portion of So_thern Manitoba is -open

prairie, and. the .opening “up of thess. fosl

OG0 o NIt s, il s = -
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fiolds is a matter very much to bo desired,
in providing a cheap source of fuel supply
for tho surroundjng country, The coal is
said to bo & good lignite, and well adapted
for heating purposes. The inines would
at onga provide a good traffic for a rail-
way reaching them, At one time this
winter at-Brandon, Pennsylvania coal—
the ouly article in the market at the time
—was held at $)3 per ton.
here are Jarge coal fields within 100 miles
or 80 of that town. The region offers
every inducement for railway develop-
ment, and with the large land grant of
6,400 acres per mile, which the Company
gets for building the road, there would
seem to be no need of any further sacri-
fices to have the road completed at once.
It is within the power of the Dowinion
Government to force the corstruction of
tifty. miles of the road this ycar, simply
by holding the Company to the terms of
the Act previously mentioned, for if so
held the Company will certainly do the
work rather than lose the grant. If the
Company is allowed another extension of
time wherein to complete the line, it will
mean simply another sacrifice of western
interests at the bidding of the C. P. R.
monopoly.:

WEST LYNNE'S DEBT.

Tie “CoMMERCIAL last week devoted
an article to the report of the commission
on the financial condition of Emerson.
The commission has now submitted itsre-
port of its investigation into the financial
affairs of the town of West Lynne. West
Lynne, as stated in the article dealing
with Emerson last week, was united.with
Emerson in one corporation, in 1883, and
this union wasdissolved by act of the Legis-
lature "in 1886, On this account the
affairs of the two muniapalities have a
ralationship which necessitates their being
considered. jointly to some extent. A
number of the claims presented for the
consideration of the commission’ vere
against the city of Ewc.son,.and were
contracted during the union of the two
towns, under. the corporate nome of the
city of Emerson. These ¢laims, were con-

sidered according to the supposod meaning’
of thie* actrof reparation; which provides.
that each fown shall be responsible. for-its’

share of the liabilities .contracted during
the. unjon in oue municipality. Liabili-

ties contracted before the union toz suain ;
charged against she town whxch contracted -

such. indebtedness. W‘orkmg on this_
ground the-commission find the indebted.-

.The claim of the Ontario Bank, as
above, was contracted by West Lynne
befire the union with Emerson. The
bank held notes for advauces to the cor-
poration for improvements, but subse-
quently debentures were issued, which
were exchanged for the notes. The issue
was for $20,000, at 6 per cent. interest.
The claim of the Federal Bank was des-
cribed last week, in dealing with Emerson.
It was contracted during the uvnion, in
connection with the construction of the
railway and teaffic bridge over the Red
river. The full clain amounts to $216,-
313, of which the amount stated alove
is apportioned to West Lynne. The
claim of the merchants’ Bank, amounting
to 851,148, was placed entirely against
Emerson.

In considering the means which the
town has to meet these liabilities, it is
shown that there is no source of fevenue
other than taxation, worth being taken
into consideration. The population of the
place is given at only 150. In 1882 the
assessment was $732,600, and in 1887
$121,934, showing a shrinkage to about

‘ one-sixth of the former year named. The

last assessment is undoubtedly too high,
ic view of the small population. The
area included in the corporation is very
large, but the principal portion is of no
value as town property, and can only be
considered as farming land. The shrink-
age in the assessment is of course due
largely to the disappearance of the imagi-
nary value formerly placed upor these out-
side'lots. A nurmber of houses have been
moved from the town to farms, and a
number remaing are not occupied.

The estipated cost of carrying on mu-
nicipal government is placed at $2,000,
about one-half of which would be neces.
sary-to maintain schools. This sum the
commwissioners think is about all that
could be raised. during the forthcoming
year, owing to the state of the town's

finances, and-the difficulty of collecting.

taxes, ‘The commissioners, -however,
think it possible that the town may be
able to pay a small interest upon about
twenty per cent, of its indobtedness as
given above, or a sum of $21,400. In.
terest on this amount is placed at not
over one per cent. for the first year, two
per cent. for the second year, and there-
aftor at three percent. It would require a
rate of 20 mills on the dollar, of the pres-
ent assessment, for the first year, 52 mills
for the second year, and 25 wills thereaf-
ter, to meet the requirements of a settle-
ment on the basis proposed, including ex-
pense of municipal government, This
rate provides nothing for a sinking fund
to pay the principal of the remaing por-
tion of the debt which would hold
against the town, were & settlement con-
cluded on the basis proposed.

In considering the future prospe&s of
the town, the commissioners do not take
a very savrguinary view. They point out
that the town has no territory to the
south to draw from, on account of its be-
ing located on the boundary. The Red
river and Emerson cuts off on the east
and northeast, and to the west other
towns are growing up on the C. P. R.
branch railways. Settlers coming in from
the west can also pass on over the bridge
to Emersou, where there are facilities for
marketing gtain. The construction of the
Red River Valley railway would give the
place a slight impetus, but even this
would not greatly improve its prospects in
the opinion of the commissioners. The
comniissivners evidently take a sensible .
view of the case, when they hint that it
would be an advantage to all concerned,
if the town were attached to the ndJommg
municipality. The expense of aintain:
ing seperate municipal government would
thus be done away with, without lessening
the value of the property. The place is
certainly too small to maintain existence
as o municipality to advantage.

In stating the amount which the town
mway be able to puy interest upon, the
commissioners take the view that the in-
babitents might meet this amount, as an
alternative to repudiation and total loss
of property. Itisdoubtiul, however, if
a sottlement on this basis could long e
carried out, unless some improvement in
the size and value of property in the town
ismade in the future. Altogether the
situation i8 less pleasant -to contemplate

-than in the case of Emerson. Each suc.”

ceéding investigation seems to reveal a
more hopeless.state of.affairs,

In financinl matters in the city the s-=10
steady tension still holds out, although during
tho past week it caninot bo said to have increas.
ed Itscemsasif affairs have been gradually
adapting themselves to the situation, and with
banks and their customers working in unison
and with the same aim it is nstonishing how
seeming difficulties have beon overcome. The
paralysis in the movement of grain to market
still continues, and C P.R, officials ate unable
longer to excuse minti rs or hold ont any hopo
of immedinte relief. .y this slow movement
soveral hundreds housand dollars of bank funds
are locked up fast in grain handling, which
should baavailable for business generally.

£armec’s snarket in the province except such as
may be created by the limited demands of local
mills not yet fully supplicd. The C.P.R. man-
agers have really no cars at present, and are
making about as much headwsy in handling
he grain crop, a3 they would at carrying water
in a sieve. With this state of affairs outside the
xrain Exchange is an ornamental iustitution,
Plenty of business could be done if cars were
procurable, but for at least.two daysin the end
of the week nota trausaction took place.  With

The Graiﬁ Blockade.

A wail commenced by the farmers, taken up
by the storckeepers, re-echoed by the merchants
and sounded by the public generally, has com-
menced in the province, over the tremendous
grain blockade. By the tis.. the last is heard
of it, monopoly is likely to be swept to the four
winds, Universal stagnation and serious de.
spondency are two results of the state of afluirs,
and it is feared the province may suffer far
worse unless something is done to remedy the
evil, Some of the ,grain men were seen,
and they all tell the same story. They freely
admit that the C.P,R. is doubtless doing its
Yest with the facilities at its disposal to get the
wheat out of the country, but they are not
moving & thousandth part of what is desired.
The statement was made on excellent authority,
and corroborated in several quarters, that there
arcat present over $00 cars of wheat lying in
the C.P.R. yards here.

But one story is sent in from the towns and
stations along the railway: No cars;every
available place packed with wheat, and
thousands of bushels stacked about the station
and in the streets. This latter is unprotected,
exposed to the weather, and liable to destruc.
tion. The state of affairs is-seriously affecting
the value of the grain, as huyers are unable to
pay what they otherwise would, did they but
have any prospect of sending it out of the
country. The policy of the compauy seems to
be to keep the stations, from which adverse
reports are likely to cmunate, pretty well
supplied with cars. At Glenbors thite ave
10,000 bushels of wheat stacked on thestrects s
at Dcloraine there are no cars, and wh c?ét piled
all round; at LaRiviere the grain is piled in
vast quantitics on the streets and along the
track; at Cartwright the same state of affairs
prevails, and at Minnedosa many of the farmers
arc unable to scll their grain because of the
lack of facilities for shipping it out. The
stutements here given are supplied by men in

the business, but whose names are withheld for
reasons already known.—Winnipeg Sun.

On Monday the decrzase in the visible supply
of wheat for the previous week was announced
to be 600,000, It had no cffect upon prices.
The greatest decrcase was at New York and
Minneapolis at the former 233,000 bushels, and
the latter 196,000 bushels, The total visible
supply on Jan. 281 was 41,761,128 bushels,
aguinst 61,885,068 bushels, the same day a year
ugo.

this company stands sixth. The Canada Life-

759. The Federal Company comes next with
nearly 60O poligies less than the Canada Life,
but running thé laiter company close in amount
assured, viz., $4,039,060. The Sun ig third,
the Manufacturers’ Life fourth, and the Con.
federation fifth. In the year's premining the
Canada Life is,. as usual, away ahead of the
other companies, the amount collected reaching
the magnificent figure of §1,207,676, the Con-
federation stands second with $517,220, and the
Sun third with $407,779.

Will the shoe jobbers have to go? Is that
ono of the mutations of time, brought about
by the new developments of trade that is in
store for this particular line of business? It
looks as if it might be that way to a measurable
oxtent. Or rather that the increase of trade
directly between the retailor and sanufacturer
wonld Jincrease. Considered from a purely
theorctical staudpoint of trade, there does not
seem to-be any real need of the jobber botween
the maker of the goods and the retailer of them.
Yet the exigencies: of business in practice-hove
demonstrated that there is a practical necessity
for them. But tempora et mores mutanti, and
with the chunges of fashions have come such
an improvement in shoes as to indirectly mako
necessary a more intimate relation between
the shoe manufacturer and shoe vetatler. It is
woll known that in differcot localities there is
a material difference in the sizes and style of
the feop... This is so marked that shoes made
for one locality ds sot suit another. And now,
that the proper fit of a shoe has come to be such
an important feature in the purchase of it, that
a vetailer of good goods in a good locality must
havo shoes to fit his trade or ke cannot sell
them. As he canuot buy them with any cer-
tainty from a jobber whose goods are made to
fit no particular style of feet, he must deal
with a manufacturer and secure shoes of the
kind and style that will suit his trade. For
all fi ine goods then it is becoming more and
more necessary that the retailer deal directly
with the manufacturer. But. probably the
bulk of the trade will always be in a class of
goods in which geod fits and special styles are
not deaxred and to this trade the jobber can al-
ways expect to ‘'sell his goods. We do not
think then that jobbers must go, but that the
trade of cities will in time come {0 be done di-
rectly betv.ecn the manufacturer and retailer.
In fact it is probably true ulready that most of
it is.—Leather Qazette.

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0UR PACIFIC PROYINCE

A TALK ABOUT NEW WESTMINSTER.

Now Westminstor is one of the solid and
prosperous citics of the Province. Its appear-
anco denotes present prosperity, and a study of
the surroundings gives good hope for future
.prospects. Neow Wdktminster id one of tho best
Jknown points on the Pacific coast. Formerly
it wan the capital of Britisk Columbia, but after
the union of the. mainland and Vaucouver
Islaud in one province, the. capital was moved
to Victoria. This for a timo retarded the
growth of the place, but since the completien
of the C. P. R. to New Westniinster, a new era
of prosperity has dawned upon the-city. It
must be romembered that Now Westminster is
practically & terminus of the C. B, R A
branch leaves the main line of the C. P. R. a
few miles east of Port Moody, connecting the
ity with the mnain live. The branch is about
nine miles long. Steamers run from New
\Westminster to Victoria, and through passen.
gers who prefer it, can go and come via New
\Westminster just the samne as via Vancouver,
connection being made with all through trains.
1ndeed a vonsiderable portion of Victoria freight
arriving by rail is taken via New \Vestmiuster,
the route Leing shorter than via Vancouver.
The C. P. R. Co., with its usual greed, extorted
a large bonus from New Westminster for the
¢onstruction of this road.

The city is beauiifully located on the sloping

-banks of the Fraser River, about fifteen miles
{rofn‘ its mouth, The river here is about half a
mile wide. Navigation on the river is of much

importance to the place as it renders the fine.

farming districts up the Frascr tributary to the
city. The fishing industry is also of great im.
portance to the place. It is also probable that
New Westminster will have direct communica-
tion by rail with San Fraacisco and all Pacific
coast .points in the very near future. Thiy
past season has witnessed the completion of
railway connection between San Francisco and
.Portland. The latter place is already connected
with Puget Sound cities, and there only remains
a short Jink between Seattle and the C.P. R.
to connect all the Pacific coast roads. 'This
road will be built to Westminster, and there
connect with the C. P. R. Charters have al-
ready been granted and some progress made to-
ward the construction of the railway from Seat-
tlo to the Canadian bouanlary, about thirteen
. miles south ot New Westminster.

Though not.now the capital of the Province,
New Westminster enjoys the advantage of
haviug several of the public institutions. These
include the. Iusane Asylumm and Proviuncial
(3aol. The Penitentiary is.also located herve.

The progress of the city has been rapid. In
1886 about $250,000 were expended in improve.
- ments, including gas works, a. new hospital

building, a woolen. mill, etc. For 1887t is
estimed that the expenditure in buildings &lane
will aggregate $200,000. Many of the buildings
erected this season are fine, solid brick aud
stone structures. Some of the most .important
of these are :—A solid brick hotel, builtby W.
D. Duncan, size 40x60 feet, three storeys. This
- building was put up by Mr. Duacaun for rent,
and affords a good opportunity for an opening
iu the hote! line. The MMasonic and -0dd

for offices and halls.

Fellows Hall is another fine brick structuro,
size 132x60 feot, threo storoys. In this block
there are throe atores on the ground floor, with
basement, and the uppor storeys will bo used
E. 8. Scoullar, atores,
etec., has built a bru.k‘sbore, 33x66 fect, two
storeys, and adjoxumg Mis W, J. Armstrong’s
new brick building, 66x60 feet, also two storeys,
all with basements, Judge O'Roilley has erccted
a building, sizo 60x66 feet, which will be occu-
pied by the Bank of British Columbia, and two
stores.

The farming country tributary to New West-
minster is a valuable territory, capable of con.
siderable extension. The city is well supplicd
with native produce. Two ‘boats run up the
river to accommodate the farners’ trade. . The
country is well adapted to the cultivation of
fruits, vegetables and grain, and the soil is very
rich. Vegetables grow to enormous size, The'
delta lands below the city form a very valuable
agricultural country, Native fruits from New
Westminster have been shipped eastward as far
as Winnipeg. The city is also the chief centre
for the fish and lumbering industries for east-
ern shipment,

TIHE LUMBER INDUSTRY

is the principal manufacturing branch carried
on at New Westminster, and in connection
with this is the Royal City. Planing Mills Co.,
Limited, a widely known institution. This
business was incorporated in 1878, though the
business was established some time prior to that
date. The business of this Company has been
steadily expanding until it is now the most im-
pertant institution in the*city. An effort has
beea made to keep up with the times, aud any
-improvements in machinery areat once secured.
During 1886 the mills were refitted with ‘ma-
chinery at great exp-nse. The mills of the
Company at Westuiinster consist of the Royal
City saw mill, the Royal City sash and door
factory, the Dominion saw mill, and the _Da-
minion sash and door factory. The latter two
institutions were formerly the property of an.
other company, which was ubsorbed by the
Royal City Company, The Company hus also
established a saw mill and sash and door fac-
tory on an exteusive scale at Vancouver. The
mills have the convenience of both railway and
water facilities for shipping. Lath mills,
shingle miils, and a'box-factory are also con.
nected: with the mills. In the box factory
salmon and other packing cases- are largely
manufactured. About 200,000 salmon cases
can be turned out at annusally, - There is alsy a
machine and boiler repair -shop, where maring
and other repairs are attended- to. The Com-
pany owns three steamers and about twenty
Scows aud barges, used in towing logs, lumber,
supplies, etc. ‘The number of men: employed
by the Compuny, including men in the woods,
sometimes foots up to nearly §500. The Com-
pany has stores where a large stock: of supplies
of provisions, lines of hardware, glass, etc., are
kept on hand. The mills sve capable of turn-

-ing out timber 100-feet long and five: feet in

diametgr. Douglas pine or firis Jargely cut for

flooring, for which.it is admirobly adapted.
Cedar is also largely manufactured for inside
finish, pannclling, ceiling, mouldings, doors,
and many other uses. it is 20t readily affected,
by extromnes of weather, and is not ligble to
shrink and swell.

The capa-
city of the saw mill is about 30,000 in a day of
ten hours. Good facilities for shipping by rail
and water ave enjoy.d, the. rmll being located
on the Fraser viver, and with the C.P. R.
branch rununing through the yard. The ma.

'cﬁxﬁery consists of a double circular, edgers,
“planer, woulding machine, shingle machine,
’cw.oacxty 25,000, tritnmers, bench saws.

Logs
72'inches in diameter and 635 feet long have

been cut. The average sized logs ‘run ‘about
1,500 feet to the log.  Fruit aud salmon cases
are manufactured, There are stores in connec-
tion with the mill. About 100 men are some-
times employed, including men in the woods.

A branch lnmber yard at Vancouver is-kopt
supplied from the mills. The Company owns a
tug boat, which is kopt employed,in hauling
rafts and delivering lumber. Lumber from this
establishment bas been shipped eastward.to the
Territories, Munitoba, and even to.old Canada.

THE FISHING INDUSTRY, -

on the Fraser, is an important item. There
were thirtean salinon canneries in-opération on
the river during the past season, turning outu
total pack of ncarly 130,000 cages. This indus.
try is a very important item in tho trade of
Victoria, though supplies for.the .catneries arv
also procured in Victoria to & considerable.ex-
tent. The Dominion Government ﬁsh hatchery
is located a few miles from the city, under the
management of Mr. Thos. Mowat, mapgcwr of
Qver 10,000,000 .galiron ova have
been taken at - the hatchery. In addition to
salmon capning, New Westmmster ds the
centréof thefresh fish trade. D, W. Port&Co of
Toronto, wholesale fish dealers, have estabhsh

“ed’ a branch business at New Westminster,

where E. H. Porte is in charge Last aEason,
the first of the firi's operations bere, about 200
tons of fish were frozen, and s}upped to Boswn,
Now York, Chicago, Montreal and all points

| east, including Munitoba and the Territorics,

The fishing is dono by Siwashes (Iudians). The
Tudians are snpplied with boats, nets, efc., and
paid-a per centage on the catéh. "‘Thé Indians
look upon the fishiug as poculiatly theiv work,

and they deculedly object to Chifiede’ or others
-engaging in'it. “The export of fresh. fish is almost
new business and one which owes itk exiutence
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to. tho opening of dlrect railway commu-
:ucstwn with the east. “Wm, Vianen also gocs
a'business in handlmg fresh fish, andhass hip-
ped.to all points along the railway eastward to
Montreal ; also to tho United States. Ho had
-about 80 men omployed during the fishing
‘scason. Tho Frascr River Freezing Co. han-
dled about 150 tons of fresh fish during the
past scason.  VWhen it is remembered that the
development of the fishing industry has yet
- scarcely commenced, the value. of the fishery
“wealth of British Columb.. may be vaguely
imagined,

Mr. Luke Pither,
the proprictor, is an old-hotel man, aud oune
with whom itis a pleasure to associate. He
has the happy faculty of making his guests feel
..perfectly at home, and does it in such a quiet
and unostentatious way, that there seens to be
no effort about it.
‘- THE NEW \WESTMINSTER FOUNDRY
and machine shop, is owned and operated by
‘Robert-Law. This business has been establish.
ed eloven years. It is the only business of the
.kind.oncthe main !and -of Biitish Columbia.
The work done bere is largely rvpairs and new
-work of a marine nature, for boats. Ihe saw
mills and canneries also draw upon the estab-
- lishment for requirements, Engines, brass
and iron castings, etc.,, are turned out. The
business is gradually increasing in importance.

Douglas & Deighton, manufacturers and im-
porters of harncss, saddles, and sundry goods
belonging to their branch, have the largest es-
tablishment of the kind in British Columbia.
They do some jobbing trade in leather, saddlery
. hardware, ete. -They manufacture hagmess
.and saddles, especially Mexican: saddles, which
are largely used, and also import anhsh and
American goods. .

Ook and hemlock
tanned goods are manufactured and a speciulty
is made of sole leather. Leather has been
shipped to Territorinl points to somo extent.
Mr. Rosscan also hias a shoe store, and manu.
factures and hnports boots and shoes. The
ehoo business was cstablished in 1877. He pwr-
poses oxtending the shoe manufacturing de-
‘partment in the spring. About twelve men
were employed,'but as many as 25 have been
employed at times.
In liquors, E. Brown & Co., do the largest
trade. This business was established in 1859.
A largestock ‘is carried, and oll goods are’im.
ported direct. The trade of E. Brown & Co.,
is largely of a wholesale nature, and extends
pretty well all over the province.
D. Lyall & Co. bought out the British Colum-
bia Stationery Company’s branch ut New West-
minister, about & year ago, and find business
very satisfactory. A large stock of atationery,
foncy goods, ete., is carried, and some jobbing
trade is done. This firm haudles cranberries
extensively, an article of commerce which it is
not generally known is produced in British Col-
umbia.
In fruits there are a numbcx of houses doing
business. The principal district for native
fruits is tributray to New \Westminster, and
since the opening of the C. P. Ry., with the
possibility of finding a market to the east,
many settlers are extending their operations in
the dircetion of fruit culture. Formerly there
was little enzouragement to grow fruit, as the
home market was very limited and there was
"no available outside market, consequently the
capabilitics of the country in this direction have
availed but litdle. W Dashwood-Jounes,
den?ar in fruits and produce, has shipped fruit
to Manitoba and the Territories. He hasalso
handled Manitoba produce. N. C. McKceen also
deales in und ships fruit, native.and imported.
Among the leading merchants and fitms of the
town are also the following: James Cunumg
bam, established in: 1862, dealer in hardware,
stoves, paints and oils, steamboat supplies,

Binding Twine.

It may scem out of place during the present
cold snap to begin talking about such an article
of manufacture as bmdmg twine, but nnless it
is talked of now, there is no llkelvhood of the
matter of manufacturing our own twine being
taken up during the busy seasons of sceding
and harvest, Joha Connor, the senior proprie-
tor of the New Brunswick Cordage Works, has
given a few pointers on the manufacture of
twine, that some of our capitalists ought to lay
to heart There were no less than 2600 tous
of twine required for Canads last year, and of
this only about forty tons were imported from
the United States. The quality of thé hote
made is fully equal to the imported and yet the
Canadiagn farmer buys his twine at two and a
half ceuts per 1b. less than the American farm.
er. Mr. Conuor further says that it is a fact
that Dakota dealers came over to Winnipeg,
Brandon and other points in the west last sum.
mer and bought largely of the Caradian manu-

facture and after paying the United Staws duty
and expense of transit they were still able to
supply the Canadian twine to their customers
ot a less price thau the American. Surely such
statements us these ought to yct. our people
here to think seriously of establishing a factory
in this neighborhood. There is no country
under the sun that can raise better ﬂax -than
Manitoba, and although all flax twi me is not
looked upon with favor by consumers, it sugely
must be that the importation of the. other fibres
used will more than be made up by the cost of
freight and the profits of middle men on what
we get from the eastern provinces. In'Western

The subject of the Canadian Pacific Railway
monopoly clauses ia again before the public of
(.reat Britain, the Financial Newsof London
having once more brought up the matter, It
says that the Caucdian Goverament should buy
back the monopoly, and states that some of the
dircctors are inclined to accept a lump sum of
between one and two nillions sterling for yield-
ing the monopoly. I'he New contends thata
continuation of the present guarantee in per-
petuity is far better calculated to serve the
sharcholders’ intercsts. This topic is onoe that
will no donbt have the serious consideraticn of
the Government, and of the Dominion Parlin.
ment when the latter next meets. The ques.
tion is & very important one, und upon it much
will depend. No doubt it will bs contended
that the early abandonment of the monopoly
clauses was one of the conditions of the last
advance made to the company, when Sir
Charles Tupper, if our memory serves us right,
distinctly stated that, in return for the con-
cessions to be made then, the company were
perfectly willing to relinquish the monopoly
clauses. This being the case, it is to say the
least of it, singular, no matter whether or not
the present .nformation cumes from authorita.
tive scurces, that there should be a revivel of
anything approaching av agitation for better
terms,—Canadian 7rade Review.
