fear of God. My mother, a faithful
disciple of Jesus, took the care of my
instructions into her own hands, till
I arcived at iny eighth year. In the,
year 1762 we removed into Saxony,
to Castle Neuhof. About this time
the depravity of my nature began to
be discernible to me ; and I perceiv-
ed, to my sorrow, an evil consent in
my mind to the law of sin in my
members, which caused me great un-
casiness; and though I might have
found in my mother a taithful ear,
open to all my complaints, and a
tender guide and instructress, I could
not resolve to disclose to ier my anx-
iety ; but continued under great dis-
tress for a considerable time, calling,
however, frequently upon God to

have mercy on me; and my chief,

prayer was, ‘Create in me a clean
heart, O God!" At that time I was
an utter stranger to our Saviour. I
knew of him indeed by hearsay ; but
was ether unacquainted with
the virtae of his blood to cleanse
fromsin. Hence [ remained in my
natural state, and spent, alas! that
precious time of my life, my youth-
ful vears, wretchedly indeed.

My vivacity hurried me on in a
round of trifling amusements; I sel-
dom remembered God my Creator ;
and utterly neglected prayer. The
kind admonitions of my good mother
were indeed often blest, and impro-
ved by the Holy Spirit to lead me to
a state of recollection ; but before I
was aware, the good impressions
were aghin  obliterated from my
mind.—In 1768, when, according to
the practice of the Lutheran Church,
I was instructed by a pious clergy-
man in the dectrives of Christianity,
preparatory to my receiving the holy
sacrament, | had a transient period
of very serious thoughts, and formed

many well-meant and sincere resolu-

tions ; but as they were made in my
own strength, they - had no root, - 1

of sin, which, with its baneful influs
ence, still had greater power with
me than the admonitions of the Spir-
it ot God.

In 1769 our whole family remov*
ed inte Westphalia; and my mother
was well satisfied with the change:

Among othef
things, she once said, ¢ My daughter
I have a presentiment of your being
one day deeply engaged in the world:
This is in the womb of futurity. Buts
I entreat you, pray to the Lord Je
sus, that you may not run on wit
the world, so that I should miss yot
in beaven I'—This, at the time, made
a deep impression upon me; fol'f
was cfien desirous to enjoy more ¢
the gaieties and pleasures of thé
world. My mother’'s fereboding was
verified in the sequel ; and 1 sha
never cease, to all eternity, thanking
my faithful Saviour for ¢ holding h®
hand cver me,’ so that T was not &°
together plucked thence. .

In 1770 my cousin, the reigning
Countess of Bentheim-Rheda, hav’
ing obtained my fathar's leave too
me to herself, to the town of Rhedd
Here I was much caressed and 2¢°
mired by high and low ; but this stif”
red up and nourished my se]f-com:

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ted without my knowledge; wllichi
gratificd my vanity and self-love not!
alittde.  But, through the whale of
this period, my Saviour pursued me
With his warnings and admonitions,
Inviting and alluring me back to him
Tom whom I was straying. The
Seninon delivered by one of the min-
Iters in the town, proved frequently
a real benefit to ny soul. I was of-
ten deeply affected and overpowered
When hearing-of the Redeemer’s suf-
ferings and death for sinners. But
that [ might appply this particularly
to myselt, and that He was truely my
{Saviuur, was not yet clear to me;
or at that time I sull came short of a
Yeal deliverance from the power of
Sin, not having yet obtained pardon
of my sins ; yea, not even knowing
that it could and ought to be obtain-
edin this life. Every wrong step,
. therefore, every sinful indulgence,
every wis-spent day, made me trem-
ble beforc God my Judge. I tor-
Mented myself exceedingly with an-
guish of mind, till I could believe
that the transgression I had first
been guilty of was pardoned.

- Inthe year 1776, an entirely new
period in my views of Christianity
commenced. I became acquainted
with a newly-formed society, which
was to consist of none but sentimen-
tal, virtuous, noble souls. They
talked much of the Father of All,
and of Jesus Christ, who was held
forth as the great Pattern of Virtue.
We strenuously endeavoured to at-
tain to the hight of meral excellence.
We had a certain sign by which we
knew one another,—assumed the
{name of brothers and sisters,—and,
ras much as possible, observed a uni~
formity of dress. We also affected
jan independence on the rest of man-
kind, whom we did not consider as
noble, excellent, and of superior
worth; and had conceived a very
exalted idea of the dignity of man
when his powers are in proper exer-
cise. We fancied to have attained
to an uncommon degree of sanctity
and purity of morals ; but, in the ve-
ry heart, we were exactly what our
Saviour pronounces the Pharisees to
be, ¢like unto whited sepulchres,
which indeed appear beautiful out-
wardly, but are within full of dead
mens' bones, and of all uncleanliness.”
But this depth of wickedness we
were utterly averse to dive into.—
Mere pride lorded it over us, though
we conceived quite otherwise ; con-
sidering ourselves as valiant charipi-
ons for the truth, on account of
which we had indeed to suffer much
reproach ; but we sustained it cour-
ageously, persuaded that this was
the very stamp we were to bear.—0
God! what a wretched society were
we !

But, as to myself, this disposition
of my mind might have proved my
entire ruin, had not my good Lord
continued ¢ to uphold bis hand over
me,” even during this awful period of
my life.

““Some of the people, convinced
of the impropriety of the boys’ wit-
nessing such scenes of lewdness and
abomination, have been-in the habit
of contributing something to encou-
rage a priest to take and kecp from
the city, during the afternoon of
Tuesday, as many boys us he can
persuade to follow him by promising
them bread, nuts, fruit, &c. as a re-
ward. Last evening, as the priest
returncd with them 1 procession, he
took thew mto .one of the Convents
of the city to give them their reward.
1t is said that a thousand children
were present.  Perhaps the number
was tiot so great, and perhaps it was
greater. In order to give them all
an equal oppertunity, and to prevent
any from returning for 4 second re-
ward, they were led in at one door of|
the convent, conducted to a large
hall on the second floor, where they
reeeived their collation; and were|;
then to make room for others, who
had not been served, sent down in a
different direction to pass out at an-
other door. Iam of the opinion,
from inspecting the place, and from
il that I can learn, (for the accounts
are contradictory,) that they ran
duwn several steps; then through a
long narrow passage; and again
down several more steps to the door;
and that those in advance, being
pressed against the door by those
immediately behind them, were una-

difficulty, pressed on with all the
thoughtlessness of youth. At the
same time, a multitude of poor people
were rushing in at the other door for
a morsel of bread. The priest hearing
the disturbance, and suspecting the
boys were attempting to return for 8
second collation, gave orders to shut
the other door, and to force them
down the way he had directed them
to go. But, whether these are the
circumstances, or all the circumstan-
ces, I am by no means confident
yet, sad to relate, when the door was
broken in, which it was, as soon as
the real difficuly was discovered, no
less than one hundred and fifty* had
already expired from pressure and
suffocation ; and many others were
in the agonies of death, or had even
ceased to breathe, but were after-
wards restored. The poor boys, in
the moment of anguish and despe-
rateness, and in attempts to extricate
themselves, had bitten and torn each
other in the most shocking manner.
Some, both of the living and of the
dead, had an ear torn off, or a limb
broken, or a piece bitten from the
cheek. They were generally be-
tween 8 and 12 years of age, though
some were even 20. By this cala-
mity, one family has lost three chil-
dren ; another family, five; another,
seven ; and almost every family a re<
lative. Between forty and fifty of
the dead were taken away by the
friends, and more than a hundred
were brought to the hospital, a few
steps from our door. The streets,
which but one moment before were
filled with noisy mirth, were now lit+
erally filled with ¢ weeping, lJamen-
tation, and woe.”—I never saw more
sad faces, or heard more piteous
moans.
