THE MISSING BILLS: AN UNSOLVED
TERY.
(From Blackwood's Edinburgh HMagazine.)
The death, last autumn, of a distant relation
of the writer, leaves him free to publish the
curious facts which arc noted below. e has
koown them loug, and often wished that, in
these days when phenomena which were form-
erly termed supernatural are submitted to
scicatific and patient investigation, instead of
being superciliously dismissed or wenkly shud-
dered at, they might receive the attention of
persons qualificd to weigh and utilise, or pos-
possibly to explain them. But the witnesses
folt a great—it ought, perhaps, to be said, a
morbid—objection to the discussion of the
story outside the family circle, and thus it has
been kept comparatively secrct for more than
half a century. Care was, however, taken to
procure their written testimony, so that the
narrative is supported by evidence as clear and
positive as purely documentary evidence can
be. The writer has frequently heard from the
lips of the actors their accounts of what hap.
pened to them, and has no hesitation of put-
ting forward what follows as entirely credible.
Mr. Ezckiel Burdon—Ilocally known as Mr,
Zeke Burdon—was onc day seated in his count-
ing-house in Sydney, New South Wales. He
had been looking over the office beok, which
told him a very satisfactory tale ; and after a
little indulgence of clation at his success in
life, he subsided into moralising, and was try-
ing to pick out some of the proofs that men’s
fortunes are the natural and legitimate conse-
quences of their actions. And this was by no
means an investigation to be simply and readi-
ly made. Mr. Burdon was now, and had been
for many years, an honest, fair-dealing, liberal
man, as men went; nay, he was generous, But

in his short marricd life, in his children, and
in his business ; and now, long a widower, but
hearty and healthy, he was factog life's down-
hill with complacency. Though these fucts
were 60, they were not reflected on by Zeke
Burdon in a cynical, dare-devil spirit; ho did
not in his heart of hearts say that religion and
morality were names wherewith to amuse chil-

THE POPE AND THE GERMAN EMPEROR.

The following is the translation of an able and
most impertant letter that bas just appeared in
French. Itis not known whether the letter was
written originally in German ; but there is wairant
for thinking 50 in the name which the writer has
assumed, and which is an allusion to the ® Athan-
osius,” written by Gorres at the time of the impris-
onment of Clement Augustus, former Archbishop of
Cologne :—

Lermar 7o His Masgsty Kve Wiiau or Prosan,

Eureror oF Genyany, sy Ataanssivs CLEYVENT.

Sme: In the Imperial and doctrinal letter, which
the journals of the world have repraduced, your Ma-
jesty reminds the Sovereign Pontiff that the Catho-
lic Church acknowledges the obligation of obedi-
ence to the temporal authority, as fo an emanation
of the Divine will that is revealed lo us. Yes, Sire, the
Church acklowledges that all power comes in the
beglnning from God, according te the wards of the
Apostle, all power és from God; and that we muat

* obey the public authority by virtue of such Diviae
right. She does not, however, in acknowledging
such Divine right, mean that the various forms of
political power have been revealed by God, or that
the trustees of that power have been personally and
supernaturally designated by God ; for thesc forms
and this designation are only, under the action of
Providence, & matter of positive and historical hu-
man right ; she means that, as man has been creat-
ed for social life, rocioty is willed by God ; and that
therefore God wills also the authority which is its
fundamental condition, This is thy natural Divine
tight which so many statesmen, so many lawyers,
and above all, o many writers of our day, super-
stitiously travesty, ridiculing, without ¢xamination,
that which is the first of aecial truths. )

This truth, Sire, you have courageously proclaim-
od in spite of the pround but foolish sneers of con-
temporary pretended science ; and for this the friends
of irne science congratulate your Majesty,

II.

But why should their congratulations be mingled

with a profound sorrow ? This sorrow, Sire, they
eannob but feel at seeing how far the religious in-
stincts of your Majesty have been imposed npon by
those who have persuaded you that the faithful, the
Clergy, and even the Catholic Bishops of Germany,
deny the Christian leaching (28 to the obligation of
obedience to the temporal anthority) so fur as openly
to oppose the laws of the State. .
- Yes, the religious feelings of your Majesty have
been taken unawares.  With a lawful indignation
have the Catholics of your Kingdom defied the
Prime Minister of the Ewmpire to point out where,
when, and in what way, they have ever claimed to
exempt themsclves from obedience to the laws;
but this challenge, has never been tuken up,and
never will be. L

The laws, Sire, which the Christians of your Em-
pire cannot obey, without denying the teaching of
Christianity, are not the laws of the State; they are
not the civil laws: but they arc the ecclesinstical
laws which, in spite of the Gospcl-.—l_n Bpite of the
belief, throughout all ages of Christianity, in the
distinction of the two powers, and in spite of the
very coustitution of your Empire, which had guar-
anteed religious liberly to the Catholics of Ger-
many—the State now claims to impose upon your
Christian subjects. .

Those, Sire, are not civil laws, which lay down
rules for the educntion of the clergy, and conse-
queatly for the religious education of the faithful —
They aro ecclesiastical laws. . .

Those, laws are not civil laws which lay down
rules for the institution of the clergy in tho sacred
ministry of sotls. : . .

Those laws are not civil Iaws which regulate the
canonical discrimination among pricsts who are
worthy and priests who are unworthy to exercise
their sacred functions. .

Those laws are not clvil laws, but ecclesin.stxce.l
laws, which regulate ccclesiastical judgments, in re-
spect to such members of the Church as may deserve
to be deprived of her spiritual communion. .

Tt.was for refusing to accopt laws of this kind
from {he civil power that St. Anselm was sent into
cxile, hud that 8t. Thomas of Canterbury laid down
his life, as the Archbishop of Westminster Iately re-
minded his hearers, when -gpeaking ia the Chaurch
ot 8f. Edward, in London, of what is passiog now in
Prussla. And the Archbishop declared at the same
{ime, to Catholics and Protestints alike, that he was

bimself ready to lay down his life  rather than to

give up hig faith by a sacrlicgious submission to

laws that are destructive of the divine constitution
of the Churek. = - . , o

Such laws, happily, are no” longer to be feared in
England, where the Sovercign and the Parliament
would be ashamed to go back to the times of Henry
VI, and of Elizabeth., But what England, Sire,
would be ashamed of, ouglbt it not to cause shame
everywhere?

How guilty, then, are those who have dared to re-
present to your Majesty that the profound trouble
which has necessarily been felt in the conscience
of men comes from &n abuse of ecclesiastical influ-
ence!

IIL

And they have dared even, without regard for the
august character of your Majeaty, 8o far to deceive
you as that you should address to the head of the
Catholic Church these words:— The religion of
Jesus Christ has not—1I swear it to your Ioliness before
God—anything to do twilh these intrigues.

Has the religion of Jesus Christ, Sire, nothing to
do with the writings of the New Testament? Well,
then, we swear before God, to your Majusty, that
these Divine writings declare that the teaching of
the Church, the legislation and the judgments of
the Church, do not depend upon tho powers of this
world.

Was it to the Emperows or the Apostles that
Christ eaid, Tenck all Nations?

Was it to Civsar or to Peter that Christ said, Feed
my lambhs, feed my sheep ?

And when $t, Paul wrote to Timothy, Bishop of
Ephesus, sZ%e things which thou hast heard of me by
many weinesses, the same command lo faithful men, who
shall be fit to teach others also; did he require the Bi-
shop of Ephesus to apply to the functionaries of the
State for certlticates of capacity, in order thereby to
make legitimate the choice and the mission of the
ministers of the Gospel ?

And when the Apostles, united iw Jerusalem,
promulgated the frst di-rciplinary laws of the
Church, did they dream of asking for the visa of the
Roman prefect ?

And when the Apostle of the Gentiles excommu-
nicated the incestuous man <f Corinth, did he wait
for the confirmation of bis sentence by any magis-
trate ?

The Apostles, Sire, rendered unto Cresar that
which is Caesar's; but to God alone did they render
that which belongs to God. Their successors have
done the same in every age; for he gave to them
successors, as He promised that He would be with
them even (o the consummation of the world.

Your Majesty, therefore, must see clearly that the
religion of Jesus Christ has nothing to do with the legists
of your Empire. And it is these legists that are to be
accused of denying the Christian teacking, when they
undertake to legislate upon the teaching of the
Church, upon the choice and institution of her min-
isters, and upon the validity of her laws and of her
judgments.

IV.

Anpd would that these men denied the Gospel only
for themselves! But, taking advantage of the posi-
tion in which your Majesty, surrounded by the cares
of the Imperial Government, is hindered from
going deeplvy into sacred subjects, they have not
feared to place upon the lips of your Majesty words
which formally condemn what you have done.—
They make you, Sire, say to the Pope that the
Evangelical Faith forbids you, and forbids the ma-
jority of your subjects, to adwmit into the relations of
man with God any other mediator than our Lord Jesus
Christ: and, at the very moment when you are made
to speak thus, they lead you to usurp the office of
supreme mediator between your Catholic subjects
and our Lotd Jesus Christ Himself, At the very
moment in which your Majesty rejects the Pope, in
the name of what you call the Evangelical Faith,
these men would make of you a Pope over your Em-
pire.

Y.

So true it is that a Pope is nceded, and that men
who will no longer have the Pope of the Gospel
seek immediately for another. It is because all
theories are uscless, when contrary to the nature of
things. There is no society without authority; no
religious society without religious authority ; no re-
ligious society on carth without religions authority
on earth, Hence it happens that the sects, when
they reject the anthority which Christ has divinely
established—that spiritual authority which knows
not the divisiens of peoples, but which confesses
one God, one faith, one baptism, one fold, and one
shepherd—are consirained, lest they should perish,
to take refuge under the wings of the temporal au-
thority ; and this is what Protestantism hags done
from the beginning, and still continues to do, sub-
stituting national churches for the Church that is
universal, and denying the Christian teaching with re-
spect to the distinctive character of Christianity,
namely, its Catholicity— Teach all nations,

The Kingdom of Jesus Christ, Sire, I8 not of this
world ; it is not of human institution. It is of Di-
viue institution, and it has for its object the salva-
tion of souls; but it was-to establish it én this world
that the Word was made flesh (the Kingdom of God
has eome unto you), and that He founded His Church
-—a8 the Gospel clearly witnesses.

VI

Truly, there is but one mediator detween God and men;
and this one mediator is the Man-God, Our Lord
Jesus Christ. He alone has beea able to redeem us,
by the shedding of His blood ; He alone is thus the
mediator of justice or of redemption ; He alone is of
Himself the source of grace and of truth, but it is
He Himself who wishes to spread both the one and
the other by means of His Church. There is noth-
ing in this, Sirc, to astonish us. Divine wisdom is
everywhere in barmony with jtself; and in the or-
der of grace, as in the order of nature, it works by
secondary causes. When souls are to be saved, it is
by man that it wist:.es to save man; and when it
wishes to come to the aid of a spiritual and sensible
nature like ours, it is by spiritual and sensible mears
that it wiils to do it.

Open the Scriptures, Sire, and you will sce—

Jesus Christ is the sole Master, the sole Teacher
of our souls: Oneisyour Master. But He who alone
posscsses in Himself the Divine power of teaching,
communicates it to the perpetual Apostolate: Teach,
He says; I am with you (il the consummation of the
world.

Jesus Christ i8 by Himself the only Priest: He
alone has consummated, once, the great sacrifice of
redemption. But as this great victim, once sacri-
ficed on Calvary, does not cease to ofier Himself for
us in Heaven, always Living (o make infercession for us,
80 he does not cease to offer Himself by xs upon the
enrth in the perpetual and unbloody sacrifice of the
New Covenant— T is my body : this is my blood : do
this in commemoration of me. This, Sire, is the word
of the Master, And here is the word of the disciple,
the doctor of the Gentiles: We kave an allar, of -the
victim of which those cannol pariake who remain ai-
{ached to the sacrifices of the ancient labernacie.

Jesus Christ alone, because He is God, has by
Himself the power of forgiving sins; but this Di-
vine power He communicated to men, and He wills
it to be exercised by the pricsthood of the New Tes-
tament : Phosocver sins you shall forgive, they are for-
given them ; and whosoever sins you shall relatn, they are
retained. i

Jesus Christ alone is by Himegelf the foundation
of His Cburch ; for no one can lay any other foundation
than that which has been laid, and this founduation is
Jesus Christ.  But if the invisible band of Christ can
alone sugtein His work, it is this divine hand itself
that places and sustains the visible edifice of His
Church : Thou art Peter, and on this rock I will build
my Chureh, =~ -

“Jesus Christ alone is infallible by Himself, and it
belongs only to His Divine Word never {o be de-
ceived ; but fidelity to this word, fidelity Divinely

promised in guarding the deposit of revelation—that

is, the infallibility of the faith—this Hehas promised
to the supreme authority on which the Church is
founded : [ have prayed for thee, said Christ to Peter,
that shy faith fail not. 1t will be for thee to confirm
thy brethren, ~ Thou art Peter, and upon thiz vock I will
build my Church; and the gates of held (and falschood,
therefore), shall nol prevail againgt i, Your Majesty
hears: the Church cannot be shaken in her faith,
because the fonndation which Christ gives to Her is
to be forever unshaken.

This, Sire, is enough, The Church and the Gos.
ptl are but one; the Gospel is the plan, the Church
is the edifice ; and it is evident that without the
Church the Gospel would be only a book of false
promises. Bat it is a Divine book, and it is by the
Church, abeve all thingr, that its divinity is proved ;
for it is only in the Cburch that we sec in living
reality the great future which the GospelJoretold —
Where else should we find the Thou art Peter—that
is the Church founded upon Peter? Where clse
should we find the I am with you all days—thatis the
Episcopate uninterrupted, from Jesus Chiist to our
own time? Where ¢lse should we find the Whoso.
ever sins ye shall forgive, they are forgiven them—that is,
the ministry of the forgiveness of sins? Where
else should we and the sacrifice of which the Apos.
tle spenks—the realization of those words of St.
Panl, We have an Altar—that is the oniversal and
perpetual sacrifice announced by the prophets, the
sacrifice according to the rite of the high pricst of
Salem, the sacrifice under the appeamunce of bread
and wine, the Priest fercver according to the order of
Melchizedeck?  Oh, wonld that yonr Majesty had the
true evangelieal faith, the faith of the Hohenzollerns
from the twelfth to the sixteenth century ; and with
it the consolation which is felt by all who do not
scparate what God has united—the Gospel and the
Church, truth and life!

Aund do you desire a striking and actual proof
that the true Christian faith is not in those who
scparate these two great things? It is this. In
your letter to the Pope you prcclaim the Divine
right of power, and you confess the divinity of Jesus
Christ. Anti-Christian Liberalism, as you well
know, would be irritated at such affciad Ianguage in
the mouth of a Catholic King, Why then does it
applaud such language in the mouth of your Ma-
jesty? It is because the Christian faith shines forth
in 1ts Divine and formidable splendor in the Cath-
olic Church alone, The vain image of the faith
elsewhere excites no fear.

VIIL

Your Majesty at least wishes, you say, to live in
peace with the children of the Mother Church,

In peace, Sire! In this your Imperial Majesty is
most lamentably deceived.

This religious peace existed. 'Your illustrious
brother, whom you succecded on the throne of
Prussia, had established it: and amidst the bene-
dicticns of his people, he thus prepared the national
unity, Who have broken and destroyed this reli-
gious peace? Not, assuredly, those German Bis-
hops and that German clergy, who were inflamed
with & sincerc patriotism, and who before the war
prayed, and spoke, and wrote, in behalf of German
unity. Not those religious men and women, whom
you decorated for their admirable devotcdness on
the ficlds of battle, In yonr ambulances, and in your
hospitals—bnt wbom now your Government is
driving out like criminals, Not those Catholic
regiments of the Rhenish Provinces, and of Bavaria.
Silesia, and Westphalia, whom you sent to the front
and wherever danger threatened, and whose courage
coatributed so much to the foundation of that Ger-
man Empire in which these brave and faithful peo-
ple to.day find nothing bat persecution, 'Whe, then,
are rulning religious peace, the first condition of the
Unity of the Empire? Who are casting into the
midst of the German population these sad divisions,
whicli seem likely to dissolve the unity which the
war has made? Who are they that seck to make
impossible the fusion of Alsace and Lorraine with
Germany, by adding to the political difficulties of
the fusien religious difficulties that are a hundred
times more formidable? Who have fronsformed
the King of Prussia, once the supporter of Conserva-
tive ideas in Europe, and made him now, that he is
Emperor of Germany, the supporter and the propa-
gator of the revolutionary movemen$, which is
threatening all Governments, without exception cven
that of your Majesty? Who are they? Mnmst I
name them? They are your own couacillors, and
your own statesmen,

Instead of religious peace, it is religious war that
the Government of your Majesty is blindly sccking.
To the Bishops, to the priests, and to the faithful
laity, it leaves no other alternative than this—to
deny iheir faith, or clse te become victims of the
most hateful persecution that the Church has expe-
rienced since Julian the Apostate,

The laws newly promnlgated against the Church
would enforce apostasy ; and it is becaunie the Bis.
bops will not apostatize that your Government, Sire,
despoils them of their goods, condemns them to
prison, and will perhaps send them into cxile. The
priests necessarily will be treated like their Bigkops
and the faithful pecple, denrived of its pastors, of
the Word of God, and of the Sacramentr, will be
violently driven into heresy by the sword of an
armed schism.

And those who thus enforco their State religion
arc men who speak of liberty of conscience,

When the Church teaches that the two authorities
should be in agreement, because God desires the
harmony of the two powers, the Church has no
aruties wherewitl: to subject pecoples and kings to
her word ; they obey the Church only if they so
will. Itis undoubtedly thcir duty to obey; but
they are free to fulfil that duty, or to refuse, and to
answer for their refusal to the justice of God., Itis
not o with the syllabus of liberalism and of Cicsar-
ism : its sanction is an armed police.

Far, then, from wishing peace to the Chureh, Sire,
your Government implacably makes war aginst it
and not content with doing so in your own Empire,
it brings about the same war elsewhere; and above
all, at Rome—netwithstanding your former decla-
mations in favor of the independenceof the Head of &
Church which nambers fourteen millions ot believ-
ers in your Empire. The world knows, and with
absolute certainty, that if the Italiar Revolution
has thrown off all restraint, and -persecution is in-
creasing in Rome and proparing for any venture, it
is because that revolution is cncouraged, urged on
and snstained by, the Government of your Majcsty.
Yes, it is in reliance npon tho German Empire that
the cnemies of the Church are working for its
downfall, and uniting in their efforts to enslave the
Papacy.

The Gospel, Sire, warns you also that the Son of
Man will come at the hour when you will least cxpect
"Him. He cannot be long, Sire: -you know it by the
weight of years Do you, then, who judgo the earth,
think of your own judgment, forit ie nigh.

In speaking thus te yonr Majesty, I am more
truly devoted to you, ag [ declare before God, than
are the courtiers who flatter yon, and who, without
doubt, will treat me as an enemy of the Empire.
The encmies of the Empire are those, Sire, who
blindly urge you to sanction a persccution which is
bewailed by many millions of Catholics whose sons

1 and brothers have died for your glory. The enc-

mics of the Empire are those who excite you to
acts which gain for you the applause of the revolu-
tionists of the whole world ; and this Japplause, as
your Majesty must know, is of sinister omen.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

WroLesous WarNINGS—The following extract is
taken from a letier received by the Mayor, from a
highly influential citizen and lifs long resident of
the United States :—" 1t is sad to see the hundreds,
nay thousands, who in consequence of thelate panic
are here out of umployment.  Awmang thuse now is
your protege T—D—. He had been at work all the
summer with an ice vompany, and had saved some
little moncy but living sooicwhere near the docks
his clothes were stolen by a fellow lodger who hap-
pened to be a burglar, and who, after paying his res-
pects to the bearders, took his departure, leaving a
valise filled with burglars’ {ools to repay a loan of
money he had borrowed froin the landlord, T—D
—. i8 now looking for work. T have been en-
deavouring to find employment for him, but have
not yet been successful in my efforts. The truth is
that the parks and corners of the streets are crowded
with ugemployed men. I did hope to get work for
him from one of the Commissioners of Education,
but that Board is now anti-Catholic. Air. Lynch is
the only Catholic member, and he holds the position
er-officio a8 Prosident of the Irish Emigration Society,
andihey have turued out all of the 174 men he had
placcd, except three or four. I went down this week
to a party in the Corporation offices, who promises
to sce some of the city contractors with regard to
the distressing case of this young man. I have
often tricd to impress on you the unwisdom of this
class of people coming to this country. The labour
market in these Eastern States, especially in the
cities, is over stocked, and yet when the immigrant
comes bere he Fecems to stop instead of striking out
boldly to the West, where there is some demand
for such labour. But apart from this consideration
why can’t you and other influential people look to it
in & physical point of view. All are labouring,
working, and calling out for Jome Rule. How do
you expect to effect your object? By electing a
strong representation to Parliament, and here at the
threshold the very men on whose votes and voices
you may have to depend, are allowcd to leave the
country—ay, and leave it to those who would be
rejoiced tosee every man of this class and creed
quit Ireland for ever and leave it to them for hunt-
ing ground and cattle pasture. What blindness!
What short-sighted policy! Your country is sick
and in her weakness she is subjected to the Sangrado
treatment—bleeding and warm water. Yeu look
at the census and complain that the population has
fallen to five millions, and nevertheless every year
the young and strong are permitted to emigrate—
the very clags uron whom the futare of the country
may be said to depend.  Veni, filiole mi, ac vide quantu
@ sapientia mundus regitus.”  Another letter illustra
tive of the state of New York at present has been’
placed in our hands, It proceeds from o resident of
that city whose opportunities for observation are
unexceptable. We take the following extract:—
% There never was so much distress and poverty as
at present in New York. The laboring class, who
would be my best friends, bave neither work nor
money, and for the winter there is no chance of im-
provement with them. Last night there was a very
dangerous meeting of working people held in the
city, at which very Communistic doctrines were
preached, and bread riots dreaded. Two hundred
thousand people are out of employment in New
York and vicinity. America is not what it was, and
not at all what it is supposed to be. I sce more
distress daily and even starvation amongst the re-
cently arrived Irich than ever Isaw in Irelond, even
during the famine and cholera years.”—Cork Weekly
{lerald.

Under that rule we have
seen the most stringent, unjustifiable laws put in
forco with little or no effect, cxcept to create agita-
tion and increase discontent, injustico giving rise to
resistance, resistance to disturbance. Thus this
country has been drifting on., Within it there is
nothing secure, nothing safe; disaffection or dis.
trust abideseverywhere, These are no sentimental
gricvances—they are undeniable facts, existing under
that vaunted English ruole which has so fearfully
failed to maintain the order and contentment es-
sentinl to the well-being of any country. The
Federal Parliament now contemplated is entitled to
the confidence of all classcs, and I believe, when
that Parliament shall be established, and when
Irish Peers have to choose betwecn the prejudice
and bigotry of the past ard the honour apd safety
of their country, that there will be found emongst
them a patriotism and a Iove of country fully equal
to the exigencies of the occasion, and that an Irish
Housc of Lords, so far from being a stumbling block,
will be a sourco of confidence to the nation, of
streogth and security to the Federal Parliament.
With self-government will spring up self-reliance
and sclf-respeet ; tranquility with prosperity will
follow, Without it, after many trials in many ways,
experience should now have completely taught that
for Ireland there can be no redemption. I have much

The Court of Qucen's Bench gave judgment yes-
terduy upon the special case snbmitted to it with
respect to the conviction of DMr. Wnkles, J.P., by the
magistrates of Cork far & violation of the Ballot Act
at the last election by disclosing the way in which
an elector voted. Mr. Unkles wus & supporter of
Mr. Pim at the Isst clection, and after a man named
Delen had voted, hi¢ asked Mr. O'Connell, the agent
of Mr. Ronayne, % why did you bring that man up ?
He voted against us!” Proceedings were instituted
agninst him, and the magistrates twice dismissed
the charge * without prejudice” in December, 1872,
The prosecution, however, wag taken up by the
Attorney-General, and in April !ust the mnglst'r:}tes
convicted him and sentenced him to 14 days'im-
prisovment. The decision was a_ppenled against on
the ground that the two dismissals should have
barred any further prosecution; that the evidence
given did ot cstablish the offence charged, as there
was no proof that Delea actually voted, aud the ob-
gervation attributed to the defundant was not suffi-
cicnt of itself to establish the erime; and that the
remark was made inadvcertently, and was not such a
deliberate disclosure ag was necessary to makc_h}m
liable to peral consequences. The Court was (h:'.ld-
ed in opinion, Mr. Justice Barry, Mr. Justice Fitz-
gerald, and Mr. Justice O'Brien held that the con-
viction should be affirmed, and the Lord Chief Jus-
tico dissented from their view. The question prin-
cipally turned upon the construction to be put upon
the Petty Sessions Act of 1851, under which the
proceedings were brought. In support of the ap-
peal it was contended that the Petty Scssions Act
did not apply to an offence created by the Bnl!ot
Act passed several years afterwards.” Mr. Justice
Barry said ke Lad come to the conclusion, after
some hesitation, that the Petty Sessions Act was
genernl in its application, and applied qqunlly to
offtences created after or before its passing. Mr.
Justice Fitzgerald thought that the title and pre-
amble of the Potty Sessions Act l}lmwe:l that it was
large enough to embrace prospective cascs, and that
the Justices had power to dismiss without prejudice,
He was also of opinion that the offence was satis-
factorily proved, but he expressed n personal wish
that having tegard to the age and position of the
defendant he might be gpared the infliction of the
gentence, Mr. Justice O'Brien concurred in the
judgment. The Lord Ghicf Justice dissented.

# T{er leading rentiment ix contempt and derision
of the paor, whether the poor be genteel or valgar.
Go toa millionaire who s lost half his fortune in
a fortnight, and you will find hie has same heart and
some purse left to sympathise with and aid the poor,
but “ Bridget 7 in inexorable in her exactions, and
turns a deaf enr to all talk appropriate to the situa-
tion. Evonomy she hates; poverty she despises ;
and no continuation of her ridiculonsly high wages
will make ber condescend to treat her mistreoss with
common civility. She hates and despises the indi-
gent and hates and duespises everybody whols immo-
derately vich. If in the incvitable privations of
the approaching winter, she Lappens to come under
the attention of our many charitable gocieties, we
doubt not that she will receive particular aid,  Still,
we believe that she will prove as false and un.
grateful as a pouper as she has proved herself falss
and ungrateful asa potentate,  The trouble with her
is, that she will notdo, as other peopledo, honest work
for honest wages, Her made protutype can be trust-
cd ; she is thoroughly untrustworthy.”

We regret that Mrs, Stowe's literary engagements
will prevent her from writing this series for the
Pilot; but she sends us the following generous tri-
Lute to the purity, iudustry, and faithfulness of Irish
gervant girls :—

To the Editor of the Pilot:

Dear Sir:—My engagements with other papers
are such as will not allow me the time to furnish
the series of articles for your paper which you re-
quest, though I should very much like to do it, as it
is a subject in which I am deeply interested, and
where I have some considerable experience. I have
never sympathized with the popular murmursagaingt
the Irish., What would our nation have done with-
out them? They have brought to us strong hands
and willing minds ; they have built our reads, and
bridges, and laid our railrords, and been everywhere
at hand in our families to help, Of course, they are
but human, subject to all the defects of imperfect
humanity ; but, notwithstanding that, I do not hesi-
tate to say they have been a blessing to this coun-
try. I bave nlways maintained that the very best,
the safest, the most respectable, and (taking all
things into account) the most really degirable situa-
lion for a working-woman was that of a family do-
mestic. Through foolish pride agd prejudice, the
American woman bas refused this position, and it
hag therefore fallen to the lot of the stranger.
Thougands of young Irish girls bave landed on our
shores, utter strangers, far from the advice and pro-
tection of fathers and mothers, with no reliance
but their priests and their church, and into their
hands have been commitited the, life snd health
of our young children, the ministrations of our

substance, the care of luxurious homes and the
maintainance of that order, neatness anld econo-
wy on which depends the enjoymunt of dow

life. Tuking them as a class, considering the i
pericnced age at which they come, and often -
are a8 youny as the daughters of the family ¢
serve, it Beems to me that any semsible p -
would rather wonder to sce Liow well they do ¢
dutics then rail at their shortcomings. Lei  «
father and mother jmagine theic own danelite
sisteen or eighteen, landed in Lec'aud to seck
support, and wsk if youwg Awerican females, >
larly tried, would do any Lutter? Would tiyv
even so well?  Certainly so far as [ have obweri oy,
the American woman lacks that physical stamina
und strength which belong to those who come over
to us from the old country. 'Chere are wany of the
girls who come, who, have not only line, healthy
physical systems, but a good tmining in neatuess,
industry nnd economy, In my own family and
those of my fricuds, [ have observed wany young
wornent who brought to this country the best domes-
tic training. There have bLeen thost who could
write n handsome detter, who could cut nl fit gor
meuts, aud even do the finest needle-work. 1 can
cell to mind now familics which have beeu from
the very begiuning enrried on Ly the hudp of sucl
girls, and who have valued them ag they deserved,
as real and true friends. 1 know an eminent clergy-
man of Boston who has often bsen heard tu say,
that the Irish nurses who bave been helpers fu his
family, went beyond that of many saints io (he
calvndar. 1o wmy own family, 1 bave had every rea-
son to speak well of the Irish. Retter domestic
service vould not be than they have rendered me
aml even after leaving they huve remained true and
constant fricuds. I wy late tour through the
West [ wag more than once sought out by those
who, ten or filteen years ago, were domestics in my
house, now thriving mathers of familics, and with
children grawing up in our sehools to take muk as
cdicnted American citizens, 141 mistuka not, from
the sons of some of these girls who began theic
carerr in domestic service, will come some of the
hrightest and best of our future citizeus.  Une thing
in regard to the Tiish servant gitls should not be
umitted.  Cousidering theiv youth, their inexpo-
rienee, their coming strangers into the country, their
separation from parental oversivht—their unitorn:
purity and proprivty of conduct is certainly rewmark-

And if we deduct the interest of the American debt,
and allow fully $164,000,000 there remained in 1873-4
$202,000,000 und in 1874-5, if the estimates are appro-
priated $215,000,000 to be npplied for nll other expen-
pitures. It would not be feir to take special notice of
the $30,010,000 peusions in the United States and
ignore: the Enplish Peagions, whicl, if the cost of
the royal fumily is charged to this acconut, would
more than muke the $30,000,000. Hence the two
nations, ufter deducting the interest on their debts,
stand fair. It remaing to be shown what England
Las got for her moncy, and what the United States.
For the $210,000,000 expended in England, minus
the interest on the debt, England has:  1st. A navy

The elections in England have been attended
with some serious disturbances which necessi-
rated the calling out of the armed force. The
result, in so far as known, is uafavorable to
whe Ministry, though the returns from Ircland
and Scotland will tend to diminish the Con-
servative gaios in Eoglwd.

Terms of arrangement
have boen agreed upon ; but the danger is that
xhen once the British forces are withdrawn, the
Ashactee potentate may again assume the ag-
aressive, Treatics ure pot binding upon Eu-
;opean sovereigns when they ean be violated
with impunity, or Vietor Emmanuel would not
to-day be in Rome. How can we expect from
African savages more regard for plighted faith
than is displayed by the leaders in the Euro-
pean liberal movement ? |

It appears npow that the suppression of
L Univers was cffccted by the pressure brought
to bear by Bismarck on.the French govern-
ment, so great is the respect that the persccu-
tor of the Church catertains for the liberty of
the press. The revolutionary party in Spaie
boast of a victory over the loyalists, but the
tidings lack confirmation.

Mr. Alexander has been eleeted by acclama-
tion as representative of the Centre Division of
Montreal in the Quebee Legislature. Tt is

Marmora is getting quite lively. Taunted in
the German Liegislature with haviog shown
bimselt ready at onc time previous to the war
with Austria, to cede certain territory to the
French, Bismarck replied by callieg the
statement a lic, its author a liar, and a stealer
of documents. Lia Marmora it is thought will
sznd bim a challenge.

By latest reports out of 509 wmembers re
turned to the Imperial House of Commons
267 are Conservatives. In Ircland Mr. Butt
and Mr. O'Shaughnessy have been returned,
It is said that the Twperial Governmeat is
about to send us out three regiments of regular
troops, In India the famineis spreading; the
rice erop on which some twenty-four millions
depend, has, owing to the dry weather, almost
catirely fuiled.

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On Thursday, the Dth inst., there was cele-
brated in the church of- Notre Dame a solemn
High Mass, Requien, for the repose of the sou)
of the lately deceased Brother Philippe, Supe-
rior-General of the Christian Brothers, who de-
parted this life, at Paris, on Thursday, the
15th ult. Mass was sung by Mgr. Fabre,
Bishap of Gratianopolis, and 2 i'uneral' sermon
was preached by the Rev. M. Camplo.n. of
the worthy Brother, whose loss the entire Ca-
tholic world deplores, we find an obituary no-
tice in the correspondence of tho Dublin Free-
yman’s Journal, from which we make the fol-
lowing extract :—

One of the best and most useful men of our times
dicd on the 16th inst., and is regretted by millions

to-day., For sixty-five years that he belonged to
‘ut:e :gmmunity—for thirty of which he' held the

important position of Superior-General—his life has
bevn one continued series of good and great deeds,
Frere Philippc was born on the 1st of Novembur,
1792, when France was 1n the throes of the terrible
revolution, in the little village of Gachat, on the
Loire. Hia father was a emall farmer, and & most
rcligions man, He gave horpitality to the persecut.
ed Priests, narrowly cscapod falling a victim to the
horrors of thoso sad times. Mathien Bransiet, his
son, entered in 1809, when the fint Napoleon was
in all his power, as 8 novice in the establishment
of the Brothers of the Christian schools at Lyons.
Ha was Superior at Mcte, Rethel, and Rbeims, In
1823 he was at the head of the eatablishment of St.
Nicholas, {o Parig, and visitor to those of several de-
partments. In 1826 he was made assisiant to the
Superior-General, and in 1838 Superior-General, a
post which he held until his death. Thirty-five
years of useful labor, of gigantic cfforts to serve hu-
manity, instruct youth, and save from vice and crime
thousunds born, it would seem, tono other inherit-
ance by the example of their parents and frivnds in
the city of revolutiens, and in the worst of times—a
work which it has been given to few men to accom-
plish. Two thrones upset,s dozvn of governments
changed, victories and defeat, glory and humiliation
civil warand pestilence, inundations, fire, and famine
have passed over the city, but only stimulated the
zeal of the friend of the poor, who for forty yenrs
remajoed in Paris unchanged in bLis zeal, and true
to his God and his religion. Great ones of the
earth — sovereigns, philosophers, statesmen, poli-
ticiane, physiciane, lawyers, the representatives
of scivnce, literature, and art—he saw pass away
in that half cextury, without deviating from
his path, without envying them their wealth,
power, or fame, and with only one ambition
—that of serving religion and bhumanity, with-.
out c¢ven the hope of carthly reward. When he
was rased to the position of Superior- Geaeral his
community in France had 2,300 masters and 143,000
pupils. It has to-day 9,900 brothers and 380,008
pupils. Inthe army,in the nary, in cvery class of
society, they are to be found to day giving the best
vsample, and faithful to the lessons they reccived
in early life. When the last fatal war broke out,
the pious Duchess of Magents organized in the Bro-
thers’ school an ambulance, which reccived over
1,000 wounded soldiers. When her noble husband
Marshul MacMahon, was wounded at Sedan, she
went to him at Poura au Bois, near that town, and
the ambulance was placed under the direction of
Frere Philippe.  * The time iscome,” said the fine
old man, ¢ to show that we teach patriotism as well
as religion ;" and he gave orders to Frere Baundime
one of his asgociates, to organize a service for the
ambulances. The Brothers all accepted the mission,
and were to be found in all the battles round Paris
in the thickest of the fight, raising up the wounded,
burying the dead, and giving a glorious example of
scif-sacrifice and courage Several were wounded,
and Frere Netheline was killed. At the Rue Oudi-
not the Brothers gave the poor soldicrs their beds,
and attended to them day and night. They attend-
ed besides to the wounded at seventeen other am-
bulances in the city. The Government offered the
good Superjor-General the Cross of the Legion of
Hanor, which he had refused from Louis Philippe
and from Louis Napoleon. He reluctantly accepted
it, but it was ouly to say that it was scen for the
first time or bis breast. During the Commune he
wag with difticulty prevented from giving himself
up to save Brother Calixte, who was arrested, and
only consented to remain in safety when the good
brother was set at liberty. One of the Brothers,
Nicomede Tuslin, was murdered,and the other es-
caped by a miracle, The death of sucha man isa
public calamity, but his good works will live after
him, and in every country in the world hjs memory
will be venerated. Millions mourn for him in France.
The grave never clesed over one whe was more de-

serving of regret, and more zealoas in the canse of
religion, education, and humanity.

A most convenient sickness no doubt that
under which 1arl Russell labors, and occurring
in the very nick of time, Ifor see! in what a
dilemma our little statesman would have found
himself had he token the Chair, and, in words
carefully reported, committed himself to the
proposition that the zction of the German Gov-
ernment towards the Catholic Church is just
expedient, necessary, and in harmony with the
principles of civil and religious liberty as un-
derstood in Englund ! Why—he would have
been asked—vwhy then if this be so, do you
not as a British legislator introduce a law for
the Catholic Church in Great Britain and Ire-
land, conccived in the same spirit as that
which animates the Falek laws in Germany ?
Catholics, subjcets of Queen Victoria, are in all
respeets, in doetrine, in discipline, and in arro-
gance, identical with Catholics the subjects of
the: Emperor Willinm, What the Catholic
Church is in Posen that she is in Dublin; if
Mgr. Ledochowski be deserving of fines and
imprisonment, so also is Mgr. Maoning, Arch-
bishop of Westminster; if the State has rights
over the Catholic Church in Germany, it has
the same rights over the same Church in Ire-
land ; if, becauso of the arrogant pretensions of
that Church in the one country it be expe-
dient, nay necessary, to assert and cnforce
these rights, then, asher pretensions and elaims
are precisely the same throughout the British
Wmpire, is it expedient to adopt towards that
urrogant Church in Great Britain aud Ireland
the same restrictive policy as that which the
German Government has adopted, and of which

you profess to approve as conducive, indeed
necessary to civil and religious liberty. If you

refuse as a British statesman to do your best

towards the adoptioa in your ewn country of
the German anti-coclesiastical palicy, then of
two things ope. Either you are fulse to duty
as a legislator, and to all your old professions, in
that you neglect to take the mecasures ncees-
sary for the securing of civil and religious li-
berty against the aggressions and arrogant as-
sumptions of the Romish Church; or you do
not beliove that the measures adopted by the
German government are called for, or are con-
ducive to civil and religious liberty—in which
case your appearance at the meeting professing
to sympathisc with the (rerman Government
convicts you of being an arranthumbug. From
this dilemma escape would have been impossi-
ble, had Earl Russell attended the mecting in
questicn. Fortunately for him then, he finds
himself in the predicament of the other Johnny,
who the night before the batue wue also took
suddenly much worse,

RieL Axp AMNESTY.—The Nowcean Man:de
publishes, over the signature of L. Riel, a
lengthy document, purporting to be an exact
account of the events which preceded, accom-
panied, and followed the rhooting of Scott; an
act by some denounced as murder; by others
justified as a political necessity imposed on the
provisional government of Red River, by the
peculiar circumstances in which it then found
itself; but for which, whether murder or justi-
fiasble homicide, an amnesty, so says Riel, was
solemuly promised by the Canadian Govern-
ment in the days when Lord Lisgar ruled over
us,

Apart from the shooting of Scott, an act
which stands by itsclf, the resistance offered by
the Metis to the intrusion upon them of a Gov-
crnor in the person of Mr. M:Dougall, was, we
think, perfectly justifiable; and if' so, the pro-
visional government &ct up uader the presi-
dency of Ricl was not only a de fucto goveran-
ment, to which every loyal British subject
might, without therefore incurring any sus-
picion of trcuson, give his allegiance; but it
was a legitimate government which every good
citizen was bound to obey. By holding com-
maunieations with that government, and receiv-
ing its delegates, the Canadiun authorities vir-
tually recognised its legality, and condoned any
irregularities that may have accompanied its
formation.

Against that government Scott, with others,
conspired with the design of overthrowing it.
He and Lis comrades were taken with arms in
their hands, and committed to prison. Here
too there can be no doubt that the provisional
government was within it rights—if to every
government belongs the right of sclf-defence,
and of suppressing, by force if necessary, of
conspiracies to overthrow it ; for it must be
borne in mind that it was not im the name of
any authority then having lawful jurisdiction
over the Red River, and which it was proposed
to substitute for the government of whieh Ricl
was the president, that Scott and cthers took
up arms.

As we said, these were eaptured, and pud in
confinement, and here is where the real diffi-
culty comes in :—Riel eaused Scott to be tried
by a body of men which he called a Court
Martial ; this Court sentenced Seott to death,
and the sentence was earried into cffect. If
the shooting of Scott were absolutely necessary,
indispensable to the existence of the provisional
goverament, which was the only government
at the time existing, or even possible, then,
though an extremc measure, the shooting of
Bcott was morally justifiable, and should not
be visited with legal penaltics, But here the
onus probandi rests with Riel. It is for him
to prove that the death of Scott was essential
to the maintenance of peace, and preservation
of ovder in the district over which, by the
force of circumstances, the provisional govern-
ment, of which he was chief, had been set up,
This question should long ago have been made
the subjeet of judicial investigation before, not
a Canadian, but an Imperial tribunal, for the
death of n civis Ilomanus ehould in no ease be
allowed to pass withont an enquiry. The
clamor for vengeance against Riel was wicked
and irrational ; the demand for a calm, and full
judicial enquiry was just and reasonable.

But in whatsoever light the shoeeting of

"Scott is to be regarded, it is asserted by Riel—

and though an ex partc statement he certainly
scems to make out a goed casc—that a full
amnesty for all acts connected with the Red
River troubles was explioitly promised by the
Canadian authorities to the delegates fram the
provisional government; whom they reccived in
a quast official capacity; and with whom the
preliminary conditions of the admission of what
is called the Province of Manitoba into the
Confederation were arranged. The delogates
insisted—of this thers can be ne doubt—on
the amnesty as a condition sine gua non, The
Canadian authorities, it is asserted—and the
truth or falsity of this assertion is a most im-
portant point which should at once be made
clear—assented; and with this understanding
the delegates returned home,

Then came the Red River military” expedi-

tion, to which, in so for as it was.an Imperial ex-

pedition, the Metis, whe have never demurred
to the exercise of Imperial authority, made no
objection; but of which they complained in as
much g, in part, it was a Qanadian expedition,
and thercfore a quasi assertion on the part of
the Dominion to cxercise lordship over them,
Nevertheless the object of the expedition was
effccted without oppesition; the Province of
Manitoba, was legally, and, with the consent
of all concerned, united te the Coufederation;
but the expeeted amnesty was pot, and to this
day has pot been, procluimed. These seem to
be the chief points brought ount by Riel’s mani-
festo in the Nouvean Monde,

Now whether the shooting of Scett were
murder, or justifizble homicide—a point of law
we care not to discass, and on which none but
a Court of Law is competent to adjudicate—we
contend that, if an amnesty were promised
to the delegates from the Red River, or if they
were made to believe that an amnesty would
follow the incorperation of Mznitoba with the
Dominion, the prowmise, cxpress or implied,
showld be faithfully fulfilled. The question
then which, in this Manitoba busiaess, the new
Ministers have chicfly to consider, is this:—
Was there a promise of amnesty given by their
predecessors in office to the Red River delegates
in the name of the Queen ? If se, it is their
duty as guardians of the public honor, aud
our national faith, to see that that promise be
faithfully carried out, in spirit and te the letter,
no matter what may be the consequences.

On this point the evidence of l.ord Lisgar,
which it is hoped will be forthcoming, wiil be
conclusive. e is represented by Riel asa
party to the engagement that a full ampesty
should be forthcoming; and as promising, in
the name of the Queen, whom he represented,
and in whom alonc of course the power of
amnesty resides, that it should be granted.—
The tjuestion of fact can, therefore, casily be
decided ; and though men may long dispute as
to the right of the provisional government to
shoot Scott, amongst honest men there can be
no two opinions as to the obligation of keeping
faith. :

all the commandments of the dccalogue, there
is :ino better known and worse kept, than that
which declares “ Thou shalt not steal.” When in
pagan timea tho Stoic was met with a lantern in
broad daylight, and was asked, what he was doing?
ho replied, that ho was looking for as honest man.
I fear oven in Christian times this amewer of the
gtoic is little less applicable, If the honeat man
has to be found, it is not in any placo where the
yun's light gains admittance, that he must be sought,
but {n some out of the way nogk or corner; 1n some
obscure aud unfrequented place, that he has his
abode. And yet, istian soul, every man you
meet will tell you, that he Is an honest man. Well!
God grant it may be found so, when the last great
day of reckoning comes, Undoubtedly there is no
qobject, on which there is greater misapprebension,
than on that of hanesty.

Had the state of primitive innocence in which our
first parents were created by Almighty God conti-
pucd on the carth, this law - thou shalt not steal,”
would have been unnecessary.  All the goods of the
carth would have been in common '—that is to say,

-

grisvoun, according as it has been brought on by
provious idleness or culpable misinsnagement,
There is a passage in the Book of Exodus which
Is often quoted as an instance of objectienable teach-
ing on the part of the Sscred Scriptures in this mat-
ter of thelt ; and as the solution of it will take usto
the very foundation of the rights of ownership, it is
well perhaps to netice it here.  Without going into
the minutiu: of the words and expressions of the
passage, we will talic the broad facts as they stand.
Almighty God when he commanded the Isrealites
to go out of Egypt, ordered them to borrow each
one from his Egyptian muster and mistress, veascls
of gilver and gold aud very much miment, and to
take it with them. And the Lond gave favour to the
people in the sight of the Egyptians (xii 36), This
our objectors say was stenling under the pretance of
barrowing. Undoubtedly Liwd this command come
from any one one else but Gad, it would have been
stealing, but ebjectors forget that Almighty God is
the only real owner of property; that He is Sove-
reign Lord of all things—to him alone they belong
~—bhe alonc can disposs of them howsoever and
whensoever he may wish. When then Almighty
G_od ordered the Israclites to borrow this gold and
silver, and much raiment, and when he inspired the
Egyptiaus to lend, he was ouly for his own geod
ends transferring the ownership which he alone had
to give, from one to another, And does he not do

1ands, fruits, flocks and cattle would have belonged
to all, witlout distinction of persons, vach would
bave been able to supply his own immediate wants, !
out of the superabundance, that wquld have exirted. ‘
and Leyond that supply of lis immediate warts, '
there would have beett no quvstiny of ownership or
property. But when Ly the full of vur first parents’
sin aud sell-love and selfishuess came into the
world—wlien at that full this superubundance van- |
ishcd, aud it was decreed that man should heace-
forward earn his breud with the sweat of his brow,
that moment it became necessary to sct Lounds to
man’s sclfishness—it became just that what man
had paid for at the price of bis sweat should become
bis own; the cold unchristian words ¢ mince and
thine? sprang into existence; it became accesmry
to define strictly and unmistakably the Lounduries
of propertivs and the outlines of ownerships and the
words * Thon shalt steal” were thundercd from the
summit of Mount Sinai.

That Almighty God accepted this distribetion of
property is proved by implication from the words
of the comandment itsclf. Theft presupposes ow-
pership, since without ownetship there can be no
theft. 'To forbld then theft is to admit ownership.
But we have a direct asrent from Almighty God to
ownership of property whea be commanded the pro-
mised land to be divided nmongst the several tribes
of 1sracl.

Although the word theft strictly speakiog only
means the taking a thing secretly from its owner;
wtill this commaudment, as Bt. Austin obscrves, in-
cludes roblery (or taking openly and with violence,)
hecauge in A negative comnauaug to forbid the 1-ss, s
also to forbid the greater. If ouneis forbidden to
strike, much more is one forbidden to kill; if one
is futbidden to walk, much niore is one forbidden to
rou; if one i3 forbidden to steal secwetly, much
more is one forbidden to steal with viclnie or
opealy. Under this commandment then are forbid-
den many things, which may howeverall be in-
cluded under this one—Not to Jo acy injury to eur
peighbor in Lis goods. Now nn injury may be done
to our neighber in hix goods, in many ways—1. By
taking them out of his possession. 2. Dy retaining
them, when out of his possersion—as by retaining
things found after we have dircovered the owner or
by detaiving things burrowed an undue length of
time. 9. By destroying or injuring our neighbor's
goods. 4. My awsisting or counsclling others to de-
stroy or injure. 3. By cxacting more thau is due.
#. By not paying just debts.

Catholic theologians kave defined weret theft or
theft proper to be “u secret and unjust taking away
the goous of unather, the owner being rationally un-
willing. Here certain cases ariso to the mind on
the soorc of unwillingness, which it is neccrsary to
point out te you, 1. When can a scrvant appro-
priato to himeclf or glve awsy to others his master's
voods? A servaut for cxample is poor, or & poor
man cemes to the door, when can that servant take
upon himaelf to take to himself or give to that poor
man his master’s goods ?  Only—and mark well the
words—only when not knowing his master’s mind,
and not being Able there and then to ascertain if,
he pradently judges that if his master were present
ke would allow it. Qatholic scrvants remembor
well these three conditions, without which when
giving away your master's goods, your conduct is
stealing :—16t. when wot already knowing—2nd.
and not being able to nscertain your master's mind—
3td. you prudendy judge that he will allow it

This rule must also direct you in the case of bor.
yowing. Is borrowing cver a theft? A thing for
justance is taken secretly from its owner with the
intention of returming it—or having been asked
from the owner has bcen kept so long nt to have
beeome forgotten by the owner—doee this ever
amount to & theft? Undoubtedly it is o theft un-
less not already knowing, or being able 4o ascertain
the owner’s willingness to lend, you prudently judge
that Lie would lend, There are many reasons for this.
It is not necussary for theft, that a thing should be
taken away for cver ; & notable time accordiug to the
uses of the article taken or detained is sufticient, It
is not neceesary that the thing should be absolutely
taken; the detention of am article the master being
cither unwilling or presumablly unwilling consti-
tutes theft. 1 de not pretend to say, that in all
such cases of borrowing yon are guilty of formal
theft ; but that you arc guilty of raatcrdal theft, that
is to say, that oll the ingredients of theft are then
excopt perhape the intention, iy certain; and this
thing slonoe should shew you the necessity of punc-
tually returning things borrowed. T'be injury done
to your neighbor by unnecessary or carcless deten-
tion of his goods is undoubtedly the same, whether
it be called by the name of theft or by seme other
less disgraceful term.

The third cage that aceurs, is this: Is it ever law-
ful before God to take your neighbour's goed, he
being unwilling—or to putitin plain words, is it
ever Iawful to ateal? This is a gmve question, the
golution of which is fraught with important conse-
quences ; may &od give me power to explain it to
yau in euch o manner that it may not be a cause of
waking for any of you an crrobcous conscicnce.
There ave times, Christian soul, whon our property
ceases to be our own—when our abundance ceases
to belong to us, not because it ie abundnnce, but
because our neighbours wants are so urgent and so
great, that what is cura becomes his, and whether
he take it secretly or openly, he has a right to it.
‘What Christian has a right to allow his fullow man
to starve, whilst he himself hag more than erough ?
a face of death by starvation, all men havo equal
rights—all men become communists, I will not
delay here to inquirc how far culpable poverty
modifies this riglt—how far previous idleness or
ghiftlessnces or the part of the starving, modifies
their claims to our abundance. This is a question
1ot the econamist, nat for the Christian soul. I
hope it is not nccessary amongst Christirns, and
those Christians Qatholics, to urge tho giving up
willingly of our abundance (whether taken secretly ¢ x
openly), to our starving nelghbor. You are hound
to gi 70 long before he is starving—how much more
then' when ho it starving? He should not be
obliged to take ; you ought long before to give. But
hera, lest ¥ shonld form o false conscience for anyone,
let me remind all that the power of taking doea not
axist until starvation has set in, nnd until all uther
proper means of obtaining relief have been exhausted ;
that it extends only to the taking of what is thore
and- then necessary to -sustain life; and that the

Resolred, That all Gopstitutional means be adopted
by this meeting to have the vaid Law repealed.

Had a bombshell, Mr. Edifor, been thrown into
that meetin & greater excitement could not have
been created ; the advocates of Home Rule were all
up and sgpoke at the snme time,

One gentleman with his usual grin upon his face,
declared that those resolutions must not snd should
not be put. Another said : drop the last resolution
nnd I, although an ardent advocate of Free Schools,
will votu for the first resolution. Dear me, what
will the Government and Board of Education think
of us? The Chief Execttive entered his protest;

REPORT O¥ THR JIRECTORS OF TAE REPORMATORY
Scuoon, Miexoxss Streer.~—The wport of the Diree-
tors of this establishument shosws that they have seven
workshops in operation—for saddiers, joiners, tailors,
bakers, gardeners, and shoemakers, both by machine
and band. Two others will be shorlly ready for
cabinel making and sculpture. When the means
will permit, others will be added for gilders on
metal, lithographers, tin smiths, &c. The shops
bave the most perfect applinnees for the work.
About $3,000 have been expended an tools and
runchinery, and more iban $6,000 on the necessary
changes in the Luilding. The niost rmoral as well
as most capable men have been placed in charge of
the different branches of industry which are taught,
and, as a proof of the competence of the feremen, it
is meutioned that & double harness, the only thing
which was sent by the School to the Indunstrial Ex-
hibition, took the first prize. Want of time alone
prevented other articles from being sent. Indeed
the Friars pay to the foremen yearly $11,600, and
to other workmen $8,522. Great progress has been
the by the boys in the trades taught, and
in general, when they leave, they do honour to the
establishment. In some of the shops it has never
been found possible to fulfil the orders received.
Thero are three dormitorics where the boys are
classed scparately as big, middling, and amall.
Each ono has a bed, and the necessary toilet articles,
and eleven friars sleep in the same rooms. There
arc also three halls for recreation, nll well ventilated,
and two yards far the same purpose. The discipline
is simple. Persuasion and remonstrance is usually
sufficient. Corporal punishment is abandoned ; but
in case of necd, a day in a solitary cell proves suffi-
cient to correet the refrnctory. Out of forty-two
boys who have been liberated, only one has been
coniiemned for a 8eccond timo by the Courts, and he
had been only eight days at the Reformatory. At
the same time, it is not pretended that none will
full. Those of the relensed prisoncrs who reside in
the city, frequently visit the house, and some have
desired to stay after the term of their imprisonment
had expirrd, The report closes with testimonials to
the excellence of the establishment by Mr. Carpen-

Reporis of the French military tribunals engaged
in trying Communists have been made up. Up to
the present the courts-martial have given 49,966 de-
cisfons, including 24,000 declaring there to be no
cause for progecution, 2,306 acquittals, and 13,000
condempations There remain 750 cases of indivi-
duals who have disappeared, snd 1,100 which are
still being investigated. Seven cases are being dis-
posed of every week, and all will be termimated in
ihrce months. The Committea of Pardona have
given 6,000 decisions—namely, 2,080 in favor and
4,000 against the persons under sentence,

Tua Circorar of M. pp Fourtrou—We know not
whether it is in consequence of representations from
the German Government that M. de Fourtou bhas
sent his letter to the French Bishops cencerning the
recent pastorals which some of them bave put forth.
At all events, it is believed that the Berlin author-
ities are satisfied witn what has been done. The
circular of the Minister of Public Worship observes
all tha forms, avoids singling out any particular
pastoral for animadversion, and expresses a confi-
dent conviction that the eminent prelates in ques-
fion would be “the first to regret” that their writ-
iogs should have produced “consequences absolute-
1y contrary te their intentions.” The Government,
however, could not but take notice of the fact that
some ¥ appreciations” contained in them “are cal.
eulated to cxcite abroad susceptibilities which it is
undedirable to arouse,” and sincerely hopes that this
will not occur again. * Your Grandeur," continues
M. de Foeurtou, “is not ignorant of the sympathy
which the Government feels for the Church and the
Holy Sce in the midst of their trinls, It well un.
derstands therefore the cares which weigh on Cath-
olic consciences, and the grief of which the Catholic
Bishops are now making themselves the interpre-

.ters. But these sentimenis, Monsecigneur, may be
expressed with all the fitting freedom and force
without its being necessary to have recourse to at-
tacks at which ncighboring Governments may take
umbrage.” We should ruther like to know, bow.
ever, in what terms which would not offend Prince
von Bismarck, the libarty of the spiritual juriedie-
tion counld be asserted, the violation of that liberty
condemned, and the solidarity of Catholic intercsts
thronghount the world affirmed. And the French
Bishops could do no less than this.

At the first representation I led the attack in person
1o less than thirty-three times! Wo bad three ac.
clamations, four hilarities, twothrilling movemente,
four renewals of applause, and two indefinite cxplo-
siong. In fact to such an cxtent did we carry our
applause that the occupanta of the stalls werc scan-
dalized, and cried out, ‘ 4 la porte,)’ My men were
positively overcome with fatigue, and intimated to
me that they could not again go over such an even-
ing.

Lipgrry or Worsmir asxp Sexrert 18 ITapy.—A
Free Church in a free State is doubtless a fine phrase
but one capable of various interpretations. In Great
Britain the Churches, whether connected with the
State or not, are practically free enough. The Bi-
gbop of London, it may be assumed, may celebrate
Holy Commurnion in his Cathedral on Christoras
Eve without asking permission of the Attorney-
General or the Lord Chief Justice. Mr. Spurgeon
may hold a Baptist gathering at miduight, without
submitting his intentions to the arbitration of the
Lord Mayor ; Wesleyans may hold their midnight
festival on New Year's Eve withont fear_of eriminal
prosecution on the part of the Crown. Butin ltaly
it is not so. Religious functionsin Cathelic church-
s may not be celebrated without permission of the
civil authorities. Pilgrimages to Catholic shrines
are looked on with suspicion, and have been actual-
-ly prohibited on various pretexts. And even at
Christmes time, when one would suppose enmity
and suspicion would be temporarily suspended, the
1aw is still held fn terrorem over the parochial clergy-
men, Every one knows that in Catholic countries
it 35 customary to celebrate a Mass at midnight on
the occasion of the Nativity. In former times, the
parish priest was obliged to ask permission from
his Bishop for the celebration of suck a function,
Under Victor Emmanuel it appears that licence
must be demanded and obtained from the civil av-
thorities for all such services or celebrations, and
that the pricat who dares to omit taking out the re-
quisite permission from the Prefecture to celebrate,
for instance, 2 midnight Mass at Christmas, violatgs
the law, and incurs penalties, Leave, of course, is
light. But it by no means follows in Italy that leave
will be granted upon application for petformauce
of these sacred functions, So at least it may be in-
forred from the ¢ circulars” isgned from the Iialian

Home Office to the municipal officers- in the pro-.

wvinces, in relation to Christmas functions. One.of
these documents is thus worded .—* Breno, 17th
December, 1873, Circular N, 977,—1I bring to your
worshipe's recollection the prohibition against per-
forming religious functions .in: churches or other

pluces, in timo of night, and the obligation
on parish priests to apply for express ssion
whenever they intead to celebrate the aforesaid
functions at the aforesaid times Your womship
will therefore take the requisits precsutions to
pravent the abuse above alluded te, and you
will also give notice to the parisb priest of this
Commune, that if he iutends to perform the sald
religious functiona on tho occasion of the Festival

Aruzer or Two Nowa——Two French Franclscan
Nuna, Sisters Joanna Maria Sobome and Maria Mad-
dalena Michon, were lately arrested Ly a police
agent, alded by two carbineers, while they were
praying at the Sanctuary of Oropa, near Biolla, in
Piedmont. . The ladies camo into Italy to collect
funds tor maintenance of an orphanage at St. Sortin
par Mornawi-Rhone, near Lyous, where 150 erphan
girls from Alsace and Lorraine are educated. The
Nuns bad passports duly signed, and commendatory
letters from tho Prefect of Lyous, the French Con-
sul at Turin, and the Ecclesiastical Authorities at
Aosta, Ivrea, Turin, and Bielln. In spite of their
papers, the two ladics were minutely examined at
the Sanctuary and asked who were the persons who
gavo themacharity, the amount of what they had
collected, and tohere wae the money. They were then
brought to Biella, and forced to undergo aoother
long examination by the Questor, who touk from
them all their papers and told them to return for
them on the morning of the next day. When they
called for Shem, na desired by the Questor, they were
again subjected 0 another eress-questioning which
lasted two hours. Their answers were taken down
by a Secrctary, and they wero not set free until they
igned a report drawn up in Italian of the procced-
ings. The amount collected by the Nuns =as ouly
400 lire.

Pomoxixa at Tus Artar~A horrible crime was
attempted on the 22nd of December at Treviglio,
near Bergamo. Four priests and two friars, a few
minutes after celebruting Mass, were seized with
spasms and violent pains in the stomach, vumitiog,
and other symptomas of polsoning Medical assist-
ance was at hand, and their lives were saved. Ex-
amination were sct on foef, which resulted in dis-
covering traces of tartar emetic in the sacred wes-
rels, and in tho arrest of one Baronia, a priest of
Treviglio, who had been remarked the evening be-
fore busy abont the wine bottles used for church
purposes.

princiral measures to be submitted during the ses-
gion, bills relating to the army, press, trades’ unions
and marine jurisdiction. The speech concludes with
assurances that all the nations of Xurope are resolv
cd to preserve peace.

IMPRISONMRNT OF AN ARONBISHOP —BzRLIN, Feb, 3.
—Archbishop Ledochowski, who was arrested yes-
terday, has been sent to Ostrowo, in the Province of
Pogen, where he will bo imprisoned, in accordance
with the sentence of the Court,

Bgruiv, Feb. 5.—Archbishop Ledochowski will be
tried on the 11th instant, on no other charge except
his refusal to pay fines. He may yet be released if
the fines be paid. The Emperor has deslined to in-
tervene in the case, notwithstanding the great in-
fluence brought te bear in the Archbishop’s favor.

Tnr PxrskcoTion Axp THE CoUrY oF BERLIN.—
Finding that fines are pewerleas to force the Bishops
to a sacrifice of principle, the Cultus-Minister, Dr.
Falck, is said to be preparing a supplementary Bill,
substituting summary imprisonment for pecuniary
penalties as the punishment for tho non-compliance
with the new laws.— Zablet.

% The speeches of Falck and Bismarck have pro-
duced & great disagraement amonpg the Protestants
themselves. Whichever is the true Catholic Church
whethdi“the Cliurch governed by the Pope or the
sect of Reinkens, people will not accept Govern-
mental teaching on the subject.. What injury is
done to the Catholics by the hostilities practised
against their Church, is understecd by every unpre-
judiced Protestant. It is only the rafionalistic sec-
tion and the most favatical of the Old Protestant

party, cortainly very numerous ameng the preachers
who show any sympathy with the attacks sgainst
the Church ® ‘ S

A Berlin paper also the Volkszeitung, an organ of
tho “ Progress” party, and therefore not suspected of
much affection toward tho ¢ Clericals” or Catholics,
confesses frankly thatthe Prussian Government is
proceeding in a manner which ¢anno$ truly meet
the approval of the German people.

The Witramontanes are sufficlently strong to give
the Government some trouble if on a critical vote
they should be joined by the other irreconcilable
fractions, and from our Correspondent’s tolegram it
would seem the Liberals feel the need of taking
measures for insuring a greater predominance in the
future. There is & growing feeling, we are told,
that the German Franchize should Le remodelled
on the Prusgian system, and uneasiness is felt at
the power conferred by manhood sufitage on mere
numbers, It has been, and is still, one of Prince
Bismarck's chief difficulties that he has to rely, both
in his ecclesiastical and his political policy, on the
support of the extreme no less than of the National
partics, and he has, perhaps, been forced beyond the
limits of prudence in admitting so wide a suffrage
for the elections to the German Reichstag. But
concessions of this kind cannot easily be recalled,
and if any additional support is needed, be wounld be
far wiscr to seek it in & modified policy. No man
has jusisted more strenuously upon the value of
the English habit of compromise, and he would,
pethaps, avoid some impending difficulties if he
could sce his way to a lvss violent treatment of the
Ultramontane clergy.— 7¥mes.

Tur “Evanceuical” Evxcrions 18 Pruss.—The
church elections of the * Evangelical” Establishment
in Prussia have been going strongly against the “ot-
thodox” party, and & belicf in the Divinity of Our
Lord seems in the majority of placestobe an absolute
disqualification for oftice or deputation to the Synod.
The Kvangelische-Kirchliche Anzeiger, the organ of the
defeated party, is particularly and justly scandalized
at the way in which the Liberal forces have DLeen
brought into action. In one parish the *Fortschritts-
leute” have been divided into scctions alphabeti-
cally, and each provided with a leader, who was to
be present throughout the cburch service on the
day of election, so a8 to spare hig followers the ne-
cessity of even one morning's attendance at church,
and permit them to spend the time comfortubly at
breakfast in a ueighbouring ¥ Rijer-halle.” When
the authorities in tnking thie votes were about to ar-
rivo at the letter which Lelonged to him, the leader
started for his beer-shop, and brought in his men,
who were thus enabled to carry their Liberal of-
ficials and representatives without the trouble or
contamination involved in attendance at apy kind
of worship. “The thing,” says the German Pro-
testant paper, “ would be laughable if therc “were
not 8o terribly serious o side to it.”

The North German Gazette publishied an article the
other day with the object of warning German clec-
tors agninst permitting themselves to be influenced
in the exercise of their electoral functions Ly the
opinions of their wives. “ All the qualities of wo-
man," says the organ of Prince Bismarck, “ are made
to disturb and bewilder the factors of political life
and to bring misfortunc on the afiairs of man.” The
cause of the dread of the weaker sex expressed by
the official journal, lies in the allegation that the
womcn of Germany, ag ¢lsewhere, are, in geperal,
subj- ct to clerical dictation.

The late King of Saxony called at a telegraph
office in his dominiens to inspect the working of the
institution. The operator tvlegraphed the fact to
his next neighbor, and received for an answer, ¢ The
Kirg pokes his nose into everything.” Thisarrived

1t gives
ability but awakens no corresponding disposition to
use the ability for just and noble ends; and expe-.
rience demonstrates that giving culture fo a
thoroughly bad man is like putting a sword or fire.
brand in the hands of & maniac. Herbert Spencer
hag rendered a renl public service in exposing the
shallow sophistry which suppescs there is any moral
in mathematics, or that any amount of mer-ly in-
tellectual discipline will make a kind husbaud, a
devoted father, or & good citizen. We sce that not-
withstanding the increase of educational facilitics
and the admitted excellence of our achools and ccl-
Iegoes, there has been a saddening growth of vice and
crime, and still more depressing deterioration of
character among the classes where we naturally look
for the best results of our educational system. It is
only natural that, with these alarming evidences of
demoralization before their cyes, religious people
look with suspicien and dread upor any and every
proposal to diminish the moral instruction of our
educational institutions, and eliminate all religious
influences from the public schools. They feel that
health does not come from any such restricted diet.
The primary object of the public schools is not to
teach thig or that particular branch of knowledge,
but to make good citizens and worthy men and
women, There is no necessary connection between
grammar and goodness. The multiplication table
does not nurture the moralities. The fact that our
public schoole did not turn ouf the class of men and
women we want, und that, in spite of costly and
splendid educational institutions, there is ap acknow-
ledged increase of crime and demoralization of
character, shows that there is some radical defect in
our school system. The great defect of our public
schools is that they train the head to the neglect,
if not at the expense of the heart. The great rom-
mon vi.tues without which culture is a curse, are
left to take care of themselves. The graces, the
humanities, the gweot and beautiful charities, the
dewpest and noblest sentiments of human nature
get no recognition in our present system, and if
they are fed ot all, it is from the crumbs that fall
from tho table of mathematics, and logic and the
classics, The idea of duty, which is the foundation
of character; the sentiment of reverence, which
mokes subordination and grgatness possible; the
sympnthies, which are sources of respect for the
rights and feelings of others; the beautiful ameni-
ties which bind human heings together and make
life lovely—all that belongs to the distinctively
moral side of human nature, and fulls into the cate-
gory of the heart—are pushed aside and left to such
precarious invigoration ag they may chance to get

elsewhere.—XNew York Evening Graphie.

Tromas Pane's Brayupay -Cxizsasrzp.—The Bos.

of the birthday of Thomas Paine was noilced last
evening by a public meeting in  Nassau Hall, at-
tended by about 250 of the liberal.thinkers of the
city. Mr, Horace Seaver called the meeting to or-
der and requested the audience to join in singing a
hymn appropriate to the occasion, * America” In
an address of about half an hour's length, Alr, Sea-
ver stated the object of the meeting, and expressed
bis sympathy with it, te pay a tribute of gratitude
to the memory of Thomas Paine, the patriot, the
thinker and the humanitarian, Thbe name of Paine,
he said, deserved to be spoken of as honorably and
reverentially as the names of Washington and Jef-
ferson and Dr, Rush and others of the Revolutionary
heroes with whem he was o co-laborer. That it was
not an honored name was due to the fact that Paine
dared declare himself free of fhe bigotry of the Es-
tablished Church, free from the hypocrisies the
meannesses and narrow tenets of the Puritan Church,
Nay, rather because he dared do more and wrote
# The Age of Reason,” the embodiment of tho #im-
plest, completest, and stoutest religion that has
ever been proclaimed to man, Mr. Seaver was fol-
lowed by the Bev, Francis E. Abbot, who said that
he felt highly favored in being allowed an opportu-
nity to express his admiration of the virtue, daring,
ability, and benevolence of Thomas Paime’s char-
acter. He regarded Paine a8 the pioncer,the Daniel
Boone of American free thought, and he hoped that
on the anniversary of his birthday all true men and
women would dedicate cach himself to the work of
religious freedom, till the seed sown by Paine should
grow up into a country as free religiously as it is
now politically. Other adddresses were made by J.
H. Hartley, J. S. Reed, and several gentlemen who
volunteered each to raise his voice in accerd with
the sentiment of the occasion.

CaTasTROPHE ON Ni1agARA Rivag, — Three men
named A. Rose, Henry You Wagnem, aud Joseph
Giroux, living in the vicinity of the works of the
Niagara River Iror Company, went out upon the
river some time before noon yesterday, on a shoot-
ing excursion as is supposed. The party broughta
sail-boat into requisition, but had not been long
upon the Niagara before the boat was capsized by a
sudden squall. The men were thrown out, but
managed to gain a footing on the ice, which was
being rapidly borne dowun the river. At nuvon the
three men were discovered on the ice, nearly in front
of the works alrcady mentioned, and their pitiful
cries for help attracted a great many people to the
shote. The crowd were bewildered with terror, and
found themselves absolutely powerless to render aid,
The ice was running with relentless swiftness, and
the rescue of the men scemed to admit of no delay.,
The greatest excitement prevailed and the unfortu-
nate trio were cousidered doomed. In this ex-
tremity, n man was suddenly despatched from the
Iron Works for the Grand Island Ferry tug Ada,
and to the summons for help Capt. Adam Haréman
responded with alacrity, His boat had barely fuel
for & mile’s travel, and be could not have anticipated
for her anything but & severe struggle with the swift
current, the heavy ice and the gale that had set in,
but he resolved upon prompt action and went as
specdily as possible to the rescue. He pursued the
men down the river, but before he could reach the
floes upon which they drifted, one of the party,
Joseph Girous, fell into the angry waters and was
feen no more. The othier two were rescuted 8 short
distance this side of La Salle, and when taken off
were badly frozen and completely exhausted. ‘They
could not bave maintained their ground many min-
utes longer, and altogether they must have been fur
nearly three hours in the very face of death. The
unfortunate Giroux leaves a wife to mourn his un-
timely taking off. Caps. Hartmaun is entitled toa
medal of honour for his promptness, self-possession,
and daring.— Buffalo Courier, Jan. 24.
