A NEW CANADIAN BISHOP.

The Canadiar, Freeman, July 25th asys:
Archbishop Groes, of Portland, has received &

The following is a eketch of the new dignitary.
Tho Rizht Rev. John Nicholas Lismmens was
tora on June 3rd, 1850, at Schimmert, in the
province of Liwburg, Holland. Feeling him-
velf called tn & missionary life, he entered the
Arnerican collcge of Louvain, Belgium, in Octo-
ber, 1872, where he completed his theological
studies with brilliant success.

He was ordained a priest on March 29, 1875,
at Bruswels, by the Papal Nuncio, Mgr, Catani,
who has since been raised to the high dignity of
a Cardinal. Befors be completed his theologieal
siudies Mgr. Lemmens had selected for bis por-
tivn the nrduous misions of thn dicesss of Van-
couver Island, and :hortly after his crdination
was preparieg %o esur: out for bis futuro field of
laber, butwas siricken dowan with hemorrhage
uf the lnugs and compelled to postpone his de-
parture uatil the following year, 1876, when, 1n
compnny with the Rev, Father Nicelaye, now
aleo o devuted wissionary amorg the Yodians of
the west coast of Vancouver Island, he landed
at Victoria on Avgust 2,

He was first appointed at Navaime, visiting
a¢ the saree time the various Tadian tribes up
to the notth of the island. In 1862 he wae
appointed rector of the Cathedral in Victoria,
and in 1983 wus rent with Father Nicelayo to
the north ot the wost conat «f Vanoouver
Isiand, to engage in missionary work ameng the
Indians,

When the psinful necessity arcse fur chooring
& succersor to th~ lamented Arshbishop Se-
ghers, the clergy of the diocese wera unanimous
in theic opvion fur Father Lemmens. Arch-
bishop Seghers himself on more than one occa-
sion said that Father Lemmens should be his
successor, The Bishop-elect ia a profound theo-
logisn, npon whoso decisions the clergy know
they can rely ; he ia s splendid scholer; being
acquiinted with wmany «f the ancient and mod-
trn Iapguages, he is well qualifiad asan adminis-
trator, and js thoronghly conversant with the
rsquirtnents of the Indian mission: which
form the greater part of this disocese. He is
familiar with the languages of the varions In-
dian tribes of Vancouver Islsnd, and ia well ac-
quainted with their customs and practices. He
is an eloquent speaker,

This wonld give a total of
about 3,000,000 feet ef lumber., The cest of
transportation at the regular rate of $1.25
s etick wonld amount to about $30,000.
The raft is equal to abont forty-five schooner
loade of lamber. Her trip of abont 700 miles
occupied eleven days.

THE PACIFIC TRADE.

When the magnitude of the interests io-
volved are considered, it is mot astonishing
that American public men should take alarm
at the development of the Canadian carrying
trade. Bat it must be remembered that trade
follows the flag, and, British interests being
groater on the Pacific than any other power,
it 1s quite natural that Canada should attract
& large share of the business. The rapld
growth and present wealth of the Cavadian,
and Aunastrallan colonles are ameng the won-
ders ot modern progrets. That growth Is
bound to continne and must develop an enor-
mous trade on the Pacific—a trade which
will be British and directed 2o as to mntualiy
benefit the colonies and the mother lnnd. To
briog the volume of this immente traffic
across Canadian territory and down the St.
Lawrenoe is an undortaking of the greatest
magnitude, but everything seems ot pressnt
to point that way,

Some idea of the exient ard charaster of
this trate may be obtained from the figures
of the transactions between Eagland and the
several countries and colonies on the Pacifie,
The total value of the importa and exporta of
the Australian colonies is over a hundred
millions aterling annually. The exchapge of
commodltiss, exclusive of brilion, between
Esgland and them, reaches about fifty mil-
lions sterling, With the othor countries cn
the Pacific England doens a trade eatimated at
sevonty millions, There is ze reason why a

| great portion of this business should not be

made to flow through Montreal both ways.
' e

THE WRITE AND YELLOW WAR.

If, as reported, war has broken out hetwaon
the British and the Thibetane, the fact may
be taken as indicating the determination of
China to resent, where she can do so most
effectively, the policy of excluding Chinese
immigrants from British cvlonies. Of course
the British Government is not reaponsible for
that polléy, bat China osnnot or will not
understand the peculiarities of coloaial inde-
pendence. China has entered upen a
new and aggreesive policy peculiar
to Mongollan craftiness, Hsving been forced
to trade with the *Oantride Barbariaoe,”
she has learned that the world boyond her
limits presents vast reglons for conquest,
She has sent some of ber cleverest stadentn
to Earope and Americs, who have staudied
and reported to her Government the reckiless
enterprise, consuming vanity and general de-
banchery of European and American clviliza-
tlon. Knowlng that it would be the height
‘of “folly to attempt the conguest of the ““Bar.
bariane” by force ¢f arms, she took another
course, Posseselng numberless hordes of in.
‘habitants, who, ‘- dempite all preventatives,
.were prossing on the limite of her territory
for aubeistence, and who had, therefore, at-
tainsd to uttermost economy of life and indus-
try, she decided to let looze these Industrial
millions on the ontside world dnd overcome
it by swarma of Inborers trained to vastly
superior habits of industry and egonomy. At
the same time phe ocontinues  her ancient
policy of guarding her, own country from oc-
capation by foreigners;

A good illustration of white and yellow
methods in- this the moat momentous of ail
‘the conflicts’ whioh have yet taken place on
this planet, Is furnished in the Thibstan busi-
hess.  Warren Haatlnge, whose genlus med-
elled the policy which the British have since
bis time puraued in Indis, was the first to at-
tampt to get a footing in' Thibet. Tn 1744 he
sent George Bogle to vhit the country, but
‘the- emissary was turned back by the Chinese
government and never _reached Lhasa
the capital. ThomarManning waa more
anccessful in 1811, He succeeded in reaching
the-sacred city of the Grand Lama, and to
his sccount ws were long indebted for
almost all we know of the country, its
government and it people. More recently
trajned native explorers hava been employed,
and to them we are also indebted for much
valuable information. The trade of Thibet
Is exceedingly valuable and the British have
pushed their encroachments across the
Himalayas to get hold of it. But Chins,
having, control of the Government, has as
constantly resisted Enpglish nadvances, al-
though compeiled by the Chefoo convention
of 1877 to permit the residence of an
Eonglish embassy at Lhasa,

The commencement of hoatilities on the
Northern Indian frontier, reported in THE
Posr's special cablen yesterdsy, iz undoabted-
ly the result of the well understood Britich
axiom that *‘trade follows the flag,” It re-
mains to be seen, however, whether Thibet
may not become another Afghanistap, with
China as a third party, the other two being
England and Kussia, to the great Asiatic
question,

CARDINAL LAIR GERIE

Livingstone's time was computed at 500,000
a year, apd which has kept steadily increas-
ing slnce thon. Hia Eminence, in the first
place, hopee fo.crganizs pressure to be brought
to bear upon the Moelem States so that
slavery may ho extirpated there. Iu the
second—he Lolds that the Sultan of Zanzlbar
should be held responsible by those whose
rule he acknowlidges fer the brutel misdeeds
of the slave tradsrs. Inthe third place, his
Eminence would have all God-fearlng coun-
$ries foster and enconrageliegitimate commerce
with &trioa in every way. Aud, inthe fourth
place, hie malataine that the elave trade being
the essesce of all villsinlea and erimes shozld
excitesysinet it the public opinion of mankind,
and that al! creeds should urite to destroy it
for ever.

THE NEW WAR IN AFRICA,

The expected war between the Boers and
the Eoglish digrers in the Tranavaal hus at

of the British arme in South Africa bave not
added to their glory, and it is not improbable
tha$ history may repeat itaelf,

The British commandera blundered sadly
In the estimate they made of the fighting
8trength of the Zulus when Lord Chelmsford
oromsed the Tugela, and another blunder of
the same kind may lead to equally dieastrous
conscguencer.  Officlal blundering seems
part of fhe established syatem in South
Afriea, and in military matters there wounld
seem to ba not even the approach te an iIno-
telligence department.

Actuslly the situation is franght with what
Sir Henry Havelock some time ago described
e nnexpected complications. Not only is Eng-
land now a¢ war with the Baers, but also
with the Zalas, Both hate the British with
the bitterest feelings. Doth are the most
rerolute of fightlng men acd all are
now reported armed with the best
rifles. A severe, but conscientious, English
critic of the situation puta it in anything but

afavorabls light. ““Onr Geners),” he writee,

*‘knows nothing of the enemy’s strength,

and tho war mest be carrizd "¢», ro to speek,

io the dark. This Is anything but a hopefal
prospect. The lust for corquest ia a costly
vice. It is scandaloun that the psople who

ara not responsible for it should have to pay
for its indulgence by offizials, civil and mili-
tery.”

THE NEW CRUSADE

% I3 ngt improbaktls that the werll will b2
called upon to apgain witneas the heroic ex-
ploits of one of the great Catholic religious
orders whioch took their rise ab tha timeof
the Crucades, and, subseguantly, did eo much
for Christianity and civilizativn in tho long
couflics againat the advence of Mobammed-
anism in Weetern Euarope. The Order of
the Knights of balls, or, more coirectly,
Kaights Hospitalers of St. Joha of Jerusal
em, has beon quistly regaining utrength
gince tho Pope permitted the removal
of the chapter to Ferrara in 13826 and
afterwards to Roms in 1834 Since
Hompesch, the only German, by the way,
who ever attained the rank of Grand Master
Iaid down hls authority at Tricate after the
Order’s expulsion from Malta, the knights
were without a homs till restored by the
Pope in the year mentioned. Ssveral
spurious orders of Kuaights of Malta sprang
into exlstece after their dispersion. In
Proesla the snclent priories wera abolished
in 1810-11 and their property confiscated,
but the name was retained and
s new order doveloped ocalled Der
Proussiche Jobanitarcrden, which performed
¢ minent service in the wara of 1564.66-70 and
71. Lhe German order claims distinction
from the historic fact that the FrenchKuolghta
of the Order, when Napuleon lsid siege to
Malta, roso in rebeilion nzainst their Germau
Grand Master and forcod him to cupitulate.
French and Germon raclal animoaity thus
brought about the. ruin of the Kolghts and
the Joss of their Island home, in tho Franco-
Prusslsn war the Bavarian and Prussian
Knuights took ample revenge on the Frenob,
and again perpetuated the national feud.

- As an historioal study thia has ite interest,
and it §s quite poasible, aince the Order isfo
be tevived under special powers grauted by
Pops Leso XIIL to fight the Mohammadsd
alave hunters-and traders of Afrioa, that Wo
may hear ‘more of the fend, However that
may be, the Order of the Kuights of Mslta
was constituted on a most wise and effective
plan_ for contending agalnst Mohammedan-
ism, and will, we are sure, prove as able is
the ninetesnth century to resist and destroy
the Moslem slave power us it was to baflt
and defeat Solymasi in the sixteenth, -

goversment, which reguires an almost pro-
videntlsl gift of abstruse knowledgs. . This
was the idea seduloasly cultivated by thoaa
rulers who held s an axiom of government

fhot the peopls must bs kept ignor-
ant, Now, bowover, a second Rexa
scouce ia taking place. Not of art
and literature  this  time, but of

Political snd Sacial acience, and among other
discoveries the world’s workera have learned
that the luea government thore ia tho bet'er.
Toey have also learned that the ficet princi-
ple of government is the administration of
justice. Simultaneously with this discovery
comes the conviction, founded on experience
and obssrvation, that government has, in &il
instances, absndonod ita first duty to become
the inatrument of oppression and injustice
under pretexts of legislating in the interest
of trade snd commerce, Hence thay behold
arising many of the evils, soclal and political,
which agitate the world and threaten the
destruction of soclety,

Workingmen, who having had to toil, yst
ound time to read and think, thus reached as
conclusion, and looked about them for &
remedy. Government they saw too firmly
necured in the vital fibres of zociety to be
suddenly reformed. They also became aware
Yhat the masses of men were unfit, from habit
and hereditarily instilled convictione, to
grasp the new ides, or bscome, except by
acoident, co-workera in the path of reform
with the ploneors of the Coming State.

Government, as it exists subjaot to popular
control, they eaw, must be used to bring
nbout the desired change, Henca the propo-
sition, branded by igrnoerant and prejndiced
writers, as Socialism, to vest in Governmont
the control of ail enterprisce touching the
happiness of the whole people, the same way
as the Poat Offics iz conduoted. This ia very
far indeed from that Soclalism, condemned
by all right thinking people, which aims at
the hreak-up of all relationa of property
snd the reconstruction of soclely on a new
plan. !

Fear has been expressed that this would be
giving too muoh power into the hands of the
government and that the enormous patronage
that wonld accrue to it from the nationaliza.
tion of railways, telegraphe, banks, mineral
lands, coal, oil and gas deposits would prac-
tically entlave the people. Of this there is
not the slightest danger. The very magaitude
of the operations to be conducted would lead
to the employment of the whole people
on o nataral basis of co-operation, and all
being free to exerciee control over the govern-
ment, ite powers would gradually pass
dircotly into the hands of the people who
would go about their happy, easy, daily

abor, untroubled by politics, becunse thay
would be by that very sct members of the

government, performing the funciions thereof
as & matter of course,

The growth of gigantic corporations of
capitalists in the form ef “‘truste” ond
* combines,” has suggested, if it has not
demonstrated, that government must either
dentroy or lake poszacseion of these combina-
tiona sinoce they have really assumed the most
important of the taxing fanctions, namely,
the regulation of supply and the fixing of
prices. If a few capitalists may do this for
their own profit, why oan not the whole
nation do it for the general good ?

But the men who have been working along

NO COMPULSION !

HON. MR. MERCIER EXTLAINA THE LEBT CON-
VERSION ACT,

QUEBEC, August 1S, 18S8.

Fo IHanson DBrothers, 42 St. John street,
Montreal :

Your letter of yestarday received with
copies]of cables exchanged betwesn you snd
your London stockholder’s correrpondents,
and in anawer I am authorizsd to state that
the poeitlon which you have taken in your
cable of the 16th instant is correct, and you
may declare positively tkat the government
will renonnoe ite conversion scheme if it oan-
pot$ be carried through voluntarily with the
bondholders,

When the msasure was intreduced in the
Legielative Agiembly, the Treasurer and w.y-
self made verbally the same deolaration, and
on tho 12th of July, when the second reading
of the matter was under dircussion in the
Leglslative Council, the Honorable Mr.
Starnes, one of the leaders of the Opposition,
submitted, in writing, the fclloxing question
to the Government :—I am rpposed to gom-
pulsory conversion, and before giving a final
decision I desire to know whather the Gov-
ernment Intends, yes or nn, to make such
conversion, in spite of the bondholders’ con-
sent, After consultation with me and the
other members of the Government, our col.
lengue, the Hon, Mr, Garneau, leader of the
Loegislativa Council, made in writing, in the
name of tho government, the following officlal
declaration, in anewer to Mr. Starnes’ ques-
tion : *‘I am authorized to answer no, and to
atate that the government wiil abandon the
conversion soheme if it cannot be carrled
thronghmt with thoe consent of the bond-
holdera.”

After this Ministerial declaration, the Hon-
orables Mesara, Starnes and Champagre, two
opponente cf the Government, being eatisfi-d
with this engagement, voted for the messn.e,
which was carrled,

The Goveroment comeiders itself pledged
by that declaratlon, which, as far as it may
be naceeeary, L hercby ratify in the pame of
the Governmznt, and I declare again that my
Government will sbandon the conversion
scheme if it counnt be carried through with
the consent of the bondholdera. Of course,
speaking cf haviog the law vetoed or with-
drawn is purely riaiculous, aa the law is per-
feotly constitutional and neceesary to make
the voluntary conversion, In conclusion I
may add that wo are much surprized to see
that some firat-class business men in London
thould have heen led aetray by onr political
opponents here; and thie is all the more
singular as other first claee business firms of
England, France and Canada huve already
propozed to us to undertake the conversion.

And then one thing
after another gives nway. Tha sacred, worla-

be only the practices of a small or narrow caste
or claes ; or they prove to be confined to a very
limited Incality and must ba et behind when
we set out on our travels; or they belong to
the tenets of a feeble religious sect ; or thay
are just the products of one age in history
and ;no other. Are there really no nntural
boundariir? Has not our life anywhera been
founded on reason and veceasity, bub only on
arbitrary customs? What is more immportans
than food, yet in what human matber is there
mors arbitrary divergencies of practice? The
Highlander fourishes on osatmeal, which the
Sheffield 1ron worker would rather starve than
eat ; the fat enail whichh the Roman country
gentleman once ro prized now crawls unmolesicd
in the (3loucastershire peacant’s garden ; rabbits
are tabooed in (Germany; frogr are un
ppeakable in England ; saurkraut is detested
in France; many races and gaogs of
people are quite certain they would
die if deprived of meat; others think
spirits of some kind a neceasity, while to others
again both these things are an abomination.
Every dustrict has ita local practices in food,
and the peasants look with the greateat auspi-
cion on anynaw dish, and canrarely be induced
to adopt it. Though 1t has been abundantly
proved that many of the Britisb fungi are ex-
cellent eating, such is the force of custom that
the mushroom slone ia ever publicly recognized,
while curiously enough ivis said that in some
other countries where theclaims of other agaries
are allowed the mushroom itself is not nsed !
Finally, I feel mysell (and the gentle readar
probably feels the same) that 1 would
rather die than subsist on ibsects, such is the
deep-seated disg}l;sh we experience towsard this
class of food, Yet it is noterious thut many
races of reapsctable people adopt o dies of shis
sort, and culy lately a book has been published
giving & detail of excellent provender of the
kind we habitally cverlook—nasty morsels of
caterpillars apd beetler, and so furrth! And
indeed, when one cumes to think of it what can
it ba but prejudice which causes one to eat the
periwiokle and rejecs the land-snail, or tu prize
she lively prawn asnd pro cribe the cheor-

ful grarshopper? Why do we Bit on
chairs instead of on the floor, as the
Japanese do, or on cushions like the

Turks? Itisa custom, and perhaps it suits
with our other customs. The more we look invo
our life and consider the tmmense variety of
habit in every department of it—even under
conditiona to all appearances exactly eimilar—
the more are wo impressed by the absence of
any serious necessity in the forms we ourselves
are accuatomed to. Iach race, each. class,
ench section of the population, each unit even,
vaunts its own habits of life as superior
to the rest, sv the ovly true and legicimate
forms ; and peuples and classes will go to
war with enck other in their assertion of
their own speciz] belief and practices ; but
the question that rather pressea wupon
the ingenuous and inquiring mind is, whether
any of us have got hold of much true life at all ?
—whether wo are not rather mere multitudinous
varieties of caddis.worms shufflad up in the
cast off ekins and clothes and debris of thote
who have gone before us with very little
vitality of our own perceptible atall? The
caddis-fly leaves hia tube behind and soars inte
the upper air ; tho creature abandons itz bar-

uacle existence on ihe rock and  swims
at large in the sea. For it is jusd
when we dia to custom thst, for the first

times, we riss into tha trua lifa of humauity ; it
is just when we abandou all prejudice of our
own superiority over others, and become con-
vinced of our entire indcfeneiblenssr, that the
world opens cut with comnrade faces ia all direc-
tions ; sad when we perceive how entirely ar-
bitrary is the settling of our oswn life, that the
whole slrasturs collapses on which cur apartnesy
from others rests, and we Dasgs easly anocce
into the greab ocean of freedom and humanity.

JEWISH STATISTICS, .

THEIR NUMBKRS IN THE DIFFERENT COUNTRIES
OF THE WORLD.

Mr. F D, Mooatts, in his rocent interest-
ing lecture on Jndalsm, estimated the total
number of Jews throughout the world as be-
tweon 8,000,000 and 10,000,000, Iz the
United Kingdom there are about 100,000, of
whom seven-tenths are In London, the greater
part of the remminder belog in Manohester,
Liverpool, Lesds and Birmingham, Sootland
reckons only 1,600, Irelond only 1,000. In
the British coloniea theré jare fomething’less
than 20,000 In France there are 70,000, of

-perpetuate a name,,

whom 40,000 are in Yaris. About 40,000
werg tranaferred upon the annexation of the
provinoes. to the German Empire, among
whese 50,000,000 of ichabitante 600,000 bs-
long to this remarkable race. Jews are found
in large numbera along the northern coasts
of Africa, as well as in Abysminis. In Ameri-
ca thore are 500,000, and Jows are dwelling
in Mexico, and in almoat every State of
South America. Thera are ruppored to be
from 40,000 t» 50,000 ia Perals, 16.000 to 15,-
000 in the Khanates, and a like aumber ic
India. Switzerland, Belgium and Hollard
have nleo considerable Jewish populetion.
Tle lnflux of Jewa into Pulestine from other
parts of the Turkish domicione, and aleo
from Pcland, Russia and Central Europe,
which hsg becn going on from the early part
ot the psosent century, ia a noteworthy fact,
Tbe Turkiesh Government is described as
ehowing an entiro toleration, but it is not now
favorabie to an immigration Into Paleatine, a
oircumstance attributed to fear of the inroad
of European ideaz.—[Loaden Daily Newsy,

A DEATHLESS RACE.

Etiquette iz the foundatinn of policy,
and illugion is 1ts framework ; yet the mystery
of jllusion belongs more to the female mind, for
thes physiclogical fascination of this strange
influence only finds its proper element in nﬁe
endowments of feminine graca and brilliancy.
To know how to entertain a dinner party, how
to begin a sotrée musicale, how to reseive une’s
enemy with uncompromising sang froid, how to
render a company of antipathic individuals at
once comfortable in spirit and smooth of tongue,
belongs to tact and etiquetts ; but the fine senke
of perception which ia required to comprehend
the intricate waya of the ilhwive world is an
accomplishment &0 rare that but few ever
master the art.—Jessc - Shepard, in  The Ameri-
can Magazine for August.

THE RETIREMENT OF VON MOLTKE,

General Von Moltke, the grestest living
Europeaa strategist, haos been placed on the re-
tired Jist ¢f the Gerinan rrmy to make way for
General Vou Waldereee, n youuger man aund
})rime favorite of the young Emperor. The
ollowing is a graphic descriptivn of this won-
derful man’s career.

TWhen the victorious troops of the gress Na-
yoleon were marchivg in  triumph through
russis in 1806 the Von Moltke residence ab
Lubeck was sacked and the family beggared. It
was then, at the age of six, that the famous
Von Moltke, who has juat been placed on the
retired list of the German army, made his ac-
quaintance with the hated French, and it
seemed an act of retaliatory destiny that he
should live to revenge his country’s humiliation
and the diegrace bis father's house bad suffered.
The father, unable to support his large
family longer in the wonted requisite to his
rank, joined the Danish army, where, years
afterward, he rose to the rank of lieutenant gen-
eral. Youug Moltke catered the service at an
early age, but finding the prospect of promotion
in Denmark discouragiog be asked for and waa
anted his dismissal. In 1882 he entered the
russian service. He expected rnpu}iipromotion,
but in this he was disappointed. 6 was past
thirty-two yeara of age before he became a first
lientepant, With his first promotion Moltlke
was tfaneferred to the general ustaff. Ia 1835
he escured leave of abseace for n short Orental
jouroey, but force of circumstancea extended it
to four years, He wasa chosen by the Sultan—
who seems firat to bave recognized his powers—
to reorganize hie army, and spent unearly a half
decade as his chief adviser and counsslor.

Oa bis return to Prussia Von Moltke was
decorated with the Order of Merit, and was
accorded permission to wear oune which the
Sultan had given him. Socn after this he mar-
ried. His mister had married an Eogiishman,
John Burt, a widower with swo daughters, who
had settled upon an estate in Holstein. The
young daughter, Miss Mary, had read
Moltke’s tales of the Orient with in.
describable pleasure, and worshipped the
genius and _ taleut which  had  cre-
ated them. Moltke fell in love with the
beautiful girl, avd led her to the altar in the
followivg winter. ufter his promotion to the
rwnk of major. They lived together a quarter
of a cemtucy, when, on Christmas evening, 1868,
she died, The old suldier was left childlera,

Von Moltke spoops a litble, His face is
slways cleanly shaven, his lips are thin and
look determined. hia eyes are blue, hia noge is
Roman, his hair or_wig is iron gray, and he
y'ga always in uniform with the highest

rder of the Iron Cross sbout his neck.
He is a slim and active ootogenarian
whose wiry frame has seemed to defy
the inroads of time. Never in a jealous and ex-
clusive apirit did he wield the powers lutrusted
to him by his soversign. Few men have ever
been born who can be likened unto him, Famous
beyond comparison a8 a strategist, he is almost
equally eminent as an author, # painter, & musi-
cian aud o linguist,

has written succeseful books and he is the only
great man living "‘whoknowshow to hold his ton-
gue in11 languages.”

HOW - 'ENGLAND DESTROYED THE

. IRISH FISHERIES. | -

Two centuries ago the Irish fishermsn were
among the most enterprsing and successful
toilers of the- sea. Their catch of herring, eal-
modu. cod, hake and pilchards was enormoue.
Xn'Wexford alone, in 1654, there were cured
120,000 barrels of herring, 80,000 of which were

week for France and Spain, taking over full
loads of fish, and bringing back wines, silks,
arme, powder, and other stores. They also

in later yeass were freighted with the gallant
hearts who, * in far foreign lands from Duonkirk
t> Belgrade,” made England’s nblest generals
dread the eoldiers aud chiefs of the Irish
Brigade,

Eoglish emissaries in France and Spain re-

ported that this constant communication by the
fisherrren was the greatest source of danger to
English Rule m Ireland. Ireland could not be
subdued until she was completely isvlated from
‘the outside world.
A series of cunningly devised lawa, scarcely
less atrocious than the Penal laws, were accord-
ingly enacted for the aole purpose of deetroying
vhe Irish fishing industry.

The first of these were the Acta of 1661 and
1662, which placed a tax of 10 shillings (eqaal to
ten dollacs at the present day), on every barrel
of codfish exporteg from Ireland to England or
any other conntry ; 18 chillings on every barrel
of herrivg, 20 shillings on every barrel of eels,
£6 sterling on every ton of pilchards, and £8
aterling on every ton of salmon exported.

Thess acts wera so rigorously enforced that
Sir William Temple, writing in 1673, declared
the Irizh fisheries to be almust extinct.

In 1698, however, they had 30 far recovered
that the Epglish fishermen petitioned for fur-
ther protection. .

Daring tte next century, laws were passed
prohibiting Irish fishermen from using any
net with & mesh of less than three-and-a-half
inches,

Prohibiting Irish fehermsn from making their
own barrels or from buyiog barrels exceptin a
public market place in a corporate town which
might be » hundred miles away from the fishiog
grouunds.

Prohibitiog Irish fishermen from fishing for
herring between four o’clock in the morning and
sunsat,

Prohibiting Irish fishermen from setting, or
allowing their nets to remamn set, between four
o'clock in the morning and sunset. )

Prohibitiog Irish fishermen from t{anning
their nets and lines with bark, and compelling
them bo uee tar aud oil instead. This frightens
the fish, lessens the catch, and spoils their taste
to a certain extent.

Prohibiting Irish fishermen from using trawl
or trammel nets at any season, or nt any place,
either in the sea or elsewhere. .

Prohitiog Irish fishermen from fishing with
either line or net, at sea or imland waters, with-
out a license for the district and year in which
they were caught. .

Prohibiting Irish fishermen from takiog
mackerel at any time or 1o apy maaner,

Prohibiting Irish fiskermen {rom fishing ab
the mouths of bays or rivers, or from landing on
the ehores without licenre. .

As o result of ghe malignant ipgenuity of
there laws there was nob a single mackerel seine
in Ireland in 1836, although in soms place the
mackerel came in in such shoals as to till the
bavs up to the very shore. .

During the famine of 1847, Enclish officiais
could scarcely conceal their joy at the rapid
diminution ot the population and especially at
the unparallelled decrense of the number of
fishermen., VWhen the desolation was at its
worst the Friend’s Central Relief Committee
sent five hnadred pounds to Sir John Burgoyue,
who was then at n lurge fishing village on the
Ir1zh coast, and requeazed him to use it in buy-
ing nets aud boats for the fichermen so that
they eould becoms self-rupporting. Sir JohnBar-
poyne, knowing thav the feariees, independent
character of the Irish fishermen made them

* dangerous subjects,” declined to as-igt them
in any way ond retnrped the money to the
Commiittee with the recornmeundation chat *‘they
apoly it to some more worthy object.”

The Irish fishing fleet, which in 1845 num-
bered 19,683 vessels nnd boats,” and employed
'113,073 men, was reduced in 1851 o 13,247 ves-
g8ila and boats, and 58,822 men. Since then it
has been further reduced to 5,000 vessels and
boate, and 18,000 men.

One day the old captaip, full of years,
wealth and echnapps, died, and amid his
young widow’s tears and the lamentatione
of his triends his body was eent back to
Holland to be put to rest with those of
his forefathers. he widow was lef: all of
Henwiche's riches, Jan wss put in charge of
affaira aod be throve so well and locked so well
that be and the widow were married within a
‘year of the captain’s death. KEverything Jan
touched turped to gold. Money rolled in sa
fast that Jan hardly knew what to do with
his riches. So one day he aod the late
widow started on a voyage to the land of
their birth. Boefore they returned she died.
Jan lasted only #ix montns after her when he
died withont leaviog an heir. He owned no
less than fourteen full-ricged ships, 1n those
days when iul! rigged ships were worth nearly
their weight in gold, and many small tradiog
vessels, The estate was wound up by the
courts and the money put into bank
at Amsterdam, where it has remained
aever since awaiting claimants and proofs
that those who did putin claimm were entitled
to it. In the century that has passed the ori-
ginal fortune of Jan'more than doubled itself,
but there it a law in Holland regarding political
truste, by which all intereat, after the principal
has doubled itself, goes to charitable inatitu-
tions.

The fact was
thut O'Convor waa not in Americn at the
time, he having left in 1552, while the meet-
log in question was held tn April, 1883, He
did not then sue for libel, becwuse, as the
statoment waa absurd, the Limes of its cwn
accord mada a fesble apology later, saying
that it had been misled by a similarity of
names. Recently, howsever, the attourney-
general in the O'Donnell suit reiternted in
general terins the old charge and the editions
of the *“ Parpellism wnd Crime” arcticles now

OVER ONE HUNDRED LIVES LOST IN
A MARINE DISASTER.

Two Steamers Collide at Barly Duwn, and
Thicty-five out of 154 Persons are
saved —-Parcticuiars of the
Catastrophe us Given
Uy Eye Wit-
nesses,

New York, August 16 —The ateamship
Wielund, Caps Atbers, from Hambarg on
Augast 5, via tlavre thy 7cth, wich merchaa-
dise snd 113 cakin anl 455 steerags passoa-
gers, repocsy Shat 01 Aagual 14:h, thirty
miles south of S\ola Lsland, at noon, ahe saw
the Dinisn atasmier Taiugeails, Copenhagen
for New Yark, with sizoals of diatress.  The
Thiagvalls hud eollided on the 14:0 at 4 am,,
off Caps Rce, with the steamer Geiser, of
the same line, from New York; Augnat 11,
for Copenhaisn. Ths Geleer sauk in aboat
five minutss. Fourteen passengers and aeven-
teen of the craw, and amony tnem Capt, Mol-
lor, ure savad  S:veniy-i9o purssogars and
thirty-three of tae crew were loat. The
steamer Wieland brought 4355 pasacngers from
the Thingvalla ani tnose saved from the
Geiger to Now York. Tae Taingvalla will
endmavor to reacn Halifax. Tne Wieland is
ut Houoken. :

Tae Gaisec lef; thie port on August 11
bound for Steitia. Cne Tningealla was on
her way to tma city aud was advertised to
leavs hera on August 23 A very heavy sea
and a dease fog wers expsriended through the
night and early moraiag of Auguss 14, Itis
g3id an objsct conld not ba distinguished 50
feet away. The Triogvalla struck the Gelser
02 the otarboard side nmidahipa about four
o'slock in the morniag. T'neehipa then parted
and withia five mioutss ths Geiser sank.
The orew of tha Taingvalls did all they cculd
to save the Giiser'a craw and passengers whils
still in doubs wnethar the Tiningvalla wae not
daugerously disabled, bus owivy to tho heavy
BBa vuly Lnirly-oas were dwved.  No o other
vesgel was near »é ihe time,  Taas Wieland on
her way to this pourc was 100 miles sway,
At 11.30 o’clock on the moening of the 1ith
tha Witland waessighted, Sigaals of dietress
wero made snd o tounbfer of pasanngers be-
gsn. The sea woe heavy, but no mishap oc-
curred in the trinsf:r. The officers of the
compauy wers unible ta-uight to give a list
of the loa:

THE SURVIVOLS RESCUED,

Capt. A, Albers, of the Wialand, tells the
foliowing story : At one o’clock on the
morning of the 14 h wa paised soma wrack-

Thingvalla, which was in the collision with her
sister ship, The Geizer, off Sable Islsnd Tuesday

C Forh this morning. Oapt.
Lamb haa given the following statemeat of the,
disaster to the newspapers :— o

Havnrrax, N.S., Augnsy 17.—It was just!
about four o'clock op the morning of Tuesda
the 14th, & few miuntes before the . watch h
been changed, and -y sesond officer,. who was
on deck, came down and I asked him how the.
weather waa? Hesad it was raining but not
fogry. Hoe retired, and a few minutes later I.
heard the telegraph signal for the engines to 'be
reversed.. This was the, firab intimation I bad
of any trouble., Leaping from my berth 1 'ran
for the deck. Aa I waa burrying up, & collision
oocurred.. It .was a _tarrific . shock, ' the
steamers . ooming together with a frightful
orash. Rushing forward ‘I _found

steamer, which'I did not then koow, As I
appronu!md I saw s man, whom I afterwarda
found . to bo the Geizer's second ;officer, jump
on to our deck. My steamer had cut right
through his room, where he was sound areep,
and he leaped out of his bunk onto the Thing-
valla’s deok.,. It may have bsen two or it may
have been four minutes befors the engines were
reversed and we backed off. Without delaying
a moment I went to quiet my excited
passengers, who were orowded on the
deck and shootiog and’ eorying with fear.
At the sawe time I locked after the
safety of my ship. Not having any idea
a8 to what waa the extent of our damare, the
officers were already engaged in outting away
and launching our boats. One ot the Thing-
valla’s boats had . just baen lowered when the
other steamer went down stern first. The scene
was & frightful one. I caunob attempt to de-
scriba it.  Some of her passangera were rushing
madlv about her deck, while others were
crowded in several boats on the water, I
learned afterwards that three boat loads bad
put off juat before the ship fonndered. I be-
lieve a number of the passengera must have
been killed in their bunoks by the force of the
collision and npever knew what had hap-
pened.  As the steamer plunged beneath the
water, carrying down thoie on board, ehe
capiized the boats that had got away. The air
was rent with agonizing strieks and prayersa.
Most of the people probably that went down
with the Geizor were followed snon after by the
ill-fated souls in the boata who must have been
sucked under us thy ship sank. The criea of the
dyiog still ringin my ears.  Three of our boats
were already launched and tryiog to save as
many &8 they could from the doomed Geizer,
but it was slow work, as comparatively few
managed to keep afloat after the atramer’s die-
appearance. lhree boats were all I could get
ont in the time we had, and I did not know
but what we might want to use the remain-
ing ones for ourselves. The two vessels were
pot more than 100 er 150 feet apar: when the
Geizer went down. The screams of the drown-
ing lasted perhaps for two minutes,—~then, sud-
denly, all becama quiet. Qur three boats re-
turned loaded with the saved who had been
picked up in the water and from off the boltoms
of their capsized boats, I sent them back to
coutinue the search for survivors, but they re-
turned with only the corpse of a woman, We
provided the survivors with dry clothes, hot
coffae and wine and made them as comfortabls
ag poesible wbile attending to the injury
to ourselves. Day was juat beginuing to break
when the collision occurred, and it was raining,
as the secoad officer told me, just before ; but it
was not foggy. I heard men around me say
it was 8 or 10 minutes batween the collision and
ths sinking of the Geizer, but I could not pay
any attontion to the time. An asastant ea-
gineer,iwho was on a life raft with the first
and second engineers, was saved with a broken
arm, while his two companioas were lost. Cap-
tain Moller told & moat wonderful story of
his escape. He was standing on the Geizer's
bridge as the steamer settled down, aund
he jumped into the sea. He felt himselt
being sucked under by the ship, and while atrug-
gling to keep afloab zot his legs entangled in a
piece of wreckage. . This turned him around in
the water three or four times and for some
moments he was helpless, but finally succeeded
in disengaging himeelf and managed to reach
the surface again, breathless and almost exhaust-
ed. Then he got on top of an upturned boat and
held on till rescued by men from the Thingvalla.
In my opinion, nearly all che peopls on the Gei-
zer’s deck and in the boats snnk with vhe steam-
vhip. Kverything that wae could pissibly do to
save them was dona. After the Geizer disayp-
peared we began jetstisoning cargo 9 keep the
Thingvalla afloat. The crew and passungers
worked side by side throwing overboard what
was brought out of the hold. What was
jettiaoned consisted solely of wood pulp and
provisions. There was unod much wind,
but a heavy swell. Botween nige aod ten
o'clock we reached the forward bulkhead ; then
wa stopped throwing cargo over and gob to
work at shoring up the compartment. We
wora leaking badly in the forehold and kept the
pumnps going all the time, so that the water
had not time to ga:n m us.__ At 11 o’clock the
steamer Wieland, for New Yurk, hove in sigbt
and we transferred all the rescued %eople.as
well our own 450 passenqers 8o her, The Wie-
land proceeded about three o’clock in the after-
noon, leaviog us also steering for New York.
Wo continued shoring up the compartment,

but after o while, on the account of
the wind and sea increasing, we found
it impossible to keep om for New
York and decided to head for Hadifax.

At thia time it sbill looked very much as if we
might eink aud some of the crew had refused to
work, wantiog to be transferred to the Wieland
before she lefc us. We went as slow as two
knots an hour aud sometimes found that too
much. We just had to ctawl], that wasall. On
Wednesday afternoon s fishing vessel hove in
sight aud we bore down for her. She proved to
be the schooner Capio of Lahaye, Capt. Clever-
sey, and engaged her to stand by and accom.
pany the steamer to Halifax, so ay to be able to
help ues 1 case we should go down, TLaut
night the sea was 50 heavy I had to turn the
steamer around, running stern foremost and
steering by the scho.ner, which was onnnected
by a bawser with the steamer’s bow. We ran
ngainss the wind this way all night. Captain
Moller was stillin his underclothing when he
was taken off the capsized boat, he was aleo in
his berth when the collision occurreds and ron
on deck withcu dressing himself, I did not
bave time to ask him for any particulars bsfora

tha Wieland came along and ‘ook lum
off. We did not know on the Thing:
voalln what steamer we struck till the

second officer of the Geizer jumped on our deck,
When I reached the deck immediately after the
shock the lights on both steamers were burning
all right. Of that I am certain. The Geizer
had been zeen by our firat officer several minutes
before the collision. Sne was nearly straight
ahead of us, but a little bit on the port bow; she
starboarded to get out of the way and we ported,
8he should bave ported likewise. Our whistle
was not blowing ab thtla time as there was no

need for it.

93 passengers and a crew, of 43. Of the pnssen-

Peter Julius Jargerasne, the second offi-
cer of the Geizer, anys: ‘- The only explanation
I can give is: ‘It was raining hard. The firat
officor was on the bridge and the third officer
was down on the deck taking soundings when

Peaca MancoEs,—Take large clear-sione
peaches ripe but not woft, wipe witk & cosrse
cloth, ks do nos peel. T limonstheee~d, INHU
its place with a mixtars of three parts gra‘ed
horasradish and one part of ppunded white mus-
tard sesd, tie the halves firmly together, stick
three cloves in each peach, and cover with boil.
ing vinegar, to each qunrt of which you have
put one pound of best brown sugar.

Newark PrpuiNg.—One pint of milk, one
cup of soft bread-crumbs, thrce eggs, ons cup
of rugar, one tablespnonful of butter, one
lemon. Boilthe milk, add the bread and bus-
ter. When cooljadd the yolks well-beaten with
half the sugar and grated lemon nnd. Turn
into the dish for serving, and bake fifteen or
twenty minutes. Cover with a meringue of the
sugar and the lemon juice. Brown alightly and
serve at ocnce without sauce,

Toxsato Savck.--Strain off the liguid from o
two pouad can of tomatoes, Pubinto a frying
pan & tenspoonful of dripping, a clove of garlic,
or o small onion chopped fine, a spray of mace
and a teaspoonful of flour. Wheo io begiue to
color add the tomato pulp. Simmer over a
moderate fire to pravent buraing, stir and cover
twenty miautes, salt and p2pper to taste. Pre:s
the pulp through a fine eieve, and if too thick
add a very little beef gravy or clear soup.
Retuorn to the range and keep hot until wanted.

VAL Parties.—Mince a little cold vesl and
ham, allowing one-third ham to two-thirda veal ;
add a bard-boiled egg chopped, and a sansoning
of pounded mace, salt, pepper, and lemon peel;

While
fa  the wuater the young ‘'ad said
hs found the water tco cold ond pro-
cerded to the toat house to dress,  While
dresping he tarped rcund to look for Mr.
Turcot but could not sce him, He at once
gave the alarm and Mr. D. Hubach,who hap-
pened to be driving along ihe ebore, drove at
orce to tho village and stated thet Mr.
Turcot was drowued. Inside of ten minutes
fully twenty perscns were out in beaty look-
ing for him, but no trace of him could be
found. Young Vallieres ag weil aa Mr, Fred
Birks and Mr, Rsymond Biomore
dived repeatedly hut could Dot tind
tho body, Some two houts later
however  Mr,  Kdwerd Milchell fiuod
tho body about twonty feet from the large
boulder at that place. The water where they
were bathing was only five or six fest deep,
and sa Mr, Tuarcotte was an excellent swin-
mer, it is thought that he must have taken a
cramp.

A FIGHT WITH DESPERADOES.

The Gilmores and Huute retired to a borri-
cada i the hills, braodishicg their arms
snd deficd the whole camp to take them.
The Sheriff arrived on the aceno and, form-
ing » large posee, succeeded, after a hard
struggle, in capturing James and Elias_Gil-
more, Mont Richard, Floyd Hunt and Jake
Davideon. The other rioters repelled the
sheriffs approach with Winchester rifles. A
stormy battle followed, and all engaged dia-
persed in the wood fighting, and were not
beard of again until the sherlff reached a tele-
phone station yesterday morning and sent
word that, except George Wilson, who was
elightly wounded In his arm, all his men were
anhurt. Two of the Gilmores fell in a fight,
but neither of them haa yet besn captured.
