Natioon] Buard ; and of the non-Foundation Scho-
larg, the last two supyointed were a Nativoal School-
master and the 308 of a Clesk to & Peor Law
Union,

It would reguite the professionsl sicill of so Ac-
luary 1o Rualyse and correct the stotistics of the
Quten's Colleges.  We do not impute designed falsi-
fication tu the acconuts which they publish, but we
nszerl that, had they been drawo up with the ex-
prees view to deceive, the public, they could not
bave been better framed for that object. We have
several official sources of statiatical information re-
epecting the Queew’s Colleges, thus Parliamentary
Estiviates, Annual Reports of each ot the Colleges,
Anuual Reports, and also the Calendar of the
Queen’s University, the Report of the Roysl Com-
miseiva of 1857-58, sud special Parliameatary Re-
turus. Tt is respecting the precise oumber of dis-
ticct individvals who bave received instruction in
the Colleges that the main difficulty arises. The
sludents conmet of two classes, matriculated and
non-matriculated. The inatriculated students, ns
shown in our last article, Rmounted, in the nine years
ending 1857-58, to 1,209, or ai Bn average, 134 atu-
dents to the three Colleges, or 45 to each. There

beng twenty professors to each College, apart from
the President, Regisuar, Bursar, Librarian, and
otber officers, the entrances, in Lbe nine years, were
only st the rute of 2! students 1o each Professor.—
Besides the matriculated, there were also non-matri-
celated students in each of the Colleges during tnis
period. These attend particular classes only, and
tLeir nember varied from the maximum of 152, in
1848-49, 10 the minimum of 33, in 1852-53, the mean
number of the uine years haviog been 62 annually.
This total of 539 noo-matriculated students, of
whom 355 were from Belfast, with the 1,209 matri.
culated studeats, for the same period, would appear
10 indicate 1,768 individuxl students as baviag been
under instruction in the aggregate of the frst nine
years of the operation of the culleges. Oa examina-
tion, however, it will be foupd that £2, or‘ﬁre per
cent., of those students are entered 1o duplicate, as
41 in Belfast, 31 in Cork, and 7in Galway, of the

- Viceroys, Premiers,
Chaacellors, Judges, Cuiefs of Departments,.Expéct-
ants, 1 fuct the whole public' gervice has .been the
handmaid of the Queen's Colleges, nnd ever active to
promote their interesté. No less a sum than £60,000
has been spent, within 1he last 12 yenrs, upon Scho<
larshipe and Prizes for the Students, or  £5,000 per
apnuw., The National Board voted thenm;, without
even the form of an exumination; ten Inspectorships,
commencing at £200 or £275 and rising to £370,
and, it muy be, £750 per avnuin. ‘A ‘menopoly of
their own College Offices was asecured to them.  India
supplied Writerships, and Japan and China  Inter-
preterships with which to stimulate the flagging zeal
of recruits for matriculation. Baclhelors ripened like
blackberries ; Diplomas in Law, Engincering, snd

Agriculture could, literully, be bad for less than
nothing ; nod Medical Degrees were deemed so worth-
less that, a3 appears in evidence, many declined them
gratis, preferring to pay for them in [Institutions of
reputation. )

In the Paper read by Professor Kavanagh in the.
Socinl Seience Cougress, and in the Pamphlet by
Rev. Professor Haughton, the fucts in which are taken
from the Report of the Roral -Commission upon the
Queen's Colleges, it is proved that almost every Stu-
dent who takes a Degree in the Queen’s University
obtains bis support during bhis three years Under-
Gracuate Course, pays his College Fees, defrays his
expenzes 10 and from Dublin to be examined, and also
the tee for his Degree, and, in addition, walks off with
somesvhat over £14ia bis pocket. Wil  these tacts
before him, we leave Sir Robert Pee!l und the Govern-
ment 10 chuckle over the strlement, that, after twelve
years, and Ubiversity Education thus prostituted,
they reckon 202 Catholic Students, non-Matriculated
and Matriculated, upon tbe Books of the three
Queen's Colleges, and the Catholic entrances for
Matriculation last Session as 70, out of a population
of four and a-half millions of Catholics.

It the number of Students is unduly increased by

the dubious statistics adverted to, still more, by a
like artitice is the pumber of Graduates. Diplomas
in Law are reckosed thiz year but to re-nppear

pectants, who hold Degrees in nnother University, go
in to obtain correspouding «d eundemn Dagrees in the
Queen's University, of which, at the last meeting
aloue, there were no lesa than eight instances. The
next and latest juggle, however, is rather clumsy,
Certificates in Arts are now given to two classes of
youths nst belorgicg to the Queen's Colleges—First
Class Certificates to those above, and Second Class
10 those below 15 years of age, the examinations for
which are couducted in the Queen’s Colleges. The
holders of these Certificates, 18 youths over, and 9
under 15 years of age, some of them boys from Na-
tional nad other Schools, und-some of them Nutional, !
acd other Primary Schoolmasters. were arrayed ai
the recent mnecting, in St. Patrick's Hall, and their
names paraded in the official return to the Press, as
amongst the fruits of the Queen’s College Education.
Duplicates and Tripicates, Ad eundems, Diplomas, n
tfew boau fide Degrees, immature Graduates, aud Cer-
tificales 10 Primary School urchins, it was a rare
sighu to witness the motley sham, the elevgnth year's
crop of the new University in Ireland.

You see what your indiscreet accumplice bas re-
vealed to the public.

Some hopes were entertained up to the
present, the weasher being fine from the 14th of Qc-
tober, but the urf ia by no means snvgd throughout
the countiry. Whers turf used to be in abundance
in other yesrs, there is scarcely a clamp to be geen,
atill the people appear to be pretty well contented.—
The district is peacesble. This part of the'county
will pot suffer n3 much from the potato blight as
was thought. [ am of opinion that fully one half

of the potata crop will be saved.

I1rana.—The grest scarcity will be in fuel._ Tl:'ue
poor will greatly suffer from thiz. The turf lies in
the bog still quite wet, and the greater part wgll not
be saved.

to assame the aspect of distress; and though there
yet remains a small portion of the potato crap which
may be aveilable for some weeks, there isno pos-
gibility of averting a local famine and.ull its accom-
panying and consequential horrors, if prompt a.nd
decizive measures be not taken in time to provide
againgt the impending calamity. From one district
the information before us amounts lo el assurance
that three-fourths of the potato crop are gone, and
that the remaining fourth is 30 deteriorated in quality
a3 to be bardly f¢ for humnn food. In &nother the
poor-rates have already risen. to 43 1n the pound,
with & prospect of their rising still bigher. We
understand thav Sir Robert Peel has resolved to sce
for himself the actual condition of the districts which
are threatened with distress, and that his preseat
toor to the west is rather prompted by daty than by
n thirst for pleasure.— Freeman's Journel,

and the preseat and anticipated sufferings of the
people from want of fuel.” Among those present
were the clergy, the agents of the Ballinahinch and
Clifden estates, Mr, J. J. Bodkin, D.L. (late ).P. for
the county Galway), and several landed proprietors,
who came from great distances on a most inclement
day, to take part in the proceedings. The Report
continues : —* Some very good and feeling speeches
were made by the cbairman and the movers and se-
conders of the several resolutions, and after fully dis-
cussing sud maturely conmsidering the state of the
country, they fixed it as set forth in the resolutions,
aad as they said under the mark, because they invite
investigation. The green crops have not been al-
luded to; they always bave been a great auxiliary
to the potato and grain crops, but this year, thoze
crops having alike suffered very much, will mate-
rially affect the farmer, not having them aa a substi-
tuts to full back upon. There may be as much food
in the country a3 may suffice for a few months, but
in respect of fuel the people are already suffering;
# few instances in different parts here, out of the
many that conld be given, may be sufficient to show
that the most prompt action to bring relief is im-
perative. A large well-known establishment bere in
this town, notwithstanding the great exertions
made, could not obtain a sufficient supply of turf;
they have, therefore, to proecure coal. Another fact
—a gentleman from this town having business in the
country wa3 detsined there at night, and st the
house in which he stopped they were unable to cook
his dinner for want of fire ; and the only alternative ;
was to draw from the roof of the house a few wattles
to do so. The heath on the mountrin was too wet
to light, and no person in the villege could accom-
modate us, all were i a similar coadition. A third
fact is —about a fortnight since, some gentlemen
were going to attend an auction of timber in another
and distant part of this district, and baving travel.
led on a very rainy day, put up at a very respectable
bonase, situated in the very centre of o turf country,
and a people who bave made tur{ a profitable trade
~—yet, there wa3 not as much firing as might dry
their drenched clothes. Those facts, demonsirating
the condition of the people in respect of fuel, require
immediate attestion; und [ am Sure it muss have
beea an omission gn the part of the geatlemen form-
ing the meeting not 1o do something themselves, as
they are certainly philanthrophic enough to go any
length to alleviate this great want. They truthfally
placed the state of the country before the Govern-
ment, but pending the Government’s aciion much
suffering, it not efficieatly, ccuid be partinlly reliev-
ed by theiv geiting in here a cargo or two of coal,
direct from the colliery, and retailing it out at such
prices as would cover the cost price and expenses.”

A great deal of angry feeling is manifesting itself
and very naturally, at an alleged refusal of religious
rites to the remains of MacManus.

Excruatox oF Catumorics rRox THE JUry. — If
there be one thing more than another which has
reodered British rule in Iraland truly odious, it is
the tenacity with which the Anglo-Saxon officinls
have clung to the infamous practice of jury-packing.
It would appear that this practice had its origin in
the reign of the good Quecn Bess of pious memory,
when packed inquisitions fonnd certain rights vested
in the crown, to which the monarch previously made
no claims, and which her Majesty paccelled out
amongst her loyal subjects with no niggardly econo-
my. The praciice which was 8o successful in de-
priving the aborigines of their properties, was soon
introduced into our criminal jurisprudence, and, ac-
cordingly, deprived them of their lives also. It ig
uannecessary for n3 here to enter inio any lengthened
description oi the manner in which the Irish Catho-
lics were despoiled of their rights as subjects, and
civil privileges as citizens: those rights and privi-
leges, bowever, having been restored by act of Par-
liament. The subject for inquiry is—have those en-
truated with carryiog out the iaw done so praperly,
or have they in a spirit of bigoted intolerance de-
feated the intention of the legislature? In ordimary
caBeg, in the sounthern and western countries, the
jury panels are said to be faicly enough returaed,
and only in Ulster is the principle of excluding Ca-
tholics persevered in. In the great Catholic county
of Donegal there are rarely or never more thae four
or five Catholic names upon the panel; and thege
persons are vsually selected from the oxtreme ends
of the county, and seldom attend. In Tyrone, gon-
erally some eight or ten Catholics find their names
upoo the panel, but very few of them find their way
into the jury-box. [n Derry and Fermanagh things
nre mannged in a far more liberal spirit, but at the
aame time, in oeitber of these counties are Catholica
called upon to serve ag jurocrs in proportion {o their
numbers, properiy qualification, and iutelligence,—
The counties to which we have referred muy be tak-
en as & tolerably faic representation of the working
of the present jury system in Ulster; und effective
measures should be at once andopled to remeady the
evils complained of. These measures should be
practical; and where the evils exist they should be
fully explaiued. Mere geuerslizing witl not do, peo-
ple must apply tbemselves to cool mattersjof Inct.
In order to make auy remonstrance on this subject
effective, it wifl be necessary that the punels fur each
of the northern counties should be carefully examin-
ed, and the fuct ascertained thut the gumber of Cu-’
tholica on the paael are not in propostion to the
pumber that are legaliy entitied to serve ns jurogs.
Also, that there are persens upon the jurors list whn
have not the necessary propersy or qualifization,
whilst there are others who have it that are exciud-
ed. Next week we shall have something more to
gay upon this subject, and we hope to be able w put
before our porthern friends, if they be really in ear-
nest on the subject, such suggestions as will ensble
them to work out the matter practically . —Irish-
mai.

A LARGE VESHSEL OX THE RLACKWATER BANK —DAS-
TARDLY GONDUCT OF AN AMSRICAR QAPTAIX,

The following 3tatement, which wag drawn up vy
the parties whose sigpatures sre attnched, bas been
communicated os by n geatleman of high respectn-
bility, a J.P. of the county Wexford ; it is the au-
thentic aecount of what actually took place, nnd, in
justice to those who exerted themselves so meritori-
oualy, we publish it: —

Mortig Castle, Kilmuckbridge, county Wexford,
October, 31, 1861
In the case of the Ship E.Z. of New York, from Liver-
pool, bound to New York.

We, the xndersigned, do hereby certity that on the
25th nlt., a vessel wrs obserred on the ‘!

the *eaptain' said he' had’his
revolver, and told the mate to get bis, and thatif

oo shore ; he snid he would not, with sn oatb, if it
wa3 to save our lives. In the evenirg we all four,
lay down to reat in the fore-peak; the captain then
asked where were those Irishmen, and ordered the
decks to be cleared,and to throw the Irishmen over-
board; we then were gent, by the captain's orders,
down, under the half-deck, and remuioed there a!
short time, when he ordered us up again, and told
his crew to stand'by with hnndspikes to dash our
brains out A3 we came up; he also ordered that we
shonld not have any food but brend and water once
& day ; the ship, fortuoniely for us, was run acruss
the chunnel, not having kept her course during the
night, the captain being all the time in a state of’ in- !
losication. Hence we owe our being landed ; for}
the wind being about N E, he might have taken us;
away, had not a Bullycotton hoat taken us on shore;
bat the captain would not give them anything for
landiog us, and even would not pay the sum which
we agreed with bim for, in fact, when we left him
with our lives, we were thankful to God,  {tis al-’
most impossible 10 describe the fear we were iu, and |
the most barbrrous trestmment we received at tie
hands of Cnptain Hodges, of the ship E. %, of New
York., When we landed at Ballyeotiun, we reported
our treatment to the Chief Boatman at the station,
to the Inspecicr Commander of Coasiguarda, and to
Collector of Yougbal, who requested us tu muke our
cage koown when we got home. We have done 30
to the Chief Boatman at Morris Caatle, Mr. Pound,
who was that day on bonrd the veasel with his crew,
but bis services were notaccepted. We also have
1o state that at the time the vesszel got off the bank
neither the mate nor captain was on deck, but were
seot for to inform them the vessel was off. They
then came on deck, and the Cuptain told Leary that
if the vessel struck the ground he would blow his
braios, and on our landing at Ballycotton, we were
without money, and had to beg our way home, a dis-
tance of 108 Irish miles,

Hsz-
zard) was not very well, and if his death was caused
by the exertions that might be made to remove him
from court, he would hold his Lordship responsible
therefor. (To the policeman)—Dont hurt me! This
is an iliegal act! This i3 a court of justice !

“ Master of the Rolls.~ Policeman, if you do not
remove bim from court [ will have you discharged.

“ Mr. Hazzard (in an excited manper).—You buve
no vigat. When will you bear my suit? You know
I charge perjury, forgery, robbers. (To the police-
man)—[ am a hrave man and & geatleman, and you
cannot remove me.

“ A scene which is difficuit 1o describe here
took place. 'I'wo policemen epdeavoured to remove
Mr. Hazzard, who struggled violently, and retiring
to the corner of the zeat for some minutes resisted I
the combined efforts of the two policemen, and |
taking the hat of one of them crushed it against:
the hench, while at the same time, in & very
excited tone, bie exclaimed that e tind digsease of the
heart, and did not deserve such treatment, nor had
the policemen any right to break his leg. Ulumately
alter considerable difficuity, he was removed by the
two policemen ; and the busineas of the Court was
perruitted to be proceeded with.”

Opi- |
nions may vary 45 to the causes of this nlarming ex- |
tension of lunacy, bet we agree with the Inspeciors
in nscribing it, in no smail degree, to the effectsof
the Revival movement which passed over Ulster 1wo :
years since. Qur Protestant contemporariez natu-
rally deprecate this view of the case; and the Dok
Times, wildly reproving the Inspectors for referring
to the subject, endenvours 1o prove the eupposed ex-
tension of insnnity in the ¢ Revival districis” 1o be
all a myth, becauzs the iomates of the- Belfust aod
Londonderry Asylums ¥ exbibited a very remackable
stendiness of number during the periods before, dur-
ing, und after the Revivals,” This muy appenr rea-
gonable at first sight ; but oo referring to the tables
appended to the Inspectors’ Report, it will be up-
parent that the asylumes in question coutained, oo
cach of the occasions nlluded Lo, more than it could
properly anccomwmodate. The non iocrease of num-
bers, tiercfore, the limitsof which were immovably
fixed by the state of accommodation in the public in-
gtitutions, i3 no test of the extension or diminu'ion
of the malady. The fuct is, that in 1838, 1859, und
1860, the Belfust and Derry asyluwas coutained more
than their complement. Had our contemporary
taken the trouble of examinizg the returns, be might
eusily hnvs satisfied himself of the sad effects pro-
duced by religious excitement. Take, for justance,
the Belfust aud Derry asylum distriets, referred to in
the Irisk Timnes, nod what are the facts? These dis-
trity jcclade the counties of Antrim, Down, Done-
gal, und Londonderry. Oa the 313t March, 1857,
the total number of actual lunatics (exclusive of
idiots or epileptics) in ths districts nnounted to 895,
of whom 539 were in ngvluma, 71 in poorhouses, 7in
juils, and 277 at large. On the 3lsc March, in the
present year, the number had reached 1,248, of whom
there were in asylums, 612 ; im poorhouses, 186; in
jaily, 58, and at large, 392. If we exclude from Lhe
calealstions those in asylums, most of whom would
seem to be chronic cases, not likely to be affected
by religious excitement, it would appear that the
uumber of lunatica in the districts has increaaed
from 356in 1857 to 636 in 1861, oras the rate of 80
per cent, against a correspondiog incrouse of 38 per
cent throughout the rest of the gonatry.— Nution.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

TiE enormous armaments of France have loug
excited not only the anxiety, but the wonder of
Turope. Whilst they were a slanding menace
1o other and pacifically disposed countries, they
seemed o the statesman to offer a financial phe-
pomenon ; and men asked one another ©liow
does Louis Napoleon contrive to pay for all
thece things #°  This question bas sow been
apswered, and in a manner which will tend to
allay both the alarm and the surprise of the
world. The costly armaments of France hare
not been paid for ; and have been bitherto main-
tained by the old-fashioned expedienl of con-
tracting debie, to an amount which the finances
of France, great, powerful, and populous, though
that couutry may be, will scarcely be able to
liquidate. By the last arrivals from Europe it1s
annouuced that there is a defiet of £40,000,000
sterling, equivalent to an entire year's revenue ;
and confidence 1 the stubility of the Imperial re-
gme is so greatly shuken, that itas notlikely thai
cupitahists will deean 1t a safe speculation to vest
their money 10 the new loans which have been
spoken of as one of the means to be adopted
for restoring order in the Fremch fnances.—
Under these circumstances the Emperor will find
hinsedf  compelled to reduce his military and
naval establishments “to a level with the actual
wanits, and pecuniary capabilities of lus subjeets,
aud this system of retrenchment appears to be
1hat which the French ruler has determined to
adopt. e has called in M. Fould to the Cabi-
net, as Minister of Ifinances; and as the fatier
is well known 1o bave been averse to the late
war, it may be presumed that a pacific policy
s been also detevmived upon, and that the
« reetification” of France’s frontiers on the side
of the Rhine has been indefinitely posiponed.—
There is besides, so it is hinted, much discontent
amongst the people of Irance with their present
Government ; and under (bese circumstances,
these financial, political and dynastic embarrass-
ments, Louis Napoleon will be cautious how he
provokes hostilities with Austria, or encourages
in Ttaly a policy which must, if pursued, inevit-
ably involve France in. war with the Germanie

From Italy the tidings are most encouraging.

Everywhere, in the North as in the South, there
1s springing up a general and intense disgust
against the rule of Piedmont. In the Kingdom
of Naples 1t is not only amongst the partisuns
of Francis II. that this feeling dispiays stself ;
for thousands who were by uo meaas friendly 1o
the Bourbon dynasty -are actively bostile as to-
wards the intrusive Governmnent of Vicler Em-
mapuel. Their natiooal pride is burt by the
treatment that they lave received from the
Piedinontese invaders ; they feel that their coun-
try has been dealt with, and 1s still ruled, like a
conquered Province; and even the extreme
members of the revolutionary party are offended
at the transfer-of the Seat of Govermaent from
Naples' to ‘Tarie.  In the North, the same
causes which immediately "provoked the Ven-
deeans to take up arms agmmnst the Convention
are at work, and with similar results..

The rupture betwixt Austria and Huagury 1s
complete. The Constizution of the latler has
been suspended, and superseded by anartial law.
The condition of Poland is still e same, and
:an appeal lo arms to decide betwixt the oppress-
ed and ther oppressors cannot, to all appear-
ances, be very remote. The internal condition
of Russia is however by uo weans that of calm.;
and what with the discontent of the lately eman~
cipated serfs with the mperfect boon bestowed
upon them, and what with the. disgust of the
landed  proprietors with, what .they deem, the
confiscation ol their property—a Russian social
and political revolution seems to be impending.

The cotton famue is telling seriously upon the
artizaps of England, even as the failure i the
potato crop 1s spreading desolation amongst the
peasantry m many districts of lrelaud. The
prospects for the winter are not bright and no
feasible sehene has as yet been broached, either
for securing an immediate supply of cotton for
the manufacturers, or for warding off the horrors
of destitution of another kind, with whick lreland
is auain seriously menaced.

The capture of Messrs. Slidell and Masoo
on board of an English mail steamer by the U.
States ship Saze Jacinto forms the chief topic of
discussion wwongst our republican peighbors,
Musty fyles of eewspapers are diligently ran-
sacked for precedents to justify the act; and if
uo precedents can be found, then are they boldly
invented. Thus much stress was lad wpon the
alleged capture of an American Jiplomatic agent
from on board of a Dutch slup, by an English
frigate, the VestaZ, during the War of Indepen-
dence. Here, it was coutended, was a precedent,
or case in pomt; but upon exammation it appears
that the Americon envoy was caplured from on
poard, uot of a Duich or neutral vessel, but, of
an American packet ship.  The question atissue,
and which diplomatists will be called upon to dis-
cuss is ts—+ Has o government the right to
claim political offenders upon the high seas when
under the protection of a neutral flag and on
board of a neulral ship, sailing {rom one neutral
port to another 7’ [t must be rememnbered that
it is as rebellious subjects, as political offenders,

and npot as the ambassadors of a belligerent

Power, that Messrs. Slidell and Mason are ireat-
ed by the authonties of Washmgton. The lat-
ter do not profess lo recognise the Seceded
Stutes as belligerents ; and cannot therefore, With-
out giving the lie to their professions, and claims
of sovereiguty over the Southern Confederation,
recognise its envoys to Turope as ambassadors
or “ contraband of war.” Itis therefore only in
their capacity of rebels, or political offenders,
that the Northern Government can claim the
right to detain Messrs. Slidell and Mason a> pri-
soners ; and therefore the only question at issue
is one as to the nght of a Goverawment (o arrest
such offenders, or rebels, upon the bigh seas, and
when on board of the ships of other nations?
This question will no doubt be discussed calmly
and in good faith by the representauves of the
two countries interested therein j and by the re-
sult of that discussion we are well content to abide,
trusng that 1t may termioate honorably and
amicably., War is one of the greatest of earthly
calamities, and there 15 scarce any sacrifice which
should not be made o avert so great an evil.—
But even war is not the greatest calamity ; and
to sacrifice national honor Lo preserve a preca-
rious peace, would be the most injudicious of all
conceivable policies. What may result from the
present tmbroglio no man can foresee. We may
be sure that tie British Government earnestly
desires to avoid war,and that it will not fight un-
less compelled to do so i defence of the honor
of us flag. But at the same tine, it wili proba-
bly, aud with reason, insist upon applyiug to the
case of the seizure of passengers on board of the
Trent, by a United States slip, the same princi-
ples ol iaternational law as those which the Go-
vernment of the United States would insist upon
applying to the case ol one of thewr own ships
stopped and searched upon the high seas by a
British cruiser 3 and to 1he seizwre on board
thereof of rebels, or political offenders - against
Briush rule.  Liord Lyons, it would appear, has
carefully abstained from comwmitting himself upon
the subject. He is probably waiting for instruc-
tions from home how 16 act 5° and until these mn-

this mode of procedure, to this test, to these
oracies, no U. Canadian Protestant can object ;

vince is more wealthy, and better educated than
that to wiich his Romish fellow-subjects be-
long. 1 there be any material advantages on
either side, they are altogether on the sule of the
Anglo-Saxon and Protestant portion of our
mixed population ; and 1f statisties show any
difference betwixt its moral condition and that
of the other or Catholic section, and to the ad-
vantage of the lotter, that dierence must be
owing exclusively to the moral and religtous
superiority of Popery ; — since in all other re-
spects we must “yield the palm to Protestaut
Upper.

Here then we have a series of figures, which
establish the facts, that in proportion to its num-
bers the Protestant element m our community
furnishes the immense preponderance of serious
crime; and that the average criminahty of Up.
per Canada is {ar greater thun that of the Low-
er section of the Province. Tor this phenomenon
there must bYe a cause. That cause caunol be
found in the different political conditions of the
two communities—for in this respect there is no
dificrence betwixt them. Neither can it be
found m any unfortunate material or plysical
condition to winch Upper Canada is exclusively
subject-—for in this respect the advaotage s on
the side of that sectiop of the Irovince which
enjoys a milder climate, and can boast of possess-
ing a more fertile soil than have fallen 10 the lot
of Lower Cavada. But if neither in the mate-
rial nor in the political conditions of . Upper Ca-
nada can the cause of its constant superabeadans
criminality be found, then inust that cause be
looked for elsewhere ; and amongst ils moral and
religions conditions wust we expect to find the
secret of that remarkable contrast betwixt us
people, and the people of Lower Canada, which
official statistics force upon our attention. The
latter are for the most part Catholics—the for-
mer Protestants 5 aod to the supernatursl inflo-
ence of Catholicity or Popery upon its profes-
sors, and not Lo any natural moral superiority of
the TFrench Canadian over the Anglo-Saxon,
must we altribate the comparative imumunity
trom crime which distingnishes the foriner, and
the widely-spread, deep-roeted depravity wineh
charnctenises the other, That this hypothesis 1s
well-founded we may feel certain from iwo coun-
siderations. One—that when the French Cana-
dizn, as too often bappens when he crosses the
Liges to the United States, throws off his Popery
he becomes one ol the most disgusting and de-
praved specimens of humanity with which lnstory
and modern researches have, as yet, made us ac-
quainted. e apes and exaggerates all the
worst features and vices of those whose Protest-
antism he bas adepted. He spits more thin an
ordinary Yankea; he blasphemes more, und with
more diabolical energy ; and he becomes more
coarse and repulsive in his person, manners, and
language, than are those whom it s his ambition
to imitate, and {or whom it is his pride to be wis-
taken. This shows that it is not to any natural,
but tosome supernatural, endowment thar the
Popish French Canadian owes that geoeral ur-
banity, that politeness, suavity of manner, purity
of morals, and decorum ofluuguage':.xmi demean-
or for which ke 15 honourably distingaished
amongst all the races on the Continent of Aune-
rica. o ' '
" A second consideralior s this—"That the sume
difference which statistics ‘reveal as obtaiting
betwixt Upper Canadian and Liower Casadian
crimigality, abtains also betwixt the criminality
of Catholics and that of Protestants ; the faller
farnishing more than-two-thirds of the.total nun-
bzr of convicts sentenced to the DI'enitentiary.

And’;here we find the secret of the davor with
which that party is fooked upon. by many well
meaning, but badly informed and thoroughly
d persons in England, and on this Con-
ynent. They hear that the Italian revolution is
2 movement towards Protestantismn, und  this
tickles thewr ears, blinds their eyes, and leads
captive their understanding.  They care not
for things, but are satisfied with words; they
jearn that the Itabans are “ coming out of
Babylon,” and they make up tbeir mindsat once,
1bat the exiles are en route for -the * conven-
sicle ; they hear that the Papists of Turnm and
Floreuce are by thousands casting off the © Man
of Sin® and they conclude rashly, ilfogically,
and prematurely, that, like the -demoniac men-
tioned ia the Gospel, they are sitting clothed and
in their right minds at the feet of some Tuscan
Spurgeon.  This is a greal mistake,

The Italians, many of them at.all events may,
and probably will as the revolutionary fever
spreads, cease 1o be Catholics, and 1 this sense
(hey will of course become Protestants. ‘But
in (;easing to be Cathohes they will cease also,
and at the same time, 1o be, or.even to profess
ihemselves Christians. The day -for Calvinism,
or any other Zsma, is passed ; and -he who throws
off  ecclesiastical authority” will not be such a
fool as to submit himself or his conscience to
ay other. With the inunense majority of
« converted ;Romanists,” the revolt agaiust * ec-
clestastical authority® is the revalt, not of the
intelligence, but of the passions. The Church
is. distasteful to them, not because of the mys-
teries of faith which she propounds to thew ac-
ceptance, but because of the restraints which
she imposes upon their bellies and fieshly lusts ;
(ke “spiritual absolutism® against which these
mep Tebel 1s but that command whiel: the Chureb
enoins upon all her childven, to live honestly,
soberly, and chastely, to deny themselves and to
bring their bodies under subjection to the spirit ;
and they have no particular quarrel with Romish
dogma until they.discover that that dogma is ia-
separably connected with Romish asceticism.—-
These are they who form what we may term the
« Achifli-Gavazzi” class of converts.

Besides these there are others of a higher
order both morally and intellectually, who fall
victuns, not to lheir.mere animal propensities, but
to pride, and because they will not become as
one of those litile ones whom Christ Himself pro-
pounded to us as our.models. To these men, to
Protestantisers of this class, it is not any Bomish
doctrine in particular that presents an insurmount-
able difficulty ; for tasmnds of this class the doc-
trine of the Incarnation is as unreasonable, and
therefore, as incredible as that of Transubstantia-
non; the idea of bell with its eternal and retri-
butive, or as some call them vindictive, punish-
ments, is more revolting than the idea of a Purga-
lory with its expiative, or purificative, aud there-
fore unly temporary"suﬂeriags ;3 and an infallible
hook is to them as incomprehensible at least as
an infallible Church or an.infallible Pope.

In the Apennines of the ex-Duchies and Ro-
magna nre hundreds of young rusaways, who are
now only absconding, but whom want and evil sug-
gestions will too probably in course of time tura into
brigands, Oa the vther hand not a few of the con-
sceipts desert nnd-cross over to the Austriung, swell-
ing the ranks of the battalions still under the allegi-
aoce of Francis V, of Austria-riste, The late levies
bave by no means strengtheoed the army, and
threstea to increase brigandage. = .

Some of the old [talinn States were free from con-
scription, and the priests and some of the incorrigi-
ble resctionary naobles everywheré' eucourage rebel-
lion ngaiunst the decrees for the levy, and favour de-
sertion, Whetber the Government, by & greater
display of energy and watchfulness, could have
lessened these disorders I will not nodertake to de-
cide. ;

Again, the Government i3 taken to task for its in-
capacity in the mapagemeat of tbe finances.

Next to their innbility to raise moaey in the fair--
est and most rational way, the Ministers are charged
with lavishness and partislity in the employment
of it.

Mennwhile, all we know i3 the bure fact that mil-
lions of public money are giveu for the furtherance
of private speculrtion, and it i3 # fact which, even in
Italy, creates & rather uneasy sensntion.

Finally, we hear the everlasting complaint about
the bestowal of public psatronage. Every portfolio,
it is said, is turned into a mere manufacture of place-
men. Employes are multiplied to infinity, both in
the central and the provincial administration, and,
what is worse, the greater the number of functiona-
ries the greater the confusion and more desperate
the disorder. Salaries and pensions crush the State,
but it would scem as if no work were done You
meet hardly any men about but officials away from
their office; and even members of the magistracy
and holders of professorships seem to enjoy the hap-
piest sinecure. There is hardly any study going on
in the Universities, and with 26 judges of the Court
ot Appeal at Bologna, for in3tance, lawsuits are
woefully in arrear. It would be impossible for the
bitterest enemy of the present Administration to lay
all this mismanagement of the public business at
their doors. The begging for places, the corvee for
the good things of the State, is something irresist-
ible. It isan evil of old standing, to which all pro-
visional Governments, all Jocal inflcences, have con-
tributsd. Every patriot, you would almost say,
zust huve & tug at the miich cow, and the art of
saying nay to & petitioner is most difficult for a man
at the head of a conntry in nn unsettled and transi-
tional state, Altogether the meeting of Parliament
takes place under. favorable auspices, even if we
only consider the position of internal affuirs,—Cor.
of the Times. . .

If waat this moment behold
Naples suffering under every form of violence which
rapacity, ambition, and hypocrisy can inflict on that
fair region, we need only recur to the tranaactions
of helf a century back to find the antecedents of the
present events. Fifty-five years ago Naples was
stricken by a mightier buccaneer thaun Cavour, and
King Victor Emmanuel has had King Joseph tor a
predecessor in his career. With the same absence
of provocation or motive beyond perscnal ambition,
which prompted Count Cavour in his piratieal expe-
dition to Naples, the Great Napoleon had ruthlessiy
seized on that kingdom and overthrown a dynasty.
The oniy difference between them is, that the great
conquerar was execrated asa monster of nerfidy,
whils the petty monarch receives the applause of all
England—moral Englarnd, asshe dubs herself. Na-
poleon creates & King Joseph, Yictor Emmanuel
creates o King of italy. Itis curious to mark the
identity of principles and proceedings by which both
moanrchy bave been actuated. Nnpoleon shouts for
blood, military executions, the gallows, expulsion of
the priestpdd, the seizure of their property, the burn-
ing of tofvns aud villages, the shooling ot the inha-
bitants, the ‘* banditti,” the ** brignuds,” as they
were then 85 now called ; but he merely anticipntes
General Cialdial and the other rulers of Southern
Izaly.
