TEE DECENDANT OF THE O'NERILLS

Retiring Into the village of Slane, Sir Fraseis
O’Neill,, €th Baronet, the dercondant of a kingly
race, and the hineman cf the lords Mornington ard
Dunsany, rented a cabin of four apsrtments, and
kept ip it & small huckater's-sbop and dasi-y, the pro-
duce of two cows, whilst bia to borses snd c-ris, last
remnant of bis stock, attended by hiasecond son,
John O'Neill, carted, flaur for hire from the mills of
Stane to Dublin. Io that humble cebin the aged
and poverty-stricken baronet was visited in the

The anble viscount
di‘ not live to fulfil the promisu he then made to
better the cozdition of this reduced gentleman cf
bhig house, for in & stort month afterwards he was in
big grave, barbarately and tre:cherousiy murderad
at Antrim by tke retels of Killead. Sir Franeis
O'Neill, himself ghocked by the avent, and
by the feeling that 1be last reed on which
he dependod was broken socn followed, and
in the year 1799 wa3 placed beside Lis father, Sir
Heory, inside the ruias of the old church of Mount
Newton, Inayear and a balf after hi3 interment,
hig wife, Lady O'Neill, weg laid by hizside. Ser-
jeant Major Bryan O'Neill, whom [ well remember
was & tall acd distioguished looking man, in whom
the mppearance sud mauners of a gentlemar, des..
pite hia age aad poveriy, and the ordeal throcgh
which he bad passed bore evidence to the gentle
blood of O'Neill. _His eldest pon, Francia
O'Neill, a Qoffic-msker in that game Cork-
street, did ki3 best to stem the tide of wisfartuue,
but all his efforts in vain.

Many of tbege
motkers shocking to say, are ucder the ages of fif-
teen, wben giving birth fo their illegiiimate children
and aach are nsually the victims of villainons gedue-
tiou or combinations which make the fathera of these
uofortunate offspring fa: mora guilty than the young
motbers whom they betray or entrap.” The New
York Daily Times, of 1a3t Sunday, seems not less
borrified. Itsays: * We are dying out, we pative
imericans The combined testimony of City, State
nud national census reports, teatifies o the alarmiog
fact, and the questios is what is to be dene abonc it ?

and girls above a certain age. Wae tell, him ifhe will
make ir.qulries, be may flnd the same atnte of things
prevailing much nearer home. ‘ What'a to be done?’

NEWS OF THE WEZK.

The tolerahion granted tv public asscmblies by
the Imperial Goveroment of France bas brought
to light the fact that extreme Commuuistic prin-
cples are as prevalent as ever amongst a very
large section of tbe French people—using the
word  people” as 1t 1s used by Liouis Blanc and
other Communistic writers, to denote those only
who have no capital, or property whatsoever—be-
yoad the tools with which they work., All abore
this class in wealth, are, in Communistic pbrase—
beld to belong, not to the people, but to the
bourgeoiste: betmixt whom and the (ormer there
are eterpal epmities, to be appeased only by the
destruction of all proprietors, The extreme doc-
trines put forward in the drst French Revolutioo
now find therr open advocaies at great public
meetiogs io Paris, The Turco Greek difficulty
bas, it appears, been tided over for a season.

Tidings have been receivec from New Zealand
to the effect that the Maories engaged 1o the mas-
gacre at Poverty Bay bad been defeated with

Protestantism, by its nature, bas heen, 13, aod
ever will be em'nently eonducive to the progress
of Christianity, in the sense 1o which the Rev.
Mr. Cordoer employs that term. There 1s a2
fond, vo diffsrence whatsoever betwixt the two
Protestant divines, as they would themselves
perceive, and frankly ackoowledge, would they
but take the pains, as an esseotial prehmary, to
give each a concise and exhaustive defivition of
the term * Christianity.”

‘Wha! is Christianity ? In what does 1t essen-
Yially coosist? It s apparently a truismi to as
sert that the peculiarity of Christinoity 1s to be
found, not 1o that which it bas in common, or
that wherein it agrees, with aoy oiber religious
system whatsoever; but 1o that wherein
it differs from them al. And yet though
this be a mere treism, or self-evident proposition,
it underlies the whole question at issue betwixt
Dr. Ewer and the Rev. Mr. Cordoer. For in
what does Christianity, essentially, consist ?

Christianity certainly does not esseotially con-
sist in its monotheistic element, or in its profes-
sion of faith ‘n one, personal God.  For Judaism
and Mabommedunism are monotheistic ; and vet
neither one por the other is Christianity.

Neither does Cbristianity consist, esseatially,
1n its morahty, o 1 1ts views of the relations of
man to God, and of man to man. ¢ Thou shalt
love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and
thy neighbor as thyself ® was, and is as much a
doctrine of Judaism, as of Chnistianity : and yet
Judaism is no* Christianity, or otherwize all Jews
would be Christians,

What then is Christiamty 7 wherein does it
essenttally consist? or in ather words, wherein
does it essentially differ from all other religious
systems that have existed, or do exwt among
men? These are the questions which hr sharp,
exhaustive definitions require to be aoswered, if
the controversy betwixt Dr. Ewer, and the Rev.
Mr. Cordner is to be aught but an dle logoma-
chy, or dispute about words,

The Rev. Mr. Cordoer does ndeed in his.
sermon as reported 10 the press, give a guas®
definition of Cbristianity.  'We copy 1t :—

] regard Christianity B3 a rationa! roligion - 88
the perfection of reason.”— The Italics dre our own.

Dr. Ewer would probably, if called upon to
define in what light he regarded Christianity, re~

ply in some such terms as these :—

1T razard Cbristlanity ag a revealed religian —that
ig ag & supernataral religion —as therefore someth g
altogether above the plane in which aloae reason
¢an exsrcise ita legitimate fanctions.”

Tn other words; whilst accordiog to the Rev,
Mr. Cordoer’s idea of Christiamty, 1t is but the
« perfection of reason,” or the most perfect form
of Rationalism, according to Dr. Ewer, it is the
latest and highest development of Revelation, or
Supernaturalism. Aond so when the first asserts
that Protestantism bas been eminently conducive
to the development of Christiamiy, he substan-
tially asserts tbat it—DProtestantism—1is emi-
uently conducive to the progress of Rationalism:
which agam is precisely what Dr. Ewer
means to wmply, when he asserts that Protestant-
ism has been emmently unfavorable to Chris-
tianity—that is, 1o his idea of Christiamity as a
revealed, supernatural, “and therefore superra
tronal rehigion.

Agamn Dr, Ewer contends that Protestantism,
whilst powerfully destructive, bas never been
apylhing more. Powerful to sbake, to fult
dowa, to subvert, and to destroy, it bas, be con-
tends,approved itself impotent to build up.to con-
firm, and to create. Its trmmphs consist in
tce ruins {bat it has made, and which strew
tbe ground, Dr, Cordoer says svbstantially the
same thing, in the following enumeration of the

triumypbs of Protestantism : —

¢ 1 bald” he 8ays, * that Proteatintism has been a
guceess, and in the present shaking of the traditional
dogmns whichit bad ioherited from sacerdotaliem,
and which it b8 retain~d so 'ong withou! applying
therato the sesrching teats of i18 own principles —in
tke present shaking of these traditional creeds I say,
I see the promias of atill greater success

Of course : of stifl more violent shakings, of a
more extensive crash, of a more radica! subver-
version of all traditionzl creeds, and beliefs. But
thea this is just what Dr. Ewer sees, aod what
be looks upon as the destruction, or overthrow of
that which is essential to Christianity ; of all (hat
distioguishes it as a rehgion, trom mere oatural
religion : from the sickly sentimental religiosity of
Rousseau, from the mawkish culte of an Etre
Supreme preached by Robespierre, and 1 a
word, {rom the baldest Rationalism.

Protestantism is a success, according to the
Rev. Mr. Cordoer, Desause 1t is a prolest
agamst, and in so far as it exteuds a triwmph
over, sacerdotalism. He is right, but as com-
pared wilh what is commonly called Protestant.
1sm, the Freoch Revolution obtaaed far greater
success. That great convulsion was in truth
the culmination of Protestantism, for. then only
were its fundamental principles searchingly, and
thoroughly applied. When Gobel, constitutional
bisbop of Pars, with his clergy snd sacerdotal
clique, appeared at the bar of the Convention,and
putting off his saccrdotal garb made public profes-

sacerdotal garments, the devotees of reason rode
fram door to door of the dram sheps, driokiong
brandy from out of ihe consecrated vessels of the
altar, and burlesquerng the sacerdotal mummeries
of Popery — theo was celebrated the trumph
of Protestantism though stamed with in-
decency —then was the overthrnw of sa.

said that that day witoessed the triumph of
Christiamity, or even natural morality: bardly
can it be boasted that on that day «sre carried
out the principles of Hinm Whom Camille Des
movling, on the eve of his executioa, haled as a
brother sansculotte, Even the Rev Mr Cordoer
18 llogical encugh, because Christian enough, to
shrink from applywg to all traditional creeds,
beliefs, morality, and sacerdotalism, the search-
g test of kis own Protesting prisewples; for
therein he too would he compelied to acknow-
ledge the destruction of Chnistiamity.

The Rev. Mr. Cordner 15 certainly more
logical as a Protestant than are his brother Pro
testants, who still hold to a supernatural and,
therefore, superrational element in Christianity ;
but he 1s far inferior 1n logical consistency, not
only to the Hebertists, and the avowed worship-
pers of the Goddess of Reason; he is alsoin a
far more ridiculous and untenable position thao
was our old friend Maximiliea Robespierre—~what
time in sky blue coat, and with bouquet in hand,
that worthy apostle of the ® perfection of rea-
son,” walked devoatly through the Paria streets
in honor of the Fete of the Etre Supreme—a
fete if not so indecent and revolting as that of
the Hebertists, still as unsacerdotal, and as un-
Christian a spectacle as ever human ege beheld ;
and vet, according to tus, Mr. Cordoer’s, views
of Christianity, this too was a success for Pro
testantism, but according to Ewer, a triumph
over Christianity.

What the one therefore hails as a triumph,
the other instances and mourns over as a defeat }
whilst both agree in this: that the triumph of
the one, and the defeat of the other, 1s the wark,
the direc! logical result of Protesting principles
searchingly and uoflinchiogly applied.  Why
then should there be strife or word-war betwixt
two such men, to whom alike the honors of the
victor belong ?  Let then the contest cease !—
« Claudite jam rwos puerr;” or, as the Yaa-
kee vernacular has it, © Shut up.”

Execution oF WHELAN. — This prisoner
whose name has obtained an unenviable notorety,

as that of one whaose crime is the first of the kind
that has occurred in Canada, suffered the extreme
sentence of the law, oo Thursday last, at 11 a m.,
in the Ottawa jail, where he bad been confined
for seme time. He was attended in bis last
moments by the Reverend Mr. O’Connor, Se-
cretary to the Bishop of Ottawa, and by other
priests: the Swters of Charity bad also during
bis last hours been noremittiog in their attentions
to the doomed man : and we may hope that the
spiritual exbortations of tbe one, and the fervent
prayers of the others, may have procured for him.
the grace of penitence,and torgiveness of his sis
through the infinite merits of Our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ. Great as is the sin of
murder, yet, even for the worst of murderers,
there 13 mercy if he will but turn to the Lord»
and embrace the cross ere 1t be too late. God
alone knows what were the seatiments of the
convict at his last moments, but to all appearance
he had sought for pardon : and no one who seeks
for pardon through Christ, seeks in vain.

The prisoner made no public confession of his
guilt ; but the day before his execution he is said
to have signed some documents m which it 13
caid he admitted his complicity 1a the murder of
Mr, McGee, though he denied bhaving himself
fired the fatal shot: which was done by one of
two other accomplices, to whom e gave warning
of their victim’s approach, and whom he subse
quently aided in their flight.  These rumors, for
they are no moare, must be receiwved with caution.

On the scaffold, all the mdeous preparations
baving been completed, Whelan addressed a few
words to the crowd, in which, be by implication
acknowledged the justice of ibe senteoce about
to be executed on him. As reported in the pub-
lic journals, these were s last words:—

Frieads and fellow-countrymen,—I address a fow
words to you upon this solemn occasion. T trost
sou will pardon this my offence, This is my hope,
that you will forgive ma. I sck it from the boitom
of my heart in this solemn hour, and from a1l whom
T have ojnred by word or deed I ask forgiveness,
Goa save [reland ; and God save my soul,

Father O’Connur then presented to the con-
vict the emblem of our redemption, which the
latter kissed. Almost immediately the drop fell
with a louJ ootse, and the sou! of Whelan was in
the presence of the Alnighty Judge, from Whom
we may hope that he las oblained forgiveness.
Wten the body was cut down it was asked for
by his friends : but after mature deliberation the
authorities determme.l that it should be buried
within the precincts of the jail.

that for which Whelan has justly forfeited his
life: we bave had cases of wife poscnings, sud
husband ‘poisonings, and child murder: but from
its peculiar political character, and from the peo-
sition of ihe victim of the crime, there has been
pone which has attracted so much attention, and
excited so much morbid interest. Politrcal
assassing, so long as they merely cut the throats,
or blow out the bramns, of the partisans of legt-
timacy in Evrope ; roffizns who, hike the fellows
lately executed n Rome, steal at dead of might
upon their unsuspecting victims and blow them
up with gunpowder—are rather popular with, and
held ia honor by,Liberals in Canada; and the law
which sends them to the scaffald 13 deoounced as a
brutal remaant of medieval barbarity., But we
m Canada have shown tbe world—and 1 so
doing we have done well—that the rule which
Liberals would fam apply to political assassins 1o
Ttaly, will not be applied to political assassios
amongst ourselves: we have shown that the
Government of Quzen Victora, as well as that of
Pus 1X, is determioed that the murderer and the
assassin shall aot escape uowhipt of justice. We
trugt that the lesson may make a salutary im-
pression, and that the fate of Whelan may deter
others from imitating his crimes, if there be any
disposed to imitate them.

We have to coogratulate with all our heart,
our esteemed contemporary the Courrier du
Canada upon having entered upon the thirteenth
year of an existence hoborable to 1ts conductors,
and prolitable to 1ts readers.

LEOTURE BY TH® REV. FATHER O'FARRELL
ON THE IRISH QUESTION ~THE ESTAB-
LISHED QHURCH. -

(From the Evening Star.)

" After returning thaoks to the very large and re-
spectahlejaudience for;theirattendance, the lectur-
er referred to the existence of an Irish didficulty.
All admitted that there was something wrang in
Irelaad. Whigs and Tories agreed npon this
point. Eregland was at last alive to it. Bat
what was this diffizulty 2 He thoogbt 1t was the
Established Church.  Not, of ‘course, that other
and more Jargerous ones 1 a certain sense, did
not exwst, such as the Education difficulty, but

‘particularly the land question, which is of such

vital importance to the whole couatry. But he
beheved that the Church question was the root of
all the other difficulties ; and as long as the ascen-
dancy of a small minority over a large majonity
wag upheld, that the Laod question would remam
without a perfect solution. This would be seen
more clearly from the course of the lecture. To
develop the subject & systematic way, he would
cail their altention to three points:

{. The present conthtion and status of the Es-
tablished Church in Ireland.

2. Its past histary, and the efforts employed to
sustain and extend o, . '

3. Dis efforts upon the social and materiil con-
dition of Ireland.

In order to render the first point more intel-
ligible, and at the same lime avoid exaggeration,
he would conteal himself by quoting the cfficiol
reports furnished to the House of Commons by
Captain Stackpoole in 1864. These reports were
furmished by the lacumbents themselvss, and
cannot be suspected of unfairpess. Each of the
twelve dioceses of the Anglican Church would be
examwed in detail,

-1. The diocese of Cashe), Barly, Waterford,
and Lismore, Population in 1861, 370 978 ;
Catholics, 354,779, or 95:6 per cent; Angli-
cans, 13,833, or 3-7 per cent. These «Angli—
caos are provided for in 107 benefices or upions
of Parishes, ooly 94 churches, and 152 mimisters,
ncluding bishop and dignitaries. Sixteen bene-
fices, or 13 per cent, having no Auglicans; 25
berefices, or 23 per cent. have only 311 sou's,
or 124 iodividuals for every founrth benefice,
The annual expenditure is £43 137, or £3 2s.
3d for each individual. The acoual income of
these 25 benefices, with 311 souls, 13 £5 841, or
£96 12s for every Aoghcan family. The 107
beoefices wclude 261 parishes, 40 of these, or
fifteen per cent do not contsin cne Anglican ;
65 parishes, or 25 per cent, contain only from
one to ten Avglicans each. Notwithstandiag
the numerous slienations of church lands, by the
former bishops to their own friends or relatives,
such as the manor and castle of Lismore, alien-
ated to Sir Walter Raleigh for £13 Rs 84,
there still remuns a considerable property, It
amounts to 33235 acres of profitable land, let
for the aooual sum ot £8678. At a very mnd-
erate estimate these lands are valued at £50,-
000, the difference being the amouni paid out of
the fuods of the Trish Church, to the great ten-
ants or lay proprieters, for their zeal 1o uphold-
ng the cause of ascendency.

The gross Eniscopal reverne is £11 677 93
1d: vet, £5190 8s 2d. The Commissiopers
have expended in repairing and builting churches
from 1834 to 1865 the sum of £60400 Tn
these churches there are 17 522 sitrings, o near-
ly 3 sittings for every charch geing person.

In Kdfenora for 49 families (251 persons)
there 18 a while diocesan establisbment, wiz., a
dean, an archdeacon, a treasurer, a rural deag, a
vicar peneral. and a register with six parochial
glergymen. The d+en o' K1lfen'ra h:s an in
come of £541 and (orty one souls 1n charge; 1s
non resident, and pays £75 to acurate for do-
mg bis work. Hach fam'y cost £68 a yesr for
their spintual care. In Kilmacduagh there are
eighty-four Anghcan families. with a full dioces-
an corps church -sittings for 900 persons, and a
parachial incoms of £2.976. Closfert contains
490 families, 1n 14 henefices, and 18 clergymen ;
and a whole diocesan corps, The church sit-
tings are 6,560, wiole population 2 521, or about
nine sittings to each chureh going persor. Four
churches have been built since 1834, and cost
6,820 ; whilst for the repairs alone of thirteen
churches '7 3577 have been expended. IXillaloe
has six parishes without a single Anglican. The
Bishop’s see hause cost 8 9867, and he has an
income of 3880/, Since 1834 the commission
ers have expended 43218l tlor repainng
churches. The total revenue of the four uvnted
dioceses 13 2,9016/.

7. The diorese of Armagh and Cloghen.
Poputation, 645,832, Catholics 405 655 or 62}
per cenl. ; Anghicans, 150,778 or 232 ner eent.
So that even in tbe keart of Protestant Ulster, as
it is falsely called, Catlolics are pearly three
times as uumerous as Avgheans, In the chiet
towns the same gan of Catholicity is observable.
Taus in Enmskilen Catholies are 57 per cent.;
16 Dungapoon 54] per eent. jin Armagh 544 5
per cent. ; 1n Drogkeda 91 per cent, The en
dowments consist of gross episcapal 1beome of
L15758; livings, £67410; total £83,168.
The late primate Berestord is siated to have re-
cetved during his lifetime from the cburch tne nice
sum of £887,000. The primate has moreavera
megoificent palace with a large demesne, The
palace cost the pubhic over £32 000 before the
year 1831. The see house of Ctrghen, now un-
occupied, cost since 1816 over £11,300 and has
a demesne and deer park of 345 acres. Eleven
Iivings in Armagh 2o0d Tyrone of ibe value of
£9.750 are in the gift of Trinity Cclleze. Some
of them are sinecures, the incuwbents bewg pro
fessors in Trimty or elsewhere. The see lands
were enormous n extent, 105 660 profitable
acres ; 16,500 unprofitable. The former are let
out for £23 635 or 8s. 101, an acre, of course
to noble famlies, the Caledons, the Cremornes
&c, The commmissiovers expended sinee 1834
for bulding or reparring charches, £136 900
besides £4,000 a year for church requisnies.

8. Diocese of Down, Connor snd D omore.
Population, 722,185 ; Ca'helics, 215 832 or 30
per cent.  Awnglicars, 153457 or 21§ per cent.
Sa that in this the most orofestagt diocese 10
Ireland, Catholics still far outnumber the Anpgli-
cans. The see lands amount to 42255 acres,
which produce anoually only only 7885/ or an
average of 3s 9d an acre, The Earl of Mas
sareene holds 9,555 acree at 4847 a year. Lord
Dungannon hotds eight townlands at 326, The
Smyths, descendents of the undertakers, beld
aboul thirty town-lands, twelve alone of which
amouat to 14,000 acres for 737, a year. The
Tcztlins, descendan!s of a Scotch bishop, bold
sevea townlands at 3742, &e.

The exnend ture for bwilding churches, &e.,
smee 1834, was 93,702/, besides other expenses
for church requisites,

9. Diocese offTuam, Killala Achonry.  Pop-
nlation, 508 905 ; Catholics 488 907 or 98 per
renl, Anglicans, 17,157 or 3§ per cent. Therz
are 142 parishes ; teo bare no Anghcen. The
endawrnents are—episcopal revenue 5,266/ 5
parochial 22490/, Total, 277561, The last
bishop received during his lifetime 152.085/, to-
gether with a palace, upcn the repairs of whieh
10,187/, were expended in fifteen years. The
see lands are of vast extenf, and as usual beld at
womipal rents by the descerdants of bishops and

© other dignitaries j for ostance, of (hese lands of

abaut 100,000 acres, there are let many thou-
sands at a rent averaging from tev pesce fo two
or three shillings per acre. The whole Angli-
car population of Twam is 9041 ; potwithstand-
ing all the efforts of the proselynsers and Irish
missions, the Catholics have remained true to
the faith of thewr fathers. There is a model

benefice aifkelmdfl;n fof two pan;hé, with two
protestants in each~and these are said to have
beeo imported from some other place. The

cchurch accomodation 13 very great, there are in

Tuam 10,597 sittings, or three sittings to each
person. Expeoditure op churches since 1834,
amouated to’ 59,150/, Notwithstanding evic-
tions and emigratioss Catholics have increased
here both relatively and dbsolutely, whilst Ao~
glicans have diminished.

10. Diocese of Derry and Raphoe. Ponula-
tion, 462,255, Catholics, 291 4686, or 63 per
cent.; Aunglicans, 65951, or 14} per cent.
Thus the Catholics are four and a half times as
nuiserous as the Anglicans and three times as
nemerous as the Presbyterians. The glebe lands
of Decry amount to 24000 acres, valued by the
possessors at the sum of 104, 4d. per acre. The
lands of Raphoe amvunt to 16 530 acres, valued
by the bolders at 5,000/, less than 6s. The
real value is four times that amount. The re-
venue of these sees 1s as follows: Eniscopal
revenue, 13,630/, parachial revenue, 49 2501,
total gross income, 628807 Trinity college
bas seven beuefices 1n  Raphoe, which give
an average provision of 469/. with a maasion,
and a life estate 12 a farm of 704 acres for
each of the seven students, Io Derry the
college has three benefices, posssessing glebe
lands of 2600 acres, and tithes of over
£2,000. Thus ten benefices of 7,600 acres, and
an anpual stipend of £6 300 beloog to Trimty.
Yet even in these ten benefices there 1s a Catbolie
popuiatinn of near 50.000 souls, more than the
whole Anglican population of Derry, with its
seventy benefices, aatt more than rwice as great
as the Anglican population of Raphoe with ts
forty one benefices. Even in Liandonderry city,
out of a total population of 20,573, the Cathohes
pumber 12 03v, or 57 3-5 per cent., while the
Anglicansare only 3 659, or 174 per cent,  so
that, mn the * Maiden city,” Catbolics ore 3] times
as pumerous asthe Angheans, Tre dean of Ra-
phoe, Lord E. Chichester, enjoys a benefice with
an anpual income of £1,270 a vear, the daties of
which are discharged by two curates, for the sums
of £100 and £80 respectively. Expenditure
for churches since 1834 13 £77,240.

11, Diocese of Limerick, ardfert, and Agha.
doe  Penulation, 394561, Cathohes, 377.-
352, or 95 3+ per cent.; Angleans, 15 105, or
3 4 5 per cent. The number of parishes is 183,
Twenty-two parishes have no Angleans. Sixty-
eight pariches have 360 Anglicans, or just ope
family to each. Nor are these 1nsignificant par-
ishes, as has been pretended, for the Catholics,
o the twentv-two parishes amount to 16,068, or
nearly 1 000 more than all the Anglicans m -he
three united dioceses ; and 1o the sixty eight pa-
rishes which contain only 360 Anglicans, there
are 76 035 Cithnlics. The see lands are very
small, only 4 171 acres, yet they produce 4,203/,
or more than 1Z the acre. Expenditure since
1834, 60 736¢. ‘

12, Diocese of Dubhin, Glendalough, and
Kildare, Population, 611 698, Catholice, 481.-
506, or 737 per ceat. ; Angticans, 112766, or
18 25 per cent. In the eny of Dublin, from
whicb all Catholics were banished in 1654, the
onmbers are as follows: popelation, 243,751.
Catholics, 201,340, or 76 2-5 per cent.; Angli-
cans. 52,935 .0r 21*1 per ceat. T'be revenue of
the diocese consists of the Emscopal revenue, S -
2502 and the parochial revenue, 43 413/, making
a total of 51 g3. Thesee laods of Dublin con-
sist of 23.92¢ profitable acres, and over 7000
unprofirable. They are let for 7 460, or an aver-
8 eofgs, 3d.an acre. "The lands of K 'dire are
4.1g3 profitable acres, let for 4 440/. or aboct
one guinea an acre. Lo one persin 1 404 acres
arelet for g7/.; another for 27¢ acres, pavs
only 5] rent, Thepumber of parisbes are 273,
aof which 19 contawn no Anglicaa. and 78 contain
only 719 snuls, or aboutnine to each,

A tew instznces of the acomalies, Cloghren,
Swords, bas 24 Anglicans, who cost the stare 3g{
per family, besmdes 542.. expended on their
church. Closmetban includes four parishes,—
«ix Anghean families m the benefice,—S14. per
famly paid by the state. Swre 1834, the ex
penditure for repairs, &e., 108.384,

Such is the very rapid apd very slight sletck
of the present condition of the Established Church
i Treland. A great many more anomalies miphr
be pomted ocut it time permitted ;—benefices
without churches, without residsnt incumbeuts,—
immense sums drawn away by absenteer, Parishes
given as dowrics {o bishops’ dauphiters ; bishops!
sons acd nephews pramoted ta the richest tiviogs,
while the hard-working, badly paid curates are
generally passed over.

The past history cf the Established Clurch
was then reviewed at some length by the lec-
turer, e showed low it was everywhere in-
troduced by military foree, by vonfiscatien, by
colonmzation and extiipatian, In Munster, the
first apostle who preached the mew religion was
Liord Leonard Grey, who, at the head of an army
in Lomerick and Gualway, imposed the oxth of
supremacy on the Mayors and Corporations.—
Then came w tle lime ¢f Queen Llizabeth, the
rehellton of the Karl of Dzsmond, which onigin
ated prinmipally on religious grounds.  After 1ts
suppression, over half 8 million acres of the best
{and io Munster, were corfiscated and assigned
to Eoglsh adventurers. Ulster also was depo
pulated, after the flight of the Eirls of Tyrone
and Tyrconnell, apd six counties planted with
London apprentices and adventurers from Seot
tapd., Uunder Cromwell a still ‘more fearful
scourge fel upon the land.  The transplantatioo
took place. Tle lecturer then described fearful
scenes ntterding that exticpation of the Cathalics
of the three provinces, Ulster, Leinster and
Munster. e mentioned the decree puhlished
on the 27th of Scptember, 1§53, by which it
was epjoined upon all the heads of families to
present themselves before a military commission
to receive a pass, in which would be described
the number avd apes of the members of tle
family, aod the number aof dags allowed them to
move beyocd the Shannon. The miseries of that
sad march, the privations and bardships of the
delicate and Qigh-born, were briefly alluded to,
Thus, Catholics were bantsbed from all otber
parts of Treland, Connaught was ther only refuge,
1t we except the other alternative so kiadiy offer-

i

ed them iu 'christian chanty — to Hell, or Con-
saught. T'he penal laws which, afterwrards dis-
graced the English and Irish Parliaments, of the
17th and 18th centuries, were passed for thesame
purpose of maintainiag the ascendency of the mn«
ority over the majorrty. All the laws passed during
those evil days were corrupted by this vicious
principle. The schools founded by government
bad the same object. The parochnal schools,
the charter schools, the royal schooly, even
Trinity College, the only Irish uoiversity,
were established for proselytiming purpeses,
and for the benefit of the Anglican min-
ority. Ior the immense majonity of the Irish
people there was no other alternative, but
apostacy trom thewr faith, on the one banod, re-
wards and digeities, if they were traitors to thewr
conscience~or, ignorance, poverty, degradation,
exile and even death isself, if they remained true
to their God and their religion. Thus, this Es.
tabhshed Church bas been the fons et orige ma-
lorum for Ireland. The land laws were coi-
ropted by 1t ; political power was necessary, to
maintain this ascendaney, aod this political pawer
could only be kept by degrading the tenants, by
treating them s serfs, and by refusing them all
political and social rights. When this ascend:
anty is swept away, then the landlords will sym-
pathise more with their tepants, acd while man-
taming the rights of property, will remember that
it bas done its duties,

The lecturer wound up by stating that no Ca-
tholic wished the rights ot the present incumbents
to be disturbed during their lifenme, and con
cluded by expressuig the hope that DProtestants
and Catholics would soon be united 1 forwarding
the interests of their native land that the Qrange
and Greea would be united togetber. The Irish
Church had inherto been the great cause of their
dicunion. Like a rock in the mddle of a stream,
which caused tae watersto fret and chale around
it, bu* when remuved, the stream glided on gently ;
—s0, when ascendancy of one part over the other
was removed, when religions equality was estas-
hshed, all would feel and act together in the sa-
cred cause ot Fatherland

It is n
possible to resiew all that the Emperor has writ-
ten, said, or done from his youth up, w.thout see-
tng that bis one idea bas been the development
of France under his gmdance. Tbat France bas
been emitent under bim ; that be has, and not
only once or twice, anticipated the public opinion
of France to its advantage, can be dented only
by those whose feelings overpower their judge
ment, DBut perther good intentions nor partial
success can blind the Temes to the shortcomings
of Imperialism, or to its ievitable fallure as a
permanent system of government. In spite of
Napoleonic meditatioas in exile, and Napoleonic
policy 1n empire, the emgma of Krance remains
unsolved.
