London enjoys the proud distinction
of being one of the healthiest cities in
the Dominion. This is attributable in
large measure to the purity of the water

COST OF LIVING.

London is not a dear place to live in,
though a metropolitan city.  Surrounded as it

is by a rich agricultural country, it gives the
householder a splendid market, on which are

sold necessaries and delicacies for the
table almost as reasonably as in a country
village.

the total estimated loss on buildings was

$28,274, and on contents 893,769, as
against an insurance of $192,353 on

buildings and $212,307 on contents.
