City Gets Judgment
For $24,009 Against T.S.R.

By the judgment handed out by the 
first appellate court yesterday, a 
Christmas box to the extent of $24,- 
000 bas been handed to Toronto. The 
judgment upheld, the penalty of that 
amount imposed by the Ontario Rail­
way and Municipal'Board on the To- 
lonto Railway Company for 'failure to 
comply with the board’s order to pro­
vide 100 additional pew cars on the'r 
service by January the first, 1918. 
The order further provides that an­
other 100 new cars be ready by Janu­
ary 1, 1919.

Assistant City Solicitor Fairty, who 
conducted the case, holds that a fur­
ther fine of $245,000, covering -the 
period from April 17 up to the pre­
sent, can also be collected. He will 
recommend that the board of control 
proceed to that end.

‘‘It will teach the Toronto Railway 
Company that they must obey the 
railway hoard and the courts,” said 
the mayor.

The judgment was written by the 
chief justice of the court, who says: 
"That the appellant did not comply 
with the directions of the order of thé 
S7th of February, 1917, is admitted, 
but it Is contended that, in go id 
faith, made all possible effort to com­
ply With It, but was unable, 
owing to the war and other con­
ditions, to get Cars built or to obtain 
■the ste»l and the labor necessary for 
the btiUdlng of them if that work had 
been undertaken by the appellant it­
self.”

Canada has two large bodies of 
'commercial timber, each containing 
about 200,000 square miles, one In the 
east, one in the west, separated by a 
region of about 20,8,000 square miles 
of treeless plains and prairie.

Thus we have only about . 400,000 
square miles capable of producing 
saw logs- There is in the trans-con­
tinental northern belt approximately 
15 million square miles in extent 
from which we may obtain pult>wood 
supplies, but probably 
logs in 1 any considerable quantities. 
One-third of the geographical area of 
Canada is incapable of bearing trees! 
Probably over one-half of our com­
mercial forest area has been burned.

Not Illimitable.
•*Out school books,” said Prof. Howe, 

fglve us the 'mpression, often the 
public press, the political spell­
binder, the government official high 
in authority, give the impression that 
unbroken commercial forests extend 
to the Artie Ocean, that the forest re­

ef the country are illimitable 
and inexhaustible. We know for a 
certainty ndw that the forests arè not 
Illimitable. There is a very grave 
•danger of serious curtailment, per­
haps exhaustion, of the supply with­
in a comparatively few years.”

The general grounds for this fear of 
exhaustion are two. namely, the 
enormous destruction in the aggregate 
by forest fires, and the failure of com­

Calls for assistance in combating 
the influenza epidemic are still being 
received by the provincial depart - 
ment of health. The disease 
prevalent In the north, and only yes­
terday a doctor and three nurses were 
sent north to fight the disease at Elk 
Lake. A conservative estimate of the 
expense incurred by the provincial 
government In combating the 'disease 
places the amount at about $10,000, 
and this in addition to an annual ex­
penditure of $40,000 in the distribu­
tion of the biological products for 
communicable diseases. This figure 
will no doubt be increased before the 
epidemic is finally at an end.

Speaking yesterday on the question 
of quarantining for influenza, Dr. W. 
S. McCullough, provincial medical 
health officer, stated that health of­
ficers in both the United States and 
Canada wère not united on the effi - 
caCy of quarantine for this disease, 
but ithat the majority were of the 
opinion that it was not practical An 
eminent English health officer had 
made the statement that influenza 
could not be checked by any such 
measures.

When his career as a ring- 
man ended he took to the footlights 
where he was no stranger, because back 
In those great ring days he had^his own 
Companies and toured the world, reaping 
tremendous financial returns 

A few weeks after the demise of Sulli­
van saw the passing of Billy Madden, 
who had been Sullivan’s manager when 
the latter won the championship. Mad­
den. in addition to having managed Sul­
livan, also handled Jack McAuliffe and 
Jack Degnpsey.

In the early part of April Charley Mit­
chell, former English middleweight cham-

tal German casualties are published 
the number of dead will be about two 
million, according to The Cologne Ga­
zette -of November 25, a copy of which 
has been received here. Up to Octo­
ber 25. the total casualties reported 
were 6,066,769, of whom more 
4,750,000 wer,e Prussians. The total 
includes the "naval casualties, which 
were 70,000,- composed of more than 
25,000 dead, more than 15,000 missing 
and nearly 29,000 wounded.

Casualty list No. 1284, published on 
October 24, according to The Co­
logne Gazette, placed the number of 
dead at 1.611,104, the number of 
wounded at 2,683,143, and the missing 
at 772,522.- The paper says that of 
the number reported missing 150,000 
may be considered dead.

The Cologne paper uses the jvord 
appa.ling in describing the casualties 
among the officers. The total on Oc­
tober 24 included 44,009 officers killed, 
82,460 officers wounded, 
missir.g, a total of 140,76 
in officers alone, the pa 
out, exceeds the total casualties of 
Germany in the Franco-Prussian war 
of 1870. when the total losses were 
129,698. '

The total on October 24, which did 
not include casualty lists from the 
fighting on the western frqnt after 
that date, nor the German losses in 
Palestine, was apportioned by the 
paper as follows among the various 
army contingents:
