- that the British Columbian troops will
go home via the Fanama Canal.
Several thousand soldiers will there-
fore reach home without raff trivel
across Canada. At the present mo-
ment there is a good deal of criticism
appearing in the British press-on-
cerning the delay in demobilizing- the
imperial army.

So far as Canadians are  concerned,
arrangements in hand insure the re-
turn of ftifty-five thousand Canadians
by the end of January from the vari-
ous branches of the service from both
France and England: In January
alone, twenty thousand will be re-
turned, including 171500 from France.
Overseas Minister of Militia Kemp
states that after February 1 the rate
of return to Canada ‘will reach ap-
proximately thirty thousand monthly,
a large proportion of whom : will be
from France.

The principal provisions are:

That the pensions roard be deve-
loped as a civil rather than as ga
military organization; examinin
medical boards to be composed of a
civilian physician, -an overseas merm+
ber with 'war experience and a re-
presentative of the C.A.M.C.; every

facility to be given/to furnish an’ ac-\

count of the man’s condition from
his point of view.

According to Rank. :

No deduction to be made from the
pension of any member who has
served in a theatre of actual war,
other than the United Kingdom, on
account of any disability existing be-
fore enlistment, providing that:'ii has
not been wilfully concealed; pension
to be awarded according ‘to rank at
Jisability and to °be ©discontinued
upon re-enlistment in forces; if a
soldier, ordered by a medical board
on which he is represented, to go
to a hospital or home for ‘reatment
refuse, the pension may be reduced
by not more than 50 per cent.

Prof. . Howe ASayé - Sehool
.. Books and  Politicians
‘ Mislead Public.

. "Hat the timber resources of Can-
ada are not inexhaustible, but that
there is need of intelligent and scien-
tific forestry work in the forest areas
of the country, was the message of ad
address by Prof. C. D. Howe, associ-
gte professor of forestry at the To-
ornto Uhniversity, before- the Electric
Club of Toronto at their luncheon in
the Prince George Hotel yesterday.
The subject 6f Prof. Howe’s address
was “Forest Conditions in Canada.”
Tile luxuriant forests of the world ﬂxe
adjacent to large bodies of water, and
a forest map of Canada would show
two large forest regions, one on the

ific ‘coast and the other along the
z:fa.ntic coast. . Rainfall -and humid-
ity make the forests; forests do not
make rainfiall to any appreciable ex-
nt. J
'uCanada has two large bodies of
‘commercial timber, each containing
~ about 200,000 square ‘miles, one in the
east, one in the west, sepamated by a
region of about 20_0,000 square miles
of treeless plains and prairie. -
Thus we have only about . 400,000
square miles capable of producing
saw Jogs. There is in the trans-con-
tinenta] northern belt approximately
15 million square miles in extent
from which we may obtain pulpwood
supplies, but probably never saw
dogs in 'any considerable quantities.
One-third of the geographical area of
Canada is incapable of bearing trees!
Probably over. one-half of our com-
mercial forest area has been burned.
Not lllimitable.
*“QOur schcol books,” said Prof. Howe,
. "‘fve us the ‘mpression, often the
public press, the political spell-
binder, the government official high
in-authority, give the impression that
unbroken commercial forests extend
to.the Artic Ocean, that the forest re-
sources «{ the country are illimitable
and inexinustible. We know for a
certainty n>w that the forests aré not
llimitable. There is a very grave
danger of serious curtailméent, per-
bhaps exhaastion, of the supply with-
in a comparatively few years.”

The general grounds for this fear of
exhaustion are two, namely, the
enormous destruction in the aggregate
by forest fires, and the failure of com-
mercial specieg adequately to repro-

If the people realized these
things they would insist that these
forests be made reasonably safe from
destruction by fire.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—A census of the |-
lumber industry in Canada has' just
been completed by the  Dominion bu-
reau of statistics, embracing 2,879
operating concerns, of which 52 were
in Alberta, 251 in British Columbia, 29
in Manitoba, 255 in New Brunswick;
462 in Nova Scotia, 603 in On#ario, 60 |
in Prince Edward Island, 1,151 in Que-
bec, and 16 in Saskatchewan.

The total capital invested in the in-
dustry, .including land, buildings and
plant, machinery and tools, stocks in
process and supplies, and working
capital, is given’ at $149,266,019.

A study of Toronto's financial history makes us real-
ize the course that should be pursued in regard to over-
drafts Yor surpluses. Over-rating revenue and under-
estimating expenditure permits a low tax rate for the
current year, but creates an overdraft. This has to be
paid out of the new year’s taxation or added to the capi-
tal account. In the latter case it means ‘heavier debt
charges, increased taxation and the ultimate payment of
two dollars for one dollar used in civic service.

“While we fully appreciate its cordial

to be reported, with returning transports
bringing home our wounded, and with
conditions unsettled as they are, this is
not an appropriate or fitting time for s
to arrange for a purely sporting event of
such importance as a match for the
America’s Cup, Accordingly, it seems
best that we suggest to you that the
challenge be withdrawn,  If at some fu.
ture date, when there is nn question on
either side as to the propriety, vou wish
to challenge for a race in 1920, 'we shall
accept - the challenge, to be defended by
one of the boats which we built in 1914
for that purpose,

“We trust you will accept this sugges-
tion in the spirit in which it is given.”

In the letter from Secretary Garrett,
confirming the challenge sent by the
Royal Ulster Yacht Club, on behalf of Sir
Thomas Lipton, rnaming Shamrock IV, as
the challenging yacht, *it was requested
that the races should be sailed in Sep-
tember, 1919, under the conditions agreed
upon for the race which was to have been
sailed in 1914,

Ne!v York, Dec. 20.—When the to-
ta].

has been received here. Up to Octo-
ber 25 the total casualties reported
were 6,066,769, of .whom - more
4,750,000 were Prussians. The total
includes the naval casualties, which
were 70,000, composed of mere than
25,000 dead, more than 15,000 missing
and nearly 29,000 wounded.

Casualty list No. 1284, published on
October 24, according to The  Co-
logne Gazette, placed the number of
dead at 1,611,104, the number of
wounded at 2,683,143, and the missing
at 772,522.- The paper says that of
the number reported missing 150,000
may be considered dead. ‘

The Cologne paper uses the yword
appa.ling in describing the casualt_ies
among the officers. The total on Oc-
tober 24 included 44,000 officers killed,
82,460 officers woungded, nd 13,600
missing, a total of 140,76{ The loss
in officers alone, the paper - points
out, exceeds the total casualties of
Germany in the Franco-Prussian war
of 1870, when the total losses were
129,698. !

The total on October 24, which did
not include casualty lists from the
fighting on the western front after
that date, nor the German losses in
Palestine, was apportioned by the
paper as fol.ows among the various
army contingents:
