The character of the action may
best be judged from the -awards to
individuals who distinguished them-
selves, British commanders are not
liberal in the distribution of medals
and .crosses. Yet in that fifteen min-
utes of fighting the second battalion
of the first Canadian division won
tweniy-cight medals and crosses, and
to one man went the Victoria Cross.

The battalion was fresh from Ypres.
As steadily as if on parade, with the
interval between each man marked
with mathematical precision, and with
the easy swing of conquerors, the
“Iron Second” cleared their parapet
and swept toward the enemy. At that
same moment the German parapet
became lined with riflcs, and -above
the shrieking of the shells and the
deafening bursts of shrapnel, acrose
the vicious crackling sound of rifla
fire.

Wave Swept On,

The first wave swept on, tho the
men fell on all sides. Thirty yards
from that line of blazing hostile rifles
they dropped into a shell hole and
themselves opened fire to .silence that
against them. On the left a machine
gun- came into action, and from the
front the German bombers threw one
incessant stream of vicious explosives
at the advancing line.

Close behind the first wave' camre
the second, which bad moved into the
jumping off trench almost immedi-
ately.

Into the centre the 2nemy poured a
steady fire into the Canadians, anyl
here was one of the bravest of the

most self-sacrificing incidents of the
whole of Canada’s war hjstory.
Lieut. Pringle’s Sacrifice.

The situation for a moment was
critical, a German machine gun was
being mounted on the parapet, and its
position was such as to command
the whole line. Without a moment’s
hesitation Lieut. Pringle, a platoon

rcommander of No, 3 company, dashed

forward, running thru am inferno of
bombs and bullets. He ‘'made siraight
for the gun. His body was found later
lying across the muzzle of the gun
witk the crew dead all around it.

On the right all went well. No. 3
company advanced steadily cover the
open.

Because the allies have advanced with more facility, with less
frequent pauses, -with more strikingly uniform success in Macedonia

MEET CHECK IN SOUTH

Russians Extend Defensive
Forces to Danube Lowlands,
Attacking Enemy.

London, Dec. 5.—Anxiety concerning

the turn of events in. Rumania chiefly
concerning the situation north of
Bucharest, where the Germans are
continuing to advance on Bucharest
and Ploechti from Titu Junction and
Tergovistea. Rumanian efforts to stop
.he progress of the foe continue to be
unsuccessful.

South of Bucharest the Russians who
had come up and attacked the enemy
at a point eleven miles out of the city
have extended their forces to the low-
lands of the Danube and have begun
to attack the Bulgarians. Berlin says
that these attacks were repulsed, but
the battle is continuing with the Rus-
sians endeavoring to break thru and
cut off the enemy from his Danube
base.

As described by the various official
communications, the Bulgarians and
Germans were being kept at arm’s
length from Bucharest in their -at-

tempted advance from the south and
a furious struggle is proceeding in this

The Serbians also reported today
that they had taken by assault Stravina
Village, capturing two howitzers, and
the Bulgarians are retreating north-
ward. The Village of Zovik, five miles
north of Crunishte, ‘was in flames, the
Serbians reported.

Important Success Is G#inea When Further

Kaleidoscopic Changes in British Cabinet Crisis
Follow Resignation of Lloyd George, Who
- Will Become Premier if Law Refuses
to Form New Government--War
Policy V‘;}ﬂ Be Speeded Up.

London, Dec. 5.—~~The government crisis found a solution to-
night, which up to the hour of its announcement was considered the
least probable of practical alternatives. Herbert H. Asquith resigned
the premiership, which he has held thru eight stormy years of do-
mestic and foreign history. ~The unionist leader, Andrew Bonar Law,
was summoned to the palace immediately after Mr. Asquith had de-
parted and the King offered him the prime minister’s commission,
which he had just accepted from Mr. Asquith’s hands.

No announcement regarding Mr. Bonar Law’s decision has yet
been made and there are some doubts whethgr he wilk accept the heavy
re.sponsibility." If he declines it is considered certain that the honor
will fall to Ddvid Lloyd George. The continuation of the coalition
cabinet, with:some .changes in_ its membegship and the speeding up
of the war management, will be the policy in either event. : :

Day of Extraordinary Excitement.

The premier’s decision to resign and advise the' King to summon
Andrew Bonar Law to form a cabinet was taken after a day of extraordinary
political excitement and activity. There were constant comings-and goings
of the political leaders between Downing street and the various govern-
ment departments. Mr. Asquith met several Unionist leaders in consulta-
tion, including Earl Curzon, Lord Robert Cecil and the Earl of Derby.

Noticeable absentees from the conference were A.- J. Balfour, who is

ill; Andrew Bonar Law, J. Austen Chamberlain and Walter Hume Long.

Later in the afternoon the premier met his supporters, including Vis-
count Grey, Lewis Harcourt, Edwin S. Montagu, the Marquis of Crewo,
Reginald McKenna, Walter Runciman, Lord Buckmaster, H. Samuel, Lord
Reading and Arthur Henderson. The meeting lasted for more than an
hour and it is supposed that Mr. Asquith explained that he was faced by
almost insuperable obstacles to the reconciliation of the conflicting 1n1.elj-
ests and intended to tender his resignation. Almost immediately the
premier drove to the palace and had an audience with the Kln's.

It is now remarked that when Mr. Asquith was asked in the house ot =
commons yesterday if a food dictator had been appointed, he .replied
sharply: 3

“I don’t like a food dictator.”

May be a General Elrctlon.

There is much talk tonight of the possibilities of a general election.'
Mr. Bonar Law would first form a cabinet, if he takes office, as it is neces-
sary that the government be carried on, and then appeal to the electors
for a ratification of his administration.

There is strong opposition, however, to any political campaign, ‘which
must necessarily divert the country’s energies from the war work while it
lasted, and the new government may decide to go ahead with the approval
of the house of commons only, and not of the voters.

The part David Lloyd George is playing in the crisis was demonstrated
plainly today by the fact that he remained in his office while the premiex
conferred separately witlh the Liberal and Conservative members of the
cabinet. Mr. Lloyd George’s policy had supporters in both camps. His
strongest Liberal friend, Lord Reading, carried messages between the
premier’s councils and Mr. Lloyd George’s desk.

It was significant to onlookers, also, that Mr. Bonar Law refrained
from attending the Conservatives’ meeting jwith Mr. Asquith, and Lord
Curzon hastened to report to him at the colonial office immediately the
conference was ended.

Takes Politicians by Surprise.
‘ Mr. Asquith’s retirement has taken the peliticians so by surprise that
they are not yet ready to predict the results. The possibility that Mr.
Asquith will consent to remain in the cabinet with Mr. Bonar Law, taking
the post of lord high chancellor, in which it has long been considered he
might find a congenial berth, is discussed.

Herbert Samuels’ promotion from the home secretaryship to Reginald
McKenna’s'position at the treasury is also predicted, while acceptance of
the resignation of Viscount Grey and A. J. Balfour, which some of the
papers backing Mr. Lloyd George are demanding, is less likely under Mr.
Bonar Law’s regime than if Mr. Lloyd George came into power.

The labor party certainly will hold a more important part in any new
cabinet than it has been filling in the old. .

The more sensational London papers have enjoyed three or four days
of almost frenzied excitement, with demands and denunciations, often in
language stronger than the dignity of British politics has permitted in the
memory of the present generation.

Some hoped that the farmers thus unit-
ing would accomplish a great deal of
good; others feared they would do a great
deal of harm; and probably the majority
of those who thought anything about it
believed the new ‘company would be scut-
tled by the speculators on the grain ex-
change, or wrecked in the shoals of its
own financial inexperience. Even as
time went by, and good reports came
from the company, men in the east re-
mained skeptical. The old = dream of
farmers storing, elevating and shipping
their own grain from the wheat fields
of western Canada to the flour mills of
England, eliminating the middieman and
the speculator, and getting -for the pro-
ducer every dollar that -his grain was
worth, over and above the bare cost of
transportation, seemed impossible to
realize.

News of the coming merger, coupled
with rumors as to the great profits made
by the Farmers' Co-operative Companies
in the past year, however, woke many
from their lethargy, and unusual interest
attended upon the annuel meeting of the
shareholders of the Grain Growers’ Grain
Company. Yet, even in Winnipeg there
was no real grip on the situation,
people knew  that something more im-
portant than usual was about to trenspire,
but they did not appreciate its far-reach-
ing significance. Somehow or other the
idea. seemed to prevail that by weird in-

cantations, or sleight-of-hand methods, the

farmers had achieved their wonderful fi-
nancial success. I was told by local news-
papermen that I would not be admitted
to the shareholders’ meeting.

Herbert Hefry Asquith became premier of Great Britain in 1908,
« succeeding Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman.
Mr. Asquith at once began a policy of reform—parliamentary, social
and constitutional—of a radical nature, aided by David Lloyd George, with

whom today he apparently is at odds.

Shortly after the outbreak of the war the Liberal cabinet of Asquith
began to be assailed by its political enemies, mainly on”the conduct of the
war and particularly with regard, to the naval branch of the British forces.
8o bitter was this campaign that on May 26, 1915, a coalition cabinet was
formed, with Asquith, however, retaining the portfolio of prime minister.
The present political crisis in Great Britain apparently had its origin ip
a similar situation, especially on account of the government’s postpone-
ment of consideration of the British: air board’s demands for fuller powers
to meet the situation created by German raids on England, the recent
chahge in the command of the British fleet by which Vice-Admiral Sir
David Beatty was made head of the grand fleet, ’and especially Mr. Lloyd:
George’s demand for a smaller war council, which should have powers

to aot independently of the cabinet.

Mr, Asquith in parllament Monday admitted that there was trouble ia
his cabinet and that he had asked King George to permit a reconstruction

of it,

Just how it was proposed to” change the ministry was not stated, ;
but the girime mifiister ‘sald that e désired to make it perfeetly plain that ;¢

whatever miethod of rTeconstruetion ‘was effected it would involve no de-
parture from the policy already announced and pursued by the government

since the beginning of the war.

The Daily News’ parliamentary cor-
respondent expresses the belief that it
will “he impossible  to form another
coalition government. He says Sir
Edward Carson and Mr. Lloyd George
would ‘both serve upder Bonar Law’s
preniiership, but "that-{t"is understood
that Liberal ministers who belonged
te "the  expliring - coalition, mfinistry
would not serve without Mr. Asquith.

cagles.

We may deplore what has happened
in Belgium, but if we protested we
should be served s Belgium has been
served. There is nothing ¢hat has
happened in Europe that would not
happen to us if Gerinan arms should
riumph in Europe in this campaign,

could influence a man 10 go to the
front and keeps him back will be re-
spouglble for the fall of the British
Jimapire if Germany should win.

BEAUTIFY TORONTO

Parks Commissioner Says the
Boulevard Will Be One

-of Finest on Continent.

TO WIDEN THOROFARES

Much Will' Be Accomplished
- in Next Five Years, He
Tells York Pioneers.

To lover 'sof the “City Be&tutiful,"
the address of Park Commissiener
Chambers, at the meeting ofthe York
Pionecers, yesterday eafterncon, was
full of promse and interest, The
speaker guve the history of the parks
or Tcrontc, his recital geing buck to
the time whEncld Moses CO:utes drove
a team ‘of c¢xen out from the kxhild-
tien grounds to the market, and
reaching to the present, whei a nc
park system has been developed and
&n ¢xpenditure of $7,000,000 additional
outiay is proposed. for the fururve,

Many of the: city parks were donat-
ed, Mr. Chambers told his andience,
In 1904 Torontc hid cnly 1028 aercs,
which had cost Jdess ithan §$2000. In
1861, G W. Allan. guve the grcunds
upon which the Allan Gardens have
developed. Ilellwoods Park was ac-
quired in 1882, at the small cost of
$1. Clarence square, Stanley Fark,
and the (lld Soldiers’ Burying Ground
were acquired from the crown. In 1872
a lease for 21 years was obtained for
b2 acres, which were the foundation of
what is now Exhibition Park. High
Park, to the extent of 166 acres, was
given the city in 1873 by John B. How-~
ard, and a lease of 995 years was ob-
tained for the nucleus of what is now
Queen’s Park. 'I'he expense to date of
park dzvelopment in foronto was $2,-
497,387, and the value of park lands
$12.000,000, so that even from the fin-
ancial point of view, bkeautifying the
city has been a profilable investment,
The annual cost of the playgrounds
included in this department is $300,000.

Plans for the futurc include a bou-
levard which will enclose the city, af-
fording at the same time one of the
most beautiful drives on the c¢onti-
rent, and perhaps in the world. Mr,
Chambers traced on 2 map the route
of the boulevard as proposed, comn-
menting on the variely of scenery
found in the different localities, and
particularly on that of the Don valley,
which, he said, offered as finca plece
of scenery as is to lie found anywhern,
and, in his opinion, much superior to
that of the Humber valley.

Wider Tnorofares.

Among other {hings to bz done
would he the widening of Bloor street
to High Park, the widening of S8t Clair
at certain points, and the expanagicn
of Eglinton avenue thruout, the last
when completed to be one of the finest
avenues in America, The extent of
the boulevard will be 64 miles.

The pressing nced for playgrounde
for children wuas emphasized, There
were now only 11 outside of school
varas. The developinents propoesed
included much extension .in thig di-
_rection.

Facilities for cther forms of recre-
ation were fcund in Toronto to a
greater extent than anywhere else on
the continent. 'Theére were 50 skating
rinks, 100 tennis courts, 38 haseb2ll,
19 football and 10 cricket fields, four
lacrosse grounds, six bowling greenc
and 10 toboggan slides. There ave
also thre. bathing stations, with others
in prospect

The forestry system was also tonch-
ed upon, Mr. Chambers stating that
effort was being made to lesser. the
number of trees on certain of the older
streets for the purpose of making the
boulevard system more aniform. Even
tho the time was not most opportune,
Mr. Chambers was of the opinion thut
a good deal toward the completion. of
the plan to make the city a place beaa-
tiful, would bc¢ aeccomplished within
the next five or six years. It would

PRESERVE POTATOES BY
INCREASING DEMURRAGE

Question to Be Argued Before
Railway Commission in
Toronto.

The siyle of pley which made Pitts-
burg famous has been analyzed often
enough. It smacked peculiarly of Glenn
Warner. This coach has always empha-
sized ehift plays and interference for
ond runs, with the drop kicking and for-
ward passing game for variation, Pitts-
burg executed the Warner system bet-
ier thee any teamm Warner ever coach-
ed. And other things being equal it is
practically impossible to beat a team
that can run the ends, forward pass,
buck the line and dror kick. And, al-
tho Hastings, De Hart., McLaren and
Heron starred among the individuals, it
was team play developed to its highest
degree that made Pittsburg stand out so0
prominently.

Yale and Penn Came Back.

‘When the football season opened, the
writer remarked that the college world
would watch with keen and sympathetic
interest the efforts of Yale and Pennsyl-
vania to regain their old standing in foot-
ball matters. Both teams had been in
the ruck so long, and all efforts to extri-
cate them had failed, that their condition
seemed well-nigh hopeless. This = year
new coaches took hold at each place,
with the result that, while neither team
won a ' championship, each did win fits
most important games. :

Yale beat Harvard and Princeton, and
whenever this is accomplished Yale men
don’t care what happens during the re-
mainder of the season. Yale's victories
were the sweeter because in neither case
were, the Elis the favorites to win. Be-
fore the Yale-Princeton game the experts
all figured that Princeton was certainly
a touchdown or two stronger than the
©lis. But when the teams came together
it was Yale that played the stronger
football, and the Elis won out in decisive
fashion.

But even after Yale had conquered
Princeton, these same experts had it all
doped out that Harvard would certainly
trim Yale, and this in spite of the fact
that Yale had beaten Princeton by a big-
ger margin than Harvard had done. Yet
Yale outplaved Harvard by every bit as
wide a .margin as her team had beaten
Princeton the week before. And what
mdde the Yale victory. the sweeter was
the fact that Yale beat Princeton and
Harvard just as she did in the old days,
playing them but a week apart, with
Harvard profiting by a two weeks’ rest.

Tad Jones has made himself secure as
head coach at Yale for some time to come
by his splendid success. Yale lost but one
game this season. This was to Brown.

Baltimore, Md., Dec. 5.—A stiff fight
is to be made at the next meeting of the
legislature to abolish the racing game in
this state.

Dr. J. M. T. Finney, John T. Stone, Dr.
Howard A. Kelly, Eugene Levering and
others are named as the principals be-
hind the new movement. A meeting is
to be held shortly to outline the .cam-
paign and enlist a large working body to
wage war against the race tracks.

The recent move for the establishment
of a new track at Bengies, in aBoltimore
County, is responsible for the sudden.de-
termination of the anti-racing people to
inaugurate another .campaign. It was
pointed out that the new track will be
not merely to supplant another track, but
means really an additional racing plant,
as it is to be operated under the charter
of a long-defunct *“driving club.”

extra days to the state’s racing periods,
bringing the total to practically half a
year of racing, has struck the antis as
“much too much.”

The commercial phase of the new track
projects is too prominently important to
be disregarded. There /is no doubt that
the state could stand a plant really fos-
tering the “breeding of thorobreds,” but
evidently the Bengies outfit is not to be
the ‘‘salvation of the sport of kings.”

It is admittéd by the men behind the

new move to drive racing from the state
that nothing can be done before the next
legislature meets. They say that legis-
lative annulment of the various track
charters is the only remedy.
With racing barred or badly hédged in
with restrictions in practically the whole
country, Maryland is turned to as the one
oasis. The big -attendance at all the
meets of the last several years was a
reflex of this., With a strong prospect
that Maryland, too, will soon be giving
the fight of its life to the racing game,
the patronage at the spring meets and
fall meets next year will probably be
larger than ever.

Controller Cameron’s Report
Does Not Place Blame
on Bakers.

ADVISES HOME BAKING

Finds Against Estéblishing of
Municipal Bread
Plant.

_ Controller Cameron’s hread report,

as precented hy the committea to
council, ‘justifies the recent increase in
bread prices. But the advice of the
committee is against ‘any municipal
bakery undertaking, and suggests that
the housewife do her own buking. The
report says in part:

“The bread nuestion appeals pos-
sibly to more people than any other
owinz to the fact that bread iz abso-
lutely Indispensabls ard so universal-
1y ured as the principal article of food.

“Butter and eggs have increased
just as much as bread, and we learn
that milk has increased nearly 30 per
cent, Therefore, we have come to the
conclusion that bread is a very small
part of the general problem of the high
cost of living, as nearly all foodstuffs
have gon2 up just as much, if Hot
more, than bread. This is a problem
which is®not merely of local signifi-
cance, bhut is Dominion-wide in its

pe.

“In our opinion the bread Business
should not be singled out as a target,
but sghould be investigated along with
all other food commodities in which

prices «wt the present time are -ieemet!-|
to be excessive. We might offer os
our opinion that in order to cut the
price of bread it would not be advis-
uble to establish a municipal bread
plant, but, on the other hand, we would

suggest that the only way whereby
the housewife can make a saving in{

the price of bread is for her to do her
own baking. And if done economically
when the fire is going for other pur-
poses, she can, without oountu_!g the
cost of labor, save from 6 to 7 cénts

on a lorgs loaf cf three pounds.”

The movement to assist the Serbian
people in the tragic distresses which
have come to this small nation is one
that makes a special appeal to a
country such as Canada. Both coun-
tries are vitally interested in agricul-
ture and the successful developmeni
of rural life. With an area less than
that of one of our smaller provinces,
such as Nova Scotia,, Serbia had a
population of nearly three million
people. In this mountainous, inland
country nearly half its area was un-
productive, and yet, owing to its com-
munity system, the passionate love of
its people for the soil and its intensive
agriculture, Serbia possessed a great-
er number of sheep than are in the
whole of Canada, and relative to its
population a greater number of both

in Europe.. Corn was its principal
crop and formed the chief diet of the
country people. It exported a large
amount of wheat, live stock and fruit.

We, who" in this war are devoted to
the cause of small nationalities, must
peculiarly feel an appeal for the relief
of . the Serbians. Nobody can forget
the insolent ultimatum, which if ac-
cepted in its = entirety, would have
meant the extinction of national honor
and national life. No more tragic pic-
ture has been presented to the world
than the retreat of the ecivil population
of Serbin over the mountains in the
wake of their army, women and chil-
dren by the thousand perishing by the
way. Today France is supporting
thousands of the Serbian children,
notwithstanding that she has between
one and two million orphans of her
own. Hundreds more are in England
being cared for and educated.

TO AVERT SCHISM
ON CHURCH UNION

Important Resolution to Be
Discussed by Toronto .
Presbytery.

APPLICATION FAILS

Worshippers at Cross Street
Church, Weston, Ask for
Congregation.

At the afternoon session yesterday,
Rev, James Ballantyne, D.D., pro-
fessor at Knox College, gave notice
that he would move at the next meet-
ing of the Toronto Presbytery, to be
held 9th January next:

‘“That in the judgment of the Pres-
bytery of Toronto it is desirable that
the next general assembly reaffirm
the decision to unite with the Metho-"
dist and Congregational -Churches,
and again instruct its union commit-
‘e, in conjunction with other commit-
tees of assembly, to carry forward the
policy of co-operation in the work
under their oversight. But that in view
of the sharp difference of opinfon
thruout the church on the subject of
church union, the probability of a dis-
ruption should the resolutions- of last
assembly be fully carried into effect,
and the disastrous results which must
follow schism, it is also desirable that

other way as may commend itself to
the assembly.”
Application Fails.

For the third time the petition of
those worshipping at the Cross Street
Church, Weston, to have the Presby-
tery organize a congregation there was
not granted. An appeal will now be
made to the general assembly against
action of the Presbytery. Originally
the Presbyterian Church was located at
Cross street, Weston. In time the Sab-
bath school was opened in the east end
of the town and the old congregation
entered no protest. By a vote of the
congregation the people decided to
worship in the new church, which is
the present Westminster Church. The
older people at Cross sireet felt ag-
grieved and continued to worship there.
The congregation in Westminster
Church was the one recognized by the
Presbytery, and a call has been made
by this church to the Rev, Forbes Rob-
ertson.

The Crose street people, about sixty
strong, have as their path:r t! Rev.

- He bas in 'a pen three animalg
of different varieties and of different
ages,and alongside he has carcasses
of three animals which correspond
very nearly to the living animals. A
live steer of a Shorthorn and Hereford
cross, which has been carefully fed
aud is in a finisher condition, is ene to
the living animals on exhibition. It
weighs 18390 pounds and its correspond-
ing carcass weighs 1190 pounds, or 65
per cent. of the weight of the living
animal. An unfinished steer of the
grade Angus variety weighs alive 1156
pounds and dressed 594 pounds, or only
51 3-4 per cent. A baby beef twelve
months’ old of a Shorthorn-Angus
cross alive weighs 850 pounds and
dressed 560, or 63 per cent. One-half
of each carcass is shown whole, and
the side 'is in wholesale cuts with
prices affixed.

PRICE OF SILVER

CONSERVATIVES NOW IN
MAJORITY IN SENATE

When Existing Vacancies Are Fill-
ed, Liberals Will Be in Min-
ority by One.

Ottawa, Dec. 5.—After a Liberal ascen-
dancy in the Canadian Senate for up-
wards of fifteen  years, the political
pendulum has swung the other way, and
the Consgervatives mow have a prospec-
tive majority of oné&. They have not
got it yet, but they will have when thir-
teen vacancies, now existing, are filled.

The death yesterday of Senator J. K.
Kerr of Torontc causes the thirteentn
vacancy. The party standing now js 43
Liberals, 31 Conservatives and thirteen
vacancies. When appointments are made
to the vacant seats the two sides will
istand, Congervatives 44, Liberals 43.
There are a few senalors on the Liberal
side whose attendance, because of old
age or ill-health, is very irregular.

It is fully anticipated that before, or
early in, the ression of parliament, the
government will fill. the vacancies and
there is no deartk of aspirants, includ-
ing a good many members of parlia-
ment. What operates against their claims
is the desire not to unduly increase the
vacancies in the house of commons, Al-
ready they number seventeen.

SIX LAEOR BATTALIONS,
