New-Yosk, April 5.

The steamship Cherokee has just arrived from
“hagres. after a very quick passage. She brings
one month later news from all parts of the Pacific.
The news is ighly interesting. She lefi San Fran-
cisco on the evening of March Ist. She brought
to Panaina 242 passengers and $1,342.602:n freight,
principally in gold dust, and at least £1,000,000
for passengers. ‘I’he mail 1s the largest ever yet
brought from Califurnia, consisting of 26,000 let-
ters, und a large quaniity of newspapers.

The steamer Tennessee had arrived at Panama
from New York, and sailed for San Francisco. She
made the passage from New York to Panama in
57 days. Onthe mght of the 23d March a very
destructive fire occurred at Chagres, by which more
than half of the old town was burned and a large
amount of property lost. It 1s eupposed to have
been the work of an incendiary.

There was on the 9th of March, about one thou-
sand people waiting at Panama to be taken to Cali-
fornia.

A Joint Stock Company had been formed at
San Francisco, to which $50,000 has been sub-
scribed. and J. O. Larkin was sppointed President.
‘I'he object of the Company was to build four Paci-
fic steamers of 2000 tons each.

1t is nenily egg ehaped,
8 1-2 inches in length, and 4 by 5 inches in diame-
ter--the precious metal conetituting by far the
larger propertion of the enormous mase,

truly a wondeiful object; and the gentleman wh
owns it, Mr. R. H. Perkins, of Augusts, Me., now
stopping at the Astor House, siates that it wes
found on the North Fork of the American River. at
what was called the Auburn Diggings, on the 20th
of Januvary last—it being imbedded in a mass of
sand and rocks, from wh'ch it was dug bva Dutch-
man, from whom he purchosed it.— [N. Y. Globe.
