Dr. McKay, who is 
a Nova Scotian, dealt with his sub­
ject in a manner showing the deep 
study and thought which he has 
given the questions of interest to 
the development of . the country 
and the provinces by the sea.
He visualized Canada as a whole 

with various sections presenting various 
problems. His address was devoted to 
a summing of the national situation, 
past, present and future, rather than 
any attempt to offer a solution for 
those problems.

Lieut.-Col. E. C. Weyman presided 
and introduced the speaker.

Dr. McKay sketched the early his­
tory of Canada. It was asked, he said, 

> M our position of dependency on Great 
’’Britain had been an undermining in­

fluence in the destiny of the country.
- The possibility of an independent exist­

ence had always been vaguely present 
Then came the war showing that 

the claims of humanity were greater 
than those of any individual. When 
the war was over Canada began to 
take her place In the affairs of the 
world. The intensely comprehensive 

of world citizenship was a dis­
tinguishing feature of the Canadianism 
of today.

Internally the same spirit was mani­
fest. Across the waters of the Rhine 
cruel wars had been waged since the 
dawn of history. The same races di­
vided by the Ottawa river lived in 
peace aniamity. This was one of the 
great political achievements of the time: 
Canada had 10,000,000 people of a 
higher standard of education and cul­
ture than any similar number in the 
world. Canadians could well afford to 
hold up their heads, lie declared.
