The Countess of Suffolk and Berk-
shire, who was thrown froin her horse
near Tetbury, Gloucestershire suffered
a similar accident two years ago whean
she fell from her mount while riding
in the bridle path near her home in
Charlton Park, and broke her leg. She
is the daughter of the late Levi Z.
Leiter of Chicago and Washington and
was regarded one of the most beauti-
ful women in American society.

Her marriage to the Earl of Suffolk
ip 1904 was the culmination of a ro-
mance degun in India, where she was
vigiting her sister, the wife of the Mar-
qiiis Curzon of Kedleston.

Samuel attended school fromf
his sixth to his tenth year, then was,
apprenticed to a shoemaker but, dis-
liking the work he learned the trade of !
‘his father. and while working as a|
cigar-maket he attended evening school |
for four years.

He came to America when 13 years
old, settled in New York City and in
time became a naturalized citizen of

the U. S. He worked at his trade of
e cigar-making from his tenth until his
thirty-seventh year. After that time he
was a writer on Labor topics, an agi-
tator and an organizer of unions.

CANADIAN TO HANG

Chicago Jury Convicts Russell
Scott of Murder During
Hold-up.

CHICAGO, Dec. 18—A jury, after
45 minutes deliberation, last night
found Russell Scott, former Canadign
financial wizard, guilty of the mur-
der of Joseph Maurer, 19 year old
cigar clerk, during a holdup last April,
and fixed his punishment at death -on
the gallows. The jury took two bal-
lots.

Vigorous Career.

In a gareer filled with persistent and
vigorous efforts from his 15th year “to
improve the conditions of workers,” Mr.
Gompers became a unique figure in
American public life. By the force of
his eloguence and patriotism he won
l‘over the solid support of the American
Federation of Labor for the U. S. Gov-
ernment when !t entered the war.

The conflict ended, he went to Paris,
where he helped to organize the Inter-
national Labor Congress. Five of its
tenets were incorporated in the peace
treaty. They were: (1) Labor is not
a commodity; (2) An international 8-
hour day; (8) A standard and adeguate
living wage; (4) Equal pay for men
and women for equal work; (5) Pro-
hibition of child labor.

President 43¢d ‘Time,

At the annual session of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor at El Paso,
Texas, in November, 1924, Mr. Gom-
rpers was elected President for the 43rd
time. That session was followed by a
joint meeting of the American Federa-
tion of Labor and the Mexican Feder-
ation of Labor, of sessions of the Pan-
American Federation of Labor, and the
inauguration of President Calles of
Mexico which officials of all three or-
ganizations attended at Mexico City.’

While at the Mexican capital Mr.
Gompers was stricken with a recur-
rence of the ailment that had kept him
more or less an invalid for some years,
Complicated by a slight cold aggra-
vated by the high altitude, the aged
labor leader was unable to attend the
’closing ceremonies of the inauguration.

NEW MOTOR FUEL IS

TESTED BY FRENCH

Army Officials Say Claims
Justified by Exhaustive
Experiments.

Paris, Dec. 18.—Exhaustive tests by
the artillery laboratories at Vincennes
are said to have fully justified the
claims made for a new motor fuel ex-
tracted frgm de-bonzolized coal tar by
a process invented by M. Makhonine, a
Russian engineer.

When used in heavy trucks and trac-
tors, according to Le Matin, the fuel
developed much greater power than
gasoline and gave slightly higher mile-
age to the gollan. Its cost is said to
be only onedtenth that of gasoline.
Further experiments are to be made
with forty trucks which will cover be-
tween 2,000 and 8,000 miles each,

Pending further data regarding the
tests experts here are withholding judg-
ment, although inclined to be skeptical
of the merits claimed for the fuel. The
process, it is stated, is also being tried
in the United States. Its promoters
claim that the fuel, which is non-in-
flammable, will make the French army
Independent of imported gasoline.

ONTARIO BANKS AND TAXA-
' TION.

The branch banks of Ontarlo are
objecting to the Business Tax now
. imposed by the municipalities of that

province, and the Bankers’ Association

is making some very' strenuous efforts
to “have the Provificlal Government
exempt the institutions from that par-
ticular levy. According to the Assess-
ment Act of Ontario, the lands and
buildings of all banks are assessed upon
seventy-five per cent. of their value,
and the tax derived from this goes to
the local municipality. - Then the Pro-
vince has a tax based on the capital
used by the branches in, their buulnes«\
and because ‘this tax was increased in

1920 the contribution of the banks to

the Province and the municipalities was

about two.and a half times as great as
it was some years previous.

Taxes are objected to by nearly
everybody who has to pay them. There
are some generous souls who really
think that the public services of the
country must be maintained and that it
is only right and proper for those who
have a stake in the community te pay
their share of the cost. These, however,
ire in the voluntary taxpayers’ class.
The number comprising the involuntary
taxpayers is very much larger. It
seems that banks are now to be added
to the number. It might have been
thought that if anybody is able to pay
taxes it would be the banks. They

" base their charges to their customers
upon their overhead expenses, of which

taxes are a part. They charge a

greater percentage on loans in some

parts of Canada than they do in others.

We in the East do not pay so high for

our money as they do in the West

There could be no reasen for this un-

less the percentage of losses in the

West is higher than it is in the East.

Taxation upon banks in the Province

of Ontario does not differ materjaliy

from the system prevailing in other
provinces. To assess buildings upon
seventy-five per cent, of their real
value is not extravagant, for there are
many owners of real estate who claim
that the assessors value their property
at more than it is worth. That is the
dificulty. Nobody is really satisficd by
the decision of the assessors or the
laws which govern the imposition of
taxes. The real trouble is that the
people are asking too much of the gov-
ernments. They want large expendi-
tures and they do not want to pay for

them. When we make up our minds {o

not absolutely necessary we wil! be

approaching the proper basis A few

days ago several communities ‘n

Canada demanded new public buildings

and much to the regret .of many

people the announcement has been

made that they will be erected.

The appointment
s#veral years ago of the Gregory Com-
mission to investigate the operations of
hydro and since then fnquiries of many
kinus have apparently disgusted Sir
Adam Beck, who andoubtedly has con-
tributed largely to the success of hydro
but who is too high-strung to permit
the public end the press to lash him
with \their criticism.

A GREAT SOURCE OF EMPLOY-
MENT.

Owing mainly to the dislocation of
production from the Ruhr coalfield,
1928 was a Pprosperous year for the
British coal-mining industry. The out-
put was higher than in any previous
year, except 1918; exports surpassed
even that “record” year; prices were
good; and earnings improved on the
low level of the preceding year. « The
total output in 1923 amofmted to
276,000,000 tons, compared with 249,-
666,666 tons in 1923, and "287,600,000
tons in 1913.

Employment during 1928 was good.
At the beginning of the year only 4.5
per cent. of the Insured coal-mivers
were unemployed, and at the end {he
number had fallen to 2.4 per cent.
This decline was reflected“in the ;n.
creased number ' of wage-earners on
colliery books. ."At the end of 1922
they numbered 1,129,589, and a year
later they totalled 1,184,786.

Discusses Traffic of Sea and
Air—National Waste
Has Attention,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18—Recom-
mendations concerning legislation for
the reorganization of the Commerce
Department, for the control and devel-
spment of radio and aircraft, and for

revision of the navigation laws, have

submitted to President Coolidge
by Secretary Hoover in the annual re-
port of his department.

The secretary also recommended that
Congress appropriate funds for a De-
partment of Commerce Building of
sufficient size to house all branches of
the organization, which at present are
jcattered through a half dozen build-
infs in Washington.

Mr. Hoovers report defined the
economic progress of the country for
the last year, setting out as outstand-
ing features the advance of "agriculture
priges which had lagged behind in-
ﬂug.ery since the slump of 1922, the be-
ginning of “sound” policies in German
reparations leading to a hopeful mea-
sure of economic recovery in Europe,
and the complete recovery “of the
nation’s own industry and commerce,
aside from agriculture.”

Review of Year.

The last year, the secretary reported,
has seen great stability of prices, high
production, full employment, expand-
ing foreign trade, and prosperix
throughout the business world. The
were some moderate decreases in ac-
tivity of some lines. during the latter
part of the fiscal year, he ,added, but
since its close, there had again been
generad recovery in these lines, ‘

Concerning the reorganization of the
Department, Mr. Hoover said:

“The investigations of the Joint €Con-
gressional Committee on Reorganiza-
tion resulted in the inclusion in that
committee’s plan of many of the sug-
gestions presented by me looking to a
‘reorganization of the Department of
Commerce which should enable it to
function more effectively and economi-
cally. The department was created ‘to
foster, promote and develop the domes-
tic and foreign commerce, mining,
manufacturing, shipping, and fishing
industries, and the transportation facili-
ties” Excluding all of the semi-judi-
cal functions in the Government re-
specting these matters, and excluding
the Shipping Board, there are still a
laige number of functions of the kind
set forth in the organic act which are
administered outside the department.
They lie in seven different departments
and independent agencies of such wide-
ly divergent major purposes as the War
and Navy,

There are inevitable overlap, dupli-
cation, and lack of concentratiog of
purpose. In the interest of economy,
efficiency of administration, and better
service to the public, all of the func-
tions of the Government of the char-
acter enumerated in the organic act
should be at once cencentrated in three
different groups—(a) industry, (b)
trade, and (c) navigation. Each should

evitable repercussion on world trade
and on the business of the United
States. The Dawes plan is the first
effort to solve the reparations question
purely on a commercial and economic
basis. The American members of the
committee were assisted by a compet-
ent staff of technicgl experts, among
tHem some of the officials of the Com-
merce Department.”

Experts of American goods to for-
eign countries increased 9 per cent.
over the previous year, the secretary
reported, while imports decreased @
‘per cent. America’s favorable trade
balance, because of these changes, iu-
creased from $175,000,000 in 1922-28 to
$757,000,000 in 1923-24.

“The outstanding featire of our for-
eign trade in commodities, “the re-
port said, “is its strong real growth
since 1913. Our total imports and ex-
ports in that fiscal year amounted to
$4,279,000,000 against $7,865,000,000 in
1923-24. If we correct this difference
by the depreciated buying power of
the dollar, we still find an increase of
18.2 per cent.

“This compared with decreases of 12
per cent, for the United Kingdom, 1%
per cent. for France, and 51.4 per cent.
for Germany. o

A suggestion that the city
commissioners begrequested to furnish
lists of the employes .in the various
 departments . to the commission was
not adopted.

The meeting was presided OJCI' by
F. S. A, McMullin, chairmad, and|
other members of the commission pre-
sent were A. M. Rowan, Mayor Potts,
John N. Flood, Commissioner Hard-
ing and James Lewis.

Want Lower Charge.

John Kelly, chairman of the Board
of Health, addressed the commission
on the matter of service charge for the
extension of the hydro lines to the
Isolation Hospital. He said the board
was quite willing to have hydro in-
stalled but they felt the service charge
of $7 per month was too high. After
Mr. Kelly had retired it was decided
to send a communication to the board
undertaking to reduce the service
charge as soon as business from the
extension would warrant such action.

The gngineer reported that it would
not be feasible at present to extend
the distribution system to Ashburn
Road and that 6,069 meters were now
installed.

Asks List of Employes.

He recommended that the several
commissioners be asked to furnish a
list of the employes in their depart-
ments in order that the canvasers of
the commission might ascertain how
many were not using hydro and why
not. Mayor Potts said he did not like
this as it sounded like a threat and the
city employe, while he should be using
hydro, had the same right as any other
citizen to say how he would spend his

own money.

GIRL TAKES BLAME
FOR MAN'S DEATH

Says 'Fiance Now Held Con-
fessed to Save Her from
Trouble,

BOSTON, Dec. 138.—A story of love,
chivalrous, unselfish, protective and
ready for any sacrifice, was unfolded
when Miss Fannie Marshall, her beau-
tiful young face streaming with tears,
her sentences punctuated with piteous
sobs, insisted that she and not her
fiance was  responsible for the death
of James McEvoy, killed by an ele-
vator at the Beacon Trult building,
Sunday night. :

.To Save Fiance,

It was to save her sweetheart, who
is now held for the grand jury:on the
charge. of manslaughter, that she came
forward voluntarily after secking ad-
vice of a father confessor, that she
made the journey first to headquarters
then to the district attorney’s office,
where she was released upon her “word
of honor” alone to appear before the
grand jury as a defendant with her
sweetheart, if necessary.

The tragedy which revealed this de-
votion occurred Sunday night in the
vaults of the Beacon Trust on Milk
‘street where James F. McKinney, an

at Oaklund road, Lexington, is watch-
man.

Shéts fired from an automatic pistol
brought the police to ‘' the building,
where in the elevator well,-James Mc-
Evoy, watchman in the Compton build-
ing was found dead, his chest crushed
and his neck broken.

Released in $1,000 Bail.

McKinney had disappeared but was
soon found on Hawley street and
placed under arrest. His story was that
McEvoy had been having a drink and
that as he started the elevator to take
McEvoy to the street floor, as it was
time for him to pull in his watchman’s
alarm, McEvoy fell backward and was
caught and crushed between the floor
of the elevator and the top of the
open entrance and fell into the well.
He then fired the pistol in order to
attract the police. He assumed full re-
sponsibility for the accident and on
Monday morning was arraigned in the
Municipal Court and held for the grand
jury on a charge of marslaughter in
81,000 bail, which was furnished by his
father. Not one word did he vouchsafe
of the presence of anyone else in the
building at the time.

But his chivalrous intent to spare his
‘sweetheart was undone by her deter-
mination not to permit her fiance {o
make this sacrifice for her sake.

Accompanied Fiance.

Dainty in form, with close bobbed
blonde hair and beautiful features and
complexion, she told Superintendént
Crowley that she was a waitress and
had been working recently at Went-
worth Hall, Jackson, N. H., and ex-
pected to leave the first of the year
for Florida to work the winter.

She arrived in Boston a few days ago
and arrange ot stay with a friend on
West Brookline street. She accom-
panied McKinney, to whom she was
engaged, to the bank building Sunday
night, where they were joined by Mc-
Evoy. They did have two drinks, she
admitted, but that was all.

Inspector Dennessey consulted Chief
Jastice Bolster who advised the whole
matter be laid before District Attorney
O’Brien and to him Miss Marshall told
her story again.

The impression she made on the dis-
trict attorney was such, that he re-
leased her on her word of honor alone
that she would keep in touch with In-
spector Dennessey and appear before
the grand jury if it was decided she
should be cited as a defendant with
McKinney.

FREDERICTON, Dec. 12 — New
Brunswick potatoes will. be bringing a
better price soon after the coming of
‘the new year, if not before, it is .now
believed, says the Fredericton Gleaner
of today. It continues: .

Latest reports from Maine points in-
dicate an expectation of higher quo-
tations there almost immediately as a
result of increasing exports to the Brit-
ish market.

There'is also a project to make big
shipments from Maine to Ireland to re-
lieve a potato famine which is said to
threaten to equal the famous Irish po-
tato ‘famine of 1847. All this would
take much of-the stock that had been
intended for the Cuban' market, and
thus give a better opportunity there
for New Brunswick shippers. '

Market Is Better,

FORT FAIRFIELD, Me,, Dec. 12—
The Fort Fairfield Réview, in its week-
ly bulletin on the potato market, says:

“Potatoes are coming in a trifle
more freely than last week, the ruling
price for Mountains now being from
85 to 90 cents. A few Spaulding Rose
have been coming, at 65 cents, while
a very few Cobblers have been taken,
at 75 cents. The feeling in general over
the potato market is better than it has
been, most people expecting to see a
dollar considerably exceeded soon after
New Year’s, if not before.” °

To Refieve Irish Famine.

PORTLAND, Me., Dec. 12— New
England Homestead on Dec. 13 will
say: “Transpofb. 10,000,000 bushels of
potatoes ®om’ Maitié ports to Ireland!
Do it forthwith free of all charge for
freight by employing now idle United
States Shipping Board vessels.

“Such is ithe -purpose of ‘the Home-
stead’s telegraphic gampaign upon
Washington—the Pregjdent and both
branches of Congress,-through Senator
Fernald. The people of Maine respond
nobly in urging such action upon their
senators and representatives in Con-
gress, and’ prospects again are bright
for the potato industry.

Report Big Market.

“Maine’s potato exchange is advised
by cable that its commissioners to Lon-
don, L. S. Bean‘and O: J. Bishop, have
opened up such a blg market in Eng-
land as to absorb the potatoes interided
for Cuba. With a famingdemand from
Ireland, and a shortage=in the potato
crop throughout Eurépe, our United
States surplus will all be needed, and
at prices which may yet yield a reas-
onable profit to growers.

“No wonder prices advanced last
week at New York. This week may
see a stiffening in potato prices every-
where. As the Homestead has pointed
out previously, werld sup=y¢ of pota-
toes is below normal. The plethora
here is hardly enough to make good
the shortage abroad.” i

95 Per Cent, Stored,

While the potato acreage of New
Brunswick showed only a slight in-
crease from 45,5622 acres in 1923 to
46,281 across this year, the total pro-
duction shows an increase of 1,160,000
cwt., according to the November crop
report just issued by the Federal De-
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa.

This is an increase from 6,043,000
cwt., in 1928 to 7,208,000 cwt. for the
present year, an average yield of
155.8 cwt, per acre as compared with
182.8 last year. Approximately 95 per
cent. of the crop went into storage.

Dominion Statistics.

The increase in the acreage of cer-
tified seed potatoes in New Brunswick
this year amounted to 1,281 acres, the
total acreage for 1924 being 8,468 acres
as compared with 2,187 for 19238. The
heaviest increase was shown in the
acreage soown to Irish Cobblers which
amounted to 1,795 acres in compari-
son with 756 acres. Green Mountains
this season totalled 1,605 acres as com-
pared with 1,888 acres in 1923.

The provisionally estimated potato
acreage of the Dominion amounted to
568,899 acress for 1924, whereas 560,942
acres were planted last season. The
average yigld per acre amounted to 103
cwt., while last year the average yield
was 99 cwt, The 10 year average is
88.7 cwt. The ttal 1924 yield is esti-
mated at 58,069,000 cwt., a heavy in-
crease over 55,497,000 cwt. for 1923.

government and that some day Russia
would become a monarchy again. Her
husband has already proclaimed him-
self head of the Romanoffs and Czar
of Russia.

tical nature. She insisted time and
again throughout a brief interview with
newspaper men in her suite in the Wal-
dorf that she could not discuss poli-
tics. She came here, she repeated, oaniy
for the purpose of bringing thanks fer
the financial aid Americans rendered
Russian refugees.

“Do you believe that the Russians
want a monarchy, or are they satisfied
with the present form of government?”
a reporter asked.

“I feel thht our people want a mon-
archy,” she replied.

People Calling to Royalists.

“Do you believe’ they are calling to
you?” she was asked.

“Yes, very much so, Yes, they are
calling to us. Every sane person knows
they are dissatisfied with the present
governcent. Just read their statistics
and.you will find oit why. But I can-
not talk politics with you, and I hope
you will not stress what I have "ust
said, But will only say that I am "not
here with any political motive.”

A. T. Woolley, instructor in first aid
for the Canadian National Railways,
was in the city yesterday conducting
the class among the employes of the
local terminals. The men in all of
the different crafts he reports, are tak-
ing a very active interest in the work
of the first aid and safety first depart-
ments, and are progressing very rapid-
ly in their study of the different meth-
ods of first aid.

Their intcrest is so keen that it mani-
fests itself in numerous questions con-
cerning parts of the work which have
not yet been touched upon by the in-
structor. More men are enrolling in
the class, and it is expected that there
will be others organized within a short
time.

The increase in the work, due to the
activity of the winter port, has increas-
ed also the possibility of minor injur-
ies, for which the men trained in first
aid, are capable of giving the right
treatment. The effectiveness of this
has been demonstrated, which also has
been a factor in enlivening interest.

Says Accidental,

The girl picked up the revolver.after
they patched up the gquarrel and began
playing with the gun, and it was accis
dentally’ discharged. - RN
 However, when the boy was told
there had been a witness to the shoot-
ing, he said:

“Pll tell you the truth, Betty and I
have been sweethearts, school sweet-
hearts, for more than two years, When
she insisted upon tearing up the pic-
tures I picked up the gun. I pointed it
at her to frighten her, when it went
off. I didn’t mean to kill her or hurt
her. I loved her too much for that.”

Curtis said he had been carrying the
gun for protection.

At its annual meeting yesterday af-
- ternoon and evening the board of com-
‘missioners of the General Public Hos-
pital made the staff appvintments, and
Dr. W. W. White protested against this
practise of annual election as humiliat-
ing to the staff, and also questioned the
advisability of haying so large a staff
as at present.

The contractor agents and architect
offered to pay back money expended

A request for some changes in the
direction of the out-door department
was received from the staff of the de-
partment and will be considered. The
work of that department was highly

Out Door Department.

Dr. G. B. Peat was heard with re-
ference to suggested improvements in
the out-door department. The outdoor
staff recommended that the professional
staff of that department should be
drawn from the hospital staff and not
be a separate staff, and also recom-
mended greater care to see that pa-
tients able to pay did not receive free
treatment in the department. These

recommendations were in line with the
American Hospital Association Com-
mittee on -out-patient work. The staff
also thought better resiilts might be
obtained with better follow up work.
Dr. Roberts commended the out-
patient staff on the interest taken.

Report for 11 Months.

The report of 11 months of work
showed the following figures for the
department: Surgical, 752 patients,
5,808 visits; medical, 631 patients, 1,196
visits; E. E. N) and T., 628 patients,
1,411 visits; gynaecological, 71 patients,
243 visits; orthopaedic, 44 patients, 103
visits and dental, 45 patients, 45 visits.
It was sald the out-door clinics had
saved a great many hospital days,
which meant saving money to the hos-
pital.

Mr. Agar assured Dr, Peat that every
member of the board was highly
pleased with the success of the depart-
ment and Dr. Roberts said the depart-
ment was perhaps one of the most im-
portant in the hospital.

Says Over-Staffed.

Dr. White declared the hospital/was
much overstaffed and the out-door de-
partment took from the regular mem-
bers of the staff, work which they

Report Read at New York
Meeting—Straus At-
tacks Rich,

New York, Dée. 18.—In the three
years since its inception, the Palestine
Foundation Fund, of which Samuel
Untermyer is the president, has spent

more ithan §,000,000 on the rebuilding
of the lloly Land, it was anfounced at
a conference of the National Council
of the organization at the Hotel Astor.
Of this umonat. about one-third came
from ihe Jews of New York City.

‘This announcement, together with
addresses by Nathan Straus and Louis
Marshall, featured the all-day meeting,
which wus attended by about 800 work-
ers from all parts of the country.

Mr, Strsus, who established a chain
of milk stations in Palestine and has
made gencrous contributions to the
cause, atlacked the rich whose friend-
8hip he said he had lost because of his
siurs upon their unwillingness to give
in proportion to their means,

“I don't want to insult the rich,”
said Mr. Straus, “but if they want to
live long and die happy, let them give.
You cannot take your money with you
when you die, for if you have not given
it away while you are alive the chances
are the State will take a great part of
it. You know there is an old proverb,
‘What you give in he.lth, is gold;
what you give in &l kaess, is silver;
and what you give in death, is copper,’
and some don’t even give then”

Friend of Masses, Says Straus.

Referring to several fllnesses from
which he had suffered in the course of
his life, Mr, Straus sald he was sure
that the only thing that pulled him
through was his desire to live long so
that he could do more good.

a friend of the masses,” he went on.
“The rich people have no more use for
me, for what I have saying about
them. But I feel it is a disgrace for us
not to give when we live in plenty and
others must face deprivations.”

Mr. Marshall, although not a political
Zionist, received an ovation when he
spoke at the luncheon between the
morning and afternoon sessions. He
assured his hearers that persons who
heretofore had not taken any interest
in Palestinian work were now gradu-
ally showing an inclination to help
their fellow Jews in making the land
-fit for a Jewish homeland.

Marshall, “it hasn’t been fashionable
in certain quarters to consider the
needs of Palestine or to talk about
Palestine. There are men in our com-
munities who are generous, who are
noble-hearted, whose souls are truly
Jewish souls, who have believed that
their responsibilities are only toward
the Jews of America and Europe and
have not fully appreciated the neces-
sity of helping in Palestine. I think,
however, that the time has now arrived
when there is a better. understanding
of that subject among men whose in-
fluence and wealth are great. Up to
my good friend
Nathan Straus has stood almost alone
among all the influential men of this
country.”

Mr. Marshall then mentioned Felix
M. Warburg, among others, who during
the past few years has taken an en-
thusiastic stand on the Palestinian
subject. There are others, the speaker
said, who are ready to help.

Refugees Migrate to Palestine.

The emergency committee, which Mr.
Marshall formed to assist refugee Jews
stranded in European ports, Mexico
and Cuba, now finds, according to the
speaker, that its opportunity lles in
getting as many of the refugees as pos-
sible to migrate to Palestine. He an-
nounced- that Mr. Straus had con-
tributed $10,000 to the emergency
fund.

The $3,000,000 Palestine Economic
Council, said Mr. Marshall, {s almost
ready to start functioning, Plans for
the Jewish Agency, which is to be an
amalgamation of organisations inter-
ested in Palestine are also being
formed, he said.

“Nobody has a monopoly in Pales-
tine,” Mr. Marshall declared, “as no-
body has a monopoly of Judalsm or of
well-doing, However, the time has now
arrived when the'‘conduct of affairs in
Palestine and the responsibility are to
be shared by every Jew in the world.
It isn’t a question of work and of re-
sponsibility. I am sure that on reflec-
tion it will be found to be the only
proper method of deallng with the great

' Palestine problem.

“We must build up the land not only
economically, educationally and moral-
ly, but, what is more important from
my standpoint, religiously, We must
remember that, after all, the Jew stands
above all things on his religion, Where
the faith was born, where the psalmists
sang and where our prophets dreamed,
must be continued as the spiritual home
of the Jews of the world.”

300,000 Jews Now in Palestine,

Mr. Untermyer said the resources of
the fund were inadequate to provide for
the increasing number of pioneers who
want to establish themselves in the
Holy Land. It was pointed out that at
the time of the armistice the Jewish
population of Palestine was 55,000. In
1922 the number reached 883,794 and
now there were approximately 100,000
there. Mr. Untermyer said that if the
opportunity to rebuild that country had
presented ftself years ago it would
not now be necessary to find refuge
for stranded Jews in Cuba and Mexico.

Members, However, Assure

ROME, Dec. 12—Senator Fanous, of

GENEVA, Dec. 22—The British

Anglo-Irish Treaty with the League,
that it always has been Great Brit-
ain’s view that no article of the League

covenant or subsequent conclusions un-

der. League auspices could apply toany
part of the British Empire, which was
one and indivisible as far as League
business was concerned.

Arthur Culligan Says En-
quiries From United
States Show Increase

Prospects for increased lumber busi-
ness are somewhat brighter on the
North Shore. according to Arthur Cul-
ligan, former, M. L. A, of Jacquet
River, who is in the city.

Mr. Culligan said lumber buyers In
the United States are making more en-
quiries for shipments now than were
anticipated a few weeks ago.

“The cut in Restigouche and through-
out the entire North Shore for that
matter will be aboiit 60 or 65 per cent.
normal,” said Mr. Culligan, ,who is a
member of the firm of J. and A. Culli-
gan, well known lumber concern.

Plenty of Labor.

f “Thase is no shortage of labor on

the North Shore this winter, and in
fact we have more men applying. for
The
average wage is from $30 to $85 per
month, or considerably lower than last
season, when an upusually héavy cut
was made in this province.”

Mr. Culligan’s firm will cut about
6,000,000 feet this winter, 4,000,000 in
Restigouche and the balance in the
province of Quebec. According to Mr.
Culligan there are only a few winter
mills operating on the North Shore but
the prospects of a brighter lath mar-
ket after the new year are véry en-
couraging.

Conditions during the late fall and
early winter have been exceptionally
good for yapding and while shipments
to the United States are moving slow-
ly just at present—this time of year
being a dull period in the limber trade

F B BEEUTE

St. John Interest in Article
on Employer and
Employe.,

How not to treat employes whilst,
at the same time, securing efficiency
and loyalty, is the basis of an article in
the American Magazine for December
in which is set forth the experience

of H. Hobart Porter, one of the best
known public utility men in North
America.

The article is not without its local
interest as Mr. Porter is a partner in
the engineering firm of Saunderson &
Porter, New York, managers of the
Federal Light and Traction” Co., which
in turn, is owner of the New Bruns-
wick Power Co. 3§

In addition Mr. Porter is president
of the American Waterworks and Elec-
tric Company, a director of the Mis-
souri-Pacific Railway, president of the
Brooklyn City Railroad Company, a
trustee of Columbia University and
president of the University Club of
New York City.

Offess Six Rules.

The article is replete with words of
advice, encouragemént to the employe
striving to make good, advice to the
employer who may be inclined to be-
come impatieni. It is a gospel of prac-
tical experience. based on the golden
rule.

Mr. Porter, on his experience, has
compiled a set of six rules:—

1—Get good men.

2—Back them up.

8—Scold them—if you must—in pri-
vate but praise them in public.

4—Give them full and public credit
for all they:do.

5—Don’t do anything that someone
else is supposed to do.

support and if you haven’t that you
can never accomplish very much.”

“The man at the top,” he says in
another comment?” as I see it, has
two very distinct duties: One is to
help out Ris associates when they hit a
snag; and the other is to encourage
them. As for the man at.the bottom,
if he wants to rise, he must take thc
same viewpoint.

Mistakes and Fatigue.

“Mistakes,” he adds, “are. made by
tired brains. You can’t afford to make
mistakes, and, therefore, you ought not
allow yourself to become worn out.

| Liveliness of interest, a fresh mind,

and the ability to have a good time,
are attributes that any man must have
if he wants to rise.”

“After you have picked out your
men,- the only way to get results oit
of them is to back them up. If a man
knows that he is constantly watched,
that his decisions, large or small, are
likely to be over-ruled by someone who
wants to show his authority, or who
thinks that his way is the only right
way—that man is badly handicapped.”

"A Case In Poiat,

As illustrating this latter point, Mr.
Porter told of the question of selling
a large block of stock in a certain city
where an industrial depression existed.
The local manager, after going into the
matter, urged that the project be car-
ried out despite conditions. The direct-
ors, talking the matter over, were un-
animous in their opinion that the stock
could not be sold then.

Finally, the article goes on to state,
Mr. Porter said that the stock could
and would be sold and asked as to his
reasons for this, replied:

“Because our local manager said so.”

The stock was offered for sale and,
within a short time, was taken up.

When Correction Necessary.

“I don’t believe,” says Mr. . Porter
““that there is any personality robust
enough to keep on working forever with-
out some encouragemeént and pralse.”

And again, “If there gs one type of
man I dislike, above all others, it is ths
one that bawls his associates out in
public. To humiliateba man is to de-
stroy his initiative and his enthusiasm.
Many of our men have made errors, of
course, but they are not held up to their
fellow workers as dumbells. The matter
is discussed with them in private, their
mistakes are reviewed, and, if they have
been greatly at fault, we don’t hesitate

6—Don’t worry.

These are the axioms of a man!
whose every minute is .valuable and
who, among many other activities, di-!
rects the supplying of water to twenty-|
six cities in thirteen states of the U. S.
as president of the American Water
Works and Electric Company.

Loyalty In Employ.

“There is only one way,” he says,
“for any business executive to carry
on a big job and that is through other
people. With our ter works scat-
tered all over the country, I should be
absolutely helpless, were it not for the
ability and loyalty of the men we em-
ploy. They do -the work. My job is to
help them when they get into trouble
and to praise them when they keep
oit of it

Mr. Porter added that he could rot
think of a more unhappy sight than
that of an executive who tries to do
it all, who doesn’t trust his men and
who hasn’t their loyal support. “You
can buy brains and muscle power,” he
shows, “but you can’t buy loyalty. Not
with mere money.” :

An interesting commentary on the
successful management of a big busi-
ness is set forth in Mr. Porter’s stx
rules. “The ‘one-man business,’” he
says, “isn’t possible on a large scale
or even on a small one. If I had at-
tempted it I would still be tied up
with some job I undertook years ago.

to say so. But, at the same time, we
let those men know that we like them,
and that we're not going to grind the
heart out of them by tramping on their
feelings in the presence of others.

“This policy applies from the office
boy up. You can do more with a boy
by encouraging him, by making him like
you, than you can by driving him and
making him fear you. Hard-boiled tact-
ics just don’'t work.” :

Relation to People.
“Mr. Porter lays it down as a principle
that the executive who tries to do it all
is simply tying his own hands- He ought
not to do anything that an assistant can

do. He'ought to hold himself In re-
serve for big decisions, for keeping up
the spirit of his organization, and for
finding ways to improve the method of
operation. I have known jealous-minded
men who simply couldn’t turn details
loose.
one of the worst forms. It stunts the
development of others and, therefore, it
stunts the development of any organiza-
tion.” =

Mr. Porter concludes with these words
of advice: |

‘““Whether you are at the top or at the
bottom, whether you are assoclated with
men who are over you, under you, or of
the same rank—encourage them. Be en-
thusiastic, never jealous, and you will
find that your attitude not only makes
you popular but helps you to rise. The
big thing is your relation to people.”
